CARE OF MILK.
By C. C. Macdonald, Superintendent of 

Experimental Dairy.

The care of milk is such a broad subject 
that I will not take up the time of this 
convention with anything but the most 
important details pertaining thereto.

There have been some attempts made 
in the past few years by some of the farm­
ers of Canada to furnish better milk to 
the cheese and butter factories than was 
done even ten years ago, and the result of 
those attempts is noted by the increased 
make and sale of Canadian cheese, and 
the higher rank it takes in the foreign 
markets.

The more we educate the farmers and 
induce them to perform their part of the 
dairy work thoroughly, the better cheese 
and greater quantity we may expect to 
make, and consequently bring more wealth 
to the country.

Milk at its best is a very perishable 
compound, and very susceptible to any 
contamination foreign to itself, and there­
fore should be protected at all times from 
anything that would injure its quality in 
any way. A farmer’s wife would not 
put floor near the kerosene can, or any­
thing else that would contaminate it and 
render it unfit to make good bread. 
Neither should the farmer expose the milk 
from his dairy to any foul odors, such as 
those of the pig-sty, the barnyard, or the 
cow or horse stable, or those arising from 
dead carcasses, or to the certainty of con 
lamination by conveying whey from the 
cheese factory in the milk cans,—all these 
going to render the cheese or butter 
maker’s raw material (milk) unfit to man­
ufacture the proper article of food for the 
masses to consume.

In my travels last year I visited one 
cheese factory which sold the last two 
month’s make for one-eighth of a cent 
a pound more than any other factory in 
that neighborhood. I learned afterwards 
that the patrons of that factory did not 
carry whey home in their milk cans, while 
the patrons of all the othér cheese factories 
round about, almost without any excep­
tion, did carry the whey home in the 
milk cans. This means that the patrons 
of this one factory received more money 
for the whey by the increased price for 
their cheese than they could possibly 
make out of it by feeding it at home.

There is another matter to be consid­
ered here, and that is the increased make 
of cheese from untainted milk compared 
with that which has been tainted by sour 
whey or other impurities already men­
tioned. It has been proved that one- 
eighth more cheese can be made from 
pure, wholesome milk, than from tainted 
milk ; therefore, carelessness, with regard 
to the milk results, is a loss not only to 
the individual himself, but to the other 
patrons of the factory as well.

Now, the first and most important mat­
ter to be considered in the care of milk is 
absolute cleanliness from beginning to end 
— cleanliness in the stable and milking 
yard, in milking, with the milk pails, with 
the strainers, with the milk cans, and with 
the wagon in which the milk is conveyed 
to the factory.

One man of whom I know came to a 
factory with milk drawn in a cart which 
had been used only an hour before cart­
ing manure to the field. This I took as a 
wilful mistake, and scolded the man for 
so doing, but he did not seem to feel that 
he had done anything wrong.

Everything that is used for handling 
milk should be scrupulously clean. This 
point cannot be too carefully noted, or too 
frequently repeated. The best method 
for cleaning milk utensils is to rinse the 
articles in use with cold water first, 
as cold water removes all stickiness of the 
milk from the sides of the vessels ; after­
wards use water as hot as the hands can 
bear and wash thoroughly, using a little 
pearline in the water. Look well to the 
seams of the milk cans and pails, and any 
crevice where fifth is apt to collect. The 
little places sometimes left by the tin­
smith in finishing his work are very 
dangerous, as they are apt to be passed 
over by the dairymaid, and the tiny par­
ticles of milk gathering there from day to 
day begin to decay and raise havoc with 
the whole can of milk. In these small 
places the germs of decomposition are 
created, and the result is tainted milk.

After the articles have been thoroughly 
washed, boiling water only should be 
used for scalding purposes as a finishing 
touch to the cleansing. The vessels should 
then be placed in the open air, that they 
may become thoroughly aired before the 
next milking time.

Supposing the time for milking has ar­
rived, the milkers should go to the milk­
ing place with clean hands, and should be 
equipped with some clean, warm water 
and a clean flannel cloth to wash and brush 
the cow’s udders before beginning to milk. 
This should be the invariable practice of 
every dairyman at all times in the year. 
It is one very important part of the care of 
milk.

When the milk is first drawn (not half 
an hour afterwards, as some dairymen I 
know of persist in doing), it should be 
strained through a clean strainer. A cloth 
strainer is far superior tq any other, for 
several reasons : 1st, It can be cleaned 
much easier; 2nd, Can be easily exchanged 
when worn out; 3rd, It will arrest the 
very smallest particles, and prevent them 
going into the milk; 4th, It is cheaper 
than any other.

There is no reasonable excuse for a 
patron sending milk to a factory unstrain­
ed, as the cloth sufficient to last a whole 
year would not cost more than twenty 
cents.

Immediately after the milk is strained 
it should be thoroughly aerated by means 
of dipping, stirring or pouring, to expose 
it to the pure air.

The most efficient method of airing milk 
is to procure a good aerator, which costs a 
paltry sum of money, and will pay for it­
self twice over in one season. The aerator 
is placed on top of the can with a cloth 
strainer inside of the receiving bowl, and 
it is ready to do its work. Thus the milk 
is both strained and aerated at once, sav­
ing time. Milk treated in this way does 
not require putting down in cold water, 
except in extremely hot, close nights. 
The surrounding atmosphere should al­
ways be pure, and the milk should not be 
cooled down below the temperature of 
the atmosphere, but should be just two 
or three degrees above, in order to keep 
up a slight evaporation. On the other 
hand, if the milk is colder than the at­
mosphere, it will absorb any impurities 
from it that may be afloat,

The night’s and morning’s milk should 
always be treated the same, viz., thor­
oughly strained and aerated before being 
carted to the factory.

The cream should not be removed or 
any part of it, nor the strippings kept 
back. This reminds me of an incident 
that occurred at a certain factory in which 
it fell to my lot to hold a meeting. The

cheeeemaker had instructed the patrons 
not to strain their milk, and when I asked 
why he had done such an outrageous 
thing, he said that if the milk was dirty 
the patrons would not be so apt to take 
any cream off. I assured him that he 
needed to issue better laws than that, and 
see that they were enforced. That man 
was making the poorest lot of cheese I 
found while making that tour.

The Cheeeemakers do not require green, 
unmanufactured milk, as is generally sup­
posed by the average farmer ; rather he 
desires his raw material matured, for if it 
is not so he has the trouble of maturing 
the whole bulk of milk received, a work 
which is better to be done by the farmer 
himself.

In summer the milk is generally in a 
proper stage of maturity. It is in the 
autumn, when the cold nights come in, 
that the patrons should look more care­
fully to the condition of the milk.

After the proper straining and aerating, 
the can of milk should be taken to the 
kitchen, where the temperature should be 
about seventy degrees. If milk is thus 
treated, it will be in proper condition 
when it arrives at the factory. Conse- 
quentljvthe cheeeemaker is enabled to 
perfornJfcpp work better and exercises his 
skill m^Fthoroughly.

Milk should never be allowed to become 
frosted or chilled, hence the reason for 
conveying it to a moderately warm place 
in cold weather. Frosted milk has a 
bitter flavor, and will impart it to the 
cheese or butter ; so it is most important 
that farmers furnishing milk to a factory 
should study milk, i. e., what it is, what 
it is to be converted into, and the best 
ways to care for it, and give every assist­
ance in his power to make the finest arti­
cle possible. It should be the aim of the 
patrons, one and all, to furnish pure, sweet, 
wholesome milk to the factories. As the 
farmers are the first who have to deal 
with the raw' material, a great deal, de­
pends on their treatment of it as to what 
the quality of the manufactured article is 
to be. (The farmer’s aim with regard to 
the factory should be to make it the best ; 
not only in the county, bat the best in 
the dominion, by a hearty co-operation 
with the cheese or butter maker. They, 
too, should study one another’s interests, 
and together strive to establish a promin­
ent name for the factory they are con­
nected with.

I have hitherto spoken only of milk as 
taken from the cow and conveyed to the 
factory, but it may not come amiss to say 
a few words concerning the modes by 
which farmers may ensure the purity of 
the milk yielded by the cow. If the milk 
yielded by the cow is impure, no subse­
quent amount of care can make it pure. 
Very often, if tainted milk be traced to 
its source, it will he found in something 
affecting the animal. Foul odors breathed 
by the cow will affect the milk, so will 
poor food and bad water, the latter two 
more especially. More than one farmer, 
puzzled by tainted milk, after taking 
every possible care of milk vessels, etc., 
has found the source of the impurity in 
the water drunk by the cow. Hence the 
importance of supplying only the purest 
water for the cow to drink. She uses the 
water she drinks as a conveyance to carry 
the food she eats to the different parte of 
her body, and if the water is tainted the 
milk cannot fail to be so. Now who would 
dream, for one moment, that pure, 
wholesome cheese or butter could be made 
from milk obtained under such conditions? 
Let the food given be pure, wholesome 
and succulent, and the water pure and 
plentiful, and give the same care a good 
father gives his children, and every farmer 
is assured of success in the dairy busi­
ness.— Farmers’ Advocate.

President Cleveland’s Speech Respect­
ing Tariff Reform.

Shortly after one o’clock President 
Cleveland faced the crowd "of nearly 15,- 
000 people which looked up at the east 
front of the capitol and yelled with vigor­
ous enthusiasm unterrified by the howl­
ing, chilling wind and blinding sleet 
which beat upon it. Mr. Cleveland stood 
with bared head and in a low voice be­
gan to deliver his inaugural address. He 
dealt with tariff reform as follows :

The existence of immense aggregations 
of kindred enterprises and combinations 
of business interests, formed for the pur­
pose of limiting production and fixing 
prices, is inconsistent with the fair field 
which ought to be open to every inde­
pendent activity.

Legitimate strife in business should • 
not be superseded by an enforced conces­
sion to the demands of combinations that 
have the power to destroy ; nor should 
the people to be served lose the benefit of 
cheapness, which usually results from 
wholesome competition.

These aggregations and combinations 
frequently constitute conspiracies against 
the interests of the people and in all their 
phases they are unnatural and opposed to 
our American sense of fairness.

To the extent that they can be reached 
and restrained by federal power, the gen­
eral government should relieve our citi­
zens from their interference and exac­
tions.

The verdict of our voters, which con­
demned the injustice of maintaining pro­
tection for protection’s sake, enjoins upon 
the people’s servants the duty of exposing 
and destroying the brood of kindred 
evils, which are the unwholesome progeny 
of paternalism. This is the bane of re­
publican institutions and the constant 
peril of our government by the people.

It degrades to the purposes of wily craft 
the plan of rule our fathers established 
and bequeathed to us as an object of our 
love and veneration.

It perverts the patriotic sentiment of 
our countrymen, and tempts them to a 
pitiful calculation of the sordid gain to be 
derived from their government’s main­
tenance.

It undermines the self-reliance of our 
people, and substitutes in its place de­
pendence upon governmental favoritism.

It stifles the spirit of true Americanim, 
and stupefies every ennobling trait of 
American citizenship.

The lessons of paternalism ought to be 
unlearned and the better lesson taught, 
that while the people should patriotically 
and cheerfully support their government, 
its functions do not include the support of 
the people.

The acceptance of this principle leads 
to a refusal of bounties and subsidies, 
which burden the labor and thrift of a 
portion of our citizens to aid ill-advised 
or languishing enterprises in which they 
have no concern.

It leads also to a challenge of wild and 
reckless pension expenditure, which over­
leaps the bounds of grateful recognition of 
patriotic services and prostitutes to vi­
cious uses the people’s prompt and gener­
ous impulse to aid those disabled in their 
country’s defence.

Every thoughtful American must rea­
lize the importance of checking at its be­
ginning any tendency in public or private 
station, to. regard frugality and economy 
as virtues which we may safely outgrow.

The toleration of this idea results in the 
waste of the people’s money by their 
chosen servants and encourages prodigal­
ity and extravagance in the home life of 
our countrymen.

Under our scheme of government the 
waste of public money is a crime against 
the citizen, and the contempt of our peo­
ple for economy and frugality in their per­
sonal affairs deplorably saps the strength 
and sturdiness of our national character.

It is a plain dictate of honesty and good 
government that public expenditures 
should be limited by public necessity, and 
that this should be measured by the rules 
of strict economy, and it is equally clear 
that frugality among the people is the 
best guarantee of a contented and strong 
support of free institutions.

One mode of the misappropriation of 
public funds is avoided when appoint­
ments to office, instead of being the re­
ward of partisan activity are awarded to 
those whose efficiency promises a fair re­
turn of work for the compensation paid to 
them.

To secure the fitness and competency 
of appointees to office, and to remove from 
political action the demoralizing madness 
for spoils, civil service reform has found a 
place in our public policy and laws.

The benefits already gained through 
the instrumentality and the further use­
fulness it promises, entitles it to the fullest 
consideration.

When we tear aside the delusions and 
misconceptions which have blinded our 
countrymen to their condition under vari­
ous tariff laws, we but show them how 
far they have been led away from the 
paths of contentment and prosperity.

When we proclaim that the necessity 
for revenue to support the government 
furnishes the only justification for taxing 
the people, we announce a truth so plain 
that its denial would seem to indicate the 
extent to which judgment may be influ­
enced by familiarity with perversions of 
the taxing power ; and when we seek to 
reinstate the self-confidence and business 
enterprise of our citizens, by discrediting 
an abject dependence upon governmental 
favor, we strive to stimulate those ele 
ments of American character which sup­
port the hope of American achievement.

I find also much comfort in remember­
ing that my countrymen are just and gen­
erous and in the assurance that they will 
not condemn those who by sincere devo­
tion to their service deserve their forbear­
ance and approval.

Above all, I know there is a Supreme 
Being who rules the affairs of men and 
whose goodness and mercy have always 
followed the American people; and I 
know He will not turn from us now if we 
humbly and reverently seek His powerful 
aid.

When he had concluded he turned and 
faced chief justice Fuller, while the 
thunderous plaudits of the assembled

thousands rang in his ears. The chief 
justice bared his snow white brow, and 
then upon the old Bible which Cleveland’s 
mother had owned and upon which he 
had so often before taken the oath of 
office for the second time he took the 
“ constitutional oath,” which is as follows :

“ I do solemnly swear that I will faith­
fully execute the office of president of the 
United States, and will to the best of my 
ability preserve, protect and defend the 
constitution of the United States.”

This part of the ceremony could not be 
measured by minutes. It might be mea­
sured ,by seconds. Mr. Cleveland kissed 
the book and it was all over. In the brief 
space of time he had become the president 
of the United States. Thus history, re­
versed has repeated itself. On the very 
spot where four years ago Benjamin Har­
rison had succeeded Grover Cleveland, 
Grover Cleveland bad now succeeded 
Benjamin Harrison, and the cares of the 
government had slipped from the shoul­
ders of one man to those of another in a 
twinkling of an eye.

John sometime near the breaking out of 
the cholera in 1854, his father, if I mis­
take not, his mother too, fell victims to 
that dread disease. From that time for­
ward the deceased had to fight his way 
through life, but as he often remarked, 
his footsteps had been directed among 
many warm hearted friends and his lines 
had fallen in pleasant places. Many years 
ago he became a believer in the teachings 
and beliefs of the F. Christian Baptists 
and united with that denomination. For 
several years past he had taken a leading 
place among the people where he lived in 
the work of the church. While not able 
to contribute much towards the pastoral 
supervision of the church, yet it can be 
truly said he was one of the burden bear­
ers ; prompt and regular in attendance at 
the appointed services of the church» 
always willing to bear testimony to the 
truth presented and gave many proofs of 
devotion to the cause of religion, and 
when the trying moment came he could 
say : “ As I pass through the valley of the 
shadow of death I fear no evil for thy 
Rod and Staff comfort me.”

Mr. Lucas and 
Samuel Parsons visited this place in the 
interests of Sabbath school work. They 
addressed a fairly good audience at the 
hall last evening. Both spoke glowingly 
of rapid advance in the work since the 
organization of the provincial Sunday 
school convention.

They left for McDonald’s Comer, Wick­
ham. They purpose making a tour of 
Queens.

“SIAMESE" TWINS FROM INDIA.

Radios and Doddica, Two Little Girls to 
Be Seen In Chicago.

The new Siamese twins do not come 
from Siam. They are natives of Orissa, 
in India, and the following description is 
sent to the Pall Mall Budget by a corres­
pondent who saw them in Poona. They 
are to appear in London previous to ful­
filling their engagement at the world’s 
fair, Chicago. The names of the children 
are Radica and Doddica. The two little 
girls are 31 years old, and are really pretty 
children. The peculiarity of their con­
nection is that there is a flexible bony at­
tachment from breast to breast, and be­
low this 'there is viscereal connection. 
There is only one navel. The children 
were born in a caul. If food is given t 
one the other is satisfied, and if medicine 
is administer to the one the other is af­
fected, but not to the same extent as to 
the one to which it was given. The most 
curious circumstance is that when a sent­
ence is begun by one child the other fre­
quently finishes it. When sleeping one 
child lies on her back and the other on 
her side, which gives an idea of the flexi­
bility of the connection. The children 
are very good friends and seldom quarrel. 
For their age the twins are particularly 
intelligent. They have been taught Eng­
lish for the last three months, and al­
though they dp not speak more than a 
few simple words, they seem to under­
stand it fairly well already. The twins 
have excited a good deal of interest among 
the medical profession in India, and there 
is little doubt that their appearance in 
London and in America will be welcomed 
by scientists no less than by the unscien­
tific sightseer.

STRATOn ANDREWS.
Manager of the Bad Debt Agency on 

Trial.

At ten o’clock Monday morning, Edwin 
8. Andrews was taken from the jail to the 
police court and his preliminary examin­
ation on the charge of trying to extort 
money by libellous advertising or pub­
lishing, was commenced. Allan O. Earle 
appeared for the complainant, James Strat- 
on, and H. H. McLean for the prisoner.

Mr. Straton was the first witness called. 
He said he was a barrister residing in 
this city. He first met Mr. Andrews 
about six weeks ago. Mr. Earle objecte 
to any conversation that took place prev­
ious to the sending of the letter being 
stated in evidence, but it was decided that 
any evidence touching on the case was 
admissable. Mr. Straton went on to say 
that he met Mr. Andrews in Messrs. 
Kelly and Murphy’s office. ÎVIr. Kelly in­
troduced defendant to him, and on being 
presented, he (Andrews) handed the wit­
ness his card and went on to explain the 
nature of his business, and the method 
they had of collecting accounts. He was 
talking with a view of getting Mr. Kelly 
as a subscriber, but Mr. Kelly declined, 
saying that when he had any busines of 
that kind he employed a lawyer, and 
told Andrews, that Straton was a lawyer. 
Mr. Straton then said “ From what you 
have explained Mr. Andrews, your busi­
ness is blackmail.” He said it was not. 
He had taken advice on the subject and 
had agencies all through Canada, and said 
the law could not take hold of it. Mr. 
Straton then informed Andrews that he 
thought the law would take hold of it, 
and said that the first case that came un­
der his attention, he (Straton) would take 
hold of it. Andrews replied, “ I know as 
much law as you do.” The witness ans­
wered “You might possibly still have 
something to learn.”

The witness also told Andrews that he 
was committing crime. Mr. Andrews 
told Mr. Kelly he had over a hundred 
subscribers. The business card given by 
Mr. Andrews to Mr. Straton, was then 
put in evidence. It stated that Edwin S. 
Andrews was general manager of the Can­
adian Commercial Agency. The two cir­
culars sent to Mr. Straton were also read 
by the witness and placed in evidence. 
After having received the letters he went 
to Mr. Doody and asked him if he (Doody) 
had authorized Mr. Andrews to send him 
the circulars. Mr. Doody replied, “ Yes, 
certainly I did.”

Mr. McLean objected to this conversat­
ion with Mr. Doody going in evidence Mr. 
Earle argued that such evidence was ad­
missable, as the circulars referred Mr. 
Straton to Mr. Doody. After a lengthy 
argument between the two counsel the 
magistrate ruled the conversation could 
not go in evidence.

Mr. Straton then continued his evidence, 
saying he did not owe the full amount of 
the bill. There was an overcharge of 
$1,35.

Cross-examined by Mr. McLean, Mr. 
Straton said that Mr. Doody had claimed 
the whole amount. He had given Mr. 
Doody some work as agent for Miss 
Perkins. Before he had the conversation 
with Andrews in Kelly & Murphy’s, he 
had not received any notices and had no 
reason for any feelnig toward him, except 
that he thought the duty of all good citi­
zens should be to keep down all offences 
against the law. He did not complain to 
Mr. Andrews about receiving tha notices.

To Mr. Earle—In reference to the work 
done by Mr. Doody to Miss Perkins’ 
house, Mr. Straton said he had asked Mr. 
Doody to do the work in the house, at the 
request of his employer, the late S. R. 
Thomson, and Miss Perkins herself. He 
knew that Mr. Doody had sent bills to 
Miss Perkins for the amount. On Mr. 
Doody’s books the account was charged to 
the witness per Miss Perkins’ building. 
The witness saw the books with the entry 
on them. Mr. Stratton having finished 
his evidence the case was adjourned until 
two o’clock.

Andrews was admitted to bail as fol­
lows ; Himself in $600 and H. H. McLean, 
and Jaa. H. Doody, in $300 each.

AS HE IS.

The True Cowboy of the Western Plains.

The life of the “ cowboy ” of the great 
West is but little known. Some how- 
newspapers, and especially the writers of 
dime novels, have thrown a sort of romance 
about the cowboy that makes his life seem 
charming ; but there is no charm about it. 
As a rule there are no more hard-working 
simple unassuming men than the cowboy. 
They have been maligned and slandered 
as much as any other men, because all the 
depredations committed on the frontier 
are attributed to the cowboys. It is not 
uncommon for him wheu he enters a 
town, after spending weeks and perhaps 
months in the great solitude of the plains, 
to get a little more whiskey than is good 
for him and become a little frolicsome and 
reckless. He has a careless way of hand­
ling a six-shooter that makes a tenderfoot 
the least bit nervous. But the cowboy 
drunk and the cowboy sober are two 
different persons. Drunk, he is like all 
other drunken men — insane for the time 
being and really not accountable for what 
he does ; sober he is usually quiet and as 
genteel as he can be. Living a life of 
danger makes him fearless, and I do not 
know of a real cowboy who will not at any 
moment risk his life for a friend. If he is 
treated cordially by strangers he returns 
the compliment, but woe to the unhappy 
tenderfoot who attempts to put on airs 
when the cowboy is around. He has been 
known to make the plug hat. or as the 
cowboy terms them, “ the hard knocker 
hat,” of a dude the target for his six- 
shooter, and he seems to delight in expect­
orating tobacco juice on a pair of freely 
blackened boots.

In his wild Western life his home is in 
the saddle. He frequently passes weeks 
without seeing a house or having even a 
tent or shelter of any kind. Where does 
he sleep ? you will ask. On the ground 
his saddle for a pillow and his “ slicker ” 
his only covering. If it rains he usually 
sleeps ou his pony, sitting upright. He 
has studied the habits of the cattle until 
he knows them. He has to take his turn 
when driving in for the round-up to ride 
the circuit or keep gnard during the night. 
They guard by reliefs. The cattle are 
“ bunched,” or got together, and the boys, 
save those on duty, sleep through the 
night. Those on duty must keep contin­
ually riding around the herd, for a young 
cow or steer will occasionally take it into 
their head to steal away. The darker 
the night the greater must be the vigil­
ance. — Richmond Despatch.

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THE LOCAL LEGISLATURE.

The local legislature of New Bruns­
wick convened for the transaction of 
Provincial business on Thursday after­
noon. The weather was all that could be 
desired, and an unusually large crowd 
turned out to witness the opening cere­
mony. To a casual observer the ceremony 
may have savored of what is called red 
tape ; but to a student of politics, it marked 
an epoch in the constitutional history of 
our province. To him it was full of interest. 
To him it was an important step in the 
working out of the principle of responsible 
government. It was the completion of 
the work commenced long ago by those 
whose names will ever live in the history 
of the province. The fight for responsible 
government was long and severe. It 
ended on Thursday last. We are now 
essentially a self-governing people. No 
veto power overhangs our representatives, 
preventing them from carrying into effect 
the will of the people. This new con­
dition of affairs calls for the utmost care 
and prudence on the part of our legis­
lators. They are starting to make the 
history of this new period of provincial 
life. The government has the confidence 
of the people. The people trust it, and 
know that if the trust is abused they have 
a swift and a sure remedy.

The last election considerably changed 
the personnel of the House. Some of the 
old members have regained their seats. 
One noticeable feature is the number of 
voung men at present in the House. But 
from their looks and from the speeches 
they have made so far, it is safe to pre­
sume that the intelligence of the assembly 
has suffered no deterioration thereby. 
Mr. Burchill, the new speaker, is still a 
young man, despite his ripe political 
experience. He was unanimously chosen 
for speaker. His election was one of those 
few united actions that may be looked for 
during the session. One needed but to 
see his grave and manly bearing to be 
assured of the wisdom of the election. 
Mr. Burchill’s appearance gives one the 
idea of stability. His speech confirms it. 
He weighs his words and they fall with 
effect on his hearers. Mr. Mott, the mover 
of the reply to the address, is one of the 
junior members of the house, and his 
first appearance on the floors of the house- 
created a very favorable impression. 
Taken altogether the government is 
stronger, both in numbers and ability, 
than during the last session.

Indications point to a short session. 
While there is no matter outlined in the 
speech from the throne that will require 
any vast amount of discussion ; yet there 
are many important matters to be dealt 
with. The management of our crown lands 
should be the subject of thought for the 
members and for the people at large. The 
legislation in regard to them involves the 
provincial revenue ; and they should be, 
and probably will be, dealt with in such a 
manner that they will be productive for 
the present without destroying future 
worth. The movement to place women 
on the school boards is a move in the 
right direction ; it will tend to the better­
ment of our schools. A class of people 
who are so successful in the teaching 
profession cannot be otherwise than good 
directors of the school. Many of the 
wives and mothers throughout the 
province have been teachers, and have 
received a trailing at the provincial Nor­
mal school, ^hey are as eligible, if not 
more so, than their husbands for the 
position of school trustee.

As to the opposition we have but little 
to say. Their number is less than at thè 
last session, and we may venture the re­
mark that their ability is less also. No 
doubt the usual program of charges and 
memorials will be gone through with ; 
but such proceedings only lower them in 
the eyes of the public. They have dissap- 
pointed the high hopes that were formed 
at one time, by a portion of the electors, 
regarding them. If they were possessed 
of a little more liberality and fair minded­
ness they would stand better in the public 
eye. But we hope that in spite of the 
various stumbling blocks they may put in 
the way, the business of the province will 
be despatched without any of the extra 
expenses incident to a long session.

MANITOBA SCHOOL MATTER.

One of the most important debates of 
the present session of the dominion par­
liament took place this week. The gov­
ernment would have preferred to have 
passed it over, as it was of a troublesome 
character. It is one of those questions 
which should be entirely constitutional, 
but which unfortunately is mixed up 
with race and religious prejudices. Con­
federation was presented to us as a means 
of allaying the antagonistic prejudices of 
the different races which existed in Can­
ada. But to-day they seem to be as strong 
as ever. It is hard for every citizen of 
Canada to remember and feel that we are 
all the subjects of one sovereign, and that 
the differences which arise in our midst 
should be discussed in a broad and states­
manlike manner, and that constitutional 
rights should take the place of sectional 
and party rights. The question that has 
been before parliament all week is whether 
Manitoba has any right to abolish the use 
of the French language and the separate 
schools there. This question faced the 
house once before. At that time, the 
government got clear of it by referring it 
to the courts. The courts having decided 
that Manitoba had the right to abolish 
the separate schools, the advocates of the 
French language and schools again ap­
plied to parliament. They demand re­
medial legislation that would rescind the 
action of the Manitoba government. 
Thence came the question of the power 
and jurisdiction of the federal govern­
ment as opposed to the power and juris­
diction of the provincial government. If 
Manitoba has the power to accept or re­
ject, at will, the separate school system, 
the same power could not be denied to the 
other provinces. In that case Quebec 
might abolish the English language and 
schools there. Thus instead of harmony, 
we would have retaliation and strife. The 
task before our federal legislature was not 
the invention or promulgation of a theory 
or policy. Their task was to harmonize 
the two opposing conditions, to reconcile 
and blend into one the instructive feel­
ings of those who are French and Catho­
lic, and of those who are English and Pro­
testant, Assuredly not an easy task, nor 
ope that would admit or give place to any 
thing like party spirit. Improperly dealt 
with, we see in it the germ of a revolu­
tion ; properly dealt with it would be the 
source of blessing and strength to our 
dominion.

The danger at present lies in the mem­
bers of the house trying to make political 
capital out of the present discussion. It 
were easy for the opposition to accuse the 
government of shirking responsibility and 
placing too much importance on the 
decision of the courts. But when we con­
sider that if the action of the Manitoba 
government were disallowed, the judicial 
committee of the privy council might 
over rule such action, it behoves us to be 
charitable in criticism. In our opinion 
the bill should have been disallowed. 
This might have led to further litigation 
in the judicial branch of the privy coun­
cil, but it would have done two things : 
it would have equalized the rights of all 
the provinces, and it would have settled 
the boundaries of provincial and federal 
jurisdiction ; and although the decision 
were against disallowance, the government 
would then have done all in its power, 
and the blame, if blame there was, would 
be elsewhere.

As the matter stands, the resolution 
relating to the school question has been 
voted down. The resolution was not 
couched in words that would bring the 
school question fair and square before the 
House. As a vote of censure on the gov­
ernment the movers of the resolution could 
hardly hope for its passage. The real ques­
tion of whether the free school law shall 
be sustained or separate schools restored 
is yet far from settlement. We trust that 
those to whose lot it will fall to settle 
it will be guided by nothing but the purest 
and best of motives. For Canada to be 
prosperous in the future there must exist 
between the two sections of her people 
the most cordial harmony and good un­
derstanding.

It is perhaps too late to undo confeder­
ation and for every province to run its 
affairs independently. Canada, having 
put her hand to the plough,may not look 
back. She must look to tBe future and 
choose which path she will tread, the 
path to success through mutual tolerance 
and co-operation, or the path to failure 
through internal strife and discord.

THIRTIETH SESSION.

In the column and a half of deliberate 
falsehoods, published editorially in last 
evening’s Gleaner, is one to the effect that 
rev. Mr. Mullin of Stanley had been 
escorted to a seat on the floors of the 
house by captain Howe, and immediately 
thereafter ordered out by the sergeant-at- 
arms at the instance of Mr. Blair. It is 
doubtless needless to say that the state­
ment does not contain even a suggestion 
of truth. Mr. Mullin was not escorted to 
a seat on the floors of the house by capt. 
Howe, and the sergeant-at-arms was not 
ordered by Mr. Blair or anyone else to 
remove him. As a matter of fact the 
reverend gentleman, who was observing 
the opening ceremonies, in common with 
many others, from the door of the mem­
bers’ smoking room, helped himself to a 
vacant chair, which was near the door, 
and carrying it inside the house, placed it 
between two of the rows of members’ 
desks, and quietly seated himself therein. 
A few moments afterwards the sergeant- 
at-arms observed him in this unusual 
situation and very properly ordered him 
outside. It would be a delightful state of 
affairs, surely, if every one who saw fit, 
could carry a chair into the house and fill 
up the walks between members’ desks.

The Gleaner pretends to be greatly ex­
cited because the rev. Dr. McLeod was 
not re-appointed to the position of chap­
lain to the legislative assembly, and says 
he was “ dismissed ” by the government 
because he was a temperance man. 
Without dwelling upon the absurdity of 
the Gleaner’s statement in the face of the 
fact that quite as good, although, per­
haps, not as extreme a temperance man 
as Dr.McLeod succeeded him ; and without 
placing undue importance to the fact that it 
is impossible to dismiss a man whose term 
of office has expired, we would call atten 
toin to the feet that the provincial secre­
tary gave a very excellent and satisfactory 
reason for the government not re 
appointing Dr. McLeod, viz. : the feet 
that the rev. Dr. is at present, and is 
quite likely to be for some time to come, 
in the employ of the dominion govern­
ment; and that the discharge of his 
duties there would be liable to interfere 
with bis work at any time.

Under the draft treaty now before the 
Dminion House, Canada agrees to lessen 
the duties on French wines, dried fruits, 
etc., in return for similar fevors in other 
lines. The beauty of this is that the wine­
makers of western Ontario have out­
grown the infantile period. They are now 
able to stand for themselves. It may be 
remarked that this is the first instance of 
the realization of the infant industry 
argument, so often used by protectionists. 
Another point of beauty in this is, that it 
comes from a party whose boast and cry 
is loyalty to England, but who have the 
peculiar way of showing that loyalty in 
thus offering reduction of tariff to France, 
and at the same time maintaining duties 
of sixty and seventy per cent, on English 
cottons, woollens and hardware. Oh 
consistency thou art a jewel !

The question of the governorship seems 
to be postponed until after the return of 
the premier from Europe. It looks as if 
our present honored governor, in addition 
to opening the local house, will also close 
it. One thing is certain that no one could 
be found to fill the office who is more 
loved or respected than the present 
governor.

Thirty-two gamblers were safely landed 
in jail at Cohoes, Monday morning as the 
result of a police raid on a notorious keno 
den kept by Edward Mearca. The room 
was full and a game was in progress when 
a dozen policemen entered. Consternat­
ion prevailed and a break was made for 
the windows and rear doors. Several 
prominent men managed to escape but a 
show of revolvers kept the majority in line.

A terrible cyclone has created havoc in 
the northern part of Georgia. Whole set­
tlements were wiped out. The greatest 
excitement prevails, and the superstitions 
of the negro population, it is feared, may 
have ugly results. Many buildings in the 
principal towns were wrecked. It is re­
ported that from 16 to 20 people have lost 
their lives.

The 1,900 pound work horse of John 
H. Eveleth, of Greenville, Maine, which 
wears a 24-inch collar is said to be the 
largest horse in Piscataquis county and 
does the work of two ordinary animals, 
hauling hard wood on the landing. When 
he was purchased in Canada forty barrels 
of flour was given for him, or about $400.

A very poor man named Mereereau died 
the other day at Weldford, leaving 18 
children. He had 23 by his last wife, be­
sides others by previous partners of his 
joys and sorrows. The family is so large 
that there is no room in the house for the 
cow, and as there is no barn to keep it in, 
it is installed in the porch.

Without a dissenting vote the general 
managers of railroads entering Chicago 
determined today to refuse any demands of 
the Switchmen’s Mutual Aid association. 
An answer was sent the switchmen by 
the general managers stating that thirty- 
two roads declined to grant any increase 
over the present rates.

J. P. Burchill, of. . . . . . . . .
Elecled Speaker.

His Honor’s Speech and 
the Address in Reply.

SHARP SHOOTING ON THE PART 
OF THE LEADERS.

The opening of the legislature took 
place on Thursday, the 9th inst., there 
being a large number of visitors present 
from all parts of the province. This open­
ing may be classed as historical as it is the 
beginning of a different form of local 
government in the province—a govern­
ment of one chamber, instead of two—a 
government directly and wholly respon­
sible to the people. The legislative coun­
cil has passed, away, and all that it im­
plied. The present form, while giving 
the people as much safety, is far 

Less Expensive
and more convenient, besides being better 
adapted to the needs of the province. It 
has also the sanction of the whole body 
of electors.

It is a question whether the council 
was a benefit to the province or not. Seats 
were held by many in whom the people 
had lost confidence ; by those who could 
not be elected ; and in many cases by men 
who by their acts in the assembly had be­
come obnoxious to their constituents. 
They received the seats as a reward for 
party service, and were independent for 
life so fer as any

Appeal to the People 
was concerned.

At three o’clock on Thursday afternoon 
the square was filled with an anxious 
crowd waiting the arrival of bis honor. 
Within the house at that time most of the 
members had taken their seats.

The sergeant-at-arms commanded order, 
and his honor and his aide were escorted 
to the speaker’s seat. The clerk of the 
house then gave notice that his honor 
could not confer with the legislature ex­
cept through a regularly appointed speak­
er. His honor then retired.

Hon. Mr. Burchill, Speaker.
The honorable attorney general then 

said that he had great pleasure in pro­
posing a speaker ; he would propose a 
man for the position who had the neces­
sary tact, experience, and ability—one 
who would fill the position with honor to 
himself and to the province. He then 
proposed John P. Burchill, of Northum­
berland, as speaker. The announcement 
was received with marked applause. Dr. 
Stockton in a few well chosen remarks 
seconded the nomination.

Dr. Stockton said that he was pleased 
that the nomination had fallen on Mr. 
Burchill ; that he heartily seconded the 
motion as he had full confidence in Mr. 
Burchill’s ability, and knew that he 
would do his duty irrespective of party 
distinctions.

The vote was unanimous in favor of Mr. 
Burchill.

His honor then re-entered the chamber, 
when he was informed of the appoint­
ment, and he proceeded to deliver the 

Speech from the Throne.
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of 

Assembly,
It affords me sincere pleasure to meet 

you for the first time since the recent 
reference to the electorate, on your assem­
bling for the despatch of public business.

I am happy to be able to acknowledge 
the many blessings the people of the 
province have enjoyed in the past, and 
which, thanks to the mercies of a kind 
providence, are still being continued to us.

I am sure that the occasion upon which 
we now assemble will occur to you as one 
of especial interest. Since you were last 
convened the constitutional change in­
volved in the extinction of the legislative 
council has been brought into effect. You 
are now invested with all those powers 
which, since the province was organized, 
you have shared with another legislative 
branch. This change has greatly added 
to your responsibilities; but I look to you 
with confidence to preserve unimpaired 
the traditions of the provincial legislature, 
and justify the reform which has so long 
been the subject of public expectation.

In taking leave of you at the close of the 
last session, I expressed the hope that the 
substantial grant which you had placed at 
the disposal of my government, in aid of 
our agricultural interests, would have the 
effect of stimulating and encouraging our 
forming population. I am gratified at 
now being able to inform you that my ex­
pectations in this regard have been more 
than realized. The past year has wit­
nessed a constantly increasing interest 
among the agriculturalists of the province 
in their noble calling ; greater attention 
than ever has been given to dairying ; 
many cheese factories and creameries 
have been established, and several dairy 
associations have been formed throughout 
the province. We have every reason to 
believe that the good work so auspiciously 
begun will have a marked effect in great­
ly increasing the prosperity of our people. 
Encouraged by the results of their efforts 
during the past year my government will, 
with your approval, continue to give still 
further encouragement in this direction.

It is a subject of much satisfaction to me 
to be able to apprise you of the successful 
termination of the litigation with the 
Maritime bank, so long pending, and of 
the recovery by my government of the 
entire amount involved in the litigation. 
The result is especially gratifying, as it 
has established beyond all future con­
troversy the status of the executive of the 
provinces of Canada, and has recognized 
that a direct relationship exists between 
the provincial executive and the sovereign 
of the empire.

The commission appointed to inquire 
into and report upon the subject of civic 
and municipal taxation has made con­
siderable progress in its work, and has 
submitted to me an interim report, which 
I will cause to be laid before you. The 
labors of the commission have not been 
concluded, but it has been deemed ad­
visable to submit to you, and disseminate 
throughout the province at an early day, 
the suggestions which the commission 
have thus far made, in order that they 
may become the subject of public con­
sideration and discussion.

Among other subjects of importance 
which will engage your attention during 
the present session, will be the question 
of the leasing of the timber lands of the 
crown. The arrangements under which 
these lands have been held by operators 
during the past ten years will, in a few 
months, come to a termination, and it 
will be your duty to consider and deter­
mine upon the conditions under which 
these lands shall after that period be 
operated. My government will lay cer­
tain proposals on this subject before you, 
to which I invite your thoughtful atten­
tion.

Yon will have observed with increasing 
satisfaction the growth of interest now

displayed in the mining capabilities of 
the province. Some changes in the law 
regulating this industry have been sug­
gested by the experience of the past two 
years, and will be submitted for your ap­
proval, and you will be invited to con­
sider whether it might not be in the 
public interests to still further stimulate 
and encourage investigation into the 
character and extent of our mineral re­
sources.

It has long been felt that a pressing 
need existed in the province for the es­
tablishment upon a permanent basis of a 
reformatory prison or industrial school 
for boys. Such institutions have been in 
useful and successful operation in the 
other provinces of Canada, and the time 
appears to have arrived when action on 
the part of the legislature on this subject 
can not only be taken with advantage, but 
when it can no longer, without the gravest 
consequences be deferred. The necessity 
of supplying this want seems to have 
been devolved upon provincial authorities 
under our constitutional arrangements, 
and bills therefore will be laid before you, 
dealing with this interesting and im­
portant subject.

I have directed the accounts of the in­
come and expenditure, as well as a state­
ment of the receipts and payments of the 
current year, up to the opening of the 
present session, to be laid before you. 
Estimates of the probable income and ex­
penditure for the current year will also be 
submitted, and I think you wilt find that 
the estimates of expenditure have been 
prepared with due regard to economy and 
the requirements of the publie service.

Bills — In consolidation of the game 
laws ;—To regulate practice and-pnxedure 
in the supreme court;—To consolidate 
and amend the act relating to stenographic 
reporting in the supreme court ; relating 
to bills of sale ;—To make provision for 
the appointment of women upon the 
school boards in cities and incorporated 
towns,—and other measures of importance 
will be laid before you.

I rely with confidence upon your zeal 
and devotion to the public welfare.

The address in reply to his honor’s 
speech was moved by Mr. Mott, of Resti- 
gouche, seconded by Mr. O’Brien, of 
Charlotte.

Address in Reply.
Mr. Mott’s address was as follows :
“In proceeding to move the address 

in reply to the speech from the throne—I 
have first to acknowledge the compliment 
paid through the medium of my humble 
self to my native constituency, in having 
its junior representative chosen to dis­
charge this honorable duty, though in­
experience in your legislative usages 
moves me to express the regret that this 
duty was not confided to abler hands than 
mine. The occasion of opening this 
parliament for the first time without the 
legislative council, is in itself a matter to 
call forth serious reflection on the part of 
honorable members, not upon the advis­
ability of abolishing that honorable body : 
because that has been endorsed by the 
country and is now an accomplished feet ; 
but rather upon the greater responsibility 
of legislation that now devolves upon us 
by reason of having had confided to us by 
the people the sole right to construct, 
amend and enact their laws. The history 
of that abolition is too recent andYamlliar 
to the minds of the people to justify any 
but a passing reference. Suffice it to say 
that the movement which first took shape 
under the present premier and hie col­
leagues in 1883, having been given to the 
people as one of the principal features of 
this government’s policy in the elections 
that have since taken place and generally 
sanctioned by them, was consummated in 
1891 in the act entitled, An Act Relating 
to the Legislative Council, a statute that 
provided with that the closing of the then 
existing parliament the legislative council 
should pass away. The opening of the 
present parliament, under these condi 
tions, is, therefore, the dawn of a new era 
in our history ; and while we havë the 
fiat of our constituencies in its favor, it 
yet becomes us to receive the

New Order of Things
in an earnest and sober spirit. It is not 
my desire to cast any aspersions upon the 
history of the legislative council, but if it 
were, my mouth would be closed out of 
respect for those distinguished men who 
have moulded our laws, and who in their 
day of life supported the principle of fix­
ing in that honorable body the virtual 
power of voting the laws passed by the 
house of assembly, building in this upon 
the lines of the constitution of the mother 
country, and also out of respect to the 
honorable members who composed that 
house. This, however, I am free to say : 
that the times have altered, and .with 
new conditions and an ever broadening 
conception of government in the minds of 
the people, there is not so much force 
to-day in the theory that the constitution 
which gives to the people the right to 
legislate should possess a vetoing pbwer 
other than the royal perogative and that 
power totally irresponsible to the people. 
It might be said that this institntidh was 
moulded upon the lines of the British 
constitution, the admiration of the world, 
and that the house of lords is in Britain 
still a recognized force and an essential 
element of government, but without 
wearying the house with argument, I 
would simply remind them of the great 
difference in the conditions of govern" 
ment in the two countries : theirs, a coun­
try in which aristocracy is a defined 
interest ; ours, one in which democracy 
has full play. I foil to see any necessity 
of continuing in power the legislative 
council, a body whose duties and ipterests 
are identical with those of the house of 
assembly, and which possess the power of 
rejecting the peoples’ will without being 
in any way responsible to them; and 
instances are not wanting where salutary 
measures, passed by the lower house, 
have been thrown out in the upper against 
the country’s interest. I have, therefore, 
to congratulate hon. Mr. Blair and his 
government in bringing about its abolition, 
believing that they have exercised a wise 
discretion in following the example of our 
sister provinces of Ontario and Manitoba 
and asserting the right of the people to 
control their legislation short of the 
crown’s prerogative, to say nothing of the 
saving to the provincial treasury of the 
sum of $8,000 to $10,000 annually ex­
pended in maintaining the council?and 
in this connection I beg to remind you of 
the present agitation in the other provinces 
of the dominion to the same end. I*1 feel 
to the full his honor’s reference to the 
confidence he feels that we will présente 
unimpaired the traditions of the provin­
cial legislature, and in reply I can only 
express my belief, which history I am 
sure will bear me out in saying that there 
is inherent in our people a natural force 
and energy that are sufficient to the ex- 
igencvof the occasion, and which needs 
only necessity to give it life.”

Mr. Mott proceeded to deal with the 
lumber commission and other topics re­
ferred to in the speech and closed with a 
warm tribute to Sir Leonard Tilley whose 
long and honorable public career was a 
proof of the falsity of the common saying 
that a successful politician could not be an 
honest man.

The Seconder.
Mr. O’Brien, in seconding the address 

in reply, spoke of the importance of the 
change involved in the abolition of the 
legislative council. He highly approved

Of course all would like to have such a 
good water supply and fire protection but 
the difficulty is that St. Marys and Gibson 
are unable to pay for it. Most of the resi­
dents have good wells and even if water 
pipes were laid to their doors would use 
their wells rather than pay an extra tax for 
water. There is only one hitch in the mat­
ter so far as that side of the river is con­
cerned and that is the cost. It is doubtful 
if arrangements can just now be made that 
will satisfy the ratepayers, and in conse­
quence the project must fail.

A gentleman, Mr. Stevens, of Hartland, is 
deeply interested in the ownership of the 
military lands in this city and believes that 
he can show a strong claim as being the 
owner of said property. He is acquiring 
what information he can and will endeavor 
to secure the property. It is a very arduous 
search lie is prosecuting and there does not 
appear to be any great assurance that he 
will be successful. The property has been 
held so long in peaceable possession that 
the military are in very little danger of 
eviction at the present time.

The Medley Memorial.

A strong and active committee has been 
appointed, consisting of the clergy and two 
or more laymen from each parish of the dio­
cese for the purpose of erecting a suitable 
memorial for the late Bishop Medley.

THIRTIETH SESSION.
Continued from second page, 

of the government’s aid to agriculture, 
and spoke at some length of the import­
ance of that great industry. It was one of 
our greatest industries, and the govern­
ment would be justified in giving it further 
encouragement. Until we had freer trade 
with the United States we could not ex­
pect great development of our mines and 
minerals. In the meantime the greatest 
possible encouragement should be given 
to agriculture. The government was not 
to blame because there was not freer trade 
between this country and the United 
States. Neither was the Ottawa govern­
ment altogether to blame. That was a mat­
ter largely influenced by the people of the 
United States themselves. The proposi­
tion to establish a reformatory - was a 
move in the right direction, and Lady 
Tilley was to be congratulated upon hav­
ing success crown her efforts in this direc­
tion. Mr. O’Brien referred to other para­
graphs in the address, including that 
touching upon the crown lands. He ex­
pressed himself well nleased with the 
promised legislation to enable women to 
act as members of school boards in cities 
and towns in the province. He thought 
in many instances women would be found 
competent to act as school trustees, and 
he especially congratulated the govern­
ment upon this part of the address. (Ap­
plause.)

Ancient History.
Dr. Stockton, after congratulating the 

mover and seconder of the address, re­
ferred to the changes that had taken place 
in the personnel of the house since its 
last session, and dealt with some very 
ancient history indeed. He touched on 
each section ofthespeeai from the throne, 
and made some daim for a share of the 
credit with respect to the abolition of the 
council.

Tie Attorney General
congratulated the mover and seconder of 
the address, and agreed with the last 
speaker that they would form a distinct 
acquisition to the debating power of the 
house. He had no fault to find with the 
good humored tone of the criticism of the 
hon. member. It was true that he had 
revived subjects which had about them 
an aroma of antiquity. The hon. member 
was not accurate when he stated that he 
(Blair) had objected to all the portfolios 
in the executive being held by lawyers in 
his platform of 1881. He could assure the 
hon. member that it was the same old 
administration. One or two of its mem­
bers, he regretted to say, had withdrawn 
from the ranks, but their places had been 
ably filled. He was glad to find the hon. 
member (Stockton) still here with an al­
most unlimited prospect before him of 
occupying the dignified and honorable 
position he now held. The hon. member 
had prophesied that the doom of the 
government was sealed. He had, by 
superhuman exertions, induced candidates 
to take the field in every constituency- 
For a brief time the issue of the battle 
seemed to be uncertain. For one brief 
hour the hon. gentleman and his associates 
in the Mechanic’s institute had felt and 
seen the crown of triumph actually press­
ing upon his ample brow. What was the 
attitude of his colleague (Dr. Alward) in 
that last trying moment? What did he 
say in that délirons moment of victory ? 
Did he ask that the stumpage should be 
reduced or that the whitewash bill should 
be repealed ? Not at all. The first declar­
ation of the hon. member on that his­
torical occasion was that he would no 
longer support the Stockton government 
unless they turned out the office holders 
who he claimed had been compelled to 
support the administration. The policy 
of reform gave way to the policy of the 
guillotine. The hon. member had at­
tempted to minimize the aid which the 
government had given the farmers, stating 
that it was so trifling that it only amounted 
to three cents a head among the farmers 
of the province. The agricultural ex­
penditure last year exceeded $20,000. 
How the hon. member had arrived at the 
conclusion that there 705,000 farmers in 
the province of New Brunswick was be­
yond his comprehension. It was passing 
strange that men who had exerted such 
influence upon the government as to com­
pel them to abolish the council, had been 
able to exert so little in the country. As 
to the charge that he had offered to fill up 
the vacancies in the legislative council 
with men opposed to abolition if certain 
things were done, Mr. Blair said that be 
would be greatly obliged if the hon. mem­
ber would enter with a little more par­
ticularity and detail into that accusation. 
He could only characterize that statement 
as entirely and absolutely unture. He 
challenged the hon. member to substan­
tiate his claim that the government had 
been trifling with this reform. If pledges 
such as these had been made to individ­
uals, and they were humbugged and de­
ceived, why had they not come forward 
and exposed the deception? The fact 
was that at no time had the government 
received a helping hand from their op­
ponents in working out this difficult 
policy. It was tree that a law clerk had 
been appointed, and be should have been 
appointed long ago. He did not feel that 
the members of the government, especially 
the law officers, ought to be able in addi­
tion to all their other duties to scrutinize 
all the details of the legislation that’passed 
through the house. Mr. Blair then dis­
cussed the Maritime bank case at length. 
Last session the leader of the opposition 
sneered at the government for not obtain­
ing the $35,000 and said we would never 
recover it. Adjourned.

Notes.
The hopes of the oppositionists on the 

floors of the house and in the galleries 
must have gone away down to zero when 
they saw the very few in number and the 
very weak in debating powers who waited 
the commands of Dr. Stockton. The 
doctor also appeared painfully conscious 
of his meagre support, as with the ex­
ception of a short conference with Messrs. 
Phinney and Alward, he appeared to shun 
all contact with the others who had ar- 
themselves under his banner.

The members for York sat in a row in 
the second seat back, interested spectators 
but not apparently actors in the affairs of 
the house. It may be said in this con­
nection that York never before in the 
history of the province failed to have a 
representative in the front seat. But 
York this session has a back seat, and 
very far back at that.
