The snow and rain storm experienc­
ed here on Sunday last, seems to have 
been but a mild edition of the terrific 
storm that swept the Atlantic coast, 
Saturday night, especially on the 
United States side. All along from 
Maine to Virginia a terrific hurricane 
seems to bave raged. Fortunately 
no very serious marine disasters oc 
curred. Shipping along the New 
England coast seem to have had 
timely warning, both from the weather 
bureau and the increaaing northeast 
wind. The centre of the storm 
seems to have been within a short 
distance of the Nantucket South Shoal 
Lightship. Here the wind ii «aid to 
have blown with a violence reaching 
between seventy and eighty miles an 
hour. The Lightship got into dif- 
culties in consequence of a leak in 

her fire house, and was in actual dis 
tress, about two miles from shore. 
The highest velocity of the wind re 
ported from a weather bureau from a 
shore station was 64 miles an hour 
at Nantucket. At the same place 35 
inches of raiu were reported. On 
Sunday the steamer Aragon was dis­
covered stranded on shoali in the 
midst of a terrific sea near Norfolk, 
Virginia. The life saving crews ol 
this place bad a terrible battle of 
three hours with the raging sea before 
they succeeded in getting a line to 
the steamer, when the crew were re­
scued.

New Imperial Govern­
ment.

The members of the Balfour 
Government gave up their seals 
of office on Monday of this week 
and their successors in office 
assumed their respective positions 
in the new administration. The 
official announcement of the new 
ministry is as follows : Prime 
minister and first lord of the 
treasury, Sir Henry Campbell- 
Bannerman Chancellor of the ex­
chequer, Herbert Henry Asquith, 
Secretary of state for home af­
fairs, Herbert John Gladstone. 
Secretary of state for foreign 
affairs, Sir Edward Grey. Secre­
tary of state for the Colonies, the 
Earl of Elgin. Secretary of state 
for war, Richard Burton Haldane, 
Secretary of stale for India, John 
Morley. First lord of the ad­
miralty, Baron Tweedmouth 
Lord high chancellor, Sir Robert 
Threshie Reid. President of the 
board of trade, David Lloyd 
George. President of the local 
government board, John Burns. 
Secretary of state for Scotland, 
John Sinclair. President of the 
board of agriculture, Earl Car­
rington. Postmaster general, Syd­
ney Charles Buxton. Chief secre­
tary for Ireland, James Bryce, 
Lord president of the council, the 
Earl of Crewe. Lord of the privy 
seal, the Marquis of Ripon. Pre­
sident of the board of education, 
Augustine Birrell. Chancellor of 
the Duchy of Lancaster, Sir 
Henry Hartley Fowler. The 
foregoing constitute the cabinet 
The following ministers are not in 
the cabinet : Lord lieutenant of 
Ireland, the Earl of Aberdeen 
Lord chancellor of .Ireland, Right 
Hon. Samuel Walker. First com­
missioner of works and public

The British conservative morn
iog newspapers are compelled to 
admit that Sir Henry Campbell- 
Bannerman has succeeded in 
forming a much stronger adminis­
tration than had been thought 
possible. The liberal papers are 
full of enthusiasm and of con­
gratulation to the premier not 
only on having so ably united all 
sections of the party in the minis­
try, but on having displayed great 
discrimination in giving its in­
dividual members congenial posts. 
They express the conviction that 
such a Cabinet will inspire confi­
dence both at home and abroad. 
The names of Herbert Henry 
Asquith, Sir Edward Grew and 
Richard Burton Halldane alone, 
they hold, will give great weight 
to the ministry and insure that 
there will be no revival of 
Gladstonian home rule, despite 
the fact that Ihe cabinet contains 
a preponderance of those favorable 
to honte rale. The conservative 
organs point out that the most 
enthusiastic home ruler, John 
Morley, has been jent |p the India 
office. The omission of Lord 
Rosebery is naturally the subject 
of much comment and there is 
considerable curosity as to what 
measures he will adopt when he 
addresses the liberal league. 
It is notable that his son-in-law, 
the Earl of Crewe, is in the cab­
inet. The composition of the 
cabinet presents no surprising 
features' It is larger than was 
expected, the last liberal cabinet 
only numbering sixteen members. 
Six of the new secretaries, besides 
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, 
have held cabinet rank before, 
though most of them held minis­
terial appointments, whilst three, 
David Llody-Georgf, Augustine 
Birrell and John Burns, have 
never before held office . of any 
kind. The rapid rise of John 
Bums from the workshop to the 
cabinet, with a salary of $10,000 a 
year, is a feature indicating the 
growing importance of the radical 
party. Perhaps the most popular 
appointment of all is that of Sir 
Edward Grey, who after Lord 
Rosebery has the highest reputa­
tion for statesmanship. He is 
expected to uphold the best tradi­
tions of Great Britain's foreign 
policy and to inspire confidence 
abroad. Augustine Birrell is not 
a member of parliament, but it is 
expected that he will be elected 
for Bristol almost immediately. 
Among the unexpected appoint­
ments are those of John Sinclair 
and Lewis Vernon Harcourt The 
former has had much military 
experience and has been parlia­
mentary whip to Sir Henry 
Campbell-Bannerman. Mr. Har­
court is very popular in society. 
The omission of Sir Charles Dilke 
from the ministry is much com­
mented upon by the Daily Tele­
graph, which says in an editorial 
that it does not desire to re-open 
wounds that should have been 
healed years ago, bat reminds the 
liberals that they were glad to 
avail themselves of the services of 
Sir Charles when they were invit­
ing him to lead the debates on 
foreign questions.

It is generally admitted that 
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman 
has formed a cabinet of clever 
men, many of whom have dis­
tinguished themselves outside the 
domain of politics. Mr. Asquith 
and Mr. Morley are probably the 
two ablest men in the Ministry, 
and upon them the brunt of bat­
tle is likely to fall in the House 
of Commons. Sir Edward Grey 
is said to be a man of much ability, 
who is likely to give a good ac­
count of himself. Sir H. H. Fow­
ler and the Marquis of Ripon have 
heretofore held very important 
offices, and have rendered good 
service to the Empire ; but they 
are now quite old, and have 
naturally been given sinecure 
positions. Fowler is seventy-five 
and Ripon is seventy-eight It is 
quite possible, however, the latter 
may be chief spokesman of the 
Government in the House of 
Lords. Mr. Bryce and Lord 
Tweedmouth are also referred to 
as men of excellent ability. It 
must be admitted that Lord Ab­
erdeen and his family connections 
are much in evidence in the new 
Ministry, Aberdeen himself is, 
for the second time, Lord-Lieuten­
ant of Ireland, and his brother-in- 
law, Lord Tweedmouth as™well as 
his son-in-law, Captain Sinclair, 
are also members of the Govern­
ment, the former as first lord of 
the admiralty, and the latter as 
Secretary of State for Scotland. 
Captain Sinclair, the last above 
referred to is well remembered in 
Canada where he resided for some 
years as a member of Lord A her 
deen's household, H^ subsequent­
ly married Lady Marjorie Gordon, 
daughter of Earl of Aberdeen. 
It is stated that only six members 
of the Government, including that 
Leader, have been in the Cabinet 
or inner circle of previous Govern- 
j#euts, Gf these f\yo( fowler and

Sir Henry Campbell-Banner­
man is now in his seventieth year, 
having been born at Stracathro, 
Forfarshire, on Sept. 7th, 1836 
the youngest son of Sir James 
Campbell. He assumed his ad­
ditional name under the will of 
his maternal uncle, Henry Ban 
nerman. Sir Henry has represent­
ed Stirling district since 1868. 
He was financiàl secretary to the 
war office 1871-74,1880-82, secre 
tary to the admiralty, 1882 84, 
chief secretary for Ireland, 1884 
85, secretary of state for war, 
1887, 1892-95 Sir Henry is a 
graduate of both Glasgow and 
Cambridge universities. John 
Morley was born at Blackburn in 
December, 1838, and after taking 
degree at Oxford went into jour- 
alistic work. He was editor of 
Literary Gazette, Fortnightly Re­
view, Fall Mall Gazette, Macmill- 
ian’s Magazine, and other papers. 
He has written, in addition to his 
magazine work, many essay» and 
sketches, and biographies of sev­
eral noted Englishmen and others. 
Mr. Morley has represented Mont­
rose Burghs since 1896, and has 
twice been chief secretary for Ire­
land. Henry Herbert Asquith 
has not been in politics very long. 
He is now 53 years of age, and 
was first elected to the commons 
in 1896, as representative for East 
Fife. He still holds that seat. 
Mr. Asquith is a lawyer by profes­
sion, a graduate of Oxford, and 
has held the office of secretary of 
state for the home department. 
Herbert John Gladstone, son of 
Rt, Hon. W. E Gladstone, was 
was born 1854, and was educated 
at Eton and Oxford. He was 
history lecturer at Keble College, 
1887-80, and in the latter year 
was elected member for Leeds 
West, which seat he since held. 
He was a lord of the treasury 
1881-85, financial secretary war 
offiee 1886, under secretrry home 
office 1892-94, first commissioner 
of works 1894-95. Edward Mar- 
joribanks, a brother of Lady Ab­
erdeen, and son of the first Baron 
Tweedmouth, whom he succeeded, 
represented Berwick 1880 94. In 
1886 he was comptroller to the 
household, parliamentary secre­
tary and chief liberal whip 1892- 
94, lord of the privy seal and 
chancellor of the Duchy of Lan­
caster 1884-95. Rt. Hon. James 
Bryce was born in 1838, son of 
James Bryce, LL. D., of Glasgow, 
and Margaret, daughter of James 
Young, County Antrim, Ireland 
He received his education at the 
University of Glasgow and Trinity 
College, Oxford. He was appoint­
ed under secretary of state for 
foreigh affairs in 1886. Since 1885 
he has represented Aberdeen, Scot­
land. He has issed a number of 
publications on various subjects. 
First Marquis of Ripon, George 
Frederick Samuel Robinson. Born 
in London, October 24, 1827, son 
of Ffirst Earl of Ripon. Married 
Henrietta, daughter of Capt. 
Henry Vyner, grand-daughter of 
Earl of Grey. Under secretary 
of war 1861 ; secretary of state 
for India 1886 ; lord president of 
council 1886-93 ; chairman of 
joint commission for drawing up 
treaty of Washington, 1871 ; Gov- 
ernor-Ceneral of India, 1889-1894; 
first lord of admiralty, 1886 ; sec­
retary for colonies, 1892-95 ; 
mayor of Ripon, 1895-96.

Dnrnovo, minieer of the interior, in 
throwing down the gauntlet to the 
labor organizations by arresting M. 
Krustaleff, president of the executive 
committee of the workmen's council, 
without warning. About 2 o’clock 
severe! companies of Cossacks clattered 
through the «treats leading to the head­
quarters of the council In Targovia 
street Having barred the approaches, 
a force of troops and police surrounded 
the building, after which secret service 
men rashed in end seised Krnetaleff. 
The letter made no resistance, and the 
affair wee conducted quietly. It wee 
Impossible for Krnetaleff to conceal the 
papers of the organisation, in which the 
police evidently expect to find evi­
dence proving the object to be an armed 
uprising against the government.

A distnrbancq.in which two strike 
breakers were killed and a policeman 
and several others wounded, occurred 
»t the sente hour in front of the general 
poet office. The strikers for two days 
have been seeking to persuade the 
volunteer and regular carrière to refuse 
to work. At the door of the build iog 
to-day, the strikers, snreged by the 
refusal of the volunteers to quit, drew 
knives, whereupon e carrier attempted 
to defend hiipeelr with % revolver, 
Both the carrier and e companion ware

■pot. A squad of policemen was stood 
off by the strikers end workmen who 
eympathi|ed with them. Both sides 
exchanged a fierce fuelled», during 
which a policeman tad several work:

msn were wounded. As the strikers 
were withdrawing, a Cossack patrol 
oame galloping to the rescue. One of 
tbo strikers turned and threw an 
Imitation bomb, and the Coe sacks 
wheeled In order to avoid what they 
presumed to be a deadly missile The 
crowd managed to get into an open 
coartway, close to the door, and to 
escape.

New* of the street of Krnetaleff crest­
ed up Immense sensation among the 
workmen. All the socialist, labor and 
kindred organizations are holding e 
meeting to-night in which most Inflam­
matory speeches ere being made. In 
some quarters it la believed, that the

Premiers and Councils
(St. John Ban.)

A London cable announcing a change 
in the Imperial order or precedence, 
■fid giving recognition to the premier, 
contains the following no e :

“ This fact censes the Daily Chronicle 
to remind the public that there is no 
snob person as the premier or prime 
minister of Cenede. Sir Wilfrid Lad- 
tier’s official title ie * president of the 
council ’ and whet la generally known 
as the cabinet is the privy council of 
Canada. ”

It was hardly necessary for the Lon 
don Chronicle to dieeeminate so much 
miain formation on each small provoca­
tion. The fact is that the Canadian 
constitution is the matter of the pre­
miership does not differ from that of 
Uroet Britain. Bat there is each s 
person se the premier of Censds 
known to the lew, if not to the 
constitution, for the first minister by 
virtue of his office has received $1,000 
salary in addition to that belonging to 
hie department. This year the extra 
pay wee farther increased, eo that the 
premier receives $12,000 while the 
other ministers get $7.000. The 
British prime minister receives only 
the salary belonging to the position of 
first lord of the treasury. It is tine 
that Sir Wilfrid Lsnrier’a official title 
is “ peeeident of the council, ” but that 
is became he happens to hold a 
particular portfolio, and not because be 
Is premier. The official tit'e of Sir 
Charles Tapper when premier wae 
“ secretary of state. ” Sir McKenzie 
Bowell and Sir John Abbott had the 
same 0(filial title as Sir Wilfrid Laurier, 
Sir John McDonald when premier wae 
for a abort time president of the council, 
bat he was at other time minister of 
railways, minister of the interior, and 
minister of justice his official title 
changing as he changed his office. 
Hon. Alexander McKenzie wee when 
prime minister officially known as 
minister of poblic works. Since 
confederation no leas than fifteen 
cabinet ministers who were not 
premiers have held the position of pre­
sident of the council. Lastly, it may 
be observed that '* what is generally 
known ae the cabinet” is not “the 
privy council of Canada. ” There are 
thirty-nine members of the privy conn 
cil of Canada who are not members of 
the cabinet. Most of these have been 
members of the present or former cab­
inets, bat at least six have never been 
in any administration.

A Destructive Fire.

The Presidents Mess­
age.

President Roosevelt delivered his 
annual message to Congress at Wash­
ington on the 5th. The message op 
ens by saying that the people of his 
country continue to enjoy prosperity 
and continues, in part, at follows :— 
The fortunes amassed through Cor­
poration organization are now so 
large, and vast, such power lies in 
those that wield thèm, as to make ii 
a matter of necessity to give to the 
Sovereign, that is to the Government 
which represents the people a whole­
some effective power of supervision 
over their corporate use. In order to 
insure a healthy social and industrial 
life, every big corporation should be 
held responsible by, and accountable 
to, aome souvereign strong enough to 
control its conduct. I am in no sense 
hostile to corporations This is an 
age of combinations, and any effort to 
prevent all combination will be not 
only useless, but in the end vicious, 
because of the contempt for law which 
the failure to enforce law inevitably 
produces. We should moreover, re­
cognize in cordial and ample fashion, 
the immense good effected by corpor 
ate agencies in a country such as ours, 
and the wealth of intellect energy and 
fidelity devoted to their service, and 
therefore normally to the service ol 
the public by tbeir officers and direc’- 
ors. The corporation has come to 
stay, just as the trade union has come 
to stay, flach cgn (jo and haj done- 
great good Rich should be favored 
as long as it does good. Bat each 
should be sharply checked where it 
is againit law and justice. Fxperience 
has shown conclusively that it is use­
less to try to get any adequate régula 
lion and supervision over these great 
corporations, by state action. Such 
regulation and supervision can only 
be effectively txcercised by a sover­
eign whose jurisdiction is c o-extensive 
with the field of work of the corpora-

Whit proved to be a rather disasir* 
oui fire was discovered in the dry 
goods store of Weeks & Co. Q îeen 
Street, a lew minutes after ten o’clock 
Saturday night. The store hid been 
closed for the night about a quarter 
to ten and about half an hour after­
wards smoke was observed rolling 
into Queen Street from the rear of the 
premises. The alarm was given and 
the firemen was quickly on the spot. 
The smoke, not only filled the store; 
but forced its way through the walls 
of the adj lining stores. The goods 
on the counters and shelves were 
covered and lioei of hose were so ar 
ranged a« to attack the fire from iront 
and rear. The flames by this time, 
had made their way to the top of the 
building end broke out through the 
roof. They were quickly checked ; 
but dense smoke filled the building. 
The fire seems to have started at the 
bottom of the elevator shaft ; but its 
origin is unknown. The strong drift 
in the shaft fanned the flames and 
they quickly mounted to the top, de­
stroying everything in reach. Smoke 
pretty well filled the adjoining stores 
of S. A. McDonald, Beer & Goff and 
Moore & McLeod, part of the second 
story of Moore & McLeod's extending 
over Beer & Goff's to the walls of 
Weeks’ building. The stock of Weeks 
& Co. is valued at about $50000 
The loss is probably over $15,000. 
Toe insurance is $30,000. The fire, 
bad at any time, comes most unfort­
unately at tbe beginning of the Christ­
mas trade.

Victim of a Panic.

A wild panic on board the French 
Line steamer La Champagne at 
Havana on the 5th. resulted in the 
injury of six, and possible drowning 
of from three to six persons. The 
vessel arrived from French and Span­
ish ports with 350 cabin and 1,400 
steerage passengers. After anchor­
ing and discharging the cabin passen­
gers she began coaling. The crowd- 
e 1 immigrants swarming to her side 
to watch the lighters, caused her to 
list and to take in a quantity of water 
in her open coal ports. Some of the 
lightermen cried out that the ship was 
sinking, and the frightenedi mmigrants 
struggled and fought for a chance to 
escape. Some 400 men and women 
jumped to the lighters, and a score ol 
men into the water. A few of these 
swam ashore, and others clung to the 
boats. Meanwhile, the coal ports had 
b.en easily closed, and the ship right 
ed berstJf after she had taken on a 
few tons of water. Five men and one 
woman were taken ashore and sent to 
the hospital, suffi ring from sprains, 
concussions and broken bonea. None 
of them is dangerously injured. A 
check of ihe passenger list revealed 
tbe fact that six passengers were miss 
ing. It is not definitely known that 
they were drowned, as it is possible 
that they have reached tbe shore.

LOCAL AND OTHER ITEMS

The enow of Banday made pretty good 
sleighing and there was a large attendance 
at the market yesterday. Prices were not 
much different from last week except in 
pork which ruled at 8£ cts. per lb.

A statement submitted at Ottawa of the 
working expenses and earnings of the I. C. 
R. for the four months of the present fiscal 
year shows a revenue of $2,636,508, and an 
expenditure cf $2,697,509, making a deficit 
of $59,001. This is a big gain over the same 
time last year.

All the horses belonging to the wild west 
Show of Col. Wm. Cody were killed at 
Marseilles on the 9ih. Although the gov­
ernment vefcerinaries had certified that 
glanders had been entirely eradicated from 
the stud, Col. Cody and his partner, James 
à. Bailey, decided on this radical measure 
in order to allay the fears of the farmers.

A despatch to Paris from Toulon says 
that serious disturbances occurred between 
the crews and officers of two Russian 
torpedo boat destroyers which are about 
to belaunched. There was a munity of the 
sailors which wm quelled by the officers 
and fresh crews for the destroyers will be 
sent to Toulon.

The Grand Trunk management at 
Montreal has received a cable despatch 
from their London Office announcing that 
at the meeting of the Board of Directors, 
Nathaniel Charles Rothschild had been 
elected director of the company to fill the 
place rendered vacant byj the death of 
Sargeant.

An official memorandum, issued by the 
Admiralty, London, states that as a result 
of the recent reforms the next estimates for 
the navy will show a {reduction of $7,500,- 
000, beyond the reduction of $17,500,000 
made last spring. The Admiralty con­
siders that the present stragetio require­
ments will necessitate the building of four 
large armored ships annually.

Carl Fred Von Saltz*, instructor in Fine 
Arte, Columbia University and at the 
Teachers College, died at St. Luke’s Hos­
pital, N. Y., on the lltb, after an illness 
extending over a month. He died in ignor­
ant of the fact that his wife had expired 
three days before him in a room at a hos­
pital not far from the one in which he lay 
ill.

Word^has been received at Halifax that 
the schooner Maud from Gaspe, Quebec, 
for Porto Rico, was sunk in a collision 
and all hands lost, the news came in a 
cable message from Jersey, England, but 
gave no further particulars. The schooner 
sailed from Gaspe, November 12th. 
The vessel registered 99 tons and was 
commanded by Captain Noel.

A mother and her five children were 
burned to death Sunday night in a five 
story apartment house on Columbus 
Avenue, New York. Two other persons 
were injured and a score or more tenants 
thrown into a panic, several needing to be 
rescued by the police. The mother, Mrs. 
Thomason, was found lying on the floor 
with the bodies of her children, badly 
burned, lying around her. The fire had 
started on the lowest floor and spreading 
rapidly hemmed in those above.

John F. Card, aged about 65 years, died 
at Moncton on Sunday morning from the 
result of a shooting accident in the woods 
Saturday afternoon. While in the woods 
a short distance from town, he met two 
boys, 15 and 10 years of age, who had a 
rifle and were looking for rabbits. Card 
undertook to show the boys some rabbits. 
He started and the boys followed. While 
going through some thick bustles, the rifle 
was discharged, the bullet striking Card 
in the back and going plea? through his 
body. He was taken out of the WQods as 
quickly as possible and lingered till Mon­
day morning, as above stated.

Engineer Lyons is Dis­
charged.

“The biggest price ever obtained for 
Nova Beotia apples in the London market, 
said C. R H. Starr, of Wolfville, who 
spoke to the Halifax Herald about it the 
other day, “ is jost reported in a lot that 
netted $7.85 per barrel. There have been 
higher average prices than are being real- 
\7, -d this season, good as it ie, but none 
that equal the figure I have given. The 
facts are, Mr. Starr went on to say. “ that 
an orohardist at Port William shipped to 
Northard aod Lowe, London, twenty bar 
rels of apples by the Furness Liner Gelf of 
4.cuud, which sold as follows : Twel 
barrels Coxes orange pippin at 50s. ; two 
do. at 30s. ; and six Kings at 21e. This 
means a net price to the orohardist for the 
whole lot of $7 85 per barrel. These varie­
ties are grown in Eogland, but the crop ie 
short this year.

The small schooner Matilda, of St. 
Peter’s, C. B., which drove to sea from 
Bras d-'Or the °f November, was
towed into Louishurg on the 6-h by the 
schooner Thetis, Captain Cain. The Thetis 
took the vessel in tow on Thursday five 
miles east south east from St. E»prit. The 
vessel had no anchors, chairs or sails, ex­
cept the foresail. The rudder, boat, prc: 
visions and water were all gone, and the 
captain was trying to work the vessel to 
the land when picked np by the Thetis. 
TWe captain intended beaching the vessel 
wherever he could strike the ce.-.et with 
the great possibility of all being drowned. 
Captain McDonald and hie two eone, com­
prising the crew of the Matilda, are very 
grateful for having been brought safely to 
port. They underwent nntold anxiety and 
hardships, and at one time they wire near 
Sable Island. It ie probable, considering 
the wanderings of the Matilda, that the 
barge Rembrandt may be a long way west 
and south of Sable Island, and perhaps 
will get to the Weet Indies.

Horace W. Lyons, the engineer of 
of the pilot locomotive of the Montreal 
express train which ran into the rear 
end of a local train near Lincoln, on 
the Boston and Maine railroad, Nov 
26, the accident resulting in the death 
of 17 persons, was discharged from 
custody by the Middlesex county 
judge at Oimbridge on the the 8th 
for which body he had been bled on 
the charge of manslaughter. In re­
turning a “ no bill ” against Lyons 
the judge took occasion to make a 
special report on the disaster in which 
ihe Boston and Maine railroad is se­
verely criticised on the ground that 
its operating rules are insufficient for 
the protection of passengers. Ihe 
rind jury also condemned the rail 

way for its alleged practice of assign 
mg inexperienped engineers to fast 
passenger trains. Engineer Lyons 
was found to have been greatly at 
fault in not s'owing down sufficiently 
ind disregarding the cau ineary green 
lights, which indicated that the laca 
train was not over five minutes ahead 
and (or disregarding red fuse signal 
indicating that the local train was be­
hind time. The grand jury did not 
however, conclude that he was crim­
inally liable. Engineer Lyons was ar 
rested immediately after Justice Keye 
of the Concord district court had made 
bis report upon the inquest into the 
accident. Judge Keyes found the 
engineer criminally responsible and 
censured the railroad. In a special 
report the grand jury finds the Bostou 
and Maine Railway at fault as to i 
operating rules. It finds also that
