Elsewhere in this issue, we
publish a report of what took
place in Parliament at Ottawa
on Friday last, the closing day
of the session. The Liberal

Laucier, “defented tRe “aaval]

aid bill, and ‘Sir Wilfrid, elated
over his success, undertook to
gibe the Government over its
failure, as he said, to convinece
the majority in both Houses
of the existence of an emer-
gency, regarding naval aug-
mentation. He got his an-
swer from the Prime Minister;
an answer that, we may be
sure, he did not altogether
relish. Premier Borden point-
ed out that the British Ad
miralty would at once com-
mence the building of three
extra ships, of the description
the Dominion Government
intend to supply, had they not
been thwarted by the Liberal
Senate. He further intimated
that he would renew for the
appropriation for these ships
next session of Parliament.
Should Parliament vote the
money, the Canadian Govern-
ment would assume respon-
sibility for the completion of
the ships, at whatever stage
they would then be in.

If there is one misrepresen
tation of Premier Borden's
course in this matter, that has
been reiterated and persisted
in more_than an other, it is
the statement that. the appro
priation of $35,000,000 was a
part of the Federal Govern
ment’s permanent naval pol
icy. Side by side with this
was reiterated the declaration
that there was no emergency.
There is ample evidence that
both these statements are
false and misleading. Pre-
mier Borden and his colleagues
in the Government again and
again expressed themselves
in no uncertain fashion re-
garding these matters. But
our Liberal friends persist in
their false declarations,

On December
introducing  the resolution
Premier Borden said: “ It
will be borne in mind that we
are not undertaking or begin-
ning a system of regular and
periodical contributions. 1
agree with the resolution of
this House in 1909, that the
payments of such contribu
tions would not be the most
satisfactory of the
question of defence.” On
February 27th, when moving
the second reading of the bill
he explicitly contradicted Lib-
eral assertions that the bill
inaugurated a ‘ permanent
policy of contributions.” He
said : “1 desire, speaking
upon my responsibility as a
member of this Government,
to take the strongest possible
exception to the statements
which the right hon. gentle
man (Sir Wilfrid Laurier)
has made. [ say in the first
place that it is not a policy of
contribution at all, and I say
in the second plac2 that it is
not a permanent policy.” On
May 15th, on the third
reding of the bill he contra-
dicted a statement by Mr.
Lemieux that he had “pledged
Canada to permanent contri-
butions”” Mr. Borden said,
“ I want to remind him (Mr,
Lemieux) that I stated dis
tinctly the reverse of that.’

What more efféctive
advertisement could there be
than that of possessing good
roads? It is a well known
fact that the roads of Canada
are a reproach among travel-
lers from the United States.
There are few good roads for
travellers in Canada. Motor-
ists cannot come into this
country with any assurance of
safety. And while their con-
siderations should not be
urged beside. those of the
farmers, yet if the question of
good roads is taken up at all
it is bound to have a corres-
pondingly good result through
improving the roads for the
farmers.

Canada is devoting much
of her resources to the ques
tion of railroads. Itis time
that the great natural high-
ways also be looked after, and
the fact that the Senate has,
by pernicious amendments,
attempted to kill a bill for the
improvement of those high
ways will not be overlooked
by the farmers of Cuinada,
when they come to cast their
votes in an election. They
will be able to distinguish who
are the real friends of the
people. Those friends are
not the Liberal party led by
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Sir
