JURY FINDS GUS ZUCHT

GUILTY OF MANSLAUGHTER
Verdict Returned at 2 O’clock Friday Afternoon.—Prisoner Receives it 

Without an Expression of Feeling—His Parents Are Visibly Affected 
—Justice Harvey Refuses Application of Defense Counsel For 
Reserve Case—Sentence Will be Pronounced Later.

I We find the prisoner guilty of 
manslaughter with a strong recom­
mendation for the clemency of the 
court.”

Mr. Zucht was evidently filled with 
regret that it was largely due to his 
own folly that his son now stands 
convicted of manslaughter. Mrs. 
Zucht showed only a mother’s love 
and sorrow for the position in which 
her boy is placed. A large number of 
the German residents of Stoney Plain 
were present and almost every coun­
tenance expressed sympathy for the 
"accused an dhis family.

Charged with the crime of arson in 
burning down their meat market, 
situated at 1843 Syndicate avenue, on 
the night of the 22nd of February last.

Shortly after starting business 
Davidson insured his building and 
contents for $430 in the Grftario Fire 
Insurance Co., represented in Edmon­
ton by Ed. F. Racey. The insurance 
was contracted through R. J. Robin- 
eon.

Place Destroyed by Fire.
Gn the 22nd of February about 2 

a.m., the establishment was destroy­
ed by fire under alleged suspicious cir­
cumstances. Nothing was done at the 
time, however, towards an investi­
gation and about the middle of March 
the insurance to the amount of $290.

Situation is Baffling.
There are men going up and down 

Southern Alberta today who do not 
know what to make of the grain pro 
position. Winter wheat is baffling 
them as it never has done before. 
Two years ago the arrival of warm- 
growing weather was delayed but iv 
came at last under most‘ favorable 
conditions of moisture and sunshie 
and a great harvest was the result. 
You ask what is to prevent that this 
year. Just one thing. The farmer 
will answer Has the wheat stood the 
trial of April? The farmer goes into 
the field and looks at his grain. It 
shows no sign of life. He knows that 
it livifig the vitality is very low, bu­
ns he is not the doctor he can do no­
thing for its recovery.

Several large farmers in the Leth­
bridge district have brushed aside the 
uncertainty of the situation and have 
re-seeded hundreds of acres to spring 
wheat. On the other hand most oJ 
the farmers threw the dice ior leav­
ing the grain to work out its own 
salvation. The remarkable thing u 
that some fields have come up beau­
tifully; others, perhaps adjoining 
them, have not recovered at all ns 
yet, while some fields are winter 
killed in streaks and spots.

"Wait another week/ ’says the op­
timist, “and you will get the whole 
story. This is no time to make any 
final declaration.

Locally the custom, as is easily 
seen, is to consider fthe matter sub 
judice.

Mr. Justice Harvey held, however, 
that none of these points were suf­
ficient to justify a reserve- case. He 
accordingly refused the application.
The prisoner was then removed bv 
the constables to the police barracks 
to await sentence, which will probably 
be given within the present week 
maximum penalty for manslaughter 
is imprisonment for life.

Interest in the Case.
The trial of Gus Zaehl lasted from 

Wednesday morning until Friday noon 
and excited widespread interest. The 
court room was packed during the en­
tire proceedings, a large number of 
the residents of Stoney Plain being 
present to hear the trial. Both the. 
crown and the defence had a large 
number of witnesses and every detail 
connected with the fight in the Royal 
hotel on April 3rd, which resulted 
fatally, was presented. The defence 
made a strong effort to secure a ver­
dict of excusable homicide, but the 
jury, while evidently appreciating the 
extenuating circumstances surround­
ing the case, adjudged the accused 
guilty of manslaughter with a re­
commendation for mercy.

Philip Baron, a German, who re­
sides neiir Stoney Plain, an eye-wit­
ness of the assault, gave evidence re­
garding the occurrence, his statements 
coinciding with that of former wit­
nesses.

Lutz in 
the bar room and he saw Ed. Ingiis 
fighting. Ingiis was creating a gen­
eral disturbance and said he could 
lick anyone. The witness said he did 
not see the fight between Ed. Ingiis 
and Zucht in the hall. Gus Zuclit 
bore a good reputation.

‘‘Were you drunk that day?” asked 
Mr. CBgswell.

“No, sir,” indignantly 
"Well you were in the bar frequent­

ly?”
“I had a few drinks, but I was in 

the bar looking ior some one.”
“You don’t know who knocked old 

man Lutz down?”
“No.”
"When did you leave?”
“When 1 heard that Lutz was dead, 

and- when Ingiis said lie would kill 
another one, I went out.”

Godfried Duhonlkie, who had known 
Gus Zucht ever rince he was born, 
gave evidence. He saw the trouble 
between the Ingiis boys and McLeod 
and later between Ingiis and Lutz.
He said Ed. Ingiis hit old man Lutz 
with his fist and he fell dead. Ingiis 
then kicked him with his feet on his 
‘other side round.’ Lutz was carried 
out and revived in a few minutes ;n 
the wash room. The witness then 
went home as there was too much 
trouble around- He, too, testified to 
the good character of Gus Zucht.

Len Ingiis Caused Trouble. 
Mathias Lutz, who lives on. a farm 

near Stoney Plain, was at the Royal 
hotel on April 3rd with his son. 
losepii. He stated that Len - Ingiis 
hit his son on the head and kicked 
him. The witness asked him what 
he was doing and Len Ingiis hit him ] 
in the face, knocking him down. Ed. 
Ingiish came iî)> end kicked him on 
the side. He remembered nothing more 
until he revived and his son to IS him 
he had been dead and water had been 
thrown on him to bring him to life.
He went to Justice Lindley’s and to 
the doctor’s and then went home.

“Were you pretty drunk?” asked

“I had two whiskies ; that’s all ”

Davidson came to Edmonton recent­

ly from Red Deer, where he has lived 
for some time. Previous to that he 
has resided for about seventeen years 
in Montana. He is an Icelander by 
birth. Fisher is an Englishman. 
Their preliminary hearing will coma 
on tomorrow before Police Magistrate 
Cowan.

YOUNG TURK LEADER 
FAVORS EXECUTION

Coleman, Alberta, May 7. — A 
new and interesting feature has 
been added to the coal miners’ strike 
by the application of Robert Evans, 
who is directing the struggle in be­
half of tiie men, owing to the illness 
of President Frank Sherman, for a 
board of arbitration under the Le­
mieux Act.

The Beginning of the End.
With the application for such an 

arbitration board, the end of the 
strike can be said to be in sight. 
That this cannot come any too soon 
is the view- of men in this as well 
as in other camps, and also of the 
general public. Mr. Evans has al­
ready wired Ottawa for the appoint­
ment of an arbitration board and has 
named Frank Sherman as .tire men’s 
representative. The application by 
Mr. Evans for a board of arbitration 
was rather unexpected. President 
Sherman has personally condemned 
the Lemieux Act. The officers of dis­
trict No. 18 United Mine Workers of 
America, of which he is head, have 
passed resolutions declaring its use­
lessness and unfairness to organized 
labor, and the presen tstrike was de­
clared in violation of its provisions, 
with the result that thousands of 
miners have been out of work for 
over five weeks. Now, however, the 
men in charge of the strike have 
decided to ask for a board, which will 
settle tiie differences between the men 
and the operators.
Sherman Run Things His Own Way.

Had such a step been taken in the 
first place by Mr. Sherman, instead 
of calling the strike, the men would 
not have tost a day and the country 
would not have suffered as it is 
doing now. Mr. Sherman, however, 
was determined to run things 'to suit 
himself, and so far lie is the only 
one interested who has not suffered 
as a result of his action. One of the 
factors which have resulted ip the 
action taken by Mr. Evans has been 
the stand taken by T. L. Lewis, in­
ternational president of the United 
Mine Workers of America, and his re­
presentatives on tiie ground, Messrs. 
Morgan and Rogers, the former of the 
state of Washington and the lutter of 
Idaho. ..)ccozUing- -,-do- -tiie». lis 
Ledger, Mr. Sherman’s net 
organ, it now transpires that Messrs. 
Lewis, Morgan and Rogers have from 
the start condemned Mr. Sherman’s 
action in refusing to sign the agree­
ment drawn up by the representatives 
of the men, and they may expect 110 
financial assistance from the interna­
tional body. They say, in effect, 
that as the strike was not properly 
called, the men who obeyed Mr. Sher­
man's older must fight their 
battle as best they can. This atti­
tude of the International lias proved 
that Mr. Sherman and those
who were associated with him 
are responsible for calling the pre­
sent strike. On the one hand are Mr. 
Lewis and his officers, who represent 
the best elements in unionism, while 
on the other hand those who were 
prepared to disregard any agreement

$8 and $10 a day. Under the Macleod 
agreement this would have continued. 
Now, however, as a result of the 
agreement by Mr. Sherman, the de­
claration of the strike, followed by 
the application for an arbitration 
board, the men stand to lose, while 
there is nothing to win that they 
would not have got under the Mac- 
luod agreement. This is -the result 
of the strike, which has cost the men 
a month of idleness, the companies 
considerable loss through the shutt­
ing down of their mines, and the gen­
eral public.and the industries depend- 
very great inconvenience and in many 
cases heavy toss.

Socialists in British Parliament Will

Vienna, May 7.—A most extraordin­
ary report has been received here to 
the effect that Major Enver Bey, the 
Young Turk leader, advocates the 
execution of Abdul Hamid. This re­
port meets •jacnriulity in diplomatic 
circles and there is not the slightest 
doubt that if such an execution were 
carried out it would create a most 
harmful impression so far as the 
Young Turk regime is concerned.

Ceremony of In vesture.
Constantinople, May 7.—The Grand 

Sthick of Nevielis Dede, Abdul Malim 
Effeudi, who will gird the Sabre of 
Osman on the new Sultan on the day 
of the ceremony of his investure, 
has arrived in Constantinople. The 
ceremony, which corresponds to the 
crowning of Christian sovereigns, and 
is most important from the point of 
view of magnificence, and ritual, will 
take place on Saturday. Mohammed 
V. will leave the jialace at eleven 
o’clock, mounted on a white horse, 
of yvhich the harness will be covered 
by precious stones. Two hundred 
Madmas, dressed in scarlet liveries, 
embroidered with gold, wearing monu­
mental head dresses surmounted by 
plumes of ostrich feathefs and carry­
ing bunches of tiie same feathers, will 
precede the sovereign. They will be 
tollowed by the military authorities 
and high functionaries of court and 
stale. The women of the court, in 
grand gala costumes, Will follow in 
richly decorated vehicles. The cere­
mony will take place in the famous 
tiyoub Mosque. The whole route 
from the Dolma Bagtche Palace to the

London, May 5.—The debate on the 
budget ill the House of Conunons 
was concluded somewhat abruptly 
‘this evening by the government mov­
ing the closure rule. The result on 
the division gave the government a 
majority of 107, but this was so great­
ly below the average that the Union­
ists cheered tumultuously and shout­
ed “resign.” The Socialists and 
Laborites gave the government - their 
general support, although, as Mr. 
Snowden, one of their most eloquent 
speakers declared, the proposals did 
not go far enough to please them.

“If yve have any influence on future 
budgets,” said Mr. Snowden, “this is 
not the extent of the taxation that 
will ‘be laid on unearned incomes. It 
is not the last tribute the idle class 
will be called upon, to pay for dealing 
with the problem of poverty. Our 
object is to make the rid? poorer and 
t-tih poor richer. There is no way 
under heaven to make the poor richer 
than by making somebody else poor­
er.”

Premier Asquith Speaks.
Premier Asquith, yvinding up the 

debaite for the government, rebutted 
Mr. Balfour’s contention that capital 
would be driven out of the country. 
“Where is it going to fly to?” asked 
the Premier. “It may traverse the 
whole civilized world, but wherever 
it goes it will find itself confronted 
by a finance measure as necessitous 
as Mr. Lloyd" George’s. It would 
not find rest in Germany, France or 
he Unit •! States,. I :■ th.j, lot tt mi­
st country 4he? -ged in rig­

ging up a new tariff and have a de­
ficit far more -formidable than any­
thing we have to face here.

“The truth is there is not a civilized 
country -in the world yvliioh does not 
find itself at this moment under stress 
of-.taking its place in the race of arma­
ments.

Chicago, Ills., May 7.—Wheat to­
day proved itself the most heartless 
coquette of the season, from a bear 
point of view. Hundreds of bear 
speculators on the Board of Trade 
cursed the cereal as the most fickle, 
flippant and traitorous of created 
things. During the forenoon the 
price of July- wheat had fallen from 
1.17% to 1.13%. It rested to 1.15 
just before trading suspended for a 
few minutes, while the fateful figures 
from Washington were clicking over 
the wire. Then the bulls returned 
to the charge with an irresistible on­
slaught.

One million bushels were poured 
into the pit in a lump, supposedly- 
by one bear trader in a frantic effort 
to stop the upward .climb that follow­
ed the government estimate that 
2,478,000- acres of winter wheat, or 8.1 
per cent, of the total, had been aban­
doned by the farmers -and ploughed 
110 for other crops. The condition 
or*the crop May 1 was estimated by 
the government" at 83.5 per cent, of 
the normal yield, as against 82.2 per 
cent, a month ago and 89 per cent, a 
year ago. As one by one the figures 
were traced on the blackboard there 
was a moment’s hesitation, while the 
floor traders studied out in lightning 
flashes of thought what their signifi­
cance might be. It yvas the general 
conclusion that the figures means tire 
total crop would be about 400,000,- 
000 bushels, as compared with 436,- 
000,000 the year previous.

The Cause of the Drop.
The fact that J. Ogden Armour had 

sold yvheat in Liverpool at the open­
ing, taking profits on his heavy line, 
had greased the yvay for the forenoon 
drop in quotations, but this was for­
gotten as a* piece of ancient history. 
“Buy” yvas the order’that thundered 
into the yvheat pit from all parts of 
the country. Prices soared dizzily, 
the July delivery closing at 1.17%, as 
compared yvith 1.17%, tiie final quota­
tion Thursday. In the September 
and December deliveries the effect of 
the statistics yvas to carry- the prices

A. J. McLean, Upon Different 
Schemes—Cost Varies From $6,000 
to $42,000 According to the Lo­
cation and Material Used.

Next in importance to the city nt 
Strathcona, along the line of muni­
cipal improvement, to the high level 
bridge between Edmonton and Strath­
cona is the question of improving the 
entrance to the city from the east 
over the Mill Creek ravine which 
forms a deep obstruction to easy ac­
cess to the city. At the present time 
there is a small bridge over the creek, 
but the heavy grade and the crossing 
of the rails of the E. Y. & P. make 
the road an objectionable one upon 
which to travel.

The citizens are now contemplating 
a means of making the access from 
Clover Bar, either by raising the pre­
sent bridge which is situated at the 
Rutherford park or by the erection 
of a new high level structure further 
up the stream towards the south on 
Whyte Avenue.

Some weeks ago the matter was 
taken up by the Board of Trade who 
favored the high level bridge at 
Whyte Avenue. This proposition was 
submitted to the City Council who 
instructed the engineer to report on 
the different methods of improving 
the entrance to the city from the east.

On Tuesday night the Engineer, A. 
J. McLean, submitted his report 
which was referred to the public 
works committee for recommendation 
at next meeting on the most advisi- 
ble proportion financially and other­
wise for the municipality. Mr. Mc­
Lean’s report was as follows :
To the Mayor and Council of Strath­

cona, Alta.
Gentlemen:—I beg to submit the 

following report upon the proposed 
improvements to the present crossing 
of Mill Creek atSRutherford Park and 
a high leVeL-Crossing at Whyte Ave.

London, May 7—The opinions of 
eminent London writers on tlhe Bri­
tish Budget, the debate on which 
was suddenly closed on Wednesday 
of this week, are intensely interest­
ing. They embrace a wide difference 
of opinion.

T. P. O’Connor, in The Chicago 
Tribune, says : Lloyd-George s budget 
is the most sensational for half a 
century. Already two political par­

ti «am'lies have heaped on it such a multd- 
tiBAou tude epithets of glowing eulogy or 

vehement denunciation that one news­
paper describes it as the adjectival 
•budget.

It then collects some scores of ad­
jectives hurled at it, beginning with 
great, human, democratic, and poor 
man’s budget, and ending with vin­
dictive, penal, red flag, plundering, 
Socialistic, and a last free trade bud­
get.

Its popularity with the English 
masses certainly is undoubted. Every 
enemy of radicalism is> punished and 
the House of Lords especially is de­
fied and answered back by the taxa­
tion of everything it has succeeded 
in defending from legislation since 
the Liberals' came into office. The 
licensing of land on its valuation— 
everything, in fact, which the Liberals 
tried to attack by legislation and the 
Lords rejected—now is subjected to 
big if not vindictive taxation. More 
public houses of tlhe smaller kind will 
be destroyed under the budget than 
under the licensing bill, and more 
money will be taken from the big 
landlord's, especially in the towns, 
than under the land or valuation bills 
parsed by the Commons and rejected 
by the Lords.

In short, this budget is the answer 
of the radical ministry to the tyran­
ny of the House of Lords, and in that 
way contributes, to make the House 
of Lords the big dominating issue 
with the next general election.

The budget probably will receive 
the support of the great majority of 
the Liberal and Labor member®, but 
is not out of danger.

Its length, complexity and attack 
on so many different and' powerful 
classes of property owners must in­

Business Men Are Heavily Taxed.
The London correspondent of the New 
ork Herald declares: The general im­

pression made cf David Lloyd-George’s 
intricate and portentous budget is that 
as a net result the business nlan is more 
heavily taxed in Great Britain than ’n 
any other country in the world.

As The Times remarks, "we shall be 
urpised if, both by what it does and by 
hat it Suggests, it does not increase the 

uneasiness of all who have property to 
be taxed and tend still further to thait 
depression of trade which it should be 
the business of the chancellor of the ex­
chequer to alleviate.

“The budget is so large and amor­
phous that it is haidly surprising that 
in the lobby of the house of commons 
the united chorus of both parties is that 
Mr. Lloyd-George has overbudgetted.”

On one point everyone is united, Mr. 
dojxl-George cannot be accused of any 

lack of courage in liis convictions.
When Mr. Lloyd-George exclaims 

rather theatrically, “Mr. Emmett, this 
is a war budget,” his words carry a 
meaning which he did not intend. He 
■talks about «waging war against pov­
erty, but as the Times again remarks 
and The Times, be it remembered, 
was until recently a strenuous govern­
ment organ—“that is never really wag­
ed by unjust exactions from those 
whose custom prevents worse poverty 
lian any we know and whose brains 

and capital count for at least as much 
as thews and sinews/* ‘

Unless men exempt from the income 
tax either smoke or drink they do not 
pay a single penny -toward making up 
the deficit, mainly due to the old age 
pension scheme, of which they reap 
the whole benefit.

Another important point to be noted 
is that the automobile -industry has 
*been exceptionally difficult to estab­
lish in this country, yet automobilists1 
are assailed with an unexpected vigor. 
They are taxed on their , cars, they are 
taxed on their petrol, and the expense 
of keeping automibles is so severely 
enhanced that there is very likely to 
be a real check put upon their use.

Before the end of -the year, The Stan­
dard thinks, .Mr. Lloyd-George will 
probably discover that the new spirit 
of duty will defeat itself ,and that be- 
tiweeen adultration and abstinence his 
expectations of revenue will be heavily 
disappointed. It is difficult to «believe 
that the ministry expect to be in of­
fice when the time comes,-for defray­
ing the liabilities from so speculative

capitalists will /visit thç Dominion 
and make a tour of the country in 
order to sec its resources for them­
selves, so as to guage its value as a 
field for investment. .

Strengthens Tariff Reform.
The New York Evening Post’s Lon­

don cable. says: The very unfavorable 
view taken in business circles of this 
week’s budget, is based on several 
considerations. In the first place, it is 
pointed cut that, although the national 
debt is seventy millions sterling greater 
than before the Transvaal War, never­
theless, it is proposed to deplete the 
new sinking fund by three millions 
sterling and to abolish the old one ab­
solutely. Second, by throwing the bur­
den of taxation on a few thousand 
people, the nation evades the responsibil­
ity of confronting courageously the very 
serious problem of the mounting-up pub­
lic expenditure.

Third, while the contemplated expen­
diture is mainly for social reforms, the 
plans to provide for such expenditure 
draw- heavily cn what we are accus­
tomed to consider our emergency w.ar 
reserves, such as the income tax and 
the sinking fund—this being done in 
time of profound peace. Fourth, the 
heavy addition to the estate duties 
amounts to the absolute living on capital 
for purposes cf current national expen­
diture, and this without reference to the 
extent to which capital is harassed by 
the increased stamp duties.

Even in convinced free trade circles, 
there is a strong current of opinion that 
the budget expedients point to a great 
strengthening of -the tariff reform party.

Spring Wheat Takes Jump. .
The spring wheat, which was sown 

in March, has been slow of growth, 
due to the cool atmosphere. It has 
picked un wonderfully during the past 
few day's, however, having derived 
plenty of moisture from the snow­
storm of the later part of April and 
benefited by a considerably higher 
temperature. Spring wheat will be 
sown as late as the middle of May 
in the Lethbridge, district. Hundreds 
of acres arc being sown now on this 
season’s breaking. It is said that 
one hundred and twenty steam plow 
outfits have been sold here within the 
past two months. With these turn­
ing the sod at an average of at least 
twenty acres a day some tangible ev­
idence can be had of the amount cf 
spring breaking there is being done.

Win­
ter wheat fields re-seeded to spring 
wheat trill likely gain in quantity or 
yield at the expense of quality. Spring 
wheat sown at varying periods of 
time will not give a uniform harvest.
There is always a certain relativity 
between the sowing of the seed and 
the time of reaping.

Not Necessarily Late Harvest.
“Does a late spring mean a late 

harvest?” the farmer is asked.
“Certainly not,” he replies. "Other 

things being equal the late spring ;s 
often followed by the most successful 
harvest. When spring does come alter 
being retarded it generally promote- 
steadv and constant growth. Such 
is confidently looked for this year.”

E WHIPPED OUT GUN 
AND SHOT THREE MEN

Man Arrested in Windsor Put Bullets

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OUR NERVOUS NEIGHBORS.
Isolation breeds a love of liberty. 

To the isles of the sea one must go 
to find the spirit of independence most 
jealously alert. Newfoundland has o 
tit every once in a while when some 
one mentions the possibility of annex­
ation to Canada. And the fits com ■ 
fairly often. Seldom does an election 
get over with there without some party 
or some member of some party charg­
ing the other party or some member 
thereof with an unrighteous desire 
to merge the fortunes of the Island 

• colony with those of the Dominion : 
whereupon the accused party or mem­
ber of a party considers itself or him­
self a. political "goner" if it or he 
does not or cannot refute the base in­
sinuation with promptitude and ap 
propriate heat. From the readiness 
with which these rumors catch on tnd 
tlie turmoil they awaken one must 
suppose the Newfoundlanders live v> 
a kind of perpetual nightmare similar 
in effect and something like in char 
aeter to the one that has been dis 
turbing the dreams ol Britain recent­
ly. Canada must be the Germany of 
Newfoundland. No doubt the stal­
wart fisherman of St. Johns takes 
out his schooner when nothing else is 
doing and cruises about the Gulf scan­
ning the heaving main for glimpses o'. 
the Petrel, the Canada and the cut 
of our "war steamers plying over” lb 
lay his home in ruins and fiich aw ty 
his liberty. The lighthouses along 
the coast are no doubt watch-towers 
whence more than storms and wrecks 
are looked for, the coast-guards warn­
ed against other prowlers than those 
who try to avoid the customs duties. 
Newfoundland, as nearly as one can 
tell from this distance, sleeps with on? 
eye open and with fingers clutcheJ 
about the blunderbuss, expecting t- 
wake up some dark night and fin-4 
the wild Cacucks kicking in the door.; 
and demanding instant and unconci- 
tional surrender.

Usually though the danger is scent­
ed in diplomacy and conspiracy rat'i- 
er than apprehended from the sterner

of the speculative gentlemen who en 
hance their private fortunes in Bri­
tain as elsewhere by raking in the' 
added value that general progress 
gives to property, and of the noble 
Lords of the Upper Chamber whose 
rotund figures and fine apparel be­
speak the profitableness of their brew­
eries. Whatever the Lords may do 
to .his budget and the speeulators and 
distillers to his future, Mr. Lloyd 
George must understand that his repu­
tation in Canada has suffered a tre 
mendous and permanent slump. If 
things go bad y with him at home 
there remains for him no chance of 
migrating to Canada and here finding 
a niche in the temple of fame with 
the assistance of the party whose boast 
has been the exclusiveness and fer­
vor of their Imperialism.

Britain having demonstrated through 
a tolerably long course of years her 
ability and willingness to manage her 
own fiscal affairs it would really be in 
better taste if Canadians refrained 
from commenting thereupon with any 
apparent wish to shape her ideals or 
dictate her policy for her. Such, 
however, seems too much to hope for. 
Next to the defeat of the Laurier Gov­
ernment it is clear that nothing would 
more exalt t'he hearts and hopes of 
the protectionist party in Canada than 
the break-down of free trade finance 
in Britain and the introduction of 
tariff barriers against thr world tlini 
has made Britain its commercial mas­
ter. IP, indeed Mr. Lloyd George and 
his colleagues regale their spare mo­
ments with a petsual of the Toronto 
News and the Mail and Empire they 
cannot but infer that Canadian loy­
alty to the Mother Land is the off 
spring of an over-weening desire for 
the loaves and fishes of the British 
people. Nor would their interpretation 
be far astray if they read into tin 
articles of these journals the doctrin 
that Canada's connection with the 
Mother Land depends on whether or 
not the Motlier Land makes it com 
mercially profitable for us to main 
tain the connection. Happily it is 
pretty well understood in Britain that 
these journals do not reflect the char­
acter or trend of Canadian sent1 men: 
however faithfully they may portray 
the ideals and objectives of Opposi­
tion policy. They are exponents 
of the policy by which Can­
ada has declined to be governed, and 
while that policy is dictated by so ap­
parent subserviency to private interest 
at public expense -they are likely to 
remain such. Canadian loyalty is not

If he did so the pris­
oner would be safe, though other peo­
ple might not be.

But there is a disadvantage in the 
restriction too. It is practically an 
assurance to a swift-footed prisoner 
that if he can wrench away from his 
captor he is safe for the time and 
with a chance to stay “safe.” This 
assurance must increase the tempta­
tion to break away when the captor 
is past the prime of life and not likely 
to put up a very strenuous? struggle. 
A man under arrest is presumed to 
be on the way to the lock up for good 
and sufficient reasons. The law 
should assist in getting him there 
rather than encourage him to break 
for liberty. A well-founded belief that 
to fly would :be to be shot at might 
help him to withstand the temptation 
to make a dash for freedom. It is not 
or ought not to be, for the sake of 
the prisoners that policemen ore pre­
vented shooting at fugitives. They 
have no right to be fugitives and there­
fore no right to expect mercy if they 
become such.

Britain has become the mispress of the 
world by breaking the shackles which 
bound her industrial and commercial 
powers. In so doing, she has become 
the standing argument for free trade 
which can be neither denied nor argu­
ed down. Britain is the fact that puts 
the protectionist logic out of court. 
Wherefore if Britain could be repre­
sented as turning from free trade to 
protection those who in Canada and 
elsewhere urge the advisability of 
proceeding in the free trade direction 
would be robbed of their most formic! 
able argument. There being a high 
tariff party in Canada, it matters no: 
what changes may be made in the 
fiscal r.fT.vlra of Great Britain, they 
will be represented by a certain class 
of Canadian journals as either head­
ing straight toward protection or as 
illustrating the abject folly of not pro­
ceeding in that direction. Mr. Lloyd 
George’s present proposals being ad­
mittedly incapable of being represent­
ed as protectionist are therefore be 
rated as socialistic and dangerously 
experimental. All, of course, to the 
end that the Canadian reader may be 
impressed with the idea that Britain 
has found it impossible to proceed 
along the present lines and must eith­
er adopt protective tariffs or go on 
tire shoals and shallows of socialism. 
It is to be hoped the holders of suen 
views get a sentimental pleasure in 
them- for they are not likely to get 
much political profit out of them. If 
they imagine the Canadian voter :s 
going to go into panic over the troubles 
of the British landlords and brewers 
and shout for more taxes on himself 
jest a similar fate befall the similar 
classes in this country they are wel­
come to cherish the delusion.

A CONSTABLE CONVICTED.

CANADIAN CRITICS OF BRITAIN'S 
CHANCELLOR.

Mr. Lloyd George having decided to 
rajse revenue by taxing whisky and 
unearned wealth, has thereby incurred 
the unmitigated. disgust of Canadian 
journals which ' hold that the whole 
burden of the British exchequer 
should be borné by the workingman 
and its needed revenues pared from 
the hard-won loaf of the poor. In

An Ontario rural constable caught a 
law-breaker some time ago, thereby 
scoring one to the credit of the im­
potent force. But the fellow got 
away and was making off when the 
constable, being slow of foot, fired at 
him. By some chance he hit him. 
too, thus chalking up another accom­
plishment to the credit of the force. 
Now the constable is convicted of 
manslaughter. The judge held that 
an officer is at liberty to defend 
himself with his revolver, but not 
to shoot at a man who has broken 
away irom him and is making tracks 
for the tall timber. The interpreta­
tion of the law is no doubt correct.

BLESSINGS OF HIGH PROTECTION 
ILLUSTRATED.

The Mail and Empire draws this 
alluring picture of tt^e blissful condi­
tions of protectionist Germany, with 
a few side lights on the terrible state 
of things in free-trade Britain. The 
article is reproduced, sub-heads and 
all. as it appeared in the Mail :—

J. N. Ford, the London correspond­
ent of the New York Tribune ,has 
been paying a visit to Germany, with 
a view of studying German sentiment 
on the proposed new tariff arrange­
ment with the United States. Inci­
dentally he has been sounding the 
Germans as to the possibility of war 
with Great Britain, and is able to 
assure us that the great bulk of the 
German people are averse to war, and 
that, even if they were willing, they 
are too poor to risk a conflict with 
so powerful an antagonist. In fact, 
those to whom Mr. Ford spoke seemed 
to think the question of war unworthy 
of serious consideration. They have 
other troubles- more pressing.

At the Breaking Point.
Germany is cursed by a burden of 

taxation compared to which the load 
of the British Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer is a featherweight. Taxation 
is almost at the breaking point, and, 
as Germany is a protective country, 
it has no new mines of revenue to tap. 
All she can do is to delve deeper into 
the claims that are already being 
worked to the verge of exhaustion. 
Prince Duelow must raise $125,000,- 
000 additional! revnuo, and, ns the 
income tax can go no higher, it is 
expected that he will bear more 
heavily on death and succession du­
ties. Speaking generally, one-third of 
what every German earns is dropped 
in imperial, State and local taxation. 
This, be it remembered, is taxation 
on a peace basis, and at a time when 
Germany has had no war for forty 
years.

Too Poor to Risk War.
As the Tribune correspondent says 

“The German people are convinced 
that they cannot afford to undertake 
a war with so powerful a rival as 
England, with its overwhelming su­
periority in sea power, and its masses 
of capital. Not only would the risks 
to defeat be ruinous, but the suspen­
sion of commerce would be absolute 
so far as the shipping ports were con 
cerned. Even in these times of bad 
trade the steamship lines ate opérât 
ed at a lose, and at least a third of 
the immense sailing fleet is lying idle. 
If there were a war with England 
the North sea and Baltic ports would 
be blockaded.the merchant fleet would 
be permanently disalbed and the ex­
port and import trades would be di­
verted to neutral harbors like Rotter­
dam. Taxes would rise and resources 
for paying them would shrink; and 
large sections of the population would 
be thro# u out of employment. A 
costly war V>r supremacy on the 
High seas is too mad and adventure 
for any North German in his sober 
senses to contemplate. Talk about 
so senseless a catastrophe is roughly 
described here aa_gooseberry mildew 
in English marshes.” >

Germany’s Costly Administration.
He calls attention to one feature of 

German administration, whether local 
or imperial, that is persistently over­
looked by English-speaking publicists 
who are always urging their country­
men to adopt German methods. They 
point out how thorough and scientific 
most German administrative methods

It is useless for anyone to attempt to 
defraud the government respecting his 
income. It will be found out sooner 
or later, and penalties will be exacted 
out of proportion to the default. We 
are compelled to tell the truth about 
our earnings, and even to keep spec­
ial books for determining our taxable 
income."

The Cost of Prosperity.
Householders are forced to keep 

their drains' in order, and their prem­
ises in repair, and the triple system 
of insurance requires an army o? of­
ficials to supervise. The German 
people pass their lives under the 
watchful eye of one official after an­
other ; they are guided, and supervis­
ed, and checked from the cradle to 
the gravel Their very prosperity has 
been turned to their detriment. In the 
past generation the industrial expan­
sion of Germany 'has been phenomen­
al. The city of Kiel has trebled its 
population in thirteen years, and its 
growth is typical of that of many 
other German towns. It has been 
necessary to modernize buildings, to 
widen streets, to build sewerage sys­
tems, and new wharves, to deepen 
waterways, and otherwise sink huge 
sums in bringing cities up to modern 
requirments. Local taxation has there­
fore kept pace with increasing pros­
perity, and imperial taxation has kept 
a pace or two in advance, with the 
result that the government has been 
forced into the markets as a borrow­
er with issues at 3 1-2 or 4 per cent, 
to suit every class of investor.

Two Opposing Views.

It 
the opinion oi some observers that 
the aggressive, truculent policy of 
Germany in foreign affairs is designed 
to distract the attention of the sweat­
ing German taxpayer from his own 
grievances. There is the contrary view 
that the German taxpayers are quiet­
ly reminded of the great plunder that 
was theirs after the Franco-Geiman 
war, and the hope is held out to them 
of becoming rich as a result of the 
next great struggle. Mr. Ford thinks 
the war preparations of Germany are 
grosely exaggerated in England. Ho 
found the Elbe-Trave channel, which 
he had heard described in England a? 
a new waterway , one of three through 
which the German fleet could pass 
from the North sea to - the Baltic, a 
shallow channel o^rng which horses 
towed barges, and rough which it 
would be impossible >* the smallest 
armored cruiser to make ;ts way.

A BLOCKADING RESOLUTION.

Mr. Borden is oppressed with tl: 
fear that the G. T. P. will be collect­
ing western grain before the eastern 
section is ready for operation.

The proposal 
amounts therefore to a demand tha 
the new company be prevented trying 
to find anqther outlet by which som 
of the crop of the West can be go 
through to market, and be forced to 
throw its traffic wholly onto a road 
that already has more than it ca: 
properly handle. It is apparent tha 
if the C. P. R. cannot handle the traf 
fic it now has it would be less able to 
handle this together with the traffic 
generated along the new lines of th 
G. T. P. The result would be not 
that the Canadian seaports would get. 
more business, for they now get a 
the C. P. It. can carry over its lines 
not that Canadian trade routes would 
benefit, for the only one that could 
benefit is busier than it can efficiently 
be in the grain season as it is; the 
only result would be that the move­
ment of the western crop would bo 
further retarded and that the new 
road would be made to increase the 
annual blockade-rather than to re­
lieve it. Under the plea of conserv­
ing business to the Canadian roads 
oi’d seaports the honorable gentleman 
has found a scheme that would pen­
alize the westerh grain grower while 
helping nobody.

$700 INCREASE for legislators

Question of Increasing Sessional In­
demnities to be Considered.

Quebec, May 4.—Before the proro­
gation the question of inreeases in 
the sessional indemnities and in the 
salaries of the Ministers will be 
brought up. At present the sessional 
indemnity is- $8Q0, and the salaries f 
the Ministers $4,000 each, with $5,000 
for the Premier. It is understood that 
the indemnity will be increased to 
$1.500 for each member, and the Min­
isters’ salaries will be raised from 
$4,000 to $5,000, while the Prime Min­
ister’s salary will be fixed at $6.000.

The reason given for the sessional 
indemnity increase is that $800'is too 
little for those members who come 
from a long distance, and in regard 
to the Ministerial salaries, it is ar­
gued that $4,000 is too small a remun­
eration for the work, and that the in­
creases both for the Ministers and for 
the Premier will not only be doing 
tardy justice but will enable the dig­
nity of their respective positions to 
be more fittingly maintained.

morning, Mr. Robertson, before pro­
ceeding with the evidence for the 
defence asked for non-suit on the 
ground of non-identification of the 
body of Edward Inglis at Edmonton. 
The cour£ he said had no evidence be­
fore it to show that the body on 
which the autopsy was performed 
here was that of Edward Inglis of 
Stoney Plain who was alleged to be 
struck by Zucht on April 3rd. The 
only evidence on that point was the 
testimony of Dr. Wainwright, of 
Strathcona, and there was nothing 
to show whether this, the man he 
identified, was the same man that liv­
ed at Strathcona and later at Stoney 
Plain. There might be half a dozen 
Edward Inglis’ here. The wife and 
brother of the deceased did not prove 
the identity of the body.

Mr. Justice Harvey held however, 
that the identification of the body 
must go. It was one of the things 
that must be taken in the ordinary- 
course of human life.

The defence was then proceeded 
with and the first witness called was 
Gus Zucht, the accused. He was per­
fectly calm and collected in the wit­
ness box and gave his evidence in a 
simple straight forward manner. He 
acknowledged striking Inglis on the 
head with a hammer but stated that 
he did it because he thought Inglis 
was killing his father.

Accused Gives Evidence. 
Gustave Zucht, the accused stated 

that he had' lived in Stoney Plain 
for the past two years with his par­
ents .brothers and sister. He for­
merly lived near Leduc. He said :

“On April 3rd .towards evening, 
about 6.36, I was driving nails in the 
house to hang a curtain. My mother 
was with me. Martin Kotcherofski 
came running in and said, “Come on 
and help your father, Inglis killed one 
man and now he is at your father.” 
I ran to the hotel, around the crowd, 
and saw Inglis at my.father. I had 
a hammer with me and I struck him 
qn the shoulder. He turned around 
arid I hit him again on the head. He 
was about three feet away when T 
hit him first. He dropped on his 
knees, and I drooped the hammer. I 
then turned around and went home. 
I was not at the Royal Hotel at any 
previous time that day.

“Why did you take the hammer 
with you ?”

“Well I was scared that Edward 
Inglis might kill my lather. When 
he was drunk on liquor he was a 
rough man.”

“Did you and Edward Inglis ever 
have a quarrel before?”

' “No sir. We used to be pretty good 
friends. He used to put his horses 
in our stable and nothing was ever 
said.”

“How did you come to the hotel?” 
“I ran nearly all the way and came 

in the back door.”
“Who was near you?”
“I didn’t pay attention to nobody. 

I was only going to see that nothing 
happened to my father.”

The accused was closely cross ex­
amined by Crown Prosecutor Cogs­
well as to 4he exact way in which the 
fight took place.

“What did Martin Kotcherofski say 
to you?” asked Mr. Cogswell.

“He said ‘Come and help your fath­
er, Ed Inglis has killed one man and 
now he’s at your father.’

“You are sure he didn’t say, ‘In­
glis is going to fight your father.’ ” 

“No sir.”
“You said that at the examination 

before the justice at Stoney Plain, you 
saw your father and Edward Inglis 
there before you took up the position 
at. the left of Inglis?"

“Yes I saw Inglis make a pass at 
father just as I cajae up.”

“How did you carry the hammer?” 
“In my hand.”
“You intended to use the hammer 

when you started.”
“No sir, I didn’t intend to use the 

hammer at all.”
“Did you have the hammer in your 

pocket ?”

Ottawa, May 5^In- the House -i 

Commons this morning Hon. G. Ë. 
Foster made an unsuccessful attempt 
to have laid on the table the report 
of the royal commission to investigate 
the New Brunswick Central railway, 
containing reflections on Hon. Wm. 
Pugsley, minister of public works.

Ifon. Mr. Foster moved'for leave to 
lay on tbe table a copy of the .ojder- 
in-cophcfl parsed by the New* Bruns-1 
wiçk government appointing the com­
mission and also the finding çf the 
coifrmissibn. He said the object was 
to place before tbe members docu­
ments on which discussion would bet 
based'. ,

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said the motion 
was absolutely out of order as proper 
noticee had not been given. There 
were several other reasons he might 
.prge against the motion but would 
say no more than it was out of order.

R. L. Borden, leader of the opposi­
tion, took issue with the premier. It 
■was evident, he said, that the premier 
was afraid of the documents and was 
taking refuge behind the rules of the 
house. It would be a pity to set a 
precedent that a lcport which touched 
on the conduct of a member of the ad­
ministration should not be laid on 
the table.

Speaker Marcil interrupted to say 
that Mr. Borden must confine his 
remarks to the point of order. Con­
tinuing, Mr. Borden said Mr. Foster 
had the right to make the motion as 
a mater of privilege. Mr. Foster 
explained he had on Tuesday given 
notice in a general way. Subsequent 
ly he had given the clerk Of the House 
a written form of the motion. While 
in point of time k was true that the 
motion did not conform to the rules, 
it would be a matter of convenience 
for the House to accept it.

Hon. W. 8. Fielding, finance min­
ister, remarked that it wah unfortu­
nate that Mr. Borden, who desired 
to discuss the point of order, should 
begin with a quite' superfluous obser­
vation about a minister of the crown. 
The speaker at this point put a top 
to the discussion. He said the motion 
could not be discussed except by "con­
sent of the House and this had not 
been given. Later on the matter came 
up in another ofrm.

Playisg to the Gallery.
On motion to go into supply T. W. 

Grotirers (Con., West Elgin), rose to 
move an amendment touching on the 
Central railway matter. He desired 
to direct attention to a matter reflect­
ing on the dignity of parliament. 
It was not agreeable to him. 'but it 
•was his strong s^nse of public duty 
which impelled him tô move. Mr. 
Cdothers noted the tender regard with 
which the reputation of public men 
•wefe held'in England. When a mem­
ber of the government was reflected 
upon, he did ndt *ait, but tendered

ion ; in stating that $180,000 had been 
paid for a railway contract he was 
aware that there had been $93,000 re­
bate; that while Hon. Mr. Pugsley 
stated that he did not receive much, 
he received $5,000 under the cover of 
salary, which he could not explain, 
also that he was a party to the mis- 

, ' appropriation of $134,035 and he was 
engaged in the illegal issue of bonds.

Mr. Crothers argued that in view cf 
the standing of the commission mak­
ing the charges, the opposition was 
wararnted in urging parliament from 
the unfortunate position of continuing 
in office, a minister against whom 
such serious charges were made. The 
statement that as attorney general 
Hon. Mr. Pugsley had drawn moneys 
to which he was not entitled brought 
the minister to his feet with a demand 
for a withdrawal, denying this ab­
solutely.

Borden Defends Crothers.

He said that in the interest ac­
count of the New Brunswick railway 
commissioners there was included but 
two items, leaving out the interest 
upon the total expenditure for 18 
months, by which they neglected to in­
clude the interest on $180,000 paid for 
the railway and on $77,006 paid for 
improvements and had taken no ac­
count for losses incurred in the op­
eration of tl)e railway. Hon. Mr

charges left out would alone total $60,-
000.

Calls for. Evidence.
Continuing, Hon. Mr. Pugsley 

thought the mover should at least read 
the evidence before asking for his 
resignation. Mr. Crothers had cited 
a British minister, who resigned, but 
that minister had confidence in the 
tribunal before which the charges 
were heard which Mr. Pugsley had 
not. Mr. Pugsley said in no place 
did the report charge that he person­
ally profited one dollar. Mr. Pugsley 
said the commis don neglected to ex­
amine the bank managers, who could 
have given complete details as to the 
interest charged and the minister ex­
plained to A. E. Lancaster, that as 
the commission had an accountant to 
go through all the books, his counsel 
had not supposed the commission 
would not find these things out.

This omission came to the minister 
as a shocking surprise and as evid­
ence of gross carelessness and a reck­
less desire to injure Mr. Pugsley and 
the government of which he was a 
member. As proof of partisanship.

000. Thevminister declared there was 
no excuse for such a mistake. Re­
garding Lieut. Gogernor Teweedie’s1 
commission of one per cent, on the 
sale of bonds, Mr. Pugsley explained 
that owing to the small salaries paid 
New Brunswick ministers, it was cus­
tomary for provincial secretaries to 
continue the practice of law while 
in office, as Premier Hazen did now.

Kill His

DELEGATES FROM ANTIPODES

Armenian Doctor Tried to 
Nephew.

Detroit, Mich., May S.—Dr. G. K. 
Boyajian, of Detroit, shot his nep­
hew, Hafotoon H. Gastanian, three 
times and made an attempt to kill 
his wife as the two were being ar­
raigned in Justice Jeffries court to­
day, on a statutory charge. Gastan- 
iaq has a bullet in his back and an­
other in his left wrist. Newspaper 
men standing by saved the Woman’s 
life by throwing her into the jury 
room and locking the door. As the 
would-be assassin grappled ‘with the 
police court officiale to get at his 
wife and nephew, he wae struck over 
the head, and not until he had been 
manacled, hand and foot, did he cease 
his struggles.

When Boyajian drew his revolver 
and began shooting wildly into the 
court room the spectators and the 
prisoners in the box were thrown in­
to a panic. One bullet pierced the 
crown of Mrs. Boy*ajian’s hat, while 
another struck the wall about hall an 
inch above Justice Jeffries’ head.

The immediate cause of the shoot­
ing was tlie doctor’s jealousy which 
overcame him when he saw his wife 
as she came into the room smilihg 
at his nephew. Both men are natur­
alized Armenians, but Mrs. Boyajian, 
who is a handsome young woman, is 
a native of America. After the shoot­
ing Gastoaiian, who is only twenty- 
three years old, was hurried over v>‘ 
St. Mary’s Hospital. He has a 
chance for his life. Dr. Boyajian 
was placed under arrest. He say- he 
has secured indubitable proo's of 
his wife’s unfaithfulness, *nd that, 
according to the customs • f me old 
world, nothing but the blood of the 
'betrayer will satisfy him:

Unrest is General.
The spirit of unrest is general 

throughout France. It is regarded 
as inevitable that there will be seri­
ous trouble but it is impossible to tell 
when it will come or what form t 
will take. The postal employees are 
sullen and seem to invite a confli -t 
with the Government. One of the 
worst phases of the case is the con­
stant appeal to violence by the hot 
heads among the employees who are 
already being eagerly listened to. A.l 
the emplees are holding themselves 
;n readiness for instant action. Pre 
m er Clemenceau is grasping the sit­
uation with a firm hand. His mild­
ness on the occasion of the strike of 
a few weeks ago surprised his friends, 
but now he appears to be prepared to 
force the men to do their duty with- 
ou, further trifling.

The grievances of the postmen are 
not the same as during the last strike. 
They complain that they are not al­
lowed any voice in the Government, 
that their service is crippled by fav­
oritism and Nepotism so that advan­
cement by merit is impossible. They 
demand the right to organize as a 
labor union and to affiliate with the 
General Federation of Labor. As a 
matter of fact affiliation already ex­
ists in secret.

James Smith, Thirteenth street, re­
cently returned from a trip through 
the Lac LaBiche country, northeast of 
Edmonton, and has written an article 
for the Bulletin descriptive of this 
district, which lies wonderful agri 
cultural and timber resources. The 
article is as follows :■

So many deserving complimentary 
things have been said and written 
about Alberta generally, that it is with 
some diffidence that I speak of tnat 
portion of the province lying between 
Edmonton and Lac La-Biche. It 
upwards of two years since I came 
to this province, and I believe that 1 
can safely say that I have travelled 
over the province more than the most 
of its residents. I have tried all man­
ner of conveyances from a Pullman 
car to a cnyuse, and when that mum 
abused animal failed, I walked and 
carried a pack. I have seen a great 
quantity of good country and some 
poor country, but of the latter I never 
speak, for there is sufficient good conn 
try Lo occupy the attention of this 
Province for generations.

Impressions Differ.
While I have gone through a great 

part of the country between here ani 
Lac La-Biche on two occasions with 
a view of ascertaining the nature 
the country, still my impression may 
be entirely different to the impressions 
acquired by other individuals who 
have gone over the same country, 
impressions vary. Some years ago I 
made a tour through the Trosaehs of 
Scotland by means of coach and 
steamer, alternately. The different :m 
pressions of the country as stated 
my fellow travelers were only limited 
by the number who traveled. One of 
my travelling companions scarcely 
looked at the scenery or anything else 
he kept constantly reading Walter 
Scott’s1 “Lady of the Lake”; another 
gentleman said that he would no 
have taken the trip but that lie w is 
assured that he would see Sampson's 
Putting Stone, and he was continuous 
ly watching for it; others had visions 
of ancient warfare; others with visions 
c‘ the chase; others were inspired 
with the poetic muse; others went in­
to ecstasy over the beauty of the scen­
ery; while others indulged themselves 
in ease and luxury of travel.

with tlie large area of good and fer­
tile land ready for cultivation, with 
the timber, the wood, the stone, the 
streams and lakes which are scatter­
ed, as it were, purposely and uniform­
ly throughout this country, for the 
use of the settlers, and he must also 
-be inspired with the thought that 
some day this will be the home of 
thousands of peopl».

Many Settlers Located.
In a north-easterly direction from 

Edmonton, north of the Saskatchewan 
River up to Smoky Lake district, in 
Tp. 60, Range 18, west of the 4th Mer­
idian, there is u large area cf fertile 
land.

CIVIC HEALTH IN APRIL.
Pi acticallv all the contagious dis­

ease in the city during April was the 
epidemic <xf mumps, which has been 
prevalent for some time. This is 
the statement of the Medical Health 
Officer as given up in his monthly 
report. It is as follows :

Isolation Hospital
During the month nine patients 

have been admitted, as follows : Ery­
sipelas 3, mumps 2, diphtheria Sus­
pect 1, measles 1, scariet fever 1 
typhoid fever 1. The last was à 
nurse who acquired the disease in 
attending two cases of typhoid fever 
complicated with erysipelas, sent in 
nom one of the general hospitals. 
Twelve patients have Ibeen discharged 
cured, as follows : Erysipelas 4, 
mumps 4, syphilis 2, measles 1, diph­
theria suspect 1. Three (patients are 
still under treatment : (Tuberculosis 
1, typhoid fever 1, scarlet jfever 1.1

Infectious Diseases.
Exclusive of mumps, there has been 

remarkably few case* of infectious 
disease. Only 18 cases in all are 
reported, of which, six occurred out­
side the municipality. Typhoid, fever 
appears to be on the decline, as only 
eight cases are reported, three oif 
which were from outside the city-.

The Incinerator.
During the month 1151 tons ofl re­

fuse have been burned, or an aver­
age of 96 tons per day, and in ad 'i- 
tion twenty horses and cows and eigh­
ty-two dogs have been incinerated: 
The amount received in fees was 
$43.80.

The cost for fuel ha# been consid 
erably less than for March when 1,809 
tons were disposed of at a cost of 41 
cents per ton. The cost per ton dur­
ing April is also about 41 cents per 
ton, but less material has been burn­
ed. Towards the end of the month 
an induced draft fan has been ins'al- 
led and has ibeen operated for a few 
days by steam from the incinerator 
itself as the supplementary boiler has 
not yet been put in place. The in­
ti i dations so far are that the instal­
lation of this fan will add greatly to 
the efficiency of the plant and reduce 
the cost for fuel, but antil the small 
boiler necessary is installed no fair 
teat can be made.

A MYSTREIOUe DISAPPEARANCE.

INSPECTOR PELLETIER HERE
Among the visitors to Edmonton to­

day is a man who has occupied, a 
prominent place in the Canadian- 
American prase during the past few 
months, in the -person of Inspector 
Pelletier of the R.N.W.M.P. It was 
this officer who made one of the long­
est and most eventful patrols in he 
history of the service in th eorp from 
Great SI aye Lake to the Hudson Bay 
over a far northern wilderness.

Inspector Pelletier is now making a 
holiday trip throughout the west, de 
will stay here several days and then 
proceed to the coast. Speaking to 
the Bulletin he modestly disclaimed 
any credit for his long and successful 
trip, stating that it was not nearly 
so bad as it had baen portaryed in 
the press.

He left Edmonton Jast May with 
three constables going straight to the 
Great Slave and Fort Resolution :n 
about a month’s time. From there 
the trip a crosse the Barren te the 
Hudson Bay occupied two months. 
On the shores he met a steamer from 
Fort Churchill and it was while sail­
ing to the fort that disaster overtook 
the expedition and they were wrecked 
on Farewell Island. From here they 
crossed to the Fort after the ice 
froze ,by, dog train. The non-rarival 
of the steamer owing to the wreck, 
gave rise to the report that the In­
spector and his party was lost.

The Barrens are filled with game 
says the Inspector and the party on 
their trip lived largely on deer and 
other game. There are no inhabit­
ants. This party is one of the few- 
white men who have ever made the- 
trip across the northern wild.

FIRE AT HORNER’S LIVERY BARN
Shortly before noon Friday a fire 

alarm came in for a blaze in the large 
two storey brick livery barn owned 
by W. J. Horner and situated on 
Clara street between First street and 
McDougall Avenue.. Nos. 1 and 2 fire 
Jhalls responded and were on the 
scene ia- a very short time.

When the firemen reached the spot 
they found the flames located in the 
hay loaf at the rear of the second 
floor. There was a large amount of 
hay in the building and# the fire 
smouldered for a long time, it being 
nearly two hours before it was aU 
extinguished.

Dispite the highly inflammable 
character of the contents the flames 
were kept inside the building and the 
roof was very slightly destroyed. The 
hay was nearly all ruined however.

On the ground floor all the horses 
and carriages were removed without 
difficulty but upstairs adarge number 
of cutters and wagons were damaged 
by the amok* and water. Mr. Horner 
estimates his damages as over $2,000 
but, his losses ate all covered by :n- 
suranoe.

The cause of the fire is supposed to 
have been the carelessness of a man 
who was unloading some hay in the 
loft. The last load had been deposit­
ed ip the barn and the mqn had just 
leit & minute or two before the fire 
broke out. It is most probable that 
one of those engaged in the unloading 
waa smoking and dropped a spark 
which soon set the-hay ablaze.

A large crowd gathered to watch the 
fire- fight. It was at first thought that 
the entire enterior would be destroy­
ed but the flames were confined to 
the rear half of the bidding and in­
side the roof.
