skins are in course of preparation for
export, “The origin of the disease is
obscure, but it is believed that Chinese

¢houli, whence the spread was
rapid.

The plaintiff and her family
were especially kind to him and for
vears. he lived in their barn and fre-
quently received faod from them. He
became ill in November, 1908, and
they took him into their home and
cared for him until he died on Janu-
ary 12, 1909. Their Kkindness was,
however, certainly not entirely with-
out hope of recompense Rogers died
without a will and after his death the
plaintiff produced an assignment in
her favor to maney deposited in the
savings institution.

With mac¢h ceremony Mr. Borden—-
on the platform—invites the Govern-
ment to ‘bring down’” the redistribu-
tion bill as soon as census work has
been .completed, pass it, and then go
to the country to decide whether the
reciproeity agreement is approved by
the peaople or not. That sounds very
fine. ' It sounds altogether too fine.
It ‘is like the statement of a disin-
terested third party as to how an
amicable arrancement of the dispute
might be made.

But the propdsal assumes too much.
It assumes that the Opposition have
only a kind of academic 1ntere§t in
the reciprocity question; thtat they are
.not really concerned in any vital way
as to whether the agreement goes
through or mnot; that they merely
wish to have the electorg say what they
think about it, and are quite ready
to bow to the public will if this is
favorable to it. But the remainder
of Mr. Borden’s speech, and his reply
to the farmers knocks the wind out
of that assumption,  His ceremonial
recital of what might be done to the
contrary,. both. the speech and the re-
plies' declare the reciprocity contro-
versy not a -high school debate but
a fight to the finish.

-That. béing so, will not the oppon-
ents of the measure take as many
chances as they can get to down it?
And the circumstances offer them the
chance to have two goes at it instead
of one. Mr. Borden speaks as though
it were almost the same thing to
“bring down’ a redistribution bill
and to get it passed. That assump-
tion will hardly go down with adults:
Especially when by the simple pro-
cess of holding up the redistribution

‘ bill the Opposition can force an elec-
tion on this, without allowing the re-
ciprocity bill to get through—an elec-
tion which if it went their way would
mean the end of reciprocity.

If the first battle went against them
there would be still the question of
the agreement to be fought over
again; at the following ' session eof
Parliament. Having forced the election
on the redistribution bill rather than
on the agreement they would be able
to say the result was not a verdict
for reciprocity, and to blockade busi-
ness again as they have blockaded
it this session, until a second appeal
was made necessary.

Parliament has now been in session
since. November. Unless Parliament
is to be in session continuously, ex-
pedition must be used to get business
through if there is to be any recess
before the . House is calle to-
gether again. = A blockade of a ¢ouple
of months—on anything—would now
make abundantly plain that the
House as at present constituted can-
not do business and that a general
election must- be held to break the
deadlock. What Mr. Borden most
probably means is: “Bring down Your
reciprocity bill and we will find fault
with! it until you  are forced to go
to the country.” 4

If, as Mr. Borden repeats in every
speéch, he and his followers are in
the fight in earnest, it is to be sup-
posed they.will seize every opportun-
ity to prolong:the fight with the hope
of beating it in the second assault
it they fail in the first. The circum-
stances “offer ‘them two chances to

TRIUMPHANT TURBIDITY,
| 1Is it really consistent - with the
principles of an advanced civilization
toe consume the stuff for which the
city charges water rates?
| Or is it the part of a loyal citizen
‘to allow this visible and gigantic
hypocrisy tc be perpetrated in the
name of the community?

And what must be the effrets upon

mortal man, physical, mental and
moral, of taking aboard at divers
times and during many years, un-
specified but considerable quantities
of diluted silt?

These and other queries curious
and interesting are just now forced
upen the attention of our:citizeéns by
the color, composition and general

aspect of the semi-fluid which issues-

from the taps. They are cited here not
because they indicate a phenomenon
that is novel in any particular: on
the contrary, because they reflect an
occurrence which comes along as
regularly as the seasons, and which
in this particular season seems to
show a dispcsition to establish itself
as a permanent condition.

{ “Turbidity of the water”—to use
the mild and half-excusing phrase of
the official reports—would be toler-
able once in a while, perhaps even
welcome, as an agent for disturbing
torpidity of intellect, for inducing re-
flections of an unusual character, and
perhaps for provoking enlivening
and entertaining remarks anent the
city govergment. But when Turbidity
seases to be the exception and estab-
lishes itself as the rule; @when the
faucet throws mud three times for

once it throws water; when for days'

Later on we found that the
wauldn’t hold water—even turbid
water: it was leaking out through a
hole !in the bottom—and no doubt
going back into the river whence we
had pumped it. Turbidity had won
the first' round.

| When we put in this patent alleged
filter we also built another lake,
scaoped up the earth by the car load
and piled it up as the coral insect
piles up an atoll on the bed of the
ocean, leaving a great hollow inside
the ring where we were to let the
water stand until® the lightest and
thinnest of it came to the top. This
thinner top soup we were to draw
off for the filter, But we were not
coral insecis, and the atcil was a
failure. It was nicely lined - with
cement, at some cost, but the earth
failed to support the cement, fissures
appeared and the water disappeared.

CARING FOR THE CHILDREN.

The eighteenth annual report of
the Department of Neglected ang De-
pendent Children of Ontario has just
been issued and shows the 'work that
is being done in that Province for the
néglected and delinquent child. Seven
hundred and tlifty-eight children were
placed in foster homes during the

year 1910, and 1,781 delinquents were-

dealt with in the juvenile courts. In
Ontario it costs $350,000 every year
to maintain boys and girls in institu-
tions and industrial schools; and the
report states that it is without doubt
infinitely better for these boys and
girls to enjoy the privilege of family
life, with its ‘kindly and educative
influences, and at the same time to be
contributing to -their own support.

;the system of probation is largely
!used, and probation officers are ap-
'pomted to advise and encourage boys
and girls who have made a slip. The
‘Scciety in Toronto dealt with 1,569
!chlldren, in a population of about
400,000, and the expense of
this work alone amounted to $17,5600.
'Thirty-six children were sent to fos-
‘ter-homes and 540 placed on proba-
'tiun; 136 being committed to indus-
.trial schcols.

The work in Ontario was the first
inaugurated in Canada, and it was
upon the laws in force there that
'the Children’s Protection Act of Al-
berta was largely founded. In Al-
}berta during the past year, in a popu-
lation of 300,00, about 150 children
have been placed in foster homes.
;Oﬁer 3,000 cases of meglect and de-
linquency have been investigated, and
neéarly 800 boys have been placed on
probaticn, All this has been accom-
+plished at a far less cost than the
work in the city of Toronto.

The experience of Ontario with the
curfew law apparently has been that
!this is not sufficiently enforced even
iwhere public sentiment is the strong-
est; and this is ascribed to the use
of the word ‘“curfew.” Consequently
this word has been drcpped, and the
law now forbids children under cer-

tain ages being on the streets with-‘

out proper guardianship, after eight
or nine o’clock at night.

In a lengthy article on the moving-
picture business, it is pointed out
that the moving picture has$ come to
stay, and that all that is nécessary
to make it of great educational value,
is a board of censorship. It is stat-
ed that the Ontario Legislature has
agreed upon legislation which will
tend tc improve the standard of moving
pictures, and which will also prohibit
the attendance of children under six-
teen, unless accompanied by parent
or guardian, at any moving picture
theatre.

The chairman of the investigaticn
board appealed in vain to the disput-
ants in the Crow’s Nest trouble to
compromise their grievances and get
back to work. It begins to look as
though one party or the other would
rather fight than ncté. The board
should let us know which-" it is—if
either, with as little delay as possible.

And due tc their mat-
ter-of-fact existence from day to day
on their long, perilous winter journ-
eys, these hardy pedestrians are very
unconscious of the opportunity. How-
ever that ma¥ be, when they have to
sleep night after night beneath the
canopy af heaven in weather some-
times at 60 degrees or more below
zero, the writer believes that an ac-
count of their rustic mode of travel
might interest the readers of this
paper.

The 'Lure of the Wild,

The lure of the wild has certainly
many charms. . Think of the lives lost
every year for the want of a match,
perhaps, on these long winter jour-
neys, alone with dogs. Nature some-
times is very severe, and so are the
winters of  this latitude, though
healthful. Yet, scarcely have the
men of nature jarrived and  rested
from a distance of 1,200 miles cover-
ed in one long; long month when they
are delighted to begin their hard task
all over again. g

As mast of these courrieurs des
bois are descendants of the good
primitive red "'men of the northland,
who used to still live by hunting and
fishing, no doubt that accounts for
their pleasure to travel on foat. Give
the average Cree or Metis in this lo-
cality an axe to dc¢ a full day’s work
and he will be tired before evening,
but place him on portaging or draw-
ing a flat boat against the siream, re-
quiring twice the labor and this gocd
man of simple life seems never to
tire. This shows once more that love
in our work lightens our burden. A

ARMED REVOLT IN LISBON.

Seamen, Incited by Monarchists, En-
gage in Fight With Soldiers, .

London, July 5.—Dgspatches re-
ceived by a London news agency: to-
day from Lisbon say that a great
fight has taken place between the
populace and the seamen quartered
in the barracks in the city. The
seamen,. incited by Monarchist agita-
tors, attempted to raise an armed re-
volt.

Contractors Who Have Inspected the
Houte of the New Aranscontin-
ental Say It Is Hardest Since the
Building of the CUanadian Iacinc
Railway.

Vancouver, July 5—Nearly a score
of railway contractors who figure on
bidding for sub-contracts, have re-
turned to town from varicuis points
along the route of the Canadian Nor-
ithern Railway -between Hope and
{Kamloops. The work is described as
the heaviest ever undertaken in the
‘West since the building of the C.P.R.

Several of the contractors relate a
story of their thrilling experiences on
Kamlaops -Lake, when making an ex-
amination of the north side of the
'lake at Battle Bluff, which is the
'site of a 2400 foot tunnel. Nearly all
are friendly rivals.

UNCERTAINTY IN U.S.
BUSINESS RELIEVED

With End of June a Half Year of
Duliness in Financial World is

Believed to Have Cleared the Busi-
ness Atmosphere.

New York, July 2—The month just
ended brought to its close a half year

iof uncertainty and dullness in both
iﬁnunce and busimess, with many de-
lcidcdly unfavorable conditions. The
:bc;:inning of the year found the steel
trade unsettled, the copper trape-de-
moralized, capital awaiting .rather
fearfully the Supreme court’'s decis-
sion in the operation of the Sherman
 anti-trust law, pending which many
‘new enterprises were held back,, for-
eign trade unsatisfactory, the political
outlook unsettled and general busi-
ness at a low point. The six months
which have elapsed brought about
changes of such a decided character
that marked improvement is quite
generally expected during the remain-
der of the year. The Supreme court’s
decisions in the Standard Oil and Am-
erican Tobacco company cases and
the interstate commerce commission’s
refusal *to .permit railroads to inaug-
urate a general increase in freight
1ra.tes removed the chief cause of un-
certainty. While the commerce com-
mission’s decision resulted in a tem-
porary depression of securities value,
conservative opinion seems to have
adopted the belief that the rejection
of the railroad’s petitions was bene-
ficial rather than otherwise. By en-
forcing a policy of rigid economy
most of the transportation companies
have been able to maintain dividends
while at the same time the tendency
towards increasing the cost of living
was checked effectively in one im-
portant direction.

The  Supreme court’s decision was
Immediately interpdeted as favorable
to what is known as “big business”
and relieved the financial world of
many forebodings, paving the way for
large enterprises which had been de-
layed for many months. While im-
provement in general- business condi-
tions have been slow and there are
no indications that a speedy revival
on a pronounced scale may be ex-
pected, signs of betterment are not
wanting. The copper trade has re-
cently experienced an awakening as
a result of a more vigorous aomestic
and foreign demand. Steel orders are
considerably larger than in the early
year. Foreign trade has exceeded all
previous marks, exports having
.‘reached the value of $2,000,000,000
{for the first time in one year. Crop
|prospects are on the whole favorable.
{The financial situation is sound with
an abundance of money and abnorm-
lally low rates. Uncertainty as to the
extent to which tariff revisions may
‘be carried still constitute a restraining
tinfluence, the effect of which is
heightened by the government’s pro-
;Ceedings against various corporations
;and their officials and the investiga-
tion of great industries by congfess.

The course of the stock market in-
dicates general expectations of im-
mediate improvement. Trading has
been narrow and dull during the
greater part of the year, but the mar-
ket recovered effectively from the de-
pression cf 1910. Stocks reached their
highest prices of 12 months during
May and in June the movement was
carried further. The dullness of the
market is shown by the relatively
|small total number of stocks dealt in
during the six months, the aggregate
having been 57,070,000 as compared
with 97,989,000 in the first half of
1910. The stock market muintained
it dull and rather uncertain tone last
week, Its hesitation was ascribed as
in recent weeks, to the undermined
Crop prospects and the chances of
politics. The report of the commig-
sioner of corporations on United
States steel had no advense effect on
shares of the various indpstrial com-
Panies.

'ducts is concerned. The full explana-
tion -of the thing, however, is in part
at least, I ‘think, aleng somewhat
‘different lines from those given by
him. In the first place last year the
older settled parts of Manitoba suffer-
ed from a bad drouth ‘and in :these
districts where farmers were produc-
Jng meat and vegetables moSt exten-
sively -the farmers found themselves
unablé to do anything along these
‘Hnes én’ account of the unfavorable
Season.™
" #“Farther, Winnipeg 18 the great
supply centre fcr the west and thence
are ‘shipped dquantities”of food pro-
ducts of all kinds. ' From Winnipeg
these products are shipped by incom-
ing settlers to all parts of the three
prairie ‘provinces wheré only wheat
and coarse grains are grown as yet.
'Hence to say that Manitoba is import-
ing these fcod products for her own
use is erroneous. [The probabifity
is that Manitoba produces quite suffi-
Icient ‘for Her own use if one doeés
not consider the amounts purchased
by immigrants who carry this food
out of the province,

' “There is still this to be said, how-
ever, namely, that Manitoha farmers
are not living up to their opportuni-
ties. The demand for food stuffs
other than wheat and coarse grains
is .enormous as Mr. Lanigan’'s figures
show. - Ppices are ~high for meat,
|vegetables, etc., and Manitoba farm-
ers fail to go into the prcduction of
these as extensively as they should
and thus take advantage of good
imarkets. They are content rather
‘with smaller profits per acre and pre-
fer generally to -get along with less
effort, depending wupon their wheat
;crops for: their living, and for their
fortunes upon the increase in value
c€ their lands.

Do Lititle Work.

“They do as little work as exigen-
cies demand with the result, as Mr.
Lanigan has stated, that in Manitoba,
especially in the southern half of ithe
province, some districts are in a des-
Perate state so far as weeds are con-
cerneéd. The rousing of the farmers
to a full consciousness of the true
conditicn of things and the passing
of the boom in land prices which has
in recent years dome s0 much to
hinder real agricultural progress
would soon see conditions in respect
to both. food @rodueticns and soil
cultivation very greatly improved.
The pregent congition is undouptediy
serious but no one need indulge in
gloomy; anticipations. The ¢ondition
is self ' ccprecti?™®. "~ The scarcity of
produce *will soos: 4nduce~better culti-
vation and greater production. A
Iull in immigration or any other con-
dition resulting 'in a fall-off in land
values will see. speedy improvement
in'both- crop production and soil cul-
tivaticn.”
