Several letter friends 
mended this, but one wrote rebuking 
me for wasting my apace and sym­
pathy on the delivery horses "when 
there are do many poor, suffering 
children in the world who are surely, 
more important than soulless ani­
mals."

Madame, your letter expresses an 
attitude which I, have met many times, 
and which always arouses my antag­
onism. Does the fact that there are 
so many poor, suffering children in 
the world need to prevent everybody 
from pitying the sufferings of dumb 
animals? To be’-tender to one form 
of suffering must one be callous to all 
other foruis?

I know a wealthy old man who gives 
almost all of his charity money to­
wards various schemes for alleviating 
the sufferings of dumb animals. He 
is often criticized by people with my 
letter friend's viewpoint. “Just think 
of all the human beings in the world 
who are suffering,” they say, “and he 
gives all his money for cats and dogs 
and horses. It's outrageous."

Now 1 can't see it that way at all. 
It seems to me a beneficent law of the 
universe that some people shoud be 
sensitive to one form of suffering and 
some to another. There are other 
people who will give liberally to re­
lieve the condition of unfortunate fel­
low beings, who could, nevertheless, 
unfeelingly drive away the shivering, 
starving, lost doggy that fawns on 
them, or see nothing so very pitiful in 
that gaunt skeleton of a horse, hitch­
ed to a load that two strong young 
horses might tug at, and lashed on 
and on by a brute of a master, until 
he dies in the traces. Folks like my

wealthy eld friend are the balance for 
this kind of people and help to make 
up a symmetrical world.

Think how many charities and phil­
anthropies there in the world. Is it 
not well that there should be so many 
different kinds of people to found and 
support them? Is it not fortunate that 
one man should he pitiful to the suf­
ferings of old people and give gladly 
to any scheme to make them a little 
happier, and that another should feel 
for the blind babies, and another for 
the heathen, and another for cripples, 
and another for the dumb doggies, and 
another for the fallen women, and, a 
million others for almost as many 
kinds of suffering and need?

I. for my part, am not against any­
one who is fighting to cure or relieve 
any form of abuse or suffering. I’m 
for him. His corner of the vision of 
responsibility may not be mine, nor 
mine his, but we are both set toward 
the same great goal.

The only tragedy, the only failuure, 
the only culpability is not to have been 
softened and taught by your own suf­
ferings to pity the sufferings of some 
other creature, animal or human be­
ing. T

I was greatly impressed by the fol­
lowing sentence in a letter from Har­
riet Beecher Stowe to a friend, re­
garding the death of the authoress' 
little boy.

“It was at his dying- he'd." she 
writes, “and at his grave, that I learn­
ed what a poor slave mother may 
feel when her child is torn away 
from her. In those depths of sorrow 
which seemed to me immeasurable, it 
was my only prayer to God that such 
anguish might not be suffered ,in 
vain." «

How little in vain that suffering 
was, millions of people know.

There Is ample room for many 
kinds of people in the world—the kind 
who pity the horse and dog. the kind 
who want to help the negro, the kind 
who love the homeless children. The 
only kind of people for whom there 
is not ami>le room is the kind who 
have not been taught by their own 
experience to be eager to help some 
corner of the suffering of the world.

The politician never seeks an office 
oftener than once a year, and between ;

It 
sometimes happens that after he is 
elected he does a little bleeding with 
reverse english on it.

We hear no one get up and spout on 
the hardships of the St. John's trades­
men. no one loses any sleep In trylni 
to make life easier and better fo 
them; yet we all know they wori 
larder and pay more towards th 
Revenue in one year than the flshei 
ntn do in three. The fishermen c 
the outports work about half th- 
fear and live better than the* ordin 
iry working man engaged in othe 
lines of labor; still we don’t hear an; 
politician talk of bettering their con 
lition. Mrs. Tucker knows- men whe 
;ave up life In the outports and cam 
to St. John's to live, and - who afte 
jeing here for a few months fount 
twas so difficult to knock out à liv 
hg that thdy bundled up their belong 
ngs and made tracks for the hom 
>f their youth in less than no time 
fhe fisherman isn’t the only pebble oi 
he beach” that needs attention 
.Vhere would the fisherman be were 1t 
not for all the other sections of the 
real army of toilers. What about 

the miners over on Bell Island, what 
hardships do they undergo and what 
onceaalcns do they receive. Wha: 
ibout the laborers of the city whi 
lave to work and drag from earlj 
nornlng to night in order tc 
tnock out a living, and only a living 
or themclvcs and their families; w 
lon’t hear hear of any public meet- 
ngs being called to address them kne 
get at a way that will mean an im- 
irovcment in their existence. Th 
lshermen ' are absolutely necessarj 
ind we give them all the credit they 
deserve, but this slopping of sympathy 
over them by every man with an eye 
on a snug seat in the Assembly is be­
coming disgusting and 'tis high time 
o sing out for a rest. No one knows 

this, down in his heart, better than the 
fisherman himself, and what we want 
around here is for people of capital to 
work their brains and give the fisher 
enen and working men. a fair' show 
without waiting till some fellow with 
more gall than brains kicks up a dust, 
gets some better concession from the 
employers of labor, and keeps on 
prating about it till he lands himself 
in the House of Assembly, and be­
comes one of the makers of the laws 
to direct the intelligence of the 
country.

The easiest way, says Mrs. Tucker 
for the politician with little brains to 
become popular 1» to sing out for the 
fishermen and o#ly the fishermen of 
the North. We don't hear any of the 
fishermen down about Logy Bay, Kitty 
Vitty, Torbay or Flat Rock grumbling.

The Government's effort's to secure

Legislative action 
will now be invoked to secure mini­
mum wage for all underground coal 
workers. Making this announcement 
at the conference yesterday the. Preqi- 
ier said the Government had done all 
in their power to se cotre a settlement 
of the controversy by agreement, and 
■have come to the conclusion with.] 
great regret that it is Impossible and 
that other measures must therefore be 
taken ; the Prime Minister also stated 
that tlie Government would ask from 
Parliament a Legislative declaration 
for a reasonable minimum wager ac­
companied by adequate safeguards for 
the protection of employees should be 
made a statutory term in the contract 
ot employment engaged in under­
ground coal mines. The Government's 
Minimum Wage Bill will be read in 
the House of Commons on Tuesday 
and hurried through its stages and 
will probably become law at the end 
ot next week. It is understood the 
Bill will virtually establish a court ot 
arbitration and each distriçt will pro­
vide penalties for employing men or 
working them below the minimum- 
wage fixed by district boards. The 
Labor Party opposed compulsory ar­
bitration on this ground and will pro­
bably oppose the Bill. If they be un­
able to defeat the measure as believed, 
and if proposed safeguards are deem­
ed good the Conservatives will not em­
barrass the Government by opposing 
the Bill.

ON THE TEACHERS’ PEN­

SION SCHEME.

He Denounced It as Unjust, In­
equitable and Preposterous.

«dl! ROBERT BOND—Before these
•Resolutions proceed further, I desire 

express my views In respect to 
item. Education, with which they 
deal ill part, does not require any 
lengthy effort to commend it to the 
careful attention and sympathy of this 
House, for ever; thoughtful man fully 
recognizes that it is the duty of the 
State to do all in their power to bring 
t6e advantages of a sound, practical 
education within the reach of the very 
poorest of its citizens.

or highest rank in the profession. 
Such a schème as this should have 
been submitted to an actuary or oth­
er competent authority.

I evident to me that this was not done, 
and the consequence ia this unjust, in­
equitable and utterly preposterous 
suggestion. I am aware that the 
Government consulted the Superin­
tendents of Education in this Colony 
on the matter of this proposed scheme, 
but I am also aware form a perusal 
of the correspondence that passed be­
tween them and the Government that 
these gentlemen based their reply up­
on the assumption “thatthe figures fur­
nished in connection with the propos­
ed pension scheme are correct." They 
say so in their letter to the Premier 
of date January 5th, 1912.

I cores an annuity of one hundred dol­

lars.
The teachers in approaching the 

Government by petition suggested that 
at the age of fifty-five years, provided 
lie had served tbIMy years, a teacher 
shall be entitled to receive an annuity 
of two-thirds of his salary at time of 
retirement. This suggestion was bas­
ed upon the following reasons, name­
ly:—

1. Educational success depends up 
on fhe work of the teachers.

2. That at present salaries are so 
low that teachers cannot save 
from their earnings to make pro­
vision for old age.

3. That large numbers of teachers 
leave this Colony owing to the 
smallness of stipends and pres­
ent outlook as regards pension.

4. That new teachers have to be 
educated to take their places, and 
this makes a demand on the 
training fund of ten thousand 
dollars per year, so splitting it 
up that new teachers do not ob­
tain adequate training.

There is force and cogency in the 
reasons advanced, but it might be ob­
served that they affect the whole 
scheme of education, and form an 
argument not so much in support of 
the prayer of the petition as for a 
more equitable distribution of the 
vote for education under which the 
teachers would receive a larger sti­
pend than they do at present.

The scheme which the Resolutions 
proposed by the Government are sup» 
posed to embody provides—

1. That at sixty years, and after 
thirty years of service, a teach­
er shall receive two-thirds of his 
salary averaged over the years 
immediately preceding his re­
tirement.

2. That the amount at present 
standing to the credit of the 
“Teachers’ Pension Fund," under 
section 68 of the Education Act, 
1903, shall be paid into the Trea­
sury for the use of the Colony.

Now, sir, this Is not In accordance 
with the prayer of the teachers’ peti­
tion, or. in accordance with the am­
ended petition received by the Gov­
ernment from the Executive of the 
Teachers' Association.

The teachers asked "that the pres­
ent" Teachers’ Pension Scheme be 
discontinued, and that all the teachers 
who have claims on the fund be al­
lowed to withdraw the amount of their 
claims: and that the balance of the 
fund then in the hands of the Govern­
ment on account of Teachers’ Pen­
sions go towards a sick benefit fund 
for teachers. The amended petition 
sent to the Government by the Execu­
tive of the Teachers’ Association sug­
gested "that the accumulated funds of 
the present Pension Scheme—amount­
ing to nearly sixty thousand dollars— 
be handed over to the Government as 
a nucleus from which to pay the pro­
posed new pensions; and, that teach­
ers continue to pay the same premi­
ums as under the present scheme.”

Neither of these proposals have 
been met, for the second Resolutions 
before us provides “that the amount 
now standing to the credit of the 
Teachers’ Pension Fund shall be paid 
Into the Treasury for the use of the 
Colony.” On the other hand the first 
Resolution provides that "there shall 
be established a fund to be known as 
the ‘Teachers’ Pension Fund.’ ’’ This 
is apparently a new fund, but there 
will be no fund on the first of July 
next, the old one having passed into 
the, general revenue, and nothing will 
be paid into the new fund until 
twelve months after July next. It is 
quite evident that the Government 
have become muddled in considering 
the two proposals and the Resolutions 
before us portray this fact. With re­
gard to the proposed "new Fund," I 
would observe that the original teach­
ers’ petition does not ask for the es- 
tablisbment of such a fund, and neith­
er did the teachers eontemplate the 
payment of any premiums. They evi­
dently desired and expected that the 
payment to the Treasury of sixty 
thousand dollars contributed by them 
to the “Pension Fund," and taken over 
and passed into the general revenue 
of the Colony for general purposes, 
was to be regarded as a payment in 
full of alt demands, and that hereafter 
they would be placed on precisely the 
same Tooting as civil servants, who 
do not contribute anything out of 
their salaries towards their pensions.

What a keen disappointment then 
awaits the teachers under the oper­
ation of the Government’s proposed 
scheme. The Government have adopt­
ed in this particular the rcicnmendc 
lion of the Executive of the Teachers' 
Association, and in sub-section 1 of 
their Resolutions it is provided that 
teachers shall continue to pay the 
same premiums as under the 1903 
Pension Scheme. Now without dis­
puting the principle of the contribu­
tory scheme, there are two classes of 
objections to the adoption of the 1903 
premiums in order to provide for pen­
sions proposed under the Govern­
ment's Resolutions. The first objec­
tion is that Schedule J. of the 1903 
Act provided that teachers could be 
beneficiaries under that scheme by 
entering on the scheme at any age be- 
tween sixteen and fifty, and serving 
np to tlie age of 60. In other words, 
the premiums are based on services 
varying from forty-fonr years to ten 
years; for instance, a teachers serv­
ing forty-four years pays an annual 
premium of $4.29; a teacher serving 
thirty years pays $10.84, and a teach­
er serving ten years pays $64.92; 
while under the Government’s propos­
ed scheme teachers are called upon to 
pay the same varying premiums and 
to serve for at least thirty years. 
Thst might mean that a teacher en­
tering service at thirty years 
of age must pay for thirty years an 
annual premium of $10.84, while a 
teacher entering at fifty must pay for 
thirty years annual premiums of 
$64.92. In principle there is no reason 
for this difference, because the scale 
of Schedule J. is based on a varying 
term for payments and not on a fixed 
service of thirty years. The second 
objection is that the scale adopted in 
Schedule J. is based on the principle 
of all contributions receiving the 
same amount of pension, namely, one 
hundred dollars per annum. It is not 
only based upon a fixed pension of 
one hundred dollars bnt the contribu­
tories purchased by their annual pre­
miums the annuity provided, where­
as under the Government's proposed 
scheme the contributories receive an­
nuities not according to the purchase 
value of the premiums, or according 
to their contributions, but according 
to a standard which lias no relation 
whatever to the premiums they tire 
called upon to pay. For Instance, two 
teachers of the same age, say thirty

years, enter at the same time; both 
are called upon to pay an annual pre­
mium of $10.84 for thirty years. The 
two teachers therefore pay into the 
funds exactly the same amount. One 
teacher however has an average sal­
ary during the last ten years of ser­
vice of eighteen hundred dollars per 
annum in one of our colleges, the sal­
ary of the other teacher is say three 
hundred dollars per annum; under 
the Government’s proposal the highly 
paid teacher would lie entitled to a 
pension of twelve hundred dollars per 
annum while the poorly paid teacher 
would he paid only two hundred del- 
lars per annum. Yet the poor man 
has contributed as ranch to the 
scheme ns his richer brother in the 
profession. Does the Government 
deem this equitable or just? I deem 
this unjust and preposterous. The 
teachers 1 venture to say never con­
templated such an injustice when 
they petitioned the Government for a 
redress of their grievance. I do not 
think that the Executive of the Teach­
ers’ Association contemplated it, and 
I should hope that the Government 
do not intend to inflict the injustice. 
I would prefer to hope that they did 
not understand the working out of 
their own scheme. The fact is that 
the working out of a proper scheme 
should engage the attention of an 
actuary. The Government have at­
tempted what they are incapable of 
iealing with. That is entirely clear. 
( shall not further" criticise these Re­
solutions until the Government have 
•nswered the positions I have set up, 
and if they cannot answer them, then 
the who(e responsibility in this mat­
ter shall rest with them alone.
