Antwerp.

Messages have been coming in dur-
ing the last few days which indicate
that a serious attempt on Antwerp
may be contemplated by the German
army. The latest is to the effect that
ships have ceased running to Ant-
werp from Tilsbury. Another is to
the effect that an official communica-
tion was issued last night at Anz-
werp advising the people- that bom-
bardment is imminent and that those
who wish to leave are requested to
do so. If Germany could seize "and
retaim- Antwerp it would be the.great-
est coup of the war and Germany
would be well satisfied to _make peace;
on such terms.- Over a century ago,
Napoleon seized Antwerp and spent
two million pounds on it, on the
ground that it was a loaded pistol

which he held at the head of England.
It will also be noticed that the Brit-
ish are said to be in Antwerp forts.
This, no doubt, refers to garrison
artillerymen who have probably been
transferred from such places es Gib-
raltar and Malta. Some time ago w2
saw a picture in one of the illustrated

. journals of British cavalry on the

streets of Antwerp. There are in all
likelihood large forces of British
marines and other troops there. Bri-
tain must hold Antwerp at all costs,
and we have no doubt the Belgians
and British will be able to do so. Na-
mur and Liege fell not so much from
the great howitzers which smashed
some of the forts, but from thc faci
that the fortified lines between the
forts were not ready and could not be
manned by sufficient troops to pre-
vent the German hordes breaking
through the lines into the city proper.
In addition to a large mnumber of
modern forts, the country in the front
of these forts can be flooded, and we
have no doubt that sufficient Belgian

and British troops will: be availablz |

to hold out against any attack. A
strong movement against Antwerp
would in all probability mean a weak-
ening in France, and should the Ger-
mans be driven from France and still
on the other hand capture Antwerp,
they would be glad to call a halt in
the war on condition of retaining Ani-
werp. The British c¢ould not conclude
peace on such terms, as it would lead

to such a mepace of Britain, with the
German fleet intact, as would be ab-
solutely intolerable. Everything clearly
points to a gigantic effort on the part
of Britain to enable Belgium to retain
Antwerp.

COUNT ZEPPELIN THREATENS
ENGLAND.
Special Evening Telegram.
LONDON, To-Day.

A despatch from the Hague corre-
spondent of the Daily Express says
that German newspapers reaching
there indicate that Count Zeppelin is
now at Wilhelmshaven, on the North
Sea, with his staff. Wilhelmshaven
is a point from which a great air raid
on the British Isles is to start. One
of these papers publishes an inter-
view with the Count, in which he is
quoted as saying that he had not for-
gotten England and would prove it
very soon. It is also reported, the
torrespondent of the Express contin-
ues, that Count Zeppelin was sum-
moned recently by Emperor Wilhelm
to Mainz. The Emperor said to the
Count that he relied on him for a
great work and offered to make him
Commander-in-Chief of the German
air fleet. The .Count smilingly re-
fused, but he would accept the title
when he returned from England. The
Zeppelin staffs are working day and
night at Wilhelmshaven,

BERLIN “OFFICIAL NEWS,

BERLIN, To-Day.
The following official announcement
was given out by the headquarters
staff of the German army last even-
ing: Continuous French outflanking
movement against our right wing has
extended on battlefront until it is now
north of Arras, west of Lille and west
of Lens, nine miles northeast of Ar-
ras. Our advance guards are in touch
with the enemy’s cavalry. No decis-
ion has yet been reached in our coun-
ter attacks along the: line between
Arras, Albert and Roye. The situ-
ation remains unchanged along the
battlefront between the Oise and the
Meuse in the vicinity of Vidun and in
Alsace Lorraine. There is no news
from Antwerp. In the eastern theatre
of war the Russians advancing against
East Prussia through the Province of
Suwalki have been checked. We have

the enemy near the town of Suwalki.
This movement began yesterday.

Jofire Is Strictest
of Disciplinarians,
But s Very Popalar,

If France had a Gen. ' Joffre in
1870 the Germans would not have
won, This is the unanimous opinion
of those who know the masterful
personality of Gen. Joffre, the Com-
mander-in Chief of the French army
He is, like our own Lord Kitchener,
an organizer of victory. He does
not believe in /flashes of genius.
He knows that long and careful pre-
paration is necessary. He has
been at the head of the French army
for three years. Never for a single
waking hour in those three years
has he  forgotten the purpose for
‘which he was appointed—to prepare
for the struggle in which France is
engaged to-day.

He is a stout man, heavily built,
who, in times of peace, lives the or-
dinary life of a professional Parisian
with his wife and daughters. Gen-
Joffre is a restful man. His wide
brow, under close-cropped white hair
is tranquil.  His blue eyes are calm
and clear. Beneath a heavy white
moustache his lips are firm; they
show his teeth a little when he talks.
He does not talk much. He has a
vast capacity for silence.

“AS HARD AS NAILS)

That is Gen. Joffreat home. Inthe
field as in his office at the Ministry
of War he is another man, a man
‘“ ag hard as nails.”” He gives
orders and expects them to be carried
out exactly : if they are not there is
trouble. He may sympathize with
the incompetent, but he cannot over-
lock failure. After the manoeuvres
of Jast yéar he dismissed five gener-
als. France, which bad had known
little of this masterful Chief of the
General Staff before, suddenly be-
came aware' that its armies were
being re-organized by an exceptional
man.

His career has been exceptional
from the first. When war was de-
clared in 1870 he had scarcely fin-
ished one year at the Polytechnique
(which corresponds to our Kingston
Royal Military Academy). At 18,
therfore he was given his commiss-
ion, and as an artillery subaltern
took part in the defence of Paris
during the siege. He attracted
attention ; he was employed in
the reconstructing of the Paris for-
tifications whieh followed immed-
iately: ‘upon the ‘war:. ‘The forts at
Enghien were of his designing, and
one day Marshall MacMahon, after
inspecting his work, put a hand
upon his shoulder and said. ““I
congratulate you, Captain Joffre.”’
Captainat 22 ? So well he had done
that he was sent to Pontarlier to
assist with the defences. ¢ This is
all very well, > he gaid, **but I don’t
want to make fortifications all my
life. - I want to command troops.’’

LEARNED IN THE FIELD.

In Tonkin (French Indo-China)
his opportunity came. He was sent
into the field and he returned vic-
torious every time, . After this he
won distinction in Formosa, in Mad-
agascar, in Dohomey, and then in
Timbuctoo, whither he led the re-
mains of the broken column of Col.
Bonnier after he had put new spirit
into the men. Thus bv seizing
every chanee of foreign service he
learned his profession in the field.
Nov:, in the middle of ’nineties he
returned to France and went steadily
upwards, working hard all the time

| until he was in 1911, asked to take

command. He maintains that the
warlike genius of the French is as
strong as ever.

TROOPS.

ROTTERDAM, To-day.

The Kaiser has sent a telegram to
the King of Saxony, in which he
says he visited the Third Army on
October 2nd, and greeted the brave
and glorious One Hundred and Eighty
first Regiment. The Kaiser adds, the
spirit of the troops is excellent and
with such an army, we can finish the
rest of our task 'gloriously and vic-
toriously. The Almighty will stand
by us.

GERMANY STRENGTHENING THE
BELGIAN BORDER.

LLONDPON, To-day.

A despatch to the Times from Os-
tend, dated Monday, says a very im-
portant movement of the German
troops in Southern Belgium was re-
ported this afternoon. A column of
20,000 strong, of horse and foot and
artillery, with a Commissariet con-
voy and wireless apparatus, marched
through Tempe and Leuze, five miles
North of Teurnai in the direction of
the French border. To the west all
troopers were young men. It is an-
nounced that the Great Eastern Rail-
way Company’s steamship service be-

tween Tilbury, England, and Antwerp

has been suspended. .The British
steamer Ethel Hilda before reported
arrived at Antwerp on Sept. 30 from
Montreal, has gone aground and is
leaking.

TRANSFERRED TO0 AMERICAN
FLAG.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

Sixty foreign built vessels, ag-
gregating 233,781 gross ‘tons, -have
been removed from danger of capture
by the European Powers involved in
the present war, by admission to
American Registry. Great Britain
has suffered most, as 54 vessels pre-
viously sailed under the British flag,
4 German vessels and 2 Belgian, com-
plete the list.

FEW BRITISH CASUALTIES ALONG
THE AISNE

LONDON, To-day,

William Maxwell cables from a

point in France to the London Tele-
graph: “I am. delighted to be able to
report that for nearly three weeks
the casualties among the British
troops have been insignificant. The
artillery duel in which they have been
engaged North of the River Aisne has
becn a more waste of ammunition on
the part of the enemy. I have been
listening to amazing stories of heavy
German howitzers Whose shells give
10 seconds notice and make a hole 8
feet deep and 15 feet across. Their
effects seem to be local and of 20
shells no fewer than 14 has been
known not to burst. One of them ex-
ploded in front of a trench and blew
a Subaltern into the air ten feet. He
arose and walked back to the.trenches
as though nothing had happened. An-
other shell split the pole of an am-
munition waggon and broke the rings
of the leading horses reins, yet nei-
ther driver nor horse was injured.
German infantry attacks which were
made almost every mnight on the
Aisne have ceased long &go. They
were so disasterous that no effort on
the part of the officers can induce
men to advance against our trenches.
One night, nearly three weeks ago, a
German officer at the head of a com-
pany was heard urging his men to
come on and kill those English swine.
Nobody stirred and at last the offi-
cers’ words to his soldiers were
these: ‘“Come on you swine.” This

THE LIINES OF THE AISNE RE-
SEMBLE RABBIT WARRENS.

LONDON, To-day.

A correspondent of the Times at
Epernay, France, telegraphing under
date of Sunday, says the battle of the
French rivers has entered upon the
fourth week, and  ufiless some flank-
ing. movement carry - through, there
appears no.reason why the titanic
tragedy should not : continue for a
long time in its successful run. Now
that the perfection ‘of . the @German
trenches is rivalled by those of the
allies, it has becomne "a struggle in
which one is pitted against an invis-
ible foe who is never seen until he
springs suddenly from . his hiding
place. The countryside along the
Aisne is a vast military rabbit war-
ren, both sides resolutely determined
not to give ground.. The Germans are
continually delivering attacks and
counter attacks, but the allies are not
making any definite attempt to ad-
vance in this region. They are con-
tent for the time being with beating
back all German attacks-and are not
trying to occupy the enemy’s trench-
es. The forces of Germans are worn
by hard campaigns and frequent at-
tacks, while the allied troops are
fresh because they are frequently
rested and changed. One feature of
the allies stone wall policy is " that
casualties on the allied side have
ben very slight, Recently evérything
possible has been done to relieve men
from the strain of waiting. Tobacco
and newspapers are provided and the
mail is delivered . regularly. The
strain of waiting has been especially
severe on the African troops. One of
the most useful articles of the Ger-
man war equipment is the sky rock-
ets which gives a powerful illumina-
tion lasting forty seconds above the
ranks of the enemy, enabling German
artillery officers to obtain an accurate
range of trenches.

RHEIMS STILL - BOMBARDED.

LONDON, To-day.

A despatch to the Times from Ep-
ernay, France, under date of Oct. 3;
states that the Northeastern suburbs
of Rheims is still under German shell
fire, which is doing considerable dam-
age. The shells apparently are in-
tended for the French batteries in the
position just outside the town. Panic
among the inhabitants, the despatch
says, has been increased through
the action of the: German aeroplanes
which are dropping bombs containing
high explosives, in an attempt to de-
stroy the railway station. So far this
place has not been damaged, but refu-
gees report that fourteen persons
were killed by one of the bombs.
