SUFFOLK SUITS.

* The War Loan.

The decision of the British Govern-
ment to raise money by the flotation
of loans at 4% per cent.,, with the is-
sue price at 100, shows the effect of
the war on money. Considering the
immensity of the war and the huge-
ness of the expenditure, the interest
points to-the confidence of the Gov-
ernment in the financial resources of
the old land. - The cost of money rose
from 1897 to 1913. Consuls in the
former year yielded £2.8.01 per £100
stock, while in 1913 the same stock
vielded £3.8.014, showing an increase
of one per cent. in those sixteen years.
If we attribute the difference between
£38 and £410 now offered wholly

to the war, we see that the effect is,

£1.2 -per-cent.. ~A few months ago
both Canada, New Zealand and South
Africa floated 41 per cent. bonds suc-
cessfully, those of Canada being of-
fered at 99. Last week, however, New
South Wales offered a loan of £5,000,-
00 at 4% per cent., but 62 per cent. of
it was left on the hands of the under-
writers.

This naturally confirms our doubts
as to the wisdom of the Newfoundland
Government at the session just closed
in authorizing the issue of a loan at
four per cent. Mr. Lloyd asked the
Prime Minister if the Government had
consulted the financial agents of the
Colony as to the terms of the loan
contemplated and was informed that
the Government had not done so. The
unwisdom of taking up a financial
matter in these days blindly was ap-
parent in the face of it. Now it is
more apparent. If the British Gov-
ernment and the strongest of the Co-
lonial Governments, such as Canada,
South Africa, Australia and New Zea-
land find it necessary to attract in-
vestors by floating loans at 4% per
cent., the lack of financial foresight
in putting through a loan at four per
cent.,, and without the consulting of
financial advisers in London even af-
ter attentioh, had been directed to this
aspect of the matter, almost passes
belief and certainly passes under-
standing.

The Methodist
Church in Newfoundland was the first
Methodist Church established out of
the British Isles, and it had so ex-
panded that now Methodism occupied
a pre-eminent position in the world
of Protestantism. The first contribu-
tion from overseas to the Methodist
Missionary Society at home was senf
from St. John’s in 1816. It amounted
to about $150. The latest contri-
bution from St. John’s was in the
tens of thousands. Methodism was a
spiritual force which inculcated love
of country and its adherents looked
upon the Old Land still as home, and
to-day in the hour of need, the New-
foundland Methodists had not  been
backward in sending their best and
bravest to serve in the trenches and
fight for spiritual right. As of old,
the British people were fighting not
war of aggression, infamous by the
horrors of the Huns and the savagery
of the sea wolves, but they were fight-
ing for principles and rights and the
freedom of institutions and laws.

CAPT. WILLIAM CROSS.

There passed away this morning
after a protracted illness, a well
known master mariner in the person
of Capt. William G. Cross. The de-
ceased was born at Trinity in 1857,
and at an early age went to sea, and
the nautical*-“ladder  with
great rapidity. He soon obtained
master’s certificate, and was given
command of Duder’s Mayflower, in
which vessel he soon made a record
for quick passages, which record he
maintained when in charge of the
Sunbeam and Galatea, in later years
Upon giving up sailing vessels he
commanded the following steamers:
Taicerne, Regulus, Strathavon and
Bellaventure. While master of the
s.s. Regulus in 1898, he became fa-
mous by successfully running the
blockade to Havana during the Span-
ish-American war, and received
many congratulatory references in
the American press. During his car-
eer as master of shipping, the late
Capt. Cross had the confidence of the
owners and the admiration of his
crews. He was of a very - pleasing
disposition and his many friends in
the city and elsewhere will regret to
hear of his passing.

Heroic Lady Dorothi
eroic - él“ gingorot ie
PECORATED BY KING OF BELGIUM
“Her work in tending the Belgian
wounded has won for her the affec-
tion of the whole Belgian army,” said
an English officer of Lady Dorothie
Feilding, the pretty young daughter
of the Earl of Denbigh, to whose un-
selfish bravery heroes themselves pay
tribute. Lady Dorothie 'is attached to
an ambulance party in Belgium, whose
duty consists of driving motor cars
into the firing line to pick up the
wounded. Perilous journeys have to
be made along narrow roads rendered
veritable death-traps by gaping cavi-
ties torn in the surface by shells. On
occasions pieces of metal discharged
by projectiles bursting overhead have
smashed the woodwork of Lady Doro-
thie’s car, and once whilst she was
driving in pitch darkness her vehicle
crashed into a hole as big as a room,

and soldiers were required to lift it
out.

The Belgian soldiers worship the
young . English aristocrat, who for
their sakes has set aside the com-
forts of a ducal home to face the dan-
gers of the battlefield, and recently
King Albert expressed the gratitude
of his countrymen by decorating Lady
Dorothie with the Order of Leopold.
This is the highest military decor-
ation in Belgium.

Lady Dorothie’s “five o’clock teas”
among the ruins of Pervyse have be-
come famous, and the Belgian officers
greatly appreciate this little touch of
civilization amidst the ravages of war.
She holds her receptions within range
of the enemy’s artillery nearly every
day, for her ladyship possesses as-
tonishing nerve and her coolness sel-
dom deserts*her. As is well known,
the Germans have little respect for the
sign of the Red Cross, and when mak-
ing their way to and from the trench-
es the motor ambulances are sub-
jected to heavy shell fire, whilst at
times Taubes endeavor to annihilate
the vehicles and their occupants with
bombs. Yet for six months Lady
Dorothie has withstood this terrible
nerve strain, though daily she moves
amidst the worst horrors of war, and
frequently escapes death by a hair’s
breadth. The plucky yeung El]gllish-
woman probably has the fighting blogd
of her father in her veins. Liecut.-
Colonel the Earl of Denbigh is a sea-
soned soldier, who served in the
Egyptian campaign and in India, and
is at present commanding the Hon-
orable Artillery Company.
