Sees a Wave of Reason.
Philadelphia, Jan. 13.—The Rev. 

Dr. Joseph Krauskopf, before the Con 
gregation Keneseth Israel, said that 
our greatest danger was not some im­
aginary enemy across the seas, but 
the “preparation howler” within our 
own borders. He said such “waves 
of unreason” as the present fear of 
invasion had come in cycles since the 
dawn of history.

Dr. Krauskopf cited as waves of un­
reason the Crusades, the fear in Eu­
rope in the year 1000 that the world 
was coming to an end, and the per­
secution of “witches.” He spoke of 
the day when Europe would come to 
its reason and wonder what the war 
was all about.

“And on that day,” he said, “among 
the most surprised and humiliated will 
be those of the people of the United 
States who allowed themselves to be 
seized with a paroxysm of fear that 
their land was about to be- invaded by 
mighty enemies, their large and

man nation knows that nothing more 
frightful has ever occurred than this 
year of war. Never in the entire his­
tory of the human race has there ever 
occurred so hellish a destruction of 
the nation’s best energy and life, 
what are these arithmetical acrobats 
trying to prove? That a war resulting 
in unexampled devastation, in the de­
solation of a million homes, a war 
more cruel in one year than the entire 
Thirty Years’ War from 1618 to 1648 
is not so bad after all, because there 
is less unemployment than there was 
a year ago, and because the night re­
fuges of Berlin shelter fewer outcasts 
than usual !

Women are bqing largely employed 
on the coarsest kind of work in con­
nection with the new elevated and 
underground railway, which is being 
built from north to south of Berlin. 
They are doing such work as digging, 
shovelling earth, handling rails, 
pianks, etc. Hundreds of them are 
employed on the exceedingly arduous 
labor of wheeling earth into lighters. 
The average wage is $3.50 a week for 
a ten hours’ day.

In a Berlin journal appears the fol­
lowing advertisement: “Educated lady 
required for about eight weeks for 
light counting-house work. From 0-1 
o’c. and from 3-6 o’c. Weekly wages 
$1.80.” Vorwarts calculates that this 
wdrks out at about 4 cents an hour, 
and wonders how the educated lady 
will manage. There are sure to be 
hundreds of applications.

There is considerable trouble and 
friction with the women employed on 
the tram and omnibus lines. It seems 
they are not so amenable to discipline 
as men. They come to work, we are 
told, in a casual sort of way in the 
morning, most of them unpunctual and 
wearing their uniforms in a slovenly 
way. General " complaints are heard 
that they fail to run the cars on time, 
that they ring the bell at untimely mo­
ments, and are far too attentive to af­
fairs on the street which do not im­
mediately concern them. A grumbler, 
writing to the Berlin Tageblatt, says 
that they think far too much of their 
coffee, a refreshment at which they 
are always punctual.

In Cologne there is trouble of an­
other sort. The women conductors 
have been forbidden to use at the ter­
minal stations the same waiting-rooms 
as their male colleagues, or to sit in 
the same car while resting. A notice 
has been issued warning them against 
any infringement of this regulation. 
Should male conductors enter the car 
or room where they are sitting they 
are to be warned off the premises, 
and should they persist in remaining, 
the women are to leave.

But as a matter of fact they are com­
paratively little used; the measures 
being "more valuable in their exist­
ence than in their use.

Expanding Naval
Pressure.

The authorization in the 
supplementary naval es- 
timates of an addition o£ 
50,000 men to the person- 

1 ” nel is an indication of the
expansion of the Royal Navy and its 
work. This addition has nothing to do 
with the addition of 1,000,000 men to 
the army recently authorized, nor does 
it come within the scope of the Derby 
enlistment scheme or Army Service 
Bill, which have to do solely with the 
army. Before the war broke out, the 
personnel of the Royal Navy consisted 
of 151,000 men. Immediately war was 
declared, the employment of another 
sixty thousand men was authorized 
and these were taken largely from the 
Reserves. We believe than an addi­
tion of 50,000 men was authorized last 
year. If that is so, provision has now 
been made for the employment of 
300,000 men by the Navy. - This latest 
authorization will give plenty of room 
for naval reserve recruits from New­
foundland for which our fishermen are 
particularly suited by the rpunds of 
their daily life.

The Navy is not only our first line 
of defence but it is the first line of at­
tack. Although there has been no 
great battle between Super-dread­
noughts in this war, the war assigned 
to the Navy has been pre-eminently 
successful from the early days of 
August, 1914, and the pressure it is 
exerting is the main success of the 
war so far on the side of the Entente, 
and as oversea traders in neutral 
countries become restive in objecting 
to the curtailment of their trade with 
Germany through neutral countries 
adjoining Germany, on its strength 
will depend the keeping of these neu­
tral countries quiet. It is, therefore, 
of the first importance to make the 
supremacy of the Entente navies and 
particularly the British navy over­
whelmingly strong at sea if the naval 
pressure on Germany is to become 
more and more effective as the months 
of the war pass.

Eldred Crane, South Side, who was 
refused permission to erect a dwell­
ing applied for permission to build a 
store. Further particulars concerning 
the proposed erection are necessary 

In reply to letters sent by the Board 
asking if factories in Lynn, Mass., 
and Hamilton, Ont., were charged ex 
tra for water supply, the answer was 
in the negative, though in each city in­
stallation is paid for.

The Sanitary Supervisor submitted 
a lengthy report containing sugges­
tions for improvements in that de­
partment.

The Engineer reported that the 
water pressure at many points in the 
city, particularly on the higher levels, 
was fairly good. At Rawlins’ Cross, a 
distributing point, the pressure is low 
owing to many citizens allowing their 
taps to run.

The S.S. Portia, Capt. Jos. Kean, ar­
rived back from the Westward, this, 
morning, after one of the stormiest 
trips in the history of the coastal ser­
vice, strong gales and snow storms 
being continuous. She brought a 
large freight and as passengers in 
saloon :—Mesfirs.

The herring fishery is over at Bon­
ne Bay, and is the best on record. 
The fishermen engaged made big 
money. When the Portia was leaving 
there a week ago a few American and 
Canadian vessels were loading her­
ring. Vessels are practically stop­
ped for the season going to Bonne Bay 
and Bay of Islands, as the ice is mak­
ing fast at both places. Passing Rose 
Blanche in the Portia it was learned 
that good fishing was being had in 
that vicinity, cod and halibut being 
reported plentiful. Also it was ob­
served that S.W. Coast bankers are 
fast getting on the Western Banks.

Japs Said to be Busy 

Building Warships.
Toklo, Jan. 8.—While the nations of 

Europe have been piling up arma­
ments and the United States has been 
preparing for big naval and military 
increases, Japan has been building 
droadnaughts and battle cruisers to 
the limit of its financial ability, ac­
cording to the best Information ob­
tainable here.

Vice-Admiral Kato, Minister of the 
Navy, has announced in the Diet that 
the fundamental naval programme for 
the years between now and 1920 is to 
increase the fleet by eight super- 
dreadnaughts and four battle cruisers 
at least. If finances permit, eight 
battle cruisers are to be built. The 
auxiliary fleet will be increased pro­
portionately, Kato said.

The attack on Japanese merchant­
men by U. boats has revived the re­
port that as Great Britain’s ally Japan 

re-enter the war, In which she

has taken no part since the capture of 
Tsing Tau, the fortified port of Ger­
man Ida Chau, China, In November.

LONDON, Jan. 21. 

The Governory Newfoundland:
The French Prime Minister, after 

attending the War Council in London, 
has returned "to Paris.

Headquarters in France report that 
in fourteen air fights we drove down 
two enemy aeroplanes, losing one our­
selves.

Russia says that an enemy position 
was captured northeast of Czerno- 
witz. Five desperate counter-attacks 
were repulsed with enormous loss.

In the Caucasus region pursuit of 
the disorganized Turkish army con­
tinues.

One hundred and sixty-three sailing 
boats have been destroyed on the 
Austrian coast.

The Allies have bombarded the Bul­
garian ports of Dedeagatch and Port 
Lago.

The Montenegrin Consul General 
states that the King and Government 
have refused the Austrian conditions, 
and continue fighting. King Nicholas 
with his two sons remains at the 
head of the army.

BONAR LAW.

THE REASON FOR THE SEIZURE.

LONDON, Jan. 21.
The seizure by the French of the 

Greek Island of Corfu, is now known 
to have been due chiefly to the loca­
tion there of an Austro-German sub­
marine base. A second base has been 
located in a narrow channel between 
Corfu and the Albanian coast. Most 
of the submarine raids in the Eastern 
Mediterranean have been directed 
from these two bases by a fleet em­
bracing German as well as Austrian 
craft. Submarine activities by Ger­
mans in the North Sea have largely 
abated, owing to international com 
plications and relentless warfare by 
British destroyers. German submar 
ines have been diverted to the Med­
iterranean to such an extent that, ac­
cording to best information, only two 
small underwater craft belonging to 
the Germans remain in the North 
Sea. Co-operation by German sub­
marines with Austrian craft in op­
erations against Italian ships is re­
garded here as of political signifi 
cance, it having been stated on good 
authority that Italy would declare 
war against Germany if it should be 
established that German submarines 
had contributed to the loss of Italian 
ships.

CONSTANTINE’S APPEAL FOR 
SYMPATHY.

NEW YORK, Jan. 21.
King Constantine’s appeal for the 

sympathy of the United States, made 
through the medium of newspapers 
and interviews, finds no response in 
the American press. On the contrary 
the New York press emphatically con­
demns the course of the Greek mon­
arch. Nowhere on earth, it says, is 
Constantine’s policy of defaults and 
betrayal more bitterly condemned, 
and more strongly despised, than 
here in the United States. The King 
of Greece is as wide of the mark as 
he possibly could shoot, when he 
thinks there is, or can be, American 
sympathy for his betrayal of Serbia, 
and for his default upon his country’s 
bond to the Allies, when Greece beg­
ged them to come into her territory, 
and do for her what she could not do 
for herself.

BRITISH STEAMER SUNK.
NEW YORK, Jan. 21.

A News Agency despatch from 
London to-day says that the British 
steamer Sutherland was torpedoed 
and sunk in the Mediterranean on 
Monday. The crew landed at Malta 
yesterday, one sailor having died from 
exposure in the lifeboats. The Dutch 
schooner Rangerman was blown up 
by a mine off the Danish coast, with 
the loss of all on board, says a Co­
penhagen despatch to the Daily Mail.

IN THE COMMONS.

LONDON, Jan. 21.
After a brief debate, the Commons 

to-day passed the second reading of a 
bill amending the Trading with the 
Enemy Act, empowering the Board 
of Trade to prohibit any person, firm 
or company of hostile nationality, or 
associations, from carrying on busi­
ness in this country during the war. 
Solicitor General Sir George Cave ex­
plained that the purpose of the bill 
was to put an end to a situation 
which enabled German companies to 
continue business here during the 
war, hoard their profits for their own 
benefit, and the economic struggle 
which might be expected to follow 
the conclusion of peace. I have reas­
on to believe that British property in 
Germany is being treated in a high 
handed way, the Solicitor General 
continued. While there is "no desire 
to confiscate enemy property in* this 
country, it is desirable on the other 
hand, that the State should be placed 
in control of such property, and that 
it be kept safe until it is known what 
has happened to British property in 
Germany. The Commons also pass­
ed, without discussion, the supple­
mentary Navy estimates, authorizing 
an addition of 50,000 men to the 
personnel of the Navy.

ALBANIANS JOIN MONTENEGRINS,
LONDON, Jan. 21,

A despatch from Rome states that 
Eshad Pasha, Provisional President 
of Albania, has arrived at Scutari 
with Albanian forces to join the Mon­
tenegrin troops, which are retiring 
to that point. The despatch says that 
these measures are being taken with 
a view of defending Scutari. It was 
reported from Paris last month that 
Eshad Pasha had declared war on 
Austria and Bulgaria, and that he 
was said to have 20,000 armed men 
who would assist the Allies.

THE GRAIN SUPPLY.

BUCHAREST, Roumania,
January 21.

An Anglo-French Corporation, with 
a capital of $96,000,000, has been 
formed to buy up all available grain 
so that the Central Powers will be 
unable to import needed supplies. It 
is not known what use will be made 
by the Allies of the proposed purchas­
es.

NORWEGIAN STEAMER’S MAIL 
SEIZED.

LONDON, Jan. 21.
A Reuter despatch from Copenha­

gen says that the Christiania Morgen- 
bladt reports that during the stay of 
the liner Bergensfjord at Kirkwall, 
her entire parcel post was seized by 
British authorities, and that for the 
first time passenger luggage was ex­
amined, and eleven boxes labelled 
“Valdemar Petersen” were discovered 
but as no passenger of this name was 
aboard, the boxes in question were 
seized. The Bergensfjord, a Nor­
wegian ship, sailed from New York 
on Jan. 8th for Bergen, Christiania, 
and other Norwegian ports. She was 
reported at Kirkwall on Jan. 17th, 
and arrived at Bergen to-day.

RUSSIANS KEEP MOVING.
TEHERAN, Persia, Jan. 21.

Russian columns operating in Per­
sia, have pushed forward and occu­
pied the town of Sultanabad, ISO 
miles southwest of Teheran, about an 
equal distance northwest of Ispahan. 
The garrison and German Consul have 
fled to Bouroudjir, 50 miles west of 
Sultanabad.

WILL AMEND MUNITIONS ACT.
NEW YORK, Jan. Si.

A News Agency despatch from 
London to-day, says that a most im­
perative need for more ammunition 
has forced the Government to propose 
a drastic amendment to the Munitions 
Act. Premier Asquith informed the 
Commons this afternoon to increase 
the number of persons engaged in 
making shells. The Government pro­
poses to replace skilled union work­
ers engaged in minor tasks, by men 
and women classed as semi-unskilled 
and transferring the skilled union men 
to more important work. This meas­
ure, the Premier announced, will be 
Introduced following agreement with 
the Labor Party members. What re­
ception the Government proposal will 
receive from radical laborites is not 
known. A few months ago the Min­
ister of Munitions, Lloyd George, 
made unsuccessful attempts to obtain 
the sanction of unions to such a 
scheme, but radical leaders declared 
they suspected a scheme to under­
mine unionism, but said they might 
agree to such a programme if con­
vinced that it was absolutely neces­
sary.

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“Jack's” Visit to “Tommy.”
Jellico’s Men Tour the Trenches—Men-o’- 

War’s Men Call on Men of War on Land 
—“ A Dear Little Dugout in France.”

(From the London Chronicle.)

(Our correspondent at British 
Headquarters sends a very interest­
ing account of the impressions given 
to a party from the British fleet, to 
whom Admiral Jeilicoe had granted 
the privilege of visiting the fighting 
front on the Continent, in order to 
give the Navy a nearer view of the 
work being done by the army. It 
would be no less interesting to see a 
party of soldiers who have gone 
through the experiences of trench 
life and the Loos or Ypres fights con­
ducted round some of the watchful 
ships of our fleet)

By “The Daily Chronicle” Special 
Correspondent, Philip Gibbs.

British Headquarters, Dec. 13.— 
When' the wind howls over the flats 
of Flanders and booms like the rumb­
ling. of distant guns our soldiers often 
say to each other: “Pretty rough on 
the fellows at sea! What a time 
they must be having in the Fleet!”

The Fleet does not express the state 
of its soul, and one can only guess 
the hardships of the seamen in this 
dirty weather. Hardly a word breaks 
the silence in which they live-in their 
unknown whereabouts. Yet the other

day to the trenches in Flanders came 
a glimpse of the human nature which 
is crowded on our battleships. The 
men of the North Sea tffleet have 
been envying, it seems, the way of 
life among their soldier brothers. 
They had an idea that, compared with 
their own existence, the troops in the 
trenches have a “soft job,” with more 
variety, excitement and creature 
coiAforts. “A dear little dugout in 
France” appealed to Jack’s imagina­
tion 'as a fine and eventful place.

Well, Sir John Jeilicoe has thought 
it a good idea to let some of his men 
see for thepiselves what the soldiers 
are doing, so that they can take back 
a personal description to the Fleet, 
and three or four days ago a naval 
lieutenant and ten seamen came to 
our part of the western front to take 
their bearings in the trenches.

Jack Ashore—and Amod.

They were very much surprised. A 
typical section of trenches was chos­
en for them, in which they could 
spend a couple of nights without ex­
cessive risk, but with a fair experi­
ence of ordinary conditions of trench 
warfare in winter^ They were cheery 
fellows and they laughed heartily

when on the way to the front line 
they went slithering and stumbling 
in mud which reached the upper edge 
of their top boots.

And gradually their eyes were 
opened to the reality of things when 
they saw that, so far from having a 
soft job, our soldiers are living in 
conditions of discomfort and peril 
which need great strength of endur­
ance and patience, as well as great 
courage.

Shells came screaming overhead, 
and they found themselves nakedly 
exposed to the enemy’s fire over cer­
tain swamps, where the communica­
tion trenches have silted in after the 
heavy rains. Rain slashed down up­
on all the soldiers who were going 
up with the night reliefs, and they 
were wet and muddy scarecrows be­
fore they reached the front line, 
where they had to stand in mud not 
far from the enemy over the way. 
The dugouts were not so full of com­
fort as Jack had imagined.

Fire Above; Puddles Below.
It was very Cold in the night, so 

cold that the men could hardly get a 
grip on their rifles, and out of the 
dank mist came whizz-bang and pipe- 
squeaks, and other nasty, noisy 
things with threats of death. The 
guns on each side were busy through 
the night and the shells went rushing 
overhead like express trains through 
Clapham Junctions on Derby Day.

In their first experience of the 
trenches Jack was awestruck by the 
life of soldiers who live in dirty 
ditches and in muddy holes, under all 
that tumult of explosives, and take it 
all cheerfully as a matter of course.

Their comments afterwards were 
amusing. They had been extremely 
uncomfortable, but enjoyed the nov­
elty of the adventure.

Casualty Boll.
“We were in action all night, sir," 

said one of them, to the General who 
questioned them, and who smiled at 
his answer—because there was no 
“action,” as soldiers call it, hut only 
the ordinary “strafing" between the 
lines.

“We had one casualty,” said an­
other bluejacket.

The General was surprised and 
alarmed. He had hoped that his na­
val guests had escaped without a 
scratch.

“One casualty ?”
“Yes, sir. One of our dug-outs was 

hit by a piece of shell.”
There was a general agreement 

among all the seamen that after all 
life in the trenches is not so soft a 
job as they had imagined, and that 
there is more comfort on 'a battleship 
even in dirty weather. They were 
amazed at the high spirits of the 
men, and there is no doubt that they 
will take back to the Fleet a vivid 
story of the pluck with which the 
“land-lubbers" carry on in their wet 
ditches.

Truly ail this rain has made the 
front a quagmire which only the high 
spirits of our fighting men could suf­
fer without complaint. Some camps 
which I visited yesterday were so 
muddy that if one stepped off the 
“duck-walks” or boarded pathways, 
one went ankle-deep. <

In a bad place outside one of the 
camps a man who had missed liis 
way nearly disappeared altogether. 
He sank up to his chin in mud—it 
was pitch-dark at the time—and his 
frantic yells brought a rescue party 
which saved him after lie had aban­
doned hope.

In another spot a wagon drawn by 
two horses became stuck in the mud 
and one of the poor beasts fell from 
heart failure after desperate efforts 
to drag the load out of this morass. 
The other horse was pulled down and 
was drowned in the mud.

Those, of "course, are exceptional 
incidents, and the camps are not as 
uncomfortable as such episodes sug­
gest. In spite of tile mud the board­
ed tents are kept clean and dry, and 
men who have been wading in wet 
trenches come hack to them gladly 
and sit r.ound their braziers in that 
delightful state of “fug” which is 
dear to the heart of the soldier, and 
sailor, too.

Gay Gordons.
So I found the Gordons yesterday, 

laughing, whistling and singing, as 
they lined up before the cook-house 
with their billy-cans, and sat with 
their hare knees in the glow of the 
brazier fires. In leather jerkins, with 
aprons over their kilts, and yellow 
mud on their gaiters, they looked a 
fine and hardy set of boys, and nei­
ther war or weather had damped 
their spirits.

Outside in the field stood a lonely 
piper, playing music so melancholy 
that it might have drawn tears from 
the cows in the neighboring paddock. 
But he was obviously enjoying himself 
and not all his long-drawn wails had 
any sad effect upon the spirits of the 
young Gordons, who were eating their 
mid-day meal with the salt of High­
land jests.

The seamen who have gone back 
to the North Sea Fleet, having seen 

1 these things, will be able to tell your 
naval defenders that Tommy is a 
wonder.

Artillery in the Alps.
All sorts of out-of-the-way and often 

unexpected difficulties are met by the 
Italian troops in the fight against 
the Austrians. Several fights, for in­
stance, have taken place at heights 
between 7,000 and 16,000 feet above 
sea level.

At these great heights the ordinary 
gun sights are useless. The higher 
the altitude the rarer the air becomes 
and farther a gun will shoot. Most 
of the gun sights are made for and 
tested at practically sea level, so 
the Italian gunners in the Alps would 
have found that their guns were not 
shooting accurately i| special gun 
sights had not been used.

A shell at 5,000 feet up, for in­
stance, which at the ordinary level 
would travel 2,500 yards would 8° 
2,560 yards, while at T,500 feet alti­
tude it would be going 2,600 yards, or 
100 yards further than it ought to go.

All the Italian mountain guns, there­
fore, have to have specially corrected 
sights. We have, of course, used 
similar mountain guns in India and 
other places, but there has never been 
a campaign waged at such a height as 
the one between the Italians and Aus­
trians.
