Submarine Agitation 
Ceases in Germany.

Controversy Over Food Dictator’s
Policy Supplants Demand for Un­
restricted Attacks.
Berlin, Sept. 12, (via London, Sep­

tember 13.)—The weeks which have 
passed since the appointment of Field 
Marshal von Hindenburg as Chief of 
the Gefaeral Staff have been marked 
by almost complete cessation of the 
discussion in regard to resumption of 
submarine warfare on the old or on 
a more vigorous basis. Nonpartisan 
newspaper observers who are in 
touch with leading statesmen and 
politicians express the opinion that 
for the present at least there will 
arise no question of a change in sub­
marine policy. The administration of 
Chancellor von Bethmann Hollweg 
now feels itself fully in control of the 
situation in this respect.

The controversy over the methods 
employed in connection with the food 
dictatorship has now supplanted the 
submarine issue in tlje conservative 
and other newspapers’which are op­
posed to the Chancellor. These news­
papers are engaged in arguing with 
Adolph von BatoCki, head of the Food 
Regulation Board, the pros and cons 
of compulsory production as opposed 
to an increase of maximum prices as 
the method of enlarging the produc­
tion of foodstuffs!

Herr von Batocki has declared 
himself a convenient opponent of the 
theory that the food problem could 
best be solved by compulsory meth­
ods; that is, by prescribing what 
farmers should plant. But he also 
has little sympathy with the demand 
of the agrarians for increase or "re­
moval of maxium prices to encour­
age production. Accordingly the 
present system will continue.

Germany’s Lost
African Colonies.

The conquest of the largest, best 
developed and most valuable of Ger­
many’s colonies is no misfortune for 
the world. It has been well said of 
them all, that they produced “no tan­
gible results save battle, murder, and 
sudden death.” The German officials 
treated the natives as the German 
Staff treats the Belgians, the French, 
the Poles, and the British prisoners— 
with sheer savagery. They produced 
elaborate treatises on native anthro­
pology, after killing the natives to 
measure their skulls. They drove the 
Herreros of South West Africa into 
the desert and deliberately starved 
them to death. They murdered wo­
men and children precisely as they 
have murdered them in Europe. It is 
not the standard of civilization that 
vanishes from the map, but the black 
flag of a nation of spies and criminals. 
And these colonies were without col­
onists. In the whole 1,027,000 square 
miles of territory, once German but 
now under the Allies’ rule, there were 
not 20,000 genuine x German settlers. 
Of this vast area, which included sbme 
of the finest territory in Africa, noth­
ing now remains, and for tjje hundred 
million sterling which thé Germans 
spent on developing it there is nothing 
to show. With all their great outlay 
they never produced a single self- 
governing State such as those which 
a^e the glory and strength of the Brit­
ish Empire. But that result is not 
achieved by rulers who boast that they 
are above the laws of God and man.— 
London Daily Mail.

LLOYDGEORGE’SINVITATION. _ 
" ‘ " r NEw’YORK.'Oct.' 3."”

An invitation from David Lloyd 
George, War Secretary, and the Lord 
Chief Justice of England, for the 
States to send an industrial commis­
sion to that country similar to the one 
now investigating the opportunities 
for foreign trade in France, was - read 
here to-day at a luncheon of the Am­
erican Manufacturers’ Export Associa­
tion. The letter quoted Lloyd George 
as saying that he hoped a «similar com­
mission would be sent not only to 
England, but by tl\e rest of the world, 
which he said is big enough for ail.

Ambassador Gerard may take advant 
age of the opportunity for a trip to 
the United States, as he feels the need 
of a vacation.

The Ambassador hopes that before 
this he will witness completion of the 
prolonged, difficult, and delicate ne­
gotiations which he is conducting for 
relief of interned civilians in Ger­
many and England. As a reSult of 
his efforts Wo proposals are under 
consideration. One of them calls for 
a general exchange of civilians under 
parole not to serve during . the war. 
The alternative plan is the release of 
all men more than 45 years and others 
unfit for military service. These plans 
are now before the British Govern­
ment, and the acceptance of either 
would mean the success of a difficult 
task of humanitarian diplomacy.

Plebiscite Dispute

^It seems to be consider­
ed in some quarters a vi­
tally important matter 
that the “responsibility” 

— - for the election of last
week, which proved such an absurd­
ity, should be clearly fixed and a 
scapegoat found somewhere. We can­
not see the force of this view or what 
good purpose it can achieve. The 
election has been held and we know 
the result. And we have heard of 
more than $1600 being expended upon 
an object less Justified than this has 
proved to be without arousing any 
outcry at all.

If the question be now of any mo­
ment, we cannot help agreeing fully 
with those who objected to the holding 
of both elections simultaneously, not­
withstanding the matter of the cost. 
Had they not succeeded in separating 
them, we know that every elector 
would have been too much occupied in 
discussing and weighing the merits of 
A and B to give anything like the 
thought which it deserved to the sys­
tem on which either of them should 
be elected. It might not haVe ap­
peared so, for the mere convenience 
of it would have ensured a far larger 
vote on the plebiscite than was re­
gistered last week, but that vote cer­
tainly have been given without much 
deliberation. Moreover, we have nev­
er heard of anything so extraordinary 
as the simultaneous holding of two 
elections not merely offering quite 
different issues but essentially differ­
ent in kind. _

And if it was not desirable, for this 
and other reasons, to hold the plebis­
cite in June, there is nothing to show 
that if it had been held at any other 
time than that actually chosen the re­
sult would have been any more satis­
factory. The responsibility, if it 
must be fixed at all, should fasten on 
those who decided that any referen­
dum whatever was necessary. They 
must have been persuaded that there 
was a considerable desire for a change 
from the present system to that of 
Ward election ; if so, it would seem 
that they were greatly mistaken.

In our opinion, if fault must be 
found, it is the city at large and no 
particular individuals that is to 
blame. A comparison of the two elec­
tions shows only too' clearly how 
much morè we are wont to be exer­
cised over the question of men than 
over that of measures. In theory the 
latter should be more important, and 
it is often^ our sad experience to find 
that it is. St. John’s was most care­
ful whom it chose as its representa­
tives; it did not care a fig how they 
should represent it.

It is a good answer to the sceptic­
ism that refuses to believe the atroci­
ties laid at the door of Germany (or 
rather, to be Just to the innocent, of

F - LONDON, To-day.

Although the Roumanians continue 
to gain ground against the Austro- 
Germans at various points in Tran­
sylvania, the situation in Dobrudja, 
which has attained added Interest 
since the cross of the Danube into 
Bulgaria by the Roumanian forces, re­
mains uncertain. Bucharest says that 
violent fighting continues all along 
the line south of the railway running 
from Constanza to the Danube with 
the Teutonic Allies offering stubborn 
resistance to the Roumanian and Rus­
sian forces. Nothing is vouchsafed 
however, concerning the troops which 
invaded Bulgaria. Sofia says that 
only several battalions of Roumanians 
made their way across the River, and 
Berlin reports the destruction behind 
them, by German monitors of the pon­
toon bridges over which they made 
their passage. An unofficial despatch 
from Rome asserts that Field-Marshal 
Von Mackensen ordered to evacuate 
the Dobrudja fortress of Silestria 
and Turtukai recently captured by the 
Teutons for fear of their being en­
veloped by the Roumanians. Heavy 
rains are interfering with the actions 
of the British and French forces in 
the Somme region jn France, but, 
nevertheless, Paris reports the cap­
ture of an important branch north of 
Rancourt, and the taking of additional 
prisoners, while London says that 
lighting at Eaucort-Labbaye is pro­
ceeding -satisfactorily. Violent fight­
ing has been in progress in Russia 
west of Lutsk and in Galipia in the 
region of the Zleta-Lipa River. In 
the latter region, according to Petro- 
grad neither Russians nor Teutons 
have been able te gain any marked ad­
vantage. West of Lutsk, according to 
Petrograd, the Russians made an ad­
vance, but Berlin reports all attacks 
repulsed, the Russians suffering ex­
ceptionally heavy casualties. In the 
attacks, says Berlin, which were pre­
ceded by-terrific bombardments a Rus­
sian guard made seventeen unsuccess­
ful onslaughts and another division 
twelve. As regards the fighting in 
Macedonia, Sofia admits that heavy 
artiiery fire of the Serbs in the region 
of Kaimakcalan heights' caused the 
Bulgars to withdraw from the Mog- 
lencia Valley in order to avoid un­
necessary losses, but asserts that the 
Entente attacks elsewhere along the 
front were repulsed. Berlin records 
an advance by the Austro-Germans 
against the British who recently cross­
ed thé Struma northwest of Lake Ta- 
liinos, while unofficial advices from 
Paris says the Bulgars have aban­
doned several positions in the Star- 
kovgrob and Brod River regions and 
that four towns north east of Fiorina 
in Greece hâve been occupied by the 
Entente AU ft*. In Albania, accord­
ing to an Athens despatch, the Italian 
military authorities have occupied 
Argyo-Castro, having ordered the 
Greek military officials there to eva­
cuate the town. Except for the cap- 

, ture by the Italians of two lofty 
peaks helÿ by the Austrians and the 
continuation of the heavy bombard­
ment by the Austrians of the Carso 
front in the hands of the Italians, 
there has been little activity in the 
Austro-Italian theatre.

Allied Losses in 
Somme Drive Less 

lhan Was Expected.
This is Due to Perfect Co-operation 

Between Gunners and Infantry ■— 
Special Air -Scouts Fly Just Over 
Advancing Troops.

London, Sept. 27.—The British and 
French losses in the Somme oper­
ations, which began July 1, have been 
beic^w the calculations made in ad­
vance by the General Staffs of the 
price that would have to be paid for 
a highly desirable result, which could 
only be obtained by a thoroughly ef­
fective use of artillery.

British official despatches have 
shown several insances in the past 
where the artillery co-operation with 
infantry was faulty, and French ex­
perts like Captain Pierre Mille, him­
self a gunner, have admitted that dur­
ing the earlier stages of the war even 
the highly trained French artillery 
was unable to cope with all the diffi­
culties presented.

All of us,” recently wrote Captain 
Mille, who spent the first twenty 
months at the front, "know that even 
as late as September, 1915,i although 
we httd many heavy guns qnd shells, 
the connection between infantry and 
artillery proved very imperfect, and 
was responsible for many losses."

According to the same authority, 
the average casualties of the French 
Army are fewer than half what thpy 
were last year. The whole secret 
consists in establishing a close and 
almost mathematical connection be­
tween the work, done by the artillery 
and the movements . of the attacking 
troops. Such a difficult problem was 
not easy to solve. The French au­
thorities make no difficulty about con­
fessing that It took them a long time 
to find out exactly how to proceed.
It was only by hard experience that 
the best methods of dealing with the 
German barbed wire defences and en­
trenchments showed that two separ­
ate kinds of artillery preparation were 
required.

Mathematical Precision.
It has been worked out with mathe­

matical precision how many shells 
are required per yard of wire entan­
glements. When it comes to.the de­
struction of ground defensive works, 
experience has shown that the best 
way to deal with front line trenches, 
especially when they are not easy to 
observe, is to use exclusively against 
them an enormous nupiber of trench 
mortars of all sizes.. Howitzers are 
only used at present against second 
and third line trenches. As it is their 
task is already a sufficiently heavy 
one, and it is assumed that every inch 
of ground must be plastered with 
shells.

Once the w.ork of preparation is 
over the great problem was to safe­
guard the attacking troops, as they 
moved forward, by a protective cur­
tain of shells, which had to be lifted 
ahead in accordance with the ground 
gained. Here, owing to the difficulty 
of keeping artillery exactly informed 
as to movements of-infantry, the only 
solution which was found for a long 
time was to regulate exactly before­
hand the movements of the attacking 
troops and lengthening the artillery 
range by a clockwork schedule. This 
left a considerable margin for mis­
takes and miscalculations, as the ad­
vance of the infantry was not always 
according to schedule.

With the aerial supremacy, obtain­
ed by the Allies on the Somme front, 
came the best solution of the prob­
lem.

Communication betwen the advanc­
ing infantry and the artillery is main­
tained by aeroplanes. Captain Mille 
says. Each French division 1e now 
provided with a number of so-called 
Infantry aeroplanes, whose,task it is 
tb follow closely the advancing line, 

in order to fire on the enemy, hot 
simply to report to the gunners and 
let them know exactly what is going

their own men. Information is simi­
larly given if the infantry happens to 
be held up by any unsuspected ob­
stacle or if a German counter attack 

| is seen coming up from the rear.

Working is Marvellous.
The way in' which this new device 

is worked on the Somme is marvel­
lous. It is mainly due to the scien­
tific system that the troops have been 
able to advance under a curtain of 
shells which mover’ continuously 
ahead of them at a distance of 200 or 
300 yards.

These points explain why the 
French losses have been reduced so 
materially ip spite of the almost con­
tinuous offensive. The main handi­
cap, which the Frjnch are still con­
tending with, arises from the fact that 
they have not been able to smash the 
deadly German long-range guns. With 
respect to this point both the French 
and British headquarters bulletins 
have recently referred frequently to 
the successful work accomplished by 
their' heavies in demolishing the Ger­
man long range batteries, and the pre­
diction is made by Captain Mille that 
“means whereby the last difficulty— 
that of making it impossible for Ihe 
Germans to delay the Allied advance

by their curtain of fire of big guns— 
will be met as successfully as the 
other ones have been,” is echoed in 
many quarters here.

No Ray oi Light.
The entry of the British and French 

into combles was not a more ominous 
sign for Germany than the false bul 
letins behind which she concealed the 
failure of the attempt smash Into 
the Dobrudja, or the great efforts she 
is making to mask the languid re­
sponse to the appeal, for a war loan- 
The last week has been an ominous 
week for Germany, a bitter; week to 
those who are directing her exhaust- 
ing fight against the inevitable Her 
military effort has been a defensive 
on the west, with a smashing blow in 
the east. The eastern blow failed to 
smash anything, and a few days later 
her defensive in the west suffered an­
other disaster. Meanwhile Hinden- 
burg's cry that he could not fight with­
out money has met with such a re­
sponse that the effort in Berlin is di­
rected as much toward the conceal­
ment of the response as toward the in­
citement of it.

Hiiidenburg intended to hold the 
British and French stationary . while 
he shattered the Russian-Rumanian 
line and got in its rear. Mackensen 
struck hard in the Dobrudja, with mo­
mentary success, but the Russians and 
Rumanians now hold him stationary, 
and their forces increase daily. The 
moment when the smashing tactics, so 
often successful, could win another 
victory, went by when Mackensen was 
stopped and forced to stand in the Do­
brudja. The highest recognition of 
this failure was the German attempt 
to conceal it, tjhe false bulletins from 
headquarters which announced it as a 
success. The German bulletins used 
to be truthful. It is a paralyzing dis­
appointment and a great fear that 
have forced Berlin to resort to the 
subterfuges of Sofia and Constanti­
nople.

Close on the heels of this disaster—* 
for, as it is the failure of Hindenburg’s 
plan of campaign, it is nothing less, 
oven should Mackensen win some 
dramatic but minor victories—comes 
the capture of Combles, the blasting 
out of a rock that had made impassa­
ble the road to Bapaume or to Per- 
onne. The offensive failed, the defen­
sive is broken into again; failure to 
trike the blow in the east, failure to 

ward off the blow in the west.
At home every effort is being made 

to raise the money of which Hinden- 
burg tells the empire it is in such 
need. There have been other loans, 
and Germany has always announced 
the successive stages of their raising, 
the totals subscribed, because she had 
no object in concealing them; they 
were for her an object of pride. Now 
all she will give out is the amount of 
the largest contributions; the world is 
kept in the dark about the response of 
the people. Instead, in Germany it­
self the loan is an object of doubt, and 
oven, it seems, of hostility, for the 
Government, silent’ on the totals, is 
voluble in "counteracting certain ru­
mors calculated to influence unfav­
orably the war loan” and “stimula­
ting enthusiasm among the public.” 

Secretary Helfferich makes speeches 
combating the argument that “sub­
scribing to the war loan lengthens the 
war," and calls it “infamous," “lying, 
and "treasonable” to say such things. 
Who is saying them? And why does 
the Cologne Gazette plead with small 
investors not to hang back, and belittle 
the large subscriptions of the tew, 
which are the only subscriptions the 
Government does not conceal? Mean­
while the German press clamors for 
the modification of the censorship, so 
that it can tell the truth about the con­
duct of the war.

Failure in the east, staggering blows 
in the west, loss of confidence at home. 
These last days of September are om­
inous days for Germany. Her descend­
ing arm is arrested and gripped in the 
east, her upraised arm diverts no blow 
in the west, and at home the mind of 
the people grows anxious and cau­
tious. The loss of victory is the be- 
;inning of doubt.—N. Y. Times.

Sun at Karungi.
I was glad U stopped at Karungi, 

Sweden, for I saw the midnight sun— 
the almost midnight sun, to be exact, 
for although it was noonday bright all 
night the sun did make a bluff at set­
ting. It went down at twenty minutes 
to twelve and rose twenty minutes af­
ter twelve.

The sun went down blood red, and 
the sky was crimsoned almost to the 
zenith. It seemed as if all the north 
were on fire. The river burned in the 
glow, and the sky took on tints that 
ranged from cardinal to pink. Just 
as the whole place seemed about t6 
burst into flame, the sun dropped out 
of sight, and the glaring reds began 
to mellow into softer shades, the river 
lost its glow of fire, and the sky dulled 
and dimmed until it looked like a 
great inverted dome that had been 
white hot and was cooling slowly.

There were no other shades than the 
shades of fire—none of the usual 
maroons and cerises and garnets that 
come as the aftermath of qjpuntain 
sunsets.

France Has a Multitude of “Enoch Ar­

den” Stories.
There is a notable multiplication of 

domestic dramas of the type familiar 
through Tennyson’s “Enoch Arden” 
arid Balzac’s. “Colonel Chabert/’ who, 
lost on a Napoleon battlefield, return­
ed home to find his wife remarried to 
a nobleman of the Restoration. ■

Thus, a Madame I>— of Arras was 
informed at the beginning of the war 
that her husband had been killed. Re­
moving to Paris she waited some' 
months, and then nlarriéd her brother- 
in-law. The first husband is now on 
his way back from Germany, where he 
iwas a prisoner.

Charles le.Goffic cites other cases 
in La Liberie. He says: “In a small 
commune near the Channel two sol­
diers’ wives remarried in this way. 
The death of their first husbands was 
registered, and all the papers were in 
order. But these husbands reappear­
ed one fine morning, both of them with 
amputated limbs.”

"More curfous is the tale ■ of the 
Breton soldier, whose arm, cut off by 
a shell, was found on the battlefield, 
while the rest of him had disappeared. 
As the arm carried the identification 
plate its owner was reported dead. 
The wife received a certificate to this 
effect, and was permitted to remarry. 
The^flrst husband, however, proves to 
be alive and inclined to insist on his 
rights.”

The most unfortunate of these tragic 
misadventures was found in Switzer­
land recently in one of the parties of 
seriously wounded soldiers returned 
from Germany. A French visitor stop­
ped before a man whose face was so 
disfigured as to seem no longer human. 
He asked if he could do anything for 
thesufferer, if he could see his family 
and tell them.

“Useless,” was the reply, “He is 
dead.”

The soldier had risen to the heroic 
delicacy of deciding that, rather than 
horrify those he loved, he would. leave 
them to believe him dead.

There is a ray of light in this case, 
for the surgeons hold out hope of a 
great improvement, and if this is ac­
complished their patient will give up 
his name and come to life again. “But 
perhaps," adds M. le Goffic, “it may 
then be too late.”

It is said yiere are 70,000 French 
prisoners in Germany who have not 
been able to communicate with their 
families. The French law requires ten 
months of widowhood before re-mar­
riage. The question is being asked 
whether this delay should not be ex­
tended, and Henri Robert, the eminent 
pleader, is one of those who think that 
soldiers’ wives sho.uld not remarry be­
fore the end of-the war.

He belonged to the 
Ambulance Section and laid down his 
life while binding up the wounds of 
others under enemy fire outside the

Cannot be silenced by Prison Terms 
and Bullets Aimed at Him.

To mention the name of Herr Lieb­
knecht among Germans is to bring 
down every kind of abuse on'the head 
of the politician who has been describ­
ed as the “bravest man in Germany.” 
Liebknecht is a Socialist, and has 
always been an implacable foe of 
Prussian militarism, against the dom­
inance of which we are now fighting. 
Although he may not have a single 
supporter in the Reichstag—the Ger­
man Parliament—he never hesitates 
to trounce the system which is bring­
ing ruin- to his country. He has been 
shouted down and assaulted in the 
Reichstag, and shot at in the streets of 
Berlin. •*

Nothing, however, daunts Lieb­
knecht, for he comes of fighting stock. 
His father, Wilhelm Liebknecht, fou­
ght for Bebel, the famous Socialist, al­
most precisely the same battle, during 
and after the Franco-Prussian War of 
1870, and was sentenced to two years’ 
imprisonment in a fortress for "trea­
sonable intention^.” Herr Liebknecht 
himself suffered confinement for 18 
months in a fortress for refusing to 
stop what were regarded as ‘sedftioi|s’ 
speeches. His imprisonment merely 
resulted in his being returned at the 
election of 1908 to the Prussian Land­
tag, on.e of the parliaments of the 
countries constituting the German Em­
pire.

A still greater sensation was to 
come when, in 1912, he was elected to 
the Reichstag actually for the Prus­
sian royal borough, the Potsdam con­
stituency, where the court and mili­
tary naturally constituted the greatest 
social forces.

An excellent speaker, with a tem­
perament full of enthusiasm and fire, 
highly educated and well read, Lieb­
knecht soon became a leader among 
Socialists. Although the Socialist 
Parliamentary group has expelled him 
from its supine ranks meantime, there 
is no doubt that Liebknecht has a tre­
mendous following of sympathizers. 
These are growing stronger every day 
as the people recognize what he has 
insisted on telling them time after 
time, viz., that Germany is waging not 
a defensive, but an offensive war, and 
that all the misery which has been 
brought to the country is the outcome 
of Prussian aggrandizement..

It is interesting to note that Lieb­
knecht, like his father; is a passion­
ate internationalist, and three years 
ag•£> he visited Paris, London, and 
Brussels, holding forth on the neces­
sity of combating the machinations of 
militarists in every country and of 
preserving the world’s peace.

Reply From 
Citizens’ Committee,

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—The Citizens’ Committee 

has had under consideration the let­
ter of Mayor Gosling to the Daily 
Star, in which he attempts to place 
responsibility on the Committee or its 
members, for the expense incurred 
by the city in connection with thef 
“Plebiscite Election.”

When the matter of the Ward Sys­
tem was debated by the Committee 
considerable difference of opinion 
was manifested a«d the debate was 
adjourned until the next meeting to 
enable members to consult with citi­
zens generally. At that next meeting 
it was proposed that the ratepayers 
decide the matter in June at the 
election for Mayor and Councillors. 
This was agreed to by a vote of 24 
to 1, the dissentient objecting to the 
“W’ard System” and also to any elec­
tion for Mayor and Councillors before 
next year.

The matter of expense came up dur­
ing the debate, and the Committee 
was of opinion that the. only addi­
tional expense would be that entailed 
by the printing of a third ballot paper, 
a matter of a few dollars.

The city has . now been put to the 
expense, on the advice of the Board of 
Commissioners, of some sixteen hun­
dred dollars by reason of the elec­
tion being held in September. The 
same would be true of an election 
next winter. The time was as much 
a part of the Resolution as the plebis­
cite itself.

The Committee has deferred eight 
sections for consideration after • the 
holding-, of the plebiscite. These sec­
tions deal with the method of elec­
tion. The Committee has. not yet dis­
covered how, after the Councillors 
have been elected, the rest of the 
“charter" would need to be amended 
only because the Councillors, are 
elected by any o'ther method than that 
laid down in those eight sections. On 
this point the Committee awaits fur­
ther information from the Mayor.

Bremen Held by British
Says American Doctor Who Has Re­

turned From The Front—New Lon­
don Still Awaiting Her Arrival.
Philadelphia, Sept. 25.—The Brem­

en, the second German merchant sub­
marine, frequently reported on its 
way to this country from Germany, 
has been captured by the British and 
is now held a prisoner in Falmouth 
Harbor, according to Dr. R. Tait Mc­
Kenzie, physical director of the Uni­
versity of Pennsylvania, who returned 
to this country to-day* after serving 
all summer as a major in the Medical 
Corps of the British .army.

British officials refuse to admit the 
capture of the Bremen, Dr. McKenzie 
added, but the general public 18 con­
vinced of the truth of the reports now 
current in every part of England.

“The English people first learned of 
the capture,” said Dr. McKenzie, “by 
the dispatch to Falmouth of several 
diamond appraisers, .whose mission it 
was learned1 after, was to appraise 
the $25,000,000 worth of diamonds 
which the submarine carried.” The 
consignment consisted of a great var­
iety of cut and uncut stones, it was re­
ported, destined for several of the 
large diamond and jewelry firms in 
this country.

Dr. McKenzie did not see the Brem-" 
en, he says, nor did he know of any 
one who had seen her, so strict was 
the guard placed about her hiding 
place in. the harbor of Falmouth.

Dr. McKenzie has been absent from 
the university since May, 1915.
