Greene, Esq.

There passed away from amongst
us at 10.16 Friday night last, one of
our most prominent and respected
citizens, M. K. Greene, Esq., late Ac-
countant of the Municipal Council of
this city. The deceased gentleman
was a son of the late Randal Greene,
Esq., for many years an official in the
Union Bank of St. John’s.

M. K. Greene received his early
education in St. Bonaventure’s Col-
lege, during the episcopate of the late
Rt. Rev. Dr. Mullock, when the Very
Rev. Kyran Walsh, Dr. Carfagnini ‘and
other great teachers of youth had
charge of this famous institution of
learning, and he was always noted
for his kind and manly disposition,
and was a man possessing rare cul-
ture and high attainments. After
leaving St. Bonaventure he studied at
Quebee, and previous to entering into
business he visited several countries
ifn Europe, where he gatned know-
ledge which greatly benefitted him
during his subsequent business c¢ar-
eer.

In the early seventies he entered
into business partnership with the
late H. B. Dryer, their firm known as
Dryer and Greene, and conducted a
large and prosperous business as
auctioneers, commiission merchants,
etc., in the lower flat of the Old Court
House, for a quarter of a century,
known over the entire country as the
Market House. It was the Aeropagus of
the city, and there foregathered the
wits and quid-nuncs of the day, in-
cluding our leading politiclans, law-

men of leisure, who all basked in the
sunshine of the good humor which
scintilled from minds of the assem~-
blage.

The deceased was zlways identified
with and took a prominent part in
all the social and public events of the
time, and was one of the most con-
spicuous figures amongst the Commit-
tee of our Annual Regatta.

He was married to Minnie, daugh-
ter of the late James Gleeson, Esgq.,
late hardware merchant of this city,
on Sept. 12th, 1881, and had several
children, only two of whom survive,
the Rev. Dr. Greene, of the Cathedral,
and Joseph, holding a responsible po-
sition with the D. I. & S. Company of
Bell Island.

The great conflagration of 1892
swept them out of business, efter
which he started alone in George S8t.,
Mr. Dryer having been appointed Su-
perintendent .cf the Money Order De-
! partment in the General Post Office.
On the first of July, 1889 he was ap-
! pointed City Secretary of the Council,
‘and a few years ago, owing to failing
health, was retired on a pension. His

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Thoughts Upon
the Times.

(By PATRIOT.)

The interruption in the publication
of these notes has been caused by the
writer’'s unavoidable absence from
town during the past week. The cli-
mate of Newfoundland has been de~
seribed by its geographical writers as
“yariable”.

Soup Bone as
~ Skull Patch.

Dr. Wayne Babcock the Principal
of the Samaritan Hospital, Philadel-
phia, has just completed a marvellous
plece of sutrgical work with complete
syccess. A man was admitted to thé
institution who had received stich in-
jury to his head that some inchés of
the skull bong were completely shat-
tered. Dr. Wayné removed the dam-
aged bone and after trimming the
edges of the fracture, fitted into place
a bone patch made from a shoulder
blade of mutton which had been stew-
ing for some days in the kitchen
stock-pot.

This is the fifth case in which Dr.
Wayne has fitted soup-kettle bones
into" the human body, and he uses
shoulder blade bones on account of
their lightness and thinness. By a
series of bojlings he exacts the ani-
mal matter, and then cuts the bone
to shape and perforates it with holes
about half an inch apart.

He brings the thoroughly sterilised
bone into contact with the édges of
the living bone and fastens it in place

ERYLENKE’S CALL TO ARMS,

LONDON, Jan. 13.

The call of Ensign Krylenke, the
Bolsheviki Commander in Chief, for
vounteers for a Russian army, accord«
ing to the Bolsheviki telegraph agen-
cy at Petrograd, was {ssued in the
form of an appeal to the soldiers and
workmen, and as a reply .to the Ger-
man peace proposals. The appeal re-
fers to Germany’'s rejection of the
proposal framed previously, and the
open talk of annexations in the event
of a separate peace, The call de-
clares that the Russian republic and
its council will be surrounded on all
sides by enemies, “American and
French financiers,” he continues, “are
lending money to provide war materi-
al for Kaledines, and the German
Bourgeoise are quite prepared to use
them as Allies for stifling the Russian
revolution. These are conditions
which raise for the Russian peasants
and workmen the whole question of
the defence of the conquest achieved
by the revolution and of the holy war
against the Bourgeoise, not only of
Russia, but of Germany, France and
Great Britain. Should the Bour-
geoise be victorious, they will take
vengeance in the shape of the most
cruel terror and torture, drenching
the land with blood, and which would
put in the shade the torments inflict-
ed by the satellites of the Czar. It
may be that a holy war on the fronts
as well as behind the lines stands be-
fore us as a terrible and unavoidable
fact.” Krylenke explains that the
old army is exhausted, and that a new
one must be created with a red guard
as a nucleus, and it must be subject
to rigorous discipline. “Comrades,”
he says, “the people of Italy, Spain,
France, Austria and Switzerland
watch you with hope, and await the
call to baftle against their Bour-
geoise, Their soldiers will not march
against revolutionary Russia. En-
roll yourselves in the ranks  of the
people’s gnard and safeguard the re-
volution and socialism.”

Tobin and six men sprang into the
gap and ran the bridge, they fell some
of them mortally wounded; but the
example was there, and the effect not
lost for other sections under their
commanders, weére quite quick to fol-
low, and. very soon the bridge was
taken and the other side of ‘the river
fell into their hands. The entrance
into the village nearby wrenched from
the Bosche in the advance, was a
memorable event. The civillan in-
habitants long. accustomed - to ' hun
treatment could hardly realise their
release, and their emotions could not
be expressed. .Dazed at first, they
soon recovered from their surprise,
and refreshments and souvenirs
were forthcoming on all sides.

ALL NIGHT WORK.

Some Hun snipers and a machine
gun team or two had located in
houses in the village and these did a
lot of harm, but the men ‘broke 'into
little groups, each attacking a posi-
tion, and inflicting casualties as well
as clearing the way. -One of these
temporary “strong points” proved a
thorn in the side of A Co. until Sergt.
J. H. Carter with some Lewis gun-
ners succeeded in bringing it-under
infilade fire, and although he was mor-
tally wounded, the position was de-
molished and rendered open to our
forces.

A party of Bosches entrenched near
a road put up a stubborn resistance
and the sweeping fire from their ma-
chine guns furnished a brief break in
operations. Capt. Butler in a dashing
exploit conquered this territory ' and
left it in our hands.

The enemy was now closing in, so
the Regiment having overcome all ob-
stacles, took up a defensive position,
and dug themselves in for the night.
The work of re-organization now com-
menced and lasted until dawn, Lieuts.
Herder and Waterman accomplishing
a great deal in the way of mopping up
places where the Huns had effected a
temporary footing.

THE NEW DAY.

The dawn of the second day found
the men alert and keen for the con-
tinuation of the fight.

Recipe for Tapioca Pudding.

1 cup Tapioca, soaked and wash-
ed over night, pare and core %% dozen
apples and place in a pie dish with
8, cup sugar and pinch of salt, cover
with soaked Tapioca; fill the dish
nearly level with water; bake slowly,
gtirring occasionally; a little more
water may be added; bake till trans-
parent; serve with milk or custard.

Recipe for War Bread.

2 cups rolled oats.

2 cups cornmeal.

14 cup molasses.

1 tablespoon butter.

Pour over the above 6 cups boiling
water and let stand till nearly cold.
Then add sponge and knead in quart
white flour or more until you get the
right consistency.
