Five Million Died of
Spanish Influenza.

London, April 25.—Almost five mil-
lion persons have died in British India
from Spanish® influenza, and fully-a
million others are believed to have
died in the native states from the
same cause, according to a report of
the Indian government made public
here.

The foregoing expression tak-
en from the letter of an esteem-
ed correspondent may be said to
crystalize the sentiment in the

cutports, a sentiment which is |

the ‘national outcome of popular
hostility against the Govern-
ment of the day. The people
outside St. John’s have borne
without murmur or protest all
the burdens imposed upon them

/by the war, equally with those

of the Capital. They have put
up with and suffered from many
inconveniences, cheerfully ac-
quiescing because patriotismde-
manded sacrifices. They have
been deprived of many of the
advantages, because of isola-
tion, which St. John’s enjoyed,
but they patiently bore with the
restrietions of war time and ac-
cepted such things as were giv-
en them without question, but
with the hope of a change for
the better whien the thunder of
the guns had ceased.

Land and water traffic during
the over four years of war was
regulated by law, and as certain
curtailments were placed upon
the latter, theavolume of haul-
age over the main line of rail-
way from Port aux Basques to
St. John’s was enormously in-
creased, the trunk line being the
cnly artery of communication
vpon which dependenee could
be placed in the event of the re-
moval of the, few steamers al-
lowed Newfoundland . by the
Board of Shipping, because of
their vital need elsewhere, as
frequently happened. The rail-
way, then, being our sole line of
communication and the need for
keeping it in thorough repair
more important than ever, it
will be wondered why so little
was accomplished and so much
left undone. The result of the
neglect in putting the road bed,
track and rolling stock into that
condition of fitness which the
exigencies of the times demand-
ed is plainly observable now,
and those who are compelled to

travel by the railway are bitter

in their complaints of the inca-
pacity or carelessness of the
management, and many have
not been slow in publicly stat-
ing that in effect it is taking a
serious risk of life to make a
railway journey to-day. Acci-
dents, fortunately the most of
them not of a serious nature,but

ones which with a little care|

could have been avoided, have

occurred so often, that but a‘
few days ago it was joyfully an-

express had made the cross
country trip with but one run-
off. Other accidents have oc-
curred with fatal results, and
though enquiries have taken
place, nothing appears to have
come of them. For these and
other reasons, which will be
enumerated later, outport peo-
ple who are obliged to use the

P. Bennett, A. E. Earle, G. Grimes, J.
Meaney, M. Chipman, all of whom
dwelt strongly on the creation of a lab-
or department. The Chairman spoke
of the indifference of the workmen to
their own interests and the Tollowing
resolutions were submitted and carried
unamiously. °

WHEREAS in all countries the wage
earners constitute the greatest propor-
tion of the population;

AND WHEREAS true prosperity
and happiness cannot exist ni any
country if the wage earner be paid in-
adequate compensation for his work;
AND WHEREAS the wage earner
should not be denied, as he is under
present day industrial conditions, the
means to maintain himself in a reason-
able dexree of comfort;

AND WHEREAS it is essential that
the wage earner should have oppor-
tunity to develop within reasonable
limits all his faculties, physical, in-
tellectual, moral and spiritual;

AND WHEREAS no man should
use the life of another as a mere means
to his own welfare;

AND WHEREAS the workingmen of
the Empire have had dinned into their
ears that the great war was fought in
the interest of democracy;

AND WHEREAS one of the prin-
ciples of democracy is that the wage
earner shall receive from the fruits of
his toil that which will enable him to
live in “reasonable and frugal com-
fort;”

AND WHEREAS the essential con-
ditions of a decent livelihood in.a re-
asonable degree are food, clothing,
shelter, insurance and mental andi
spiritual culture.

AND WHEREAS the wages paid
workingmen in this country are insuf-
ficient to provide these essentials.

AND WHEREAS in the establish-
ment of a Labor Bureau, machinery
could be provided whereby investigat-
jon could be undertaken with the ob-
ject of determining what should con-
stitute a living wage in the different
avocations of labor and industrial en-
terprise.

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED
that this meeting had for its object
the establishment of;a. Labor Bureau;

AND BE IT RESOLVED that pow-
érs should be given the Labor Bureau
to conduct investigations and take evi-
dcnce for the purpose of fixing a living
wage to each section of the working
men;

AND BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that
in the opinion of this meeting it is ex-
pedient that Legislative action be tak-
en during the present session of the
Legislature for the creation of a Labor
Bureau, and that a copy of these re-
sclutions be forwarded to the Premier,
Right Hon. Sir W. F. Lloyd.

A deputation will wait on the Pre-
mier immediately and present the re-
solutions.

The House met at 3.30 p.m,

Petitions were presented by Messrs.
Stone and Abbott.

The Colonial Secretary tabled the
annual statement of the Reid Nfld.
Co, to June 30, 1918.

Mr. Currie gave notice of questions
for to-morrow.

The following questions were ask-

Colonial Secretary if the Reid New-
foundland Company have presented a
claim against the Government, on ac-
count of, or arising out of the 1910
Railway Contract, and if so, to state
the nature of such claim _and what
sum of money is alleged to be due the
said Company, also if thes Government
has recognized the claim by making
any payment on account of same or
has promised that any such payment
shall be made during the current
year.

Answer 1.—The Reid Newfound-
land Company sent in a statement of
accounts on 6th August 1917 in con-
nection with the Branch Railways
Construction Contract of 1910. The

In all the Company alleged (omit-
ting the “Cash for Land” claim that
$668,041.28 were due them, of which
amount a sum of $132,546.94 was paid
them without prejudice. No further
payment on account has been prom-
ised this or any other year.

(2)—To ask the Hon. Colonial Sec-
retary. to Iay on the table of the
House a statement showing the am-
ount of freight and numbers of pas-
sengers, exclusive of excursionists,
conveyed over thg Branch Railways,
each and every year since they were
opened for traffic, the statement to
indicate "distinctly. the traffic. earn-
ings of the respective lines,

Answer.—The Government have not
got the figures asked for as the
Schedules (e) of the Railway Act of
1901 under which the Branch Rail-
ways are operated present the figures
only in the aggregate for the whole
railway system and not separately for
each branch of same.

(3)—To ask the Right Hon. the
Premier, if it is the intention of the
Government to demand that the Reid
Newfoundland Company shall pro-
ceed without further delay to- con-
struct the Branch Railways to For-
tune Bay and Bonne Bay, which were
contracted for in 1910, or if it is the
intention of the Government to re-
lcase the Company from the obli-
gation to construct those Branch Rail-
ways and cancel the contract. Also
what steps have been taken by the
Government, or are to be taken, to
compel the Railway Contractors to
make the railway safe for public traf-
fie.

To this question the Prime Minister
replied that the Government had no i

information to give; the questions
were still under consideration.

The answers to the other three
were deferred on "account of the ab-
sence of the Minister of Public Works
from the House.

And yet
Krilenko’s portrait is given next in or-
der, not so much because of its re-
semblance to the preceding types, but
because it affords a striking example
of the depths to which the mind, sour-
ed against society, can sink in its con-
torted perversion. '

Krilenko, the ex-Commander-in-
Chief, the author of the notorious
fraternizing order which finally de-
stroyed the Russian Army, the inspir-
er of the murder of Dukhonin, has
become to-day Krilenko the Blood-
sucker, Krilenko the Bolshevist Pub-
lic Prosecutor. Of all Bolshevist
types this is assuredly the most de-
generate and the most perverted. In-
deed, it may reasonably_ be doubted
whether Krilenko is in reality quite
sane. Even in crime it would be a
compliment to compare him to Marat,
and yet in his thirst for blood and in
his hysterical shrieking for the death
sentence he is as insatiable as a drug
field in his craving for cocaine or
morphia. And yet this is a man who
has received a university education
and who has practised as a lawyer.
Still a comparatively young man, his
heavily lined face bears all the marks
of early degeneration. Famous since
his student days as a demagogic ora-
for, Krilenko to-day employs all his
talents in exciting and inflaming the
blood lust of the mob. The rumours
which appeared in the English Press
regarding his capture and death at
the hands of the Cossacks appear now
to be untrue. The latest news from
Russia states that he is still alive
and still exercising his nefarious pow-
ers as Public Prosecutor.

BUCHARIN AND KAMENEFF.

One of the most interesting Bol-
shevist types, in that he is not a

son of a Court official and a man of
good education, Bucharin has main-
tained an independent position inside
the Bolshevist Party without ever tak-
ing any responsible office. He was
the chief Bolshevist opponent of the
Brest Treaty, and has written several
good pamphlets on the Bolshevist
movement. One of these is his notori-
us “Programme of the Communists”
—a book which reveals with almost
brutal nakedness the real aims and
aspirations of the Bolshevists. Still
under 40, of small stature but of
great personal courage, he is theo-
retically more extreme and more doc-
trinaire in his ideas than Lenin. He
is, moreover, the one Bolshevist who
is not afraid to criticize Lenin or to
cross swords with him in a dialetical
duel. )
As far as pure intellect is con-
cerned, Kameneff must rank after
Lenin as one of the chief intellgetual
forces of the movement. Only 36
years old, with his black moustache
and beard Kameneff looks very much
older than his age. Like the major-
ity of his colleagues, he is a Jew, his
real name being Rosenfeldt. He was
born of rich parents, and under the
old regime was a “hereditary honor-
ary burgher.” A graduate of Moscow
University, he agquired his Socialistic
tendencies during his student  days,

'LUNACHARSKY THE VISIONARY.

A type very different from any of
the preceding is represénted by Lun-
acharsky. This man 'is a Russian of
good family and the somy of a State/
Councillor. Tall, with slightly droop=
ing shoulders, silky -beard and moup‘l
tache, and pince-nez, he is a ma ot
mild appearance, mild manners," and
soft speech. He radiates mildness and
softness, and he dabbles in Bolshev-
ism as he dabbles in art. He is es-
sentially. the amiable visionary, the
Bolshevist crank, the Bolshevist edu-
cationist. ‘While no one could pos-
sibly be afraid of Lunacharsky as a
revolutionary force, there is no doubt
that this revolutionary idealist is of
considerable service to the Bolshevists
as a propaganda agent. He is at the
head of the Bolshevist Department of
Education, and in this position he has
been responsible for a number of de-
crees, many of them admirable in
theory, for the free education of the
whole people. In reality these re-
forms exist only on paper, all educa-
tion having broken down under the
oppression of a regime which in spite
of all Bolshevist inducements has
alienated the sympathies of that hith-
erto most revolutionary body, the Un-
ion of Russian Teachers.

Lunacharsky, however, has been in-
strumental in bringing back Gorki, it
not as a Bolshevist sheep, at least
into the Bolshevist fold. Gorki now
directs a Bureau of Literature in Pet-
rograd, where talented but starving
members of the aristocracy and the
inteligentsia Are engaged in translat-
ing William Morris and Ruskin for
the edification of the proletariat.
Lunacharsky, too, has been useful
to the Bolshevists in another respect.
‘When it was found that the Bolshevist
persecution of the Church was creat-
ing a bad impression amongst %he
| workmen and the peasants, Lunachar-
'sky, as an original adherent to the
Orthodox Faith, was called upon to
pour oil upon the troubled waters and
to -start a “Bolshevising” movement
inside the Church itself. In the au-
tumn of ldst year he engaged, there-
fore in a number of public “dis-
putes” with the. ‘more liberal priests
of the Orthodox Church, at which
each side was allowed to state its
own case. It was on one of these
occasions that Lunacharsky made his
famous speech in which he compared
Lenin’s 'persecution of the capitalists
with Christ’s expulsion of the money-
lenders from the Temple, finishing
with the startling peroration that “if
Christ had been alive to-day he would
have been a Bolshevist.”

MINOR LEADERS.

Of the other Commissaries, Stek-
loff Nakhauskis, a man of no sub-
stance but a clever writer, is editor of
the official Izviestia. Uritsky, the
former head of the Petrograd Extra-
ordinary Commission, and Volodar-
sky, the former Petrograd Censor,
were both assassinated in the sum-
mer and autumn of last year, in each
case by a Socialist Jew.

Both Jews themselves, they were
men of considerable ability, and their
death has been a serious loss to a
party which has not succeded in at-
tracting many able men. This is es-
pecially the case with regard to Urit-
sky, who, like Trotsky and Tchitch-
erin, was originally a Menshevist.
Strangely enough, Uritsky was at one
time private secretary to Plechanoff,
the -father of the Social-Democratic
movement in Russia, who died last
year, stricken down with grief and
sorrow at-the ruin brought upon his
country by a party whichy he had in
some way helped to create.

of Italian subjects in Fiume.

REFUSED INCREASE.

MELBOURNE, Aus., May 1.

{Via Reuter’s.)—Owing to interfer-
ence of the New South Wales Govern-
ment by appointing a Royal Commis-
gion to inquire into the coal trade,
the colliery proprietors have refused
to sign an agreement increasing min-
ers’ wages by twenty and -one-half
per cent.,, the Commonwealth Govern-
ment in return sanctioning an in-
crease of three shillings per ton in
the price of coal. The Common-
wealth Government has consequently
decided to take power to commandzer
all coal in the Commonwealth.

JUSTIFIES PAYMENTS.

LONDON, May 1.

(Via Reuter’s.)—The Minister of
Labor defending the payment of the
unemployment donation, pointed out
that the million recipients included
350,000 members of the forces, -180,-
000 former munition workers, and
100,000 cotton operatives, who were
unemployed owing to the blockade.

LONDON, May 1.

A Russian wireless official’ state-
ment says that along the Salmyach
River, northwest of Orenburg, the
Reds obtained complete victory over
Admiral Kolchak’s fourth army corps,
wiping out eight regiments and cap-
turing more than 1,500 prisoners. The
general in command of the Siberian
fifth division also was captured. The
Bolshevik statement adds, the banks
of the Salmysch are covered with
bodies. More than six hundred have
been counted. Many of the enemy
were hurled into the river by bayonet
thrusts.

The Cost of Living.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—In this morning’s News
I read with a deep interest the letter
on the subject of the Minimum Wage
by T. M. White,-President of the N. L.
W. A. Men’s Association.

It has now come to a time when the
wage-earners cannot do anything else
but demand Legislative enactment,
because it can be plainly seen by any-
one with common sense, after read-

tained for a family of.six, published
this morning in Mr. White's letter,
for $14.43, not including clothing, and
only allowing $52 a year for house
rent, for which sum no house in the
city can be rented. No mention of
school fees, doctors or druggist, beds
or bedding, soap, towels, wood, etc., is
made, and the father of that family
of six must pay $70 for® a suit of
clothes to-day which he could get for
$25 sometime ago.

Some can have
their grapefruit or oranges for break-
fast; their turkey, roast meat, etc,
for dinner, and just what they please
for tea, while so many of our broth-
ers and sisters have not- bread and
butter.

A Socialistic spirit, you say, exists
in the writer? Ah, no! but fair play
or a fair wage to the working classes
is all we want to see.

In writing before I mentioned this
fact:—“There are members sitting in
our House of Assembly with hearts
as large and big as you want to find.
All is needed is time to consider. Now,

| then, we are waiting 'and watching

for the one who will stand up in our
Legislative ' Chamber and see that
these weaker brothers and\gisters get
simply fair play.”

The working classes have awaken-
ed out of their sleep, and have found
out we are all made of the one com-
mon clay, and the God that placed

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London, April 30.—The Easter Re-
cess gave the politicians an opportun-
ity to lay their plans for -a battle
which is likely to involve.the premier-
ship of England. The - first battle,
which may be declared, will probably

come when Austin Chamberlain' in-
troduces his budget at the re-assemb-
ling of parliament.

By that time, it i{s expected, the
Paris conference will have completed
the bulk of its labors, ang the critics
of the government will no longer
have to face the charge of injuring
Britain’s international position by the
desire to make domestic changes. The
budget, while it will hit all classes, -
will serve as a good weapon to  use
against the government.

Lord Northcliffe, who is a ecrafty,
|s2vage fighter, pretends in his paper
that Lloyd George’s attack is hardly
worth considering, but it is plainly
evident that the famoiy publisher is
planning already to overthrow the
Premier at the first opportuzity =%
presents itself to him. When North-
cliffe starts, it will be no futile blow
but a thrust, backed by all the pow-
er-of the publisher, who controls as
many politicians as newspapers, and
that is a considerable handful. J. J.
Garyin, a W»olitical expert, says that
Northcliffe is doomed to defeat if he
tries to unhorse the premier in the
near future, because Lloyd George is
moving steadily towards the left, en-
listing new supporters from the
ranks of the Radicals. One rumor
has it that Lord Northcliffe will try to
defeat the Premier in the commons
and then, withouf a dissolution of
Parliament, form a Tory coalition,
headed either by Lord Robert Cecil
or Winston Churchill. I put little
faith in this rumor for several reas-
ons. In the first place, Lord Robert
is not I{E’ely to accept leadership un-
der such conditions and Churchill is
too dependent on the premier to allow
himself to be used by Lloyd George's
enemies. Besides, there is no cer-
tainty that the majority could be ob-
tained against Lloyd George in the
present House of Commons on any
important questions.

It is much more
Northcliffe will

probable that
carry on a cam-

¢ paign of criticism, hoping thereby to
; undermine Lloyd George’s strength in

the: country.

Meanwhile the premier ecan pay
more attention to domestic ‘recon-
struction, following closely the pro-
gram laid down by labor, and when
he thinks the attacks are serious he
can appeal again to the electorate.
His National Industrial Council gives
him excellent material with which to
work. There is always the possibil-
ity that he can make it almost as im-
portant as the Commons itself. North-
cliffe’s great difficulty is to find an
angle from which to fight.

Twelve months ago when he told
me of his scheme for resettling sold-
iers after the war, he described a plan
that would have 'revolutionized land
owning conditions| in England. These
views appeared frequently in his pa-
pers and he can hardly make a face
about at this time. It might win him
parliamentary support, but would
not increase his popularity., On the
other hand he can hardly hope to
fight Lloyd George from positions
further to the left.
