The suicide ‘of Princé Joachim of

that only happened after he had
made married life impossible—seem to
have been one long drunken debauch.

It was the Emperor’s in-
tention to instal Prince Joachim as
King of Lithuania, which was the
reason why his fighting was done on
the Eastern front. I have very little
doubt that the Lithuanians are de-
voutly thankful that the Prince never
reigned in that ccuntry, and his sui-
cide, perhaps, is a blessing in disguise,
for it certainly s a very patent de-
terrent to those who are willing to
light the blaze again in order to get
the Hohenzollerns back upon the
throne. The recent wedding of Prin-
cess Alexandra Victoria of '‘Schleswig
Holstein, who was until recently the
wife of Prince August Wilkam, the
fourth son of the Kaiser, and to whom
she has preferred her chauffeur, is
another instance of the marital im-
possibility of the PmpEror's sons.—

Premier and Poland.

“Poland is the lynch-pin of the
Treaty of Versailles,” as Mr. Church-
ill said picturesquely in an article in
yesterday’s London Evening News.
Yet if the armistice terms which the
Bolsheviks have proposed to Poland
are correctly reported, Lenin and
Trotsky are attempting, in collusion
with their secret allies, the Germans,
to smash that “lynch-pin.”

This is not a manoeuvre which the |
British Government can tolerate for
a moment. In the Note of July 11 to
Lenin, the British Government stat-
ed:

*“If Soviet Russia, despite its re-
“peated declarations intends
“to take action hostile to Poland in

“ijts own territory, the British Gov-

“ernment and its Allies would feel
“bound to assist the Polish nation
“with all the means at. their dis-
“posal.”

By this declaration the British Gov-
ernment assumed a heavy responsi-
bility, and :ncurred special obliga-
tions to Poland which it can by no
possibility evade. It has bound itself, :
if the Bolshevist terms
ported, to give the Poles all the aid!
in its power. It has bound itself,
that is to say, to help them with

are as re-!

'arms, munitions, and aircraft, for it
jhas no troops to send. The destruc-
i tion of Poland would mean that the
Treaty of Versailles had been torn up
and that Germany had won the peace.

There never was a moment which
demanded wiser statesmanship. Yet
in face of Mr. Bonar Law’s declara-
tion in the House of Commons on
Tuesday, that “negotiations with the
Soviet Government must be futile”
unless the British prisoners in Rus-
sia and at Baku are released, it is re-
ported that the Bolshevist trade mis-
sion is about to return to London
though those prisoners are still in
misery. If this news is true, then our
Government has been guilty of
most lamentable weakness, and has
disgracefully failed in its duty to the
British victims in Bolshevist hsnds-—
Daily Mail, July 29.

British Shipbuilding.

That Britain does not intend
to relinquish her supremacy on
the seas in the carrying trade is
evidenced from the figures given
in Lloyd’s Register Shipbuilding
Returns for.the quarter ended
June 20, 1920. As Lloyd’s Reg-
jster of Shipping takes into ac-
count only vessels of one hun-
dred tons gross and upwards,
under construction, the actual
shipbuilding figures are neces-
sarily unavailable, but. those
given are ample proof of the
place which the Empire occu-
pies in/the world’s shipping list.
For the period above r_xamed
there were nine hundred and
forty-one merchant vessels, ag-
gregating a total gross tonnage
of three million, five hundred
and seventy-eight thousand, one
hundred and fifty-three, under
construction in the United King-
dom alone. Of these eight hun-
dred and ninety-five were steam,
888 being steel, 3 Ferro con-
crete and 4 wood and composite,
and forty-six sail, of these 41
being steel, 3 Ferro concrete and
2 wood and composite. The
classification of the 941 ships
under construction as per ton-
nage is 181 steam, 38 sail from
100 up to 500 tons; 84 steam, 8
sail from 500 up to 1,000 tons;
98 steam from 1,000 to 2,000
tons; 79 from 2,000 to 3,000
tons; 85 from 3,000 to 4,000
tons; 58 from 4,000 to 5,000
tons; 87 from 5,000 to 6,000
tons; 100 from 6,000 to 8,000
tons; 60 from 8,000 to 10,000
tons; 9 from 10,000 to 12,000
tons; 31 from 12,000 to 15,000
tons; 20 from 15,000 to 20,000
tons; 38 from 20,000 to 25,000
tons. The gross tonnage figures
show an iIncrease of 184,000
tons more than was in hand at
the end of the March quarter,
and 1,054,000 tons ahead of the
figures for the corresponding
period last year.

rive at the exact total of -the
Empire, as well as for compari-
son with the \ships under econ-
struction by the rest of the
maritime countries. The Do-
minons beyond the Seas are re-
sponsible for the laying :down
of ninety-one steam and motor,
and twenty-four sailing vessels,
their gross tonnage being two
hundred ;and sixty-eight thous-
and, seven hundred and ninety-
nine. Therefore the grand total
of British shipping under com-,
struction at %he end of June,
amounted to three million, eight|
hundred and forty-six thousand,
nine hundred and fifty-two tons,
the number of vessels, steam,
motor and sail, being 1,056.
Next to the British Empire in
shipbuilding comes the United
States of America, which coun-
try has under construction four
hundred and fourteen vessels of
‘a total gross tonnage of two
million, “one hundred and five
thousand, nine - hundred and
fifty-six. Away behind but sec-
ond in order of foreign countries
comes Holland with 153 ships of
398,915 tons. Italy follows with
166 vessels, of 353,914 tons;
France is fourth with 95 ships
of ' 265,302 tons. Japan, the
Britain of the East, is fifth on
the list having to her credit 56
vessels totalling 254,260 tons.
Sweden enters far behind with
73 vessels of 125,899 tons, Den-
mark coming a close second
with 62 steam and sail ships,
having a tonnage of 118,439.
Spain takes eighth place, having
under construction 383 vessels,
tonnaging 101,432, Norway
which was formerly ahead of
all the lesser maritime coun-
tries reports for 62 vessels, with
4 tonnage of 87,579. China
hails for seven steam ships
only, their gross tonnage being
29,850. Belgium comes eleventh
with six steamers being built,
the tonnage of which runs up to
24,210. Portugal goes in for
sailing vessels, having 6 on the
stocks, tonnaging 38,500. Brazil
has 2 steam and 2 sai]in{; ves-
sels building, their gross ton-
nage being 3,196; and last of all
comes Greece with two steam
ships of g tonnage of 1,500.
Germany is not included in the
foregoing; the figures of ships'
under construction not beingl
available at the time of compila-
tion by Lloyd’s. As against the
Empire’s 1,056 ships with 3,-
846,952 tons, being built, the
rest of the world-may lay claim
to have slightly more than even-
ed, its total, exclusive of Ger-
many, being 1,139 vessels, ag-,
gregating a gross tonnage of
3,873,952. The world’s - total
number of ships under con¢
struetion is 2,195, viz., 2,027
steam, of 7,650,727 tons, and
168 sail of 70,177 tons. Out of
this Lloyd’s has under inspec-
tion 4,930,340 tons. With such
a record as this the trident is
not likely to pass from the
hands of Britannia for some
-time, and the “red duster” will
flaunt triumphantly over the
seven seas, while the men who
sail under it will have no reason
to complain that it is not hold-
.ing its. own in the seaports of
the world.

The Fish Export Regulatiohs are
in the main responsible for this state
of affairs, partictlarly as they relate
to Dry Fish, the marketing and ship-
rping restrictions, rendering it impos-
sible for dealers to know just where
they stand. Those of the fishermen
who madé their fall 'and winter' catch
are holding it still, merchants not
making any -offers whatever. That
this means a dead loss to skiff own-
ers is easily discernible.

A prominent importer of Port aux
Basques has a comsignment of sugar
from Canada, in Bond at the Cus-
toms Warehouse, for the delivery of
which he cannot get a permit from
the Food Control Board, excepting
under certain conditions: This sugar
was bought in Halifax at a price
which would warrant retailing by the
importer at 27 cents per pound, he
making a satisfactory profit thereby.
The F.C.B., so it is said, refuse to
allow delivery unless the \importer
pays over to them the difterence be-
tween the 27 cents, at which he can
sell, and the 31 cents retail price im-
posed hy the Board, a matter of 4
cents per pound, which the Board
propose to take out of the pockets of
the consumers deliberately. The im-
porter refuses to agree to any such
arrangement and there ensues a dead-
lock, which, however, threatens to be
broken, if necessary, by the consignee
and his merry men going to the Ware-
house and forcibly removing the
sweet stuff.

LONDON, July 10th, 1920.

The departure of the King . and
Qnem and Princess Mary from Eus-
‘ton Station on their jcurney to Edin-
‘burgh was marked by a number of
unrehearsed incidents. The King and
‘Queen were st thc station fully ten
minutes before time, and took great
'intemt in: the impromptu receptioa
g‘ven them by several hundred young-
~slers who were waiting for a train
«whlch was to take them for a country
:excursion. Some waved cricket stumps
/and bats, others their butterfly nets.
"All cheered their best, and the King
‘and Queen were . obviously delighted.
iThe Court will be away from London
‘for over a fortnight, and in the mean-
‘time Edinburgh, the Clyde, the Isle of
Man, and Wales will be visited in
‘turn. Most of the time after Edinburgh
,will be spent on the Royal yacht,
‘which is already off the Scottish
coast.

RE-OPENING OF THE TATE.

At last the Tate Gallery, which is
situated not very far from Westmins-
ter Abbey, is to be re-opened to the
“public after having been closed since
the early days of the war. Maay
‘changes will be discerned by those
whose memories take them back to
the gallery in 1915. The gallery is be-
ing gradually converted from a place
.exclusively given to modern Britizh
art to a gallery of British art in which
the development of the national scho»l
from the time of Hogarth can bhe
studied up to the present day. The
finest example of the British masters,
however, will be shown at Trafalgar
Square (the National Gallery), but, on
the other hand, the Tate has receivad
many pictures that were formerly at
the National Gallery. Thus we shall
be able to study the eighteenth cea-
tury in gallery 1, Blake and early Eng-
lish water colors in gallery 2, Coa-
stable, Crome, Cotman, Wilkie, and
Ward, and artists up to 1850 in gallery
8, the Pre-Raphaelites in galleries 4
and 5, and the Turners in the Turner
wing. Since the closing of the gallery
a remarkable number of important
new pictures have been acquired by
the Tate, chiefly examples by Alfrod
Stevens and the Pre-Raphaelites, some
»f which have not been exhibited for
Pty years.

AUSTRALIAN COAL FOR EUROPE.

1 have had a talk with an Australian
official who is intimately acquainted
with the export trade of the Common-
wealth in coal regarding the trans-
action made by a Middlesbrough firm,
whereby vast quantities of ccal are to
be shipped from Austiralia to Sweden
within the next six months. My in-
formant has grave doubts as to the
permanent economic possibility of
fetching coal from Australia to any
part of Europe at a reduction in cost
as compared with British prices for
export of coal to Sweden or any other
country in Eurnpe. The merchant Ves-
sels belonging to the. Commonwealth
Government ‘are more than fully oc-
cupied with the other and normal

branches of Australia’s export trade’

to Europe, and they are not likely at
any time to be awailable for the trans-
port of coal. Special steamers will re-
quire to be chartered for the coal
trade, and the time taken to cover
the voyage, which, it is said, could
hardly be less regularly than two and
a half months, would greatly increase
the cost.

In che
past coal has been exported to coun-
tries within conveniently economic
range of the Australian coal-fields and
seaports.

ENGLISH HORSEMANSHIP.

Walter Winans stated publicly the
other day that “the knowledge and
love of horses is extinct in England
riowadays,” and that “with the exc2p-
tion of a few of our cavalrymen rid-
ing is detériorating in this country.”
This is his considered opinion, given
after watching the brilliant perform-
2nces of the foreign officers who were
winning all before them at the Inter-
national Horse Show, and it is chal-

men who have some authority to
speak. While the great skill of the
Continental officers at Olympia is ad-
mitted, it is ‘pointed out that show-
ring riding is an art in itself wheh
has never been practised to any great
extent by Englishmen, who prefer to
hunt or play polo. On the other hand,
Continental officers have always speci-
alised in it. They have no facilities to
hunt, they do not play much polo, and
it is their greatest recreation: This
show-ring riding, which demands
long training of both man and horse,
is a feature of the training of all the
Continental cavalry schools. It is, :n
fact, a drill. It is not specialised in at
the British cavalry schools or with
the Royal Horse Artillery, and officers
do not get the same facilities to he-
come as. perfect as the Continental
rivals to whom they have had to give
best at Olympia. Englishmen ve-
gard the true test of horsemanship as
the ability to pilot a horse safely and
without unduly- distressing him over
a severe hunting country. If Mr, Win-
ans wants an object-lesson, let him go
abroad and watch an amateur riders’
steeplechase, and then compare the
horsemanship shown with that dis-
played at an English race meeting.

JAPAN IN THE MELTING POT.

Japanese opinion in London is very
concerned with the scant but disturb-
ing news received during the past few
weeks\trom Eastern Siberia. The mili-
tary cemsorship in Japan is very
stringent, and there is more than a
suspicion that it is being used by the
army chiefs to propagate their own
views to the exclusion of political and
civilian opinion generally which, I am
told, is energetically opposed to the
desire of the militarists for the quasi-
permanent occupation of Russian or
ex-Russian territory. The average Jap-
anese now thinks in terms of com-
mercial rather than of territorial ax-
pansion. The country is becoming the
world’s carrier in all the Eastern seas,
even as Germany just before the war,
and regards military adventures as
unremunerative work. There is, in
fact going on in the Japan of to-day
very much the same struggle as was
being waged between the German mili-
tarists and peaceful penetrators dar-
ing the quarter of a century prior to
the cataclysm of 1914. Such, at least,
is the opinion of a very distinguished
Japanue Dersonality now in London.

Even in this dull, materialistic ' age
there are few to whom a wedding will
not conjure up some memories, sweet
or  Dbitter, and intermingled with
superstition and romance.

“The time is far distant when even
the most matter-of-fact bride would
