Barely one in five persons 
forty years old weigh what they 
should. Next time you weigh yourself 
have a look at the scale on the ma­
chine, and see it you “go” your cor­
rect weight. The chances are you will 
see a little on the heavy side!

Now. a certain amount of fat is use­
ful—indeed necessary. The fat be 
neath our skin acts as a sort of elas­
tic padding to save us from shocks 
and jars. It also maintains the body 
heat.

It is a store of energy, and peo­
ple who gre too thin cannot stand 
prolonged strains as well as those 
who are plump.

But fat in excess is bad, and the 
trouble is that so many people who, 
in their youth, were very athletic, find 
themselves running to fat as soon as 
they are too old to keep up strong 
exercise.

They then get short of breath, they j 
suffer from palpitation of the heart, 
and the increased weight of the body 
tells on the legs, producing pains 
which are oftem—but wrongly—called, 
rheumatic.

Fat Is a disease which can he cured, 
but the# curing requires self-denial 
and much exercise of will. Drugs are 
perfectly useless. Diet is everything 
in such case».

The foods the fat person must give 
up .are sugary and starchy. Thick 
soups, sardines, salmon, and other 
Oily fish, rlcs, macaroni, sago, peas, 
beans, potatoes, sweets of all sorts, 
pastry and beer, spirits and cocoa—

all these must be absolutely abandon­
ed.

There is, however, no need to give 
up butter, t for butter gives energy, 

over j not fat. Lean meat, poultry, game, 
white fish, green vegetables, gluten 
bread or digestive biscuits, and tea 
without milk. These form the diet for 
reducing fat.

Exercise is essential. Walking, at 
first, then, as the fat;diminishes, row­
ing and riding.

Turkish baths are useful, but they 
do not suit everyone: An excellent sub­
stitute is the electric light bath, 
which not only reduces fat, but has 
great curative value.

Worth Knowing.

In scraping new potatoes it is a 
good plan to lightly grease the fingers 
before beginning. This will keep them 
from getting discoloured.

Never fill a kettle in the morning 
with the first water that comes from 
the tap for this has been in the lead or 
iron pipe all night, and is likely to be 
unwholesome.

Wipe furniture with a leather 
wrung out of cold water, to which a 
little vinegar has been added before 
using furniture polish; it will then 
shine readily.

PRESIDENT GRIFFITH'S DEAD.
DUBLIN, Aug. 13.

Dublin was shocked early yesterday 
to learn of the sudden death of Ar­
thur Griffith, President of the Dail 
Eireann, and everywhere it was com­
mented on as one of the most tragic 
and wholly unexpected events In 
troubled Ireland. Death came at a 
nursing home apparently from heart 
attack following an operation a few 
days ago for tonsilitis. Few people 
In Dublin even knew that the ardent 
worker for the Free State cause was 
ill. Immediately the signs of mourn­
ing were displayed on buildings and 
ships in the harbor. The first ques­
tion on all sides was what effect the 
death of the leader would have on 
the solution of problems before the 
Provisional Government. His Collea­

No Relationship.

There are no ties of either 
kindred or affinity between our 
evening contemporary and con­
sistency, so that if at any time 
they become wedded to each 
other, it will not be an easy mat­
ter to divorce them. But the un­
ion of the Advocate and this vir­
tue is a long way off yet and no 
person need fear their coming to­
gether even for a short period, 
unless it suits any exigency of 
the moment,, and even then the 
union will not be durable. On 
Thursday our good friend, who 
sometimes can be coherent and 
lucid used up three columns of 
editorial space in an article show­
ing what a great thing it was for 
the fishermen of the West Coast 
to be in a position to export their 
produce to Halifax direct, and 
incidentally in the same article 
suggested that the taking off the 
Portia from this service was of 
incalculable benefit to the peo­
ple. That steamer was not a nec­
essary transportation facility for 
the West Coast states our e.c. 
but does not explain any further 
than to say that the boat was not 
availed of when on the route “to 
even a moderate extent.” The 
firms in the city which often 
loaded the Portia with freight 
for the West Coast should be in 
a position to confute this state­
ment, and merchants on the 
West Coast will know how best 
to answer tfie charge of the Ad­
vocate that they did not utilise 
the ship to even a moderate ex­
tent. In passing one wonders at 
first glance just why the usually 
genial editor of the Advocate in­
troduced into his article the name 
of Mr. James R. MacDonnell, M. 
H.A., for the district of St. 
George, but as the lines are fol­
lowed it is discovered that there 
is a reason, a political reason, and 
one out of which much capital 
could be made. It is true that Mr. 
MacDonnell was offered the port­
folio of Agriculture and Mines 
by the Prime Minister in 1919, 
but it is equally true that Mr. 
MacDonnell promptly refused the 
office and immediately broke with 
the Government. Why?

But to return to the subject. 

Our contemporary is perfectly 
agreeable to West Coast fisher­
men sending their products to 
Canada, and in fact encourages 

■them to do so. In effect it says 
the Portia was taken off the 
Western Coastal route in order 
that such an opportunity should 
Ibe afforded. Actually it is a mat- 
iter for rejoicing, according to 
the Advocate, that all West 
Coast produce of the sea should 
go to Halifax and be bought up­
on the Coast by representatives 
of Halifax firms, for either trade 
■or cash, or taken on account, for 
that is just what it amounts to, 
thus taking the trade away from 
gt. John’s. But when it is a ques­
tion of the fishermen of the 

forth sending their herring to 
ifftx, why then the Adyocate 

sings a different tune. Halifax is 
getting the loaf of our herring 
Ibusiness with the West Indies,

whilst Newfoundland but eats of 
the crumbs which f^U from the 
Halifax table. That’s where the 
shoe pinches. Halifax is good 
enough for the West, but riot 
quite good enough for the North. 
It is a grand thing for West | 
Coast fishermen to dispose of 
their herring to Halifax firms, 
but your Northern fishermen 
must needs have a line of steam­
ships sailing direct front New­
foundland to West Indian ports 
in order that accommodation be 
provided for certain parties who 
desire to export their collections 
to market at the expense of the 
whole of Newfoundland. Halifax 
sold Jamaica Newfoundland her­
ring last year the Advocate tells 
us. Yes and will again this year, 
because the greater portion of 
the Newfoundland herring ship­
ped to Halifax is off the West 
Coast, and so long as the ill ad­
vised jjolicy of removing steam J 
connection between points there 
and St. John’s is continued so 
long will the Canadian steamer 
owned by a company in Halifax 
and plying along the West Coast 
from Channel to Port Saunders, 
continue to pick up such cargoes 
for her owners similar to that 
which was cleared from Channel 
for Halifax a few days ago.

The Late Arthur Griffith
The whole world to-day must de­

plore the really tragic stroke of fate 
that has taken away from the newly 
created Irish Free State the man who 
more than anyone else deserves the 
title of its creator. On Saturday 
many an Irish heart must have stop­
ped In its beating at the news that j 
Arthur Griffith was dead. Amongst 
all the tragedies that have succeeded 
each other In Ireland, his death will 
be the greatest. He was the Napo­
leon of modern Ireland ; his was the 
mind that conceived, nurtured and 
brought to its richest fulness the pol­
icy of Sinn Fein. He was born about 
1870 and received his education in 
Ireland. He spent some years on the 
Rand In South Africa, returning to 
Ireland about 1898. From that time 
he devoted his abilities, energies and 
it may be said, his life, to the cause 
of Irish independence. Including the 
Parliamentary Party, he had to fight 
every other social or economic unit 
in Ireland practically singlehanded, 
and his courage through all the long 
and trying years to 1916 never flinch­
ed and his energies never flagged. 
James Stephens, the Irish poet, said 
that “No man in Ireland but Mr. 
Griffith was capable of this sustained 
endurance, and few men anywhere 
have been so bitterly vituperated or 
so hopelessly outnumbered as he 
was.”

In 1965 he founded Sinn Fein, and 
in support of this policy he edited a 
succession of newspapers with a skill 
and ingenuity that no other journal­
ist of the world possessed. He could 
probably have held the highest jour­
nalistic posts in England or America 
had he chosen to devote himself to 
that profession. He was a shy, quiet 
man with the head of a thinker. With 
all due credit to Mr. Collins it must 
truly be said that it was Arthur Grif­
fith who bore the brunt of the negoti­
ations with the English statesmen 
from October to December last year. 
His knowledge of corporative statis­
tics put him at a great advantage, 
and although his political opponents 
have since turned down the settle­
ment he brought back, they certainly 
could not have got more. He was a 
great speaker whose chief qualities 
were his sincerity and his determina­
tion, combined with all the native 
passionate eloquence that is charac­
teristic of the Irish race.

On his return from England he was 
elected President of Dail Eirrean in 
succession to Mr. De Valera, but dur­
ing Mr. De Valera’s long absence in 
America Mr. Griffith had been the real 
leader in the country. Ireland will 
lose in him the only man that seemed 
capable to steer her through the or­
deal of civil war. His task was near 
completion. The rebels against the 
Free State set up by the great ma­
jority of the Irish people seem to be 
making their last stand. Only when 
they were subdued would Ireland be 
ahle to get to work. It was to Arthur 
Griffith that the people had entrust­
ed this task. Who will take his 
place, time alone can tell. “Occasion 
finds the man,” runs the proverb, but 
not for a long time again will Ireland 
have as her leader a man with a soul 
more simple and sincere, a man more 
unattached and single in his motives, 
a heart more devoted to her cause, 
and a will more determined to secure 
its fulfilment. A new name is added 
to the list of Ireland’s heroes. All 
Ireland will weep. Arthur Griffith is 
dead. May his soul rest in peace.— 
W.J.B.

A message to Mr. J. J. Collins, of 
the Marconi Wireless Telegraph Com­
pany, sent yesterday by the operator 
at Point Amour, advises the recovery 
and interment of three bodies, lost 
when H.M.S. Raleigh went ashore on 
Tuesday last.

There is no use denying that the 

present situation at the collieries of 
Nova Scotia is a serious one. The 
possibility of a general strike is im­
minent and at this writing It looks as 
if the utmost consideration of the 
general needs and concessions on both 
sides will be necessary to avert such 
a catastrophe. The opinion is pre 
valent that the move for a strike was 
started as an electioneering device in 
connection with the U.M.W. election. 
If this is so the movement has gone 
farther than its authors intended and 
the bottling of the genie has become 
a very difficult problem. Hope will 
be held, however, that the men on 
both sides upon whom rests the res­
ponsibility of arriving at a settle­
ment if at all possible will be able to 
do so. A settlement of the wage dis­
pute and stabilizing of conditions un­
til next spring anyway is of the utmost 
importance to every party involved, 
to the miners, to the companies and to 
the general public. The coal industry 
has now reached the stage where re­
covery from the two years of depres­
sion seems at hand. Outputs are large, 
the demand for coal is excellent, 
plenty of shipping is available, and a 
busy fall season is in prospect if no­
thing occurs to change conditions. It 
would be deplorable if just at this 
juncture a strike should destroy these 
bright prospects.

In a review of the situation and of 
the recent actions of the U.M.W., the 
Canadian Mining Journal refers to the 
report that this strike movement origi­
nated as a move in the U.M.W. election 
campaign. This, the Journal says, is 
playing with fire and the industry will 
suffer because of if. The Journal con 
tinues as follows:

"Men cannot be incited to strike and 
incensed to revolution without dire 
consequences. They cannot sow the 
wind without reaping the whirlwind. 
Nova Scotia miners are now sowing, 
and a reaping time may he nearer than 
they dream of. With over three hun­
dred thousand tons of last winter’s 
coal In the stock piles representing 
part of the wages paid out to work­
men in the winter months, and with, a 
coal output now reaching fourteen 
thousand tons per day with large con­
tracts made and vessels in port to 
make delivery, it is not a time to make 
threats on life and property and to at­
tempt to dislocate business. Cape Bre­
ton miners should not forget that win­
ter comes to them as to no other part 
of the American continent. They must 
remember that their harvest time 
comes in the summer months and if 
these are let pass without making the 
most of them, a long idle winter 
awaits them because they destroyed 
the only chance for shipping coal that 
comes to their Island during a few 
short months of the year. The Ameri­
can miners are not so situated. They 
have no such seasonal difficulties, they 
have no waterways like the St. Law­
rence, closed by frost to navigation 
for five months in the year, no stock­
ing of coal needful to facilitate ship­
ping. Their markets are accessible all 
the year around and the extra expense 
of preparing for a summer’s rush of 
coal delivery Is entirely unknown to 
their trade. In their saner moment» 
Cape Breton miners do not forget these 
thing»; but these times of quiet think­
ing are becoming rarer as discord 1» 
fomented and discontent encouraged 
with the open and avowed purpose of 
overthrowing the present social sys­
tem.” \

Editor Evening Telegram 
Dear Sir.—Your editorial of Aug. 

10th inst., under the above heading, 
shows a commendable interest in an 
important factor of our public service. 
Taking your statement of the decline 
in wireless business at Capa Race 
since August 1921, as authoritative, 
the financial result is bad, both for 
the station and our public treasury. 
It is open to question, however 
whether the diversion of traffic from 
ships via Cape Race, to dierct Can­
adian and United States wireless 
stations is to be attributed to increas­
ed land tolls.

If this is the reason 
for the diversion, it is purely a busi­
ness one, as passengers could not be 
reasonably expected to consent to

How the government liquor control 
system in British Columbia is adding 
to the income of the municipalities is 
shown by figures of the disburse­
ments by the Provincial Government 
to the 62 cities and districts in the 
province which are benefiting. Over 
$600,060 has been allotted to the muni­
cipalities out of the profits for the 
period from September 30 last to 
March 31 of this year as their share. 
The total profits during that period 
were $1,231,365 and since June 16 
last when the act came into force $1 
772,972. After making provisions for 
reserves the balance of the profits 
goes into provincial revenue.

The Postal Telegraphs with its two 
hundred and fifty offices, and over one 
hundred telephones, is a much more 
extensive system than any other lo­
cally engaged. For instance in one 
day at the main office G.P.O. messages 
to the number of thirty-six hundred 
have been handled, in addition to the 
daily routine, which includes, a detail 
ed credit and debit account telegra­
phed to St John’s from each office, 
an outport news despatch of about 
two hundred and fifty words or more 
sent on ail lines, and the movements 
of coastal steamers reported on the 
different sections concerned. The Pos­
tal is the main channel of communi­
cations in Newfoundland, a large 
amount of trofflc from other systems 
circulating through it, and its capable 
staff hands handle messages of every 
description.

A telegraph company generally of­
fers reduced rates when Its traffic Is 
light enough to warrant it, or when 
it has sufficient or additional equip­
ment to handle It. The Postal Unes 
and its operators at the main office 
have always been overtaxed. To In­
augurate a cheap service such as local 
day, or night letters would hopelessly 
inundate the system. For local pur­
poses the Anglo and Postal are simi­
larly equipped. You say, "The Anglo, 
too. Is open both day and night, for 
the concenlence of the patrons.” I may 
»ay that the Postal, like the Anglo, 
is open continuously, and offers a 24 
hour service at Its main office. The 
confusion on this point has probably 
resulted from the fact that an eight 
hour day, for six months of the year 
has recently become effective in the 
outport offices. Doubtlessly the Pos­
tal Telegraphs, like other systems, 
Is not perfect, but the Telegraphers’ 
Association co-operating with the 
heads of the department aims at » 
constantly Improved service,

RIGA.—There has been so many 
delegations of French officials and 
business men in Riga this summer j 
that the French language is becom- j 
ing popular, adding another tongue !

Many of the Latvian government of­
ficials speak English and French. At 
the postoffice and at many other gov­
ernment bureaus the public notices 
are in the three official languages and 
this summer, with inauguration of 
the aerial post. French has appeared 
on signs giving directions to the pub­
lic for the proper posting of mail in­
tended for the aviation service. In 
Riga the few beggars there are near­
ly all able to speak five or six lan- j 
guages, and some of them use very I 
good English, picked up along the 
water front.

A report that the Lunenburg 
schooner Bluenose, which wrested the 
trophy from the Elsie of Gloucester 
last year would be over length and 
therefore not eligible for the coming 
series, undoubtedly is not borne out 
by the fact. W. J. Roue of Halifax, de­
signer of this vessel, states she Is not 
down to the limit by a matter of three 
inches notwithstanding continuous 
service since last fall which includes 
salt fishing and two voyages to the 
West Indies with cargo.

JÎEW DISPLACEMENT RULE.
As for the new Lunenburg schooner 

Mahasca, built for a try at the Cup, 
Capt. Angus Walters of the Bluenose 
is quoted as saying his schooner is 
much faster. This, however, will be 
proved next September when the 
Canadian schooners race off Halifax 
for choice of a defender. Designer 
Roue and Designer T. F. McManus of 
Dorchester, the latter having planned 
the Henry Ford, will be requested to 
work out and submit for consideration 
a displacement rule to prevent the 
building of vessels of extreme type, 
thereby preventing the international 
race from becoming a mere sporting 
event.

Ever since the Esperanto won the 
trophy in the first contest, two years 
ago, schooner owners have not been 
in accord with the construction of big 
craft on the ground they are not 
economical in unkeep and operation. 
Both the Mayflower and Bluenose are 
close to the limit of 112 feet water­
line with tonnage measurement of 
about 160 tons. It has been recom- ' 
mended that new schooners be small­
er, not more than 110 feet waterline 
and tonnage of about 130 tons.—Sun­
day Herald.

Beef.—There has been no change 
in the beef market the past three 
weeks.

The present 
price of “Boneless” figures out at 
about 4 cents per pound to the pro­
ducer, which is the lowest price 
shown for many years. During this 
week 835 barrels were imported. The 
favorable situation in the local beef 
market is attributed to the recent 
more favorable freight rates. Bos. 
Flank, $23; Family. $21; Boneless, 
$17, wholesale.

Molasses,—Price is firm at Bar­
bados at 45 cents per wine gallon tor 
fancy molasses, and business U fair­
ly active at this figure, which is equal 
to thirty Cents additional landed h*re' 
The schooner Isabel Moore is now at 
Barbados taking a cargo, and the Rob­
ert Dale is due there while the Don­
ald H. it m her wi> down. Fancy Is 
firm In this market at <0 cents‘per 
gallon wholessls.. while Choice is 75 
cents. The Imports to date are 7,300

puncheons, as compared with 4.600 
this week last year.

Sugar.—The market continues firm. 
Present stocks are selling at.,11 and 
a halt cents per pound wholesale, al­
though sugar at recent quotations is 
costing $12.io to land here. As soon 
as present holdings are exhausted 
the public most expect to pay the lat­
ter figure with the usual profit ad­
ded. There Is no likelihood of any 
lower prices until the next crop is 
available. The present stocks held in 
St. John’s will last for about three 
weeks. Those who require sugar for 
jamming would do well to buy now.

Oats.—There is no activity In oats 
beyond the purchase of small quan­

owing to the big harvests in Canada. 
Prices are almost certain to decline 
in the fall not less than 70 cents per 
sack.
