Seven Persons Burned to Death

Explosion of a Gasometer.

One Person Killed and Several 
> Wounded.

London’ Jan. 15, 3:30 a. m.—The re­
mains of Napoleon will lie in ntato until 
tïî9 hour for the commencement of fune­
ral ceremonies. At noon yesterday tho 
public were admitted to tho chapel, and 
at midnight t«>r thousand persons had 
viewed the solemn scene, among them 
were tiio Prince of-Wales and the Duke 
of Edinburgh.

Hartford, Con., Jan. 14.—By an explo­
sion of the gasometer at South Glastin- 
bury, to-day,.the gas maker Quirk was 
instantly killed, and ,several others more 
or loss injqred.

Chicago, Jan. 14.—A Cable despatch 
received here to-day from Wartzeburg 
brings the sad intelligence of the death, 
in that city, of Mrs. Horace White, wife 
of tho Editor of the Chicago Tribune.

A special despatch from St. Paul,
Minn., t«i-night says 1“ Tho reports re­
ceived to-day increase tho number of 
deaths by the late storm in tho vicinity 
of Lake Iliusley. Thirteen dead bodies 
were found between Fort Ridgeway and 
tho Beaver Falls. Six children on their 
way to school were frozen to death.”

Counties within which" the City, Town, 
Village or Township is situate.”

Your Committee cannot recognize tho 
principle set forth in the petition as a 
basis of calculation for apportioning 
moneys raised for School purposes by 
local assessment, because, while tho 
Legislative grant as based on numbers, 
which entitles them to receive $189 as 
their share of 8846, that being/the Legis­
lative grant to tho Town, the supporters 
of Separate Schools only rep'csAlt 
8199,836 of the general assessment of 
$1,806,794 for the Town, being only 
about one ninth part of tho total amount, 
so that while they claim and ask to liavo 
$485.paid to them as an equivalent for, 
or their share of $1,689, even were the 
principle and tho figures of. the petition l 
correct, they would only bo entitled to 
receive $187.66, but as the first-part of 
this report shows, that instead of having 
advanced morp. that was collected, the 
Treasurer’s books show that a balance 
was carried forward to the credit ol the 
School Board, and your Committee can­
not recommend that any bum bo paid to 
the'petitioners beyond their share of the 
interest paid for the money advanced 
before the taxes were collected, being.
