London, Nov. 13.—In the honeeof com­
mons to-day Lord Hartingtoxt. moved an 
appropriation of a million pounds for the 
Nile expedition. He explained the object 
of tbe expedition was to aocomplish the 
relief of Gordob, bnt said Wolseley waa 
not precluded from establishing a settled 
government over Khartoum and the sur- 
reunding district. The appropriation 
passed.

This evening Hartington read a telegram 
from Gordon, dated Aug 26, as follows:

Khartoum has provisions for five months. 
Shall scud Stewart and the French and Eng­
lish consuls to relieve Dongola after destroy­
ing Berber.

Haringtont then moved the question upon 
the appropriations for the army and naval 
expenses incurred sending force to 
Bechnana and said the government did not 
intend to diminiah the available forma for 
the protection of Natal and Zululand.

Càiko, Nov. 13.—The mndir of Dongola 
telegraphs that the man who hae just ar­
rived from Khartoum report* that the 
mahdi has established himself at Ander- 
man, on the western bank of the White 
Nile, a few miles from Khartoum. The 
Egyptian soldiers stationed there retreat­
ed to Khartoum. The mudir asks for 
more ammunition.

A later despatch from the mndir states 
that one of the mahdi’e chief lieutenants is 
■arching against Dongola with 12,000 
■ea,bnd another with 9000 is advancing 
•gainst the Kabbabish tribe.

A deserter from the mahdi’e army has 
-arrived and reports ammunition and pro­
visions scarce at Berber. The governor is 
very much disliked by the inhabitants, 
who are only awaiting the arrival of the 
British troops to tender their submission.

The accounts of the rebel advance upon 
Dongola furnished by the mudir are sup­
posed to be exaggerations. A rumor is 
current that the mahdi is encamped at 
Wady El Shamba, northwest of Khartoum, 
tbe best position in the event of a British 
advance.

Dongola, Nov. 13.—A Kabbabish mer­
chant who arrived here in 17 days from 
the camp of the mahdi says the mahdi has 
lost all his munitions of war and a severe 
famine has caused serious mortality among 
the rebels. The rebels captured the mes­
senger sent by Gordon to Dongola. Gor­
don has pursued the rebels to Abnhazazi, 
capturing a quantity of stores.

Alexandria, Nov. 13 —A government 
-clerk from Khartoum has arrived, and 
states that Gordon has made frequent 
tacks upon the mahdi’e forces and created 
fearful havoc among them. The mahdi 
has ordered his troops not to kill Gordon, 
but to take him prisoner, that he may be 
used a, a hostage to secure the surrender 
of Arabi Pasha.

FA WNBROKER A DAMS INSANE.

His Charges Against County Crown At­
torney Fenlon Cnfouuded.

Dr. Moorehouse, family physician of 
George Adams, the pawnbroker, testified 
before Inspector Winchester at Osgoode 
hall yesterday that Adams was unsound in 
hia mind ever ainct^his eldest 
about a year ago. That he was not men­
tally responsible for his complaint against 
Mr. Fenton, the county crown attorney, 
aud that he ought to be placed in restraint, 
as he had given some indications intending 
self destruction. James Adams corrobor­
ated this evidence as to his father’s men­
tal condition.

In view of this testimony Mr. Fenton 
said he would content himself with dis­
proving Adams’ evidence, and this he did, 
producing a number of A-lama’ letters and 
other documents, and the papers in the 
various prosecutions which showed that 
the charges were unfounded.

Mr. Winchester said he would report to 
the government that the result of the en­
quiry showed that the accusations made 
against Mr. Fenton were false and un­
founded, and that he appeared to have 
only doue hie dv y and acted properly in 
the prosecutions complained of, and that 
Mr. Adams was mentally irresponsible in 
the matter.

THE CHOLERA.

Deaths at Parts—Preeaetlsas as te the
Imperial leu ef Bags at Mew lork.

Buenos Ayres, Nov. 13.—Another case 
of cholera has appeared here, causing 
great alarm.

Washington, Nov. 13.—Secretary Mc­
Culloch to-day received a petition in re­
gard to the importation of old rags from 
European ports, signed by a number of 
New York physicians, urging in. nediate 
and decisive action, owirg to the danger 
of introducing Asiatic cholera through 
their unrestricted importation. The sec­
retary said he was fully alive to the grave 
responsibility resting upon him, and pro­
posed to do what seemed to be in the best 
Interests of all concerned.

Paris, Nov. 13.—Cholera seems to be 
.spreading gradually throughout tne city. 
Precautions of every kind are being taken. 
Many people have already left the city. 
Continuous strings of vehicles filled with 
people are now in the streets leading to 
the railway stations. Tbe slums are be­
ing flushed with water and carbolic acid.

Hewers In the Sick Boom.
The “ superstition,’’ as he calls It, 

that plants are not healthful in s.eepiue 
or sick rooms, was vigorously attacked 
by Dr. J. M. Andrews in a recent lec­
ture before the social meeting of the 
alumni of the Philadelphia College of 
Pharmacy. The deleterious matter 
that they give out, the doctor declared, 
is too small to have any appreciable 
effect, while their positive value in a 
sickWom is great. They fulfil two 
functions—that of the generation of 

and exhalation of vapor, by which 
the atmosphere of the room is kept in a 
healthful condition of humidity.

Tests made by the doctor at Christ 
Hospital showed that in two rooms, 
alike in all respects except that one con­
tained some flowers and the other none, 
that containmg the flowers was cooler 
by 1J degrees than the other. The 
ozone which is generated by budding 
and flowering plants the doctor had 
found to have great sanitary vaine, in 
that it purified the air, ridding it of 
disease-breeding germs and of 
vapors of decomposition. For consump­
tion ozone is of great benefit, arresting 
the course of the malady, and by living 
among flowers constantly consumptives 
have been known to reach an advanced 
age. Of thirty florists whom the doctor 
visited, he found none who had con­
sumption, though among the families of 
several it was hereditary. s Foliage 
plants, the doctor found, produced no 
ozone, and, so far as he had experi­
mented, he found no difference between 
odoriferous and non-odoriferous plants. 
More experiments were urgently advo­
cated to determine more definitely the 
value of this new remedy fox consump­
tion.

“ Gath," in the Cincinnati Enquirer, 
gives tho following account of liis visit 
to the stock farm of Joseph C. Sibley, 
Uear.Fiauldin, Pa.:

_ Frànluin is surrounded with the der­
ricks of oil wells, looking like skeleton 
church spires, to the number of 
and hundreds, 
still piu^ping a small quantity of oil per 
diem. Overlooking the tower on the 
opposite side of French Creek, is tho 
Prospect Hill stock farm of Joseph C. 
Sibley, perhaps the most complete in ail 
its appointments now in this country. 
Connected with-it in different tracts arc 
about six hundred acres of land, and it 
has a race-course used by tho County 
Agricultural Society. Near the gate 
going in is the creamery, which manu­
factures two barrels of cream into but­
ter in about forty-five minutes, and this 
butter is sent all Over the country at 
fifty cents a pound. On the top of the 
hill is the barn, which is of an octagonal 
or almost circular pattern, and contains 
the entire herd on two floors. From the 
cupola of the barn, which gives the ven­
tilation, descends a pole, around which 
is a winding stair connecting the two 
floors. In the centre of each floor is a 
large open space, and the circle of cattle 
faces this in stalls, their heads all 
appearing above the stalls, and tho 
troughs at their knees. Behind this 
row of cattle is an open corridor, also 
circular, around which the second 
greater circle of cattle stand at their 
stalls.

On the upper floor a portion of this 
second circle is devoted to the cows with 
calves or about to calve. The cows in 
calf are generally kept dry where this is 
possible, so that the calf can get the 
full nourishment; but it is exceedingly 
difficult in some cases to dry the Jersey 
cow. as the tenacity ' with which she 
makes milk is the greet secret of her 
value. She is the m ,t wonderful but­
ter-making animal known to man. 
Other kinds of cattle run to beef, but 
the Jersey so assimilates her food that 
the globules which might make beef 
flow in her milk, and hence the ex­
traordinary production of some of those 
cows, and their high prices in a country 
where the chemist has been at work 
with butter, and has given ns various 
forms of waggon grease and coal tar in­
stead of the Alderney produce.

The importation of Jersey cattle into 
the United 
years before the 
with such enthusiasm that we now have 
about 21,000 Jerseys, either imported or 
!>oru here, every one of which is regis­
tered in the Jersey herd-book, that is 
now assuming the proportions of 
library, The Jersey cattle—by which 
general name is meant cattle of Jersey, 
Sark and Alderney—improve in this 
,country over their condition in their 
native islands, and they make more 
cream and butter, and thrive womb r- 
fully. They are distributed over the 
entire country. They are generally of 
a fawn color, with rather dark gray or 
blackish faces ; the cows are very gentle 
and the bulls vicious.

I was interested in two things in this 
stable. In the first place the cream 
separator, which is run by a steam 
engine, revolves with enormous rapidity, 
and the cream flows out of one spigot 
and the skimmed milk out of another. 
Tli-m I observed the apparatus for 
cleaning cows, which are carefully 
washed once or twice a day jby means of 
brushes operate d by. the engine. Tho 
cow, bull or calf is brought forward aud 
tied to a post, and from above these 
brushes are brought to her body, and 
carefully raise every hair.

The Art of Cracking Hickory Nnts.
"V* I understand that there is quite a 
science in cracking nuts ?”

“ There certainly is, and there is 
difference of opinion as to the best 

method of doing it. I got my experi- 
in this business when I was a boy 

in Westchester Co., N. Y. I guess that 
there are more crack hickory nut crack­
ers in that section than anywhere else. 
Thirty or forty years ago the folks had 
nut-cracking matches up here. W bile 
sitting around a big fire in a farmhouse 
kitcheu they cracked the nuts, eating 
the meats with apples and cider. They 
threw the shells in the tire. The shell s 
burn very briskly, and when they are 
charred glow like rubies. Lots of q 
stories are told about tho o;d hickory 
nut time. When I was a boy my mother, 
who was born in Westchester county, 
told me about an old man who lived m 
a little house in the woods, and who 
during the whole winter sat by the tir o 
and cracked and ate nuts. He cracked 
so many nuts, they say, that he require* i 
no other fuel than the shells to keep the 
tire going. I can’t swear that lie di< 1 
not use any other fuel than the nut­
shells, but there is no doubt about hi > 
having existed, for my mother of teu saw 
his house.”

“ What do you think the Lest way ?”

for me was to take a hammer and a 
nice round cobble stone. 0.hese secured, 
you take hold of the nut between th 1 
thumb and forefinger of the left ban 
and rest the side of the nnt on tho sur­
face of the stone.

and then give it a sharp Inow with the 
hammer. If you hold the nut right and 
strike it right the kernel will come ol 5 
in two pieces. Seine persons prefer a

Hill it takes thirty-five minutes only to 
separate the cream from the milk of 
forty-five cows.

In one hour from the 
commencing of the milking the cream is 
in the creamery, aud the skim milk is 
being fed to the calves.

i\ir. Sibley says that the keep of his 
cattle in the winter is somewhere be­
tween twenty and thirty cents a day,, 
but that for a portion of the year they 
do not cost above eight cents a day. 
There are about thirteen men employed 
on the herd farm, and the cost of run­
ning it is about $17,000 a year.

At Prospect Hill there are forty-five 
milch cows, producing not less than one 
pound per diem of butter, while a good 
deal of the milk without being skimmed 
is given to the calves. There are twenty
