Jackson left her 
home and went to live with her sister at 92

me house about 8 o’clock yesterday afternoon; 
M was upder the influence of whisky. His 
Mfe was not there, Jrot she came in later on. 
When they met they quarreled. The 
paroling was kept up, at intervals till 

i Pout 8 o’clock last evening. Mrs. Jackson 
walked out to the yard at the back of the 
house and her husband followed her out. 
did their daughter Georgina, aged 12. who had 
been with her mother since sha left home.

Jackson made a savage attack on his wife 
with a penknife and stabbed her in rapid suc­
cession no less than ten times around the 
neck and breast. The little girl, who went 
between them, seas stabbed once near the 
right shoulder.

England, but to Foster Ike Dominion a 
Mineral Wealth.

London, June 17.—In the House of Lord» 
to-day Lord Lsmington called attention to the 
prohibitory duties which the Canadian Gov­
ernment proposed to place upon English iron.

Lord Carnarvon said he regarded the pro­
posed duties as purely a matter of home 
finance,and that it would be regrettable if the 
English Government allowed the impoet to 
affect the proposed subvention of the Van­
couver Steamship Line.

Lord Onslow reminded the House that the 
Government had no practical power to inter­
fere in the matter. He laid that a number 
of representations made to the Colonial Office 
to be forwarded to Lard Lansdowne were 
receiving the firm support of the 
Government, He could not think the 
duties would be imposed in any 
spirit of hostility to England.^ The aim 
of the Canadian Government s policy was to 
foster the Dominion’s immense undeveloped 
mineral wealth, and it was with a view of ob­
taining iron of Canadian manufacture that 
the duties were to be imposed, which were 
directed principally against the United 
States, rather than Great Britain. [Cnee of 
“hear, bear!"]

Lord Salisbury concurred iu the belief that 
there was no animus against England in the 
Canadian policy.' The new duties were a part 
of the increased protective feeling vis­
ible in every country. Probably the 
Canadian idea that protection e was 
beneficial was delusive nut it was sincere. 
The Government would do wbat it could in 
behalf of British manufacturera, but be would 
not invite too much confidence in their efforts..

further from the centre of motion whan de­
scending than when ascending.

Capra of Bologna in the year 1678, incited instructed 
thereto it it believed by eating a sausage of 
that name, malle a somewhat similar wheel 
and he was followed later on by the Mar­
quis of Worcester, but the latter is now 
held hy Ignatius Donnelly and others to have 
been merely an advertising scheme to boom 
the noble lord’s sauce, which he successfully 
perpetrated about that time.

’ and didn’t run at all, and ever since that time 
the perpetual motion mania has raged with 
greater or lesser virulence according to the 
position of the moon. *

There is a man down in Cobourg, our 
mechanical superintendent says, who has con­
structed a perpetual motion machine, but the 
Cobourg man is wiser then some others. He 
has never allowed anybody but hitpself to see 
it, and is he don’t charge anything for telling 
you that it is'running his word has never yet 
been doubted—to his face.

Another genius out in Western Ontario im­
proved on Wilars A Capra’s machinés. He 
made the spokes of the wheel hollow, enclos- lnK 
ing iron balls therein. These hollow tubes 
Were crooked, so that when the ascent was 
made they would run back to the hub and 
when the descent came they would run out 
to the (ire. Hie machine worked every bit aa 
good as the other fellows’.

A Dutchman up in Waterloo County a 
couple of years ago made a water wheel to 
drive a pump, the pump to raise the water to 
run the wheel This was to give pepetoai 
motion, but it> only succeeded in giving the said 
Dutchman a bad name.

Keely's motor will be perpetual motion when 
it ie finished, but Keely’s motor hasn’t moted 
yet to speak of.

Oar patent inaides editor asserts that per­
petual motion is an absurdity. He says that 
arrange your weights as you will or arrange 
any system of mechanics, action and reaction 
will always remain equal and perpetual 
motion can only become possible when 
a body once set in motion shall meet 
with no resistance, which is an im­
possible condition. He says that if 
a top oould be made to spin in a perfect vacu­
um upon a point without friction; it might 
never come to rest, bnt it oould exert 
no external force without laying its own.
In support of his contention he quotes Ste- 
vinas, Count Rumford, Joule, Dr. Mayer and 
Professors Henry, Balfour, Stewart, Maxwell,
Grove and others. And for facts regarding 
the construction of alleged perpetual motion 
machines, he refers ns to Henry Direk’s “Per- 
petuum Mobile, or a History of the Search for 
Self-motive Power," published in London in 
1870.

We confess that we do not. altogether agree 
with the patent insides editor. We maintain cit 
that perpetual-motion machihes have been 
discovered and are now in operation.

It is true that the instances given above may 
not be strictly pertinent to the question, inas­
much as the objects mentioned were not 
created solely to demonstrate the possibility of 
perpetual motion. If this view be taken of 
course our own argument fail* and the field is 
open to our Stratford subscriber. We may, too, 
tell him that while no regular premium 
is offered
perpetual motion machine, thoee who have se­
riously tackled the subject heretofore haqe 
generally been cared for by the state in their 
later days, being usually placed in public in­
stitutions where more or less restraint and 
Supervision is exercised. Such bas ever been 
the reward of genius—when misapplied.

A union 
fdrmutual help, established upon a basis of 
absolute free trade between the Mother 
Country aid- Canada,' with a uniform 
impost by both upon all products and manu­
factures entering the porte of either, such an 
impost aa would protect and develop the pro­
ducts of our own countries, against all pro­
ducts of tbs same kind now entering our ports 
from foreign lands, and with a division per 
capita, between the United Kingdom and 
Canada, of all revenue derived therefrom.

Such a sclieme, with a protective tariff on 
aO American products that we produce, would 
boom bur country and turn the tide of desira­
ble emigration to our shores, draw the hus­
bandmen fromAbroad to cultivate our lands, 
and bring back the thousands of Canadian 
farmer* to till mots profitably their native «oil 
who are now living in forced exile in the 
United S ta tea

Three classes in England would look with 
favor Upon such a scheme, the land owners, 
the farmers, and the manufacturers, because 
it would promise better result* from farm-
