THE BRITISH *QUADRON,

The Arrival of the Mediterranean
: At Taranto.

TarANTO, Italy, Oct. 16.—This seaport,
Presented an animated scene this morning
In expectation of the arrival to-day of the
British Mediterranean squadron. The in-
habitants of this port and neighborhood
have prepared for five days elaborate festi-
vities, as the British squadron remains here
until Oct. 20. After leaving Britain’s war
vessels go to Spezzia, ‘where they will re-
main vatil Oct. 28. Spezzia is also making
great preparations to -entertain the Btitish
sailors. Taranto "has a population
of only about - 25000, but over
50,000 are already here and thou-
sands are  arriving every hour.
Board and lodging at hotels already com-
mand fabulous-prices. A torpedo despatch
boat with eight prominent naval officers
left the port during the morning in order to
welcome the British squadron.

That Italians regard the visit of the Bri-
tish squadron to Taranto as a counter de-
monstration to the visit of the Russian fleet
to Toulon is as evident as the fact that the
French look upon the presence of the Rus-
sian warships in their waters as an intima-
tion on the part of the Czar that he will
support France against the Dreibund‘in the
event of a European war.

The squadron arrived at noon, escorted
by the Italian warship Italia. The visiting
warships were saluted by the torts and re-
plied in kind. Salutes were then exchanged
between the British admiral, Seymour, and
Turi, commander of the Italian vessels. The
British then  formed in line and passed
through the canal connecting the gulf with
the Mure Piccollo Banks Canal. t every
point of vantage crowds of peog%Aheanily
cheered the British war vessels.

The British fleet consists of the Sans-
parcil,Nile,Hawke, Inflexible, Dreadnaught
and Edgar. These, led by the flagship
Italia, passed through the channel into
Mare Piccollo. The Italian marines and
troops paraded and presented armsg, the

people cheered and sang the British Anthem
and ltalian patriotic airs,

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Canada In the Pacific,

To a reporter of The Newcastle Chronicle
Mr. James Huddart, the moving spirit in the
establishment of the Canadian Australian
Steamship Company, speaks very hopetully
and enthusiastically of the new venture. He
announced that the builders of the Warimoo
and Miowera were now preparing designs for
another vessel for the same route, and they
were already at work constiucting a re-
frigerating apparatus to be placed in the
hold of one of the steamers. By adopting
& system of cold storage it is expected
that a large reciprocal business will be done
betwreen the colonies in frozen and canned
meats and all sorts of fruit, more espacially
lemons, oranges, apples and pineapples.
There is a possibiy large development in the
export of wines, for the production of which
Australia is eminently adapted. Tobacco
can be grown in unlimited quantities in New
South Wales, and Queensland has also sugar,
Hides and skins can be exported and find a
market ip North America. The potato and
apple crop ripen at different seasons in the
two countries, and an exchange 6f these
staple articles will provide each of the col-
onies with them during the period
that we wnow bhave to put up
with a scarce ‘and poor. article.
Fresh apples and potatoes in early spring
would be hignly appréciated in America.
The wool trade will supply a lot of business
for the vessels. In.regard to Honolulu Mr.
Huddart says: “From the very first it was
discovered that by touching at Honolulu we
had opened an entirely new market, not only
to the people of British Columbia -and Can-
ada, bus to the people in Washinzton Terri-
tory, notably the ports of Seattle, Tacoma
and Portland. The mnew opportunity was
quickly seized, and the British Columbia
men, as well as the Washington men, sent
representatives to Honolulu by the first
steamer, and a large trade in fruit as well as
passengers was at once developed. Honolulu
purchases annually, I think, from $7,000,000
to $10,000,000 worth of manufactured and
other goods. Forthe first time in history
Canada isina position to compete for'this
market, and without doubt will secure a fair
proportion of it.”

Mr, Huddart has not'a shadow of doubt
but the line has come to stay. He believes
that it will not be more than a couple of
years before a line of  fast steamers is estab-
lished between England aand Canada, and
when this is done it is expected the mail
service between London and Sydney will be
reduced to 30, or perhaps 28 days. The time
occupied at present is 32 days. The average
time between London and Sydney, via the
Suez Canal, for the past 10 years hasjbeen 35
days. So ‘that the route via Canada at
present is the shorter, and the difference in
time will be still\ more in our favor within
the course of a year or two. Mr. Huddart
predicts that as a route of travel between
Australasia and Great . Britain, and Europs
for that matter, Canada will become more
and more a great highway. Within five
yearsor so Canadian steamships and railways
will form a continuous route around the
world.. Canada will be the first country to
claim this proud distinction.

Hazing is Played Out,

There is a widespread determination in
college circles, both in this country ald in
tho United States, to put down. the hazing
nuisance. Till within a few years hazers
have been protected upon a false sen timent,
based on the assumption that they were
gentlemen and that a little “hazing” now
and then not only did not detract from their
gentlemanly bearing, but added a little
spagkle and flavor to it. But times and
customs change, and we change with them.
Many-students, however, fail to make the
change fast enough and they occasionally
find themselves in ,an awkward position,
‘Witness the three young men who were
suspended from University College last
week. It has been said that these students
were harshly dealt with. Their friends may
think so, but the public at large are of
the opinion' the young scamps got
off too lightly. When what is termed hazing
occurs between young men who don’s happen
to be students the police call it rowdyism and
common assault. Those who practice this
kind of amusement are called. toughs or
blackguards or rowdies. In ocollege circles
the same kind of conduct is politely termed
hazing. The criminal courts, bowever, have
at last got on to the hazers. Some Princeton
students bave been indicted for hazing, and
the presiding judge directed the jurors to
find an indictmment against the undergradu-
ates who have been guilty of the practice,
Says a Newarkepaper in reference to the
matter:

We have no doubt that Justice Abbett’s
action will send a thrill of fear along every
sophomoric backbone in Princeton. It is
one thing to be disciplined by the faculty and
sent home in temporary disgrace; it is an en-
tirely different matter to be arraigned in
court with serious penalties in prospect.
Unfortunately college faculties have been too
lenient in this matter. They cannot escape
the penalty of their inaction, They must
know that these practices are common in the
institutions with which they are connected.
Having shown tbeir inability to deal with
the offenders it is ivcumbent upon the
criminal authorities to “provide  the remedy
and punish the guilty ones. One good dose
of justice will do more toward wiping out
hazing in colleges than all the expulsions
and suspensions of a decade,

The students at University College ought
to profit by this information, here kiudly
tendered for their especial benefit. If sus-
pending the offenders does not put an end to
the practice then Col. Denison will have to
be appealed to. Hazing belongs to a past
age. It will have to be exterminated, be-
cause it is brutal, mean, unmanly, cowardly.

Against this increase in
Dominion notes the Receiver-General holds
nearly $2,500,000 more specie than on April
1 last, and altogetber a total of $5,000,000 in

There was a good deal of excitement yes-
terdday on 'Change and in brokers’ offices
when the reports of British and United
States wheat markets were : posted. The
prices were low, and utter demoralization
reigned for some time. The news was ex-
tremely bearish, and not a few holders be-
came frightened and gave orders to sell.
*What do you think of wheat” and “What
bas caused this break?” wasasked on all
sides. Some fortunate ones out of the mar-
ket ventured to say, “I told you so,” and
they ran the risk of being scalped on the
spot.

This decline in wheat is unprecedented
in the last generation. The December option
sold at 623{c and May at 70c in Chicago, in
spite of the fact that the United States crop
isone hundred millions of bushels less than
last year. The receipts, however, are large
at leading wheat centres in the States, and
the visible supply is ten millions more than a
year ago and more than double that of 1891
at this time. The aecline in exports last
week is another factor, and the reports from
Britain tell us that granariesare full to over-
flowing. The scarcity of money in the west
also contributes to the depression. But no
one six months ago would have ventured to
predict such low quotations,

It is fortunate that ~ur farmers are not
dependent upon this cereal to the extent they
were in years gone by, White wheat along
the lines in Ontario offers to a limited degree
at 56c, but the general dis?osition seems 1o
be to hold on. *This is the lowest price since
the fifties,” said a dealer who has grown
gray in the trade, “and I don’t want to see
it again,”

RICHARD 1S HIMSELF AGAIN.

CARTWRIGHT TO ADDRESS A NUM-
BER OF MEKTINGS.

Mr. Laurier’s Trip to British Columbia
Postponed Until Next Year--The Ap-
proaching Election in Newfoundland—
What the Issues at Stake Are—Cons
federation With Canada a Live Issue,

Many politicians have beon debating lately
whether Sir Richard Cartwright was lost,
strayed or stubborn., But Sir Richard is
himself again. The member for South Ox-
ford and Dr. McKay, M.L.A., will address
their: constituents on the following dates:
Burford, Oct. 24; Norwich, Oct. 25; Vande-
car, Oct. 26; Otterville, Oct, 27; Sweaborg,
Oct. 80; Ingersoll, Oct. 3L.  Both membars
will be present at each meeting, excopt at
Burford, whers Sir Richard will be alone.

Hon, Mr. Laurier has, it is understood,
abandoned his western tour, At all events,
be will not visit British Columbia until
spring. The Winnipeg Liberal Club will
make still another effort to induce the leader

of the Opposition to visit that province, but
it is doubsful if it will be successful.

Newfoundland Elections,

A letter from Newloundland states that
the political contest now being waged there
is the bitterest on record.

For many years the merchants have occu-
pied the unpleasant position of being the
butt at which all the disappointment and
ill-feeling of the people for their lack of
progress bave been hurled. Coming’ from
England or Scotland, and being generally of
good birth or breeding, the merchant: of the
olden days had few ties except those of pro-
pinquity to conpect him with the kind but
ignorant and uncultured fisherman and his
family. 8o, as a consequence, as soon as his
investment had yielded a competence he re-
tired from business and went home to spend
it. Thus the vast sums yielded by the
fishermen of Newfoundiand did mot
benefils the people of that colony
but went to build up the princely for-
tunes of Bristol, Glasgow and Dundee. §Thus
the Newfoundlander hasmade to his hand
—not a God to worship, but a devil to bate
—which is quite, if not wmore, effective as a
motive force in most minds, To all doubt
raised as to the wisdom of the people, their
fature, he has an unfailing reply, all that is
evil has been caused by the merchants and
all the good done has ‘been done in spite of
them. Thisexplanation is necessary in order
to rightly estimate the force of the cry that
hurled from power the Toarburn Govern-
ment and that is now the rallyiog cry of the
préesent Whiteway Governmeat party, Down
with the merchants! Do not let our ancient
oppressors get again into power, is the oft-
repeated and unfailing resort of the Govern-
ment canvasser. On the other hand the tac-

as would be taken for ideal politics, and both
make the mistake, to a large degree pdnder-
ing to the lowest element of the population.
In effect they have introduced into their
politics an element of socialistic tendency,
which they will find bard to get rid of.

The Battle of the Campnign.

However, the great battle of the campaign
rages round the construction of the Hall Bay
Railroad. Ever since the construction of
the railroad from 8t. John's to Harbor Grace,
there has been a more or less urgent demand
for a road through the country to open up
the mythical land in the great interior. A
contract was at leogth made  with
the Canadian contractors Reed: and
Middleton, and the construction of
427 miles of railway of a gauge of 36
inches. The econtractors got a subsidy of
$15,600 per mile. The Government have
also given these contractors .in perpetuity
the right to select abous 2,500,000 acres of
lands in any part of the colony from the
Government lands on condition that they
operate the road for 10 years, it being
assumed that it would not pay its way. The
railway was constructed for the accomplish-
ment of two objects, both good in themselves,
but extremely difficult to accomplish at once
—and by the same road. These were: First,
the opening up of the country in what was
supposed to be its fertile parts, and, second-
ly, the construction of aroad that would
connect with the Canadian transcontinental
system, and that by connecting with a
steamer from Svduey, N.8., and another
at St. . John'’s be. the link needea to shorten
the sea voyage to Europe. It has been
claimed that this can be dowe in three days’
and a half from 8t. John’s, and the recent
exploits of the company seem to justify this
belief. The divergence of the ine made in
order to meet the. political exigencies of the
campaign, and the necessity of carrying the
road through tbe best lands has, however,
s0 lengthened the route that with its narrow
gauge and short curves it will in a great
mezsure fail as a short route to Europe, On
the other hand, a good deal more could have
been obtainea in the way of opening the
country had this idea not been present in the
mind of the projectors. Thus, as is usual in
such cases, both objects are to some degree
defeated, while the lands of the colony are
almost all taken out of her possession,

The Newfoundland Kailway cannot be
even hoped to pay its way—and must be run
at a heavy loss, while the debt of the colony
will at its completion be probably near if
not quite fourteen millions, or a per capital
burden of $70 per head, As the g’ew[ouud-
land Railway, St. John’s to Harbor Grace
must in the end be bought, the total cost
will not be much less than $16,000,000, in-
cluding tbe present indebtedness, or very
nearly double the per capita debt of Canada,
In any negotiations for a union of Cuanada
and Newfoundland this fact must occupy a
prominent place.

QOonfederation,

The politics or rather the mode of eon-
ducting a political campaign in Newfound-
land is not of a very elevating tendency.
The writer had an idea that he had read and
heard some personal abuse of opponents in
Capada and the States, but never anything
to approach the language used here towards
political antagonists. Nothing appears to o
sacred to drag into the arena and no crime
too foul to impute to a rival, The question
of confederation is with difficuly kept from
being a burning issue, as some of the voters
seem determined to bring it up—but neither
side of politicians will make it at this time a
party issue, still both leaders are known to
favor it. There is an issue, however, now
steadily forcing its way to the front, which
iz of more pressing and immediate 1mport-
auce thap confederation, which Canada at
least can well-afford to see lie over for some
years yet. This is the very important mat-
ter of education,

Sectarianism Run to Seed,

In Newfoundland we ican see sectarian
education run to seed. The population is
not very unequally divided between Roman
Catholics, Episcopalians and Methodists, and
each sect has its own Separate schools,
Mvith its own training school, its
own inspecters and trustees. It can Le
ensily seen how utterly ineflicient the
whole ‘'wretched system is. It appears to
be the gpinion of somé parties in New Bruns-
wiek that Separate schools would be an. ad-
vantage to the Roman Catholic Church. The
experience of Catholics in Newfoundland
does not bear out this contention. Ever
since the inception of this system in its
present form the Roman Catholics have
fallen steadily back in both numbers and
position. The last census shows a redue-
tion of 2000 in their numbers, while the
Protestants have increased over 12,000. In
fact the only man who has had .the courage
to come cut in public as an opponent of tais
wretched state of affairs is a Roman Catho-
lic. Leading men of that body say that they
suffer most by a system which by keeping
the young people apart while their character
is forming does so much to intensify the
effect produced by the Harbor Grace tragedy
in which a number of Orangemen were shot
down on the march from church on the 22ad
of Dec., 1882, In all probability the move-
ment for free schools will come from that
body.

Three thousand good settlers will during
the next six montbs go from Newfoundland
to the Canadian Northwest. The people are
eager to go, and many of them will take a
good share of means. They will make ex-
cellent settlers and all they want is the same
treatmen® as is now extendsd to uropoans

It adopted a recommendation from Street
Commissioner Jones, asking to have the time
limit of the Smow bylaw changed from 24
bours to six, This means that the commis-
sioner will commence to remove snow from
the sidewalks six hours after the cessation of
the snowfall,

A deputation of property-owners from
Parliament - street complained of the
condition of the pavement on that street.
As the life of the present vement has ex-
pired, on motion of Ald. Maloney it was de-
cided to ask the City Engineer to recom-
mend a new pavement for the street.

The City Engineer will be asked to report
on the wisdom of the city buying a sand

ipe.

. g‘ehe Mayor moved that a clause be inserted
in all civic contracts to make it compulsory
that the union Yate of wages be paid by con-
tractors, 5 . ‘

Ald. Hill explained that this was discrim-
inating against a certain class of Jabor.

Engineer Keating said he would be sorry
to see such a clause infroduced in the con-
tracts. It would add to the expense of the
work, which is already being well done.

Ald. Bell contended that the Mayor's
motion was simply diseriminating against
the bricklayers, many of whom were
oniy too willing to work as paviors;
but if the Mayor's motion were adopted
it would prevent the bricklayers and stone-
masons from obtaining work on t he streets.
—The motion carried.

Ald. Hill said a discussion on the Avenue-
road pavement would be useless, as he was
certain it would be knocked out. The pres-
ent pavement has yet three years to runm,
and the property owners do not comsider
they should be called upon to- lay a new
pavement now,

The question of the re-arrangement of the
wharves on the new water-front was dis-
cussed at some length. Mr. SBankey’s plan
of dividing the work into sections was ap-
proved of, Section No. 1 provides for en-
larging and extending the Yonge-street
Wharf and a wharf immediately west. Sec-
tion 2 is the proposed Harbor-square!
The third section is the ferry dock.
The total estimated cost is $101,320. The
committee decided to recommend that work
on No. 1 ti be cc d at once.
‘The approximate cost is $44,730. As there
isno money in the City Treasury for the
carrying on of the work, Ald. Lamb favored
the money being raised by debentures aund
that a bylaw be submitted to the ratepayers
authorizing the raising of the money, each
section of the work to be independent of the
others. It the recommendation of the com-
mittee is passed by the council the work
on section No. 1 will commence at once. It
the people refuse to vote the money it will
have to come out of next year’s taxes. It
was also decided to sod blocks & and ¢, to be
used as a temporary bLreathing spot, until
the proposed harbor square becomes a cer~
tainty. The estimated cost of the wharves
in the foregoing does not include anything
outside the cribbing.

The'recommendation for a new asphalt
pavement in Queen, from Yonge to River-
streets, to cost $76,000, was passed.

TERRIBLE TRAGEDY IN PARIS.

A Young Married Woman Murdered in a
Jysterious Manmer, :

Paris, Oct, 16.—One of those terrible
erimes which periodically besmirch the re-
putation of Paris has been perpetrated in
the Rue Bouchardon, a working class dis-
trict near the Porte St. Martin Theatre.
Madame Dally, a young woman, the wife
of a foreman printer, was fouad foully and
brutally murdered in her residence. The
discovery was made by the husband on re.
tarning home from work about 8

‘clock in the evening. Blood was
besprinkled all over the little place.
The baby and its cradle were almost
deluged with it.” Madame Dally’s face was
disfigured nearly beyond recognition by
gaping wounds. Her forehead was cut
open and her right eye was destroyed, evi-
dently from a blow inflicted with a heavy
bronze candlestick, which was on the floor
covered with blood, bits of flesh and tufts
of hair.

The printer was examined and could not
give any clue. He said that he had no
enemies that he knew of and his wife was
of irreproachable character, assisting him
materially by her earnings as a cravat-
maker in keeping up their little establish-
ment. He also stated that about £8 or £10
in notes and gold had been taken from the
wardrobe. Both the commissary and the
juge d’instruction as first believed that the
murder was the work of a burglar, or at
least of an ordinary house thief who had
been surprised by Madame Dally, and in
the course of a struggle with her resolved
to make away with the woman in order to
save himself from falling into the hands of
the law. This theory, however, has been
replaced by another, to the effect that the
crime was due to revenge. The evident
fury of the murderer and the savage thor-
oughness of his terrible work point to the
theory of revenge, and it is even said that a
woman may have committed the deed.
The whole case is therefore enveloped in the
deepest mystery.

BTEAD MAKES THEM LAUGH,

" And Yet His ““Ideal Daily’’ Scheme Bay
5 Be a Goond Thing for His Pooket.

Loxpox, Oct. 16.—William T, Stead,for-
merly editor of The Pall Mall Gazette, has
at last revealed his long-projected ideal of
& daily. He is to be the ideal editor. H®%
proposes that 100,000 persons subscribe 26
shillings each for one year.

Before the first issue of the first number
he will accord to each subscriber a one-
pound debenture bond,bearing five per cent.
interest, in case he shall circulate 100,000
copies of his daily and 10 per cent. in case he
shall circulate 200,000 or more.

Mr. Stead 1s ready to take 20 of these
bonds. He is to have absolute control of
the ideal daily, and to have the right to
buy up all the bonds and thus absorb the

whole concern into his private fortune any |

time he may choose, Although his scheme
has excited general laughter, it may be
floated successfully.

ENGLIBH'JIEN ARE SHOCKED.

The Indian Penal Code Permits the Pur.
chase of Young Girls.

LoxpoN, Oct. 16.—The English purity

rty has been roused to fierce indignation
g; the decision of Judge Pigot at the Cal-
cutfa Sessions that the Indian Penal Code
permits the purchase of girls unless they be
sold for public uses. Mission agents in
disguise had entered the dens in Calcutta,
where girls of 9 to 13 years were offcred for
sale.

The vendors, when arrested, tried to ax-
cuse themselves on the plea that they did
not know they were selling girls for public
use. The trader admitted he Lad sold girls
for several years, and thatv he had supplied
many great sahibs with them.

The religious newspapers denounce the
traffic as the most devilish wrought under
the name of British justice. - The Chakla
system is defended mildly by The Lancet,
which says the girls are gorn to this kind
of life and no other is open to them,

Ashbridge’s Bay.

A well-known East Ender said yesterday :
I wasover on thesand bank on the south
side of Ashbridge’s Bay on Thursday, taking
a look at the works in progress there, and
I went aghrin this morning to see what
changes the storm had made. On Thursday
the channel which had been dredged be-
tween the bay and the lake was about 50
feet in the narrowest part. To-day it is
about 60 feet, not 200, as stated in ap
evening paper on Saturday, and although
the water was as smooth as a millpond a
strong current was running out from the
bay into the-lake. Iam inclined to think
the works now in progress will, if complet-
ed before the winter, be sufficient to keep
the channel open always and that When the
cut from Toronto Bay iuto Ashbridge’s Bay
is compléted there will be a steady flow
and that the water will be reasonably clear.
The City Engineer gsems to have hit upon
the proper spot for the channel into the lake,
Countractor Shields has made good progress
with the eastern breakwater, which runs out
apposite Lang-street due south about 400
feet into the lake, He has driven three rows
of piles about four feet apart and the spaces
Letween which are filled in with stones up to
the level of the lake. Large rocks are being
dumped between the piles on the top of the
stones,and it looks as if a breakwater will be
formed sufflcient to withstand any pressure
from the east. I looked in vain for the
three acres of land whick it was asserted had
already been made, but I think it won’t be
long before there will be a permanent sandy
beach running north and south east of the
breakwater. The western breakwater is
very backward. A few piles have been
driven, but no men were at work nor are
there signs of anything veing done, Con-
tractor Grant will have to hustle if he is to
make much progress before winter sets in.
