The Speeches,
Mr. Samuel Hines only occupied a couple 

of minutes, stiting that it gave him the 
greatest pleasure to nominate Dr. Ryereon.

If this were done Ontario would 
soon rival the State of Pennsylvania.

Some Pertinent Queries.
Walter Burnetii President of the Trade 

and Labor Council, wanted to know the 
policy of Dr. Ryerson in reference to the 
mineral deposits and what means he would 
take to compel the manufacture of logs in 
this country.

Dr. Ryerson stated in reply that the 
present contracts entered into would have 
to be recognized, but for all future sales 
the standing wood should be sold subject 
to manufacture in the Province of Ontario. 
In regard to the minerals, he said, men 
should be sent there to examine the 
land, and the money should be spent in 
building colonization roads for the sole bene­
fit of the mining legions. ,

James Coulter said he was supporting 
Mr. Armstrong for the reason that he be­
lieved he was the best man, and when he 
made the statement that he believed Mr.

Bachelor.—Celibacy a Crime.

1At some period of its history the legisla­
tion of almost every country has imposed 
penalties upon unmarried men and women, 
upon the principle that every citizen is 
bound to rear up children to the state. The 
Hebrews regarded marriage as a duty and 
interpreted strictly the command, “Be 
fruitful and multiply.”

Quicksilver,
Washington, June 19.—The Senate to­

day added a new paragraph to the Tariff bill 
putting a tariff of 3c per do* on eggs.

It is stated it has been practically decid­
ed by those in control of the Tariff bill in the 
Senate that there is to be further revision 
of the sugar schedule. It is understood 
the sugar schedule, as it will finally be 
adopted, will place a duty of 40 per cent, 
ad valorem on raw sugars and end there.

The discriminating duty of 1-lOth of a 
cent against all countries paying an export 
bounty on refined sugars will be eliminated 
from the bill, as it is claimed that the 40 
per cent, gives ample protection to the re­
finers, to say nothing of the differential 

[that is allowed them. The sugar schedule 
will &lso be further amended so as to make 

i it go ihjto effect when the other parts of the 
1 bill go into effect—immediately upon its 
I passage.

The Wool Ached ule to Be Changed.
Another change will also be made in the 

wool schedule. As agreed to, the rate on 
the finished product in men’s clothing is 
fixed at 45 per cent., while the duty on 
cloth entering into the manufacture of the 
same grade of goeds is fixed at 50 per cent. 
This is a distrimination against the manu­
facture in this country that will be remedied 
by increasing the duty on the finished pro­
duct to SO per cent.

The chairman announced the expectation 
of the labor associations to add 30 repre­
sentatives of labor to the membership of 
the House of Commons at the coming elec­
tions.

Fir George Grey Defends Home" Rale.
London, June 19.—Sir George Grey, 

formerly Premier of New Zealand and 
Governor of Cape Colony, was feted by the 
National Liberal Club to-day. The Marquis 
of Ripon, Secretary of State for the Colon­
ies, presided. Sir George, in replying to a 
speech of welcome, made a warm defence 
of the principle of Home R&le. A 
recognition of the magic force of self- 
government, he said, might re-unite 
ib the indissoluble bonds of brotherhood all 
sections of the English-speaking people. 
Already that principle had been applied in 
the United States and why not give it the 
wider rangp for which arbitration has pre­
pared the way? Probably, he said, there 
would never again be a war among English- 
speaking people. The speech was received 
with enthusiastic cheering.

He saw far 
into the future. The little “one-horse’* 
C. C. R was to become one of the 
■mightiest railways the world has ever 

That was his guiding faith. Im­
mediately be undertook its extension 
from Pembroke, Out., westward, as 
folk thought, to Lake Nipissing, but, as 
he had determined, away across the 
prairie and the Great Rockies to the Pa­
cific Sea. He had almost completed his 
contract with the Mackenzie Govern­
ment, and the rails were being laid to 
Collander, Ont., named after the birth 
place of Mr. McIntyre iu the old land. 
At this junction carne the federal elec­
tion of 1878 and the Mackenzie Govern­
ment “toppled to its fall.”

Sir Johu Macdonald pushed the C.P.R. 
policy to the front and times began to 
revive. The Canada' Ceutral, including 
the Brockville and Ottawa, began to do 
a “roaring trade.” The tide had turned. 
Mr. McIntyre was at the head of the 
road. He held the key of the West. He 
had bought the road from the English 
creditors of the estate for a round mil­
lion dollars. He sold to the Canadian 
Pacific syndicate for t(ree millions. 
Meantime lie had gone to Eugland to 
consummate tlie deal for the purchase 
of the C.C.R Iu London he met Sir 
John Macdonald, Sir George Stephen 
(now Lord Mount-Stephen, the Hon. 
Jolm Henry Pope, Minister of Railways, 
and Malcolm Cameron, floating

THE NEBULOUS SCHEME OF THE C.P.B. 
With these gentlemen he sailed home to 
Montreal, and on tlie return voyage the 
great enterprise took definite shape. It 

on reaching Hochelaga from this 
trip Uiat Sir Johu Macdonald made that 
memorable speech, in which he express­
ed the hope that he would live to drive 
tlie last spike in the trans-continental 
road, or look down from heaven on its 
completion. For the consummation 
of this wish, the Premier relied on the 
experience and enterprise of Mr. 
Duncan McIntyre. Mr, McIntyre was 
a strange compound, with much of the 
Carlyle brusqueness in his manner. 
He "really knew only two classes 
of people—thk people who were ready to 
admire him, who were his personal 
frieuds, and the people who “bucked” 
against or thwarted any of his schemes, 
whom lie counted as his enemies to be 
fought to the death. In his financial 
dealings Tie believed thoroughly in the 
advantages of system and the elimina­
tion of the element of chance, when 
possible. Through the early days of tlie 
building of the Canadian Pacific, he was 
credited with having steered the finances - 
of the concern thsougli many a danger­
ous eddy and generally with a profit to 
himself-and his co-directors. He had 
the placid contempt that all good busi­
ness men have for schemes of visionary- 
minded ïmeu. He brought all bis 
intelligence to bear upon any financial 
scheme in which lie was interested, and
ran tlie risk very often of displeasing 
associates by holding fast his matured 
opinion. His mind made up, he had 
the Scotch stubbornness to resist being 
niove<( from liis position. He was am­
bitious, and nearly every step taken by 
him in liis career as a business man was 
with a view to strengthening liis public 
position in tlie world. He got in on 
the “ ground floor ” at the organi­
zation of tlie Canadian Pacific Railway 
Co. in 1880 and in the year 1881 it 
obtained power from tlie Dominion Par­
liament to issue stock to the amount of 
$20,000,000 in addition to the original

At the close of the 
morning service last Sabbath he counted 5U 
carriages at the Metropolitan Church.

Rev. R. N. Hums moved to refer the re­
port back in order that some words of 
advice to Sunday bicyclists should be in­
serted, but his motion was voted down and 
the report passed as it stood.

In hia speech at St. Catharines on Mon­
day night Sir Oliver Mowat gave an ex­
planation of the Leys correspondence and 
ef hia connection with the appointment of 
his son to the shrievalty of Toronto. Sir 
Oliver admits that it was he who introduced 
the matter to Mr. Levs. He sent for that 
gentleman and had an interview with him 
in regard to his son’s appointment. Mr. 
Leys assented to the appointment being 
made. Says Sir Oliver: “I should hever 
have thought of suggesting or favoring such 
a recommendation, or assenting to the ap­
pointment of my son, unless assured that it 
was the ascertained wish the party in 
the city that he should have the appoint­
ment.”

The facts that Sir Oliver admits do not 
bear out his contention that “the move­
ment in the constituency to have my son 
appointed was a spontaneous movement.” 
If spontaneous, why was it left for Sir 
Oliver Mowat himself to call on Mr. Leys? 
If spontaneous, why didn’t the friends who 
got up the movement themselves see Mr. 
Leys, or why didn’t Mr. Leys share in the 
spontaneity and come forward and ap­
proach the Premier instead of leaving the 
Premier to approach him? Sir 1 
admits that he suggested the appoin 
to Mr. Leys. As far as we can see from the 
Premier’s explanation and that of Peter 
Ryan the spontaneity was limited pretty 
much to ihelatter gentleman. After Mr. Leys 
was seen, the movement no doubt became 
more spontaneous* but it must be remem­
bered that Sir Oliver Mowat himself was 
the exciting cause of that gentleman’s good 
offices in the matter. The man who is 
primarily responsible for the spontaneous­
ness of the movement is Mr. Peter 
Ryanj a gentleman who-was then looking 
out for a government situation himself. 
Peter apparently knew what he was doing. 
He took the initial steps that finally 
secured for Sir Oliver the appointment of 
his son to a lucrative office. Sir Oliver in 
turn went out of his way to divide the 
registry office into two and place Mr. Ryan 
in charge of one of them.

Itappears about the time this appointment 
was made that leading Reformers thought 
something should be done for Sir Oliver 
Mowat on account of the financial losses 
that his Premiership had involved. The 
friends of Sir John Macdonald also- on a 
certain occasion thought something should 
be done for the Chieftain on account of the 
sacrifices he had made, bat these friends 
put their hands in their own pockets and 
raised a^ fund for 
Sir John and his family, 
case of Sir Oliver Mowat his friends 
made the country provide the recompense 
they thought the Premier was entitled to. 
In his St. Catharines speech he inferenti- 
ally admits that when his son was ap­
pointed to the office in question the office 
yielded at the same time a salary for the 
work done by the occupant and a recom­
pense for the Premier’s sacrifices. In re­
gard to this office a fair proportion to allow 
for salary would be $3000* A thousand 
applicants loaded down with security bonds 
would scramble for it at that figure. If Mr. 
Lindsey’s law of supply and demand were 
allowed *to operate $2000 or less would se­
cure as good a man as the present incum­
bent. The remaining $6000 that the office 
yields must in all justice be credited to the 
Premier’s sacrifices. In the face of these 
disclosures isn’t it ridiculous and a farce 
for Sir Oliver Mowat to issue a commission 
to ascertain whether or not the fee-paid 
officials are being paid too much for their 
services ? Is it any wonder the Patrons are 
kicking when they see the public funds 
squandered in this wholesale manner? The 
province is mulcted in the sum of six thou­
sand dollars a year to pay for the Premier’s 
alleged sacrifices! Did anyone ask the 
Premier to make these sacrifices? Would 
the people have elected him to that digni­
fied position if they thought he was going 
to expect and demand payment in this un­
derhand way?

Peter Ryan didn’t have to wait long for 
the reward that hia spontaneous conduct 
called for. The occupants of the fat Gov­
ernment offices in and about Toronto don’t 
die off at an early age and they don’t re­
sign. Whqn a man is entitled to an office, 
as in the estimation of Sir Oliver Mowat 
Mr. Ryan no doubt was, it is exasperating 
to have to wait till a vacancy occurs 
through death before such a reward can be 
bestowed upon the individual. It was be- 
caifee of this condition of affairs that Sir 
Oliver resorted to the expedient of 
dividing the Registry office into two 
and thereby creating a place for that 
spontaneous gentleman, Peter Ryan. «This 
division not only necessitated the payment 
of dual salaries, but some $20,000 had to 

spent for buildings and equipment.

the year ending 31st May, 1894, together with 
the usual Statement of Assets and Liabilities:

For the year ending June 30th. 1893, the value 

of our exports of woods in all conditions, manu­
factured and unmanufactured, was about 
$29,000,000, against $25,000,000 five vears ago.

What the year which is just closing will show 
we cannot say, but one ot the features which 
showed conclusively iu what strong hands the 
business is generally held, was the promptitude 

ich the United States firms, who had 
contracted to take our lumber, carried o 
obligations, notwithstanding the financial storm. 
Had it not been for this our lumbermen would 
hardly have known what course to pur 
during the post winter. As it was, they doubt­
less intended, as a whole,. to take out about the 

u quantity, but the early mild weather broke 
up the winter roads, and as a consequence, 
some hundreds of millions of feet are loft in the 

In the Ottawa district most of the logs 
were got out, and despite some trouble with low 
water will in the main reach the mills promptly. 
Thedogs held back are mainly In the Georgian 
Bay and North Shore districts.

In the Ottawa district the cut of logs and the 
logs carried over-will make the supply about the 
same as last year, a little oyer six million pieces, 
but the quantity of timber made is trifling.

The nature of the market will depend much on 
the United States tariff. The entire cut of deals 
has been contracted for and is being actively 
shipped to Great Britain, aided by low freights. 
The business with Great Britain In thin lumber 
is steadily growing, and that pari of the trade is 
very satisfactory. On the other hand, part of 
the lumber paid for by United States buyers is 
not yet shipped, and although many good con­
tracts for this season's sawinp have been made, 
the actual shipments are smaller than at any 
time recently. While this is due partly 
very bad condition of business in the _ _
States, the settlement of the tariff will doubtless 
make a market for our lumber, although perhaps 
with a slight concession in price from last year. 
Stocks iu the United States are said not to be 
large and our supply will uo doubt oe required.

Agricultural Interests.
Turning from the forest to the dairy, we have 

once more exceeded any previous record in 
cheese making, and by our victories at Chicago 
have advertised Canada as beyond doubt one of 
greatest dairy countries iu the world. For the 
year ending March 31, the value of cheese ex­
ported was $14,647,000, again of about one mil­
lion dollars on the previous year, and while we 
increase, the exports of the United States con­
tinue to decrease, falling last year for the same 

riod to $6,492,618, a decline of about oue-and-a 
million dollars. The season in Canada has 

been profitable to both the ohesse maker and 
the shipper, and the price in a year of general 
decline ivas nearly a quarter of a cent 
per pound higher in the average than for 
the previous year. New factories are not only 
being built in the districts noted for cheese 
making, but many parts of the countrv which 
have not heretofore produced cheese a 
preparing to do so. The question of 
prime importance to that we shall a 
high quality. The awards at Chicago 
to make such a dread unnecessary, but it is at 
the moment when we have achieved the position 
of being the largest cheese exporters io the 
world ana our reputation Is at the highest that 
we are apt to become careless. Putting the 
results of the June and October competitions 
together. Canada, out of 687 entries, obtained* 
608 awards, whiie the United States, out of 640 
entries, obtained 54 awards.

The farmere generally, and especially the 
cheese factories, are at last taking up seriously 
the very important business of fattening hogs. 
Although as compared with cheese-making and 
cattle-feeding it is only in its infancy, what may 
be done is indicated by the fact that while our 
exports of pork products down to 1889 were less 
than half a million dollars, for the year ending 
30th June, 1893, they exceeded three millions. 
That we have something to learn as to quality 
and tho kind of animal from which the best re­
turn can be obtained there is no doubt. As in

H. & STRATHY*Keep Your Mouth-shat.
Great numbers of people go^through 

life with their mouths open day and 
night. They take into the delicate, 
organs of the mouth aud the lungs the 
dust of the street, which is filled with 
the germs of disease, and they breathe 
into their lungs without the protection 
intended by nature the noxious elements 
in the atmosphere and lay tiie seeds of 
pulmonary disease and of many other 
beginnings Bf imperfect healthy. A pro­
minent physician in Boston, acting as a 
tin oat specialist, remarked that he would 
have nothing to do if people could only 
be taught to keep their mouths shut. If 
you notice a person on the street, you 
will find that a large proportion 
of them, keep their mouths habitu­
ally open, and that they breathe 
through the mouth instead of the 
nostrils, never having been taught 
that this is the special function 
and use of the nose. In many cases the 
nostrils have become so impaired by 
disuse that they are practically filled up 
so that it is impossible to breathe 
through them, and then it is only after 
a great deal of effort that they are made 
to resume their natural function. The 
importance of breathing through the 
nose is very gréât in the case of public 
speaker's and readers, who, if they take 
in air through the mouth, are usually af­
flicted with dryness of the throat/which 
speedily develops into some form of 
bronchial disease. This is the origig r of 
the clergyman’s sore throat, People liv­
ing in the country, and never thinking 
ot the use of the nostrils, easily form the 
habit of ignoring their use. It is said 
that people who sleep with their mouths 
open are usually snorers. The habit of 
disusing the nostrils is one that is over­
come with difficulty, but unless it is 
formed people living in cities needlessly 
expose themselves to all sorts of disease 
that attack and enfeeble the lungs.

It was from the lack of this 
that the most deadly symptoms often arose. 
To compass the desideratum of pure air it 
was imperatively necessary that the pro­
posed hospital be erected in the suburbs of 
Toronto.
