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The commercial depression which
like an immense pall has been ream,
not oply upon a section of country, but
upon the entire world for a period of
over three years is slowly, but surely
keing remqved. 1t is doubiful-if such
an extended pariod over such an ex:
tent of couutry and attended with such
dire results tg all classes -was ever be-
fore known. Its effects have been uni:
versal. No class of business has escap-
ed its influence. Demand has been less,
and in consequence the gupply has
been much diminished. Manufgetupr-
ing interests have been blighted, Pro-
ducing countries have had but small
demand for their products, and prices
have been such that the carrying trade
has suffered heayily. Wages gs 8 mat-
ter of course have been low,and the ar-
tisan and mechanics have, perhaps, suf-
fered ag g class, more than any other in
consequence of the recent depressed
condition of trade. Still the orisis
has not been barren of wholesome leg-
sons if profited by. Inflated yalyes
have been brought down, the worth of
any article has been made tq depend
upon its intrinsic value, and habits of
economy, and prudence have been
learned, which, if practiced, will tend
materially to prevent the recurrence of
another such condition of commerce
for a long period. The class that has
suffered least by the fiery trials of the
past three or four years has been ‘the
Agriculturist. Through it all the pro-
ducts of the farm have been in fair de-
mand, apd borne moderately goaod
prices. Previous to the commence-
ment of the period referred to the
cost of living, had become gnormous.
The tide of prosperity with which qur
country had been blest for a long peri-
od, had encouraged the most extrava
gant and senselgss mode of living. Do-
mestic expenses were simply enor-
mous, and as a matter of course such
habits contributed their just share in
producing the general crash.  The cre-
dit system was another symptom of the
malady,andwhen the trouble camenone
felt it more severely than those who
had been doing & business very largely
upon the capital of their wealthier
friends. But happily for the country
the commercial pulse is now stronger,
and beating with a regularity that pro-
mises an early revival in all the great
staples of trade. The volume of trade
is slowly, but gradually, swelling to
something like its former bulk. The
partial failure in the grain crop of Eu-
rope, and the great searcity of this im-
poptant staple in India has raised a
demand for the surplus crop in Ameri-
eca, which happily this year is large.
The effect, of over produgtion in the
manufactyring depsriments ig wearing
off, and the renewal of the carrying
trade points significantly to the canclu-
sion that the dawn of better times is
already upon us. Surely the tribula
tions of the pasy three or four years
must have their moral, as well as finan-
eial effect upon a peopla who have pass-
#d through such fiery ordeals.

THE WRECK OF THE ¢ ETEN.”

THE FEARKUL DEATH OF THE PASSENGERS OF A
STBAMBHIP IN THE SOUTH PACIFIC.

From the Panama Star and Herald.}

At 5 a. m. of the 15th of July the pas-
sengers and crew were syddenly awakened
by the heavy shack experienced through:
out the ship on her striking the rocks.
They rushed on deck, and, the confusion
became indescriable. Fifty or sixty per-
song crowded into a lifeboat, but one of
the davits giving way they were precipi-
tated into the sea, where the majority ' of
them at once perished miserably. Ouly se-
ven of them found their way to the s
where they were cast up utterly exhau®fed
and severely broised by the buffeting they
had experienced.

The rest sought refuge on & rock about
300 metrea distant from the shore, think-
ing that it would afford them a place of
safety until the arrival of succor, but
where, alas ! many of them found but a
tomb. An eye.witness says it would be
utterly impossible to depict the harrowing
scenes which occurred on that rock, se-
venty or more unhappy wretches cling-
ing to each other for mutual protection
against the heavy seas constantly break-
ing over them, each’ successive wave
threatening to sweep them boldly from
their frail tenure.

The wind freshened, the sea increased
in fury,and to crown their miseries a heavy
rain began to fall, accompanied by intense
eold, completely Lcnumbmg the faculties
of those who bad not been rendered insen-
sible by the breakers. Every wave carried
away two or three victims,and the position
finally became so terrible that the boldest
among the survivors preferred to face the
fury of the sea rather than remain exposed
to a prolongation of their sufferings. Many
perished in attempting to swim ashore,
but some few fought their way inch\by
inch to the beach, where they were receiv-
ed by crowds who had hastened from the
neighboring villas.

On Tuesday, the third day. of the wreck,
there were abopt twenty persens still alive
on the rocks. They had been there over
fifty-five hours without rest or food, at-
tenuated by exposure to the cold, the sea
and the rain. At about 4 or 5 o'clock
in the evening an immense wave broke
over them, and they were all swept
awAY.

Among those who sought refuge there
was a Mr Bates of Coquimbo, with his
two daughters. They were passengers
from England by the steamer * Valpa-
riso,’’ and at the port of that name had
changed steamers. The girls had been jor
ten years in England, receiviug their edn—
cation, and were returning, accompanied
by their father, to the place where their
mother was awaiting them after so long a
separation. The sea swallowed them up
one by one,and the youngest (a girl of six~
teen) was compelled to witness the agon-
izing death of her father and sister, within
a few yards of her, without haying it
in ber power fto 'render them assist-
ance,

A REVOLVING SHELL GUN.

A correspondent with the Tuckish fleet
writes : ‘¢ ] speaking of the armament of
the Arsari Tefyk, I should mention that a
most valuable addition has lately been
made in the shape of a rvevolving shell
gun. Itis the invention of a Frenchman,
and, in connection with the electric light,
may be considered as the very best defence
yet brought out against torpedo boats. It
throws a one pound shell with & pointed
stegl head capable of piercing the plates of
which the Thornycroft is constructed, and
bas a range of something like 8,000 yards
Briefly described, it is a Gatling gun on a
large scale, having five revolving rifled
barrels instead. of ten, the said. barrels
being about 3} feet in leagth, and 1}
inches bore as the muzzle. The loading
and firing arrangements are similar to the
Gatling, only instead of a cylindrical case
boing placed on top of the breech, the
cartridges are arranged in flat cases of five,
which are fixed in an inclined position at
theside. The turn of a handle causes one
of the cartridges to slip into the chamber,
when it is thrust forward into the barrel
and fired. This weapon is fixed on a pivol

end of the bridge, and one on the fore-
castle, are always ready for giving a warm
reception to any of the enemy’s boats
which may attempt to approach the Turk-
ish flag-ship while at anchor.

Some decades ago, the spot 'where 'the
Common now is, was a waste of rough|
pasturage bxound where the cows ‘of the
citizens cropped the scanty herbage which
it yielded. 1In those days. there was a
bnriul-gronnd, on the 'southern. border,
which is novw regarded as'a’ sacred recep-
tacle of the mortal remains of 'a 'by-gone
generation. It is carefully enclosed, apd
the gathered moss of 8 century is thick
upon hundreds of gravestones of the old
time style. There are also several sepul-
chral vaults which probably have not been
opened since the first years of the present
century. This spot, dedicated to death,
is thickly shaded with solemn looking
trees.

T have already’ said there is a rising
ground or hillin the Common. On the
top of this eminence a tall monument, to
be a memento of departed soldiers and
sailors who served the nation bravely and
well, is in the course of erection. I under-
stood while in Boston that it was to be
unveiled some time this month by appro-
priate ceremonies.

There is a tradition, if not an authenti-
cated historical fact, which has interested
me & good deal. The celebrated ¢ old
¢lm on the Common” was no doubt quite
a tree when the pilgrims landed on Ply-
mouth rock ; but it sank, like the ante-
diluvian putriarchn under the weight of
years not many moons ago. The spot
where it stood, the Bostonians revere as
ballowed ground: and it is sacredly enclos-
ed with an iron fence. A vigorous succes-
sor is growing within that. enclosure, . and
may yet become by future ' generations a
memorial of the past, There are other
old glms on the Common, to which the
tradition already alluded to  refers. I re-
member that many years ago I saw. Doctor
Paddock, & venerable looking gentleman,
who, at the time, was the Jeading surgeon
and physician in the city of 8t. John, N. B.
When T was in Boston, I was told by a
rson, whom I considered good authority
that the oldest class of elms, now standing
on the Common were planted by Doctor
Paddock, previous to the American Revo-
lution, At the close of that conflict, he
being a loyalist, became & resident of 8t.
John. Whether what I have stated as
regards those old planted elms is & fact or
afable, I kuow not.. I merely repeat what
I was told.

The Common may be regarded as an
exteneive and beauntiful public park—a
place of recreation and resort to thousands
of Boston's citizens, whose homes and
places of business are peut up in narrow
streets and within high walls. To such
the Common is a healthful breathing-place.

TEFT TO THEIR FATE.

It appears, however, in the hurry and
excitement of the moment some, of the
crew were left, for the captain in his boat
observed signal lights buming.

The
wind was so high and the sea sorough that
the men thought their boat would be
swamped every minute.

The boats then separated and only one
of them landed its crew in safety.

EX-PRESIDENT THIERS.

The Toronto “ Globe,” noticing the
death of M. Thiers, gives the following
brief review of his life :—

M. Thiers was born at Marseilles in 1797
and was educated with a view of his em-
bracing the military profession. He sub-
sequently sbandoned this idea and studied
for the bar, where, however,the success he
met with was so poor that he abandoned
the profession in disgust and devoted him-
self to literpture. He made his first public
appearance in the columns of the “ Con-
stitutional,” and shortly afterwards com-
menced his ¢« History of the Reyolytion,”’
which was completed in 1832. After the
revolution of July, 1830, previous to which
he had attracted attention by his attacks
on the unconstitutional policy of Charles
X, he held several minor official posts,and
was elected Deputy for Aix. In 1833 he
was appointed Minister of the Interior and
subsequently held the portfolios of Com-
merce and Public Works and of Foreign
Affairs... In 1840 his withdrawal from the
Ministry was requested by the King. in
consequence of his policy on the Syrian
question. During ' his ' retircment.  he
wrote his ¢ History of the Consulate and
the Empire.’’ After the revolution of 1848
he was returned first to the Constituent
and then to the National Assembly, but
during the d'etat of December,1851, he
was banished from France, and "selected
Switzerland as his temporary home. 1863
found M, Thiers once more in the Chamber
as Deputy for the Seine in the interest of
the Liberal Opposition,and for the remain-
der of the Empire he distinguished himself
by his unceasing attacks upon the policy
of the Government, In August, 1870, he
was appointed a member of the Paris
Defence Committeeé and voluntarily under-
took a series of journeys to London, St.
Petersburgh,. Florence, and Vienna to
endeavour to obtain aid for France. His
efforts having proved unavailing, he re-
turned to Tours in October, and thence he
proceeded to Versailles, and opened nego-
tiations which ultimately led to the termi-
nation of the Franco Prussian War, After
the capitulation of Paris he was elected to
the National Assembly by one-third of the
nation, and on the Chamber : meeting in
February, 1871, he was appointed *Chief
of Executive Power." During his occupa-
tion of the office he mainly devoted his

energies to the payment of the instaiments |

THE STORM OF IRON HAIL.

Sometimes a single
soldier would run across the whole
space between the river and bluff; 1
could see where every bullet hit around
him by the dust which it threw up,and
yet he generally got across unhurt.
There were minutes when no Russians
were under fire, and yet the Turks ne
ver stop ped shooting.

LOCK BEFORE YOU FIRE.

[t appears they were lying down in
trenches firing over the parapets with-
out looking. The Russians declare
they never saw even a head above the
bank. By -3 o'clock a considerable
force had collected under the bluff and
commenced working around to the an-
gle of the redoubt looking up the Plev-
na road, while another party, to dis-
tract attention from the first, crept up
to the face of the bluff and opened a
terrible fire on the face of the redoubt
toward Lovatz.

KETREAT CUT OFF.

“ Away to thefnorthward of the Plev-
na road the Russian force now makes
its appearance with a battery of artil-
lery to cut off the Turkish retreat to-
ward Plevna. Another attacking column
is now seen advancing up the river
Osma from our extreme right. They
are scattered in open order, and steal
along unobserved by the Turks to re-
inforce the party under the northern
end of the bluff. All this time the
"Turks kept up an incessant rifle fire,
but the guns on the hills at the back of
the redoubt only fire occasionally as
as our troops cannot be seen from that
position.
THE DECISIVE MOMENT,

Tt is now four p. m., and the decis-
ive moment approaches. The men
along the Lovatz front of the work open
fire and draw the bulk of the Turkish
fire in their direction, when, suddenly,
about fifty Russians make a rush upon
the eastern face of the redoubt and ap-

roach within fifty yards of the ditch.
They are compelled to retire by a tre-
mendous Turkish fire, but apparently
none of them were seriously hurt, as
none fell.

DESULTORY FIRING.

« After twenty minutes of desultory
fire the real attack is made upon the
slope facing the eastern side of the re-
doubt. The Russians rush up in open
order, keeping a steady stream of rein-
forcements following the advance. A
perfect deluge of shells is poured upon
the redoubt from our batteries as the
men run up the slope, while the Tur-
kish infantry fire is incessant, and if it
were well directed every Russian would
have been shot down.

DISASTER AND RETREAT.

“ Ag it is, many fall. Our artilley
ceases firing as our men leap 'into the
ditches and clamber up the parapet,
while anotlier column rushes along the
Lovatz face of the redoubt to clear the
advance trenches. The Turks who are
in the trenches fly to the westward, fir-
ing as they go, and falling' under the
Russian fire. In the redoubt the garri-
son rush to the gorge in the western
tace of the work. There is a traverse
covering this gorge and the Turks are
jammed between the traverse and the
western parapet. In afew seconds the
firing ceases, the day is ours and the
Turks are in full retreat to the west-
ward, where no force had been sent to

cut off their flight.

DEAD IN HEAPS,

“ ITmmediately after the redoubt was
taken I entered it. The road and adja-
cent plain were thickly dotted with the
dead and wounded. Up the slope
where the Russians had charged the
redoubt, I was surprised to find so few
dead, the Turkish fire baving principal-
ly gone too high. Inside of the redoubt
were corps of Turks and Russiansthick-
ly strewing the ground, but at the wes-
tern end, where the Turks had been
jammed in their efforts to escape, a
space of fifty feet by twenty feet was
covered with Turkish dead and wound-
ed to the depth of five feet.

ENEMY AND FOE.

“ The living and dead were lying on
each other in & dense mass, streaming
with and blood. Around this
Moslem pile was a fringe of dead Rus-
sians, showinig that there had been a
fearful s in this fatal space.
Raussian soldiers were standing u
this ' mass of humanity. I wntom
them werking manfully to separate the
living from the dead. In half an hour
they made scarcely an impression
upon thas fearful pile.

DEAD ON THE ROAD,

“ The road by which the Turks had
iretreated was strewn with Turks, with
here and there a Russian. Some of the
i Turks had been shot first, und then re-
peatedly bayoneted. The correspon-
dent estimates the Russian loss at 1,000.
Masses were not exposed as at Plevna.
8kill was substituted for brute* force.
General Razmindaleff, who commanded
the 1t an the rodoubt was wound-

Russo-R ian side against from 50,000
to 70,000 Turks. The valor of the Russian
troops is the only thing tobe praised, as
the attack was unskillfully directed, and
the waste of life unnecessary, The Turks
were very skillfully handled. They must
have lost some men in their two sallies,
otherwise they were completely covered,
and lay close till the moment of assault.

The ‘¢ Times" correspondent says the
capture of the redoubts converts a bloody
repulse into a final and perhaps permanent
success,

The following comes officially - from
Turks :—Baker Pashia in advancing north-
west from Tornea Soudlir yesterday e¢n-
eountered four battallions of Russian in-
fantry, supported by cavalry, near Kara-
ghatch. . Baker Pasha attackedthe enemy;
who'being reinforced by five infantry bat}
talion#, reptlsed the Turks. TLater in' th
day the Turke received cavalry and in-
fantry reinforcements, and compelled the
lenemy to retreat to Vodedyba, with heavy

Buceazest, Sept. 14,—Since the capture
of Grevica Redoubt before Plévna, there
has been only a continued bombardment
of the town and other . positions of the
Turks. .. Preparations are making for ano-
ther assault. There is an immense num-
ber wounded, and but few surgeons.

The Daily News issues a special edition,
which contains the following :

Bucrargst, Friday night.—‘I left the
battle field before Plevna at  noon - yester-
day. Two redoubts were taken by Skobe-
loff on Tuesday evening, and held for 24
hours. On Wednesday the Turks made
6 attacks, and finally in the evening drove
him out. He lost 3 cannons which he had
placed in the redoubt., He asked for rein-
forcements several times, but Levitzky
refused them, thinking Skobeloff had
enough men. Finally, Gen. Kruloff, on
his own responsibility, sent the remnant
of regiment which had attacked the Lower
Redoubt near Plevna, and whose cffective
strength was reduced to a thousand men,
utterly unfit to gointo battle. Even this
regiment arrived a few minutes late, and
another regiment sent from the head quar-
ters of staff to reinfurce him, arrived when
Skobeloff already had retreated. The loss
of these redoubts is disastrous to the Rus-
sian attack, as it seems that the Russians,
while in possession of these two redoubts
and the Grivica redoubt, liad counted upon
recommencing the offensive immediately.
This is now impossible, until the arrival
of reinforcements. When I left the battle
field all was quiet, except a Light Artillery
fire. The Russians were still in possession
of the Grivica Redoubt, which was under
continued heavy fire.from the Turks. This
redoubt was visited by Col. Wellesley, who
says it is heaped full of dead Russians and
Roumanians.’’

Suxvrs, Friday.—“Osman Pasha has
attacked the Russians in great force at
Duburk, on the road from Plevna to Sofia,
where they bad . fortified themselves in
order to prevent him receiving support.
The Russians were badly Leaten, and bave
lost several th d men; besides nine
guns.”

spir:cy to assassinate the Czar on the battle
field.

The Ghent military hospital bas been
burned.

Loxpox, Sept. 17.—A Vienna despatch
to the “ Times' says & meeting between
Prince Bismark and Count Andrassy will
take place at an early day, and it seems
almost as if it was in preparation for this
event that the German cabinet issued
categorical denials of the report the Ger-
many was about to quit, and had to a cer-
tain extent already abandoned that reserv-
ed attitude all along observed by her on

tions made by her in Constantinople about
the Geneva conyention were but the pre-
lude to an active policy in favor of Russia.

der-ground, and do not scem gensible .of
their desolate existence. In the. summer
season they have no regular place, but
with their families, sledges and dogs
(which are the only beasts of draught they
make use of) pursue one unlinfited course
of hunting and fishing. They are gene¢r<
ally obliged to eat their food, consisting of
seal and reindeer, inits raw state; Their
canoes arve very light and formed of seal
gkin upon a small wooden frame, neatly
and securely fastencd together with  the
sinews of the reindeer; their huts and
clothing are formed of the seal skin, and
their bedding of the reindeer skin. The
implements used by them are skillfully
constructed, and their expertness in
throwing their darts is surprising.

The winter babitations of the Esqui-
maux are built of snow, and they are very
comfortable dwellings. Having selected
a spot on the river, where the snow is
about two feet deep, and sufficiently com-
!)act, the Esquimaux commences by frac-

ng out a circle of twelve feet in diameter.

The snow in the interior of the eircle is
next divided with a broad knife, having a
long handle, into slabs, three feet long,
six inches thick, and two feet deep, being
the thickness of the layer of snow. These
slabs are tenacious énough “fo admit" of
being moved without breaking, or even
losing the sharpness of their angles, and
they have a slight degree of curvature,
corresponding with that of the circle from
which they were cut. They are then
formed into a circle, which is traced out,
and care is taken to smooth the beds of
the different courses with the knife, and
to cut them so as to give the wall a slight
inclination inward, by which contrivance
the building acquires the properties of a
dome. ' The dome is closed somewhat sud-
denly and flatly by cutfing the other slabs
in a weklge foun, instend of the more rec-
tang gy shapé of those* belfow. The roof
is about eight feet high and the last-apera-
ture is shutup by a small conical piece.
The whole is builf from within, and each
slab is out so that it pétains its position
withoiit tequiring support until another
oneds placed beside b, the lighthéss of
the slabs greatly faeilitating the opera-
tion.

When the building is covered in, a little
loose snow is thrown over it, to close u
every clink, and a low door is cat throug
the walls with & knife. A bed place is
next formed, and neatly faced up with
slabs of snow, which is then covered with
a thin layerof pine branches, jfo ! prevent
them from mielting” by" the heat of the
body. At eachend of the bed a pillar of
snow is erected to place a lamp upon ; and
lastly & porch ig'built before the door and
a piece of clear ice is placed in an aperture
cut in the wall for'a window.

The purity of thé material of which 'the
house is framed, the clegance of its con-
struction and the transtucency of its walls,
which transmits a very pleasant lightgive
it an appearance far superior to a marble
building, and one may survey it with feel-
ings somewhat akin these produced by the
contemplation of & Grecian temple reared
by Pkidias.

A lady correspondent of a Southern
paper writing from Arkansas, gives the
following recipe to increase the flow of
milk in a cow:o She  says—Tepid*
water, slightly salted, given twice aday
will increase the flow ,of milk. one-
third. 1i the cow will net drink it at
first trial pcatter a handful of bran. ors
meal over the tep ol'it. They' soon be-
come very fond of it, and will drink.all
you give them. .l tried this plan three
years ago with perfect success. I ‘had
only one cow, and she was of the com-
mon scrub stock of the country, and
after she began to drink of the wat
prepared as above, she furnished me
twice a day two ordinary water-buckets
full of milk,and by feeding a little
corn boiled with cotton seed the milk
yielded butter enough to, supply my
table bonntifully and leave me a few
pounds to sell every week. 1 gave her
three gallons of water twice a. day.”’~—
N. Y. Herald.

DOMESTIC ITEMS.

Coav Asnes.—The best purpose to
which coal ashes can  be applied, in®
town.or country; is in making v garden-'
walks. If well laid dowp, no'iweeds or
grass will grow,and by use they become’
as solid and more durable than bricks:’

CraB-ApPLE JeLLy.—Boil the apples
with just water enough to cover them,
until tender. Mash with a spoon,” and
strain out the juice. ' Take a - pint’ of
juice to a pound of sugar; boil thirty!
minutes, and strain ' through a ‘hair
sieve. o

Rars.—Those ‘whoie houses are ‘ih-
fested by that troublesome domestic
animal, the rat, should heat plaster of '
Paris in an iron vessel until it is done
boiling, then mix it half and half with
[ndian meal. Itis said the rats ‘will
eat of this compound freely, ‘and that
it sets in.their little stomachs and kills
them, even without the danger of poi-
son. ; ;

Diaxoxp Cement. — The diamond
cement, which is so useful for joining
china, wood, leather, etc., is formed as
follows :—White glue (or gelatine) four
pounds, white lead (dry) one pound,
soft ‘water four quarts, alcohol one
quart. Boil the glue and lead in the
water by means of a water-bath. When
the glue is dissolved, add ‘the alcohol,
and stir until the whole is well mixed.
Pour into vials for use,
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A Remepy ror Bep-Bues.—A corres-
pondent writes to the “ British Medical
Journal® as follows :—%The best reme-
dy for bugs in hospitals is a: bug trap
made by boring a series of holes in a
piece of wood with a gimlet,and placing
this under the mattress of each 'cot.
The piece of wood is to be placed = peri-
odically into a basin of boiling water.
