That
thought solaced me and restored my waning prido in the
Ladies’ Booieties of Ontario and Quebeo, for they raise
more in proportion to wealth and members than their
sisters bpyond the line.

The Society in the east is blessed with a nobe band of
officers.

M. Davis writes : At conferance wo gave une whole
ovening to the appeal. T am convinced we cannot do
with less men than we have asked for. Please talk to
the candidutosforthis work. Let them expect some
hardshipe and privations. . . One thing 18 evident,
this work must be done largely through native agents,
and for the next 20 years we must largely support them.
Wo are doing all we can}for self-support—are pushing it
just as fast as we ldnro-but we mnn‘c:t, wait for these

T ignorant people ta.antirely bear this burden, or we
m not give &e %ospel to thz generation of Telugus,
nor to the next eithor. They will come up to this work
in time, but we must march right on notw. . . But
oh, for more trained, faithful native meu for this work '
God intended us to lead and guide, but Telugus only
know Telugus, and can get at them as we cannot. They
have the u‘lvanmﬁe of us in every way. They have no
diffioulties about langunge, , climate, ete. They
know the prevalont sins. They can touch the sore apot.

They are i with the hiding places of sin, and al}

they need is holy enthusiasm to make them ready for the
work. In the name of the Lord Jesus I ask for native
helpers. I have lately had to turn sway two for lack of
means to support them. This is a burniog shame. . . .
Wo have a new Brahmin convert. A, young man from
Awmseapuram. He went twico to the Minsion in Rajah-
meudre, but his peopls dragged him off in spite of

Yes, it certainly has ; for who can know,
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missionariss and police. For nearly a yoar he was held
as prisoner, but esca) at laat, came to Cocanada and
was baptized. His family is wealthy. As wore turned
his relatives appearod at difforent villages, and would
have beaten but for my pressnce. Mr. Brown is
supporting him while he is in school, and hopes to have
him for a helper. The Hindu Tracb Boeietiy is
raging over our work. They print all sprts of sourrilous
things about the minsi ias and the ts. They
are so organized that wherever we go to preach in the
bazaars, they follow us, They bring children and young
men who olsp their hands, and beat and yell so that the

'E%ople cannot hear our singing or anything we esay.

ey are sending their tmcts to every village where
there is a P, O. A fow days ago we were driven out of
Mendaperta by them, We had to leave without telling
the story. They drowned us out overy time we tried to
speak. We tieed a hall here in Cocanada whera tho high
casto people would come (these will not moet with the
low caste pebple in chapel, ete.). We would have in it a
Bible and Tract depot, and a good man in charge, and

reaching every might. It would cost something like
g3004 Cocuna?n has been loft aimost desolste for lack
of men and time, and now it is injuring all the outlying
villages for 40 miles around. .

Mr. Lajl , of Yelli hilli : Wo are bappil
seated in our little mud-walled, leaf-roofed house. ﬁ
is nll right for the cool season, but I suppose we will
have to vacate for a while when the great heat comes
on. . . . Beondon the other 46 men. We are expoct-
ing them. Thoy must come propared to endure hard-
ship, discomfort, uncongenial surroundings, the scoff of
Brahmins, the stench of malipillies, (low caste, i

villages), and the indifference of the people. will
Five the victory. How awful the need here. "By the
ove of God I beseech you to show it forth to the

people at home in all its naked leanness. From our
appeal this year you will see that we do not abate one jot
from our strong orying, nor recede ono pace from our
former position. at appeal for one man for every
60,000 Telugus is my colors nailed to tho mast. Thore
were many wet eyes, whon Stillwell read his paper evon
among us who nre hardened to the state of things here.
Then **Canadian money for Canadians and Telugu
money for Telugus,” was the cry raised by Davis in a
very stronig piper on 'sell-nup}mrt« We moan to stand
by that, too, by the help of God. At the (native)
associstion this year P. Duneder volunteered to come up
here aa my helper, and again the Christians rolled up a
sum on the spot, sufficient to keep him for a year, lgor
myself, I belleve in this work with all my soul and shall
put every rupee over and above actual expense of living
into it. Am up to my neck in work every day.

Mr. Brown, on telling of his joy at hearing of Mr.
Lorimer’s appointment says : Often I find mysaﬁ asking,
Why only one? Of coursewe are far awny here, and the
Board is wise, and we have confidence In its wisdom,
but we do so yearn for greater reinforcementa. - Thero
seom to be a number of mon in our oolisges callod to this
work gurely. He who calls will in some way provide tho
needed means. I have beon vut.on toor with brother
Pavyis, and enjoyed it much, ‘Tm (Cocanads) is & good
fiold, and the preachors asa rule taithful and diligent.
This evening we wont out and saw the corner stone of
the new mission house at Poddipore laid (P. ia 12 miles
from Cocanadn and likely to be the home of the Browns).
Bro. B8tillwell offered prayer. The building will be
smaller and cheaper than thoss put up in thé mission
heretofore, but be good enough for almost anyone.

Nearly all the missionaries look pale and weakly, but call
themaslves pretty well. Mr. J:rrow and I are at the
Ianguage, and think we are making fair progress. He,
Mr. Davis and I go to 8amulpotts next wesk, to attend
examinations and graduating exercises at the Seminary.
1 never felt in better trim for solid hard work than since
coming to India.

Mies Hatch, speaking of one of the students in S8amul-
cotta says : I asked (Juanandam about his brother's work,
The brother I know very woll as he is 3 graduate of the
Somiuary. I had just received a lotter from him in
which his brother told that on his reaching home after
oconferenos, he had found 17 persons roady for baptism
on his field, and only a short time before he had bap-
tized 27. Ho has nlarge church and only one helper,
o church of 200 members scattered about in 40 villages.
He does tho best he can for them, but we do need so
maby more native helpers. Wa are pr:aipuﬁ them as
fast as wo can here in the S8eminary, an: se:ﬁing thom
out, G. ssys his elder brother has been so successful
with farming this year, that ho has decided to support a
preacher himself, a very liberal offer. There is a great
movement going on in our mission at prosent in the di-
roction of nalf-m})port. Tolugua supporting their own
preachers. Individuals aro supporting individuals, some
times two or three join and support ope man, s family
supports 8 son who prq#ahea. n brother supports a
brother, or as at home, the church aupports its pastar,
nod the Home Missionary Society supports ita two mis-
slonaries. Would there were men at home ready to send
out one as their reprossutative in this work, and would
that families would send and aupport s son or brother !
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Last week there was & festival in honor of some god,
and 1 went downto thesacred tank, to see the rel%glous
ceremonies connected with the holy bath. We found
plenty to preach to upon the ground, crowds and crowds of
people came about us, we distributed tracts and spoke
the Word of Life to many.

Mr. Stillwell is afraid hgnb our conception of our dubf'
ns to giving the goapel to this generation is not what it
should be, and says: It seems to me we have not taken
this question fairly in, that we have not fully committed
ourselves to the Commission, for to do eo0 would mean
something immnensely more radical than we have dreamed
of yot. hy, at the preseut rate we shall be pushed off
the sceno before  tithe of the work is done. But it will
not, cannot be done till Christians copceive of Christ's
work as their vory own, 80 that their time, talonts, and
capital are to be expanded upon ita accomplishment. 1
know there are very few Christians comparatively in the
world, but as Jonsthan ssid to his armor-bearer, the
Lord can save by few as well as by many.

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himself & steady and stroug character. He was ordained
during the closing ceremonies, that he might be settled
8s pastor over the Akidu church, to which place he
had received a call a short time before completing his
studies. He was a member of the Seminary church and
therefore hus ordination by that church, at the request of
the Akidu members, was in keeping with New Testament
princig)ea. The necessity of his early ordination was
that the Akidu missionary would be away from the field
for three or four months, and thbro would be no ordained
preacher in that whole region.

4. Bosavanna, from the Bobbili field, stands behind
Benjamin, with a book in his right hand. He has a fine
open expressionhand is & very earnest character and
Ezdly student. He has done excellent work, and would

ve been the second orator of the class hed his native
weakneas not overmastered him. That weakness is wife-
beating, a weakness still belonging to a goodly number
of Telugn Ohristians, and probably to not a few preachers.

5. Kotazza sits behind Thomas, and is also a Gunna-
napudi man. He did all his secular work in the Gunna-
napudi sohool, doing Biblical and Theological studies

at the Beminary. He should do good work.

6. Noah sits behind Bukria, and belongs to the Akidu
field. Ho has studied in the Beminary for severa! years,
and should be thoroughly imbued with the spirit that
prevails there. He and Thomas have passed the longest
time in the Seminary.

7. Nakka David, not in the photo, but a regular stu-
lar student, and one that should do good work if his
health permita.

8, 9. Benjumin, from the Cocannda field, and Jacobu,
from the Akidu field, were partial students, and were to
have been usted with the others, but they did not
return the laat term ; they were of the volunteers, and
thought they would at once put their choice into practice.

10. M. Cornelius, who was graduated prematurely, a
dark line must separate him from the regular graduates.
He was an-old student and should have turned out hetter.
He became too familiar with another man's wife : and
though the familiarity was nothing criminal, it was of
such & nature as to preclude his going out as a regular
gradunte. He has since repented in sackcloth and ashes,
and Mr. Davis has made a teacher out of him.

11, 12. A still darker line should divide B. lazarus
and P. David from the rogular graduates. The students
became involved in a rash, hasty act, of which those two
were ringleaders. The others acknowleged their folly,
and made due confession, but these two, filled with Satan,
left the Beminary one early morning, leaving a letter be-
hind, justifying their conc{uct. However, after Satan's
sifting, they have had some leisure to meditate over their
misconduct, and the pangs of contrition have already
beﬁ:to 8oizo them.

From 'Madras..

BY REV. D. H. DRAKE,

Wo have been looated in the parsonage of the New
Town Baptist church just four weeks to-day. Some
time previous to our coming all the buildings had under-
gone thorough removation, and now wear & bright and
choery appearance. This is one of the best locations in
Madras for English church werk, for the people live
within walking distance of the chapel which enables
them to be prompt and regular in their attendance.
The congregations are gvl;ood already, and increas-
ing, notwithstanding the difficulties of the past gear.
chapel compound, where we live, three are five
sorvises every Lord's day,  including the Tamil
meetings, conducted in the school building. Then
there 18 the prayer-hall, just a blook away fmm the
chapel, where three meetinga are held, in addition to
those mentioned, our mewmbers taking the prominer
share in this work also, There is o day-school carried on
in this compound t6 which the members of the church
and others in the neighborhood send their children.
Wo hope to see this in a more flourishing condition very
soon. It is our intention to remain here until July be-
fore going m;a! for a change, and we hope to see the work
much advanced and interest deepened during the next
three months. This new field strengthens our verna-
cular work in and opens the way for us to exert
an influence in this city that we have not hitherto been
able to exercise. I trust the favored time has come for
our work in India to recsive the support it 8o much needs,
to make it the grand suceess it promisea to become at no
distant day.

A GREAT OPPORTUNITY.

I have o lettor from Mr. Newcomb, of Cumbum,
in which be states that 2,347 received baptism oun his
recent tour of twenty-three days, and that other candi-
dates were ready for the ordi The readi of
the Telugu people to receive the gospel ought to be
seized upon, improved and made available for far
greater results than have yet been realized. Tho final
succeas of a cause in which '.{ero had been great struggles
has often turned on the improvement of a single oppor-
tunity which unexpectedly presentedfitself. Buch an
opportunity has bégn waiting and invitiniimErovemem
for years in the mauifest interest shown by this peoplo.
Are the American Baptista waiting for any clearer reve-
Iation in regard to Gof’a purposes concorning the destin,
aud service of the Telugus, or will they accept the one a]y
resdy given in the past and present of this mission, and
tmprove opportunity and privilege eo graciously given
—really thrust upon them g

This work shonld not be looked upon nor urged in the
spirit of denominational propagandism. The opportunity
and privilego carry us above and boyond this, holding us
by tg)eir veryﬁL ness in the closest fellowship with
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the Master in His purposes of grace and love to a people
made ready to receive the gospel All this prospority
and sucoess ought to be socepted as a solemn trust car-
rylog with it most weighty responaibility. Somo agency,
a snpreme one, must be employed to give effect to what
has already been done in the line of missionary endeavaor,
and mark out the way for the conquest of India. There
aro many agencies in India attempting to do what God
is scoomplishing through us, ‘‘ by the foolishness of
preaching.” This is the soriptural plan, and may be the
oneits divine Author intends to bless and use to a far
greater oxtent than has yet been done.

Boys and girls do you not love a story ? And is not

our first question, ““Is it true?” Aud is not your
interost nlways greater when you sre told that the hero
or.. heroine reAIF; lived T At loast that is the way I
always fool, and so I want to tell you at the outaet that
my hero really lived. Moreover, he was a bright, active
boy, full of fun and frolic, delighting in all games which
cafled for physical strength, such as lesping, running,
eto., yot. generous and loving, hating shams of all kind,
he had an inate love for truthfulness. His homo was a
very besutiful one in B8cotland, and everything that
wealth could give him, this boy enjoyed.

His family was a very old one, and I can fancy how he
must have enjoyed as a little follow, listening to the story
of his noble ancestor, who by his bravery prevented the
rogolis of Scotland from falling into the hands of Crum-
well, and -yet there were braver deods than these which
young Ion loved to hear of. Doeds of men who while
soldicrs, served not under an earthly sovereign, but under
the banner of the King of ki and from the Book
which told of these Ion would, when only seven years old,
read to the poor people who lived near his home.

As he grew older, ho s sent to tho famous grammar-
school at Harrow, England, and afterwards to Cambridge.
In both theso places he ahowed a great fondness for
study, aund carried off a number of prizos.

He came to the front in all athletics, and being six feet
ond three inches tall and finely proportioned, his physi-
cal contests were a sight worth seeing. He became
President of the London Bicysle Club. In 1882 he was
the first to accomplish that remarkable journey on the
wheel from Land’s End to John D. Gruats' house, nearly
1,000 miles, which he accomplished in thirteen duys.

The world beld many attractions for him ; but Iyon had
*“ chosen the good part.” Redeemed by Jesus Chriat, he
was not sshamed to let it be known that ho was on the
Lord's side, and all through his colloge life he went
amoung the lower classes with the old, old story. Again
in one of the worst parta of London ha spent time and
money in building the Gireat Assembly Hall, where 5,000
people ** may gntger under the sound of one voice.” He
rarely attempted to speak himself in public, doing his
work with individual souls, having as he said, *‘a quiot
talk.”

Everywhere he went, the grand object of his life was
over present with bim to serve the Ef;rd Jesus. Once
wiren on a bicyclo tour with a friend in Suvutherlandshire
he wrote to his wife: ‘“We htd a job to get across the
Kyle. It was very low water, and we had to wade some
distance before we could get to the boat. We had a talk
with the boatman, who said he had been praying and
searching for years, but couldn's find Him.” .

After Feaving eoliege ho spont a winter in Upper Egypt
for the purpose of studying ‘Arabio, and learning more of
the people there. And nuw comés n testing time, all
this knowledge which he has gained, if used in one way,
will bring to himself, fame sod worldly honor ; if used in
anothor way, it will mean, contact with the wrotched,
separation from his loved oues, the danger of a foreign
olimate, and the giving up of wealth.

But thero seemes to have beon no hesitation, all this
knowledge must be used in the service of God. And so
he chose for his field of work, Aden, a British Ooaling
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station, at the point whero the Red Sea opens into the
Indian Ocean, opposite the coast of Africa, a barren,
comfortless wilderness of sand, but a place where as
many as a quarter of a million of convicts come every
year. Here ho saw that the people wuuld more readily
receive his measage if he could bring them relief from
auffering, for physicians were unknown. So back our
hero comss to lngland, studies medicine himself, ar-
ranges with a Christian ductor to go with him, and then
starts for the far off Arabis, early in November, 1886.
For five months he labored, buildings for hospitsl and
school were commenced, the old old story of redeeming
love, 8o told to the people, its pawer so shown in the life
of the young missionary, that wany, mauy turned to the
Lord.

Five months totel] the story, and then he was stricken
with fever, it was not thought dangerous, but his work
was dope, and one night, he quietly passed away in his
sleep. Passed awny from the servico of the King here to
His presonce in glory

W}hnt was the secrot of this life 7 Was 1t not that as a
boy, and then as a man, he set befure him one aim, he
had one motive, to serve Jesus Christ. He was s mis-
sionary, but not a minister, he had never been ordained,
but just as you may, he had heard the voice of Jesus Christ
saying to him, ** Sun,ngo work to-day in my vineyard."
Just as you may, he had seen that the heathen sitting in
darkness, and that the Bible which had taught him the
way to heaven was the only book which could teach
thewmn.

Ton Keith Falconer had many smong his fellow-stud-
onts who were mnore brilliant than ho was, but the secrot of
his success Iny not in his cloverness but in his being ull
for Jesus.

But think of the converts he had gathered in ; thirty
souls gathered from among a people whose law for ages
had been utterly selfish and brutal ; liberty was offered
them if they gave up Christ ; if they stood by Him and
His servant. they had no hope but the flame ; and to that
fiery death went those thirty—not ome man, woman or
ohild drew back. “ Think of it Christisns at home !’
This is what the Baviour Christ has done for the brutalized
African! This is the love which His great love has in-
spired in the breasts of those poor natives of Uganda!
And the fields are white indeed ! The harvest 18 vxceed-
ing rich.

Marcu o CuRINTIANITY. - It lacks two years of a con-
tury since William Carey eailed for India as a missionary
of the newly-formed Baptist Missionary Society. There
are now two hundred missiouary sodieties in the Christian
Church, with 7,000 missionaries and sasistants, and with
ovar 30,000 native helpers, and every land open for the
Yroclaumt.ion of the gospel, as far aa law isconcerned. In

ndia there are half & million of professed Christians and
over & million of adherents. Burmah has over 30,000
members of the church. China has over 1,000 mission-
aries with their assistants, and over 130,000 professed
Christians. The first Protestant missionary landed in
Japan in 1864, and now the membership 18 over 25,000,
with over 16,000 children in their S8abbath schools. Their
contributions last year were nearly 860,000, Madagascar,
the S8andwich Islands, the Friendly Islands, the New
Hebrides, and other islanda are, many of them, as fully
Christianized as portions of our ownland. Africa is now,
as never before, being ocoupied by the missionary of the
oross, and possibly to-day contains a quarter of a million
of professed Chriatians.

Last evening at
our English service a stranger and his wife put tive rupoes
into the Lord's treasury.

—Febrvary has beon an exceedingly busy
month on our compound. We have organized a boys’
school, which now has a registered daily attendance of
33 ; re-organized a girls’ achool, now numbering 19 ; have
built a very substantial baptistery in a very convenient
location, which will hold about 400 gallons, and at a cost
of about Ra, 36. The bricks we also made on the com-
pound, 9,000 of them, at less than two-thirds the cost, in
the market, of a much inferior article. Repairs have been
begun on the bungalow, the direction of which has fallen
largely to me. Best of all, yesterday we had the blessed
pi;%ilege of baptizing our first native candidates, two
men, one just out from hestheuism in the face of bitter
opposition, the other a relative of long-atanding native
Christians, but up to last month a stubborn unbeliever.
We are full of enthusiasm, and hope for still greater
things ahead. o,
