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FIRST EXHIBITION OF THE TORONTO
POULTRY, PIGECN, AND PET
STOCK ASSOCIATION.

This show, all things considered,
was without exception, the most sue-
cessful ever held in Ontario. On our
arrival at the show room on Tuesday
evening, the looks of satisfaction beam-
ing on the faces of the officers made it
evident chat all was favorable so far,
and a hasty examination of the show
pens was sufticient to convince us that
they had good reason to feel pleased
with the response fanciers had made
to their efforts to give scoring a fair
trial.  They could look with satisfact-
ou at the long rows of cages contain-
ing 114 Plymouth Rocks, of such
quality as was never before seen in
Canada; 99 Leghorns, hardly a bird
of them scoring under 85, and many
of them away up in the nineties; 72
games, of great merit, most of them
home bred, and rivalling in excellence
anything heretofore imported from
England; 83 Light Brahmas, of ex-
cellent quality; a large and very fine
display of Dark Brahmas, and a good
representation of nearly all the other
standard varieties. The show did not
partake of a local character either as
the entries by Toronte fanciers were
not so nuinerous as is generally seen
at the Provincial Poultry Show and at
the Industrinl. Fowls were there from
o great distance east, west and north,
and fanciers were present from Mont-
real, Ottawa, Belleville, Peterborough,
Bowmanville, Whitby, Barrie, Colling-
wood, Hamilton, Brantford, Ingersoll,
Camlackie, Seaforth, etc., etc.

When it is taken into consideration’

the early dates on which the show was
held, the short notice given of it, the
very unfavorable weather that prevail-
ed for a few days hefore and during the.
show, and the fact that no regular
money prizes were offered, coupled
with the large exhibit and attendance
of fanciers, strong evidence is given of

lxow earnest our fanciers are for honest,
intelligent and impartial judzment.

VALUE OF FEATHERS.

The French people for centuries have
shown examples to the rest of the civi-
lized world in economy and thrift in the
poultry  business.  Dr.  George, of
France, tells us the uses to which they
put the feathers:—*“A full-grown hen
will yield from two and a half ounces to
four and a half ounces of feathers and
down. The feathers serve for bonnet
decorations, the ornamentation of mili-
tary shakos, and for dusters. The
average sized feathers are employed for
beds and bolsters: the down for pillws,
but the latter classes are not held in as
much esteem as the same from geese
and ducks. When the feathers are
plucked they are placed for a shurt
time in a baker’s oven, after the bread
ihas been wihdrawn, to kill the insect
rgerms.  Four sous is the average price
for the feathers of a hen, but if from a
_white cock the price may rise as high

Many beautiful
and apparently perfect_specimens, un-
der the searching and severe scrutiny
of the judge, were found to be disquali-
fied. This seems at first a tough ex-
perience for the owners, but it is really
the greatest benefit, in fact, a blessing
in disgwise, and those who suffered
most by it, if they will only accept its
teaching, will be the first to acknowl-

to know by heart. In the first flush of
disappointment, as their beautiful pets
were thus rudely relegated to the low-
est place, the lesson was bitter in the
extreme.  But the true fancier will see
in this sceming death-blow to his hopes,
the way to greater and more certain
honor: It will be as it were, the stepping
stone, that will, though troublesome to
get over, eventually land him on the
fair banks of success.

It was especially gratifying to note
the excellence of the Canadian bred
birds; and this fact proves how much
has been done the last few years in bring-
ing them from so deep obscurity, to
their present beautiful and useful con-
dition. The stimulus which has been
given to the poultry industry, is essen-
tially healthv, and our fanciers have a
great career before them, which by the
exercise of a little care in the future,
they can increase and improve indefi-
nitely.

valuable birds of the different varieties.
His suburban residence, where he has
erected his poultry buildings, is about
two miles from Montreal, and the
locality is admirably suited for poultry
purposes. ‘The building stands on the
mountdin side, gravelly soil,well drained,
in the midst of beautiful grounds, and
plenty of trees for shade. The poultry
building adjoins the house and imme-
diately connects one with the other
thus avoiding the annoyance of having
to go outside into the open air during
the inclement season. It is two story
high, go ft. long by 3oft. wide
with stone foundations, and the walls
Jathed and plastered. It has abun-
dance of light and ventilation, having
a sky-light 50 ft. long and 6 ft. wide be-
sides 20 double windows at the side
and end. The building is heated by a
furnance, which can be regulated so that
the house can be kept at a proper tem-
perature for the birds.

The ground floor is divided into pens,
made with 224 in. scantling and galva-
nized wire netting, and so arranged that
the pens can be made larger or smaller
without any inconvenience. At pre.
sent it contains 12 pens, each 12 feet
square ; six at each side with a five foot
passage in the centre.  This flat con-
tains the larger varieties, such as Brah-

+mas, Cochins &c.,

The next story is divided into 20 di-
visions, large and small, and contains
the smaller varieties, pheasants and pig-
eons. There is the same width of pas-
sage on this flat except at one end
which is divided cross-ways into 3 com.
partments each to ft. wide for pigeons,

The following is alist of the vari.
ties he has on hand at present--Andal-
usians, Black Spanish, White and
Brown Leghorns, Plymouth Rocks,
Wyandottes, Iangshans, White and
Grey Dorkins, *White Buff and Partridge
Cochins, Light and Dark Brahmas, the
five varities of Hamburgs, Black Javas,

Buff Polish, White and Pearl Guineas
and Gold and Silver Pheasdnts.

It would occupy too much space in
the REVIEW to go into full particulars
of every variety, so I will only mention
a few which are more particularly noti-
ciable. The first that strikes the eye
on entering the building is two pens of
Buff Cochins. These are grand birds
and the best that we have had in this
Province. There are some fine impor-
ted Langshans amongst them a young
cockerel which is a magnificent bird;
I noticed two pullets in the pen which
would make a grand trio with him. An-
other scarce bird in this countty is
Buff Polish. Mr. Joyce hasa pen of
this variety that he imported last sum-
mer. There is a fine pen of white
Dorkings in which are the winners
at the late show in Toronto. On
the next story are two pens of im-
ported pheasants, Silver and Golden.
Among the Hamburgs the most notic.
able one a fine pen of Blacks and cne
of Silver Spangled, which if ever they
come in a show room, will be hard to
beat. Therearetwo pens of white and
pearl guineas, these birds are considered
great layers in the summer, and al-
though their eggs are smaller are equ-
ally as profitable as the larger ones to
housekeepers.

The pigeons are too numerous
to mention. Among them are
several varieties of Pouters, Magpies,
Turbits, Swallows, also Archangels,
Nuns, Priests, Blondinetts, Turbiteens
Spot Fairies, Pigmy Pouters, and
Almond Tumblers.  During the
last summer there were added to the
collection nearly 100 birds from a no-
ted breeder in England.

A very pleasant hour was spent in this
building and it was hard to leave a
place so beautifully fitted up for the
comfort of our mutual pets, and I am
sure any one visiting Montreal would be
well repaid by accepting the cordial
invitation of its genial proprietor.
