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Home Missiens.

T the Rev. the Preshytery of Pictr. the
Jollowing report of missionary (wbor
performed by the undersigned s re-
spectfully submitted :

According to appointment I proceed-
¢d to Cape Breton, and preached at Ma-
bou the 2nd Sabbath of Septewnber. On
the following week 1 went te Baddegk
and labored four Sabbaths in successiem
in that place. The attendance 1 was
informed was very good, much larger
than it had been formerly. The carnest
attention given to the preaching of the
gospel was very gratifying. 1 found a
very good spirit existing among the ad-
herents cf our own Church. I wasmuch
pleased to observe the proper christian
feeling subsisting between the adherents
of our owu and the Free Church not-
withstanding all that has been written.
Indeed the feeling which the controver-
sy excited abroad, except in a very few
instances, was not experienced therc.—
A very ceasiderable nnmber of those
who altended regularly on wy ministra-
tions during my stay in Baddeck were
adherents of the Free Church. I have
been informed by persons there that the
abors of ur missiouaries have been pro-
Quetive of much good m that locality. I
administered the ordinance of Daptism
during my stay in Baddeck.

Leaving Baddeck 1 returned to Ma-
bou, and preached there three Sabbaths.
I did wot preach at Port Hood accord-
ing to appointment. I proceeded there

for that purpose, but owing to peculiar
circumstances I deemed it wore prudent
to return and give the day to Mabou.—
In this congregation I found matters in
a very satisfactory state. During the
last suramer they have builta very hand-
gome: Chureh, which is completely finish-
ed outside and the floor laid. During
my stay there a congregational meeting
wae held, for the purpose of taking into
consideration the propriety of going for-
ward to finish their Church, at which X
was requested to preach. Though the
meeting was small, owirg to the state of
the weather and oiher causes, yot it was
pervaded by a most excellent spirit. It
was unanimously resolved to finish their
Church. A subscription list was open-
ed at the meeting, which was largely
signed, and the necessary arrangements
wade for completing the work. The
Church when completed will cost £500
or £600.  The conduct of this congrega-
tion is deserving of the hizhest commen-
dation. It is a very small congregation,
and has been severely tried by the re-
woval of its pastor just as lus labors be-
gan to be fully appreciated and their
fruits began to appear. Though cast
down under these adverse circumstan-
ces, yet they were not discouraged ; bug
exercising a firm faith in an over-ruling
Providence, and trusting ihat the Great
Ilcad of the Church would provide for
them, they have gone vigorously for-
ward in the erection of iheir new and
elegant place of worship. This is dis-
playing a proper spirit; notsitting down
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in a state of inactivity and grieving at
their loss, but trusting to Providence and
doing what they can for themselves to
have the regular ordinances of the 'zos-

el dispensed among them. The God
in whom they trust will provide for them.
I performed some ministerial visitations
in this congregation, but not as much as
I desived, owing to the extremely unfa-
vorable weather which prevailed during
my stay there. 1 recerved six pounds
from Mabou congregation for the Ilome
Mission.

Mr Eoryor,— .

Having been for the last three weells
engazed amongst the Railway laborers,
in compliance with the request of Sy-
nod, I now, at your request, send a few
hurried remarks for the information of
your readers. Ihave already spent two
weeks on the Windsor line, and one
week on the Eastern line, and intend to
spend yet anotber week on the Iastern
line bafore returning home. On each of
two of the last three Sabbath we had five
different services, including English and
Gaclic, at three different places along
the line.  On the third Sabbath we had
four different services, two in English
and two in Gaelic, at two different
places. And on the two intervening
week-nights we had nine meetinys afier
work hours, at five of which, services
were couducted both in Englishand Gae-
lic. Thus, during the last threc weeks,
I have been enabled to meet with the
laborers in about twenty-ecight different
services, including those of the Sabbath
and week-days, and in both languages.
The attendance at all these meetings was
much Jarger than I expected—and 1t was
quite refreshing to witness the engerness
with which the Gaclie-speaking laborers,
especially, attended.  More than one-
half of our weckly meetings were held
in the laborers’ shanties alongside their
works, and their gratitude for these ser-
wices was fully evinced by the collections
which were give« at their request.
Amongst these laborers I found a few of
amy own congregation, a great many ad-
herents of our Church from Cape Bre-
1on, and several Presbyterians of other
denominations, together with a great
many of a class which I nced not men-
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tion, but which show that they lic under
a special curse wherever they are found.

n reference to the spiritual destitution
which prevails, I need only say that the
labourers are in some districts well sup-
plied with Sabbath ordinances within
their reach, either in the ordinary min-
isters of the district, or through the visits
ot ministers from other places. But in
other districts along the line, the desti-
tution of the meansof grace is very great.
In visiting these districts, several, espe-
cially of the Highlanders, told me that 1
was the first minister who visited themn
since they came there some six or eight
months ago. They had, itis true, fre-
quent opportunities within that perviod
of attending preaching.  But some ex-
cused their non-attendance by stating
that as there was no Gacelie, they could
not profit by the services in Xnglish;
and others, that the intimation of preach-
ing either did not reach them at all or
reached them when toolate.  Many were
thus frequently disappointed who would
gladly have attended, because of the in-
timation having been sent by parties who
either were so engrossed with business
as to forget it, or cared not to deliver it,
and so purposely withheld it. Finding
that some of the inhabitants wiuld prefer
baving our meetings at places more con-
#unient to themselves than the Railway
laborers, I insisted upon the former at-
tending their own places of worship,and
took the trouble of going myself to the
pits were the Railway men were work-
ing, to arrange with them as to the most
convenient places of meeting, and to no-
tify all the laborers thereof.  On thisae-
ceunt our meetings were better attended
than would have been the case had mat-
ters been left otherwise.

Of the moral and religious state of the
great majority of those engaged in these
Railway works, no idea can be formed
without becoming cye and car witnesses
thereof. Let your readers follow me
along the line to the various pits where
the men are working, and listen to their
speech while irritated by some mishap
which for a few minutes retards their
progress.  Perbaps a cart has backed off
the slip and a few men must come toaid
in pulling it out again. The horse be-
comes discouraged and refuses to pall.
Two or three men lay at him with their
cudgels, embittered by the venom of
oathsand curses which make one shudder
at the hcaring thereof.  Letthem follow
me to the shanty where men are found
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a3 though bereft of reason, revelling in
drunkenness and riot.  Let them follow
me in the dusic of the evening to the
Tan as some half-dozen teams, with three
or four horses each, ave being »ut up for
the night by theiv drivers, irvitateld
throuzh cold, hunger, fatigne and stronz
drink. Let them spendasleepless night
with me there, listening to the noise anld
din of those who ave lrunken and drink-
tag all night. Lo them pass alonz the
road for an hour or two on the Sabbun
day to behold men gaing forth with their
guns to shoot patridues and haves, or to
hear the reports of thase acturlly en-
gage:d therein—some stagaering throuzh
drunkenness, others cutting firewonl,
and others repairing or building their
shantics—to meet droves of sheep driven
along to market, or to meet heavily laden
teams, with three or four horses in each,
driven along as on any of the week-day-
Let your readers follow me to hear and
witness such things as these, and many
mo: 2 that may be heard and seen both
on Sabbath and week-days, and they
ghall return with some idea of the mo-
rality of Railway life. And while I have
witnessed scenes such as these, and heard
thiugs which we must not ufter, still 1
have met with not a few God-fearing
people engaged on the Railway,and with
them it was pleasant to hold sweet con-
verse amid scenes such as the above.
And it I am asked what is at the root
of all this tmmorality ? I at once reply
INTOXICATING LIQUORS. DBanish these
entircly from the Railway works and
rtters will be changed very -uddenly
to the better.  Why should we not have
a Maine Liquor Law for these Railway
operations, if not for the whole Province?
The Government surely have it in their
power to remedy the evil. The Rail-
way contractors can, if they choose, ba-
aish the evil entirely from the works by
not employing men who sell it in their
shanties. And, to thewr eredit, two ov
three contractors bave done their nt-
most to remedy the evil; and I have
found a great difference for the better
amongat their inen and within their dis-
teicts.  But still in other districts I am
told that there is scarcely a shanty in
which liquor is not sold, and T have had
abundant evidence of' it. A certain par-
ty drives his team twice a week out from
Halifax to supply them. And while this
is allowed to go on Railway life will be
what it is despite of all efforts to the con-
trary. And O when will our civil autho-
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rities lear.: the discharge of their duty,
Lotk in enforeing those civil en wtments,
which would fend at least to d:minish
the evil, and to obtiin thoe entctonts
which would effectunally remove it ?7—
And whea will men cevse the pursuitof
aain at the exnense of the rmin of the
souls aml bodies or their fuilbw men
throuzh their nagolly tralic in iate- -
nding liguors ?

Alter coasiderable eonversation with
the Protestant laborers, and some of their
employers, as to the best mo le of bene-
tittinz them spiricnily dusing the conti-
nuan ¢ of these public works, 1 have re-
solved vuon recomumening the follow-
1z plan, which T think guite practicable
at loast as vegards the Cape Breton Pro-
testant labovers.

I have boeen told that there were abous

*venr handred laborers, adhorents of the
Iree Church, engiged on the Railway
in the course of the last summer from
Cape Breton alone. 'Three or four hun-
dred of these were so situated as that
one minister might hold divine service
with them all on every Sabbath, and
also meet with them on week nights af-
ter their work hours. T remaining
number of these Highland laborers were
also so situated as that another mirister
might overtake them. And the plan
which I would propose is simply that
these lahorers join tagether, as one con-
gregation, and bring their minister with
them to remain with them during their
sojourn at these public wovks. Coming
thus as a body they could be employed
by one contractor, or at ar - rate by two
or three adjoininz ones, ind thereby
wonld be found living within a short
distance of each other, and could be
casily vonveited for divine service. Most
gladly wounld the men pay all the ex-
penses of a minister thes liv.:.o amongst
them.  And should only alout two hun-~
dred join thus as a congresaticn, abous
one day’s work from cach would be
found suincient, together with their Sab-
bath colleciions, to provide an aucquate
salary for their minister and to meet ex-
tra. expenses.  This would be nothing
compared with the advantages to Le de-
rived from such a plan being carried
into effect. By the :ainister living
amongst them divine service could be
conducted every S-bbath, and prayer
meetings held daring the week. By such
a pastoral superintendence ungodliness
of all forms would be checked, and vital
gadliness would flourish in connection
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with Railway operations,instead of these
works becoming, as at present, nurseries
of iniguity and a rallying point to the
ungodly. By this plan being carried into
effect many of the pious of the land
would be found taking part in these pub-
lic works, and pious parents at home
would be freed from anxicty in know-
ing that their sons at these works were
not lft exposed to the example of the
ungodly without any one to care for
their souls. Raiiway contractors also
would derive much benefit from such a
plan, in having a suflicient number of
trustworthy laborers on whom they could
depeznd. It but remains that sucha plan,
or something similar, be put in > effect
in order to have these public works be-
come sources of spiritual as well as of
temporal good.

In reference to the minister or mins-
ters to take charge of such an undert
taking I take the liberty of stating my
conviction, and that founded on experi-
ence, that he should not be a young or
inexpericneed man, but one of weight
and authority, who should command the
respect of all parties.  And if no one
such minister could be found willing to
leave his own charge and home for a
season, perhaps three or four could be
found willing to take charge of the Rail-
way laborers for two or three months in
rotation, their own congregations being
adequately supplied in their absence.
Ogur Presbytery in Cape Breton has a
special interest in carrying out such 2
plan, inasmuch as a very great propor-
tion of the labourers belong to their con-
gregations.  And may we not hope that
all they need in order to engage in this
work, and to make timely provision for
next summer, is to have their attention
thus called toit.  But having already oc-
cupied oo much of your space 1 cannot
further refer to the matter, and 1 only
add that one of the Railway coutractors
with whom I conversed regarding it not
only vejoived in the hope of such a plan
being acted upon, but also promised pe-
cuniary aid towards carrying it into ef-
fect.  Leg thercfore, our Presbhyteries
bestir themselvesyand secure that such
a plan may Le ready against the first
seasou.

As 1 intend to spend another week on
the Eastern line before returning home,
and as the collections made by the la-
borers to defray the expenses o f my mis-
sion are not yet completed, Icannotsend
you at presenta report of these, but shall
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do so for your next issue. And I hope
the entire expenses will be defrayed by
these collections without any burden to
the funds of our Home Mission.

ANNUAL REPCRT OF MICMAC
MISSION.

Tue ComMmirTeE of Tk Mic-mac
Misston are happy in being able to re-
port a degree of prosperity during the
past year. ‘The mission has not indeed
been remarkably abundant in outward
fruits; and yetit has evidently been ad-
vancing towards maturity. Itis becom-
ing strengthened in its interest, and itis
beginning to assume a more definite
and  promisitg character than hereto-
fore.

Firs!, with regard to the establishment
at Mount Micmae. The industrial de-
partment has not been resumed. It was
sustained sufliciently long to demonstrate
that the Indians are capable of being
employed in industrial pursuits, when
for want of accommodations they were
obliged to disperse.  The committee in
a resolution published in the last year’s
report, directed, that in future, employ-
ment should only be afforded to those
Indians who would consent to send their
children to school. There is no doubt
that such families could be found and
Lrought to Hautsport. But a considera-
ble amount of Indian work remaining
still undisposed of, and the sum of £200
being needed to pay the balance due on
the land, besides the ordinary expenses;
no attempi has been made to establish a
school during the past year. It is how-
ever still the intention of the Society so
soon as arrangements can be made, to
establish the mission on a permanent ba-
sis. Ior this purpose a tract of land
containing 450 acres, near Hantsport,in
a position central both to Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick, ontiguous to exten-
sive hunting and fishing gronnds, and
fit for erltivation, has been purchased.—
Some delay has occurred in the final
arrangements for securing the title. It
will probably be all arranged in a few
days.

In the second place, your committee
would refer to the labours of the missi-
onary. We rejoice that hiv health is
mercifully spuared to continue the good
work for which he scems eminently
qualified. A part of his time during
the past year, has been spentin coller.~

)
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ting monies to support the mission and
to pay for the land. For .his purpose
he has visited with suceess, various coun-
tries in both provinces, in the direetion
of Pictou, Liverpool, Fredericton and
Miramichi. In these tours his ohject
was kindly promoted by Christians of
every name. But the collection of mo-
ney however important, has been re-
garded by the nussionary as only of scc-
ondary moment. He has made it his
chief employment to visit the Indians in
different places and to labour for their
spiritual good. He has neglected no op-

ortunity of reading and expounding the
Scriptures,—in this way ¢ preaching
publicly and irom louse tr house” in the
various Indian encampments, by the way
side, in their villages, their wigwams,
at the housesof the white people, and
wherever they were to be found. He has
also distributed varwus portions of Sevip-
ture and tracts to those who can read.
In this way he has distributed eonies of
the Hrinted gospels and o the Mie-Mac
spelling Look, whi b were often receiv-
ed with great eagzerness.  Copies previ-
ously distribuied were funnd carefully
preserved and read, though they bave
some times been destroydd.

Mr Rand has also, even in his trasels,
prosecuted the study of the Indian lun-
%xage, and the work of translation.—

uring the past winter the latter half of
the book of Psalins was translated, com-
pleting the book ; and the books of Gene-
sis and Luke were revised. The gospel
of Luke was copied for the press; the
Yast proof'sheets have been corrected, and
sent to the printer in Bath, England,
and will snon be issued. e has begun
to copy Genesis for the press. In his
‘late tour to Fredericton the missionary
visited settlements of the Maliseet Indi-
ans,and translated into their language
one of the Mic-Mace Tracts, and a porti-
on of the Psalms. The language of this
tribe being similar to that of the Penob-
scots, the benefit conferred upon the for-
mer willalso be available to the latter.
Both the Maliseet and the Penobscot
tribes can read their own language in
the script character. Thus the Word of
God may be conveyed to them also
through the medium of the press, and
the influence of the mission may be felt
beyond .he sphere of our more imnmedi-
ate operations. ¢« They shall come out

~of every nation and kindred and tongue.”

The committee would not close their
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report without referring thirdly, to the
state of the Indians.

The Micmacs in the three Provinces
number, so far as can be ascertained, a-
bout 2000. Micmacs are to be found
alsom Caunada. They pevform pilgri-
mages from these provinees to the gre
cathedral in the city of Montreal, ex-
pecting thereby to procure salvation.—
Who wouid not rejoice in turning their
minds from these lying vanities to the
true Saviour, in frecing them from ara-
inons superstition, and bringing them
under the influence of genuine piety ?
Tley usually reccive the missionary
with great cordiality not only an aceount
of their remarkable hospitality to stran-
gers, but from their strony religious cha-
racter, and the deep interest they feelin
the glorious truths of tae gospel. Many
of them will not be persnaded by the
Romish Priests that the Bible isa bal
book after they have heard it read in
their own language. With eager inter-
est do they gather round the missionary
in their wigwams and listen to the word
of life as read and expounded by him.
A few of them can read and are becom-
ing acquainted with the literatare which
has been supplied for them in their own
tongue. They now possessin Micmae—
the gospels of Mathew and John, toge-
ther wi.h a couple of tracts, and a spell-
ing book. And many are awaking to
the necessity of education for their chil-
dren. Instances of bitter hostility toour
missionary and his mission do sometimes
occur, but they are few and far between.
On the other hand they often regard
with great favor, the work of transfer-
ring the scriptures into their own lan-
guage. Our missionary in his letters
from New Brunswick, makes honourable
mention of individuals who aided him
there in his work, despite all attempts to
prevent them.

But the committee would mention par-
ticularly the case of Berjamin Christ-
mas, who was referred to in the last
year’s report, as rendering valuable as-
sistance to our missionary, in the work
of translating, and who was desirous of
removing to tantsport with bis family.
A proposal was made to that effect,
which was accepted, and about the 12th
of Dec. be arrived with his family from
Cape Breton. -This family consisting of
a wife and three children, have adopted
the costume and customs of the whites,
have ever since their arrival resided in
a house, and have no wish to return to
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the wandevings and wretchedness of In-
dian life. ‘Tle wife is quite an adept in
bouso keepirg, and has learned to read
since her arrivai.  She hasnot vetavow-
ed herself a convert from Rewmanism ;
but she eagerly listens to the seriptures,
and to evangelical instruction.  She also
cordiully comncides with her Lusband in
his plans for ca.ning furtherinformation,
and making himself useful to the mission.

During the winter months Benjawin
was engagced in assisting Mr Rand in the
work of translaticn and revision. He,
at the same time, pursued his studies in
several English Lranches, such as read-
ing, writing, arithmetic and Geography,
ard cspecially the Bible. e bas also
opportunities for reading th. scriptures
to the other Indians, and of conversing
with them in their wigwams, and at s
own house. TFor 2 months after that he
was employed by a house-joiner, and was
able to earn a doilar a_day in carpenter
work, besides his board.

About the middle of July Mr Rand
cemmenced a missionary tour through
New Brunswick, and thought it advisa-
ble that Ben should accompany him.—
To this the committee agreed. Mr Rand
found him a valuable assistunt. The In-
dians would crowd around him, to hear
him read the scriptures, and would lis-
ten to his addresses and remarks with
great candour and interest. His open
avowal of attachment to the primutive

ospel, and kis dependence upon Christ

or salvation, and not upon the Church,
occosioned him some persecution and
trouble from white Romanists. But by
the Indians he wasalmost universally re-
‘ceived with kindness. “Often,” says
Mr Rand, “ would they enquire, when
will Pasumei visit us again. Ben. was
well received also by the white people.
He occasionally addreszed public assem-
‘bliee with much acceptance, in conjunc-
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tion with Mr Rand’sllectures in behalf of
the mission. He not only avows himself
a convert from Popery but indulges the,
hope that he has been born again, not of
corruptible seed, but of incarruntibie, b
the Word of God, ‘which liveth and abid-
eth forever. He Lasnot united with any
branch of the christian church,and wishes
to take no step rashly. He expresses too,
an earnest desire to labor as an evange-
list among his kindred, his brethren ae-
cording to the flesh. IYor this purpose he
is sceking the necessary qualifications.
Can your committe: entertain a doubt
respecting the forthcoming means of
educating him ?

It is only necessary to add, that Mr
Rand bears testimony to the christian
deportment of Benjamin. He says, 1
have known him for more than seven
years. I often contrast bis appearance
and conduct seven years ago with what
they are now. With the deepest solici-
tude have I watched lum fr the last 18
months, but I have never seen nor heard
anything inconsistent with his profession.
How often has my heart been moved,
while listening to addresses in his owa
tongue, to ¢ Our Father in Heaven.”—
Ilow bas my soul been stirred while
hearing him read and speak to his peo-
ple. Thave been led at such times to
exclaim, * Lord now lettest thou thy sex-
vant depart in peace.”

The report of last year gave an ae-
count of a dicmacdying in the triumphs
of faith and going as he firmly believed,
to be with Christ. We are happy now
in being able to speak of another whose
conversion we hope is genuine. Ws
pray that he may be spared to labor oa
carth for the salvation of his people, and
that he may be but a drop before a plen-
tiful shower—the first fruite of an abus-
dant harvest.

“My Dean SistER—

« A French vessel has just touched
at this island on her way to China, and
the captain kindly ofters to take a letter
for me. I embrace this opportunity of
letting you know that we arc well. We
cannot be too grateful for the measure
of health enjoyed by the mission fami-
hies.

“T am happy to say that the cause of
God continues to prosper on the island.
The heathen are now reduced to a small
number. ‘They are now as nearly as we
car estimate under 300, In another
year we will I trust have no heathen to
report. Our poor natives are growing
in divine knowledge I trust, and in
christian character also. There hasbeen
much sickness among the natives this
year and many deaths. Not a {ew have
given hopeful evidence oun their death
beds that they bave not received the
grace of God m vain. Within the last
month two young mcn have died in our
neighbourhood. Death had no terrors
to them. They died expressing theit
firm reliance on Christ, and exhorted
those around them to seck more earnest-
ly the Word of God which had been so
precious to them. Neither of these
young wmen had been baptized. We
hope therefore that there is much true
piety among those who are not in the
Church as well as among those who are
it

“The long expected supply of type
from Scotland has reached us. YVe have
just priuted the first sheet of Matthew
with it. T enclose a sheet as & specimen.
The natives are quite enraptured with
the new type, itis so large and clear.—
The books printed with the new type
will I have no doubt give a great im-

ulse to the cause of education on the is-
and.

“ You will be glad to bear that the
large supply of goods for the mission
shipped by the * Sydney’ for Melbourne
has at last reached us. They came in
excellent condition. They seemed as
fresh as the day they were packed, and
nothing was injured except the Coramu-~
nion Service from Prince Street Chureh,
which I much regret. It was laid too
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nea~ the surface of one of the boxes, and
some great pressure on the box has bent
and cracked one of the cups. It may
be possible to repairit.  You knew how
I will value this precious gift to our in-
fant Church. There is a Church mect-
ing to-morrow, and I intend to have it
brought forward and tell our Church
members of the kindness of our dear
friends in Nova Scotia.  They will prize
it all the more when they know it has
been given by the Churclrin which their
own missionary spent his carly years,
and in which his first public profession
of religion was made.

« We feel truly grateful for the large
supply of’ clothing trom Nova Scotia.—
Our poor teachers stood much in need
of them. There is however one draw-
back to our satisfaction in recewving
them, and that is the great expense on
them in Melbourne. Dr Ross has writ-
ten to me that they were stored there by
some unprincipled man, and that his
charges on themn are about £27 for stor-
age alone; but I suppose that Mr Ha-
nulton has written to Mr Bayne on the
subject.

“T1 feel very grateful to the kind
friends, ministers of our Church and
others, who have written me and who -2
letters have come with the supplies. I
design to write to all who have been so
mindful of me in my distant home. Cor-
respondence here isa burdensome though
pleasant duty. Within a few weeks I
have received 43 letters, which now lie
on my table to be answered. My friends
must excuse me if I don’t write long let~
ters, for my reading aad writing is at
night, when I am often exhausted with
the duties of the day.

“J am unusually busy this week, as
the ordinance of the Supper will be dis-
pensed next Sabbath. Outof a large
class of candidates we admit 13 on thig
occasion. Two deacons have also been
chosen whom we expect to ordain this
week. We have concluded to delay the
appointment of ruling elders for the pre-
sent.

“ We had a letter from Charlotte Ana
in which she mentions having seen Mr
Bayne in England, and, at a later date,
Mr Gordon. She does not mention par-
ticulars, as she supposes that we have all
information about Mr . from other
quarters. Dut all th.t we know about
his movemen:s is from her letter. We
rejoice to hear that he isso far on his
way.
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“Isee in a copy of the Regicter which
1 have reccivezF that it is intended to
gend out pious mechanies, if suitable men
can be found. I would much rather
hear of missionaries coming.  We highly
appreciate the motives which have led
to this and feel truly matetul to the
Board, who wish *~ relieve us to some
extent from manual labor. Neverthe-
less lay agency, as far as L can learn, has
not operated wellin these islands. Whe-
ther the fault lies with the system or the
men 1 cannot say with my present Faow-
ledge. But My Inglisis to be here to-
day and we hope to discuss the subject,
and write our views to our respective
Churches on the subject.  1f candidates
have not been found, I would be glad it
the Board would delay for the present.
If the Church wishes to be cconomical
this can only be done Ly sending ous
men of high standing, that through them
all subordniate agencies may be erected
on the spot. But if any persons have
been sent we will gladly welcome them
as fellow laborers in the work, and do
all that we can to promote their comfort
and usefulness.

“Jonx GeroIe”
OLD CALABAR.
IKUNETU. |

Our readers will be glad to sce a new
name appeating among the missionary
stations at Old Calabar. The following
letter from the Rev Hugh Goldie, dated
Ikunetu, 14th July, contains the very

ratifying intelligence, that he, Mrs

oldie, and Miss Johnstone, removed to
it on the 2d of July, and that the station
was opened on the first Sabbath of that
month. Itis the first advanced post, in
the way to the interior, being situated on
the great Cross River, about twenty-five
miles above Creek Town; and we feel
certain that the members of the church
will unite with us in the fervent prayer,
not merely that it may prove a centre of
light, life, and gracious mnflnence to the
people around it, but thatit may be an
Antioch, from which men, called by the
Holy Ghost, shall go torth into the dark
regions beyond it.

The New Station of lkunetu.—For a
wlhile past I have been pretty regularly
employed during the week at Ikunetu,
in endeavouring to get our location there
putinto habitable order, and on Sabbaths
at Creek Town, taking part with Mr
‘Waddell in the services of that station.
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After much vexatious delay and a good
deal of bard worlk, we were enabled, on
the 2d of this month, to bid good bye to
our fricnds down river, and proceed to
cur new statiou.

In the map you gavagwhile agoin the
Record (January 13852) of the Calabar,
Ikunetu or George Ekrikok, islaid down,
on the Kastern bank of the Cross River,
where it is divided into three principal
streams by the fstands which crowd its
bosom. Creek Town and Guinea Com-
pany are situated with it in a peninsula
formed by the Cross River and the Cld
Calabar braach, the nuek of this penia-
sula lying between Umon and Uwet. In
the tract of country so definud, there are
besides the Calabar sett'omeztsthe tribes
ot Aukanyong, Odut, Ekvi, Uwet, with
Umon adjoining on_the north-west.—
Among these tribes there are three dig-
tinct languages spoken besides the Efik,
though it is understood by all as a com-
mon tongue. Thongh Ikunetu is but a
few hours journey from Duke Town, it
was only once in several years that cu-
riosity led a white man to visit our se-
cluded village. ‘The cance of the na-
tive is the only craft which traverses our
noble river, and the wild and rather
mournful chant of the canoemen at their

addles, the only sound which, with the
marticulate voices of the forest, breaks its
solitude.

One day, no doubt, tha busy hum of
populous cities will be heard along the
banks of this great highway into the vast
interior; and the frequent steamer, if
something better does not supersede it,
will be seen breasting its stream.

The appearance of the country here
is very much what it is at our older sta-
tions; flat along the course of the river,
and towards the interior slightly diversi-
fied by undulations of no great altitude.
At this distance up the river the man-
grove has disappeared, and this somewhat
changes the aspect of the vegetation, for
the mangrove forms the great bulk of the
forest towards the coast.

As I mentioned formerly, in coming
to Jkunetu we comc _among a people
wholly agricultural. During the greater
part of the year they are scattered among
their plantations,which stretchaway from
the river, and it is only during a part of
the rainy season, when they cannot car-
ry on the work of the plantations, that
they reside in the town. The labours of
the Missionary at this station will, on this
account, be carried on at considerable
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«disadvantage ; but it is a disadvantage
which must be encountered whenever we
oout of Duke and Creck Town. As
it cannot be avoided, we must therefore
take the best means of meeting it which
experience may point out.
Remocal to Ikunetw.—On the last Sab-
bath of Junc w: observed the LordsSnp-
er with the church at Creck Town,
{r Waddell anticipating his usual day
fo suit the convenicnce »f our party. On
Tuesday, the 1st of this month, we held
our usual meeting of committee, and had
the opportunity of welcoming our young
brother, Mr Bailtie, mnongst us. [ ibnd-
ly trust he will lony Li: spared a burning
and a shininzlight w these dak regiors.
On Walnesliy we embarked in the
“ Greenock,” and with cight rowers,
commence the ascentof the viver,which,
at this season of the veur, though it still
feels the intlurnce of the tide as far as
Ikunciu, is, in thess upper regions, al-
ways descending. o the diey season, the
tide flovis bevoud us. W made way
pretty speedily, aud accompished our
Journey in ahittle wose than four hours.
Theday was lowering, but a thander
shower, that passed over us, which, how-
ever, wet us a good deal, was the only
rain we got. Miss Johnstone had once
paid a visit to Ikunete, when we were
clearing the bush for our location, but
Mrs Goldie had not seen the place, nor
traversed this part of the river before, so
that it was all new to her. 1 trust our
Liome in the wilderness will be a dwelling
place of the Most HFligh.
The First Sbath in Ikunetu.—On
Sabbath, 6th July, we had a forenoon
and afternoo:: meeting for divine service,
in the yard of Afiong Fnyang, the chief
of the town. He is an elderly man, of
mild and kind disposition. From fifty to
sixty were present, children and adnlts:
but though the audience was small, 1
believe all the people in the village were
at the meeting, the greater part” of the
town’s folks being still in the plantations.
I began by teaching the children a few
questions from our little catechism. as
much for the sake of their seniors as for
their own sake, all being vet equally ig-
norant of the elementsof Christian truth.
Having explained to them God’s desire
that we should sing to His praise, we
Jjoined in singing a few versesof a hymn,
though the people could not unite ~with
us, and, after prayer, addressed them
from John iii. [6. Afier concluling with
prayer, I said it would be well for as to
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meet again in the aftcraoon, to which
they ascented. At four o'clock we went
to Afiong's yard to meet them, but most
of them had, in the meantime, gone out
to the plantations, and oar audivnce was
a good deal smaller than it was in the
morning. I observed the same ortee of
protecure, and addressed from 1 Tun. i
5. Duaring both services the people be-
haved with all propriety, and listenod
with much attention to the declaritions
of divine truth made to them.  The sing-
ing secmed to amuse them a little, as they
have no such thing among  themistvess
hut as Afiong, and some others, have
had an opportunity of being sometimes
present in our meetings at Creek Town,
they had witnessed our manner of con-
ducting worship,and deported thewselves
accordingly. In the interval, Mrs Gol-
die and Miss Johnston had a meuting of
the twin mothers at their little village,
which lies between the mission house and
the principal village.

Thus passed the first Sabbath at Tka-
netu. May it be the beginning of anow,
a better time to this poor people. It is
a cause of much thanktulness thit they
all seem willing to hear the gospel: and,
while itinistering to them the word of
trath, we must be earnest and persever-
ing in our supplications that the Spirit
of all grace may make His own truth ef-
fectual to turn them *from darkness to
light, and from the service of .Satan to
God.”

At the close of the afternoon’s serviee,
I intimated that school would be com-
menced on Monday. About thirty child-
ren and young men, more or less, have
since been in attendance, and are wish-
ful to learn. Miss Johnstone conducts
the school in an unfinished room, under
the house. I am very desirousof having
a house erected in native style, which
may, in the meantime, serve for both
church and school, and I hope in a few
months to succeed in having such a
building.  We shall then be able to con-
duct our operations with more efliciency.

DUKE TOWN.
ARRIVAL AND FIRST IMPRESSIONS OF
TIE REV. Z. BAILLIE.

We have received letters from -the
Rev Z. Baillie, dated 21st June and
22nd July, giving notices of what he
saw on his arrival:—

Arrival at Calabar, 22d June.—The
appearance of the country I like much
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betier thin I expected. When we en-
tered the mouth of the river, it did not
seem very promising.  There was noth-
ing to be seen but low lyiny mangrove
bush on either side, as far as the eye
could reach. ‘The rain, pouring heavily,
did not huiprove the pruspect.  On get-
ting up near Parrot Island, however, the
rain clearct away, and it turned out a
most beautiful day. As we steamed up
the river, the ground on the east side be-
gan gradually to rise, till at length we
could sce the Duke Town mission pre-
mises peeping out from among the luxu-
riant vegetation, on the top ot the hill.
At the mission house, the greund begins
to slope down in the op.posite direction,
until at length it widens out into a kind
of semicireuiar basin, around the Lottom
of which the houses of Like Town are
clustered; wiilst up and around the sides
may be seen lotty cocoa-nut and other
palis, towering up abovethe surround-
g bush. Looking away up the river,
about the distance of two or three miles
may be seen Old Town ; and away, right
across the river, at the distance of five
or six miies Creck Town, with the mis-
sion-house on the side of the hill, over-
looking the town. To i.oth of the places
I paid a visit a few days after my arrival.
Visits.—At Old Town I was kindly
welcomed by Dr Hewan and Mrs Suth-
erland, and at Creck Town by Mr and
Mrs Waddell. At the latter place I met
King Eyo, and several other dignitaries
belonging to the town. One of Eyo's
entlemen died that afternoon. The
ags were hoisted halffmast high over
the palace, and a wailing commenced for
the dead, which could be heard at a
cansiderable distance. The deceased
had often heard the gospel, but I under-
stand had never manifested any signs of
repentance. It was, perhaps, owing to
my knowledge of this, that I felt there
was something very saddening in the
wild melancholy wail which the mour-
mers set up. When people die here,
their friends go into mourning for a cer-
tain number of days. This they show,
by blackiag the brow with charcoal. Mr
‘Waddell had invited Tom Eyo, the king’s
brother, to tea that evening, but, owing
to the funeral he could not come. He
took care, however, to send up a slave,
requesting lus tea to be sent down to him,
which Mrs Waddell accordingly did,
aloag with a due allowance of bread and
butter.
A day or two after arriving here, I
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visited Duke Town, with Mr Anderson.
We called on several of the native gen-
tlem~n. There were some of them very
kind in their owvn way. One of them
(Ephraim Duke) was at dinner, and in-
vited us to partake with him. Ile did
not scem to care about the luxnry of
knives and forks, using rather those in-
struments which nature had provided
him with. Ilowever, plates and knives
and forks werc brought out to us, and a
tablecloth spread, which,I have no doubt, -
had once been white,  The dish was the
favourite Calabar chop, which seews to
be about hali’ composed of pepper.

Appearance of Duke Town—The
houses I can scarcely describe to you.
The nearest approach to their style of
huidding that 1 remember, are the sheep-
houses that may be seen about our Scot-
tish hills. Where is generally & wall,
forming four sidesof a square.  The roof
slopes down to the inside, and is thatch-
ed with palm leaves. The walls inside
ate generally painted after some native
design.  Some of them are very taste-
fully doue, with a variety of brilliant col-
ours. Back, at the wall, scats are usu-
ally placed, made out of a kind of hard
clay, which, after being properly dried,
is almost like stone. These seats are
very successful imitations of English so-
fas, and are covered with native cloth.
Large mirrors, china ornaments, etc.,
may be seen in the houses of the better
classes, with Enzlish chairs, sofas, tables,
ete. In the middle of the squaie (or,
yard, as it is called) may almost always
be seen a little mound, 1n the centre of
which grows a small tree, and around it
are several calabashes filled with water.
A skull or two may often be seen also
half covered over with earth ; a kind of
superstitious revercnce for such things
seems almost to be the only religion they
have.

Around this central square or yard
are doors leading to the women’s yards,
and other places, all of which are imita-~
tions, on a smaller scale, of the big yard.
Some of the better houses have an addi-
tional slorey, on oneside of the square,
from a kind of balcony in which, they
can look down and sce all that is going
on in the yard below.

The streets of the town arc very like
the Led of some mountain torrent, and,
in walking through them, if you are
tempted to look away from the ground,
it is gencrally at the risk of missing yoyr
footing in some way. The market is
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held on a piece of empty ground near
the centre of the town.  Atmarket time
it presents a very animated appearance
—threc or four hundred neives may
then be seen buying and selling. It 18
of no use taking European money to buy
anything.  Knives, padlocks, spoons,
needles, Manchester goods, and such
things, must be taken 1t your purchases
arg 1o be extensive.

On going through the town, a uum-
ber of houses may be seen in ruins. On
inguiring why they are allowed tostand
50, you wilt be informed that the owners
are dead, and that a house is never -
habited by any other person atter the
owner’s decease.  Furnilure, ete., is al-
lowed to zo to waste.  Spread out also
before the door of such Louses are the
dishes, cloth, and other things used by
the deceased ; the sight of such things
seems well fitted 1o teach the lesson,
“ Be ye also ready.” The inhabitants
do not scem, however, to mind them
much.

Missionary Work.—One great difiicul-
ty here avises from the fact that the Duke
Town gentlemen won’t meet in each oth-
er’s yards, and so meetings must be held
in each of them. This necessarily takes
up a great deal of time, but itis i the
meantime the only way of getting at
them. These meetings are begun every
Sabbath morning at 7 o'clock. ~ Mr An-
derson preaches to them in their own
tongue; he has generally four or five
such services every Sabbath forenoon.
There are several of the gentlemen who
understand Eoglish pretty well; I goto
them, and get them to interpret, and in
this way I am enabled to take some part
inthe work. Ioften wish, however, that
1 could declare unto them, in their own
tongue, * the wonderful works of God.”
At these meetings we bave audiences
varying from 12 to 150.

In the morning, Mr Edgerley hasa
meeting with the Sierra Leone people,
and in the afternoon there is public wor-
ship in English, which is conducted al-
ternately by Mr Anderson, Mr Edgeriey,
and mysclf. In the afternoon, also, there
18 the Sabbath school, attended by a con-
siderable numbe:.

Daring the week, Mrand Mrs Ander-
son have various mweetings with the peo-
ple. I take the day school during balf
of the day.

Mission Family—I am cxceedingly
cogyfortable hore with Mr and Mrs An-
derson  Mrs A. is all that I could ex-

pect a mother to be; she anticipates my
every want, and is a most agrecable plea-
sant person.  They have a large family
(I think about 12 or 13) of native chil-
dren, wLo have no other home. These
are trained up to habits of industry and
cleanliness, and it is a pleasant thing to
hear them, morning and evening, repeat-
ing passages, and praying in their own
tongue. On the Sabbath cvening, all
give an account of what they have heard
at the various meetings during the day.
Some of them have memories which
would put to the blush many children in
Scotland, of a similar age.

As yet 1 have enjoyed as good health
as ever I did in Scotland. 1 trust that
the Master vill graciously preserve it, in
order that I may be fitted for labourin
in Ilis vineyard here, and oh ! what nee
is there for labourers. Ever and anon
there is some deed of darkness coming
to our knowledge, which only makes us
more carnestly Tong for that time when
the darkness shall flee away, and when
the Sun of Righteousness shall arise with
bealing under His wings. God grant
that this thme may soon come.— Ibid.

CAFFRELAND.
FAVOURABLE PROSPECT WITH REGARD
TO THE RESUMPTION OF MISSION-
ARY WORK AMONG THE GAIKAS.

The Mission Board, anxious to resume
missionary operations among the yeople
of Sandilli as soon as a favourable oppor-
tunity for doing so should be presented,
recently accepted the offered services as
missionaries for Caffraria, of Messrs Ro~
bert Johnstone and Tiyo Sage. These
highly recommended young men have
cowpleted their course at the Theological
Hall, and will, in a few months, it is ex~
pected, be ready to leave for South Af-
rica. It will be seen from the followin
letter of the Rev J. F. Cumming, date
80th June, that he recently visited Sand-
illi, and obtained form that chief, not
only a friendly weleome, but a cordial
assent to the rc-opening of a missiom
among bis people. Indeed, he regards
our missionaries as his own, is solicitous
again to have them, and is unwilling that
any others come into his tribe :—

Visit to Peeddon.—* 1 returned hither
from Caffreland very recently, whither
I had gone to further the interests of nue
mussion, as I mentioned in my last letter
to you. It will, no doubt, bea high gra-
tification to you to know, as it was to
myself to purceive, that so far us the mat-
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-$er could go, it was fitted to inspire hope
for the future.

Your last letter to me was a great en-
couragement to my persevering in'scek-
‘g for a spot in Caffreland for the pur-
‘pose of re-establishing the mission in
that quarter.  Colonel M¢‘Lean had writ-
fen to inform me that my memorial to
the governor had been detained by him
&l T had gone prrsonally to Sandilli, - .d
-abtained his consent on the subject.—
Before miceting with the chief, 1 had
<ome conversation with Mr Birt, respect-
g our mission, and he highly approved
-of my getting a place for our people.—
He showed me your letter to him, and
zaid that he had already written to you
m veply, but had not retained a copy of
#t for my information. He seemed to
#hink that if I did not succeed on this
oceasion, the people would contidue
-where they arc. Although this might
‘e desirable on some accounts, still X told
‘Him from what I knew of the sentiments
of the people themselves, that I did not
$hink they would, as in all probability
they would scatter, if their hope of being
faken into connection with our society
ance more were not realized.

Mr Birt is forbidden to preach, or ex-
ert himself, by his medical adviser, and,
7o order to obtain rest, he intends to re-
@are to the neighborhood of the Cape for
a time. Should his health not be restor-
ed, I do not know another person that is
Ekely to fill his place, as Mr Birt had a
manner peculiar to bimself. Miss Hard-
ng, on account of her health, has resign-
ed her situation in connection with the
Girl’s School at Peelton.  Ourown peo-
ple long for a place which they can call
tkheir kome, and rejoice in the objeet of
my going to Sandilli. Whatever hesita-
tion may have been expressed in any let-
§ers to you, respecting their going into
the depths of Caffreland, that does not
exist now. They still wish to let theit
Eght shine in the midst of their heathen
eountrymen. And many, many others
will join them if they get a suitable place.

Interview with Sandilli, and consent
groen (o re-open Gaika School.—Accom-

anted by Dukwana, Festiri and Toby,

saw Mr Brownlee, Gaika commission-
er, on our way to Sandilli’s. We ex-
pected to find the chiefat his cattle place ;
but, after riding many hours through a
eountry blighted by the winter blasts, we
were told by his brother, Dundas, that
he was expected that day. We slept,
bowever, at a spot some eizht miles dis-
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tant, and next morning returned. The
great chief was seated on a skin near to
the kraal, with his dirty blanket around
him. He had been informed of our ar-
rival, and seemed highly gratified with
the object of our visit. Ile said that
thougzh he bad withheld his official word
from others, it was only for the purpose
of giving it to me personally. Ditlicul-
ties had prevented the resumption of the
school on a former occasion, and he was
afraid that unless he acted as he now did,
it might be prevented again. The school
was, 1n his estimation, a blessing ({tams-
anqa) to hispeople.  Iis counsellors had
long ago given their consent, and it was
not necessary to call them again. He
cheerfully gave his convent to his old
teacher, and to his own people of the
school, but he would not do so to stran-
gars. The country was before us, we
might choose what spot we pleased, with
one condition only, viz., that we should
not bring cattle from the infected dis-
tricts, as the lung-sickness had not yet
entered his country.

We thanked bim for his work, and
¢nid that before parting it was right to
ask the blessing of God upon the objeet
of our visit thirday. e acquiesced, and
we engaged in a devotional exercise.

Ingwali—Intimating our intention to
proceed to the Imgwali, and examine a
spot in that quarter for the site of a school,
he gave us the names of seven counsel
lors resident on that stream, to who:mn we
were to entrust the spot selected.

After a longride through, and in sight
of forests of tke finest timber, we reach-
ed our destination at nightfall, and rest-
ed in a native hut. After worship with:
the peopie of the place,—the hard ground
and the saddle-pillow, together with the
raaches, with which every hut is so abun-
dantly stored, and the squeaking of mice,
imparted a variety to the c%e(}uered
events of our pilgrimage life. In the
morning we rode torth, and fixed upon
a site for what may, or may not, be the
spot for the mission, rising Phanix-like
from its own ashes. The country around
is rather bare of mimosa, and the breath
of winter imparted almost a dreary look
to the scene, but this was relieved in a
great measure by the dark forests ap-
pearing in the neighbourhood. 'Theara-
ble land is abundant, convenient, and fit
for irrigation. A fine streamn of water
flowed in the bed of the Imgwali, a name
which has surprised not a few at its si-
milarity to that of the Chumic stream.—
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The chiefs, counsellors, and people, seem
all to be pleased with the prospect of
Gaika’s school being once more in the
midst of them.

Civil Authorities—The same day we
returned o Deehne Port, and informed
Mr Biowndee of the result of our journey.
Unexpeciedly to all, the governor’s ar-
rival on the morrow was announced.—
Accandinddy, next day bis Excellency
arrived.  Ie was passing through Caffre-
land, i order to afford the two German
officers sent out by the home Govern-
mert an opportunity of iuspecting the
country intended for the men of the
British-German and Swiss legion who
have volunteered tocome out and settle.
The Governor’s remedy for settling the
Cafire question, is to fill the Govern-
ment reserved lands with Earopean emi-
grants, wiale at the same time he is zeal-
ously emiploying every means which mo-
o, and enconragement can do,to civil-ze
and Chnstianize the natives. e was
disappointed in getting English pension-
ers, Lat tho:¢ now expected are consid-
cred 1o be 2 superior class, on account
of their industrious babits.—In four
monihs they are expected to reach our
shores.

Mr Brownlee introduced me to his
Excellency. e inguired  respecting
my recent visit to Sandilli, and if 1 had
got a suitable spot.  Being surrounded
however, by his staff, and on the move
to Queen’s Town, 1 had no opportunity
of entering into any  details about the
mission.

¥rom Dehne to Peclton and from
Peclton to Fort Murray, I went to see
Colone! M'Lean, but he had left for
King Williamston, whither 1 followed
and found him. In reference to the
object of my journey, he said it was all
right; that bis report, containing my
memorial, was ready Lo be presented to
the Governor on his return,ifhe received
Sandith’s word through Mr Brownlee.
He wen'd then write 0 me, and inferm
me ot the result.

Such, then, is the prospect of the mis-
sion in Caflreland. I dare not be too
ganguine with regpest to the resalt. 1
beireve that there is sume utdercurrent
even amongst some officials, which,while
the brecze seems 0 be wafting the ves-
scl torward, is actually carrying it back-
wards farther and farther from its desir-
ed haven, I hope that all such feelings,
generated by painful experience, way
not be realized.  The only comiort is to
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know that it is better to trust in the
Lord, than to put confidence in princes.
If their hearts are in the hands of the
Lord, then hie will turn them asseemetd
good 1n his sight.—Ibid.

LATER NEWS FROBM CALABAR.
CRLEK TOWNK.

The way of the transqressor is hard.
Saturday, Nov. 5.—* Ile who being often
reproved hardens his heart, shall sudden-
Iy be destroyed and that without reme-
dy.”  This has been strikingly exem-
plificd this week, in the sad end of a
youth formerly at school with Mr Jame-
son and myself. The day before our
going to Lrikok I went to see him, as
he had just that morning been broughs
in from his farm pierced with many
wounds, more or less severe, infl” ted by
one of his head staves.  Dr Ilewan had
also becn to see him and dressed his
wounds, onc of which along, a stabin the
side, caused him any apprehension as to
the recovery of the young man. Ie
was sensible, and not apparently unfeel-
ing, wiile I reminded him of what he
bad learned at school, and of his proud,
bead-strong, sinful course of life since,
and of the hand of God now on him, en~
treating him to repent and come to Jesus
for pardon and lite. 1 purposed secing
him often, and hoped that his present
aflliction might, by the divine blessing,
be made profitable to his soul. But m
both rezpects 1 have been disappointed.
Yesterday, when preparing to  go again
to him, I heard that he was taken back:
to the farm : though, in fact, it since ap-
pears that he was not, but merely con-
cealed, having gone deranged.  Dr He-
wan had found hun the dzy before in the
sad condition of deiirium tremens, roars
ing and vaging, and knocking himself
and cverything else about.  Though
yet young, he had addicted himself to
excessve drinking, and in that deplor-
able state, had this morning died.

The origin of this disastrons affair
was a quarrel between bimseif and his
wife. Sheran away toher father’s house,
who lived near the young man’s farm.
Sumetine after, he went thither hbimself.
and noi finding either ber or her father,
began to flog some of his people. The
father-in-Jaw resented this njury by
seuding his people to his son-in-law’s
farm, to beat his people, which they did,
killing his goats also.  Afier they were
zone, he made great palaver with one of
his head man, a principal man, who kad,.
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in many respects, been as a father to
him, and often advised him well. He
quarrelled with him because he had not
stood by him, when his father-in-law’s
people were abusing him; and he con-
cluded by slaying his servant’s goats, say-
mg, ¢ What {or my goatsare killed and
yours live ”  Iis head man, in wrath,
took a loaded gun and fired at him, say-
ing, ¢ 1 will die with you here thisday.”
The shot missed, and the master suc-
ceeded in taking the gun from this man,
and knocking him down. Butthe man,
though a slave, had slaves of his own,
one of whom ran to hisaid, and knocked
dowa the master: whereoa his head man
got up, and with his knife stabbed him
all over the body. The two then took
to the bush, and have not stnee been ap-
prehended.  They know that their lives
are forfeited, and will probably not al-
low themselves to be taken alive; but
as is usual in such cases, will watch and
wait until they can kill a few more peo-
ple, and then hang themselvea.

Heathen Cruelty, Thursday 13th.—
Last Sabbath, the slaves who had fought
with and wounded their master, record-
ed November 3, were brought into  this
town. That they would he put to death,
seemed inevitable, as their master had
died of his wounds; and I'saw no way
in which T could interfere to save their
lives. ButI could never have imagin-
ed the horrid manner in which f have
since learned the wretched criminals
were executed.  Yesterday T heard that
they were taken into the bush the pre-
ceding day, and their hands and feet be-
ing cut off, they werc bound to trees,
and left to perish in that mutilated man-
gled condition. 'This most frightfal cra-
cifixion, if the deed of the country,
would brand it as the bloody and bar-
barous Calabar still.  But, as yet, I can-
not say that the guilt of such an atroci-
ty belongs to more than the nearest re-
Yatives of the deceased master.

To-day I went to sce the principal
men, and bear. my testimony against
such brutality, even towards murderers.
And as the eriminais were staves of one
of the Amdbo family, and must have been
judged and executed by the headof that
famly, I went fivst to them. Three of
them had left town, however, either yes-
terday or te-day, for their plantations,
the season for taking up their yams be-
ing already advanced. Old Antika Am-
bo, head of that family, and uacle of the

deceased. was the only one I found at
home. He bas been long sick in his
farm, and y'* but lately come into town
fora short tifie, after being two years
absent. A civil, and seemingly a mild
man, he protested ignorance of the mat-
ter, knowing only that they were order-
edto be killel. I disputed Iis pro-
fessed ignorvance, as he was father of the
family, and no one could pass his word
inany thing. IIe declared that there
were mny young men growing up who
regarded rot his word, and would nof,
come to hear him because he was old
and sick.  Tlisson, a forward youth, said
that the mutilations were done by slaves
without orders, no free man being  with
them when they took the criminals 2way
to kill them. Tdeemed his story a lie,
and told him soj for how would slaves,
of their own accord, et off the arms
and iegs and not cutoff the heads. They
must have obeyed orders in so doing.
Having fully declared my views of the
barbarous transaction, I left him, and
went to see the heads of the Honesty fa-
mily, who are intimately related to the
others, and would probably have some-
thing to say in the matter.

King Eyo was gone to furm from yes-
terday, like others, a very unusual thing
with him.  Tom Eyo I fmind at home;
but he protested ignorance of the hovrid
particulars of the execution, and scemed
shocked at them. I doubted his profes-
sed ignorance of the affair, aad told him
sn; for he often spake so of doings which 1
afterwards found out that he knew very
well ; and such pretenses availed noth-
ing in the long-run, for God knew all.
Thence I went to John Egyo. He aleo
pleaded ignorance of the transastion, and
scemed surprised at the horrid details.
On referring, however, to some of his
own head people sitting by, he learned
the exact truth of what 1 told him, ifhe
did not previously know it. It is just
possible that he did not know  for while
aware that the poor wratches would be
certainly killed by the Ambo town fa-
aily, he would not care to enquire how,
when, or where, and nu one might care
to speak about it. He might think, it
was nonc of his business; they were not-
his staves; he had no right to interfere.-
Such brutal atrocities, 'ﬁso, don’t strike
their minds as they do ours, being cus-
tomary from old times. On the whole,
howaver, he showed more frankness, and
spoke move sense on the subject, than

.
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the clder headsof the town had done.
He decmed the statement most impro-
bable, that the other slaver ad mangled
the criminals insnch a shoeking inanner
of their own accord. ¢ llow should
slaves do such things out of thur own
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heads,” said ke, ¢ wheu they know them-
selves to be slaves 27 It the elder peo-
ple of Ambo Town had notso ordered
the business,the younger inust have done

so out of revenge.

PRESBYTERY OF PICTOU.

The Presbytery of Pictou met in
James” Church, New Glaseow, on Tues-
day, 28th ult., for the Presbyterial visit-
ation of the congregation. The ques-
tions of the formula were put to the mi-
nister and other oflice-bearers, and the
replics were in general highly satisfac-
tory, and elicited commendations from
the members of Presbytery. At the at-
ternoon sederunt, Me J. W, Matheson,
preacher of the gospel, who had been
accepied as u Foreian Missionary, gave
in his trials for examination. These
were a lecture on Romans x. 12-15, a
sermon on Exodus xxxiii. 14 an exer-
eise with additions on Heb. ix. 15 ; the
1st century of Church Iistory ; the 23d
Psalm in Hebrew ; and the New Testa-
ment ad apertenam libic in Greek. All
these. were approved of by the Presbyte-
ry, and his ordination appointed to take
place in Prince Strect Church, Pictou,
on the 12th November.

The Presbytery again met in Prince
Strect Charch, Pictou, for the ordination
of Mr Matheson. The services of the
day were commenced by the Rev James
‘Watson, who preached from Romans i.
15— So, as much as in me is, lam rea-
dy to preach the gospel to you whichare
at Rome also.” After the narration of
' » steps taken, the questions of the for-
mula were put to Mr Matheson, which
being satisfactorily answered he was by
prayer amd the laying on of the hands
of the Presbytery solemnly set apart to
the oflice of a Miss'onary to the heathen,
the Rev George Walker leading the de-
votions of the Dresbytery. The Rev
James Bayne then delivered a charse to
the newly ordained missionary, and the
Rev A. P. Miller addressed the congre-
gation. The Rev David Roy offered the
concluding praycr and the Rev A. Mec-
Gilvray pronounced the benediction.—
The services of the day were solemu and
anteresting throughout. We bad hoped

in our present number to give an ovtline
of the addresses, but hope to give them
in full i, our nexe.

Last month (Nov.) a handsome time-
piece was presented to Rev Mr Watson's
congregation, West River, by MrJames
2oddick of Mill Village.
