MosT people, says the Scoffesh Ameri. an, would be
greatly disposed to think that there must be some-
thing radically wrong in the organization and arrange-
ments of the North Presbyterian Church, when they
consider how disproportionately and inadequately
gencrally its ministers are paid. From the report of
that body, it appears that it has 6,436 churches. Of
these, 115 pay their ministers a salary of $5,000 or
over ; ninety-four pay a salary of $3,0co and under
$35,000 ; eighty-two pay a salary of $2,000 and under
$3,000; and the remaining 6,148—o0r ninety-five per
cent. of the whole—pay $1,800 or less, mostly less ; in
fact, the average salary of Presbyterian ministers in
this country is under $800, many of them receiving
even less than $300 a year. It also appears that
there are 782 more churches than mimsters, and yet
scores of ministers are reported as being * without a

1 would lhike to give you a few points on some
questions that are hikely to come up, so that you may
contribute your quata to the proceedings. | hape you
will never be known as one of the members who bob
up on every question. Sull, f you car contrnibute
anything worth hearing you should do so. There 1s
a golden mean between the silent member and the .
flated bore who thinks the world and ali that 1s there-
in were created for the special purpose of listeming to
him.

Very likely, my son, sometlung may be said about
how far the Assembly should go in urging Presbyter-
1ans to support the Scott Act and kindred measures o
moral reform. You need not give yourself any worry
on that point. The people may be depended on to
draw the line themselves, If they bave confidence
mn a law, and believe it to be a gaod thing they wall
vote for it without any instructions from the General
Assembly. If they have no confidence in 1t and be-
lieve the law does harm they will vote aganst it no
matter what the Assembly may say. The Presbyter-
1ans of Huron and Bruce knew quite well that ahe
Assembly urged them to vote for the Siott Acr, bu
1n hundreds, if not thousands, they voted it dowa.
Presbytenans have a queer habit of votng as they
please. Itisa way they have. Many of them were
born so. Methodists can be driven like sheep to the
polls, but Presbytenian people seldom take kindly to
dnving. They kick hike fury if you try to lay on the
lash.

Those esteemed gentlemen who raised this ques-
tion :n the Toronto Presbytery were probably thinking
about the pninciple of the thing. They wanted the
Chu . to do what they thought was sunptural, s
possibly ‘they were thinking about the position n
which the Church 1s placed when the Supreme Cournt
recommends specific legislation that her own members
and office-bearers vote agamnst n hundreds. They
may have supposed that it does not increase the
spintual influence of 2 Church court to endorse laws
that her own people snufi out at the polls. >o far as
the Church 1s concerned thes2 arc most important
matters, my sox, but you need never worry yoursef
about the liberties and nghts of tae people. You
need not pose as a champion for the popular nights
on this question.  The people can take care of them-
selves.

No doubt you will hear a good report from the
Sabbath Observance Commuttee. When the fathers
and brethren have exbausted themselves on railwayg
and steamboats, you nise in your place, my son, and
modestly ask :f the Assembly 15 in favour of hoiding
Scott Act meetings on Sabbath at the Sabbath school
hour or any other hour.  Ask some of the commus-
sioners from Toronto what they think about that
Sabbath meetiug that used to be held in the Favilion
in Toronto last autumn to promote the clection of M.
Rogers. Ask the fathers and brethren Jf they think
the Scott Act was much helped in the late contests
by mectings held in Methodist Churches on Sabbath
evenings—meetings that thinned out many ot our
own Churches, lessened our collections and centamly
did not promote the spintuality of the people. Put
these questions gently, my son, for some of the com-
nussioners may bave been at these meeungs.  If any
member rise and says the Scott Act was greatly
helped py these meetings, just modestly ask him
whete the help came in.  When the Assembly 1s dis-
cussing this great question of abbath Observance,
try to bring the court down to something smaller
than tha Grand Trunk Ralway.

No daubt, my son, you will hear something about

the aggressiva power and corporate vote of the Catho-
lic Church. That is all right. The Catholic Church
will bear watching, Corporate votes are the bane of
Canada, There oughf to be no Catholic vote, or
Urange vote, or French vote, or Methodist vote, or
Presbyterian vote, or corporate vote of any kind.
When some of the cloquent brethren storm loudly
about the influence that the Catholic Church exercises
uvet our numerous governments, you rise quietly, my
sun, and ask if the fathers and brethren have ever
heard of & man being made a judge because he was a
Methodist. If this assembly has a sprinkling of live
men from Ontario, they will put in some mild ap-
plause there. When the applause subsides, ask if
anybody ever heard in thesc latter days of a man be-
g made a cabinet minister, partly because he was a
Methodist. That will bring the house, if the house
knows as mach as it should know. When order is
estored, ash how it came that the Baptists got a
<harter for their university from the Oatario Legisla-
ture, at the very time the Minister of Education was

ton. Tell the Assembly, my son, that there may
casily be corporate votes besides the corporate vote
of the Catholic Church.

If any proposals are made to ask Presbyterian elec-
tors how they vote on certain questions, you rise and
amodestly remark that voting is done by ballot in this
wountry.  The very object of the ballot is to preveat
enquiries of that kind.

Some other day [ may give you some further in-
structions.  Meantime master these points, and be
ready to use them at the right time.

THE CHURCH AND PROHIEZITION.

Mgr. EpitoR,—In looking over some of the re-
ports of Presbyteries and Synods I see they have
taken such a strong stand on Prohibition that I would
uke to know where they get their support or proof for,
it. Assuredly not in the Bible, for it teacheth the
moderate ase of all that God has given us and holds
as responsible for the same, whereas if others pass
iaws compelling you to such a course, it does away
with your night of private judgment and responsi
bilny, and sets aside the teaching of the Word,
“ Let every man be fully persuaded in his own mind”
(Rom. xiv. 5; 1 Cor. x. 25-27), but the prok hition
theory s, 1f we are persuaded, we will compel you
whether you think it is right or wrong, which, if
carried out to the utmost, would be a most despotic and
tyranmical thing, not approved of in the Word of God.
*Let not him that eateth despise him that eateth
not, and let not him which eateth judge him that
eateth not, for God received him. Who art thou
that sudgest another man’s servant.” (Rom. xiv. 3, 4.)

1t appears plain to me that prohibition was never
intended , if it had been, some provision would have
been made to that end, but there is nothing of the
kind. In Gen. ix. 20, 21, “And Noah began to be an
husbandman, and he planted a vineyard, and he
drank the wine and was drunken.” But although
directly under the direction of God Himsclf, he was
not forbidden to take it again. This is the first men-
tion we have of wine. The next is in Gen. xiv, 18,
* Melchizedek, king of Salem, brought forth bread
and wine, and ke was priest of the most high God,
and he blessed Abram of the most high God.” Here
we find it along with bread, which the most bigoted
prohibitiomist uses, and in similar connections they are
found ncarly all the time. In the Scriptures wine is
mentioned 242 times, and also drink 413 times wiih
only three prohibitions, viz.: That to the priests after
Nadab and Abihu, on going into the Tabemacle, the
Nazantes and to others not to use it to excess.

These three are the only restrictions 1 find in the
whole Bible. We next find in Gen. xix. 32-34, the
case of Lot -a most agg.avated case,—and yet he is
not told not to take it again. We next have in Gen.
xxvii. 23-28, the instance of Jacob, another bad case,
onnging Isaac his savoury meat and wine to drink ;
and in verse 37, “With corn and wine have 1 sustained
him.” And inGen.xlix, we have wine mentioned figura
uvely in reference to the promised Saviour. In Ex. xxix.

MR, EDITOR, —An invitation was given some ume
ago for suggestions for the smpruvement ot e | ro-
bationers’ Scheme, as the commuttee wished to make
it as perfect as passible.

1 would therefore suggest the following :

t. That the three mimisters preaching n a vacancv
during each quarter should form a leet, and that the
Moderator of Session should be required to hold a
congregational meetng each quarter, and 1t atier
taking a vote it 1s found that noae of the three have
a majority of the congregaticn, a new leet should be
given. If four leets, comprising twelve ministers,
have been given and no one commands a majornity of
the whole congregation, the Presbyiery should then
make the appointments, changing their munisters as
often and no oftencr than mecessary ull the congrega.
uon is in a propet frame qad for a settied pastor

According to the presg@apractice, it 1s no matter
how acceptable a mimster's preaching may be, he 1s.
as helpless as the lame man at the pool of Sioam,
who had “ no man to put him ta when the water was
troubled.” If he has no influence with the Moderator
of Session to get a call moderated in, he must wait
ar another opportunity. He s not allowed to waut
for the thirty-eight years, but after two years—no mat-
ter if the greater part of his ume has been spent n
preaching to congregations who have called ministers
and he has proved ever so acceptable—he 1s pro-
nounced incompetent and his name 15 struck oft the
roll.

To call a minister in such a position a candidate 1s
an abuse of Janguage. No one can properly be called
a candidate unless he 1s nominated.

By adopting this simple suggestion afl the minis-
ters who preach in a vacancy would be really candi-
dates, and they would all have an equal chance.
Congregations would then have an opportumity of
exercising thewr night n choosing a mimister. Ac-
cording to the preseat practice they can only do so
when the Moderator of Session sees fit to bring a
name before them.

Rule 2. For the regulation of the distnbution of
prohatoners, passed by last General Assembly, should
be amended or expunged. It reads as foilows : Ihat
the commuttee have power to withhold appointments
from any to whom objections have been made until
such time as the Presbytery recommending him shatl
show cause for his being given his former position.”

No grounds are required for the objecuon, but as
far as appears from the rule, however groundiess the
objection, the minister is condemnea and degraded
from his position as a minister turned out of empioy-
ment, and if he can get his case tned before six
months he may think humseif fortunate. it the ob-
jection against him is not sustained he 1s restored to
his'former position, but he may have lost from $200
to $300 by the affair besides the injury w0 his repu-
tation.

Can any one point aut any good such a rule cando?

If we have any ministerr who cannot safely be
trusted to preach four Sabbatbs in a vacancy,itis high
time that such were put out of the Church, If any
Presbytery certifies a minister as being in good and
regular standing, why should any Tom, Dick or Harry
or Convener {for there is nothing said about what
kind of an objecior s requited; have the power to de-
pose hum from the work of the minustry.

It 1s utterly incredible that a rule so much at van-
ance with British practice and B:ble iustice could
have ever been passed oy such a body of men as
compose the Gencgal Assembly aftes maiute deibera-
tuon. It must have been passed in haste. 1f this.
rule were expunged and my otker suggestion adopied,
the Scheme might be considered on the whole sats-

CANDIDATING.

Mg Fprivow, Candidating affects ministers and it
affects congregations. How it humiliates, discour-
ages and snurs miristers bas been told in your
calymns  That efforts are being made in the Presby-
teries of Brackville and Orangeville to shield minis-
ters fram the evils of the system has also been told
in your paper  But nothing which you have yet
puhlished makes it clear that ministers have yet
discovered that these evi's are inseparable from the
system It may be that no one has yet written all he
has thought and felt. 1t may be that the men who
know most have been deterred by the fear of incurring
the contempt even perhapsthe jeers - of their more
successful brethren, from telling their grievances and
exhibit'ng their minds; but 1 asa layman have no
fears to vestrain me from telling all I know about our
Presbyterian * curse.” Above I used the term suc-
cessful as it is generally used, to describe those who
are successful in obtaining calls—not those who are
successful as pastors. This success in obtaining calls
is a very questionable kind of success ; for the system
is so decidedly bad that it tempts the candidate,
lowers his self 1espect, and rouses in him all the evil
passions which are held up to merited contempt in
the expression “ward politician.” Often the oest
man does not succeed.

The excuse for the system is, *“They must get a
gool preacher”  Much grumbling about poor preach-
ers has been indulged in by hearers, Much densive
pity has been expended on the same class by their
fellow ministers. And now it is being gravely dis-
cussed in Church Cuudis in Scotland, What to **do
with” inefficient m.msters? If there are inefficient
men in our Church, the leading authorities of the
Charch are to blame. No man can become 2 minis-
ter of the Presbyterian Church without being ad-
mitted by a Presbytery, and if any Presbytery has
admitted an “inefficient ” then let us in imitation of
the English Poor Law, return him to that Presbytery,
and insist on it providing for him as the only atone-
ment it can make for the terrible wrong it has in-
flicted on the Church. The Church bas induced him
to give up his youth to study. The Church has in-
duced him to spend large sums and long years in
fitting himself for her service. And the Church
points the finger of scorn atthe minister not worn out
in her service who quits it. Therefore the Church
is bound to provide suitable work for the Master to
any man she takes the responsibiity of licensing, that
he may honestly and honourably earn his iving. But
are there any inefficent men in our ministry ? 1 would
Yke to have this questionanswered by any one who will
state plainly the_gualities or want of quahties which
make up the “inefficiency.” I am free to say after
an eaperience of forty years and an acquaintance with
a very large number of ministers -young, old, smart,
slow, strong and weak —that I have not met with
one who was unfit for doing our Lord good service.
Some, no doubt, are “round pins in square holes,”
but that is the fault of the Church. 'Will any Pres-
"byterian say that our ministers are worse than those
of the Lpiscopal or Methodist Churches? Yet these
Churches have no “‘ineficient ” men and no vacant
congregations. Our weak, slow, cumbrous and, be-
cause of its consequences, wicked system of weary
calling and placing ministers is tesponsible for all our
idle ministers, vacant congregations, and the conse-
juent slow progress of oat loved and Chnst-gloniying
Presbyterian Church. D. G

THE PROCESS OF CALLS.

MR. EDITOR,—]t does seem queer in THE CAN-
ADA PRESBYTERIAN to tell the Methodists, as it did
lately, that the practice of requiring congregations to
call their own miwsters is the weakest and poorest
part of the Presbyterian system.” The process of call
by congregations is one af the most excellent parts
of our church ife. Who wants to settle mimisters
without the deliberate and acuve concurrence of the
Christian people? Is this the ume of day to-be
craving after the rejected system of patronage, either .
lay or clerical? The Church may find difficulty in
devising a psrfect method of distribution, sure to
give equal opportunities to all eligible preachers and
ta all congregations on the outlook for mumsters ;
but even with the partial cenfusion which obtains at .
present, substantial justice can e2sily be done to the
rights of all.  Woe ‘worth the day when we cease.to
recommend the principles of Presbyterian order .and
puwviiegenn the vitil matter of the people’s call.

STATE OF RELIGION.

( Conicluded)

So far as the growth of religious life can be evinced
by the spirit of liberality, your committee rejoice to
report advancement in al! the Presbyteries during the
past year -that is speaking generally It is man:fest,
however, that very many congregations come far be
hind in this grace. While some Sessions testify toa
“decided increase,” and still more to “increase
especially on behalf of missions,” there are not by
any means a few who report “no progress during the
past year in this respect” One distinctly says “get
ting wor-e” ; and again, as to keeping alive the mis-
sionary spirit there is the astounding statement from
ong, that “ there is no missionary spirit to keep alive
~the Augmentation Scheme killed it.” Your com.
mittee cannot understand this. It 1sa burning shame
to our Church that this fund should, in this land that
God has blessed, be compelled, as it often s, to go
a-begging. There is neither reason, sense, nor grace,
in giving freely to a Home Mission Fund, to start and
foster young mission statinns, and then whenever these
show a spirit of pluck and enterprise to call a settled
pastor, to turn themn out into the cold to perish. So
mggardly and grudging has the spint of many of our
people been towards this Scheme, that some of our
brethiren, out of self-respect, prefer to suffer rather
<ban drawfrom it. May the Spirit of God move us to
roll away this reproach from lIsrael this day.

As a means of fostering the missionary spirit, be-
sides the pulpit, the press, and the m:ssionary meet-
ing, your committee must not fail to refer here to the
Woman’s Foreign Missionary Association, concerning
whose usefulness 1 this respect every Presbytery,
and very many Sessions cordially testify.

Your committec cannot pass from this department
without once more drawing attention to the necessity
of sccuring more and better system in many manag-
ing boards. Intoo many cases financial affairs are
simply allowed to drift—they are not controlled. If
stipend offerings come in punctually, good and well ;
if not, they may take their own time. The solemn
obligation attached to every call that the pastor will
be suitably maintained, as God shall prosper the
people, and that this shall be a rrst charge on
the Church’s income, is in too maay cases utterly
ignored. Al sorts of claims reccive precedence to
this, for * the minister can wait,” and meanwhile many
a faithful servant of Jesus Christ is thus subjected to
the slow tortuie of a cruel, dispiriting and enervating
penury, because a sordid people and a careless or un-
systematic management hold back the Lord’s money.
This is destructive of the spiritual life of such
congregations.

It is truc we have done much, very much, of late
as a Church in advancing in the spirit of liberality; for
which we give glory to God. But the mass of our
people must be taught that they have not yet begun 1o
touch the burden of their obligatiuns in this regard—
that not untii they bring ail .he tithes into the store-
house that there may be meat in Gud's house, wili the
windows of heaven be opened and winces of reai re-

* " freshing come from His presence.

SPECIAL SERVICES.

In answer to the question, * Have any special ser-
vices been held in your congregation during the past
year?” it appears that in some Presbyteries none
were held. One Presbytery reperts two congrega-
tions ; another five; another “afew.” Your com.
mittee would respectfully deprecate the stercotyping
by the Assembly’s committee of this as an annual
question on the State of Religion, if itisto be under-
stood as a reflection on the rehigious hfe of the con.
gregation that answers in the negative. The absence
of such services may indicate the very reverse, and it
might as well be asked next: If we have observed
the week of prayer. To inquire whether there has
been any special work of grace duning the year, and
if so, what are the substantial evidences of it, is a very
different thing. However, your committee are happy
to rcport that good 1s said to have resulted from the
mectings held, That they have been conducted for
the most part by the pastor in charge, assist.d in
some cases by some of his brethren in the ministry,
and that the employment of the professional * Evange-
list” does not appear to grow in favour,

In this connection, your committee beg to
submit the substance of a statement made on
the floor of the Bruce Presbytery by one of
its members. During the month of December last
he learned that some of his people were in a state of
anxiety as to their spiritual condition. He thereupon
gave opportunity at the close of the prayer meetng
for any such to remain for conversation. Six remained.
From these he gathered that others were in a similar
state of mind. On the“¥5fMath evening follow-
ing about thirty remained for (Unversation. A series
of nightly meetings was then held for several weeks
in the course of which a large number have pro-
fessedly accepted Christ, and become communicants.
In this instance, it is to be noted that the concern
arose out of the use of the ordinary means, and the
special meetings followed as a consequence.

HINDRANCES.

Some of these arise from within the Church, such as
too muchgeneral “indifference,” too much 1dleness, too
aggressive Christian work, want of systematic business
management, *the tendency to social atnusements in
Church of an un-Christlike character,” the looking on
the Church by some office-bearers as a human “con-
cern,” to be managed on the questionable principles
of worldly business life, and not as a part of the body
of Christ. From every Session is heard the painful
refrain of worldliness, worldliness, worldliness, with
distressing unanimity.

Besides these there are hindrances from without,
such as “intemperance,” “late hours on Saturday
nights,” “ Sabbath railway traffic and excursions by
raii and steamer,” “ Agnosticism,” * infidelity,”
* party-politics,” and the deteriorating influence ex-
erted by Roman Catholics where these form a con-
siderable part of the population. One strongly
cmphasizes “the need of a more comprehensive
Jknowledge of Scripture by vur people,” and finds pul-
pit instruction * hampered and hedged in on every
side by dense ignorance.” How can it be otherwise
when our youth during their education pencd are
held from morning till late at night with secular
scbool studies, when religious instruction may be said
virtually to bave no place in the Public Schools, when
parents are so much engrossed with the pursuits of
this world as to be utterly careless of home religious
training, and when almost all the direct Bible instruc-
tion our youths receive is one hour a week in Sabbath
school, and that'in some cases, only part of the year?

Thus while the reports set forth much that gives
occasion for expression of sincere gratitude to God
for all the progress of the past, and for every hopeful
sign regarding the future, it will also be seen that
they disclose much cause for deepest humiliation and
self-abasement.  Let us apply to ourselves the ex-
hortation of Him who hath the seven stars: “ Be
watchful, ard strengthen the things that remain, that
are ready to dic, for I have not found thy works per-
fect before Ged.”

RECOMMERDATIONS.

During the past year the Ontario Legislature has
passed an act, the provisions of which, your com-
mittee believe, will tend to facilitate ¢he mitigation of
the evil of Iate shopping on Saturday nights. Your
-committee therefore reccommend . {1, That the Synod
renew its recommendcation of last year, viz, * That

our Christian people, especially in towns und cities,
be exhorted to give all possible encouragement and
help to those who in a legitimate way, by the early
closing movement, are secking the relief of lath
merchants and thelr employees fron: :he grievouy
bondage of Iat¢ shopping en Saturday nights.”

It is also recommended :

(2) That Presbyterles be urged to make more
vigorous eflort to secure full replies to the questions
of the State of Religion from all the Sessions withi
their respective bounds,

(3) That DPresbyteries be recommended by visita.
tion or otherwise, to institute inquiry into the finan.
cial system and general business management of such
congrez-.tions, especially ¢.s are apparently behind in
the grace of liberality.

(4) That the importance of family worship, and
their prime responsibility in the matter of home reli.
gious instruction be earnestly impressed on parents,
an } that this be made a matter of pulpit discourse og
one or more Sabbaths during the year.

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Tue Episcopal Bishop of the Synod of Niagara re-
ceives an annual salary of $2,017.  Out of this income
he has to pay house rent and travelling expenses.
Our Anglican neighbours across the lake no doubt
appreciate very highly the apostolic succession, but
they do not allow the appreciation to get down into
their pockets.  We know several Presbyterian
Bishops who have incomes threc or four times as
large as the income of his Lordship of Nagara
Episcopalianism has a good deal of “ tone™ abuut u,
but in the matter of paying the high toned Episco-
palian is a long way beuind the plan Presbytenan.
Our neighbours spend so much on “tone™ that they
have little left even for the Bishop. Some of out
Presbyterian congregations contribute almost as much
for missions as a whole Diocesan Synod. A Church
that claims such a close connection with the aposties
should have more apostolic zeal.

THE General Assembly of the American Presby-
terian Church intoduced an innovation at the late
meeting in Philadelphia which must have made the
conservative members tremble for the welfare of the
Presbyterian Zion. There 1s an immense amount of
work in that great Presbyterian court, and the
Moderator at times becomes weary. To assist him
in his duties the Assembly appoints a Vice-Modera-
tor, The Deputy Moderator at this meeting was an
elder—Governor Beaver, of Pennsylvama. He pre-
sided over the great Assembly for a whole sederunt,
and no fell disaster came upon the fithers and
brethren. The constitution sustained no serious frac-
ture. The Standards were not lowered to any great
extent, Of course some members thought the new
departure was “1llegal,” * unconstituuoral,” *1ncom-
petent,” “ coatrary to use and wount,” “ultra vires”
and several other fearful things ; but the Pennsylvama
clder ran the great ecclesiastical mach:ne quite aswel’
as any Doctor of Divinity,and perhaps very much betier
than many could have done. In fact it was generally
admitted that he discharged hus duties with rare
dignity, tact and abihty. No dire calamuty 15 likely
to befall the Church because an eclder presided over
fis hundredth Assembly.

ONE of our contributors undertook to show the
other week that Calvinism in the United States 15
neither dead nor dying.

ONE of the best speeches in the late meeting of the
Amcrican General Assembly was delivered by an
clder from California who described himself as “an
old forty-niner who went West in search of gold, and
found the pearl of greatprice.” The following sugges-
tion made by him in regard to the establishment of a
new chair i theological colleges 1s well worthy of
constderation .

I hear a great deal of educattan. Two aights you've

talked of it in 1hat nice building (Academy u! qulc‘ over
there,  But there's a kind of educuion you've never
touched on.  You've all sorts of chaies in your colleges anid
seminaries, but there’s a chair you've not got yet, and that's
a chair of systematic bencficence. (Apgplause.) Tne min-
iters are not educated up to that, and some of them are
awlully afraid of a collection.
Some of them are, and so are some of the people. A
chair that taught not only systematic giving, but all
the details connected with organizing, equipping and
working congregations would most undoubtedly b¢ a
good thing. A young pastor who knows all about
heresies 2,000 years old, but does not know how to go
about the election of clders is certainly not well
equipped for his work, A short course of lectures on
actual congregational work by pastors who have dorne
the work successfully would be of immense advantage
to many students. 'Ii?“*‘ are many things to learn
that cannot be lcamcd;xﬁn teat books, and 1t 1s much
better to learn them in college than at the expense ot
congregations. )

TuEe Globe gives the usual arguments in favour of
introducing a modified form of mnerancy nto the
Presbyterian sytem and winds up 10 this way :

Yes, the subject is worth the consideration of Church
courts. Such a change as hinted at might save many a
congregation from utter collapse and many a worthy
preacher from cnforced idleness, endless worty, and very
possibly from practically a wasted and disappointed life.
Yes, the subject is well worth the consideration of the
Church courts, and will, no doubt, be considered ere
long, as Sir John would say. But even under the
present system there is not the slightest danger of an
“utter coliapse” n many congregations. The one
istitution that never does utterly collapse is a Pres-
byterian congregation. Banks have failed, loan com-
panies have closed their doors, rallways have been
swallowed up. Municipalities have come dangerously
near repudiation, dozens of commercial houses have
come down with a crash, manufacturing concerns
have been wound up ; but the number of Presbyterian
congregations that have collapsed might be counted
on the Globe writer’s thumbs. There is no better
security in Canada to-day than a loan made to a well
established Presbyterian congregation, Who ever
lost a dollar by an investment of that kind? Money
bas been lost in every other way. Great commerciul
houses and business concerns of every kind have gone
down and pawd s few cents on the dollar, but the
weakest Presbyterian congregattons have rarely failed
to meet every cent of their liabilities, Utter collapse !
—there is no such thing knowa in the history of
Canadian Presbyterianism.

THE MISSIONARY WORLD.
SMYRNA MEDICAL MISSION,

Writing regarding his work for anotlier year, Dr.
Prinski Scott says :

Perhaps you will be interested to know something
about our patients. Out of the seventy-seven, filty-
six were Jews, sixteen of these being Jewish women,
We had also nine Grecks, four Armenians, three
Turks, three German and two English—not a bad
year's ork for a small hospital in the first year of its
existence, especially if you take into consideration
Jewish prejudice. By dint of perseverance and kind-
ness to the patients we have avercome many. difficul-
tics, so that even the more bigoted jews prefer
coming to our hospital, where they will be more
kindly treated than at their own.  We havein no way
given in to their prejudice, and every Jew on admis-
sion knew he had to conform to certain rules, and all
thirough they had shown a spirit of toleration, and in
muny cases a desire to know the truth.

Se— T——, 2 mddle aged Jew, the father of a
very respectable fanuly, was sent to the hospital by a
Jewish doctar, as patient could no longer pay for
wmedicine and advice. The man was suffering from a
chronic disease of the liver, with ascites. He was in
the hospital for three months, dunng which time 1
tapped him eight times. Of course the disease was
incurable, but stilt each operation gave hum great re-
lief and lengthened out hus Lfe.  The doctoe that ad-
vised him to come here told him be would have a
better chance at the Mission than at the Jewish hos-
pital.  Durinyg hic lony stay of three months we had
many opportan'ties foc conversauon. The members
of his family —handsome young men and women-—
attended regularly at our meetings. This man and
his family are other examples of very stnct Jews who
have been brought under the influcnce of the Mission
through the hospital. They could have been
reached in no other way. As this patient was a
prominent member of the synagogue, and well known
to the chief Rabbi, every effurt was made to take him
away from us, and they ultimately succeeded by
threatening that, should he die in our hospital,
burial in a Jewish cemetery would be refused. 1 was
beside the man in his last hours, and have since
continted to receive visits from members of the
family. This burial question is a serious matter. 1
had some communications on the subject with some
leading Jews, priacipally with the society that looks
after the burying of the dead. 1t seems that the
chief Rabbi's principal objection was, that in case of
a death there was nobody beside them to say the
wShemah” Of course 1 was not considered qualified
to say 1t, being a “ Min” But the authorities told
me that, should 1 be willing in case of a death, or
ratherin the case of a man about to die, to admit mem-
ber of the burying society to watch by the patient and
perform theii ceremomes, they would raise no further
questions on the subject of bunal. Of course I told
them 1 could not subject myself or the other patients
to the intrusion of strangers for an indefinite time ;
but should I have a case which [ consider in a very
dangerous condition, they would be welcome to come
and remove him. I am glad that, withi the exceptien
of the one case to which I have alluded, we have had
no case of death sut of the fifty-six Jewish patients,
which has done a good deal to make our hospital
popular. I have no doubt that some of the bigoted
Jews lahour under the delusion that in case of death
we shall try to pefsuade the patient and clandestinely
baptize, but [ have all through, in my dealings with
the Jews, made it a peint not to mention the subject of
baptism. We are sent to preach, and once the man,
is really converted, and desires to make an open con-
fession, he will seck of his own accord admission into
the Christtan Church by baptism. 1t is one of
the commonest errors among the Jews that the
missionaries only wish to baptize, and that it is the
chief requisite in becoming a Christian. We must
sternly fight against such an idea.—Churck of Scot-
land Home and Foreign Mission Record.

SHORTER CATECHISM,

uestion Si.—This 1s the last of the questions immedia®
tely relating 1o the Ten C mmandments. The divine law
ts exceedingly tnoad. T cumnpuchends the whole round of
hutnan duty to Gud and to our fellow-men. The tenth
cominand lorbids all querulous disc nten® with our condi:
tiun. Lustless acquiescence with wrongs that exist i1s not
meant, but persanal advancemeot only o be gained by
wronging othess is clearly forkidden. Envy, said by apoet
to Le ** a coal that comes hissing het from hell,” is “absolu-
tely and uncquivocally condemned.  This vile quality dis-
tempers the vision, so_that even the honest and laudable
advancement of others is looked upon with jealousy, The
law of G.d con‘emplates nnt orly outward uprightness of
life, but purity and integrity of heart as well.

I. The Absolute Authority of the Risen Saviour.—
The company had assembled, and when Jesus appeared hey
worshipped Him. They were deeplv impressed. They
recognized and acknowledged Him as divine  They offered
that rever ntial homage and adoration which is due only 1o
one who is divine  In Chris*®s acerprance of this wor-hip,
we have a clear evidence of His divinily. He who said
** Thuu shalt worship the Lurd thy God and Him only <halt
thuu serve, ' would never have permitted others to off:r Him
hamage which is due onivto God, if He were not Himself
% Very God of Very God.” The homage, hawever, was
not universal, and the Scrip*ure does not con:eal the fact.
The statement that some doubted shows that even the
strongest cvidence may heresisted by some.  What we have
toguard agarnst is “*an evil heant of unbelief.” Itishardly con-
ceiva Jle that any of theszdoubters were tobe found among
the eteven disciples. The only one mentioned as doubting
was Thomas, an1 he had been ennvinced, exclaiming *¢ My
Lotd and my God." It 1s probable that fesus spoke many
things to the assembled witnesses of Has resurrection, bat
the evangelist has only recorded the two most important
parts of what was spoken on this cccasion, the staterceat of
ths divine authority and command for the umversal pro-
clamation of the Gospel. The word **power” in the
Authotized, and **authority "’ in the Revised Version, has
2 most cumprehensive meaning.  There may be power with-
out authoruty, and acthoriiy without power. In Christ
Suth o their fullest significance ate cumbined. He has
ausulute puwer uver all things, and He bas the asthomty of
Gud for iis excicise.  In him puwer and right are anued.
The sphere of Christ’s authority is aniversal. It is feit
throughout heaven. Al heavenly intelligences, all celestial
inflaences are subjecred ¢ him and arg direcjed for the ac
complishmeat of His plorious designs apd endless kingdom.
tHe possesses absolute sway also on carth! "Of Him it can
be said, as of the Father, ¢ He doeth according to His will
i the armies of heaven and among the inhhbitants of the
canth.”  All the resources of matter and mind, of natare
and man, 21e under His control. The declaration of the
Sawvivur’s aathornity immediately preceding the command for
the aniversal diffusivn ~f the Gospe! is a0 indication that
that au hority will be bencficen'ly exercised for the glory
of God aad for the greatest gnod of man.

11. The Great Commission. —Though Chnist's casthly
minsiry was coafined to the Jewush people, He was the
founder of the only wotld wide religicn. This 1s 2 charac-
teristic that Christianity alonc possesess. It is designed for
all the world, it 1s fitted for every individual. Now that the
great work of atonement for the sins of the world had been
offered and accepled, it is fitting thatuniversal proclamation
of the glad tidings should be inade. Thisthen is the im-
pressive command of the Risen Savioar, ** Go yetherefore.”
Chusuans sre not to sut stul and wan il foreigners come,
as did the proszlytes of Judausm ; * they are to preach the
Gospel to cvery cxaluzc.: to traverse the highways and by-
ways of the eatth with the messars of salvation.
The Revised Versinn gives the exact meaning of the
word traaslated inthe Anthorized Version ¢ teach,” when
it says ¢ make disciples of 31l the nations.”  They are to be
learnersin the schoo! of Christ, accepting Him, as their Lord
and Master. They are tobcb:lpxizcd into the name—not the
names—of the Father,and of the Sen, and of the Holy
Ghost. Baptism is the sizn and seal of entrance into the new
covenant, to the erjeyment of its blessings and privileges,
and the assumption of its abliganans and responsibilitics.
