Marehal MoMahon.

Tho death cf Marebal MoMabon on
tho 17th instant remoues frein cart.hly
seenes a Mau Who. althcugh net rank-
log among be fimateoaoirs anad etatos-
mon of the century, novortheleca servedl
hie country in both capacities with
distinction. By birth P. Frenchinan
ho was cf Irieh extraction; for hie
anceetors removed te ranoe i1091,
the tumes of panai servitude. He was
hem aet Sully on tho River Loire July
18, 1808, ana received in baptism tho
nameo f Pâtrick Maurice. At the
age cf, seventeen ho was sent to thc
military sohool cf St. Oyr, ana thence.
fcrward seboted the camp for bis
career. Hieadvane s %as teady, if
net rapid. Captain in 1888, and
afto'%-ards3 aido.de.camp, ho. was in
1842 . . -ninated Major cf the Chas-
saurs, (iolonel in 1846, and General cf
a brigade i 1848. During the
Cimoan wam hio wae in coinmand cf a
division ana led tho attaok on the
Malakoff, for whieh lie reeaived the
Grand Cross cf the Legion cf honor.

Tho conspicucus part ho teck in the
Italian campaign gained -for bin the
baton cf a Frenchi Marahal and the
title cf Duc de Magenta. In 1864 ho
was made Governor.General cf Algeria,
where lis administration dia net pro-
duce contentinent, and ha wasnot near-
lyse eucoessfül aswhen, bybis military
activity.he bad drivan the Kabyles to,
their native bibis. But the Emparer
wcnld net accepG hie resignation, ana
it was only the ontbreak cf the
Franco-Prussian war in 1870 that
relieved, the Afrcan colony fro n e
whom they did not respect, anda>.he
Marehal bimueaf from a post wlîi.uh
Ladl been aiways aiststeful te ùim~.
At the beginning cf the confliot he
bail command cf the first amiy corps,
with headquarters at Strasburg. It
was under Marshal MoMalion that the
Frenchi arrny wus defeatod by the
Crown Princa at tha battle cf Woerth.
An cverwhelming force cf two te oue
compeadhiteLU baok, whioh ho
did wth ekili and ziuocess. But a few
days Ila e oagain encountared the.
Germa forces, when ha met a serions
adfeat. This tino La withdrew Lis
troops towards Sedan, whare the En-
peror haa made a stand. Ha was
chef ini commnand when the battle
cpened, but early in tue encountar,
receiving a severe wound in the thigb,
the army was placed in charge cf.

Gonorai Wimpffen, who signedl the
capitualation. MoMahon vas mrade
prisonur cf war sud taken to Germany.
After Lis roeevery from. bis wound lie
roturnod to Franco, sad succeaefully
conduotedl tho sioe ocf Parie ugainst
tho Communu.

In May. 1878. Marahal MoMahion
vas cecetod te the Preaidenoy cf tho
%lpublie, which ho hold until Juno
80, 1870, when ha resigned, cwing to
à dispute with tho ministry cf Uic dey.
Whatovor may be the position et
France to-day, and whatover may be
tho strengîli cf its republican institu-
tions, matters vers vcry different dur-
ing the conservative administration of
tho brave yet vsoillating Marsbal.
Hia leaninge towards Imporisliamwero
toc strong fer lîim over to hold the
estuein cf the republicane cf Franco;
and thé lulcewarnmness and weakness
cf hie conduot towards the Comte do
Chbambord alienatodl the royaliste. It
vas a period cf lest oppertunities bath
for MoMahon and for Franco. Whethîer
iL is for the ultimate çrolfarecof thc
country that thizzgs lhave turne<l as
they did is a chapter cf bistory yet ta
b. written. Tho rapublie ncw is an
accpted thing, and Francc's greatncss
muet ba built upon that pîatform, or
cIao it wilI nover risc until the present
ordar changotL. Tbe opportunity
ocourred on thc lOth cf May, 1877,
whon MoMahon raproaohed the Presi-
dent cf thc Council, Jules Simon,
with incapacity, sna the ministmy e-
signed. Thon if evar vas thc tima for
making France a monarohy ; it nced-
sd promptness cf a3tiOn and decision
cf character. The Preaident cf Franco
had net encugh cf ither quality, ana
ail wau lest se far as the chances cf
noyaite wera coucerned. The set
whiob drove tha MarshaI eut cf poli.
tics was Uic demaud cf the republicatis
for thc resignation cf certain anti-
republican Generals. Marahal Me-
Mahoen refuadto be a party ta Uic
mensura, reaigned and rotiredl inte
private hife.

France Las produced many an able
stateanian and many a great general.
History can hitadly place Mershal
MoMahon amonget aeither class. Ho
vas brava, enthusiastia and dashing
as a soldier, but ho lacked the powera
cf organization whieh bespeak truc
goeraiship. As a atatesman ho ws
1c83 cf a succes ; net diplomatie
enongh for trying junctures, hoe neither
gava satisfaction ta friands nom ailecu.
ced his eneniies byfear. As aman ha
~vas religiones ad upigbt. %en a
boy at Uic military ahool ho lest bis
rosary. The principal aunonnce with
a sucer that tho beada Laid beon foand
ana called upen theo wner ta dlaimi
thein. The future Marahal rose ana
taking thern said.: «IThese arc mine;
my nicUier gava then ta me, and I
say thoa every day." That bey was
the father cf the mn who well deserv-
ed the praise Thiers passad upon hlm,
thoughliLe vas net always se compli.
mentary ta MoMahon. Ho said that
Le wa s "thc chevalier witbout fear
and without raproàch cf our times."l
