With favorable weather for
threshing, an immense quantity of
wheat will be passed over to the rail-
ways for shipment before the close of
navigation. Undoubtedly the rail-
ways will be able to move the grain
much faster than they did last year.
They have known the requirements
of the situation and have had a whole
year to prepare to meet them. We

mophesied as a result of the Imposi-
tion of the embargo on the exporta-
tion of logs. We weie told that Cana-
clan trade would be destroyed by re-
tallation on the part of the United
States. But It has not worked that
way. The United States has even
submitted to our British preferential
tariff without undertaking to entirely
quash Canadian trade. The only dif-
ference perceptible In che conduct of
our neighbors to the south is that
they¥ appear a little more anxious
than they formally were to cultivate
friendly trade relationship with this
country, If we just keep on In this
direction, we may eventually have a
commission from Washington visiting
Ottawa for the purpose of seeking a
more liberal trade arrangement with
us. However, the Commercial is not
advccating more protection, much less
anything In the way of reprisal against
the high tariff tax which our neigh-
bors impose on imports from Canada.
But to return to the subject of the
exportation of saw logs it Is announc-
ed that anothe big sawmill is to be
moved from the State of Michigan to

have the assurance of the rallway of-
ficlals that they are ready and fully
equipped for the enormous task which
lies before them,

Then we are better off than last
year in the fact that we have two
direct lines to our own lake ports, while
last year we had only one. True,
we had a line to Duluth last year, but
that was a combination of two rall-
way systems—the Canadian Northern
Rallway and the Northern Pacific. The
latter road had its own heavy traffic
from fts lines In North Dakota and
Minnesota to care for, and this nec-
essarily detracted from its ability to
handle the graln passed over to it by
the Canadian line. Now that the
Canadian Northern Railway h its
own line open to the lake and is Inde-
pendent of any other connecting road,
it should be able to handle all the
grain tributary to Its system without
any serious delays.

Summing up te situation, The Com-
mercial sees no reason to worry over
the prospect of a grain blockade such
as we had lasi year. Car shortage
and some delays of that nature we
must always have during the great
rush of a heavy crop to market. It
would be unreasonable to expect other-
wise,

MANUFACTURING AT HOME, i

One form of protection that appears
to be working out to the advantage
of Canada is the export tax on saw

‘cultivation required for the succes

‘anada. These saw mills formerly
operated on Canadlan logs, but now
they are moving over here to manufac-
ture lumber. Thus we are recelving
the benefit to be derived from the
working up of the raw material at
home, instead of exporting it in the
raw state as formerly.

A NEW SUGAK INDUSTRY.

According to a report from Leth-
bridge, the proposed beet sugar in-
dustry near that place is to be pushed
forward. Some enterprising settlers
at Raymond, in that district, have
been experimenting for the past year
or two with sugar beets, evidently with
satisfactory results, for we are now
told that a commencement has been
made toward erecting the buildings.
The plant, it is sald, will cost half a
million dollars. It has been rumored
that one of the great sugar kings of
the continent has an interest in this
enterprise, but that is a matter of
doubt. The establishment of a
successful beet industry in the west
will be a great thing for that district.
One point worthy of attention In re-
ferring to this proposed industry is the
fact that it is being established in the
range country. This has been made
prssible by means of irrigation. This
is & great transition from a range
country to the intensified methods of

ful growing of the sugar beet. On
the one hand it required thousands of

handling system In the world, logs. All sorts of dire results were acres of the natural prairie land to
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supply forage for the caffle of a single
rancher,  The same land under frei-
gation, will supply work for more peo-
ple, In cuitivating the soll, than the
number of cattle it would supply sus-

tenance for in its natural state. The
cultivation of the sugar beet is done
largely by hand labor. The area of

crop necessary to provide raw material
for a factory will give employment to
a large number of persons. Thus a re-
glon which iIn Its natural state pro-
vided employment for one or two cow-
boys, will under irrigation afford the
means of sustaining a large commun-
ity.

The Commercial has recelved copy
for an advertisement for a German
state lottery with instructions to in-
sert the same. The Commerclal Is
not advertising lotterles or other sim-
ilar gambling Institutions, no matter
whether they are state or private en-
terprises. Lottery swindlers and de-
bauches will have to look for some
other medium through which to ad-
vertise their nefarious business.

Among_the visitors to the city this
week is Mr. Jos. B. Learmont, of the
wholesale hardware house of Caver-
, Learmont & Co., Montreal. This
is Mr. Learmont's first visit to the
West, and he expressed himself to I'he
Commerelal as much pleased with the
progress that has been made here in
leveloping the country. He was im-
pressed with the fact that this sub-
stantinlly-bullt city was the result of
twenty or twenty-five years' labor
#nd based largely on th production of
wheat.  Another feat're which im-
pressed him much wis the extensive
banking facilities of the city. The
number of banks and the fine bank
buildines indicated thiat the financial
institutions were doing a large busi-
ness, Winnipeg had o rtainly splen-
did facilities for obt.aning money, Mr.
earmont spoke ¢. the fine buildings
which had been erected, and of the
street improvements, etc., which were
word for a young city, but he thought
thers must be something defective in
our sewer system, judging from the
unplensant odor arising from the sew-
ers.

(From the Toronto Globe).

In view of the recent Increases in
capital stock of established banks, and
the formation of a new bank, which,
before commencing business, has pro-
vided for a reserve fund equal to its
capital, it Is interesting to note the
course of prices of bank stocks during
the last five years. On Sept. 2, 1807,
the average price of the shares of the
Dominlon, Toronto, Imperial, Standard,
Nova Scotla, Ottawa and Hamilton
banks was 199, On September £, 1502,
the average price of these shares was
240, or a gain in price of 41 points, or
over § points per annum. The average
percentage of reserve to capital of
these banks, which are instanced be-
cause of their being banks of moderate
capital, with high proportions of re-
serve to capital, was, on September 2,
1807, V8.47 per cent, while on Sep-
tember 2, 1902, the proportion was
98,2 per cent. It is, of course, a factor
in considering returns to shareholders
that all of these banks have given
valuable privileges to shareholders from
time to time In the way of pro rata
Issues of new stock at prices consid-
erably under market quotations.

In New York results in this direction
have been most remarkable, though of
course, owing to the immense oppor-
tunities afforded because of dense
population, the experience of New York
banks cannot be accepted as a criterion
here, However, in New York we re-
cently witnessed the spectacle of one
bank giving a bonus of 1,900 per cent.

Wild Fruits.

Some varietles of wild fruits, native
to Manitoba, appear to have produced
liberal crops this year, judging from
the quantity offered on the Winnipeg
market. Wild black currants of fine
quality were offered freely in season
this year, and earlier in the summer
wild raspberries and strawberries were
offered to some extent. Recently blue-
berries and wild plums have been of-
fered freely, the quantity of plums es-
peclally being much larger than usual.

regardless of merit. This, 1 take it,
could be minimized to a great extent
by postponiing the bill coming into
operation until a year or so had
elapsed froin its becoming law.

When margarine was sold as butter
a great hue and cry was raised, and
rightly #0, because the fat of an ox
was being sold as the product of the
cow, and now, forsooth, because a
simple microscopic examination (as Is
the case with margarine) will not dis-
close the fraud, we are told in this
article that no attempt must be made
to protect the public and ensure their
being able to purchase a pure woollen
garment. Difficulties were made to be
overcome, and we should not be con-
tent to sit down and take it as an ac-
cepted fact that there Is no solution
of this problem.

Another difficulty that the writers
see is that honest manufacturers of
goods contalning Y0 per cent of wool
would tag them mixed or shoddy
goods, whilst the dishonest manufac-
turer of goods containing 90 per cent
of shoddy would tag them as
all wool. This difficulty may arise,
but I am under the impression that
to work up 90 per cent of shoddy a
considerable amount of cotton must
be used, and the dishonest manufac-
turer would probably find himself
mulcted In a heavy fine,

As before stated, undoubtedly some
shoddy is far better, and would make
a better cloth than some sorts of for-
clgn, low-grade Kempy wool, but
these alone, and not adulterated,
would not make a cloth to deceive
anyone, and therefore would not com-
pete with any except the adulterated
goods.

That there are many difficulties in
the way of getting practical legisla-
tion on the subject cannot be denied,
but the importance of promoting
honesty amongst manufacturers and
protecting the people from imposition
demands the serious attention of the
legislature of all civilized countries,
because as a matter of fact, it really
concerns the masses of the people
more than the sheep men who are di-
rectly interested, because under pres-
ent conditions all the poorer classes
are entirely clad in the adulterated

There can be no queition that the
majority of men and women who go
into a shop to purchase woollen goods
have no knowledge of the extensive
fraud dally perpetrated in selling them
goods largely composed of substitutes
for wool, and that 90 per cent of the
buyers have no idea that when asking
for woollen goods they are too often
purchasing an article from which raw
wool is conspicuous by its absence.

This presses heavily on the laboring
and artisan classes, who practically
never get anything except so-called
cheap goods, but which would be
more truthfully designated if called
low-priced goods. It is contended
that even If the prices were somewhat
enhanced, the genuine woollen gar-
ment would give greater comfort and
health, wear much longer, and 'u the
end prove much more economical than
adulterated goods.

In concluding this series of lettes
I beg to express my sense of obliga-
tion to the numerous correspondents®
in Fngland, the United States, and
Janada for much valuable informa-
tion supplied to us.

One Price Policy Wins.

“I find,” writes a successful dealer
to Farm Inplement News, “that the
way to sell farm implements Is to
have one price for each article and
then stay by It. When a farmer
knows you have but one price he buys
the first time he calls and does not
go away thinking he will
some other day."”

with the remarks made by an Tilinols
farmer to a representative of this
paper and published a few weeks ago.
The ill-will of farmers has often been
incurred by dealers who charged
them a higher price for a certaln ma-

chine than they charged others for
the same. To have one price to all
Is the only safe ground. Concesslons

may be given in strictést confidence

and under pledge of secrecy, but they
“leak out.”" Agali, as the above deal-
er intimates, fallure *o maintain a
single price leads to disastrous cut-
ting. The prospective buyer, belleving
a better price obtainable if he hesl-
tates, does not buy on first call,

intimates that he can
ch better with you and inspires
them to cut.

The temptation to shade prices is
almost irresistible when in the judg-
ment of the dealer the sale can be Im-
mediately effected. But rarely is that
the outcome. One reduction from the
price first named Is accepted as no-
tice that others will be forthcoming
in due time. There never was a better
time than now for the dealers to “get
together” and adopt the one-price
policy.—Farm Implement News.

Production of Lead.

The production of lead In the United
States in 1901, according to the United
States Geological Survey, was fully
up to the high total which was at-
talned in 1900, although the output
of individual districts varied some-
what. The total production amounted
to 381, short tons, as compared
with 377,679 in 1900. Of this the net
American  production was 270,700
short tons, almost exactly the same
as in 190 The total output of the
Mis: alley footed up to about
67,0 tons, or ut one-fourth of
the whole production of the country.
Idaho continues the principal con-
tributor, fully 75,000 tons of the total
coming from that state and nearly
all being the product of the Coeur
y

d'Alene  mines. Colorado  ylelded
about 73,000 tons In 1901, Leadville
remaining the largest single district,
although in 1901 this district fur-

nished less lead than in former vears.
The production of Utah has been well
maintained, the quantity being 49,870
short tons, about 1,800 tons in excess
of the production of 1900. The esti-

Western Stock Movement.

Lethbridge, Sept. 16.—Beef and mut-
ton have been movis out from the
Lethbridge stock yards actively with-
in the past week. A hundred cars
have left within the past two or three
days. Shipments did not begin quite
as early as usual this year owing to
the grass remaining soft well into July.
The warm weather of the past few
weeks ripened the beef up rapldly
and it Is going out In good condition
now. Most of the stuff delivered has
been for the old country market in
both range cattie and sheep, with some
for Winnipeg. The present good prices
of beef In Chicago are inducing local
men to try the American market. The
difference is expected to be sufficient
to enable Canadlan cat to meet
the twenty-seven and a half per cent.
duty if present American prices hold
up, though it is not expected that this
can be steadily carried on. Shipments
to date have been from the Wallace,
Brown and Circle ranches, but the bulk
of the stuff has been from the sheep
and cattle ranches of the Mormon set-
tlers to the south.

Raymond, Sept. 16.—In addition to
harvesting operations, which have been
going on at high pressure for the past
two or three weeks, the stock from the
ranches has been moving actively
lately. The first d~aught of cattle from
Mr. Jesse Knight's ranch con
three hundred head of steers bo:
for export by A. Mackintosh, of Mon-
treal. The same exporter bought a
thousand muttons from the Alberta

e
larger deliveries in October. Gordon,
Ironside & Fares are large purchasers
likewise of both sheep and cattle.
Knight & Sons will deliver a thousand
cattle this fall and ten thousand sheep.
The Alberta Land and Stock company
will sell an equal number of muttons.
Prices are satisfactory and are a trifle
higher than last year.
The wool clip of the season has all
n mo The district including
Stirling, Magrath and Cardston along
with Raymond furnished over half a
million pounds. The price in most
cases was ten and a half cents. The
sheep In some cases have a dash of
mutton blood, but in most cases are
Straight Merino or high Merino grades.
The wool Is of good quality and is bet-
ter selling stuff than the wool farther
east in the Territories and probably
brought a rather higher price. It wiil
be all consumed In Canadian factorles.
It likewise speaks well for the mutton
as well as for the condition of the
sheep that it should be drawn for ex-
port to the English market. This Is
accounted for by the sheep being
principally Rambouillet, smoother
bodied and better fleshed sheep than
the wrinkly American Merino. In the
matter of increase many of the bands
cannot count above fifty per cent. and
it will take the good prices and good
lemand to make the year a wholly
satisfactory one.
