The
narrow escapes the members of each family had
was marvollous, On the Saturday following, at
3.30, p. m., Wm, McDonald, a clerk in T. B.
Barkor's (druggist), was arrested on  suspicion.

CARPING AT TUE PREACHER.

The practico of carping at one’s preachor apens
before the nverage church-momber or the average
church-goer such pesubilities of evil-duing as ave
practically attainablo by the average man or woman
through no other method of porsistent Devil
serving.  And carping at the proacher 18 a moans
of evil-doing that 13 open to a person who is far
below the averago in any ordmary cungregation,

average. It requires less ability, and 1t 18 likely to
compass more havm, than sny other furm of sucial
sinmng.

If, indeed, a person were to profler himseif,
Loudy, mind and soul, to the great enemy of ab
goed, aud were to ask the Devil in what way Lo
could best promoute the Devil’s purposes of evil,
it 19 for to supposo that the Dowil would say:
* Be o womber of the best church that will take
you 1, and keep up as fair a show of morality as
you can, Then tind fanlt with tho preacher as
often as your neighbors will stand 11, Socor at
bim and hkis sermons as you come out of church
overy Sunday morning; and if you can attond tho
socond sorvice, do the sameo thing over again.
Tell everybody who will hear you how little real
food for your soul you find in that preacher’s dis-
courses. Rudicule his manuer, if you are bright
onough tu do that. At all ¢vents, find something
to carp at. Criticise his sermon-plans; call in
question his dectrinal soundncss: say that he lacks
spirivuatity aud holy fervor; note how frequently
he preaches an old sermon (a goud way to help you
on this potnt will be to keep a record of his texts
on the margin of your Bible); emphasize the fact
that thero is no origmality in his thinking; powt
out lus defects of style, and his lack of vrder in
the arrangement of his discourses. It watters
little how you find fault, if only you do find fauls;
and thers will always be some way by which you
can have a show of reason on your side. Only soe
to it that you do something that will draw jaway
the hearer’s attention frem the truth of the dis-
cours¢, and from the religivus impressions of the
day and place. 1f you will do this, you will be a
mure cflicient servant of mine than if you were «
saloon-keeper, or an outspoken intidel, or a thiof,
or & murderer; for persons of that sort ure outside
aseaisuts of the church and its agencies, while you
will be a helper of wine inside of tho very field
which 1 hate. No matter, by the way, how much
of open well-doing, or of large giving, in the dircc-
tion of church activities, you undertuke mean-
while; for one Sunday's efforts on your part in tho
way of destroying the preacher’s influence in your
sphore is quite likely to more than noutralize your
doings in the opposite direction for a month of
Sundays.” That certainly might bo the Dovil's
way of counseling a counsel-socking servant of his,
whether it would be or not.

But it may be asked, ** Has not a hearer a right
to express his opinion of the preacher freely and
openly, as ho would express his opinion of an
author, or of a puopalar lecturer?”  Tho snswer to
this question must bo cmphatically, ** No! not if
the proucher bo 1n the place of God's representa-
tive, at the hour offscrvico,in God's houge, and the
hearer be, profossedly, a servant of God.” Aun
author ur & popular lecturer stands for himsolf
alone, and his performanco is open to tho fullest
criticism of overy hoarer uhke. Ho who roads an
ordinary book, or who hears a popular lecture,
dous 80 without any porsonal obligation to give the
author or the lecturer any defurence boyond that
which he and his performance fuirly command,
But he who goes to the Lord's house goes, or ought
to go, for the purposo of joining-in the worship.of
God, and of gaining all the good he .can from the

! teachings of God’s truth thers brought before him.
|'1‘ho prayors, the songs of praise, the reading of
Scriptuve, the words of tho prescher, at that timo
y aud in that place, ought to be cunsidered in their
roiation to God and to him who is privileged to bo
| under their immediate influonce. Ho who leads
. the servico In God’s house is to be looked at as so
far a represontative of God; and oven though he
18 an unworthy representative,—as at tho bost he
, 1% sure to bo,—his unworthiness is to be lest sight
"of 1 the thought of Him for whom ho stands, and
; of the meseage irom his Master which ho brings.
It is true that overy member of a church and
congregation bas a wmeasure of rosponsibility for
| the cunduct of the service of the eanctuary, and
fur tho charactor aud ability of him who conducts
fthoso services; and that in the discharge of this
rosponsibility every such person is entitled to his
persunal opinion on the subject, and to the full
and freo expression of that opinion at the proper
timo and place. But it is one thing to express an
opiniun of tho preacher's character and ability, in
a conference with theso who are immediately
charged with the responsibility of continuing him
in his position; and it is guite another thing to
givo an ungyarded expression to that opivion at
the door of the sanctuary at a time when tho words
of ctiticism may do incalculable harm to those who
are in peculiar need of the very help the preuchor’s
words may bave proffered, whila it can do no
possible good whatever; while, indeed, they arg
not witended to do good in any way to anybody.
And it 1s thia latter sort of criticising and carping
that is an cffective mode of Devil-sorving ; that,
and only that, *

What would be thought of a person who should
oxpress to a sick man, in the very crisis of his
disease, his own lack of confidence in the skill and
fidolity of a regular physician, at the very moment
when tho doubt thus injected into the patient’s
mind might bo the means of preventing a recovery,
that otherwise would result from that physician’s
statement of tho case? Yot thore are persons who
are just thoughtless envugh, or just wicked enough,
to do a thing like this. Even they, however, are
an improvemert on the masn or the woman who,
ou coming out from the house of God, deliberately
whispers into the ears of sin-sick souls words in
distrust or in censure of the mecssenger, who has
ihere brought them God’s message, with all its
possibilities of thoir spiritual cure. It wonld, of
courss, be proper to supplemert the counsel of the
physician in the one case, or tho teachings of tho
minister in the other case, with wiser counsel, or
to call attontion to a yet wiser counsellor, in either
case, if he be available; but merely to carp, or to
criticise, or to inject doubts about the counsellor,
would seetn to be an act as bad in its spirit as it is
unwise in its petformance. Yot how many persons
there aro, of govd moral character, and of fair
Christian professions, who do a thing of this sort
Sunday after Sunday, year in and year out!

As a rulo, it is the least intelligent hearer who
is readiest to find fault with the preacher; and
without exceptiou it is the man whose spiritual
tono is lowest who is unable to got any good from
tho average discourse of the average preacher.
He who is open-minded and broad-minded, and
who is full of tho spirit of Christ, will be likely to
perceive elements of strength and gleams of im-
portant_truth in a discourss which is obviouely
lackmng’in uniform vigor, or lugical consistency, or
froshness of, thought, or_finish of style, whoro an
inferior_hoaror could,nct soe them, Moreover, he
knows that, because of the variety in tho tustes
and attainments of hearers, tho very things that
woulit defight him 1 a discourse would render it
unsuited_to the needs and preferencea of many an-
other; while that which is distasteful to him in the
preacher’s words and ways is likely to prove a
peculiar attraction to others, whose claims on the
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proacher are quite as good as his own. Ouly the
narrowest mind can hold upjits own standard of a
gond disconrse a3 the one truestandard; and only
an unlovely spirit can carp at a preacher becanso
his discourses fall short of tho one true standard.
Those who have narrow minds and unlovely spirits
can bo discorned through the comments they
make on the preacher as they leave tho houss of
God and find their way to thoir own houses, week
aftor weok, in overy communuity.

It is probably true that in no other one way is
so much harm dono in the ordiuary congregation
of Christian worshipors, as by this practice of
carping at the preacher. Many 2 good impression
mado on a hearor in tho hour of worship is dissi-
pated, in his mind, before he reaches his home, by
tho sncors or the censures indulged in against he
preacher by some member in the church, whose
influence against the truth is thus made to trans-
cond by far all his influence for good in his whole
life work. There are homes in which the children
grow up chilled toward, or embittered agaiust, the
truth, by means of their parents’ uniform habit of
carping at the preachsr, under whose ministrations
in the pulpit the parents and clildron sit togethor.
And every person who thus carps js a sufferer in
his personal charactor by the evil courso in which
ho indulges; so that his spiritual lifo is dwindling
at the very time, and through the very means, by
which he 1njures the souls of his fellows aud glad-
dens tho heart of the Dovil.

Think of this, every one of yon! If you caunot
be an active officer in the church, if you cannot
teach in the Sunday-school, if you cannut bear a
part in the social prayer-meetings of the congrega-
tion, if you cannot give liberally to all the benefi-
cences which are prossed upon your attentiun from
the pulpit, and if you cannot oujoy the preaching
of your pastor on your own account, see to it that
you do not harm your fellows and harm yourself
by carping at the preacher. And if, indeed, you
do all_these good things, sce t. it that you do net
more than neutralize your well-doing in thom all,
and prove a curse instead of a blessing in your
congragation, by carping at tho preacher.—S, 8.
Times.

ELDER W. W, EATON.

It is not often that we are called upon to chroni.
clo the demise of one 8o ominent for pisty, intelli-
gence and steadfast devotion~to, and long service
of, the Master, as tho one whose name heads this
article. Father Eaton was a man of patriarchal
mien and bearing, and at tho sanio time possessed
of an exceptionally sweet, gontle, patient, humble,
trustful, hopeful and lovable spirit. While it has
been our privilege and pleasure to know Bro.
Eaton puraonally only about one yesr, the impres-
sions made upon us during that time are confirmed
by all who have knuwn him. It may all be sum-
med up in one word—Christian. Ho was pre.
eminently a man of God, ‘¢ an Israolite, indeed, in
whom was no guile.” His very presence was an
inspiration, aad his daily life a psalm of praise.

When such an one has entered into his rest,
how truly appropriate is the sentiment:

¢ How blessed the righteous when he dics!

When sinks a weary soul co rest;

How mildly beam the closing oyes,
How gently heaves th’' expiring breast.

Life's labor done, as sinks the clay,
Light from its load the spirit flies;
While heav’n and earth combine to say,
How blest tho rightevus when ho dies !
When such an one cowes to the closs ot bhis
earthly course, his sotting sun is radiant with
heavenly glory, while his strongest trials are past
and his real trivmph is begun. Death is but the
gateway through which ho passes, to be ¢“ at home
with the Lord,” and to be at rest from tho trials
and sorrows of earth till the time when he shall

enter upon the full possession of lis heavenly and
incorraptible inheritance uwwaiting him at the
rosurrection of the just,

The subject of this sketch was born in Corn-
wallis, Nova Scotia, Feb 16, 1811. Was educated
at Maine Wesleyan Seminary. Ho euntered the
ministry when absut twenty years of ago, and
started the first Christian or Disciple ehurch in the
Provinees, at St. John, Now Brunswick, in his
twonty-third year. o was professor of Eaglish
jitorature in Bothany College, Va, two years—
1842-44. He then served as pastor of the chureh
at Salem, Mass , ong year, and thence to St, John,
N. B., whore ho served the church from 1847 to
1853, and while there established charches in
different parts of tho provinces.

In 1853 he remeved to Pittsburg, Pa., and
started The Sower, and was also pastor of the
church in that city. Ho removed to Cincinnati in
18556 and consolidated The Sower with The Christian
Age, aud coutinued in charge till tuy breaking out
of tho War of the Rebellion, He then wout to the
front as correspond-nt of tho Cincinnati Gazette,
and in 1864 entered the army as chaplain, in which
capacity ho served till the close of the war.

From 18606 up to the present time he has had
editorial charse of the St. Louis Home Journal,
St. Louis Commercial Gazette, and has secrved as o
correspoudont of several other papers.

Ho was a clear and vigorous writer, a logical
and impressive speakor, and was most fervent and
revorent in prayor, Ho was a constant attondant
upon all the services of the church, and was never
8o much at Lome as when in tho assembly of the
saints, His carnest, edifying and lucid talks in
the sucinl meetings, at:d his fervent prayers, will
long bo remembered by tho members of tho Cen.
tral Church.

Bo has been a resident of this city somo twenty
years, and leaves behind to mourn their loss his
aged, belovod and saintly companion, two sons
aud a daughter, and a large circle of brethren and
friends.

The funeral services wers from Central Church
last Lord’s day afternoon, and were conducted by
the pastor, Bro. W. F. Black, who, in his usual
eloyuent and impressive way, dwelt upon the
blessedness of the righteous dead and the saintli-
ness and worth of the departed brother. His
mortal remains were laid to rest in the beautiful
cemetory of Oakwoods.

EDITORIAL.

PAUL'S URGENT APPRAL TO HI3 ROMAN BRETHREN,

——

*Now, T beseech you, brethren, for the Lord Jesus’
sake and for the love of the Spirit, that ye strive together
with mo in your prayers to (ied for me, that I may be
delivered from them that de not belisve in Jesus, and
that my service which I have for Jerusalem may be
accepted of the saints thot T may come unto by tho will
of God and may with you be rofreshed. {Rom. xv,
30, 31, 32,)

This passage awakens mauy useful thoughts on
the subject of prayer. It shows that Christians
have the great privilego of asking of Gad what
they nced and what is according to His will,
Although God conld if it pleased Him bestow His
blessings on His people without their praying for
them, yet Ho has graciously chosen to bo inquired
of by tho house of Isracl to do it for them.
(Bzel. xxxvi. 87.) To invito His peoplo to como
boldly to a throne of grace to ask and obtain His

favor through Jesus Christ is God's wey of bestow-.

ing Hie blossings and also removing from them the

tion wheroby thoy cry, Abba Father.
small privilege thus to approach tho wne God
through the one mediator betweon God and man,
the man Christ Jesus, He has both tho nature of
God and mar, and as such stands between the two.
He is our brother, and by the blood of His Croes
he reconciles us to God, and being reconciled we
draw nigh to God by Iis loving mediation. To re-
ceive God’s gifts in this way is much bettor than to
recoive them witheut prayer, as it purifies and
olevates the creature to thus commnune with the
Creator, and it honors tho Father and the Son and
tho Holy Spirit,

[t i8 true now as in the Apustle’s day that we
know not what wo shovld pray for as wo ought,
and while we ask the Lord to teach us how to pray
it is well that He has given us so much instruction
both in what fle said and what He did Himsolf to
guide us in tho matter. Ho tells us how to regard
men when wo pray. 1If ye have aught against any
man forgive him. Ho tolls us how to regard God.
DBetieve that ye receive these things that ye ask of Him,
and ye shall have them. Ho taught that men
should always pray and not faint, that they shonld
ask the things thoy know to be right, and nover
cease asking till they receive them. Ho apent the
whole night in prayer to God. But this was in
private.  We never hear of Him making long
prayors in the hearing of othera. The Phariscos
made long prayers before men. Tho heathen
thought they would be heard for their much
speaking. Jesus condemned both and charged His
people nat to be liko them. To hear 4 long prayer
from one that leads others does not stir np the
spirit of prayor, but kills it, because it generally
indicates colduess and formality instoad of warmth
and earnest pleading. *‘When we remember that
God is in Heavon and we on earth our words
should be few and well ordored.”

Wo should not rush unthinkingly into the pro-
sence of God, but romoember how solomn it is to
speak to the Searcher of all hoarts. Wo should
know what tho things are which we want beforo

we ask them and have faith and hope fixod on
them. We will notice

HOW PAUL URGED IIIS SRETIIREN HERE,

Ho besought them for the Lord Jesus’ sake
and for the love of the Spirit. It was customary
for him to earnestly seek the prayers of the brothren
for hitself and his grand work. The majesty and
glory of his work in preaching among the Gentiles
the unsearchable riches of Christ on the one hand and
his own weakness bn tho other caused him often to
oxclaim, “ Who is suflicient for these things 1 and
while the ouly answer that could eatisfy him was
* Our suficiency is of God,” he sought tho prayers
of tho brethren to mingle with his own before the
throue, None of thase he addressed held so high
& position as he did, being an Ambassador of
Christ, but they all were kings and priests to God,
and he was glad to have their united prayors for
himself and work. Thus he asks tho Ephesians,
‘ Pray for me that utterance may be given unto me
that I may open my mouth boldly to make known
the mystory of thoe Gospel,” &e. (vi. 19.) Aud
tho Colossians ‘““withal praying also for us that God
would open unto us a door of utterance to spoak
the mystery of Christ,” &c, (iv. 3). And to the
Thessaloniavs, ** Brethren, pray for us.” (1 Thes.
v. 25, and II Thes. iii. 1.) “‘Finally, brothren, pray
for us that the word of the Lord miay have freo
course and be glorificd oven as it is with you.
And that we may bo delivered from unreasonable
and wicked men,” &e.

So wo learn that it was common for Paul to
dosire the prayers of the brethren. In this ca8o,
howover, there is a more earnest and emphatic
appeal. I besecack you, therofore, brothron, for
the Lord Jesus’ sake and for the love of the Spirit,»
Why %0 vory urgeutly besecech them on this point!

to forget in their prayers the men that are engaged
in preaching the Gospel than they are to foraet
othor porsons and things for which they ought to
pray, and that Paul and bis follow-laborers were
not an exception. This scems to account for the
oarnostnoss of the appeal,

When churches ongago men to devote their
energies in proaching the Gospel they aro apt to
fovgot theso mon in their prayors. This does not
always ariso from want of affection for the prescher
or an interest in his work, They ave glad whon
he is successful and grieved whon his labur seems
a failure. But it arises from our aptitudo to trust
in men rathor than in Gud. Churchos want olo-
quent preachera, men of grand utterance, who will
draw the people, draw them first to moeting, then
draw them to Christ. YFho is it that gives men
utterance, gives them power to draw the pooplo?
Is it not God? And why should we hope for so
much from men and so little from Him? Dues Heo
not cheose the weak things of the world v cun-
found the things that are mighty? Can any man
come unto Jesus without the Fathor who hath
sent him draw Himn? Xxporionce shows that it is
not thoso who are acenunted the greateat preachers
who ave most succassful in winufng souls and
building up the church. God alono knows how
many faithful preachers, who feel insufficiont for
tho ureat work and ure crushed with opposition
and discouragement, would rejoice and be glad to
know that their brothren wore sympathizing with
them and earnestly praying for them that utter-
ance might be granted to them and that the word
of God might have free courae and be glorified in
their field of labor. Such men can enter ints the
urgency of Paul's appenl to the brethren at Rome,

We next consider

HOW PAUL WANTED THEM TO PRAY.

““ That ye strive togethar with me in your prayers to
God for me. Strifo scoms a strango concomitant
oi prayer, yot thuy often wont together. There
are times when every thing and every porson
scem to frown upon tho child of God as if deter-
mined to drive him from the throne of grace, and
he mnust either strive in prayer or not pray at all.
Jacob strove in prayer when he wrestled with the
angel who was about to throw him off as the day
was breaking. When the blind beggar was oharged
to hold his peace he cried so much the more
' Thou Son of David havo mercy on me.” The
woman of Canaan strove in prayer for her daugh-
ter when sho was again and again repulsed, till at
length Jesus exclaimed, ** Oh, woman, great is
thy faith, be it unto thee even as thou wilt.”
Paul and Silas had what tried their faith at
Philippi.  Day aftor day they preached the Gospel
without & soul manifesting the least interest in
them or tho Gospel, excopt the maid possessed
with a spirit of divination, who cried that these
men showed the way of salvation. In grief Paul
expolled the spirit, and for so doing was falsely
charged of crime and was, without trial, beaten
with many stripes. When the jailor received the
dreadful charge to keop him and Silas safely and
thrust them into tho inner prison, and made their
feet fast in the stocks, they wrestled with tho rulors
of the darkuess of this world and strove in prayer
at midnight. They wero more than conquerors
through Him that loved them, and before the. sun
aroso that was to witness their exccution thero
was joy among tho angels of God over a whole
household of sinners that reponted. Paul ear-
nestly desired that his brethron, whose faith raised
them above all the discouragemonts of earth,
should strive togothor with him in their prayers to
God for him,

But Psul made the matter very clesr to his
brethren by stating very distinotly
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WHAT THEY WERE TO PRAY FOR,

so that all could unite in the samo petitions and
confidently expect their prayers granted. Thore
wore three potitions as follows:

Firat. That he might he delivered from nubeliev-
ing men in Judea. Ho was going to Joruealom
confidently oxpecting what the Holy Spirit in
evory city testified, that bonds and sfllctions await-
ed him. Heo was quite willing to meet and endure
Jowish rage. But as it had not beon testified that
ho would die at Jerusalam, and having a groat de-
sire to live and labor longor for Ohrist, ho asked
thom to pray with him that he might be delivered
froro his would-bos murderers.

The second potition was that the service he had
for Jorusalem might ho accopted of tho saints.
He had taken a leading part in raising money from
the Gentile churches to reliove their Jewish breth-
ren in the predicted famine, and he had groatly
rejoiced whon these churches willingly and liberally
contributed to this fund. He expocted grand re-
sults when the Juwish Christinns, who bhad a
projudice againat the calling of tho Gentiles, would
enjoy thoir bounty and thus witness the sigus of
God’s grace in their liberal distribution. (Seo II
Cor. viii. 9.) Still he had his fears that their deep
prejudice would prevent them accepting theso gifts
and would cause them to indignantly repulse both
him and his money. In tho face of these fears he
hoped for better things and desired them to pray
with him that his services might be accepted of
the saints,

His thied petition was

THAT HE MIGHT COME UNTO THEM WITH JuY BY THE
WILL OF GOD AND BE WITH THEM REFRES{IED,

This had been with him a long and deeply
cherished wish, and although he had often been
disappoiated he still strove in prayor to God that
he might yot see theso beloved brethren and be
with them refreshed. We sece nothing gelfish in
these petitions. He prayed uot to be relieved from
persecution, want or trouble of any kind. Hoe
sought no increase of miraculous power, but only
to live and labor for the benefit of others and the
glory of Christ. He asks the churches to pray

_for all saints and for him also, only that Christ

might be glorified in him whether by his life or his
death. What a privilege for the church to unite
their prayers with such a man.

In closing we may notice that these prayers wore
anawered, although it might not be in the way they
wore desired. God is not only faithful to his
promise, but he is altogether wiser than we aro.
Paul wasdelivered from the unbelievers in Judea—
Roman soldiers took kim out of their hands when
about to kill him. But his life was not spared to
go about and preach the Gospel as he had done be-
fure, but to be chained and imprisoned and followed
by enemics determined on his death. Sothat from
the time of his benevolent visit to Jerusalem till
ho suffered death by Nero he had little if any of
his formor liberties,

Again, the service he.had given Jerusalem was
accepted of the saints, God granted the prayer of
that petition and his heart rejoiced.

And he did go to Rome by the will of God, not,
however, as he expected to. He did not go on his
journey by Spuin as a travelling missionary, taking
in different fields of interest until ho reached the
long desired city. But afler years of gloomy im-
prisomnente and ‘‘ many tears and temptations
which befell himn by the lying in wait of the Jews,”
and through perils by tho land and on the sea, he
reachcd Rome in chains. God's way o1 answering
Paul’s prayer was differont from what ho expected
and much better. Had ho gone to Rome as he did
to othor places a8 a poor preacher of the cross it is
not likely that Cwmsar’s family would ever have
heard the Gospel. But his chain brought him be-
foro the Emperor, and when the Apostle sent to

the Philippians the warmn sulutations of ¢ all the
snirts,” ho adds * chieflu they that arc of Caesar's
household.” (Phil. 422.) Thus in G d’s purpose
royul oars heard from the accusod prisoner the
Gospel which proved tho power of God unto their
salvation, and in eternity will he clearly see that
God's *“ ways are higher than our ways, and his
thoughts than our thoughts.”

EXPERIENCE AND OTHER THINGS,

No. 4.

In 1866 I went to Nashville, Tenn., thinking self
and sons would enter into business; remained in
and about Nashvillo and Franklin College two or
three weeks, saw a goud many brethren, preached
to the congregation in the city, presided over by
Bro. P. S. Fall,* who was the first Baptist preacher
in Kentucky who accepted the ancient Gospel and
order of things as presented in the Christiun Baptist
by A. Campbell and others. Bro. P. S, Fall, if
living, is a highly educated Englishman, whose.
sister is DMrs. Fanning, wife of the late President
Talbert Fauning, owner of Franklin College. Mr.
Fanning presided over the male and Mrs. Fanning
over the fomale departments. I hed a very happy
sojourn there, proached three or four times in the
college chapel, and at the conclusion of the laat
discourse, when Bro, Fanning gave the invitation,
fve came forward and confessed their Lord, among
tho number being a young lady of more than ordi-
nary qualifications and highly respected by all. She
was head teachor of the ladies’ department. I left
there greatly rejoicing.

Just hore 1 desire to mention that my son, Juhu
Ancory Ash, on a visit to the college the next Fall
or Summer following my visit, which was in March,
1866, before he left for howe, was immersed by
Bro. Fanning,.

On my way home [ left Cincinnati by a railruad,
direct to Cleveland, where I remained over might
and next morning took cars for Ravenna, Ohio,
whero there resided my old friend and brother,
Almond B. Gresn; going all tbat round-about way
from my direct route to Detreit purposely to see
my much respected brother and sister Green and
spend a Lord’s day with them and worship together
as we had done so many times, On Saturday I
arrived thers, found him and wife well but very
much depressed by the death of their only son. of
about seventeen yearsold, He died very suddenly
and was unconscious from the first, and what
pierced their hearts so deeply was he died a aceptic,
It was a sad meetina. Their sighs and tears were
really heart-breaking, and added to that the
piercing thoughts of the future. I had been long
acquainted with them and loved them as children
of the Lord most dearly, and him as ono of the
highest order of preachers of the ancient gospel and
order of things on the ¢ Western Reserve,” and add-
ed to this his wifo and mine were cousing. Bro.
Green had made sundry visits to Canada to attend
our old-fashioned Juno meotings, patterned after
the Ohio yoarly meeting, He was always our
principal spoaker. His preaching was of tho high-
est order, so much so that A. Campbell slways,
whon present, desired Green to precede bim.

Bro. Gresn began to preach in Summit Co.,

*Tn 1823 Mr, Fall fully understood and accopted the prio-
ciples ot tho reformation while he waslabering in the city of
Frankfort, Ky.
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Ohio, and was hardly ablo to road the Now Testa-
mont and hymns, He was a poor laboring boy.
I would like to see tho colloge-bred preacher now
that could stavd equal to Almond B. Greeu in his
primo, Kuowing all theso things so well, and
having spont the month of Soptember, 1856, with
him at four of their nnnual meetings on the
““Western Resorve,” and having heard A. Campboll
and many other grand proachers, no wonder that I
desired to seo and Lo with hum on a Lord’s day.

Woell, I was with him on that occasivn for tho
last timo; my sympathies with thom in their
bereavoment woro worked up to the highest tenston.
1 tried to suothe their sorrows but really I had but
little ground 10 work on. The Lord's day camo,
but Oh! what a re-action. I had shed many tours
of sympathy with them, aud now the timo had come
for mo to shed bitter toars of regrot. That sceno
can nover bo erased from my momory or ‘colings,
1 went to the chapel with them beforoe the meet-
ing commenced, thuy were to smg two ur threo
pieces. Lo! and behold up tolled a meludian or
organ. Green came to me and said, Their singing
was not good, and they had got that in to keop
them to the tune. He wanted me to preach for
thom. I smd ne. He might as well have asked
the angel Gabriel to come down from heaven, for
my heart was so sadly pierced and stricken with
griof too deep for words. I quietly sat thero.
He made no apologies, nor did he try to soothe
my sorrowsa. 1 cast no reflections, nor did 1 tell
him my fearful thoughts as 1 looked down
through the years as I have since seen them-
The end is not yet, but he has gono from the seene
of action. When they stuod up to sing and play
I sat weeping ; when he was preaching I was weep-
ing; whon they sang and played again I was weop-
ing; when ho asked mo to proside at the Lord’s tablo
I said no and sat weeping. I cannot Leep tears
from flowing now.

Should I attempt to detail all the reasons for my
sad feelings on that, 1o me, miserable occasion,
would require more space than is profitable. I
saw that if he (A. B. Green) continned in that
course of action it would lead him somewhere
where I should not like to follow, The beginning

of sorrows was now set in. Follow Ravenna up
from that tune till now and seo the fruits of their
actions,

Contrast many of the churches of Ohio in 1856
and now. Then our great desire pravailed to
do all good aund lawful things, to spread the Gos-
pol over the land. Unity prevalied. They wore
of one heart and one soul. Brotherly love pro-
vailed. Sectarianism was at & great discount. The
love of fun was not among them. The scores of
schemes to got money for cacred purposes were not
known, Well, I shall not attempt to specify, they
ore too nuuerous. And what shall Isay? Are thev
sinful ] Yes! and that is putting it as easy as I
can,

Tho present Philander Green, of Kent, Ohio, is
& half brother of A. B. Green, a brother whom 1
saw in Ohio, in 1856, and who is in the old paths,
and such a pungent writer in the Christian Leader,
knows of the truth of what I am writing and who
deeply deplores the apostacy of so many.

NOTLS OF TRAVEL,

My last notes wore writton from the almost ex-
treme south end of New Brunswick ; theso are
written from the almost extremo north side of Nova
Scotia. From the “Quoddy™ Bay to Northumber-
land Straits ” is quite a journey, and no doubt
some of my readers would like to know something
about that trip.

I remained on Deor Island three Lord’s days,

preaching for the church at Leonardville and
Lord’s Cove each Lord's day. I held a few meot-
ings during the week but did not make any pro-
tracted cffort as it is a very busy timo with the
peoplo there just now, This island wants a preacher
all the time and I do hopo they will soon secure
one to work with them so that the cause may be
built up on the island. I will not take time to tell
of all the adventures 1 went through while thero,
how I nearly upeet myself out of a boat, and how 1
tried one day to go to Eastport when it was blow-
ing o gale of wind aud the rain was just pouring
down. How it did rain and blow! Wo mado a
brave start, but, alaa ! like many human under-
takings, it failed — we had to turn back. But we
tried it auother day and this time succeeded 1
left Eastport, Me., Thursday, October 3rd, and
arrived in Halifax next morning at ten o’clock.
¥ remained over Lord's day with the brothren hero,
preaching mornirg and evening. I was glad to seo
some in attendance that I had not scew for a long
while. The brethren seem encouraged through
the efforts of Bro. Clarke Bradon, and it is to bo
hoped that they will not lose what little advantage
they may have gained. I am deeply intecested in
Halifax. It was there my first work for the Master
was done. It was there amidsi discouragements of
varions kinds I grew and gaiued strength. It was
thero I learned how to surmount difficulties and
how to study Gud's word. Ihope yet to see the
church grow and becomo strong,

Sunday, October 13th, found me in West Goroe.
I preachod here in the moraing. In the evening I

preached in Tpper Rawdon., Ialso preached twico

during the week at Wost Goro,

On Wednesday, 16th, an ordination gervice was
held at West Goro in which the writer of theso
notes oconpied a conspicuous part—but others wil)
write of that. Friday morning, October 18th,
found me on tho cars en route for Pioctou. I then
took tho stage for River John, a drivo of about
twenty miles, whore I am at present. I have not
beon here long enough to know anything much
about the church. The numbers sre small and
opposition is strong, Still, I am hore, and I have
tho same Goapol to proach hero as olsowhere, and.I
hope and pray that I may prove the savour of life
unto life to same, for 1t is the *‘ power of God unto
salvation.” We had elevon preachers at our
‘“ annual,” ton of whom will spend their time in
the two provinces. Now, if each proclaim this
Gospol faithfully during the coming year, our pro-
gress should be marked. Let us proach and talk
and write aud do all we ean to win souls and build
up churches. The old adage, ‘¢ oxumple is botter
than precept,” will work woll iun this case. The day
has gone by for paying a proacher because he is a
preacher. The men who succeed to-day are the
ones who work as well as preach and pray. Wo
have decided at our Annual that each preacher
should contributo an article to Tue Cunristiax,
advocating ‘‘ missions and mission work.” This is
not my article on that subject, but just & word to
tho proachers on the subject. Let us have some
good mestings to report cach month ; let us show
the brethren throughout the provinces that we
mean business, that we ate not preaching for money
alone but working for the Master. Let us show
that we are *‘ workman that needeth not to be
ashamod,” and with each article on mission work
let us have roports of successful meetings. Broth-
ren, lot us try it! Let us msko this the most
successful year wo have ever had iu these provinces
—with our increase of help wo ought to do well.
There are 80 many places that need help, places
where the cause is going backward, othor places
where our plea is not known. Let us inspire the
hearts and minds of the brethren with renewed
confidenco in our ahility as workmen and then our
appeals will be heeded.

I have just been informed of the death of Bro.
H. J. Smith, of New Glasgow. He made his firat
effort to preach tho Gospel about tho samo time I
did. Ho has now passed away. 1 may soon go,
you may soon go, my brother. Oh! lot us work
now with all our might because our Father may
call us home. Do not leave anything undone,
““For what shall it profit a man if he gain the
whole world and leso his own sounl.”

PROF. CLARK BRADEN

—

ON THE ISSUES BETWEBN CHRISTIANITY AND IN-
FIDELITY.

Quite a large audienco was in attendance at the
Institate Oct. 14th to hear what Prof. Clark Braden
had to teoll them concerning Christianity and In-
fidelity. H. J. Thorno presided, and remarked in
introducing the lecturer that he had como here in
the interest of roligious truth.

Prof. Braden said he had always felt a desire to
visit St. John, for his fathor had come here in 1821
on board tho warship “City of Londondorry,” and
spent several months here, and had often spoken of
tho city afterward. In beginning his remarks the
speaker remarked that there was going on a great
conflict in the world of thought. He wished to
atato in tho first placo that he would not apply to
his opponents the terms liborals, free thinkers,
rationalists, etc., which they arrogate to them-

solves. If Christianity were true then Christians
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wore all these. Infidels took theso titles to them.
sclves by impudence and violenoa, If Obristianity
were true it and it only must be tho basis of all
right thinking. And he submitted that it had
buen accepted as true by the master minds of the
world. In defining the torm infidel ho explained
that the man who did not accept the faith of his
country was sn infidol. 1n this land a man who
did not beliove in Christianity was an infidel to
that. Tauking Christinnity on the one hand and
materialism on the other ho proceoded to stato the
iesues botween them. The one afirms the oxist-
once of spirit, the other sflirms that matter alone
exists and through evolution has dvveloped all
phenomena,  Tho speaker thought it easier to bo-
liove that intelligonce had produced natter than
that matter had ovolved intelligence. In contrast-
ing the creation and ovolution theories he snid
that the Jatter fails altogethor, and anyhuw that
ovolutionists do not state their theory systomati-
cally. Ho said if there wore five hundred in St.
John who believed in ovolution not five of them
could toll clearly and defimtely what they meant
by it. Infidels were the most cradulous people in
the world. They simply swallowed whatover
Spencer, Darwmm, Huxley and others threw to
them. The ovolution theury was not based upon
facts, It will explain the variation of species but
not the origin of the parent type.  Christianity
says G-d mado man in His own image. The in-
fidol says ho was evolved trom a brute.  Skepticism
was cowardly and would not state issues squarely.
Christianity afirmis thut man is a religious being
aud the master minds of the world have proved it.
The infidel donies it. Christianity basvs morality
on roligion; the infidel does not. What ideas of
worality they have, howovor, they have stolen
from religion.  Again, Christianity afiirms tho
need of a revelation; the infidel denies it. These
issues, ho said, were betweon skepticism and all
religions, Then he proceeded to consider Chris-
tianity itself, discussing the origin of the Bible,
Christianity and civilization, the Bible and science,
and the Bible as a revalation from God, as theso

issues are presonted by the two schools of thought.
Ho advised Christians to treat the sin of unboliof

as they would treat any other sin.  Pitoh into it.
All the devil wantea was tu be let alono. They
had the truth—they should give it to the world,
and not keep silent when it was assailed. He also
advised iufidels to by a little modest and have at
least a shadow of 2 suspicion of a Jussibility that
they might bo wistaken after all. He confidently
expressed the belief that the mujority of New
Branswick infidels, while they might have some of
Watte’ pamphlets, had nover read the works of
Speacer, Buxloy, Darwir and the mon they tatked
80 much about,  In conclneion he eulogised Chuis-
tians geneially as being more scholarly than scep-
tics, and before clesing called attention to a number
of his own pamphlets dealing with Ingersoll and
other infidels. Ingersoll he characterized as a
man who ridiculed the love of man for woman and
told vile stories, besides stealing from an English
writer the idoas in his Miatakes of Moses. —St.John
Sun, . -

The Morning Star avgues that croeds may be
used chisfly as u convemenco, and confesses thag
tho antipathy to them is not altogether uround!ess.
1t suys:

**On this point Christendom has heen so loug
aud 8o largely, we will not say bound, but burden.
ed, by creeds and counfussions mado in ages far
past, and under greatly diverse tircumstances, and
long sinco becomeo practically ubsolete, that much
evil and vory little gaud has been tho result. The
creeds of Awbroso or Ansselm or Luther or Calvin
or Arminius or Edwarde muy have beon very good
for them and their associates in their day and in
their relatious, but may not bn suited to ours,
Why attempt tu retain what is mauifestly atubigu-
ous or vutruthful 7 The truth of Gud is immuta-
blo, the Bible chaunges not; but the views and
ueages of fallible men do change, improve by study
and experience, and sv warrant and domand im-
proved expressione. The more we knuw of God
and his truth in our hearts the better will and
should bo our creed.”

TALMAGE ON CREEDS.

Wo know tht De. Talmago once proached a great
goermon on ¢* Thumbscrews,” in which he showed
his extremo p -reonal disliko for creeds in particular.
Now he speaks of creeds in goneral, and very much
aftor the manner of Aloxander Campbell and other
kindred advucates of ** acriptural phraseology ™ as
the propor language for one’s creed *

‘Do not let the Presbytoriun church, or the
Mothodist church, ov the Linthoran church, or the
Baptist church, or any of the other evangelical
churches, spend any tuno n trymg to fix up old
creeds; all of themn are iraporfect, as evorything
man dues is imperfect. 1 mnove anew creed for all
tho evangeolical churches of Christondom ; only
threo articles in the ereed, and no need of any
more. If 1 had all the consccrated people of all
denominations of tho carth on one great plain, and
I bad voico loud enough to put it to a vote, that
creed of three articles would be adopted with a
unanimous vote, an¢ a thundering aye that would
make the earth quuke and the heavens ring with
hosannu.  This is the creed 1 propose for all
Cbristendom:

A NEW CREED.

Articlo 1. God so loved thoe world that He gave
His only begotten Son, whosoever belicveth in Him
should not perish, but have everlasting life.

Article 2. Thas is a faithful sayiog and worthy
of all accoptation, that Christ Jesus camo into the
world to save sinners, even the chicf.

Article 3. Worthy is the Lamb that was slain
tv recoive blessing and riches and houor and glory
and power, world without end, amen.

But you go to tinkering up your old creeds, and
patching and splicing and interliving and annexing
and substracting and adding and explaining, and
you will lose time and make yourselt a target for
oarth and hell to shoot at. Let uas havo creeds not
fashioned out of human ingenuities, but out of
scriptural phraseology, and all the guns of bom-
bardment, blazing from all the port holes of inti-
dolity and perdition, will not in a thousand years
knock off the church of God a splinter as big as a
cambric needle,”

The one grand, fundamental article in the creed
of Christendom is, Jesus Christ, the Son of God.
We cuan oasily understand how one might formulate
a long creed with more than ““thirty-nine articles,”
each one expressed in exact scriptural phraseology,
and at the same time, bo very wisleading. Such a
creed might, for example, exalt into undue pro-
minenco things merely incidental and relative, and
ignore the most fundamental matters of revelativn,
Clear, definite and Catholic is this—that Jesus
Christ is the Sun of God. Then it follows that
‘“ whatover He saith unto you, do it."— Ez.
