nient. The firmen and police were promptly
uînione d and the gates closed. A special

guard was posted and no peson aowet to
enter or depart outil a thorough examination
iresmade. It is supposed the explosion was
caused by the premature discharge of a pro-
jectle which had been sent te the Adrir-
sîty for examination.

LaNtno April 23.-The explosion badly>
demeged the room in which it occurred, and
setn aon fire. The officials and firemen so un
extiognihed the flames. The Cabinet minis-
tens vere immediately informed of the ex-
plosion.

LaONDOs, April 23.-The explosion occur-
red in the secretary'e department. Edwin
M. Swaineon, assistant secretary and princi-
pal clerk, received a severe scalp wound. It
le said other olficials awere also injured, but
ife ase seriously as Swainseon. It is net be-
lined that the explosion vas causied by dyna-
mite. A large force of detectives under lu-
spector O'Hagau have been posted at the
AdmiraIty building.

1 p.m.-It is now regardeti certain that
gun cotton or dynamite was used in Swain-
son's room, which *as completely wrecked.
The adjacent corridors -ee mnuch damaged,
shile ail the windows fronting on the horsef
guards' parade were blown out.

The inspectera of explosives vere promptîy
on the ground and are making a critical ex-t
amination of the wreckage No arrests havet
been nade, nor bas any one been detained on
suspicion.

Sir Wm. Vernon Rarcourt and Colonel
najtendie, chief inspecter of explosives, are

making a personal examination of the wreck-
sgt. Tht walls and ether principal parte of
the hilding are uainjured. Swameon re-

ceived a severe concussion o the brain, It le
expected, however, he wll recover. Ssain-
son's room is iimnediatelv at the back of the
Admiraityoticeanl overlookethe yard infront
of the residence cf Lord Northbrook, First
Lord of the Admiraity. The pliter hangs
in ribbons fron tbe walls and ceiling. The
fittings of the room were smahed te atome.
The marvel is that more serious damage was
not done te the occupants. Swainson thinks
an explosive was thrown uto hieroom through
the wincow. Rumor says that two mon bear-

He probibly'
lad time to leave the building before the fuse
reached the explosive.

The employés at the Admiraty have been
woraking night and day to hurry forward the
tsar preparations. Any disaster to the build-
ing would cause a serious delay.

Another report says that two men were
noticed by several persons reconnoitrcitg
yeeterday and this morning. The same men
entered the garden in front of Swainason's
office. One of them carried a tin can, which t
was placed in the recess et the passage
sa leading te the office. The movements
of the men attracted little atten-
tion, as a number of surveyorsi
and workmen have been recentlî working on
the ground, but the officiais c ain they eau
identify the man. They have given a de-
scription of then te the detectives, who are
workingnup the case.

I shall b pardoned if I pend s single m
ment, since allusion has been made te it,
in roference te a matter which otberwim
I should acoe it duo te the proprieties of
my position te pas by bore, as I have don
olsewhore and everywhere, totally unnoticed.
I rofer, of course, te te the clamor whicb tho
champions of fre speech and a froc proe,
forsooth, have raised over tho position t
assumed and avowed some fourteen or fifteea
years agoe on the public question of the ex-
clusion of the Pope f rom the civil goverument
of Rome, of which ho was sovereigl. That
position wae simply a fundamental enio tof
public law-that the invasion of the torritoi y
of a peaceful nei$hbor and thenubversion of hie
authority conatîtute a violation of tho righta
of that sovereign and a blow at the freedom
and equality of the State which, by the
commo law of nations, are the essential,
fundamental anduniversala.ttributesof algov-
ernmante, Irrespective of a ge or aize or power.
lu regard te that position 1have no qualifica-
tion to make. N honor oould coniensate
nie for ita abandonnment ; it i true and right,
now and atwaye. But another proposition of
public law is equally fundamental-that the
acquiescenc of the people of an invaded
Stae ti the change of sovereigne is, no far
sa the world i concerned, the conclu-
sion of the public question, and muet
dotermine thereuon the judgment of all
people.

He then stated that
although ithe Suakim-Berber railway had been
commenced any considerable extension of it
uwould have ta be suspended. It would be
necessary ta hold Suakim and ane or two
places in the vicinity for health consider-
ations until soent permanent arrangement wase
effected. The Suakim-Berber railway was
nierely a work of military necesaity. The
Nile railway, however, would be completed
apart from military reasons, lc regard to in-
terior steps in the Soudan, the goverument

; reserved entire liberty of action subject te the
udgment of parliament. Of the credit of

16,500,000 for special preparations outside
the Soudan, £4.000,000 would b devoted te
the army, and £2,500,000 will provide for
India's wants, enable the Government to
mobili.e a coumplete army corps with the
troops releaeed from the Soudan and provide
torpedoes and guns for the navy. Sir Staficrd
Northcote regretted the postponement of the
debate on the budget, but felt it was inevit-
able, in view of the gravity of the situation.
lie thought the Government was net deahing
with the Soudan question in a satisfactory
manner, and would refuse ta vote the Soudan
ererht asked without fiurther statement. The
credit was adopted withent division. -

Gen. Komarofaif sys :-"On the 25th March
one detachment approached Tash-Kepri (Pul-
I-Khisti) on our bank of the Kushk river."
Lumden sayas:" Komaroffs claim to either
bank of the Kushk is untenable. The left
bank has always been held by the Afghans,
and was never subject to Russian occupation.
On the 25th February the Rassians located
au outpost of 25-Turcomans et Kizil-Tepe
nmound, a mile north of Pul-I-Khisti, and
about e mile frim the nearest point on the
Rushk river and the Kushk's junction with
the Murghab river. This had always re-
mained te extreme limit of the Russian
advance within their line of videttes. The
Reusa cavalry' detachmîent allnded La duc!
advance against Pul-I-Khisti on March 25th,
but retied te!foe . reaching there,-when
warned by the Afghan commander, se they
-ted beenu n Februarv 20th. - ,

Seconadly-Komaraff states;thiat hi fouàdl -
entrenahmnent occupied by Afghans nesr

the bridge. --I repl>' that this position was oc-
cupied bLy thé Afghas previous t Komarcff's
advance au; previaus to the. agreement of
March 17th.

Thirdly-Komaroff says: aIn ordir to
avoid a couflict, I placed my troops five verits
from the Afghan position." In replyI L.can
only refer to the main body, as the W.iissian
troope were in Kizil Tepc. tearom te
Afghan position, and RusAin videttes were
coneiderablyi n advance of that point.

Fourthly-Komaroff say: "When the A! -
gians were convinced we had no intention of
attacking them, they began to come daily
nearer our camp." I reply that far from the
Afghans being convinced of Konaroff' ainno-
cent intention, bis continued irritating daily
attempt ato provoke hostility convinced tLie
Afghans that the Russians were deteriinedi
to provoke a conflict, and induced them te
adopt what appeared to be a military neces-
sity in extending their defnsive positions.

Fifthly-Komaroff staLca- that on the 27th
of M.rch the Afghans sent against eue om-
pany charged with covering a reconnaia-
sauce, three companies with cannon end
cavalry. In reply I say the reconnaissance
in force itelf meaut a hostile intention. A
Ruassian company meant 250 men, more than
equivalent to the three Afghan companies,
which aggregated 225 men. On the 27th twoi
bodes of Rtussians simultaneously advanced.
lihe Russian infantry penetrated the right
flank of the Afghan position an the right
bank of the NMurghab Col.' Olikhainoif onlyi
rired when intercepted by the Afghans.
The cavalry mas four miles in rear of the
Afghan position. The Russian infantry only
retired when the Afghan commander drew
up three companies, warning the Russian
officer that if lie advanced further he would
be fired upon. Komaroffs chief of stafi, et
an interview on the 29th, called Olikhanoff's
advance merely a pleasure trip, but was in-
formed that the Afghan commander viewed
ILin a most serious light.

Sixthly-Komiaroff states that the arro-
gance and audacity of the Afghans incresed
by degrees. I reply that it nay be evena so,
but, if so, it was entirely caused by Russian
actions. The Afghans did their utmost to
avoid a collision. It is solely owing te their
patience and forbearance during two months
of incessant irritation that peace was pre-

-served so long. The Afghan commander'
courteous reply of March 29th te Komaroff's
ultimatum proves hie wishtothe last to avoid
a conflict.

Seventhly-Komaroff saye, on ie 2St Lte
Afghans occupied a height commanding the
left flank of the Russian camp and began t
throw up entrenchments there, t establish a
post of cavalry behjnd the Russian uine and
placed a picket within a gun shot distant. I
reply that the Afghan commander did on the
28th, after a hostile reconnaisance on the 27th,

place a post of observation on the hilIs on lte
right bank of the Murghab river, for the pur-
pose of giving notice of any fresh Russian ad-
vance, but the post was witidrawn the next
day.

Eighthly-Konaroff says that on litc 29th
te sent to the Afghan commander an ener-
getic sumnons, etc., and received an answer
that by the advice of the Englishi he refused
to retire acroas the Kuslik river. In reply I
may state that the fact itself is reported to
me to be toltaly incorrect. Nowhere in the
Afghan comniander's reply is there any such
etatement. Ou the contrary1 ite wording is
distinct thus :-" I have duly received your
letter regarding the withdrawal of certain
pickets. As I iad received orders froms the
governmnt at lerat te consult Captain
Yate, I showed him your letter. Laptain
Yate afterwarde had an interview witi Col.
Zakschewski and informed me of the con-
versation which esu d. Be it known to ye,
I muet loyally obey the orders I have received
from His Highness the Ameer. I anu in no
wise act contrary to the orders of muv sove-
reign. Of course in matters iof detail, auch
as alterations in the position of ativanced
picket and videttes, I am prapared ta arrange
with you,with a view to the avoidance of any
risk of conflict."

Ninthly-Komaroei eays le again aiddress
ed a private letter couciedi lu friendly term .
Iu reply I say -- The letter in question was
never seeu by ny officer of the commission,
but Captain Delushoe was told that the letter
had been received a few hours before the
tussian attack on the 0tli.

Tenthly-Komaroff states : " On the .0th,
to support ny demande, I marched with my
detachment againat the Afghan position,
counting still on a pacifiecresult, but an
artillery fire sud cavalry attack compelled me
t accept a combat." In reply I ay :« " The
Russians advanced to attack the Afghan
position, and of course the Afghans were
obliged to defend themselves. Certinly
the engagement was not commenced by the
artillery fire, as Komarff etates, as the in-
fantry fire was heard contieuig several
minutes before the first gun."

This
tax at the present moment ie only sixpence in
the pound, but to meet the revenue deficit it
la experted Right Hon. Hugh Childers, Chan-
oellor of the Exchequer, when he bringea
down his budget, wdl ask for twopence,
bringing the rate up to eightpence, which,
with the extra sixpence for war purposes'
will make the total tax one shilling and two-
pence. This was only equalled once (in 1855,
Russian war period), since 1843, and only
surpaaaed once since the mme date, in 1857
(Indian mutiny), when the tax was one ahil-
ling and fourpence. During Earl Beacons-
field's second Administration in the years
1875 and 1876, the tax found its lowest mark,
being only two pence in the pound. Evident-
ly, if an Anglo-Russian war takes place,
Great Britain i net going te be a cheap
country to live in for some years te come.

The only pro-
gress that the natives ever made was to ge
rid of their wealth and liberties, to be hand-
ed over te the British invader. Whathuman
progrosa did she prornote in Ireland, or even
in Setiand!ý What human progreus

did we have here in Canada
until the patriots of '37 and '38 pulled the
country out of the bonda of misgovernment
and of national despair«? Where is the human
progreas noticeable anong the Egyptians,
who are bled to the death by English capi-
talists ? When did human prigress begin to
take a star: in the United States ? Not while
under British protection.

What human progress bas she promoted in
India? No liter than lnst year the British
promoters of hurnan progress kicked up a
devil of a row because it was suggested that
natives rnight be fit and proper persons
to fill judical positions in their own
country. Rassia can show ne such
record of having retarded human
progress so persistently and se universally.
The lbitrt.ws is consequently sonewhat out in
its calculations regarding the object and te.
motives of the present struggle between the
two empires. It is decidly comical to hear
the Wi/na gravely assert that " England

is not a brute force, but a moral force."

The ornamental work is chiefly displayed
on the front elevation, tower and spire, the
latter in course of construction. The wallê,
buttresses, pillars, clear story, etc., are faced
with chiselled eut stone-rock-fa::ed eut stono
-moulded and champered dressings to the
doors and windows, niche work and imposing
pinnacles, ornamented with finals to tower.
There are large truffer openings to the belfry,
eight in number. The interior proportions are
uniform and in keeping with the general de-
aign. Quatrefoil pillars of fine cut atone,
ornamented with carved capitals, moulded
base, tudor arches turned over, divide the
nave and aisles. The transepts are commo.
dious, of partly octagonal form, and the sanc-
tuary semicircular to central grand altar,
with the two aide altara at transept angles.
A view of these altars. is obtained from all
parts of the church. The communion railing
and steps are continuons of O.G. formation,
extending the entire width of church, includ-
ing transepts. The gallery front runs with
slightly curved form from aide to aide, and
will contain the choir, organ, etc., etc.,
with also a considerable number of
pews in front and at aides. The stair-
cases to gallery are from side vestibules
at entrances. Principal entrances at front
through tower, which forms the main vesti-
bule. There are also entrances to transepts
and sacristies, two in number, in rear, each
34 x 22 feet. The exterior dimensions of the
building are 150 feet in length by 96 feet
breadth at transepts and 67 feet across nave
and aisles. Height from floor to nave roof,
60 feet ; tower, 80 feet high, to top of spire
cross, about 80 feet, or 160 feet over all from

surface. The seating capacity is ex-
pected to accommodate 1300 persons

SfALLPOx.

VALUE OF VACCINATION.
Vaccination, even in those cases in which

it la not successful in preventing the dreadfui
scourge of amallpox, is capable of modifying
its deleterious action to to great a degree
that deatha very rarely occur in patients who
have been previously vaccinated. If persons
are not vacoinated nine out Of ten who are
exposed to thecontagion contract the discase
and in a majorityof instances in a very severeform-so severe, l ifact, that, in round num-
bers, no lest than one-half, or fity pet cent.,
die.

In fact, of the children under fien years of
age, who are affectei with smallpox, more
than half perisb, the exact percentage of
deaths to 100 cases being upward ofi ffty-six.Males of mature age resist the attacks moresuccessfully, only forty-five dying out of
every hundred attacked ; while the more
temperate lives of wornen give them a stili
greater power of resisting the epidemie, only
forty out f every 100 patienta succunbing
to the attack.

But this general average of fifty per cent.
is very insiguificant, and, taking place under
circumatances where the beat sanitary pre-
cautions prevail, proves how utterly incli-
cient hygienic arrangements are to lessen
the severity or to preveut the extension ofthe disease. If, on the other hand, we ex-
amine into the mortality of the cases
that have occurred after vaccination,
we shall find a striking difference. Of those
that have the mark of eflicient vaccination,
leas than three in 100 of the very few who
contract amallpox die of the diseane, and of
thoase with imperfect marks lesa than ten in
100.

Practically speaking, efficient vaccination
i to be regarded as a protection from smail-
pox. In the Highgate Hospital, London, Mr.Goude, whose experience extenda over nearly
half a century, states that with one exception
-that of a temporarygardener, whorefused ta
be revaccinated-there has not been a singLfe
caseof smallpox among the officiais.

When the dreadful character of suall-pox
la considere«-that it is fatal to one-bali the
persons attacked by it ; that of those who
recover many are blind from the discase at-
tacking the eyes ; that others are so scarcd
and pitted that all comeliness is loat--thet
price paid for securing immunity by vaccink.
tion is not to be regarded for an instant.

The outbreaks of smallpox which occasion.
ally take place are nothing to the former
scourges of the disease, when towns and vil-
lages were depopulated partly by death and
partly by those who fled from the pestilence.

At the present time a foot passenger may
walk the streets for days without seeing a
face disfigured or sight loat through smallpox,
whereas a few decades of years aga they wert
80 common as hardly to attract observation.
This immunity from the most fatal of all pes
tilences ia owing entireIy to the practice of
vaccination, the good effects of whieh in mi]-
lions of instances entirely ontweigh the fAw
cases of inconvenience that may have oc-
curred from its practice.

Louis Riel, far fron bemng of Frencl oirigin,
is of Irish descent by his paternai aicaitr,
who came to Canada at the end of the s-nin-
teenth century. lia was numied .lMm
laptist, and saw the liglit first in the
pariai if St. Peter, city of Lim-ri-k,
the house of his parents, John 13aptist
Reel or Riel and Louisa Fnuntain,.

Tic 1704 this Jean pthst Riel iarried at Ilf
Dupa4 diocese of Montreal, Louise Cottu, agi
20, dauglhter of Franci< Cottu and Jeanne VWr-
don. Of this marriage were born six boys, !th
elded of whon, Jean Baptiste, married Louiis
Frapier. AI! these children were eurnamaed
" L rriande :" and in the der'ds one ca raILd
Jean JBaptise Rit( de arn<, and this nain'
passed to their descendants.

The eIder, Jean-Baptiste, who wa-s ba't t
1703 at Ile] )upas, was the grandfather of .jeau
Baptiste, who in 1810 lbft te parish of Lerthier
ta settle in the North-west. Married to a h-
breed wonanli e lad in 1817 a s"is bpti.d
under the nanme of Louis at le a la Crosse.
This last mentioned, maarried to Jlie de Lagi
maudiere, is the father of Louis Riel. ltead of
te insurrection.

A BATTLE WHICE LASTED SEVERA
HOURS ENSUES.

Tise Rbeli. ire if tand effective-The Rebel
-aiallydefeated-The nasme of lise Volun
1oern killed and iouindel-Tihe relief o
Iatilerord accernpllshed.

WINN]r'Eo, April 24, 10 p.m.--A despatc
bas just been received from the West an
nouncing the opening of the fighting of the
campaiga. 'Gen. Middlleton, with an advance
detachment on the riglit bank of the Sas
katchewan, encountered the rebels flfteeî
miles south of Batoche's Crosaing. Tw
hundred Indians and French half-breeds lai
in inbush in a ravine and opened a heavy
fire on our troops. The casualties upon the
sire of the volunteers are pretty large on
account of the surprise. Private Ferguson
a'nd Sergt. Mackin, sharp-heooters of the
90th Battalion, are known to be killed. Some
fitty are reported wounded, among the lattes
are Uapt. Clark, of No. 6 cnmpany, f0th Bat
talion. General Middleton haid a rifle bullet
fired through his bat.

The hattle began about nine n'elock this
moruing and was still i progress about nue
o'clock. Thé rebels set tire to the prairie,
but a heavy rainatorm put the tire out. The
General at once surrounded the ravine, and
the hope ia expressed that none of the rebels
havu eaeaped. A Battery is aaio reported to
have suflered some la both kil!ed and
wounded. Furtiber particulars are anxionsay
awaited. T1KRBLAIISI

The latest despatch announces that the
fight began at 1.15 a.m. The rebls, advan y
ing from a coulee near the river, opened
fire tupon the scouts led by Major Boulton.i
The latter returned the fire, when the rebels
remounted and retired to their place of am.
bush. From the ambush they rose each tinme
in firing. General Middleton at once placed
the troops in skirmishing order. A Battery
could. not at firt feel the enemy with the
guns, se good was their shelter. Eventually,
however, the battery got into a botter posi-
tion and rained a raking firs among thoen.
Two bouses in which the rehel reserves were
secluded ware demolished. The rebela next
rmade a daah and fought the 9Oth at close
quartera, but the severe tire from the lef t
wing forced thema to retire. The fight w. in
Indian style on the part of the rebels, who
were always either concealed behind trots or
in the bluffs. Their fire was hot and very
effective. Capt. Clark, with the sharp shoot-
era, fint advanced in skirmiahing order after
the scouts aigualled danger, and closely fn-
lowinge were the Toronto School of Infantry,
the latter taking the right flank. The conflict
now hecame general and terribly severe. The
Indians were exceedingly combative and the
war-whoop yell could b heard ditmotly somem
distance off. They rallied time and again,
keeping up an incessant fire for fully an hour.

T3E NUMBER OF REBELS KILLED SAID TO
BE ONLY ABOUT FOUR. OR PIVE-DU-
MONT NOT BELIEVED TO BE KILLTD

CLARE'S Cbssxro,. April 27.-Coiers
which left Middleton's camp yeterday after-
noon arrivedhré t-sst ight. Tihey report no
fighting' yesterday; everything hadbeen made
ready for au attack; guns had beau brought
te bear on the,rbels'stronghold in the ravine
and the trooàpsforned in hue of battle. Pre-
vious to the- attack commeticing, scoute were
sent foriard te reconueitre, when it was
fonnd that the -rebels had abandoned
their position and retreated during te night.j
Gen. Middleton will puash on as qiuky-s'as
possible. He is now ofopinion that the battle
on Friday was fought in 04advance post hield
by the rebels. Three or four miles further
downthe river they have a nutaber of rifle
pits 'and low stockades atnd te these they re-
treated, doubtless With the 'xpectation that
Generai MiddletoiM force would follow. He
fathomed their se>Mt - heowever, and took
the wisest course i r maining satiefied with
the possession of the ground when the
encounter commenced. About 10 miles fron
iis latter point is Batoche, where it in ex.
pected the rebelas will make their final stand.
It is estimated that their total force consiste
of 500 half-breeds and nearly as many Indians.
The reot, said te have been confirmed, that
Gabriel Dumont has been killed, i by many
diacrodited, as he was acn rldusg off the
field at the close of the engagement. The
report that 25 rebels have been founad dead is
aise thought to be an' exaggeration. Sa
far onty four or five of their dead have
been seen. Sorne anxiety i tft Ior tie
steamer Norticote coming down the river
ith the Gatling guns and supplies, Sime

of the rebela are known te hoins the Moose
Woods and it ia feared that the steamer may
have been attacked at this point. She
carried a large escort of the Midland Bat-
talion. The deaths of our men so far number
nine.

Gunners Ainsworth, Morrison, Woodman,
McGrath and Aselin of A Batter> were badly
wounded, the tirst named fatally. Trooper
Bruce, of Boulton s horse, aise received a very
serious wound.

Supply and other teams arriving late Sat-
urnday night nearly got into the rebel camp,
thinking the troops had gone on te Batoche,
having discovered the mistake they returned
and were approaching Middleton's camp fron
the direction of the enemy's line, and net
hearing the challenge of the sentries were
fired upon. Eight shots were discharged
without doing further injury than alarming
the entire camp.
