Qwing to the iuerease in the popu-
lation of the city, the legislature at
ite last session jnserted in the eity’s
new charter clauses  which provude
for the subdlvision of some of the
more populous wards, in order that
aldermanic representation should  be
feirly distributed. Four new wuards
will thus be created at the next clee-
tions, which will be held in a few
months, making the total membuer-
ship of the City Cowngil thirty instead
of twently-six. If we remain in our
present disorganized state—criticiz-
ing one aunother, preparing to tempor-
ize, ready to throw rcold watcr on ian
ardent and o noble ambition here,
and to sneer at a laudable desive for
legitimate advancemeni. there—our
position in next year's city council
awill be worse than it is in the pres-
ent one. According to our number, we
ought to have onc-sixth of the repre-
sentation  in the City Council. We
have only ouc-thirteenth—two alder-
men oul of twenty-six. If things con-
tinte as they are, there wiil be two
1rish Catholic aldermen out of thir-
ty. That is to say, our representalion
in thre council chamber witl be cut
down from one-thirteenth to one-fii-
teenth. And our retrogression in the
othier walks of life will bho in like
proportion. But if, on the contrary,
we close¢ up our ranks once for all. if
ave nominate our candidates and un-
ite in suppérting and in working for
them, practising ihe self-sacrifice that
musi be pruclised by men who  arc
earncst in fighting for a good cause.
