The compact asto Separate Schools
continue to be recognized and faith-
fully observed by the Government and
Legisinture of the Province until the
year 1590, when the Legmslatura
passed an Act abolishing the Separate
Schools of the Catholics and Jeclar-
ing that in the future, a system of
Common Schools only should prevail,
to which Catholics and Protestants
must send their children, and to
which both alike must contribute their
School rates, with the result that not
only were the Catholic Schools con-
fiscated without compensation to those
who erected them, but the Gatholic
people are now compelled to pzy two
sets of school rates—theone to satisfy
the law and the other to satisfy their
consciences and afford their children
education.

Mr. Macdonell then discusses at
sume length his life long political
connections and his present intention
of becoming a candidate unless assured
that justico will bo rendered.

Discusses fchool Questions in the
Globe.

SECULAR SYSTEM IN ADEQUATE.

8ir,—That the Roman Catholics of
Oatario and Quebec symnpatbize with
their Lrethren 1n Manitobs in the in-
justice done them by the Greenway
Government in depriviog them of their
Separate School is now heing amply
evidenced by the large number of sig-
natures to petition soon to be laid
before his Excelleacy the Governor-
Goneral,

That tke Manitoba Catholics have
been unjustly dealt with cannot be suc-
cessfully depied. They had their
schools well established and the Local
Government deprived them of them.
aud the claim that Provincial rights
are being interfered with, when the
Catholice are seeking to have restored
what was wrongfully taken from them,
will not hold good in the light of right
iuvestigation and fair consideration.
The Manitoba Legislature abolished
Scparate achools and established one
set of schools for all, or, perhaps
1 should say, fused the Separate
Schools into the then existing Public
Schools, excluding from the schools so
created what they called sectarisnism
—that iy, whatever is distinctive of
any particular denomination or peculiar
to it—and allowing to be introduced
ouly what is said to be common to all,
ot what is called * our common Christ-
isnity.” This would, perhape, be all
right if the several religious bodies in
Manitoba were only different varieties
of Protestantism. The scveral Protest.
ant denominations there differ from
one another only in details and part-
iculars which can easily be supplied at
bome in the family or in the Sanday
School. But the religious differences
betwoen ("atholics aud Protestants are
notdiflerences indetails and particulars
only, but are differences in principles.
Catbolicity must be taught as a whole
in its unity and integrity, or it is not
taught at all. Itisnot asimple theory
of truth or s collection of doctrines; it
18 an organism, a liviog body, living
aud operating from its own certral lifs,
sud cenuot have anything in common
with any man-made system of religious
worghip. To exclude from the achools
all that is distinctive or peculiar in
Catholicity is simply to axclude Catho-
licity iteelf, and to make the schools
either purely Protestant or purcly sec-
ular, aad therefore hostile to oar reli-
gion, and such in conscience we cannot

t. This is the system adopted in
Manitoba, and while the law enables
non.Catholics to use the Public Schools
with the approbation of their consci-
ences it excludes the children of the
Catholics, unless their parents are will-
ing to violate their Ostholic conscience,
neglect their duty as fathers and
motbhers, and exposs their childrea to
the daoger cl losing the faith, and with
it, perhsps, their chance of salvation.

Wby the local Government of Mani-
toba or auy other Government desirous
of baving good, law-abiding subjects
should seck to throw obetacles in the
way of Catholics educating their chil
dren in schools of their own choice
is somethiog I cannot understand, par-
ticularly whea such is to be done at
theirown ex A frequent remark
which I heard from Protestants ia
' they cannot see why the children of
Catholics and 'rotestants cavnot be
educated side by side in the ssme
schools,” This remark I also saw a
short time ago in The Globe as coming
from 20 prominent a gentleman as Mr.
Samythe, the late unsuccessfsl candi-
dste in Kingson; therelore a few
rewarks on this aspect of the school
quetion may be in order.

CATUHOLWE AND KDUCATION,

Wo Catholics value education, and
even universal education—which over-
looks no class or child, however rich or
poor, however honored or despised—as
highly »a any of our fellow citizens
do; but we value no cducation that is
divorced from religion and religious
culture. Religion with us is the sup-
rews law, the one thing to be lived for ;
and all in life, individual or social, civil
or poiitical, we consider should be sub
ordinated toit. Religious education is
the chicf thing, and we wish our child-
ren to be sccustomed from the first
dawning of reason 80 to regard it. We
hold that education, either of theintel-
lect or of the heart, or of both combiued
divorced from faith and religious dis-
cipline, is dangerous alike to the in-
dividual and to society. Now one
thing is sufticiently evideut to us Catb-
olics from past experience, some of it
a bitter experience, that our children
can be brought up to be good and
orderly citizens only as Catholics, and
in schools under the supervision and
control of their church, in which her
faith is fully und freely taught and her
services, discipline and influences are
brought to Lear, in forming their
characters, restraining them from evil
and training them to virtue, 1 do not
say even if they are trained in Catho-
lic Schools, that all will turn out good
citizensand virtuous membersof society
for our church does not take away free-
will nor eradicate all the evil propen-
sitics of the flesh, but it is absolutely
certain that they cannot be made such
in schools in which the religion of their
parenta is reviled as a superstition,
and the very text books of history
and geogrephy are made to protest
against it, or in which they are ac.
customed to hear their bLishope and
priests spoken of without any rever-
ence or respect, Protestant nations
lauded as the only freec aod enlighten-
od ones on the face of the earth, Catho
lics nations sneered at as ignorant and
enslaved, and our church denounced as
a depotiam, full of craft, and crusted
all over with corruption, both of faith
and morals. Such schools may even
detach them from their church, obscure
if not destroy their faith, and caase
them to be completely indifferent to
religion, and disobedient to the laws of
their country ; but they cannot inspire
them with the love of virtus, or re-
strain their vicious or criminal propen.
sitics. It is necessary for Protestants
to understand that the children of
Catbolics must be treined up in the
Catholic faith, in the O.thoiic Church,
to be good exemplary Catholics, or
they will grow up bad citisens, pests of
society. Nothing can be done for
them, but through the approval and
the co-operation of the Catholic clergy
or the Catholic community. When &
contrary course to this is , the
results are apparent to all not abeolute-
ly blinded by misdirected seal.

PROTRATANTISM PROTRCTEI,

Now, to say that in Manitoba the
Catholics bave as free access to the
Pablic Schools as Protestants is bitter
mockery. I'rotestants can freely send
their children to them without expos-
ing them to loss their Protestantiom,
but Catholics caunot send their
children to them without exposing
thein to the loss of their Catho-
licity. The law protects their Pro-
testant religion in the achools by the
simple fact of excluding ours. How,
then, my these schools sre as free
to us, 88 they are to them?! Is com-
science of no account! We Catholics
base oar claim for Separate Schools on
tbogmnd_ of cobacience, and, there-
fors, of right—the right of God as
well a8 of man.

I presumethe intention of the Mani-
toba Government is that the Pablic
Schools ahould be accessible alike to
Catholics and Protestants, and on the
same risks and conditions, [ me
it has 0o more intention of favoring
Protestants at the expense of Catho-
lics, than Catholics at the expease of

Protestants ; but surely it cennot any
longer fail to eco that its intention is
not and canuot be realized, by provid-
ing schools which Protestants oan use
without risk to their Protestantism,
and none which Catholics can use
without risk to their Catholicity. As
the case now stands, the law thers sus.
tains Protestantism in “Ye schools, and
excludes Catholicity. This is most
unjust to Catholics, and deprives them
in s0 far as they are Catholics of all
benefits to be derived from the Pablic
Schoole, supported at the public ex-
nee.

If the Governor General, represent.
ing Her Majesty, should declare that
Catholics are entitled to educate their
children in Manitoba in schools of their
own choice, aud that no obetacle ia to
be placed in the way of their doing o,
be would not be interfering with Pro
vincisl rights, but would be ouly re-
storing to them sometbing of which
they had Leen unjustly deprived.

His Graco the Archbishop of Dablin
commences the firit of a n{ies of
onthis very important subject in
r!:r“:urmt. numborpo of the Irish
Ecclesinstical Record. In the intro-
ductory chapter, which is devoted to
« Obaritable Bequests,” his Grace shows
clearly how important it is that those
who are likely to be at any time
engaged in the drawing up of wills
should have an accurate knowledge
of the technicalities with which the law
in its relation to religious interests,
abounds. He instances numerous
cades in which serious losses bave been
sustained by religious institations
either through carlessness or ignorance
of the law. The necessity for reliable
information on the subject has, indeed.
long been feit both by clergyman and
laymen residing in places where legal
sssistance is not available. To ensure
the thorough relisbility of the inform-
ation which his Grace is about to put
before the readers of the Record, he
bas availed himeelf of the friendly
sssistance of two eminent members of
the Ber. The following are the
subjects which his Grace thinks be may
be able to put together suficient mate-
rials for a series of papers on :—1. The
technical sense of the word Charity in
Eoglish law: tbe legal position of
bequests which are, in the legal senee,
“ charitable ;" the notable privileges
accorded by law to such bequests, and
the legal drawbacks to which they are
occasionally subject.

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PROSELYTISING.

The Work of * Birds' Nests” in
Dullin,

ANOTHER INSTANCE IN MONTREAL,

Undor the above heading the Dublin
Freeman’s Journal of last wuek, con
tains the report of an address by
Archbishop Walah of that city. Tho
occasion was tho blessing of the corner
stono of the new buildings attached to
tho Sacred Heart tHowme, Drumeondra,
This institution was established somo
ten years ago for the purposo of
rholtering the children of shiftless or
criminal paronts, and of thus offset-
ting the efforts of tho fanatics ¢ngaped
in tho unholy work of buying ctuldren
from drunken and demoraliscd Catho.
e mothers, in order to proselytise
them. After tha religious ceremonial
s public meoting was held, at which
on the mction of Mr. J. F. Lombard,
J.P., seoonded by Very Rev. Canon
Daniel, the chair was taken by
Archbishop \Walsh.

Mr. Carton, Q.C., moved the first
resolution, viz. : ¢ The record of the
work dono in the Sacred Heart Home
during the period that has elapsed
sinee its foundstion in rescumng so
many little Catholic children from
cold and hunger, and from the dis-
astrous influenoe of the demoralising
system of Proselytism, i3 the best and
most satisfying evidence of the neces-
sity for such a home, and of 1ts claim
ol the generous support of a huinane
Christian socicty.”

Archbishop Walsh in rising to put

the resolution, stated plainly the
object of the Inatitution of the Sucred
Heart llome. It was not a mere
orphansge. Dublin could boast of its
Catholic orpbanages and asylumns, and
shelters for the helpless and the desti-
tute as perhaps no atber city of its
size and populstion. But homes had
been invaded by fanatics whose object
was not charity, but demoralization
and ruin to both children and parents.
“Birds Nests” had been erected by
those funatics into which Catholic
children were gathered from the back
lanes and purlieus of the city, and
brought up in ignorance and detes:
tation of their {athers’ iaith and reli-
gion.  ** These institutions,” said bis
Girace, are called Birds Nests in the
vain hope of bringing them into some-
thing like good repute—but called by
whatever attractive or seductive name
they may be, they are in trath the
depots of an infamous traflic in souls,
mto which those poor children sre
sold by unnatural parents, for the most
part degraded mothers in whom the
debasement brought on by drunk.
caness has deadened every religious
fecling, cvery instinct of parental duty
and every senso of shame.”

Tho Archbishopthen read one pars-
graph of the report made by inspectors
appointed to investigate the work of
the Sacred Heart Home for the last
ten years ; it was as follows:

to tho contrilutors and to subseribors,
the bulk of whom are in l.ngland,
reprofenting that overything is con.

poverty stricken parants,

Hero is & pussago from one of the
yearly reports of the organization- - the
report for 1889, to which 1 have al-
roady referred. The report, in s
recommendation of the work that s go-
g on, says \—

Unless one actually saw the chiliren in
their own homes, one could hardly imagine
what the ueed 1s for ** Birds' Noste.” If we
had time and space, a sad tale could be told
of nearly overy one of those 74 children—
this, 1t 1a stated, was the number taken
mto the eatabhishment during that
year—

A sad talo could be told of ezery one of
theso seventy-four children, and every one
difforent to tho other. ¢ Father out of
work, mother dead, uo food, and no vue to
taku care of them." Next, ‘“ Father dead,
mother zan get no work, unless the clnliren
can be taken from hur to set her free,”” and
20 on ; story after story, if you heard them
from the mother's own lips you would shed
mauy a tear.

Now, is thoro a syllable there to
givo tho faintest intimation to the
Fuglish subscribers that this is any-
thing but an honorable, straightfor-
ward, Christian work of chanty?
(Applause., Manifestly there is not.
And, 80 far a3 [ can see. what is true
of this one report is true of them all ;
thore 18 not one syllable to 1mtimate
that the whole thing is what it is, a
gigantic schicme of bribery, a system
of buying up of poor Catholic children
(applause), to rear them up a8 I'ro
testants.

THR PRICE PAIY POR THEV.

Totting up as these people cannot

It must be evident
that a large portion of these tweuty-
five thouiand dollars must have been
spent n the purchase of the poor waifs,
destined to ignore and detest the re-
ligion St. Patrick preached to their
Fathers.

A comfortable
home and good education are offered
to the sons or daughters who are con-
sidered de trop (or hard to keep). A
solemn engagemnent is entered into of
non-intetference with their religious
faith, and a good situation in & rich

and respectable family is promised
ufter a fow {cara education and train.
ing.  Simplo-minded parents are often
caught by these fuir offers, and the
cluldren are sacnticed to the Molooh
ol Proselytism. Should an unfortu.
tate paront bave uny trouble with his
Cure of Parish Priest for not attending
Easter duty, for gambhing or drinking,
or non-payment of dues, then tho wolf
in sheep's clothing has an easy field
to work in. IFreedom from all religious
duties is promised the parents and
free board and tuition offered the
children with certainty of a situation
m a rich Proteatant (amily when fully
grown and able to work. For all
these worldly advantages parcnts are
found weak cnough to listen to the
tempter and barter the eternal interests
of themselves and ther  innocent
children. Archbishop Fabre and Lis
zealous clergy do all i their power t2
counternet the infanr s work of soul
traflicking at Painte aux Trembles,
but a few mectings of indignation held
and exposure made of the detestable
deings of the proselytigers would open
the eyes and close the purges of many
honest and honorable subscribers in
Ontario, ** who know not what thoy
do.”

FOUNDER OF THE ' PILOT."

When the greou, mmmortal sham.
rock shows again upon the breasts of
tho sea-divided Gael, as proclamation
of the fact that another anmversnry
of Ircland's national hohday has
arrived, Mr. Patrick Donaloe, the
Nestor of American Catholic journal.
ism, and the founder of the Boston
Pilot, will celebrate his eighty-firat
birthday, and receive from his count.
less friends and admirers those happy
congratulations and affectionate good
wighes which have always of recent
years been showered upon him on
such occas:ons,

For it wason March 17, 1814, that
Mr. Donahoe's long, eventful and
houored life began at Nunnery, 1 the
parigh of Kiluore and the county of
Cavan, Ireland. For eleven years he
remained a resident of the Fmerald
Isle, but 1525 suw him located in the
city which has ever since remained his
plnce of abode, and where he is to-day
and hasalways been, a highly honored
and universally respected citizen.
After & few years of schooling, and
winle still m his teens, the future
editor and publisher entered the
printing-ofice of the Columbian
Sentinel, where he learned the art
preservaive and became familiar
with the ways of the business which
he had even then decided to follow.
He did not remain long in another
man's employ though—for he was
resolved even from the start to be hig
own master —and when RBishop Fen-
wick, then the Ordinary of the Boston
diocese, offered to hand over to him
a weekly publication which, under the
title of The Jeswit, that prelate had
started some tine before, Mr. Doua.
hoe, after securing an associate in the
undertaking, took the paper off the
Bishop's hands and changed its name
to The Literary and Catholic Sentinel,
Thg first venture on the part of the
ambitious young Irish - American
faled of success, however, largely
because of the small numbers of
Catholics then resident in Boston and
New England. One failure did not
by any means discourage Mr. Dona-
hoe, though ; and not long after the
suspension of the Catholic Sentinel
the initial jssue of the Boston Pilot,
now n its fifty eighth volume, appear-
ed. Mr. Donalioe named his second
venture after the organ of Daniel
O'Connell ; and at the start, the
entire working force of the P1lot office
consisted of the proprietor, a couple of
qn:l compositors and the indispensable
oftice boy. The subscription lists at
first contsined but a few hundred
natues, but the feurless tone of the
paper, together with the editorial
ability its columns displayed, specdily
wonita large constituency ; and be-
fore many years the Boston Pilot was
recognized as the ablest and leading
exponent in those days of Catholic
truth and Irish American opinion.

The Pilot had for one of its first
editors Mr. George Pepper, a vigorous
writer, who, however, Iabored under
the fault of allowing his enthusiasm to
over-master his prudence at times.
After him came the brilliant Darcy
McGee, who became connected with
the paper first as a canvasser, but
who, within two years, rose to the
editorial chair.  Knownothingism was
then comuencing to show its hideous
shape in the land, esperislly in New
fingland ; and the unsparing manner
in which he denounced that fanaticism
snd exposed its un American character
so enraged the Knownothings that
they threatened to attack the Pilot

office, whose proprictor deemed it
necessary, in consequence, to apply to
the municipal authorities for the pro-
tection of hia property. Two or three
other wditors cutered Mr. Donahoe's
cmploy before ho secuved tho mvalu.
able eervices of the lamented John
Boyle O'Ieilly, whose successor 1 the
oditorial chair, Mr. Jamee Jeflrey
Roche, was gladly retained by tho
veteran publisher when, in 1891, the
Pilot which passed out of Mr. Dota-
hoe's hauds in the early seventies,
through financial diflicnities, was re-
atored to lus management.

Inaddition tothe Pilot, Mr, onahoe,
before Lo was obliged to yield that paper
to other hands, had built up at Boston
a very large publication busineas, and
from his finely equipped eatablishment
issued some of the earliest and most
valuable Catholic works pubhished 1
this country. This magnificent cstab
lishiment was, unfortunately, burned
to the ground by the great fire which
destroyed go large a portion of Boston's
business district in 1872, ontailing
upon its owner a logs that amounted
to bundreds of thoueands of dollars.
With characteristic courage, Mr. Don-
ahoe secitred a new site and hoped, in
a short while, to recover his former
focting ; but the fire fiend again found
him out and rendered his efforts void,
leaving him no alternative than to
part with the Pilot for the benefit of
his creditors. With Christian resig-
nation he accepted the situation, and
began life anew, as it were. Arch-
Lishop Wilhamns took the Pilot off his
hands, with the unuderstanding that
whatever profits should be derived
from 1ts publication would go to pay
off its indebtedness—a feat that was
successfully accomplished during the
years that Iinyle O'Reilly edited and
mannged the paper—and Mr. Donahoe
turned to other pursuits, in which
fortune favored him happily, though
his income, of course, was considerably
smaller than it was when he was at
the head of his large publication house.
His fondness for lus old business clung
to him in all lus changed fortunes;
and before many years he began the
publication of Donahoe's Magazine, of
which magazine be retained the pro-
prietorship until the Pilot came back
to him, a few years ago, when he
transferred it to its present owners.

For u great number of years s not-
able feature of Mr. Donahoe's busineas
Las been the forwarding to Ireland of
money, in the shape of drafts, which
the generosity and filial affection of
Irish-Americans prompt them to re-
mit at periodical intervals to the old
folks at home, Tle amount of money
that hagin this way passed through
the veteran publisher's hands would
be difficult of estimation, so large are
its proportions; but some idea of the
sgpregate sum may be gained from a
congideration of the fact that during
1894, a year of financial stringency
here, nearly $190,000 was forwarded
by him to the Emerald Isle. His own
benefactions to Ireland have been
many and numerous, and in the days
of lus former prosperity his purse was
always open to every deservingcharity.
There isin Boston a Catholic orphan-
age which is best known as Donahoe's
Home, for the reason that the veteran
publisher contributed a large sum for
its foundution and secured, for the
same purpose, the services of the elo-
quent Father Burke, O. P, who spoke
—his first appearance on the lecture
platform in New England — in its
behalf to an audicnice of 40,000 peo-
ple. Mr. Donahoe was one of the first
10 respond <o the appeal of the Ame.
rican preates for the endowment of
purses, in the American College at
Ilome, and hie forwarded his check for
$5,000 to the trustees of that institu.
tion shortly after the appeal was made.
In many other manners, 00, in ear'ier
years, when he had abundant means,
be showed hirnsell a rcady and gener-
ous giver to worthy Catholic enter-
prises, and at the outbreak of the

oivil war his Awmerican patriotism
prompted him to give $1,000 in gold
to the first Irish-American regiment
that left Soston for the scene of hos-
tilitien.

Despite his advanced ago, Mr. Doun-
hoe is still hale and hearty, and every
day finds him at his desk in the P'ilot
eetablishment, attending to the man.
agement, snd various dotails of his
business. His form is still ercet, his
step sprightly, hiseys undimmued, and
his mental faculties are appsrontly us
vigorous a8 ever, llo is n familiar
figure in Boston's business d.strict,
and 1n fine weather it is no uncommon
thing for him to walk from his rosi-
donco to his office in the morning—a
good mile of distarzo—and to return
afoot at the close of business hours
Noither 18 it rare to find him in tho
evening attending alecture, & meeting
or othier gathering held for the further-
ance of some worthy object. o is
not given to public speaking, and often
when asked to do 80, he respouds by
rendering, in an excellent tenor voice,
liis favorite sony, « The Star Spangled
Banner,” his singing of which never
fails to please and enthusean audience,
His home, at the South cnd of tho
city, is an unpretontious, but very
comfortable, dwelling, adorned with a
number of fine paintings upon whaose
possession Mr, Donahoe prides him-
self greatly, and concerning which ho
has a wealth of interesting informa-

tion that he delights to impart to lus .

vigitors. He is especially fond of re-
calling old times and the famous men
with whom he hasbeen brought into
contactduringhis longandeventful life.
If ever a man has learned the art of
growing old gracefully, he hasacquired
that knowladge and illustrates it
beautifully to the world wherein he
dmily moves and iz honored.

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Proof from Catholic and Protestant
Authorities.
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A QUESTION OF DEEDP INTEREST.

Dear Sik—Lo0oking through the
history of Protestantism during the
last three conturies wefind itsde’enders
time and again, someno doubt actuated
by the best ofmotives, making strennous
efforta to justify the schism which
geparates them from the Mother
Church oversince. Not a few of them,
notably since tho time of Calvin, in the
fulness of their zeal, have gone to ex.
tremes in elandering the faw Bride of
Christ, the Church of Rome and in
their great desire to see her absndoned
and fallen to pieces, they make bold
to say she never had St. Peter as a
Head, that ho was never in Rowme,
much less a Bishop of Rome. But to
be fair we must pive due credit to a
few noble exceptions in their ranks
who give gaolid reasons for thinking
differently, backed up by the traditions
of the early Church. 1 was once told
by a leading Protestant that * St.
Peter could not be thoe head of the
Church of Rome for he tever was in
ltome and if I were sure he was in
Rowe and ever head of the Roman
Chureh, 1 would become a Catholie
to-morrow.” lasked him how he became
so convinced that St. Peter was never
in Rome and on what proofs rest such
firm convictions. To my surprise he
conld not give one solitary proof to
sustain himsell; he beleived it, and
that settled it. ** My good friend”
said I, ** go and read what St. Peter
Inmsgelf gays about it, what the early
Fatherasay about it, what some of your
aown divines say about it and then if
you are sincere as I take it you are,
you will find yourself in a different
frame of mind and the logical out-
come will be, from what you just said
that you will be landed in the Catholic
Church.” Are there not inany more
well-meaning Protestants hike thig one,
who are 1 error and erroneous con-
science in watters of the most vital
importance without ever taking the
pains to seck further, but quietly rest
on the ipse dixit of somebody elge not
one whit better posted in the matter
than themselves 2 How can such be
said to follow where conscience leads,
when the voice of conscience is hushed
and the will perverted and kept in
bondage. no matter however much
conscience might rebel ?

‘Chat St. Peter was in Rome ~ud
that he died there was not only the
ubiversal belief of the early church,
but has been acknowledged by some of
the most learned Protestant writers to
be a fact which admits of no reason-
able doubt. As the present writer
was once called upon before the
college faculty to defend a thesis on
this subject under a two-fold heading
—Waas St. Peter in Rome? Was St.
Peter Bishop of Rome ?—1 shall give
the substance of a few of the argn
ments divested of syllogistic form in
defense of the first part of the thesis
—was St. Peter in Rome » In a short
eseay of this kind 1 cannot do more
than refer to reliable authorities on
the subject and give a few quotations.
As my opponent assumed the role of
8 Prolestant disputant he naturally
supplied himseclf with arguments in
his favor {rom Protestant writers, and
to meet him on his own ground [ was
compelled to have recourse to the
same vource for arguments in my
favor. Space will not allow to give
his arguments.

I. “The Speaker's Commentary,”
so<alled, because the work was firat
suggested by the Speaker of the House
of Commons, at the time of the
Colensa controversy, in its note on 1
St. Peter v. 13, says: * We have to

remark (1) that the City of Dabylon
at thut timo was cortainly not the seat
of a Cliristian community ; (2} that
no ancient rccord has tlie slightest
trace of 8t. Dater's presence or work
in Chaldaca ; (8) that all ancient au-
thorities ure unanimous in the asser-
tion that the later year or years of his
life were passed i tho west of the
Rowman Empire. On the other hand,
Babylon was well known in  Asia
Minor during the lifotime of 5t. John
a3 the symbolical designation of Rome,
and as was before pointed out, the
whole phrage has a symbolioal form or
tone. Accordingly we find an abso.
lute concensus ot ancient interpreters
thiat here Babylon must be understood
as equivalent to Rome. All the per.
secutions then impending, in fact
already in progress, came from the
city which succeeded Babylon as the
type and centre of anti-Christian
forces. . . . . \Wa adopt without
the least misgiving this explanation
of the word ns slone according with
the mind of the Apostle and the testi.
mony of the early church. So also
Thicrech, Ewald and Hilgenfeld very
positively.” ‘The same able writer in
lng *¢ Introduction " to St. Peter's
Epistle refutes at great length the
flunsy arguments of those who hold
that the Babylon mentioned in tho
text was not cquivalent to Rome, The
following 12 o <hort extrast from lus
long dissertation : ** In the first place,
we have to encounter the uniform, un.
varying testunony of early Christian
writers. From whatever quarter their
voices reach us, they affirm that
Babylun is here a recogmized appu.
lation of Rome. . . . In fact no
other view of the passige was enter-
tained or suguested before Cabour,
who argued that the old tradition was
connected with false notions ¢4 to the
position of the Roman Chureh,” efc.
** The foregoing arguments ( :xtending
through several columns) secms to
leave no alteruative but to secept the
old unvarying testimony of the
Fathera, who must have known the
sense in which the statement was
understood throughout Asia Minor,
that 5t. Peter desiguates Rome by the
title of Babylon.” St. Peter's own
words are ** The Church which is at
Babylou saluteth you.” The same
writer adds that tho presence and
martyrdom of St. Peter in Rome * ure
maintained by (non-Catholic writers)
Credner, Bleck, Wieseler, Meycr. Hil-
genfeld, Renan, Mangold, and nearly
all ubniagsed critics,” and he adds
that Hilgenfeld, in his ¢ Introduction
to New Testament, cntirely disposes
of the arguments alleged by Lipsius
and other critics against the presence
and the martyrdom of St. Peter in
Rome.”

Bighop Ellicott's commentary, in
lug notes on the text says: ¢ It may
be called the established interpretation
that the place here meant 18 Rome.
We never hear of Peter being in the
East, and the thing itself is improba-
ble, wherea: nothing but Protestant
prejudice can stand aganst the histor
ical evidence that St. Peter sojourned
and died in Rome. Whatever theolo-
gical consequences may flow from it,
it is certain that St. Peter was at
Rome as St. John was at Ephesus.

-« And it seems clear that the
nsme (Babylon) was quite intelligible
to Jewish readers, for whom it was
intended. The Apocalypse (xvii., 5)
is not the only place where Rome is
spoken of under this title, Cne of
the first of living Hebraiste told the
present writer that no Hebrew of St.
Peter's dsy would have Lad need to
think twice what city was meant when
*Babylon’ was here mentioned. . .
Finally, aa M. Renan suggests, there
were reasons of prudence for not
speaking too plainly about the presence
of & Iarge Christian society in Rome.
The police were still more vigilant
now than when St. Paul wrote in
guarded language about the Roman
Yopire to the Thessalonians. It

might provoko hostilities if the Epistle
foll into the hands of an informer,
with names sud places mentioned
too olearly. In the ** Additions and
Corrections ** to his ** Plain Itcasons,’
ed. 1881, p. xvii,, Dr. attledale tries
to raise ** geographical objeetion ” ro-
gerding the way in which St. Peter
enumerates the provinces in 1, Bt.
Poter i. Dr. Farrar, another well-
known Protestant writer, declares:
«"I'hig 10 an argument which will not
bear a moment’s consideration ** (Liarly
Days of Christianity, val. ii., p. 615)
and the Speaker's Commentary shows
that, ** On closo examination the argu-
ment tells in the opposite direction.”
He concludes : * I strongly incline to
the belief that by Babylon the Apostie
intended to indicate Rome. So the
Fathera wnanimously.” In addition
to the Protestant authoritios above
quoted or mentioned may be added
(irotius, Cane, Lardner, Whitby,
Mucknight, Hales, Cludius, Mynster,
Schoff, Neander, Steiger, De Wette
and Wieseler.

II. Our second proof, in brief, will
be from Our Lord's words to St. Peter,
in St Johu, xxi., 18, in which He
speaks of the time and manner of St.
Peter's martyrdom, If St. Peter
«gloritied God " by his death through
crucifixion, the place where he did so
must have been perfectly well known
to the carly Christians, but no other
place than Rome was ever mentioned
by any ancient Clristian writer as the
sceue of St. Peter’s martyrdom ; there-
fore, relying on the sirength of such
ancient and unanimous authoritics we
mugt conelude that St. Peter shed his
blood for the Faith in Rome, there-
fore St. Peter was in Rome. In his
Lpistle to the Corinthisus, A.D., 66,
Fope Clement 1. alludes to 5t. Peter’s
sufterings in Rome as an event too
recent and notorious to require from
him any special mention (see Lard-
ner's Iist. of the Apost. and Evang.,
ch. xbi.,, and Bishop Pearson’s De
Success, Rom. Epist, diff, 1., c. ¥
In another place, Dr. Larduer remarks
that, «The martyrdom of Paul st
Rome rests on no other nor no better
evidence than the martyrdom of Peter
in the same city.” (I. d., eh. xii.
53. 10); and that standard Protestant
work, Smith, and Chatham Diet of
Chnistian Antiquities observes further
that: * As no tradition ever assigned
any other placa than Rome as the
scene of St. Peter's martyrdom every
sllusion to that event is also an indi-
recy confirmation of his visit to the
capital " tvol. ii., p. 1658).

Il The third argument may be
drawn from the fact that St. Paul bad
not *been in Rome before he wrote hig
Epistle to the church, there establish.
ed, 1800 Rom. 1. 10:13; XL 22, 23,
St. Paul koew evidently of the Chureh
being founded there and so firmly es.
tablished that, as he speaks of 1t else
where (Rom. 18) its ** faith was spoken
of throughout the whole world ; full of
goodnees, filled with all xnowledge
(XI1.19.) Who was it that founded
such a church that called forth such
words of praise from St. Paul? The
records of antitquity point to no other
Founders and Teachera of the Roman
CatholicOhurch but St. Peterand Paul;
evidently, then, it must fiave been
fourded by St. Peter. Dr. Dollinger's
First Age of the Chureh is well worth
reading on this subject—2nd, ed.

IV. A strong proof can alsp be
deduced from the conmuction botween
St. Peter and St. Mark, the Evan.
gelist. The Protestant Canon West.
cott commenting upon the latters
Gospel says that it ‘ was by the uni-
versal voice of antiquity referred to
the authority of St. Peter.”

1Hero follow references to
many early writers)  After names
so venerable, therefore, afler monu-
wents of antiquity 80 many and so
illustrious, who will call in doubt &
matter 50 clesrly and constantly at-
tested 7" (Seript. Eccles. Hist. Liter.
General, 1720 p. 56.) Dr. Nathaniel
Lardoer, an emunent Naoneconformist
divine of the last century, after citing
to yreat length several suthorities, re-
macks : It is not needful to make
many re'narks upon this tradition.
But it is casy to observe that it is
the gencral uuncontradicted, disinter-
ested testimony of ancient writers
the several parts of the works—
Grecks, Latins, Syrians. As our
Lord s prediction concerningthe death
of St. Peter is recorded in one of the
four gospels, it is very likely that
Chnistians would obscrve the accom-
phshment of it, which must have been
n some place. And about this place
there is no difference smong Chriztian
writers of ancient times. Never uny
other place was named beside Rome,
nor did any other city glory in the
martyrdom of Peter. There were in
the socond and third centuries disputes
between the Bishops of Rome and
other Dishiops and churches aboat the
time of keeping Euster and about the
baptisin of hieretics.  Yet none denied
the Bishops of Romo to have what
they called the Chair of Poter. It is
not to our honor nor our interest,
either as Christians or Protestants, to
deny the truth of events ascertained
by early and well atteswed tradition.
If any make an ill use of such facts,
we are not acoountable for it. We
are not, from a dread of such abuses,
to overthr- - the credit of all history,
the consequence of which would be
fatal”” (Hist. of the Apost. and
Evang., ch, xiii.)

Courage and resolution supplied the
place of mumbers, and 840 knglish
were (aken prisoners by 377 of the
Insh Brigade.

After a time the ominous words
were uttered in the English Purha-
ment, * America has been lost through
the Irish.”

The Americans ought 10 remember
with gratitude that the Irish materially
assisted them in their struggle for
independence.

General Dillon’s report says : The
Insh troupes demanded to be sent to
Americs to fight the English and
always demanded to be placed at the
head of the column. John Randolph
said, “ I have seen a white crow and
I have heard of black swans, but an
Irish opponent of American liverty I
never either saw or heard of."—Judye
Black of U'ennsyleania,

There are some few singular facts
which 1 forget to mention concerning
the means taken to subdue the Insh,
or rather to extirpate them. Mr.
Prendergast, in his * Cromwellian
Nettlement of Irelsnd,” says: “It
Inay seera strange to hear counted out
as military weapons, issued from the
stores at Waterford, among swords,

West Indies with thousands of young
girls and boyx (f hurlve Carrespondence),
there still rcmained too many to
render possible the task of cutting all
thair throats.  The Insh Government,
constituted of suprior o"ticers of the
regreide force, resorted to a different
plan. Lord Clarendon says. * They
found the utter erttrpation of the
nution (which they had mtended) to
be m itself very ditlicult and to carry
1n atself somewhat of horror, that
wado some unpression upon the stone-
hardness of their own hearts  After
so many thousauds destroyed by the
plague which raged over the Kingdom
(produced by bad  jood and  rotteng
corpses) by tire, sword and famine, and
after so many thousands transported
to forewgn parts, there still remuined
such & numerous people tbat they
knew not how to dispose of them,
though they were declared to be all
forfeiced and sv a8 to fure no title to
anntheny, yet they must remamn soue-
where.  the Government therefore
found this expedient which they called
an act of grace .

There was a large tract of land,
nearly half of the province of Con
naught that was separated from the
rest by a long and large river, and
which by the plague and iany massa-
cres, remaited almost desolate and
barren. Into this spuce they required
all both gentle and sumple of the Insh
to retire by such a day under the
penalty of death . and all who should,
after that date be found in any other
part of the Kingdom, whether wan,
woman or child, should be killed by
any one who sase Or et them.

Do the Catholies of Ontario realize
the fact that the principle of represen-
tation by population governs in select.
ing tha Legislature of the Dominion ?

Evidently not.

Outario has s Catholic population of
458,000, Iv the House of Commons
there are threa Catholics from Ontario
constituencies, Dr. Bergin of Cornwall,
Mr. Proulx of Prescott, and Mr. Roil-
lardofOttawa. West of Ottawathere is
not one. Yetin many constituencies
the Catholics constitute a large pro
portion of the electorate. In soine
few there are more of them than of
any other denomination. Still Ontario
weat of Ottawa does not return one
Catholic.

Catholic Glengarry in the east and
Catholic Essex in the west send Pro.
testants to Darhiament. Llsewhere
Catholics bave been content to take it
for granted that one of their faith could
not be elected, that faith being an in-
superable bar to success. Sooner or
later this state of affairs must pass
away if Canadians mean what every
day they say about building up a
nation from the materials at hand.
The transition should begin now.

It must begin now. The elections
are upon us. More than at any time
since 1863, Catholics bhave need of
representation in the House. The
Manitoba School question of to-iay
must be settled in accordance with the
terms of the Confederation compact
so that there shall not be an Ontario
8chiool question of to-morrow. Catho.
lics are in this Province as 1in 6;
they are represented as 1 in 80. If
the voice of Ontario is to spesk
sdversely in the coming atruggle it
should speak as of 5 against 1, and
not as of 29 against 1.

By being hewcrs of wood and draw-
ers of water for the opposing parties
for now something more than o
quarter of a century, Catholics have
surely paid the fall tribute of their
bondage as a minority. The remedy
lies with ourselves. Catholic votes
are esential to the success of any
party candidate in almost any riding.
What applies to one party applies to
the other. If theu Catholics in five
ridings adhere loyally to their party
afiliations, that party isin duty bound

to see that a Catholio is pominated
with reasonable chanee of election in
the sixth. A politieal party is sus-
coptible to sush internal regulation.
Where men fight together advauntages
shiould be mutual, It should be seen
to that Catholies sre nominated by the
party conventions, Darty men would
not hightly vote against them. Bueh
an offence would he visited by just re-
prisals at the next clections. And for
every Catholic so discanled, the voling
balance is held by Catholics in ten
constituencios,

It will be objected that to eloct &
man because he is a Cathiolic s o re-
prehiensible expedient. The answer
is in the figures we have set forth.
By prpulation we are as 1 in 6. by
representation 1 in 80, If the only
offset to discrimination against Catho-
hics lies in electing Cathiolios bocause
of their religious belief, let it be so.
\t high political cthics condemn tho
quabficat’on, the d.scrimination which
makes it a orying need is yet more
damned. Wheun merit is at lagt made
the generat test Catholics will not
need such an arrangement. Bui that
time will not come, we much fear,
until hard expeciencu has taught the
necessity of being just, even to Catho-
lice.

We go this much further. In the
post-election government, whatever
may be its political complexion, there
should be a Catholie, preferably an
Irieh Cathiolic minister from Ontario,
and with a seat 1n the House of Com-
mons. Why are the parties trifling?
There is nut one Catholic yet nomi.
nated.

Winking the Other Eye.

Never has there been a question of
great public import that furnished
such a spectacle of solemn buffoonery
as this question of the rights of Catho-
lies in the North-weat and Manitoba.
The declurations made with long faces
by the men of both parties that they
really have not been able to form an
opinion on the question, offer striking
testimony to the good nature of a
people. Men go long distances to be
present at these feats of intellectual
contortion. When the performance is
over thie public goes away aud smiles.
The men wio represent the intelli.
gence of the country are tolerated in
their utterances because nobody be-
lieves a word they say. On the stree
one hears the general admission from
Conservative and Liberal alike that the
Cathiolics should have remedisal legisla
tion granted them. No doubt there
are plenty of Protestants whodo not
like the Privy Council's decision, but
the last Ontario election proved very
clearly that the intelleot of this Fro-
vince is not to be corrupted by bigotry,
80 long at least as the principles of
toleration and justice are advocated
with courage. The day was whenan
stiack upon the Gatnolic body, how-
ever outragecus it might have been,
caused no compunction 20 long as
there was anything to gain. Since
June Inat the adlierents of that ancient
ides are in as ill-repute as the witch-
burners of Salem.

But we have had enough of the
joke. The Privy Council settled the
Manitoba school question and the
people of Canada know what the judg-

ment was and are prenared Lo abide
by it.

Cathiolios are getling tired of being
foroed todefend their religious .nterests
at every election. All such questions
were meant (0 bave been settled at
Confederation. e expect to exercise
the franchise in solving those issues
which affeot the material progress of
the country and upon which there 18
reasonable ground for difference of
opinion. It cannot be too clearly
understood that every attempt to whip
Catholics into one camp in defence of
their religion mesns that they are
thereby deprived of their share in the
real business of the country.

Let those who contemplate making
catspaws of the Catholics of Canada
have a care what they do. On this
Manitoba question Catholics can safely
assume that both parties mean to
restore the school privileges to the
Catliolics. It is not one on which the
voice of the people should be taken.
Cathiolics should insist that it be set.
tled now, leaving resl political issues
to » fair and genuine trial of strength
in which they too may have their part.

The Church in the United States.

From statistics recently published
by Hoffan's Catholic Directory we
learn something of the present nume
rical strength of the Ghurch in the
United States. The Archbishops
number 17, the bishops 73, the priests
10,058, There are in all 9,309
cburches, and 5,14 chapels and
stations. The figures given for the
total Catholic populationare 9,077,865,
The largest diocese is that of New
York with 800,000. Others of the
more populous are Boston, 590,000,
Chicago, 650,000, Philsdclphia, 415,
000, and New Orlzans, 325,000. The
least pretentious from the standpoint
of numbers are (‘haynne, with 3,000
and North Carolina, with 3,100,

In the matter of education, those
who care to know what a secular
schiool system meansin extra cost to
Catholics will ind material for calcu-
lation. There are 8,781 parochial
schools, 609 girls' high schools, and
182 boys® high schools. The cost of
supporting these in addition to paying
the usual common sehool rate is cheer-
fully borne by the Catholic people.
How beautifully Christian is the publie
spirit which demands the sacrifice !
The children attending these sehools
aggregate 775,000,

In the 239 orphan asylums there
are 30,647 children cared for, 821
charitable institutions are also sup.
ported.

Higher oducation is provided in 9
universities and 105 seminaries at
which there are 8,003 students.

It is very
simple aflter all. The ministry find
their mal-administration has raised
up a storm of discontent and soeialiam
whioh bids fair to end their existence.
They want the (‘atholies, as friends of
law and order to step in and protect
them. ‘The Catholics do not sce the
point very readily. They do see that
the present Government, having mis-
erably failed are about to be overturn.
ed, and the Catholics are ealled upon
to avert the disaster or at least let the
revilers of the Papacy down easily.
As s Catholic paper expresses it, they
do not choose to act as a parachute
for the falling Government. The Pope
has not signified ihat he removes his
instruction to the faithful not to vote.

It is one of the strange quips of
fortuno that the good will of the
apacy is now necessary to the safety
of » Govertment which for twenty-
five years has made it the vietim of
outrage, revilings, pillage and confis-

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DEPCTATION'TO MORLEY

Erasmus Smith Schools Matter
Before the Chief Secretary.

JUSTICE WILL NOU BE WITHHEILD,

Mr. Morley recently received s
deputation introduced hy Mr. Healy
and Father Humphries urging that
legislation be introduced to regulate
the expenditure of the Krasmuz Smith
Endowment fund. This fund, as was
pointed out in our coluwns some time
#go, is derived from the renta of cer-
tain lands left by one of Cromwell’s
friends for the educatinn of the child.
ren of the tenants of the estate. lere-
tofore Catholic children had been ex
cluded from the benelits of this will,
although, of course, they form & very
large proportion of the population.
The judges who considered the case
disagreed

Mr. Morley, in reply, said :—Mr.
Healy and gentlemen, 1 have listened
with a great deal cf interest and atten-
tion to the very able, clear, and point-
ed opening statement of Mr. Healy,
and to the fuller and more elahorate
statementsof the Rev. Mr. Humphreys,
and to all that has been said. I do
not say that the statement of Father
Humphreys was oo full.

Father Humphrey has a pefect right
to come to any person sitting in the
chair where J am upon this question,
because Mr. Justice O'Brien goes out
of his way to say in his Judgement
“ that he must say, io justice to Father
Humphreys, that he had exhibited a
2eal and ability on this question far
surpassing auything on his experience
shown by anybody on any public
question of late years.” That being the
opinion of Mr. Justice O'Brien, 1
think we may take it that Father
Huwmphreys has a foll right to be here,
and to express to the Government the
claims and the argumeats by which he
supported them.

Mr. Morley then reviewed the judg-
mexts which had been given and point
od out the difficaltics in the way of
arriving at a satisfactory conclusion.

Gentlemen, you have not come here
for a trifling or frivolous or a senti-
mental grievance. There is a substan-
tial aum to bLe dispused of. Woat are
the proposals! Mr. Hesly said that
when a jury disagree the case is beard
agein. Here we have a case where
two judges of great eminence differ,
snd one suggestion is that a new judge
might be appoiated. OF course that
would have to be done by a new Bill.
But I don't know whether that strikes
one at the first glance asa probably
good way of dealing with it The
second suggestion of Mr. Healy is that
theee funds should be placed at the
disposal of the Intermediste Education
Board, with the restriction that they
sbould be applied in the nine couuties
concerned in the trust. That again
is worthy of considerwtion.

Mr. Healy~For the children of the
Ersamus Smithtenantason these estates,

Mr. Morley.—Yes. When these
two judments first appeared, and when
waa sttention was therefore drawn to
the importance of the case, [ wondered
whetber it was not within the ;awer
of the Executive Government of their
own twotion to prolong the Endowed
Schools Commismion, which, as you are
aware, expired last year, to prolong it
in the endeavour to solve this question,
but there apprared to ba noohject to be
geined by o further reference of the
mme scheme to the same two judges,
and we had not the power 1o add »
third judge to the Comminsion in order
to rehear the cose. I will not at this
moment undertake to say whatsolution
—whather cither of those indicated by
Mr. Healy—can be devised, but it dors
seem to me Lo be quite imposible, altor
wuch a dictum a8 that of Mr, Justice

O'Brien, that the queation can remain
where it is. Mr. Healy kuows pretty
well the ditliclty attending the bring-
ing in of Bille, and that altlough a
Minister way promise to bring in
Bill it may be out ot his power to
redeem that promise. Therefore, I
do not promise immediately this
Scssion to brug in a Bill, bat
I will mako this admission to you that
the subject is one which cannot remain
whero it is, but, in my judguent, no
time ought to Le lost—whether that
time be long or be short—by avy
Executive Government with a sense of
what is due to equality in this matter.
And having in my mind the construc-
tion that has been put on the * inten-
tions of the pious founder ”” over the
whole surface of England, whoever sits
in this chair will be bound, as 1 feel
Lound, at the earliest possible moment
to bring foreward some proposal which
will cause & reharing and reconsider-
ation of the scheme. Some way must
be found by the Executive Government
to do this act of justice to persons from
whom it is too long with-held. As to
Mr. Healy’s illusteation of the unfair
advantage that was taken when the
Corporations were reformed by the
withdrawal of certain smail privileges
from the Corporation of Dublin that,
alas! is only too familiarand illustra.
tion of the policy in dealing with this
question, which hasheen s0 unfortunate
and disastrous in its cffect upon the
well-being of this country. 1 will give
my very best attention to thix matter
with a view of taking practical steps
upon the views I have stated.

Mr. Healy said he desired before
he withdrew to thank Mr. Morley on
bebalf of the deputation for the kindly
and sympathetic hearing which he had
given to them. Every gentleman,
priest and Jayman, who had heard his
master}y statemont would go home ina
position to give to bis people asaurances
that justice would soon bs hirought to
Lear on the administeration of these
fuods.

The deputstion then withdrew.

established, and who are thus in a position
to dmtribute the burdens of tire lusaes, and
particularly that of serious coutlagrations, s0
widely as not to materially aticet any com-
munity or any individual by the countribu-
tions 1o the shape of the premume which they
gerquire to enable them to atford protection
against lous by such disasters. That we in
Canada are not unduly taxed 1o this respect
may be seen by reference to the Dominion
Giovernment insurance reports. Theseshow
that while during the past twenty-tive years
some companies have made a fair protit,
others have paid out tnore than they have
received, and that on the eutirc busineas the
companies reporting to thelnsurance tepart.
mont at Ottawa are realizing so small a
margin cf profit upon the premnutis thoy are
recciving 10 this countcy that they have to
rely for their dividends to sharcholders, as
far as Canadian business 1a coucerued, large-
ly upon the interest on their investiuents.
I would not take up your time discussing
this question were it not that 1 obscrve a
L]l is about to be introduced in our Local
legislature to authorize municipalitics to
undertakoe the insurance of property within
their corpurate limits. 1 may say that, in
comtnon with many of you, I am much mnore
largely interested as a property-owner than
an 1osurance sharcholder, and although 1
I havo little doubt as to the fate of the bill
referred to, I foel it my duty to svail myself
of this opportusity tu point out some of
the dangers which such an experimeut
would involve.

1 nced not enlarge upon the many objections
10 which this proposed system of so called
insurance would be opes. The single fact
that it would place aay city undertakiog
it in daily daoger of betng readered hope-
lesaly bankrupt must covdemn it i the
judgement of all who give the matter oer
1008 consideration. 1 feel, as I Lave said,
intarceted ia this question chiefly a8 a citizen
and as a tax-payst, and my reason for touch-
ing upoa it here is that, having constantly
moto us in our husiness the dasgers of con-
flagration hazard, it seems fittlog that a
word of warning {even though the possi-
bility ¢f the comaummation of this peojest
may be remote) should be given to those
who would imposs upos us a liability wkich
might iavolve such dissstrons cotecqaeaces
to us both as individuals andas a community.

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[IFE ON THE OCEAN, |

A Trip From Cape Breton to
Dublin.

NOTES OF A STUDENT’S VOYAGE,

Monday 8ep. 2ad.—Aloutfourin the
afternoon I embarked in the S. 8,
Eiba, commanded by Oapt. Leeche,
leaving the Internstional Pier, deal
laden for Glasgow. The afternoon
was most enjoyable, as the new ship,
the comniodore of the fleet, moved
majestically slong passing by large
ships, steam and sailing, that are to bo
socn almost every dey busily engaged
in the coal trade. As we steamed along
the beautiful harbor of Sydney, with
scarcely a ripple on the length and
breath of the grand sheet of water, the
thought would frequently come to my
mind — shall I ever again behold
Sydney harbor as I now see it; on
one side ita pretty town built on a
high elevation, looking ita very best,
oun the otber its rich scenery reflected
in the glossy surface of is water by
the golden rays of the setting sun. As
South Sydney is fast receding from
sight, with & tinge of sadness I turn
to the right to take  Jast fond glance
of her twin sister, North Sydney.
The coal is beiog shipped at all the
piers with great rapidity, and the trade
has every appearance of being briskly
carried on. Every now and then
tremcadous noise is heard, aa the coal
drops from the cars into the holds of
the vessels, while the puff, puff, and
the shrill notes of the engine far away
stSydney mines tells un that the work
s going on just aa lively there as here.
North Syduney is a busy and attractive
town, and this afternoon it looks a
perfect gem, as its many fine buildings
sparkle like so many jewels in the sun-
light. It is now drawing Iate in the
evening and I am still on deck taking
8 laat farewell look at Cape Breton
uatil gradually the shades of night set
aud leave ma no longer the pleasure of
gazing upon the land where 1 apent
w-ny happy days with gentle, kind
aud hospitable friends, God be with
them! Away I go to my humble
cot and turn in with lonely thoughts
and sad remmiscences of the past few
hours that disturbed my slumbers till
far advanced in the night.

Tuceday, 3rd.—The first thing that
brongbt me to my recollection this
morning was the steward coming into
my state room all smiles offering me a
cop of coffee and asandwich. Having
breakfasted I betake myself on deck to
wo nothing but & great circle of water

roued about, and a clesr biue y over-

besd The wind is blowing a slight

breezs from the weet and the ship
moving gracefully along at the rate of
ten and o-half knots an hour. Every
oaeon board is in good cheer at the
bright prospects of having s pleasant
pastage, sud of soon seeing their dear
friends at home. But in the latter case
T'am 41 only exception, for I am tarn-
ing my back on bome, going to a for-
eign land where I know no one, and no
one knows me. However, 1 am spend-
ing to-day as bappy aa could be expect
ed under the circumstances. With
plenty of good things to eat, a good
Mpetite to do them justice, a melect
company to pess away a dull bour—
what for the t can one deserve
mnre? Atsupper, the Captain, a cheery
wiun, asked me to stay up to see Cape
Race Light, as we expected to pass in
sight of it about ten o'clock. Upl
rrinained tiil eleven o'clock, and yet no
31gn of that land-wark I'm so anxious
0 sro on dear old Terra Nova. The
Captain the cause to a thick
fog which enveloped it, aud completsly
sbut it out from sight, otherwise says
he, we would ses both lights. Oape
Pine and Cape Race as wo passed not
wore than eight or len miles from

thom. For two hours wo havo been
Dassing through signal lights, which lay
like sparks of fire in the bosom of the
ocean, the only warning of the poor
Lunkers to koep their schooners from
being run down by ships ploughing
slong by them almost overy hour of tho
day and night. I can't help thinking
what would be the fato of the poor
fellows if their fragile vessols were run
down by s large ship such as now
psesed by them apparently unmindful
of their night sigoals.

Wednestay, {th.—This day opens
fine with a nice breezo from the north,
tho ship making splendid progress and
every sign of fine weather, Breakfast
being finished I mako my way on the
bridge to find tho first oflicer, Mr.
tlurris enjoying hie smoke, and with
spy-glass 1a band trying to make oat
what seemed to him a large square
rigged ship. 1 have atill my doubts
about the little mite he calls a * square
rigger.” We entered into a friendly
chat, during which he toid me several
intereating tales about his twenty
years sea faring life. These were 8o
full of interest to me at least, that by
the sound of the bell I was not u little
surprised to find that an hour hed
passed away during the course of his
narrative. In tho afternoon the wind
veered from the north-west and began
to frerhen up and continued to increase
until twelve o'clock at night when it
reached a strong breeze. The sea tak-
iog the ship's brocdside began to pitch
her very much about, so much so that
overy moveable thing in the cabin
began to sail round in bappy confusion.
The nausea of sea sickncss began to
take hold on me, and I had all I could
do to keep from sacrificing my supper.
To add to my discomfort the water
coming over the ship, and with each
beavy roll ahe gave was fast finding its
way into the cabin, With the water
leaking through the deck—the shipbe-
ing new there were a great many leaks
in her—and coming in iarge quantities
through a badly fitted exhaust pipe
which lay under my berth, by morniug
it was no trouble to take a awim in my
atateroom if I felt so disposed. From
the water trickling down during the
night, I had to seek shelter from the
top to the under berth. But even here
I could not sleep, for tha slashing of
the water about the cabin floor kept
me awake all night.

Thursday, fith.—At long last the
morning light sheds its bleased rays
once more upon us and things begin to
look bright agsin. There is still &
heavy sca on and the wind contiuues
to blow strong from the north west.
The ship is labouring heavily though
bravely in the rough ses, which gives
one enough to do to make two or three
steps without being tripped up. The
steward met with what was near being
a serious accident this morning. He
was just after laying the table for
breakfast when the ship gave an extra
heavy larch which sent the dishes fly-
ing off the table, and in tryiog to save
the amash he fell, with tha contents of
the coffec pot spilling over him, scald
ing his left shoulder and arm consider-
ably. I felt for the poor wan, snd
the more 80 because the way in which
the Oaptain exprc. < his sentiments
when be saw the empty coflee pot and
chaos of broken dishes did not at all
help to alleviate the sufferings of the
poor steward. I made up my mind
from what happened that I should go
minus my breakfast, but after an hour
ot 90 a8 I lay between sleep and awake,
I was agreeably surprised to find the
victim of the coffes pot coming into
my berth with my breakfast in a tray.
About eleven o'clock, the captain put
in an 8| on, and told ine he had
been up all night, as the water came
aleo into bis berth, and prevented him
from evjoying bis reat. Oune of the
sailors was sent to bail the water out
of my room, that was splasbing about
from side to side every time the ship
larched. After some time be succeeded
in gotting his bucket filled, and was

moving off when sho gaves great roll
over which sent himaself and the bucket
rolling over against the side of my
berth spiliing 1ts contente ontop of me
at ] lay in bed. I looked at him with
feclings akin to anger, and saw his
balf-turned faco light up with & broad
smilo which spoke louder than words
that he was enjoying the sight of a
land lubber like mo getting s taste of
sult water. Ispent the whole of the
duy in bed, for the most part trying to
keep myself from falling all fours on
tho cabin floor and muking myself
believe that i*, was an euvious position
after all to be * rocked in the cradle
of the decp.”

Friday, Gth—Another twenty-four
bours have pussed over and still this
moroing tinds we in the same state a8
last night—lying on the broad of my
back without w wink of sleep. I was
badly shaken up by the gigantic sum-
wersaults the ship was turning all
night from top to top of the mighty
waves. The same process of getting
the water out of my room hsd to be
goue through as the previous morning,
only the method of drying it up with
cloths equeezed into the bucket was
found readier than using a small tin
con. ‘The long dreary night being
over the surroundiogs began to look
brighter inside, but outside as I took a
peep through the port bols, I could see
nothing but mighty billows topped with
a snowdrift foam. About twelve
o'clock the steward brought me some
dinner and told me the storm was still
raging though the heavy sen was going
down. A few hours passed by during
which the crashing of the waves and
the howling of the wind and the rock-
ing of the ship seemed to have less
effect upou me till at last I dropped
off to sleep not to awake till far ad
vanced in the morning.

Saturday, 7th, brings a change for
the better. During the night the
wind abated considerably, and the sea
is not running 80 high aa it did yester-
day. After taking a cup of cotlee, I
srose to dress mysclf but found my
clothes well saturated with salt water,
s0 I bad to discard them and procure
dry shiftings. By dinoer time [ man.
sged to get my sea legs on, though I
reeled sbout like & druaken man and
took my place at the dinner table when
I learnt from the Captain that the deck
cargo had shifted during the storm
and considerable damsage was done by
the heavy sea sweeping over her,
After dinper I ventured on deck for
the firat timne since Wedneaday evening
The sea looked very angry, as though
it had not vented all its fury on us yet,
but the second officer informed me
that it was quite swo-th now compared
to the mountainons heights the seus
reached during these last few daye. 1
remarked that the air was much cooler
now than when we left port ;the reason
is quiteevident, said he, for now we are
fitty four degrees north of the cquator,
which leaves it four or five degrees
colder here than at Sydney. After
supper I went on deck again to bave a
walk around, though it was with very
unsteady gsit, having vot yet recovered
from giddiness brought on by sea-vick-
ness. The ship is now on her course
with canvas sel to help b r along, after
being detained for thirty six hours
hove to in the storm. [ happened to
pass by the engine house and had a
chat with the chief, Me. Kerkling, who
was quitely cnjoying his smoke stand-
ing at the door. After a short time
we hecame fast friends, and finishog
commenting on the bitteracss of the
s*orm-king's visit, he invited me down
to see the double engine working. He
showed mc through the buge concern
and took greet paing in explaining to
me the use of the different kinds of
pipes and valves in connection with
the engine. But halt what be said
was loat to we on account of the noise
of the machinery at work. Oae thing
he impressed on me was that the screw
made 604,800 revolutions since we left
Sydney. T. F. F,

The Moat Rev. Dr. O'Donnell, in a
lotter read at » Nationalist demonstra.
tion in Donegal on Tucsday, addressed
by Mr. J. Dillon, M. P., and Mr.
Switt MacNeill, M. P., and presided
over by Mgr. McFadden, smys:* To
enable the people to struggle through
the coming seasoa large reductions it
rent will be required.  But that alone
will not sutfice. Neither will loans of
Uniou seed on the old lines be of nuch
service, however good the intention of
Mr. Morley in moving the Local Go-
vernment Board, and however impera-
tive the need for supplies of potatoes
on credit during the spring.  Theloans
of 1880 and 1891 have scourged the
poor in somo of the most distreesed
districts in Ireland with double the
higheat prices for sced that in wany
instances proved utterly worthlcss. It
becowes necessary once more to call
on the Governmnent to provide remun-
erative employment on projects of
public utility where failure of the
potato crop has left large numbers of
people without the ordinary means of
subsistence. Scarcely anything to be
done for the destitue can be more
painfal than this coatantly recurring
need to parads the poverty of a high-
spirited, industrious population. But
it csu never ccass until Irishwnen in
their own country are charged with the
respomibility, and farnished with the
means, of devolopiug the resources of
Ireland. Oncethe nationissclf-govern-
ed, the fawily of the hardworking
small farmer—it is not too much to as-
sume—will be bred and trained tohome
industries that will pull them through
a year in which the potato fails. The
srtizan or craftaman will be taught
to cultivate the beauty and originality
of Celtic deaign, 50 a8 L0 impart an art
value to the work of his hands, and
there will be some outlet for the ed-
ucated youth of the country. Oaly the
gasrdian spint of a native Parliament
can foater the growth of native enter-
prise, or breathe into the producta of
Irish labour the magic life of a nation’s
genina. For us, as a people, Home
Rule is an alarmingly nrgsnt question,
The next boom of good times in the
United States will allure an almost
unprecedented number of healthy men
and women from the green fielde of
Ireland into the overcrowded cities of
America, unless a fair prospect of earan-
ing a livelibood be previously opened
up at bome through their seeing trust
ed Irishmen freely at work in promot-
ing the prosperity of their native laud.
For our represeutatives in their public
capacity Home Rule quickly, by all
honourable means is the question of
questions. What have we to say to
them on that score?! Just this, which
they well koow already—that if they
are united cordially in Irelznd, in
America, and in Westninister, anyone
can assign a short term to the time
within which native gevernment will
be in full operation in our midst, but
that it wretched wranglings reappear
and continue no one can put s period
to the misery of our country, There
i2 & very general opinion that the
Nationalist members, sbould they have
a record at their back of acting as one
wan, can carry Home Rule at a single
general election. It will not be a0
difficult afterwards for the chosen re-
presentatives every party, creed, and
class to put the country on its feet.
Meantime, a good Land Act, fairly ad-
mivistered, is an urgent want.”
