In Debate on Manitoba Bound-
ary Settlement, the Burning
School Issue Was Studious-
ly Avoided—Sir Wilfrid Kept
Aloof, and is Apparently
Playing Waiting Game.

OTTAWA, March 4.—(Special.)—The
Manitoba . boundarjes bill was intro-
duced by Premier Borden to-day for a
second reading, and the debate which
was expected to set off a serles of fire-
works was almost as tame and as dull
as the discussion on the grain act.
There was not & breath in regard to
‘the school question by either side.

That the opposition to the measure
is petering out is shown by the very
evident lack of enthusiasm displayed
by the Liberals and the very perfunc-
tory line of argument which wes fol-
lowed.  The attack -was surprisingly
weak and that there was dissension in
the Liberal ranks ' over the measure, as
was stated by your correspondent, was
shown by the small opposition attend-
ance and genera}l lack of interest.

Critics Were at Odds.

Entirely different lines of argument
were followed by the Liberal critics.
Hon. William Pugsley complained that
Manitoba was getting too much and
submitted that there should be a con-
ference of the provincial premders be-
fore ‘the matter was finally settled.

Woman Told of vaying $25

For Operation Which Cost Her Life. -

Dr. B. E. Hawke, a fugitive from
Justice, was held responsible for the
death of Mrs, Esther Davidge at the
inquest conducted by Coroner Dr. W,
A. Young in the miorgue last night.
Several witnesses were heard touch-
ing upon the circumstances connected
with the death of the 22-year-old wife
of William Davidge, who died in the
Western Hospital on Sunday after-
noon after an iliness of two weeks.
The verdict returned by the jury
was: ; 4

“That Mrs. Esther Davidge
came to her death on or about

Sunday, March 3, as a resutl of
blood-poisoning, caused by an ille-

zgal operation by Dr. B. E.

Harwke of 21 Wellesley-street.”’

Willlam Smith, member of the
board of education, was fcreman of
the jury. Five physiclians were called
and gave corroborative testimony re-
garding the circumstances, and wo-

man’s amnte-mortem statement, in-
criminating Dr. Hawke was produced. |
Willlam Davidge, the husband, who
is moW in custory, was not called, bat,

Addressing the jury before its re-
tirement, Coroner Young said:- %

“The chain of evidence 15 completd.
1t s shown that this woman went to
Dr. Hawke and paid him $25 for an
operaticn, which was performed.

Section 30 of the Anti-Combines Act
provides that the minister of labor may
request the minister of justice to em-
ploy counsel, to attend and follow ‘the
proceedings hefore the board of investi-
gation appointed under. that act., But

labor, nor his sucééssor hak ever made
any suth requeést. -No one has appear-
ed, or is appearing, before the board of
investigation into the Unftéd Shoe Ma-
chinery case on behalf of the public,
ahd, therefore, the .complajnants and
the company are as free to conduct and
terminate the hearing as they would a
private lawsuit.

Legislation to. prevent combines,
trusts and mergers is not a new thing
in Canada. We have legislation as se-
vere and as drastic as any nation in the
world, but there is no federal machin-
ery provided for its enforcement. The
private cftizen is required to come for-
ward at his own expense apd furnish
the testimony and may even- have to
employ counsel before the statutes. are
.put in operation. This is not peculiar
to -anti-combine legislation; it is the
basic defect to all such legisiation as
-enacted by the Dominion parliament.
We .have ng attorney-general’'s depart-
ment at Ottawa, as that term is gener-
g‘al’lly“ undgrstood; we Have no federal
‘courts, our. parliament passes a law,
but charges no one with the duty of
enforcing it, and appropriates no money
for its proper and diligent eénforcement.

The: Anti-Combines Act of 1910 has
&ppapently accomplished .nothing in the
way of preventing, regulating or de-
stroying combines, mergers and trusts.

TRUST METHODS AND RESULTS,
During his examination i before the
interstate committee of the - United

a well-known Boston lawyer, who has
made a special study of trust methods,
took up the position that when any
business increases to a very great ex-
tent, the man at the head has a 4i-
minishing knowledge of the facts and
in the second place a diminishing op-
pertunity.of exercising a careful judg-
ment. upon them. Furthermore, he
added, and this is one of the most ‘m:
portant grounds of the inefficlency of
large  institutions there develops - a
centrifugal force greater than the cen-
tripetal. Demoralization sets in; a con-
‘ditlon of loosened efficlency presents
itself,

This thesls he' proceeded to demon-
strate by varjous examples and among
them the steel-trust. In spite, he said.
of the contrel of raw material, of
transportation, of certain trades thru
its railroad associations and of other
trade thru its money power, the trust
has been a steady loser in percentage
of the iron and steel business of the
Urnited States. The quality of the pro-
duct has also deteriorated, as shown
by, the derailments due to defective
rafls. In 1902 there were. 72 dérail-
ments. from this cause; in 1911 thare
were 249. Another test of the stesl
trust’s “inefficiency is also. shown by
the loss of prestige In the world’'s steel
market, where the tonnage increase of
United States exports is only fractional
as compared with that of Britain and
Germany.

Trust ‘methods are agaln reflected
in the condition of the employes of the
steel .trust. The boasted ﬁlstrlbution

only .amounts to $6:a year, or- to fifty
cents a months for each employe if
divided equally among the 28800
workers. - What -is this co;hpared with
the $62,500,000 of clear profits made by
the syndicate and the $12,500,000 receiv-
ed by J. P. Morgan & Company, not
for their participation in the syndicate
but purely as its managers. Contrast
with this, too, the fact that a fpurth
of the 90,000 workers reported on’ are
employed eighty-four hours a weéek cn
starvation wages, and tbat one-third
had a regular working-week of more
than seventy-two hours, ail that al-
most fifty per cent. work seventy-two
hours or 'longer. -Oyer $200,000,000 re-

more comguon or public drinking cups; ’

after that date they will be {llegal.

Dr. Hastings, the city’s medical health’

officer, will take steps to have the or-
dinance to this effect rigidly enforced.

In April, 1911, the ordinance was
passed prohibiting ‘“the use of the
public or common drinking cup or re-
ceptacle for the drinking of water in
any public institution, hotel, theatre,
factory, public house, or public or pri-

vate school, collegiate imstitute or col-.

lege, and all other ediftational insti-
tutions, or any railroad

ferry house within the City of To-
ronto.”

Dr. Hastings was under the im-
pressiom that “the ordinance would at
once result in the gradual decrease in
the number of public drinking cups;
but this does not seem to have been
the case. The ‘more modern and sani-
tary methods, such as thé drinking
fountajns and individual paper cups
are comparatively few in number as
yet, but these must be used when the
ardinance {s put into force next May.
