TO ALL CONS

In Forceful Address at Winnipeg Meeting He
Announces Formation of National Com- -
mittee for Organization Purposes.

»

Winnipeg, Aug. 256.—At the annual
meeting this evening of the South
Winnipeg Liberal-Conservative Asso-
ciation, Hon. Robert Rogers made a
forcefu] address on the present politi-
cal situation in Canada as he sees it,
and announced the formation of a
national committee representative of
Liberal-Conservatives ‘“thruout  the
Dominijon for organization purposes.

He said in part: “In venturing to-
night to say a few words respecting
Canada’s urgent need for the immedi-
ate organization on the part of loyal
end faithful Liberal-Conservatives, not
alone in this constituency and prov-
ince, but .in every constituency and
prévince within our Dominion. let me
first of all say that I feel free to
speak plainly, in that I speak as one
who has no political aspirations to
gratify, and speak only as an humble
and lasting believer in that traditional
policy of Macdonald-Cartier, that has

ever governed the actions of the Lib- ;

eral-Conservative party.”

After reviewing the accomplishments
of that party in the past, and dwelling
on the opportunities Canada presents
today, Mr. Rogers continued in part:

The Prince’s Speech

The Prince of Wales, who, on rising
to reply was ‘greeted with rousing
gheers, said: Mr. Russell, your honor
and gentlemen: I have to thank you
for your kind hospitality in inviting
me to luncheon at your Exhibition
building today. This is the first oppor-
tunity I have had this morning of say-
ing how really delighted I am to be in
Toronto at last. (Cheers.) I say “at
last” because when out with the Can-
adian corps on the western front I
heard a great deal about Toronto from
my brother officers and from my friends
in the other ranks. I know. that there
are no finer soldiers or better friends
than those I met with the corps. I have
already seen many familiar faces to-
day. “I am looking everywhere to mak-
ing more friends and seeing more fam-
iliar faces”again. (Cheers.) I feel that
I ought to be talking about the Exhibi-
tion. It is rather rude to talk about
myself first., (Laughter.) I feel so en-
ormously delighted with the men-and
women of Canada during the war that
I do not feel that I come here as a
stranger, (Cheers.) I feel I come here as
a Canadian. (L.oud and prolonged
cheers,) I have already said that sev-
eral times, but feel so strongly that I
cannot help saying it again today.

“I want to tell 'you an incident that
happened’ last night that pleaged me
immensely. I got out at a small sta-
tion, Outremont, near Montreal, to talk
to a small crowd of people who had
kindly come to welcome me. A woman
came forward, shook hands with me,
and ‘said, ‘My husband met You at the
front.' I feel that that sentence sums up
what I consider is my present linx with
Canada. (Loud cheers.) It is now a
great pleasure and will satisfy a long-
felt desise to Strengthen that link and
meet the kith and kin of the splendid
men I met on active service. (Cheers.)
I do not want this feeiing that I do not
come as a stranger to be one-sided.

Hear, hear.) As one of yourselves, as

one deeply interested in the welfare of*
Canada, if you will think of me in that
way, 1 will promise it will always be
my endeavor to be worthy of
Canadian friendship and of Canadian
trust. (Cheers.) Besides being Cana-
dians we are all Britishers. (Loud
icheers.) For the lack of a better ex-
pression I may say that means loyalty
to the British flag and British institu-
tions. In other words citizens of the
j British empire. I am a Brit:sher thru
and thru, and I know no place where
I am prouder to say it than here in
Toronto. (Cheers.)

“I am just going to have the privilege
of opening the wonderful Toronto Ex-
hibition. I have heard a great deal
about the Exhibition which brings
home to me the greatness of the capital
of the province of Ontario. Toronto
was founded in wartime. The name I
th'nk was first given to a fort, What
a wonderful fort it has in many senses
become today.

.The frieze décorations show typical
landscape views of the nine provinces,
with the coat of arms of each, the con-
necting link bearing the highly signifi-

Three sides of the cctagonal building
are occupied by a huge topographical map
of the Dominion, on ~vhich are shown in
irilliant  illumination the names of the
principal points reached by the Canadian
National Rallways, ‘the great steel
strand that threads t. e land” being indi-
cated in a broad band of red.

No better or more comprehensive plan
could have been adopted to demonstrate
that 14,000 miles of railway are now un-
dér Canadian national management, and
that the Canadian Northern, "the Inter-
colonial and Transcontinental rallways
have been amalgamated into one vast
system, To further demonstrate
fact that the a&ystem traverses every
province of the Dominion and reaches
every provincial capital, the. observer
by an ingenious arrangement of flashing
lights, is taken in fancy right across the
continent from Halifax to Vancouver
and Victoria, stopping momentarily at
the principal points en route and then
brought back again.

The map should prove of much educa-
tional value in telling just what the Can-
adian National Raillways are and the ter-
ritory they reach.

Mireola, N.Y., Aug. 25—Three fast
airplanes ‘swooped down on Roose-
velt Field here tonight, completing the
first leg of their round trip flight be-

tween Torbnto and Mineola, in the
first ' international = aerial derby on
record. o

Sergt.\ Frank Combes, -a. Canadian
aviator, flying a DeH. 9, with 400
horsepower Liberty motor, was the
first arrival, landing at 7.11 o’clock—
just 6ihours 11 minutes from the time
he started on the 500-mile course at
Toronto. His actual flying time, how-
ever, was only 3 hours 85 minutes,
stops having been made at Buffalo,
Syracuse and Albany.\

Boland Rholfs, famous American
pilot, who was' the first, flier to hop
off at Toronto, despite the fact that
he had previously suffered a chill when
his Oriole plane turned turtle, landed
at 7.18 o'clock, and Major R. M,
Schroeder, another American flyer who
had elected to start the race at the
Toronto end, arrived four minutes
iazer.’ Rohlfs gave his time from start
to finish as 6 hours 28 minutes, an
Major Schroeder gave his as 6 hou
22 minutes, but neither announced
their time in actual flight.

The three flyers hope to start the
return trip to Toronto between noon
and 1 o'clock tomorrow, provided their
mac¢hines can be given a thoro over-
hauling by that time, 4 ag

A large crowd which had turned out
to greet the racers, remained for sev-
eral hours after their arrival, hoping
ty, witness other arrivals or to get
word of the landing at Toronto of spme
of the twenty-eight planes which’left
here during the afternoon on the
Mineola+Toronto leg of the race.

Lieut. Maurice Holland, who flew
with Sergt. Coombs, eaid that the
dyers had encountered bad weather
over the great lakes, the wind being
so strong and ‘the rain so heavy that
little flying was done at an altitude
of more than 3,600 feet.

Lieut, Holland added, “remipded one
of an aviation graveyard. The space
was entirely too small for the number
of machines which landed there.”

, Sir Willilam Hearst's declaration on
the prohibition act at Brantford léft
‘no reasonable doubt of his own per-
sonal ‘position on the question,

“I have stood by it from its incep-
tion and will stand by it until its fate
is decided ky the free vote of the
electorgs of the province,” he said.
“What proved a-source of strength in
the days of war, and is proviag a
source of safety in the days of recon-
struction, will, I believe, prove a boon
and a blessing in the days of peace
and prosperity, to which we are hope-
fully looking."”

This represents the temperapee and
prohibition sentiment of the province
with which Premler Hearst has con-
cluded to ally himself. The Globe
remarks editorially that “many will
note with pleasure that he now sub-
scribes to a policy for which the
Liberal party did all the fighting.”
The Mail and Empire, in an article
headed “Twrue to His Colors,” enumer.
ates the advantages of prohibition,
and observeg that “Sir Willlam Hearst
boldly introduced it, and now at the
end of the war he boldly defends it

vindicated.”

Sir William himself, in his speech,
cofiteded the right of others to have
a different opinion, and reaffirmed his
former uadertaking that whatever ver-
dict was returned by the electorate,
whether for or against prohibition,
would be faithfully carried out bty the
government.

START INDADJOURN
NOVTIATE ENQUIY

Witnesses on Hand—Re-
symes’ Sitting at Ottawa,
September 8. g

Ottawa, Aug. 25.—After a brief sit-
ting, occupied largely in the discussion
of preliminaries, the royal commiss.on
constituted to investigate the, charges
of Rev. Kennedy H. Palmer and Sir
Sam Hughes relating to the Guelph
novitiate, adjourned to meet again in
Ottawa on September 8. Mr. T. R.
Ferguson, the Toronto lawyer repre-
senting Rev. Mr. Palmer, was unable to
broceed at once with the inquiry be-
cause the witnesses he proposed to call
were not present. He explained that
he had been given no authority to sube
poena -witnesses,

The charges, which have to do with
the alleged evasion of the military ser-
vice act by students in the novitiate
and which involve the departments of
justice and militia and defence, ‘were
read, but were not made the subject of
any discussion. Judge W. B. Middleton
of Toronto #cceptad the suggestion or
Mr. Ferguson that future sittings might
be held in London or Guelph, but it was
finally decided to meet again in Ottawa.

There ‘were but few peopie in the
supreme court room when the inquiry
opened, Judge Middleton and Judge
Joseph A. Chisholm, the two commis~
sioners, *ntered shortly after eleven
o'clock. Sir Sam Hughes and Rev.
Kennedy H. Palmer were present and
Mr. T, R. Ferguson, representing the
latter. Sir Sam explained that he was
appearing for himself. Mr. E. L. New-
combe, deputy minister of Jjustice, stat-
ed that he appeared for the govern-
mernt departments involved, and Col. O.
M. Biggar, now vyice-chairman of the
Canada air board, but formerly of the
military service board, was also present,

¢ was agreed before adjournment
that Mr. Ferguson, Sir Sam Hughes
and Rev. Mr. Palmer would be given
opportunity to look over the depart-
mental files relating to the matter,
Read the Charges.

Firet the charges were read by ithe
clerk, and then Commisioner Middle-
ton asked Mr. Ferguson whether he
was ready to proceed at once with
the investigation.

Mr. Ferguson replied that he was
not; he had, he said, regarded this as
a mere formal opening. He could
not proceed very far without calling
witnesses, and they were not present
because he had been given no author-
ity to subpoena witnesses,

Some forty vessels sailed
from Shields Friday and _Saturday
direct for the continent, ten from
Swansea and thirty others from Soutls
Wales ports.”

70 STOP RACERS

Twelve Aviators Speed From
Exhibition Grounds to
New York.

Historic and interesting from every
point of view was the long-,vdistance
iflight pulled off yesterday from the
'Exhibition, in which twelve seasoned
‘aviators, many of them aces with
grand records at the front, started on
18 vovage from Toronto to New York,
‘whi¢h is expected to practically in-
augurate a commercia! entente be-
tween the United States and Canada,
in which passenger and mail services
: will] be the principal avenues of reci-
procity.

It was interesting to note that at
least forty-five starters were listed as
from New York and twenty from To-
ronto. The weather was by no means
propitious, and as a result one plane
turtled, and the start was delayed at
least 35 minutes. The Curtiss Oriole,
piloted by Donald Rholf. one of the
best fliers on the continent, with an
altitude record of 32,000 feet, was the
unfortunate plane in: the case, and
turtled almost as soon as it left the
Lieaside field. The following five ma-
chines arrived in Buffalo by/1.30: Don-
« ald Rholf’s Oriole, at 1.26 p.m.; Sergt.
Combes’ DeH. 9, at 1.25; Major Shroe-
der’'s Vought plane at 1.31, and Capt.
‘W. H. Cook’s Fokker at 1.32.

Had to Restart.

Capt. T. Edward Lowe, R.A.F., was
the official starter at the Leaside field,
while Capt. James P. Beaty, president
of the Aero Club of Canada, was the
official starter at the Exhibition
grounds. The flights were to have be-
gun at noon. As a matter of fact. they
began at 12.22, but the unforeseen ac-
cident to Donald Rholf’s machine de-
layed further flights unti] 12.48, when
Rholf re-started. The last plane left
the Exhibition grounds at 1.20 p.m.

Ideal weather had prevailed until the
moment the flight was scheduled to
start, when, thru the vagaries of fate,
the clouds.gathered, and within a few
minutes a real squall had succeeded in
discounting calculations of wesks. For
a while it was believed that it would
be necessary to postpone the flight to
a more opportune moment, but luckily
the skies cleared, and once again the
officials at the starter's office decided
to'resume the great international voy-
age. Slowly but surely brimming the
horizon, Rholf's machine finally ap-
peared directly above the grounds, and
circling twice it 'made its way quickly
south. Followed soon after by Col.
Barker's and other notable fliers, it
made its way to -Buffalo, which it
reached one minute later than that of
Sergt. Combes with his DeH. 9.

: Mail Forgotten.

A regrettable incident in connection
with the occasion was the postpone-
-ment. of the transmission of mail from
Toronto to the president of the United
Staates. It had been intended to send
mail from Toronto to the mayors of
the cities en route to New York, as
well as to Mayor Hylan.

Efforts to Bring End to
Strike at Cobalt Prove

Special to The Toronto World. -
Cobalt, Aug. 25.—Finding all their of-

forts gone for nought, the returned sol-’

diers of the camp will take no further
part in bringing the strike to an -:nd.
They secured valuable concessions and
ofters which would have led to the men
finally getting all that they desire, but
the strikers seem keen on prolonging
their holiday. Those who are not faced
with the necessity of spending a couple
of hundred dollars for coal, talk of fight-
ing all winter.

The mine managers declare they will
g0 no farther in -trying to méet the
strikers. The soldiers are fed up with
working to secure advantages for the
men. Their efforts have been misinter-
preted, and have resulted im something
less than gratitude.

The executive of the union during
the busy days of the past week, in which
a dozen meetings of various kinds have
been held, managed to remove from it-
self much of the onus and responsibility
of leadership. When the soldiers
promulgated their collective bargaining
concessions obtained from thé managers,
and their plan of taking a secret balict
of all workers in the camp, union or
non-union, the executive issued a pla-
card branding as a traitor any union
man who voted on them. Thise served to
form an opinion in the minds of the
men that the proposals themselves were
not good, and worse, the executive
agreed with the soldiers that they would
recommend to the union that the atrik-
erp vote on these proposals at a later
date. Before that time me around
the men, ecting contraryy to the ex-
pressed recommendations of their lead-
ers, declined by a standing vote to coa-
sider the concessions secured them by
the soldiers. Thus the most hopef:d
basis of settlement yet submitted was
thrown down, and leadership taken out
of the hands of the leaders, who show
no great displeasure in having responsi-
bility for this latest refusal to consider
terms of settlement removed from their
shoulders. )

Soldlers Not Strikebreakers. L

Altho many soldiers, recently returned,
are bitter because they have been de-
prived of the opportunity of enjoying
the highest mining wages in Ca
the returned men do not intend to, and
never have intended to, break the strike.
They have tried to settle it by bring-
ing reason into the dispute.

The strike will go on for months, un-
less the .unexpected occurs, = Those wko
can afford to are leaving the camp.
Hundreds have gone to Porcupine, but
the number of miners the gold camp
can take on is limited by the accom-
modation for sleeping, and the limit is
being approached.

The mines at Cobalt, with few excep-
tions, are filling up, and if the strike
continues until really cold weather, the
workings, particularly the, upper stop-
ings, will . be frozen and mining oper-
ations will be held up till next summer
on some properties.
