He entera 
his horee with eve, open to the possible 
consequences, and If be le determined to 
run hie horse below ht» value In order to 
get him In at a weight which, In bla opin­
ion, will enable the animal to win, be 
should at least protect himself by 
the horse to win such an amount, as any 
one la likely to ralae the price. If he 
makes a mistake, and the horse le beaten 
and claimed—well. It la only the fortune of 
war. Every man who starts a home In a 
selling race Is taking the same risk.

Probably the most effective lesson In this 
direction was that given when Tinge 
changed owners last Thursday at a figure 
which was not more than a fraction of bis 
value. One cannot help being sorry for his 
former owners, but It was their own fault. 
It Is said that a “motive" existed for the 
bidding in this case, and, If so, It Is a pity. 
Still, the effect Is the same. The bidder 
was willing, even anxious, to buy, and at­
tained his point. Such an Instance will do 
more good than 30 “boosts," ending only 
In a buy In at a figure still within the real 
value of the horse. In other words, even 
though the gentlemen who have engineered 
the bidding crusade do not wish to fill tnelr 
stables with selling platers, they 
more real good If they would fo 
owners to part with horses to which they 
attach high vaine, than by bidding them 
np the few hundred dollars for which the 
owners can be reckoned upon to protect 
their property. They mlgut lose a little 
money In carrying out such a scheme, but 
It would be money well spent If they really 
want to straighten out the difficult selling 
race problem. ■' • ~

not be less than 120 pounds
" If, In a handicap for which there Is a 

minor forfeit declared by a fixed time, tne 
highest weight accepting was originally 
less than 126 pounds, It shall be raised to 
that weight, and the other acceptances 
equally."

These are exact copie» of the English 
rules on the aubject, but that 1» an advan­
tage rather than a fault. These rules even 
more than the actual raising of the scale 
Itself will tend to Increase the nserume»» 
of a good Jockey. A», moreover. It I» pro­
posed to raise the weights, In races exclu­
sively for 3-year-olds or tor 4-year-olds, to 
126 pounds, and for 2-year-olde to 122 
pounds, the margin 1» widely Increased for 
the best "knights of the pigskin." It I» pro­
posed, moreover, to give plenty of other 
chances under the scale for Jockeys whom 
Increasing years prevent from extreme re­
ducing. Thus, taking the acale at one 
mile, the weight for 4-year-o)ds would nev­
er fall below 126 nonnds, instead of rang­
ing from 119 to 122 pounds. The 3-ycar-old 
weights would range from 107 to 118, as 
against 106 to 113 In similar months m 
former years.

At six furlongs a very large Increase la 
proposed. Four-year-old»’ weights would 
never be less than 138 pounds, as against 
weights varying from 120 to 122 pounds, 
and 3-year-oIda, Instead of being asked to 
shoulder from 100 to 117 pounds, 
have to carry from 116 to 128 pounds. This 
bring, a corresponding Increase In the 24- 
year-old Impost, which would be 106 pounds 
In October, as against 94 pounds. It is 
useless to analyze these amendments at 
greater length, for they will be the subject 
of dose study for every man Intimately 
Interested In racing ; but enough has been 
said to show the sweeping character of the 
proposed alterations.

THE 2.10 LIST FOR 1896.
Fast miles for 1896 are practically over. 

With the close of the Lexington meeting 
the season for extreme speed stopped, with 
the possible few fast miles which may be 
made west of the Rocky Mountains. At 
least. It Is not to be expected that any rec­
ords will be smashed, and tnere Is but little 
likelihood that any more acquisition» will 
be made to the 2.10 list.

The 
Bishop spoke of the long struggle which 
has boon carried on for hundreds of years 
by philanthropic and Christian people for 
the moral, mental and social elevation of 
the negro, and reminded his hearers that 
the colored man had proved to be a willing 
and industrious pupil and grateful for the 
elVorts in his behalf. Of the 
riva Bishop Hartzell said:

“It Is usual to refer to Africa as the 
‘Dark Continent,’ but. In mv mind, Africa 
is the land of promise, the country where 
the missionary will win his grandest and 
greatest victories in the future. God. in 
Ills wisdom, has held the veil of mvstery 
over Africa and will continue to do so un­
til the civilized nations can be entrusted 
^ ith its custody. We hear a good deal 
said about the gold and silver question. 
But. 1 tell you. there is a 1200-mile stretch 
of gold-bearing rock in Africa, with $3.- 
500.000,000 in sight already, which will 
settle the whole matter and keep the ratio 
between gold and other coin metals at the 
proper figure.’’

At the Single Tax Club meeting last night 

Mr. Frank Hallman brought up the ques­
tion of local Improvement taxation and dis­
cussed it vigorously, showing the unfair­
ness of the method in vogue. The speaker 
said that a double tax was Imposed—first, 
when the rates were charged against the 
land and property benefited by public 
works, and again when the value of the 
land and buildings was Increased by a new 
assessment. This Mr. Hallman considered 
an unfair arrangement, and could be over­
come satisfactorily by charging the cost of 
public improvements in the general rate, 
and where benefits had come to land the 
cost of the Improvements made could In­
directly be obtained back through the in­
creased assessment.

As a gold mining region Algoma 
possesses advsmtages enjoyed by very 
few other gold producing countries; 
tl) the comparative ease with which a 
prospector may pursue his search; (J) 
timber for use in and around mines 
at hand to every location; (3) plenty 
of water; (4) ease with which gold is 
extracted. The whole country is cut 
up into waterways, majestic streams 
and lakes. The prospector can ac­
complish his journey from point to 
point by canoe, having to make a few 
portages probably in the day’s Jour­
ney; or, again he may travel for many 
miles if need be. without leaving his 
craft. He has here no Jiuge moun­
tains or barren wastes to contend with; 
but a couhtry whose lakes and 
streams teem with fish and whose 
forests afford game the year round.

Of thé timber, it is only necessary 
to say that there is plenty at hand 
for all purposes and the dues demand­
ed by the Government for cutting are 
very light. Compare Algoma with 
West Australia, and we find the im 
portance of our vast timber wealth. 
Here wood for fuel can be laid down 
at the mine at a cost not to exceed 
$1.50 per cord, while in that far-off 
country it costs $10 per cord. Again 
compare the same country with this 
section in regard to water. Here 
water is at the hand of the miner 
and can be turned to account at slight 
cost, while there there is a movement 
on foot for the Government to expend 
$12,600,000 to provide a water supply 
of 6,000,000 gallons dally to the Cool-

POVERTY NO GROUND.
Mr. Justice Osier refused to direct the

The only ground of the-defend­
ants’ motion was the poverty of the appel­
lant. The learned judge stated that he 
did not believe the Ontario Legislature 
could have Intended that poverty alone 
should trammel an appeal to the Court of 
Appeal, and yet not to the Divisional 
Court, from the same Judgment.

The Law Times, refers to the numerous 
changes ln the Ontario statute law aud the 
apparent conflict of opinion regarding the 
meaning of many of the statutes or parts 
of them at least. It has been suggested! 
by some of the judges, and many eminent 
counsel cordially agree with the sugges­
tion, that in order to avoid any doubt In 
future as to the meaning of the words 
used that a dead language, say Latin, 
should be employed. The matter is to be 
at once brought to the attention of the At­
torney-General, and If the proposition 
meets with his approval all future statutes 
will be printed ln that language, and thus 
Infallibility very nearly attained.

A NEAT POINT.
A neat point was decided at the non-Jnry 

sittings by Mr. Justice Falconbridge in 
Hargrave v. Barber. The plaintiff com­
plains that the defendant Barber, an as­
signee for creditors of one Glbbard, sold a 
stock of drugs to Elliot & Co., wholesale 
druggists, Toronto, creditors of Glbbard, 
for about $500 and that that firm Immedi­
ately re-sold the stock to Glbbard for about 
$2700. Plaintiff, also a creditor of Glbbard’s, 
claimed that the sale by and to Elliot & 
Co. should be set aside or that they should 
account for the difference. The judge de­
cided that the action could not be main­
tained because the defendant Barber was 
not a co-plaintiff, nor had his consent to 
bring the action been obtained under sub­
sec. 2 of sec. 7, R.S.O., ch. 124. The plain­
tiff is going to appeal.
