SPANISH MINISTER LEAVES WASHINCTON

-

The President’s Signature Was Attached to the Momentous
Documents Yesterday, and War Must Follow — The U.S.
Senators Revjew Their Action and Take Back Nothing—

Latest News.

President Mc.Kinle)' signed the Cuban resolutions yesterday morning at 11.24
o'clock. The ultimatum bad already been drafted into the cable ‘code and
transmnitted to Madrid, where it will be laid before the Spanish Government

by Minister Woodford.

A copy of the ultimatum was entrusted to a colored

messenger from the State Department, who delivered it to Senor Polo, the

,Spanish Minister, at 11.20 a.m.

Senor Polo handed the messenger a letter,

which had been prepared some days previous. The letter was addressed to the
State Department, and contained a démand from Senor Polo that his pass-
port be sent him as the action of the United States Congress was of “such a
pature that his presence in Washington was impossiblé,” He stated that the
protection of the Spanish interests would be entrusted to the French and

Austrian Ministers.

Secretary Day ordered the passport to be prepared

The House was notified that the President had signed the Cuban resolations
‘and they expressed their approval by enthusiastic cheering. It is promised
that the terms of the ultimatum will be made public to-day. ;

A reply to the ultimatum is demanded before Saturday at midnight. In
the event of delay the President notifies Spain that he will carry out the
Instructions of Congress and make armed intervention to enforce his demands,
There is a possibility that this time allowance may be extended by  some

days.

A DAY OF EVENTS.

The United States Will Probably Remem-
ber for All Time the 20th
April, 1898,

Washington, April 20.—This was a day
of events in the history of the Cuban ques-
tion. The signature by the President uf
the joint resolution tequiring intervention
in Cuba, the notification of that action to
the Spanish Minister here, his demand for
passports, the Department’s prompe repy
to the demand, the departure of the Min-
“Ister and  the -tramnsmission of the ultima-
tum that Spain must te Cuba and
must make answer by Saturday through
Minister, Woodford, followed Im rapid suc-
cesslon. The next step is Spain’s answer,
if she is to make any, and the movement
of the United States army and navy on
Cuba.

Early in the morning the executfon of
the program for to-day began with a con-
ference between Assistant Secretary Day
and ex-Secretary Foster in which the wish-
es of the President and the Cabinet as to
the ultimatum were reduced to diplomatie
form. Theé other events succeeded each
other with rapidity. The ultimatum was
sent to the Spanish Minister by Judge
Day's personal messenger, Edward Savoy.
The messenger was not kept waiting long
at the legation, but in the course of an
Lour had returned to the State Depart-
ment with the Minister’s application for his

passports.

The Passports,

It was not until half past 3 this after-
poon that Savoy made his second trip, car-
rying with him the desired paper. ‘Lhis
was a passport for the Minister and his
family and suite. It was not in the usual
form, but what is known as a special pass-
port. In general terms, it is similar to
that presented to Lord Sackville West,
when that unfortunate Minister was oblig-
ed to retire.

At first there was some expectation at
the State Department that a response from
Minister Woodford might be expected to-
day. Later, however, the following state-
ment was posted at the Department:

“The text of the ultimatum to Spain will
be given out by Mr. Portos, Secretary to
the yPresident, at the White House, some
time to-morrow, probably.”

It’s Spain’s Move.

The next move must now be made by
8pain, according to the Department offi-
clals.

Spain may promptly hand Mr.Woodford his
passports on receipt of the communication
and thus bring negotiations to the crisis
and cause a breach of diplomatic relations
within tlre wext 24 hours. If, on the other
band, it should neglect to return a satis-
tactory -answer before Saturday noon, that
line of policy will be quite as effective as
a positive act, inasmuch as It would amount
to refusal of the demands of the United
Btates. In such cases the President woumd
procced immediately to use the naval and
military forces of the United States to exe-
cute the will of Congress. How this would
be done, what steps shall be first taken,
whether Havana shall be blockaded or whe-
ther an attempt shall be made to make a
speedy campaign by hurling a large force
of troops to Havana under cover of a bom-
bardment by a fleet, are matters of mere
speculation. The experts of the army and
navy have laid their plans with the great-
est detail for the future, but they do not
hesitate to say that any attempt to make
these public in advance, to the manifest
advantage of Spain, would be actual trea-
son.

The Policy to Be Followed.

One of the policies to be followed by the
United States Government in the treat-
ment of mneutrals and the privateering is
contained in the folldwing statement:

“In the event of hostillties betweén the
United States and Spain, it will be the
policy of this Government not to resort to
Privatecring,

The followlag Is
a copy of the itelegram receiyed at 5.30 in
reply:

Washington, D.C.
Spanish Vice-Consul, Toronto:

Salgo esta noche Suspension Bridge. El
sabado ire a Toronto. Gracias per tele-
gram. Polo.
© A translation of which is:

“I leave to-night for Suspension Bridge.
On Saturday I shall go to Toronto. Thanks
for telegram.”

There will be an opportunity for those of
our citizens who desire to do so to call and
pay their respects to the Ambassador.

Will Stay Over Sunday.

Though the exact time -of His . Excel-
lency's arrival is not yet known,he will stay
over Sunday In the city, and on Monday
night will be a guest at the annual dinner
of St. George’s Society. On' his arrival
here he will be met by a contingent of the
Spanish residents of the elty, who will
meet him at the train, and afterwards a
reception will be held in his honor, though
the details are not yet complete and the
place not settled. - i

Spanish Sympathizers in Toronto,

The Chevalier. Thompson, discussing the
situation, mentioned the fact that while
many Canadians had volunteered for the
United States service, the tale’ was not
altogether that way, as he had recelved no
less than twenty-three applications from
qualified members of the Canpadian militia
for service under the Spanish flag, wuile
three medical men had volunteered their
services last week, and yesterday another
application was received from a young fel-
low who had lived in Havana and becowe
acclimatized. ‘It seems a little strange to
me that Baldasano, the Consul-General at
New York, Is going to leave there, as 1
received a letter from hini, dated April 18,
enclosing important private documents,
which must be returned before. he leaves,
and in this letter no mention Is made of
leaving.

Spaniards in Torento.

There are in the city- a few Spaniards,
the representative of whom 1Is, perhaps,
sSenor Manuel Fernandez, who, like many
another, can trace his blood far back into
history. This gentleman digcusseéd the situ-
ation very frankly with a World represén-
tative. *I think this week is almost the
worst since the war talk started, for for-
merly I was hoping some amicable concli-
sion would be arrived at, but I am afraid
that time is now past, If these two na-
tions fight, a multitude, of lives will ve
lost not by bullets but by hunger .and
sickness, This now Is the rainy season

in Cu{m, lasting, as a rule, from May till
the latter part of August, with the tem-
perature 120 degrees in the sun and 90
degrees in the shade—the sgeason when
sickness and disease swarm, when the
dreaded ‘‘berebere’” ravages,K the island,
affecting even the natives. This disease, &
form of dropsy, causes the. sufferer to
swell and bloat, and perhaps burst, endur-
ing hardships through the mountains and
among the swamps. How would the un-
seasoned soldiers of the United States.face
this?

**Also, in the event of war, the sacrifice
of innocent lives would. be enormous, At
Cinfuegos, on the south part of the Is-
land, there were concentrated 50,000 Cu-
bans, half-Spanish, placed there to prevent
them giving ald to the rebels. These are

“How long would a war last?’

“That ig hard to say, but I should think a
year, when the chances are in the long
run the United States might take Cuba at
the cost of an enormous loss of life and
an expenditure of $100,000,000. They talk
of humanity! It 'is the island they want.
They talk of allowing the Cubans to gov-
ern themselves! They couldn’t do it. The
number is too small, and they are not like
the Spaniards, hard-working and wealthy,
but indolent and perfectly incapable of
gelf-government. They would be helpless:
they are quarrelling all the time among
themselves as it is.

. *No, the Yankees talk of humanity, but
will they spend the vast sum spoken of on
humanity a#lone?

“They wil§ take the Island, secure the
epstom houses,  which won't pay for 20
years, and so they will put in a general
Government and take possession. The
Spaniards in this question have given way
hﬁ-h by inch,_ till they have ceded eyery-
thing.

OPENING OF THE COLTES

A Sceme of Great Enthusinsm When the
Queen Read Her Deflant
Message.

-+ Madrid, April- 20.—The opening of the
Spanish Cortes to-day  was a magnificent
sight, ' All the wealth and beauty of Ma-
drid gathered in the Senate, where every
avallable foot of space was occupled.
There was a terrific crush at the entrance
leading to the Senatorial seats, many of
which were occupied by ladieg. - Large
bodies of troops were drawn up outside
the building, including the handsomely-

cently-attired Palace Guards, All the mem-
bers of the diplomatic corps were present
in full dress. A wild cheer at 2.30 p.m.
 anpounced the arrival of the Queen Regent,
who was driyen’to the Cortes Palace in a
State eoach, eseorted hy a .detachment of
Life Guards, The cheering was taken up
within the building as the Queen Regent
entered, the cheers being accompanled by
enthusiastic cries of *Viva La Reina!”
“ Viva Alfonso!” “ Viva Espana!”’
a really tumultuously patriotic dem-
onstration. The Queen Regent read
the speech from the throne while
seated, with the little King Alfonso on ber
right, and the Premler, Senor Sagasta,
standing near the King,

Her Majesty’'s words were inaudible to
all but those in her immediate vieinity,

“Viva Espana!”

A wonderful picture was presented by
the Queen’s entourage, consisting of most
of the highest persoi in Spain in brilliant
court, military, naval or palace uniforms.

The Royal Speech.

Her Majesty's speech wag as follows :

«“The grave anxieties which sadd2ned my
mind the last time I addressed you _have
increased, and are heightened by public
uneasiness, conveying the presentiment of
fresh and greater complications as a re-
sult of the turn which events in Cuba have
taken. Thege complications were brought
about by a section of the people of the
United States, which, seelng that the au-
tonomy previously offered in my message
was about to be put in force, foresaw that
the free manifestation of the Cuban people,
through its Chambers, would frustrate for-
ever the schemes against -Spanish sover-
elgnty which have been plotted by those
who, with regources and hopes sent from
the ncighboring coast, have fettered the
suppression of the insurrection in that un-
happy island. Should the (vovernment of
the United States yield to this blind cur-
rent, the menaces and insults which we
have hitherto becn able to regard with in-
difference—for they were not an expres-
slon of the sentiments of the true Ameri-
can nation—would become intolerable pro-
vocations which would compel my Govern-
ment, in defence of the national dignity,
to seVer relations with the Government of
the United States.

The Supreme Crisis.

“In thig supreme crisis, the sacred voice
of him who represents human justice on
earth was raised In counsels of peace and
prudence, to which my Government had
no difficulty In hearkening, strong in the
consclousness ‘of its right, and calin in the
strict performance of its duties.”

Her Majesty adgded : “Spain’s gratitude
is due to the Pope, and also to the great
powers, whose action strengthens my con-
viction that Spain’s cause deserves univer-
sal sympathy."”

Continuing, Her Majesty said : “Pos-
sibly, however, the peace effortg may fall
{0 control the evil passions excited against
Spain, Lest this moment arrive, I have
summoned the Cortes to defend our rights,
whatever sacrifice they may entall, Thus
identifying myself with the nation, I not
only fulfil the oath I swore in accepting
the regency, but I follow the dictat>s of a
mother's heart, trusting to the Spanish
people to gather behind my gon's throne
and to defend it until he is old ¢nough to
defend it himself, as well as trusting to
the Spanish people to defend the Iwnor
and the territory of the nacion.”

The Philippine Trouble.

The Queen Regent then referred to the
trouble in the Philippine Islands, and, con-
tinuing, sald :

“Although a dark and gloomy future is
before us. the difficulties are not beyond

Electric v Stecam Power,

City Engineer Barrows' report on the
offer of the Cataract Power Company to
svpply electrical power for pumping water

St. David announced that a certificate of
confession would In future be requirel,
Some time since three leading Liberals of
St. David, Messrs. Narcisse and Adelard
Chamberiand, and Mr, Vietor Cartier, went
to confession to Rev. Abbe Ferron,.Cure
of St. Francols, the adjoining pnrish, and
baving asked for certificates so as to be
able to partake of communion in their own
par'sh, as required by the rules of the
chureh, were given slips of paper with the
slple words **Audivi in confessione.”

On the morning that these three man
wanted to commune they went to the sa-
cristy, and, in the absence of the Cure,
Rev. Mr. Paquin, exhibited thelr slips co

Vicar, Wwho toid them that the certifi
cates were irregular, and that they would
bave to see the Cure. The Cure was say-
ing mass at Convent and they sould not
see him at that moment.

The re-
istered vote of the Dominion Ig aboat

4,800,000, and as a rule 65 per cent. of the
total vote iIs polled at a Dominion election.
Bixty-five per cent. of the total vote would
be 845,000, and If the Government accepts
@ bare majority as its mandate 426,000
votes would suffice. But under the plan
iwhich report says  the Government will
wadopt, the position of affairs will
be vastly different. Assuming that about the
game percentage of votes will be cast, viz.,
85 per cent., an outside figure, the prohibi-
tionists would require 650,000 votes In or-
der to earry their point. Under this ar-
rangement antl-prohibitionists will be able
Yo achieve victory equally by remaining at
home, as by recording their votes. Thus
the temperance men will have to do all-the
work and spend all the money, for a barren
victory.

A Western member of Parliament. who
»its on the Ministerial side of the House,
telegraphed hig paper the day that the ple-
biscite question was before caucus, and
that the Government was being urged to
postpone the taking of the plebiscite until
the next general elections.

Mr. Fielding sald the Government did
not admit that civil servants could claim
the increase as a right,

Mr, McNelll warmli replied that the
Government was breaking faith with the
civil service, and characterized the Gov-
ernment’'s action as a disgrace to Canada,

Sir Louis Davies sald the intention of
the .drafting of the Civil Service Act was
clearly thac the Increase should be per-
missive, and go only to deserving officers,
Unfortunately, in the past, Deputy Minis-
ters had not discriminated between deserv-
ing and undeserving men. The provisions
of the act had beeu flagrantly abused, and
this Government determined to put an end
to the unfair and unjust system which had
prevalled.

Mr, Davin argued that the statute was
obligatory upon the Government, and not
permissive. The Sollcitor-General, he wag
sure, would not agree with his colleague,
the Minister of Marine, who had a faculty
for -extemporizing law and excogitating
facts. [Laughter,]

The discussion progressed for some time,
when S8ir Richard Cartwright rose and de-
clared that the Government's view was
that no civil servant had the right by law
To any increase whatever, and this view
had been sustained by the opinion of Sir
Oliver Mowat.

It was after 10 o’clock when, ‘the mat-
ter having been threshed out pretty effect-
ually, the'item passed.

The Justice Department.

The wery next item considered was that
of the Justice Department, wherein there
were four statutory increases, and after
very little further discussion it was passed.

Discussion followed emn the-super-annua-
tion of Mr. O’Meara, accountant of the
Militia Department, and the appointment
in his place of a cousin of the Minister’s,
a brother of the member for Halifax, at
a maximum salary of $2400.

THE B. C. LEGISLATURE.

Columbia and Western Rallway Bill
Passed — B1ll Respecting Miners’
Licenses Declared Out of Order.

Victoria, B.C., April 20.—In the Legisla-
ture yesterday the bill extending for nine
menths the time In which the Columbia &
Western Railway Company may make
seiectlon of their lands, received its second
and third readings, and was finally passed.

WRECK OF THE MAINE.

A Tyne Shipbullder Mays the Explosion
Was Internpl—Canadn Will Benefit
in Case of War,

Ottawa, April 20, —(Special.)—A Tyneside
skipbuilder, who was in Ottawa to-day and
who came here direct from Havana, Cuba,
says he saw and examined the wreck of
thé Malne and all the Information to be
had, and he had no hesitation In saying
that that warship was destroyed by an

internal explosion. A number of prominent
men of continental reputation were discuss-
ing to-night the war situation and its re-
sult on Canada. The general opinion was
that in many ways Canada would benefit.
For instance, the chancep were that one
or wore of the great transatlantic lines
would come to Halifax, and in connection
with our two gtent rahwnys a fast train
gservice would be put on between Halifax
and Chicago, and in that way build up
our Canadian seaports and the St. Law-
rence route. Once the trade tock that
route—certainly the shortest route between
the West and London—it would likely con-
tinue In it.

The United Stateser wais the
quicker, and in less time than it takes to
tell it, the Spaniard was disabled with a
knife wound in the left arm. It Is said
the wound is not a serious one, but the af-
fair caused immense excitement through-
out the college.

Chicago Rang the Bells,

Chieago, April 20,—As soon ag the news
was recelved here of the President signing
the Cuban resolutioms afd the ultimatum
to Spain, manufacturing establishments in
different parts of the city were notified,
and the action of the President was com-
municated to the people of Chicago and
suburbs by the blowing of whistles and
the ringing of bells.

CUBA RECOGNIZED.

Senator Foraker Vouchsafes Information,
“positive But Not Offieinl,’”’ That
Suech'is the Case.

Washington, April 20.—During  the five
hours of discussion in the Senate this af-
ternoon of its recent action upon the Cuban
resolutions, in the course of which several
extended speeches were made, by senators

who .voted against the conference report
upon the resolutions, only one new point
was developed. That was made by Mr.
Foraker of Ohio, in the course of a brief
statement concerning the recognition of
the Cuban Republic’'s independence. He
said: “I think, quickly, speedily, possibly
even now, on the very day when the ulti-
matum has been sent to Spain, pursuant
to the resolutions that passed here, this
Government has practicaily recognized the
Republic’ of Cuba, and 1 thing possibly it
is irue we will all know by to-morrow that
that Government is to-day being officially
dealt with by the Republicans of this Gov-
ernment, as it should be.”’

This utterance, coming from a member of
the Foreign Relations Committee, created
a profound sensation among the senators,
Being pressed for the source of his informa-
tion, Mr. Foraker replied that his informa-
tion was ‘‘positive, but not official:”’

Troops on the Way.

Jersey City, N.J., April 20.—The Ninth and
Twenty First Infantry Regiments went
through this city early to-day on their way
to the South.

ANGLO SAXONS SOLID.

Britain and All Hier Colonics Declared to
be With the United States in
This Crisis.

London, April 20,—The Daily Malil, under
the caption, ‘‘Anglo-SBaxons Solid,”” this
morning prints opinlons collected by its
correspondents in many parts of the Brit.

ish Empire respecting the action of the
United States, In the introduction to the
opinions the paper says : “The golidarity
of Anglo-Saxon sentiment is, perhaps, the
most noticeable feature that the Spanish-
American dispute has brought into promi-
nence,”

The paper gives extracts from the Cana-
dian _and Newfoundland press favorable to
the United States.

The Shanghai correspondent says : “The
feeling here is strongly pro-American. The
Shanghal Mercury declares that Amerlea
is acting in the interests of peace, civiliza-
tion and good government. The North
China Daily News and The Daily Press
are also favorable to the American cause.”

The Singapore correspondent gays : “The
¥rec Press declares that the interposition
of the United States is practically the
penalty intlicted by civilization for failure.
The Philippine Islands will probably share
in the liberation. Thelr people are little
known, but they are highly intelligent.
They are qnuite capable of gulding their
own destinies. The flag of an American
admiral would be hailed in the Philippines
as_the symbol of newly-won liberty,"

The reporter of The Daily Mail in Syd-
ney, N.S.W., says : “The Spanish-Ameri-
can digpute is not fervently discussed here,
but the press and public sympathy is with
the American side, One hundred New
South Wales men have visited the Ameri-
can Consul and offered to enlist in the ser-
vice of the United States.”

SIGNIFICANT INCIDENTS.

Spanish Minister Was Not Present at the
Lord Mayor's Banquet in London
—Col. May’s Speech.

London, April 20.—At-the Easter banguet
at the Mansion House this evening, Hlis
Royal Highness the Duke of Cambridge,
most of the members of the diplomatic

corps and many other high officials were
present. United States Ambassador Hays
seat was at the left hand of Lord Mayor
Davies, and the Spanish Ambassador, Count
Rascon, was allotted the place at his
rigat hand, but at the last moment Count
Kaseon wrote that a suaden indisposilion
would prevent hium being present.

‘I'he talk of the evening was the expected
presence of the representatives of the Unit-
ed States and Spain, and much disappoint-
ment was felt at the Spanish Ambassador’s
absence. 3

The Consuls of the ' United States ana
Spain were present. At the receotion be-
tore the bauquer, the ,Duke of Clmbridge
specially s:ngied out Cel. Hay, cordialiy
shaking him by the hand, and, after the
banquetr Col. Hay, the Duke of Cambridge
and Consul-General Willlam McKinley Us-
borne talked a long time of Cuba.

‘t he Diplomatic Corps.

Lord Mayor Davies, when proposing the
health of i1hé members of the diplomatic
corps, welcomed the United States Ambas-
sador and expressed the hope, “in the
name of the citizens oz London,” that there
would be no war,

Col. Hay's reply was the event of the
evening. e was repeatedly applauded by
the compainy. Speaking of the relations be-
tween the United States and Great Bri-
taln, he said:

““We are sometimes accused of looking
after our own Interests with a certain en-
ergy and pertinacity. I might say, in the
spirit of pride, rather than contr:tion. that
it only shows what stock we are of, but
this truth is incontestable, that for nearly
three generations of men and In spite of
constant differences, there has been peace
between us and friendly regard—a peuace
growing more firm and solid as_the years
go by, and a friendship, which, I am sure,
the vast majority of both peoples hope and
trust may last for ever. The good under-
standing between us i{s based on something
deeper than mere expediency. All who
think cannot but see there is a sanction like
that of religion which binds us In partner-
ship in the serious work of the world.

“Whether we will or not, we are asso-
clated in that work by the very nature of
things, and no man, and no group of men,
can prevent it. We are bound by tles we
did not forge, and that we cannot break.
We are joint ministers in the same sacred
mission of freedom and p , charged
with duties we cannot evade by the imposi-
tion of irresistible hands.”

Col. Hay, in an impressive eroration,
which elicited outbursts of cheering, recall-
ed the sudden iliumination through the fog
by the search light of the British dind Am-
erican flags flying on the cruiser .Brookiyn
during the Jubilee festtvities as a happy
augury and closed his response by express-
ln_fi ;ge hope that the flags might ever float
united.

Volunteers From the Cape.

Cape Town, April 20.—Mr. Frank W.
Roberts, the United States Consul here, has
received offers from prominent Americans
in the Transvaal to ralse a force of 2000
men, and to defray the cost of transpos-

A World reporter paid a fiylng visit to
the frult district lylng between St. Cath-
arines and Hamilton, and was convinced
peyond a doubt that this is really the gar-
den of Ontario, if not of the whole Dom-
inlzn

After enquiries made, The World man
states that the prospects at the present
time are that there will be an abundant

crop of all kinds of fruit this season.

It was feared that the wave of frost and
cold that passed over the province about
ten days ago would have materially damag-
ed the fruit buds, especlally as they were
in a well-advanced stage, owing to the very
fine March weather of this season, but
such is not the case, and little if any harm
was done, and ever, ng points to a boyn-
titul supply of all Kinds ot fruit, great and
small.

Times arc Changed.

In times past when there was a large
erop of any one kind of frult, it was ex-
pected that there would be a dearth. of that
particgiar fruit the following season, But
juues are changed, and the increase in the
acreage of fruit is so great year by year
that 1t will have to be an extraordinarily
unfavorable season to cause a scarcity.

In this district the acreage In fruit was

ly increased last year, principally in
pmuns, peaches, pears, cherries and all
gmds of berries. Last season the weather
being wet, causing much fruit to spoil,
before being marketed, as well as in tran-
git, fruit growers did not make as much
money as they otherwise wouid, but in an-
gwer to the question, have, and are, fruit-
owers making money? the answer was
variably yes!

And indeed the whole district from St.
ar.nes to Hamilton, bears out the
hfulness of this answer.

The Lond Is Valuable,

To give the reader an idea of the value of
this tand the reporter asked an old ae-
guaintance, on whose veracity he could rely,
what land was worth in the vicinity un
Gr.msby Park. He pointed to a six-acre
farm with a comfortable brick house and
a8 peat, but not large barn upon it, and
gaid the owner refused an offer of $5500 in
cash. Land that could have been bought
for $100 or even less per acre ten years
ago, is worth from $250 to 8300 per acre
now. The majority of the farms are from
b to 25 acres in size, but there are many
much larger.

The small farmers complain about owners
of large grain farms going into fruit farm-
ing 1n this way, and, naving plenty of land
he (the large farmer) will plant 5 or 10
acres ‘‘as the case may be,” in fruit that
matures quickly, paying little attention to
keeping down the weeds, thereby getting
1wo or three crops of truit, which has cost
him little or nothing for raising. He can
undersell the small farmer, who is compell-
ed to keep his smail farm clean so that
he can reap a crop from year to year.

On the other hand the large farmer can
from year to year plant out a certain
amount of land with fruit, plowing it up
as it becomes unprofitable by being overrun
with weeds., Of course this can only be
done with the smaller fruits.

Manitoba and the Northwest is expected
to become one of the best markets when
the problem of transportation 1is solveq,
and would consume 100 car loads per annum
if got there in good condition.

Cold storage warehouses and cars will
have to be provided, fruit picked at the
proper stage of ripeness, careful packing
and handling are some of the problems to
be solved before success will be attained.
Frelght rates to the Northwest and Mani-
tohn have been too high in the past.
Fruit men are looking for good prices
for their fruit this season, as all the can-
ning factories are cleared out of their old
stocks and will consume a vast amount.

THE TORONTO WORLD
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What is Being Done to Safeguard it
in Many Respects.

Second Day’s Session of the Provinecial
Boeard—Dr. Bryce's Instruetive Quars-
erly Report-The Work of the Local
Boards Summarized and Criticized,

The Provincial Board of Health continued
in session yesterday and spent most of Its
time In the consideration '~ water supplies
and sewerage systems for varlous munici-
palities.

Secretary Dr. Bryce reported favorably
upon the establishment of a proposed ceme-
tery in Meaford, and the report was
adopted.

Diphtheria at Chisholm.

An outbreak of diphtheria was reported
from tue Township orf Chisholm. ’l‘n% out-
break was due to a school teacher coming
from Mattawa with a mild form of the
disease. Several serious cases, have devel-
oped and three deaths had occurred. The
discase Is now confined to one house, and
satisfactory means are being taken to
guard against its spread.

Water Supply,

An analysis of Lake Erie water, submit-
ted, by Port Colborne asa sample of a pro-
Bodm water supply, was approved by the

gird, with the proviso that the location
of the Intake pipe be satisfactory to tae
Committee on Water Supplies.

Mount Forest's water supply was then
dealt with, The town proposes to get it
from artesian wells, and an analysis of a
sample showed the water to be remarkably
pure. The Board approved the town’s pro-
position, provided a subsequent analysis
showed that the location of the wells was
free from danger of surface drainage.

Bewerrga svyslems,

A proposed sewerage system for the vil-
lage of Hintonburg was considered, and
owing to the possible pollution of Ottawa's
water, supply the matter was referred to
the Committee on Sewerage and Water
Supply,

The first business of the afternoon was
receiving a couple of deputations, one from
Guelph to submit plans for a proposed
sewercge system, the other to submit plans
for a proposed change and modernizing of
the method of sewage disposal In Strat-
ford. Mayor Hewes, Ald, Howard and
Kennedy and City Bngineer Hutcheson re-
Kroseuted Guelph, City Engineer Van Bus-

irk presented Stratford’s plans. Both
schemes were approved.

Working o the Aef,

Dr. Bryce then read his quarterly report,
which dealt whaolly witn the working of
the act establishing local Boards of Health
passed in 1884, and recommending mneces-
sary amendments. He based his statements
and conclusions on statistics gathered by
him from 285 Medical Health Officers out
of the 479 appointed for 1808.

Prior to 1¢ the only evidence of health
work in the province was-a few Health
Committees Municipal Councils. Up to
1895 the Local Boards of Health were ap-
pointed annually, and the members were
for the most l'},“hn members of the munici-
pal ccuncils. en the term of office was
lengthened, and as a result the Loeal
cils. Of the 750 organized municipalities
in the province 568 have Local Boards of

Boards were somewhat loosened from coun-

Health; 479 have appointed Mcdical He%tlh
Officers, and 150 Sanitary Inspectors. e
members of about half the Boards are pald
for meetings. Of the Medical Health Offi-
cers. 80 per cent. are paid by salary and
60 per cent. are paid for specific work,
Disappolnting Sat Not Discouraging.

The result of fifteen years’ work Dr.
Bryce thought disappointing, but not dls-
couraging, The public was becoming edu-
cated as regards sanitation, Two reasons
why the results had been disappointing
were that the Counclls would not vote
funds, and the Boards, being closely allied
to the Councils, would not enforce thelr
rights under the Act to Incur what expen-
ditnres they deemed necessary. Medical
Health Officers also had neglected to exer-
cise their legal rights.

Beuer dystemn Needed.

There were two other good reasons why
the present gystem couid not progress.
¥irst, because sanltary work was largely
selentific work, and members of Local
Boards of Health dld not understand how
to effectively deal with the troublesome
technical” matters that were frequently
arising; and second, because the extent of
the work in a single small munlieipality
was too limited to enable them to pay 2
Medical Health Officer for devoting such
time to the work as would make him con-
versant with all the phases of pubiic health
work: or to antagonize persons whose sel-
fish interests he might affect.

Improvements Neeaed,

Manifestly, the Doctor sald, three im-

s upom present methods were

the enlargement of sanitary dis-
triets so that they could afford to pay
adequately for the services of a Medical
Health Officer, who would devote all his
time to the work; provision for the train-
ing of men In the various branches of ap-
plied selence necessary to fit them to per-
form well the duties of a Medical Officer
of Health; permanency of tenure of office
for Medical Health Officers.

" BRITAIN WANTS CANADIAN PULP.

Canada is a country to-which.' tl'le
paper manufacturers of Great Britain
are paying no little attention at the
present moment. Two recent issues of
The World’s Paper Trade Review, pub-
lished in London, have a great many
references to the possibilities of this
country in the production of the raw
material of the paper indnstry. At the
anpual meeting of the Papermaker’s
Association of Great Britain, held last
month, it was stated that the imports
of foreign paper mow amount to £3,000,-
000 per annum. The chief anxiety of
the British papermakers seems to centre
on .the inroads that foreign countries,
especially the United States, are making
in the British “markets.

took place as to possibility of ejecting
the foreign paper manufacturer from
Great Britain. The association looks
to Canada to help them out of their
trouble. It was strongly urged that
the council of the association should
do something to enable the colonies to
become more closely associated with them,
if it only had the effect of increaging the
price of the raw product of the foreign
competitor, and a resolution was passed
to the effect that it would be advis-
able to cultivate closer relations with
Canada, and become interested in the
wood pulp trade of that country; further,

dians and the papermakers in this
country if a duty were placed on the
exports of pulp wood to the States.
The British papermakers, in short, want
Canada to a_fford special \preferential
treatment to Great Britain in this par-
ticular industry. The upshot of the dis-
cussion’ was that it was decided to ap-
point a committee with a view of con-
ferring with the Canadian minister as
to the possibility of increasing the expor-
tation of the raw material from the
Dominion of Canada to Great Britain.

Referring to the question editorially
The World’s Paper Trade Review says :
“The Scandinavians will not relish the
idea of British papermakers seeking re-
lief from.foreign competition by becom-
ing: wood pulp manufacturers with
works in Canada. - There is a feeling in
the trade that by combination some sub-
stantial advantages might possibly be -e-
ceived from the Canadian Government,
especially if it is shown that the future
weod pulp exportation to Great Britain
would be upon a much larger scale. It
is possible, however, that efforts would
be made in Canada to ship paper as
well as pulp, and in course of time
Canadian paper manufacturers may sup-
plant the Americans in the “news” trade
with Great Britain. But such a develop-
ment is not what British papermakers
want, although they no doubt would
ratheér see the business in"ﬂ;e hands of
the Canadians than the Americans.”

It is quite evident, from,the condition
of the paper trade in Great Britain and
from the disposition of the people of
that country towards Canada, that we
can get possession of -the British paper
markets if we only go the right way
about it. Great Britain has no pulp
wood of her own. She must import it
all, and she would much rather import
it from Canada than any other country.
If circumstances are such that she must
import paper instead of pulp then she
would rather import the paper from
Canada than the United States or any
other foreign country. Canada has in
abundance the raw material which the
British paper men so much desire. The
latter wish to deal with us in preference
to foreigners. It will be owing to the
stupidity of the Government if advantage
is not taken of these conditions and if
the paper trade of Canada is not bene-
fited in a very large degree.

NEW VIEW OF THE MONROE DOCTRINE.

The Monroe doctrine has been pre-
sented in an entirely mew light by Sir
Frederick Pollock, Professor of Jurispra-
dence at the University of Oxford. The
learned Professor proceeds on the
assumption that Great Britain, through
Canada, is an American power and
that she is therefore as much
interested as the United States in exclud-
ing European complications from this
continent. The assumption is paradoxi-
cal, it is true, and yet' it is. founded
on common sense., Spain has no such
interests in America as has Great
Britain. Canada and the United States
are being developed along parallel lines.
The only substantial difference between
the two countries is one of population.
In regard to extent of territory the Do-
minion is as large as the States. Great
Britain’s domain extends from ocean to
ocean, and her sovereignty “in America
antedates that of the Republic. Great
Britain is as much an American power
as the United States, and if there is
any virtue in the Monroe doctrine the
one country is as much entitled to share
in its benefits as the other. Such is
the opinion of the Oxford Professor.
The Daily Chronicle describes his letter
as “the wisest utterance yet made on
the subject.”

MEN AND THINGS.

The discussion of naval bases among
the authorities on the subject in England
is opportune and interesting. England
is committed to the principle, because
she has hitherto provided them, but
whether, in the changed condition of
things, further acquisitions are advisable
is the moot point. The general opinion
among naval men is that convenient
naval bases are essential to operations
by sea. This belief has its origin in
the theory that the navy which
can refit close at hand in any sea is

But does it apply to modern navies?

The fleets of the present day are compli-
cated: floating batteries, They do not,
as did the vessels in Nelson’s time, carry
spare material sufficient for refitting'
with them. - Consequently a naval base
is not merely a secure anchorage where
the erew may in safety repair the ship,
but must be a foundry, a machine shop
and a dry dock. It is for this reason
that many intelligent officers deprecate
the acquisition of more stations, unless
they can be strongly fortified and fitted
out with all these reguirements.

Admiral Colomb, who is as eminent
on the theoretical side of naval matters
as Lord Charles Beresford is on the
practical side, opposes very strongly the
seizure by Great Britain of any port in
China. He takes the ground that to
do so argues that the British fleet is
not strong enough to siege those of the
enemy, and points out that if it could
'not take Port Arthur from the Russians
|in the event of war, then it is below
its’ required strength. He thinks, too,
that la fortified harbor is likely to
ergender the idea that the fleet may
properly remain inside.

Lord Charles Beresford, on the other
hand,makes the very obvious remark that
the taking of Port Arthur would in all
probability result in the destruction and
iinjury of those very conveniences and
appliances there that a modern fleet re-
quires, and also that when taken it
would be of no earthly use if the enemy’s
fleet were in being and at sea, and that
it must be abandoned in order to liberate
the British fleet to fight it. He argues
that the refitting of a modern fleet is a
matter of immense and immediate conse-
quence, and that equally in case of de-
feat or vietory it is necessary to have
a handy and efficient port for shelter if
need be and for repairing the damages
due to any engagement.

This aspect of modern naval war is
quite distinet from the strategic theory
that the nearer a fleet is to its base of
supply the shorter is the line of com-
munication to be guarded and the less is
the danger of its being cut. Taking
the Cbina question as an illustration
Hong Kong is sufficient as the main
base of supply for operations in the
Chinese seas from a strategic point of
view, but it is too .far away to.aflord
immediate opportunity to repair a
victorious fleet for the speedy renewal
of hostilities in the north, or to give
slelter in case of defeat. Any sheltered
cove was enough one hundred years
ago to ship new masts and renew
shattered rigging, but to-day machinery
and power are required to make an
ironclad fit to go to sea again.

Great Britain has many naval bases
all over the world. Gibraltar will soon
be and Malta now is efficient and near
at hand for the ‘exigencies of war in
the Mecditerranean. . Halifax and Ber-
muda supply the same.want in the At-
lantic as do Hong Kong and HEsquimalt
in the Pacific. The Cape, the Mauritius
and Australia form effective bases 'in
the South Pacific. To. acquire others
without fortifying- them - and building
dry docks, arsenals and engineering
works is to give, as one Admiral has
said, hostages to fortune.

No one can. deny that the predomin-
ant idea of Great Britain, which Captain
Mahan has so clearly deduced from its
naval history, is to fight at sea, and
that' to destroy the enemy’s fleet is the
primary rule of war. To do this
effectively in every sea requires, as
geography shows, naval bases. all over
the world. Those who deprecate further
acquisitions found their objections on the
terdency they may engender to rely on
passive resistance, instead of active war-
fare. But while the military genius of

Great Britain adheres to. its old” time
idea, it is useless to regard a naval
base as hampecing the operations of a
flcet. If the spirit of Nelcon still lives,
the development -of the dockyard will
never be a drawback, but rather a help
to its permanence. Onlooker.

INEBRIATE PRISONERS.

Keeley Treatment is Being Considéred by
Prisoners’ Ald Associatlion—Re-
sults tn England.

As an outcome of the actlvity regarding
the treatment of inebriate prisoners, a com-
mittee is being formed in Toronto, similar
to one existing in London, Eng., for the
investigation of the results of the Keeley

method for the cure of inebriety.

The committee in England consists of the
Rev. Canon Fleming, B.D., Chaplain in Or-
dinary to the Queen, who has been acting
as chalrman; James Edmunds, M.D., con-
sulting physician to the London Temperance
Hospiial; James H. Raper, Willlam H.
Saunders, M.P., W. Hind, National Council

of Young Men's Christian Association, Exe-
ter Hall, and Dr. Dcnald Baynes. An ex-
tract from their sixth annual report, dated
Feb. 1, 1¢98. reads as follows: ‘‘The com-
mittee feel that the Keeley treatment has
now established a claim on the considera-
tion of the public and on the confidence of
all interested in temperance reformation,
which is justified by results. It is not tbo

much to say of the six years’ work in Lon-
don. which Is recorded. that ‘success has
be:n the rule, and failure has been the
exception.” ”’

Dr. Edmunds of the same committee also
states elsewhere: “We have a professional
rule against the use of secret remedies, and
to this rule in general I subscribe, but em-
inent physicians do not all adhere to this
non use of secret remedies. Dr. Keeley has
good reasons for not at present publishing
his prescripiions, Instead of locking up
unfortunate inebriates and morphine users,
Dr. Kceley cures -wi h remedies which act
as ouin.ne does in curing agne. Careful
wa'ching and study of the results has con-
vinced me that he knows more about hand-
I'ng morphia men and alchol drinkers
than all the rest of the profession put to-
gether, and I shall continpe to send such
of my patients to a Keeley Institute, even
though they strike my name off the roll
of the Royal College of Physicians.”

At a meeting of the Prisoners’ Ald Asso-
ciation on Monday, the treating of inebriate
prisoners by this method was discussed,
and it is to be hoped that something can
be done in this direction ere long.

Company te Ercet a Second Plant at Trail
to Treat Galema.

The Canadian Pacific evidently in-
tends to supplement .its network of
railways in the Kootenay by a systom
of smelters designed to handle the ore
fiom the mines tapped by the company’s
tracks. Having, as already announced,
purchased the Heinze smelter at Trail,
the C.P.R. is now adding to its ' plaat
two new blasts, which will bring the
daily capacity up to 500 toms.

But this is not all. Word comes
from the west that the railway com-
pany will shortly erect a lead smelter at
I'rail, the plant to be in operation before
the first of the new year. This . lead
stack will be erected on Smelted hill,
immediately adjoining .the property
acquired from Heinze.
