TELEGRAPH LINE TO DAWSON.

Early Setting-In of Cold Weather
,Has Compelled a Cessation of
{ Work When Nearly Completed.
Asheroft, B.C., Oct. 26,—Mr. J. B. Charle-
son, superintendent of Yukon telegraph
construction, reached here to-day from
Quesnelle. On his arrival Mr. Charleson
found a report from Mr. J. Y. Rochester,
who has charge of the work of construction

south from Telegraph Creek. Mr. Rochester
states that the line is complete to a point
approximately 167 miles northwest of Haz-
elton, and that, owing to deep snow, severa
weather and the daily loss of animals, he
is compelled to suspend further work on
the line this winter, The line is complete
from the south to & point 157 miles north-
west of Hazelton, so that, allowing for the
unexplored and unsurveyed country thru
which the line passes, a distance of not
more than 15 or 20 miles separate the two
ends. Mr, Rochester could only continue
the work at imminent risk to the lives of
his party, and, much as he regrets abandon-
ing the work, with the completion almost
within reach, he deemed it prudent to take
no risks, but to return to Telegraph Creek
while he had ‘the chance. Arrangements
may be made to bridge the gap with In-
dian runners, but nothing definite can he
said on this point by Mr. Charleson, until he
has conferred with Mr. Rochester, who is
on his way out.

HOLY TRINITY CHURCH,

Celebrated Its Fifty-Third Anni-
versary at a Special Service
Held Last Night.

Ever Received at the Assay Office in
Wall Street, New York, is
From Canada.

IT WEIGHS OVER 753 POUNDS

Of the Solid Yellow Metal Worth
$154,000—-From the COariboo
Hydraulie Mine.

New York, Oct.  26.—The biggest nugget
of gold ever received at the Assay Office
m'wu’l-street. according to Supt. Andrew
Mason, arrived yesterday from the Cari-
boo Consolidated Hydraulic Mining Com-
pany in British Columbia. It was consign-
ed to the New York agents of the Bank
of Montreal, at No. 61 Wall-street.

The nugget contained a fraction over
7563 pounds of the solid yellow metal snd
is valued at $154,000. It came in a solid
cone the shape of a beehive and stood about
two feet in height. This cone wag wrap-
ed In canvas and fitted with an oblong

x made of two-inch planks and heavily.

The detalls of ballot-stealing and other

About 20 per cent, of the residents of On-
tario have been deprived of their votes
thru the Govemment’s , bungling.

Gave Him Good Advice -
Last Year,

BUT 0OM PAUL WAS BELLIGERENT.

The Old Man Will Sojourn for the
Winter at Nice, According to
Dr. Leyds,

The Hague, Oct. 26.—The Government has
submitted” to the States General the' text
of three secret despatches which the Dutch
Minister of Foreign Affairs sent to Mr.
Kruger last year, dated May 13th, Aug. 1.
and Aug. 15, all of which counselled him
in the true interests of the Transvaal to be
as moderate and conciliatory as possible
towards Great Britain, and estimated that
any appeal to Germany or any great power
would be barren of result and highly dan-
gerous to the South African Republie.

Kruger's replies were also given. All
these displayed a strong objection to aceept
Great Britain's proposal of an international
commission, the final despatch declaring

that he had no intention to appéal to the
powers.

Kruger Will Stay at Nice.

Paris, Oect. 26.—Dr. Leyds, the Transvaal
agent, who is in this city for a few days,
was questioned by a representative of the
Associated Press to-day with reference to
the plans of former President Kruger. He
sald:

**Most of the stories published on the
subject are Imaginative. Mr. Kruger is
an old man and not accustomed to a cold
climate, so it is likely he wiil sojourn in
the neighborhood of Nice for the winter.”

Kruger to Land at Algiers,

Algiers, Oct. 26.—It is asserted here that
the Netherlands Governnient has notified
the Dutch Counsul in Algiers that the Dutch
cruiser Gelderland, on which Mr. Kruger
is being brought from Lorenzo Marquez,
will land him here and that he will only
proceed to France after a stay In Algiers,
the length of which has not been decided.

- The Wheat Situation.

There are still conflicting opinions and
predictions in England regarding the future
Fprice of wheat. Beerbohm of London, re-
ferring last Saturday,to the recent small
decline in the price of wheat, looks for dn

ascertained deficlency in  the American
spring crop and on less favorable indica-
tions regarding the Argentine erop. A Liv-
erpool  authority, however, ‘writing to
Montreal cors ents, looks for lower
rather than higher prices In the mear fu-
ture, basing his belief on the heavy stocks
in the United Kingdom, referred to by us
last week, as it is expected they will show
a much Jarger volume at the end of the
present month than at the close of last
month; in fact, it would not be surprising
if they reached the big total of 22,000,000
or 28,000,000 bushels, and Beerbohm expects
them to amount,to 24,000,000 bushels, whish
would be the largest stocks in all ports of
the United Kingdom sinced805. How time
does slip by! We have scarcely stopped
discussing the results of the harvest, ere
four months of the: cereal’ year have pass-
ed, leaving only eight months' consump-
tion to be provided for, and that there wﬁl
be ample supplies for the world’s require-
ments until another harvest, with a good
balance to be carrled over to the next
crop, is almost a foregome conclusion. Pre-
sent prices may, therefore, not be too low,
and others think they may not be too high.
but, taking into cobsjderation the ample
stocks of wheat on Both sides of the At-
lantic at the present time, and the indis-
sition manifested on the part of foreign
uyers to provide for their wants beyond
the immediate future, we see no reason
for a much further enhancement of values
Just yet.- Those who were expecting 90c
to $1 wheat by this time must have be2n
sadly disappointed. Recent advices from
the winter wheat sectlons of the. United
States affirm that most of the wheat Is now
in the ground, and a considerable portion
of it is growing micely. Weather ‘condi-
tions have been generally good since seed-
ing commenced, and the acreage sown is
said to ‘be about equal to that of a year
ago.—Montreéal Trade. Bulletin,
