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Talk War Tax
ToHold Up

 Revenue .

US. Committee on -Ways and
Means Consider Radical Pro-
posal to Offset Losses of
Revision of Tariff.

WASHINGTON, Feh. 3.—Resumption
of many of the Spanish-American war
taxes for the purpos: of raising suffi-
cient revenue to .run the government
is under consideration by the Republi-
can members of the house committee
on ways and means, wuo are engaged
in fraining the new Payne tariff pill.

This means that a revision of the in-
ternal revenue laws as well as the cus-
toms duties is in contemplation, and it
was learned to-day that among other
items now thrpatened .under this plan
with an increase in taxes are beer,
which may be raised $1 a barrel; pro-
prietary medicines, which it is propos-
ed to tax in proport.on to the amount
of alcohol they contain; coffee at tnree
cents a pound, which is not now taxed,
and tea, now also on the free list. In
addit.on, the war tax on iLank cheques
and drafts may be resumed,

It is estimated that these. proposed
systems of taxation will yield an an-
nual revenue approximating $150,000,000,

In untangling the whole tariff situ-
éflon as tased upon the evidence sub-
mitted to the committee the Repunli-
cans’ have found ' themselves face to
face with a problem of raising revenue
which they did not anficipate when
they undertook the job ‘tJf framing a
new tariff bill. v »

Not only is the government now fac-
{inz a tremendous dencit, which it is
| estimated may reach $135,000.000 by the
! close of the next fiscal year, but 1t the
{ demand for free iron and steel, lumber,

Hamllton Herald: W. ¥. Maclean did
good public service ye.torda{’ when
he stood up .in his place in par-
lilament and made . some
ous remarks on the subject of
the projected . issue of $60,000,000 of
. P. R. stock. The ‘arrangement
is, as usual, to allot this stock at par
to the present shareholders, notwith-
standing that C.P.R, stock is selling
in the open market at a premium of
76 per cent. The time has passed for
claiming that ‘the financial arrange-
ments of a great public-service cor-
poration are none of the public's busi-
ness, They dre very much the p c's
business, and Mr. Maclean did no more
than his duty in directing the atten-
tion of parliament to the matter. If
this new issue of stock were sold in
the public market ‘it would put into the
company's treasury far more than $50,-
000,000—probably = something between
eighty and ninety millions, Thus the
present shareholders would 1lose a
bonus of some thirty odd miilions, but
the Canadian public would be the gain-
er, for the surplus could be used for
needed extensions and ,improvements.
But the proposed arrangement is simp-
ly a plan for watering the stock of
the C. P. R, and upon—the watered
stock dividends will-have to be earned,
and the dividenda will have to be earn-
ed out of the Canadian people in freight
and passenger rates| If this form of
stock-watering were to be continued,
the time might never come for the
lowering of rallway rates, for the plea
would always be made that it is neces-
sary for the company to earn fair divi-
dends for its shareholders,

Whatever action . parliament may
take on this particular case, it should
be settled as a matter of general policy
that in the revision of rallway rates
from time to time the Dominion Rail-

TORONTO RAILWY NOW
ON 84513 0F 7 PER GENT.

President Mackenzie = Refers to
Company as Best Friend of
City’s Taxpayers.

The announcement by President Wil-
liam Mackenzie at the annual meet-
ing of the Toronto Street Raflway Co.
vesterday that the dividend would be
increased from 6 to 7 per cent. was
greeted with much satisfaction by the
30 shareholders present.

Mr., Mackenzie said that owing . to
the growth of the city and the small
mileage it was a difficult matter to
handle the traffic’ economically, but
that this had been done by carefully
scheduling cars.

“We are the best frlends the tax-
payers of the city have,” was his com-
ment on the fact that since 1891, when
the company began operations, the city
has received $4,560,000 in revenue.

The acquisition of the Electrical De-
velopment Company meant that the
street railway was assured of a con-
stant and unlimited supply of power.

Henry O’Hara, in moving a vote of
thanks to the directors, referred ap-
preciatively to the services of Manager
R. J. Fleming, as did also the seconder,
William Crocker.

The Directors’ Report.

The directors’ report showed an In-
crease ‘in net earnings for the year of
$103,264.91. Gross earnings were $3,-
566,493.72, while $1,889,046.62 was re-
expenses, leaving $1,677,447.10 in net
“sundry. incomes,’”’ making .the total
net $1,721,226.36. The city received $578,-
994.56 from percentage of . gross re-
celpts, mileage allowance and taxes,
while interest on bonds was' $195,088.33,
a total deduction of $774,027.89, leaving
a surplus of $947,198.47. Four quarterly
dividends at 1 1-2 per cent, came to
$479,618.80, leaving a net surplus after
payment of dividends and fixed charges
of ~ $467,684.67.

After commenting upon the increase
of $147,006.64 in gross earnings as very
satisfactory, considering the general
depréssion, it is pointed out that the
cost of operation has decreased,largely
owing to reduction in the cost of power.
