Was Nurse In Hospital and Died
Under Suspicious  Cir-
cumstances.

CHICAGO, May b5.—(Special.)—Con-
tradictory statements as to the cause
of death of Miss Elizabeth Dean, su-

k perintendent of the Frances Willard

Hospital to-day, may result in an in-
vestigation to-morrow by Coroner Peter
M. Hoffman. Miss' Dean died in great
pain, after. an illness eof a little over
twenty-four hours; and in eircumstan-
ces indicating . poisoning.

After an autopsy held at the hospital,
it was anhounced that death was caus-
ed by acute hemorrhagic pancreatitis.
No report was made to the coroner by
the hospital authorities. Coroner Hoff-
man declared at sight he would order
an investigation.

The earliest report of the death of
Miss Dean was of poisoning from Paris
green or some.coloring maitter used to
color green peas. It also was stated by
men Jones, an elevator pilot in the

A laundress, were dangerously ill, and
that others had-suffered in a less de-
gree from an iiness resembling that
from which Miss Dean died.

Miss Dean had served as superin-
tendent of the Francls Willard Hos-
Pital since Nov. 1, 1909.

It is believed
that ai] are dead. "The mines are own-
ed by the Palos Coal and Coke Com<
pany of Birmingham. Tweo bodies
thought few ‘can be recoved before
morning:

The flames frcmr the explosvon shot
200 feet into the air, and the shock was
felt - for mhiles. Timbers were hurled
several hundred feet from the month
of the mine. Rocks from the roof
caved in and made access diflicult. The
fan machinery was damaged, but air
is being pumped  into the mine to-
night in hopes that some of the men
are: still alive. - A spedial train with
physicians, surgeons and undertakers
arrived at Palos late to-day. A hos-
pital relief also was sent from Bir-
mingham.
