Canada’s trade for the ten 
months totaled $1.982,694,310^ 
pared to $1,875,112,978 for the same 
period last fiscal year.

Increase in Customs.
For the past ten months the trade 

balance favorable to Canada was 
$236,273.101, compared with $283,067,000 
for the same period in the previous 
fiscal year. The customs duties for 
the month were $18,088,916 and for the 
ten months $148,017.965 an Increase 
for the ten months of nearly seventeen 
million dollars. Exports show a con­
siderable Increase tn agricultural pro- 
ducts and a slight decrease In manu­
factured products, especially in chem­
icals, Iron and steel and ore, while 
exports of textiles and paper products 
show a large increase.

Woodsworth of seditious libel 
was withdrawn by the crown, the in­
tended evidence being the same as in 
the Dixon case, but a charge of 
seditious utterance against Woods- 
worth stands over to' the spring 
sizes. >

When the Jury pronounced its ver­
dict after deliberating on the - case 
since Saturday afternoon Dixon's 
friends ln court broke .Into cheers and 
applause until they were silenced by 
the court crier. Dixon stood in the 
prisoner’s dock and heara the verdict 
of acquittal calmly.

Mr. Justice Galt, who heard the 
case, congratulated the accused on 
the verdict, and said:

Some Praise by Judge.
“At the same time, I would like to 

warn you not to take part in the future 
in such transactions. You have shown 
by your demeanor and m conducting 
your defence that you are a man of con­
siderable attainments, high ability and- 
education. Such a man ought to be an 
honor to his. country. Whether thru ig­
norance or force of circumstances, you 
have shown yourself to be ln alignment 
in fomenting what-was, in my opinion, 
an unlawful strike.

"Fortunately for you, the Jury found 
you not guilty of seditious iptent in 
writing these articles. Other articles 
tha't you have written showed that you 
advocated constitutional methods in at­
taining reform. Free speech, e'f course, 
is always allowed under our constitu­
tional rights. I do hope that in the fu­
ture you will cease to ally yourself with 
such men as took part in the conspiracy 
at the Calgary conference. Of course, 
you were not there, and tha.t is in your 
favor."

Dixon had nothing to say during the 
session.

Ottawa, Feb. 16.—Driving snow into 
deep drifts and reducing the temper­
ature to the neighborhood of zero; a 
northwesterly gale which began on 
Saturday morning brought with it the 
severest Storm of the winter.

Train service has been disorganized 
to an extent not experienced this 
year. Battling against drifts which 
have blocked the tracks over a large 
area, trains struggled into 
Station today hours lkte. Many have 
been canceled, others are as much as 
12 hours behind time. Street railway 
traffic has been maintained only at 
the cost of a maximum expenditure of 
energy, and every aval.afele piece of 
storm-fighting apparatus on both 
steam and electric railways has been 
called into commission.

The storm reached its height on 
Sunday night and blew the snow into 
■olid drifts which made traffic a dif­
ficult undertaking, 
streets were already wearing the ap­
pearance of snow canyons.

Reports from the rai.ways go to 
•how that the fight against the wea­
ther has been the severest for two 
years. At least one Ottawa train gave 
up the struggle and was canceled. 
This was the New York Central train 
from Tupper Lake, N. Y., to Ottawa 
via Cornwall, due in Ottawa at, 11.60 
a.m. Other trains on the same road 
have been taken off also.

Train Stalled.
There was no New York sleeper for 

Ottawa this morning, owing to the 
train having been stalled the other 
■ide of the border. This sleeper usual­
ly arrives on the Grand Trunk train 
due here at 11.46 a.m. This train ran. 
but lost one hour and 40 minutes be­
tween Montreal and Ottawa.

The C.P.R. “Soo" train due in Ot­
tawa at 5.30 a.m., was 12 hours lata, 
when last heard of, being expected ln 
Ottawa round 6 o’clock tonight. The 
Imperial, C.P.R. No. 1, was due ln 6.20 
this morning, but at 11 o’clock 
said to be battling against a fierce 
storm six and a half hours late. The 
C.P.R. Toronto train lost lour hours 
between the Queen City and Ottawa 
and steamed in at noon, instead of 
the customary 7.46 a.m. The C.P.R. 
train from the west was four hours 
late and the C.N.R. from Toronto an 
hour late. The Grand Trunk train 
from Montreal readied Ottawa an 
hour and three-quarters behind 
schedule.

Quebec, Feb. 16.—Quebec district Is 
battling with the worst Olizzard of the 
season since early ounday morning. 
Swept by a gale whicn oiten attained a 
velocity ot titty-three miles an hour, 
nine and three-quarter inches of snow 
fell since the storm started, about 
thirty-six hours ago, and the result was 
a bad crippling of all train and suburban 
tram services, while tne ferry between 
the south and the nortn shores at Que­
bec were also hard hit.

The trains- on the south shore were 
particularly delayed. Tue Maritime Ex­
press, which left Montreal last evening, 
and was due at Levis at midnight, fame 
in at 6.20 this morning. She was de­
layed three hours at St. Hyacinthe, and 
three locomotives had to be hitched on 
to the train to pull her thru the huge 
drifts that blocked the track. The other 
trains also suffered delays. Telephone 
and telegraph companies report no seri­
ous trouble anywhere.

Tlte 'letter says it is rea­
sonably certain' that no danger to the 
United States tir to the proper con­
duct of the world league is to be ex­
pected from the six votes which are 
printed in the unterrifying official 
form “Britleh Empire, Canada, Aus­
tralia, South Africa, New Zealand, 
India.” It goes om to point out that 
the United States has also with it 
Cluba, Panama, Dominican Republic, 
Nicaragua, Haiti and that, therefore, 
the United States has no right to 
complain when each nation controls 
five votes; also that the protectorates 

jot. the United States have adopted 
policies steadily followed by four suc­
cessive presidents at Washington.

The letter disclaims any intention if 
criticizing the protectorate policy rt the 
government, and -Winds up with the fol­lowing:

"The significant point Is that the 
United States cannot fairly enjoy all the. 
advantage* of these protectorates and 
then go before the world with the cry 
that Greqt Britain has Jockeyed us by 
securing six votes In a negative and al­
most powerless assembly In which we 
have, but one vote. No one acquainted 
with public affaire can suppose that the 
representatives of Haytl, Panama, the 
Domlcan republic, Nicaragua and Cuba 
ln the world aeeemly will ever be hosti.e 
to the United States. Not one of them 
would dream of Joining a league >f na­
tions wlthoüt the gracious nod of Uncle 
Sam. Those five votes would practi­
cally be at All times in the vest oockei 
of American ’representatives in the as­
sembly, acting under instructions from 
Washington."

"The powers urge upon the Dutch 
government in the most solemn and 
pressing manner the Importance attach­
ing to fresh consideration of the ques­
tion put before her. They desire that it 
may be clearly understood how grave 
the situation might become if the Neth­
erlands government were not in a posi­
tion to give those assurances which the 
safety of Europe so imperatively » de­
mands."

“We are 
still fighting against overwhelming 
odds,’’ commented Mies Bickle, who is 
in charge of the relief work, “but the 
situation today looks a little bright­
er.”

Fred Bancroft, in Minority Re­
port, Also Recommends Straight 

Wage Advance.
Ottawa, Feb. 16.—(By Canadian l-’ress.) 

—In a minority report on the difference 
between the Canadian Pacific Railway 
and ;ts. sleeping car porters, which 
roaclreu the labor department today, F rod 
Bancroft, employes’ representative on 
tlie _lcard of conciliation which investi­
gated the dispute, recommends the re­
instatement of those amongst the seven 
dismissed porters desirous of returning 
to the service. The other members of 
the board. Judge Colin G. Snider, chair­
man, and 'Mr. U. E. Gillen, who re­
presented the employers, 
selves unable to make any recommenda­
tion along these lines owing to the na­
ture of the contract between the rail­
way company and the porters.

With iegard to the question, of wages, 
Mr. Bancroft recommended a straight 
advance of $25 per month for each port­
er over the prevailing salaries, which, 
he states, are $75 and $85 per month, 
according to the class of service.

Big Human Toll,
Sirfce January first influenza has 

taken a human toll of 243 lives, while 
pneumonia in that period has claimed 
184 Toronto citizens as victims. At a 
conservative estimate it ie thought 
that 20,000 Torontonians have suffered 
from either of the two infections.

Ail the hospitals are still at work 
combating the epidemic, at full 
speed. There are 42 patients under 
treatment at the Burnside Hospital*, 
fou- of them being admitted over the 
week-end, while in that time three 
deaths occurred. During the past 48 
hours, 197 admissions have been filed 
into the foqr larger Toronto hospitals, 
as follows: General, 37 admissions. 
Grace 27, St. Michael's , 80, Western 
53 admissions.

There are still a number of small* 
pox eases being reported dally, but 
the figures are gradually diminishing 
During the past 43 hours there have 
been 10 new cases reported. The de­
partment of health has now 217 cases 
under observation, while the total 
number of deaths since the outbreak 
of the epidemic is seven.

Among these were: Em­
ployes awarded promotions (bulletined 
positions) to be given 30 days in 
which to qualify, and failing to qual­
ify in that time to retain all their sen­
iority rights and to be permitted to 
continue to bid for bulletined posi­
tions, Seniority to also govern reduc­
tions in the staffs. A seniority roster 
of all employes to be placed in posi­
tions accessible to all employes, the 
rosters to be mutually ratified toy the 
management and duly accredited re­
presentatives of the employes them­
selves. ,

2. When employes are to be tried 
for offences of any nature all wit­
nesses or others called to the trial 
shall be compensated for all loss of 
time incurred, and if the accused men 
are exonerated from blame they shall 
be fully compensated for all losses in­
curred.

3. Leave of absence: Refusal , to 
grant leave of absence when permis­
sible (when employes can be spared) 
is an improper practice and may be 
handled as a ‘case of unjust discrim­
ination. All employes who have join­
ed the forces shall be considered as on 
leave of absence provided they regis­
ter with their companies within thirty 
days after release from the anmy or 
from exceptional employment. So far 
as consistent with the requirements of 
tire companies employee shall be given 
one day’s rest in every seven, not ne­
cessarily Sunday.

4. Transportation: When employes 
transported from pillar to poet in

the interests of the company they, 
their dependents and chattels shall be 
transported free when such transpor­
tation does .not conflict with the fed­
eral laws.

5. Women shall be paid rates on an 
equality with men.

Only one 
man in five to whom the two hundred 
thousand questionnaires were address­
ed troubled himself to reply. But that 
reply indicates a feeling of unrest 
among the American farmers amount­
ing to revolt The complaints sound 
familiar, relating

King of profits by the middleman, 
and the prospective decline in the 
prices of farm products. Some of the 
farmers eay they Intend to sell out 
and move to town; others talk of a 
farmers' strike, and all predict a

Wihat the farmer lhas to buy, we are 
told, costs so much that he cannot 
make money unless he receives cor­
respondingly high prices for what he 
has to sell. Pressure from the public 
for a redact!onTn the cost of living is 
principally directed to lowering the 
price of farm products. This, it is 
said, reduces the profits of the farmer 
who works harder, lives harder, and 
gets less pleasure out of life than any 
other class in the community.

Perhaps the farmer is taking too 
gloomy a view of his condition. But 
the migration from the farm to the 
cities, towns and villages bids fair to 
continue, and presents the most ser­
ious problem with which Canada and 
tlia United States are alike confront­
ed. It may be a problem too difficult 
and complicated to be dealt with by 
any government. Certainly no gov­
ernment up to date has done anything 
much towards solving it.

Some attempt, it is true, has been 
made by the Non-partisan League in 
North Dakota which a year or two 
ago obtained control of the state gov­
ernment, What has been accomplish­
ed it is difficult at this distance to

Budapest, Feb. 16,—Many thousands 
of aristocrats have gathered for the 
opening of parliament, attracted by 
the possibility of the revival of the 
house of lqrds composed of the landed 
aristocracy and the clergy.

There is much competition between 
these "headquarters, the Karolyi fac­
tion working for the restoration of 
the royalist rule, without reference to 
a choice of ruler, while the Weterhazy 
organization is working for Archduke 
Joseph-

One of the arguments for -the res­
toration of royalty, given by Countess 
Bethlen, who is supposed to be a de­
scendent of the rulers of Transtvania 
during the Turkish domination, is, “it 
is cheaper than a republic.”

The. assembly Is likely to rush thru 
Its work in order to elect a constitu­
tional parliament, so that the peace 
treaty may be ratified, in case the as­
sembly decides it has not sufficient 
authority to ratify it itself. „ Many 
disputes are arising as to the powers 
and prerogatives of the assembly, es­
pecially regarding the question of the 
dynasty.

"Toronto finance has for some time 
admitted that its old attitude to pub­
lic ownership cannot longer be main- ■ 
tabled. Foair considerations have 
mainly entered into that change.

“First of all, the Ontario people 
have repeatedly shown, by votes tak­
en in every section of the province, 
and under a 'great variety at condi­
tions, that they are for the public 
ownership and operation of public 
utilities.

. “Second, the war has finality dem­
onstrated that there is a "world-wide 
movement away from the old stand­
ards of economic control.

“Third: The present Canadian rail­
way situation is the outcome of die 
virtual insolvency of tbriee great rail­
ways which were built under the aius- 
pices of financial dominations which 
were hostile to public ownership.

"Fourth: The Canadian National 
Railways are in their second year of 
administration without the evils of 
partisan political control, which for­
merly was the bugbear raised toy the 
foes of public ownership.

Not Certain About Radiale.
“Put these things together and any 

sane man can see that capital and 
finance—not always the same thing, 
mind you—have got to recognize that 
the public will henceforth be the bo sc, 
and that the public has come out of 
its -blissful ignorance which formerly 
encouraged finance to treat it as if it 
were foll-y -to prake it wise."

“Do you suggest,” I asked, “that To­
ronto finance will become the big bat­
talion of public ownership.?”

"Not exactly thaff 'because it is 
mighty hard for old dogs to learn new 
tricks. But you will see Toronto fin­
ance the friend of public ownership, 
with regard to 'the National Railways 
—which is a mighty long distance 
ahead of where it was a few years 
ago.”

"And what about the attitude to 
Hydro radiais?”

‘That is a horse of a slightly dif­
ferent color, and, everything depends 
on the essential soundness of the 
radial schemes. The question is en- 
tirely one of efficiency. Perhaps you ’*

Lenroot. reservation now before the 
United States senate, has intensified 
interest in Canada’s position .in con­
nection with the treaty fight now be­
ing waged in Washington. The gen­
eral opinion here Is that Mr. Rowell’s 
declaration has strengthened the 
hands of the group of senators op­
posed to the Lenroot reservation.

The New York Globe, under the 
heading, “Canada is Right," said edi* 
torlally on Saturday:

"Most enlightened Americans will be 
In hearty sympathy with the protest 
of the Canadian government against 
the acceptance of any reservations 
that would deprive Canada of her vote 
and full standing 'in the league. Our 
interest as well as our sense of Jus­
tice should lead us (o give our hearty 
assent; for even those who are blind 
with hatred of England ought fo 
that a practically independent Canada, 
with a vote and discretion of her own, 
is a safer neighbor than one that gets 
dust in its eye whenever a whiff of 
wind blows along Downing Street.

“The interests of the United States 
In the league will be amply protected 
by the provision, which England and 
het dominions are quite willing to 
dorse, that no member of the, British 
Empire shall vote in any dispute in 
which the empire or any of its mem­
bers is a party. On other matters the 
colonies are as likely to vote with the 
United States as against her; or. if a 
battle of votes were attempted, we 
rally to our support the votes of Cuba, 
Haiti, Honduras, Nicaragua and Pan­
ama. which we can control as easily 
as England can control the votes of 
Canada, Australia, New 
South Africa and India.”

Mia A Dilemma in Status.
Mr. Rowell, as acting foreign min-, 

ister, has made himself the champion 
of Canadian nationality in the league 
of nations. At every opportunity he 
lhas expoundthe position for which 
there has been a good deal of striving 
since ,tho armistice. In a period of 
general governmental inarticulation 
this may be counted 'to him for right­
eousness.

Hie latest protest against the Amer­
ican effort to diminish tlhe dominions’ 
importance in the league of nations is 
vigorous and timely. But, on one point 
at least, it will tend to mystify Can­
ada's friends in the United States, 
who delight to see ns emerge from all 
semblance of the colonial status into 
full nationhood.

Mr. Rowell makes the interesting 
point that republics like Cuba, (Guate­
mala, Haiti and Panama, which are 
in the league, are really dependencies 
of the United States. In any con­
siderable war affecting the world’s 
peace they would bo practically neg­
ligible—at least in comparison with 
Canada’s effort in Europe.’ In military 
policy, at least, they would be as 
helpless to withstand the influence ot 
the United States as Serbia was 
against Austria in 1914. But, as,Mr.
Rowell Intimates, "they are absolutely 
distinct in the league, and for the 
United _ States to object to Canadian 
■mdit^duality in the league is to be 
mcogisistent with the American alti­
tude to the Caribbean states.

The 
basis of. this in brief was the creation of 
a buffer state of Flume and adjacent 
territory, the united States, as repre­
sented by Under-Secretary Polk, was a 
party to the arrangement.

After the Withdrawal from Europe of 
the American peace commissioners, and 
while the Adriatic issue was still a sub­
ject of discussion between the principals, 
a meeting was held in London çf the en­
tente premiers, Lloyd George, Clemen­
ceau and Nitti, and an entirely new plan 
was drawn up without participation by 
the United States and forwarded in the 
shape of an ultimatum to the Jugo-Slav 
government. The basis of this was trie 
j ecognnioh - of Italy's title to much of 
the eastern coast of the Adriatic and 
Dalmatia, and there were other substan­
tial additions to, Italian claims which 
did -notr. agree tn -principle with the or­
iginal understanding.

The latest American note was in the 
nature of à protest against this method 
bf procedure. It was not an ultima turn 
or a threat, but pointed out that If per­
sisted In this. would leave the United 
States in the position of being expected 
to ratify a. treaty which confirmed 
boundary lines beyond readjustment 
which it already had declared to be 
wrong. And furthermore it Aims recalled 
that this latest move had been made 
by the premiers without consultation or 
advice from the Washington government, 

the United States would be bound 
to abide by the results should it ratify 
the treaty.

It was an artillery day with the 

Canadian Club yesterday, with a bril­
liant example of the university pro­
fessor turned soldier, as the speaker. 
Brig.-Gen. Andrew G. L. McNaugh­
ton, C.M.G., D.S.O., discussed the 
Canadian artillery*» work in the war. 
Ae he commanded the heavy artillery 
and made a unique reputation In that 
capacity he was more than qualified 
for the duty. He wad a professor at 
McGill before the war. He looks only 
about *5 years old, and his careless­
ly-attended dark hair and quiet, mod­
est bearing helped to make him seem 
more like a school principal than a 
warrior of high degree.

Gen. McNaughton paid high tribute 
to the infantry, and called the artil­
lery "only an auxiliary army.” But 
his facts, rather than his assertions, 
showed how helpless the Infantry was 
without the big guns behind. Here 
are only a few of his facts; In the 
autumn of 1914 the British army in 
France and Belgium had 484 guns. At 
the armistice the total was 6,487. The 
maximum range in 1914 was 3 1-2 
miles. In 1918 it, was 18 miles. AU 
thru the German guns outranged ours 
by SO per cent. In March, 1916, the 
Canadian artillery had only three 
rounds of ammunition per gun per 
week. In the last hundred days we 
had 7 1-2 guns per 1,000 troops, as 
against the Americans’ 6 1-2 per 1,000 
troops. In taking the key to Valen­
ciennes shortly before the armistice— 
it had been taken and evacuated by 
other troops—there was a gun for 
every five Infantrymen. In 190 min­
utes 2,140 tons of ammunition were 
fired on a front of 2,000 yards. The 
Germans were driven out and made 
no attempt to come back. In one sec­
tor thereafter 800 Germans were bur­
led. We lost 60 killed and the German 
casualties of 2,254, were 600 more 
than our total force engaged In the 
operation.

A N Important statement from a Paris couturier Is tnst embroidery Is more fash- 
lonable than ever. Motifs In some tangible form are sure to be found upon1 Artillery Wins Battle*.

That was a special, but typical illu­
stration of the battle-winning, life­
saving quality of abundant artillery, 
the furnishing of which was a great 
consideration with General Currie. 
Broadly, It explained the difference 
between the Canadian record in the 
hundred days of the final push and 
the American record during 47 days 
of their Argonne-Meiise concluding 
offensive.

We had 105,000 men, the Americans 
650,000. Our men defeated 47 known 
German divisions, and elements of 22 
other divisions. The Americans de­
feated 46 German divisions, and had 
the help of i French divisions. The 
ammunition expended by the ’Cana­
dian artillery, as measured in rounds 
per 1,000 troops per day, was over 
three times as much as that fired by 
the American artillery. The casualties 
suffered by the Americans per Ger­
man division defeated, were 2,000 
against 975 suffered by the Canadians 
per German division defeated.

Many interesting sidelights on ar­
tillery warfare were thrown by Gen. 
McNaughton. Lack of standardization 
in shells was for long a great handi­
cap. The Germans suffered because 
they fixed so many batteries to a divi­
sion, and in action could not transfer 
their artillery support from division 
to division. On one side the organiza­
tion was such that artillery support 
could be thrown wherever it was most 
needed./

As to quantity of ammunition used 
in the war, the general said Waterloo 
was won with 9,000 rounds of artillery 
ammunition weighing 87 tons. The 
average expenditure of Canadian 
shells at Passchendaele was 48",500 
rounds, weighing 1,870 tons. In the 
Boor war the British army fired only 
278,000 shells, weighing only 2,800 
tons, or not much in excess 'of the 
Canadian outlay In the Valenciennes 
operation In a single day, on a 2,000 
yard front.

And, in sum, not a single Canadian 
gun was left with the enemy—a 
unique record among all the national 
armies in the war.

More Than One-Half Trad­

ing in Montreal Market.

One Opened- is of Great 
Length and Good Values 
at Depth Are Indicated. ACTIVE

Montreal, -Feb. 16.—The stock market 
today was extremely quiet and out of 
the ten thousand shares traded In At­
lantic Sugar furnished more than half, 
the stock moving at the general trend of 
prices, closing at 89%, a net gain of 1% 
points. Spanish River was not active 
and both common and preferred sagged, 
the former losing a full point at 83% 
and the latter a point and a half at 
121. Dominion Cannera rose on small 
trading to 57%, a net gain of 1% points.

A feature of the trading was the sharp 
break In Abitibi common, which changed 
hands at 260 to 255, a net loss of ten to 
fifteen points. Other paper stocks were 
Brompton, which closed steady at 76, 
Riordon down three points at 176 and 
Wayagamack. which at 74%, ex-dividend 
one per cent., showed a gain of 1% 
points. The traction and power stocks 
were all down except Shawinlgan, which 
gained a fraction at 111. Quebec Rail­
way lost 1% points at 29. The largest 
loss for the day was In Maple Leaf, 
which was traded in at 184%, a net 
Iosa of 18%. the heaviest of the day.

In the bond Met there was a firming 
tendency to the 1925 war loan, the re­
maining loans being unchanged, 
trading listed 10,500; bonds, $196,700;

The Kibble vein at West Shining 
Tree la three miles In lengrth, accord­
ing to the report made by John C. 
Rogers, the experienced mining engi­
neer at Copper Cliff. Ontario. And on 
the Herrick gold mine there are two 
veins of the same type. These veins 
are the most persistent in northern 
Ontario. They have a strike nearly 
north and south and -ppear to be 
aateUltlc to the great dlahaatc flows 
so prominent in this pert of Shining 
Tree. Only one of these specially 
etronj fissures has as yet been opened 
up on the - Herrick. This is proved 
to be of great length and exceedingly 

• well defined. At a. depth of 800 feet, 
as determined by diamond drill, there 
Is a width of 22 feet of ore averaging 
over $15 per ton.

The other member of this great 
north and south system has not been 
explored to any great extent on the 
Herrick. But on the property adjoin­
ing on the north It Is 70 feet wide In 
its widest part. It also showt on the 
Corona and Churchill immediately 
south of the Herrick, and in view of 
the great strength of the veins of this 
system there is no doubt of its exis­
tence on the letter property.

Series or Veins.
Oa the Herrick there arc also many 

of the east and west serieg of veins 
so common In Shining Tree. These 
generally occur in groups closely 
spaced and in some cases all the Inter­
vening ground appears to be payable, i 
making a very large ore body. These 
veins are also rich in gold, tho they 
may not have the extreme length of 
the north and south systems.

Any one looking at the geological 
map of Shining Tree will notice very 
many diabase dykes all marked as 
running a Mttle west of north. The 
great veins on the Herrick are parallel 
with these dykes. In fact, there Is a 
genetic connection between dyke and 
vein. J. Malcolm Maclaren, D- Sc., 
probably the most eminent living auth­
ority on gold, says that the gold of 
the Rand is due to diabaslc intrusions. 
Indeed he goes further and affirms 
that in all cases in the pre-Cambrian 
schists, such as those of Shining Tree, 

•the auriferous solutions were set in 
circulation by such intrusions. And it 
is a notable fact that diabase In the 
form of a dyke occurs at the Dome 
mines, And diorite, a closely related 
rock. Is reported at the Holltnger 
Consolidated.

Rosenbuech declares that the quartz 
porphyries and diabases are of the 
same age and have the same func­
tion. A great gold field must have 
one or the other, because there must 
be fracture and heat. These later 
igneous flows are important factors in 
leaching gold from its original matrix 
apd depositing it in veins. They make
