Continuing, the statement points out 
that a yield of 500,000,000 bushels fig­
ured upon the estimated acreage to be 
harvested would mean an average crop 
of twenty-three bushels to the acre—

BEGINNING TO REBUILD 
THE BURNED AREA

The work of reconstruction on the 
area recently swept by fire on a porton 
of Main street has begun. The portion 
of the walls of the Fowler Block still 
standing are being taken down, and It 
is anticipated that either the Bank or 
Senator Fowler will rebuild the struc­
ture. As yet there Is no move to re­
build the Farmers’ store adjoining, but 
on the next lot George White will on 
Monday begin work on the erection of 
a store and office building. Adjoining 
this, Tilley Mercer vAill erect a large 
motor sales building, for which plans 
are now ready. Several negotiations 
are in progress for the purchase of the 
next lot, just beyond which Is another 
on which the Church of England will 
begin the erection of a hall as soon as 
funds are available, probably this year,

On the other side of the street Fair- 
weather’s Ltd. have begun the erection 
of a two-story building of concrete, and 
Frank Folkins will at once erect a 
blacksmith shop.

In other parts of the town, Mrs. C. T. 
White is erecting a cottage on The 
Hill, Thomas Proctor a residence on 
Nelson street, and A. E. Morrison a 
residence near the hydro line. Near 
the athletic field Walter S. Fair- 
weather is erecting a residence of con­
crete.

One result of the fire has been that 
Main street has been created a fire 
district, where all buildings must be 
of concrete, brick or stone, or a com­
bination of these. In all the rest of 
the town shingle roofs are barred. A 
building may be of wood, but the roof 
must be of fireproof construction. The 
recent fire taught this lesson, since 
flying cinders Ignited shingle roofs a 
quarter of a mile away; and, but for 
the fact that the root of one structure 
near the fire zone, on which the wind 
was blowing, had a roof of fireproof 
material, the flames would have 
wrought far greater destruction. Sus­
sex is now determined to reduce its 
fire risk.

Sussex, as one of Its leading citi­
zens pointed out to the representa­
tive of the Telegraph-Journal on 
Thursday, was regarded as having 
been rather hard hit. 
dependent upon lumber 
perhaps to a larger extent than the 
people realized, despite the fact that It 
Is the centre of so fine ah agrieultur- 
al and dairy district. The large num­
ber Interests of C. T. White in Albert 
County and at the head of the Bay of 
Fundy, were centred in Sussex. When 
these were sold out to American pur­
chasers, operations ceased, as the new 
owners are reserving the timber. S. 
H. White & Co., with lumber interests 
at Pollet River, Rock-ville and Cole’s 
Island, alsd centred their business at 
Sussex. Last winter, because of the 
great depth of snow, their operations 
had to terminate early in the season. 
The Pejepscot Company also did much 
business through Su 
erations were also 
tary mills were not able to cut as 
much as usual. J. Prescott & Sons, 
operating at Goose Creek, have not 
been operating on a large scale for 
several years. For these reasons gen­
eral business in Sussex suffered. Then 
came the fire, causing a loss of about 
$225,000, with $150,000 insurance.

Be­
hind the ells the building is narrowed, 
but extends back to a complete depth 
of 142 feet. The front part of the 
structure is 148 feet eight inches wide, 
and at the ells 182 feet. It Is three 
stories hi h. and Is built of Don Val­
ley faced brick, with white concrete 
trimmings, on a stone foundation. 
There Is a pillared entrance, with a 
large electric light on either aide for 
evening use. 
rooms there are rooms for manual 
training, domestic science, a chemical 
laboratory, large indoor playrooms for 
boys and girls In bad weather, these 
opening also upon a large gymnasium. 
There is a large room for library and 
natural history specimens.

In­
stead of cloak rooms there are open 
recesses along the walls of the’ corri- 
dors, with hooks so disposed as to mini­
mise space. There are ample lava­
tories on each floor, with the very lat­
est and best equipment. There are 
bubble fountains at the ends of the 
corridors, of the kind that flow only 
when required. There are washrooms 
tor the janitor's purposes. At the end 
of each corridor is a -stand-pipe and 
fifty feet of hose. The radiators are 
all raised above the floor. The venti­
lation is perfect. There are small 
blackboards to stand In the corridors 
when announcements are to be made. 
The heating plant is entirely separated 
from the rest of the building.

The floors throughout are of hard­
wood. The ceilings are of steel, the 
upper part of the walls Rockwall 
plaster and the lower portion of bur­
lap. The interiors are finished in Brit­
ish Columbia fir and in birch, and 
are stained mahogany. The color ef­
fect in the rooms is excellent and 
numerous windows wive ample light. 
There is a large vault for storage of 
school records. Behind the school are 
four acres to be converted Into a great 
playground, with a portion reserved 
for tree culture.

PRODUCES CONCRETE 
BLOCKS, PIPE AND TILES■stone’s ma There are two associated industries 
beside Trout Creek, just off Main 
street, ln Sussex, which have much 
to do with construction work. One of 
them lifts the gravel from the shores 
and bed of the creek, washes out the 
■dirt, separates the gravel into grades 
of four different sizes, and separtes 
also the fine sand. The other takes 
the fine sand, mixes it with cement 
and produces concrete blocks, tiles, 
pipe, brick and other products. From 
the gravel separating plant the graded 
material may be put direct Into rail­
way cars for shipment, and from 800 
to 400 cars are sent away each year. 
When building was most active in 
Moncton the shipments were much 
larger. The plant has a capacity of 
ten cars per day. This gravel Is used 
for streets, roads, roofs and pav­
ing. In the process of grading it is 
raised from the creek shore by a Sau- 
erman drag-line bucket of half a yard 
capacity, hoisted to the top of a struc­
ture out of which it comes in a graded 
form, after having been washed free 
from all dirt by the action of a centri­
fugal pump. Being thus cleaned, it is 
of special value for construction pur­
poses.

As to the supply of raw material, 
the digger has gone down 35 feet, and 
it is said could go down 60 feet and 
still find gravel. This, however, does 
not tell the whole story, since the 
freshets every spring deposit more ma­
terial in front of the plant. For ex­
ample, after the flood of last spring a 
hole in the creek shore with 26 feet of 
water was filled and now shows two 
to three feet of gravel above the sur­
face of the stream.

With regard to the concrete industry, 
it is conducted by J. E. McAllister, 
who was located in Petitcodiac, but re­
moved last year to Sussex. He is said 
to be the oldest manufacturer of this 
product in the province. His plant is 
right beside that for grave) and sand 
grading. An elevator carries the sand 
up to the chamber where it is mixed 

1 with cement, and the mixture falls 
down into the moulds wher<\it Is press­
ed into any form required. In these 
moulds there is a tremendous pressure 
on each block in the tamping process, 
and after drying for tyenty-four hours 
they are ready for use. The plant can 
turn out 600 blocks per day, and they 
are cheaper than brick. These are 
eight Inch -blocks, but there is also a 
machine to make four inch blocks, for 
inside walls, making with the larger 
blocks and an inch air space a thirteen 
inch wall, 
tamped by hand, and 150 can be pro­
duced in à day. Both kinds of blocks 
are to be used in the walls of the new 
building for Fairweather’s, Ltd. 
McAllister also makes concrete pipe, 
from six to thirty-six. inches, besides 
brick, dimension blocks for sills and 
windows, and roofing tile. He also gives 
concrete a stucco face as required, using 
sand of varying colors to produce a re­
quired effect, and corner blocks can hé 
made darker in color by a simple pro­
cess.

Western world did not learn of the 
event untÿ weeks after it happened.

The passing of the old ruler of a 
principale that probably not one per­
son in a hundred could “place” on its 
proper continent will hardly cause a 
ripple on the surface of world affairs, 
but it serves excellently, says a bulle­
tin from the Washington headquarters 
of the National Geographic Society, to 
show how little we know about the 
world we live in.

“Asir is on the Arabian shore of the 
same Read Sea that we are told the 
children of Israel traversed dry shod,” 
says the bulletin, “and has existed 
there with little change probably from 
the time of that interesting event. 
Phoenicians and Venitians and Portu­
guese have coasted alongside its bar­
ren, hot sands.

“As in most parts of Arabia, the 
people of Asir are Mahometans, and

Trav­
elers are not welcome, especially are 
‘Christian dogs’ not wanted. But the 
intolerance of the people of Asir is not, 
reserved for Christians alone. Turks, 
who are fellow Moslems and who were 
in addition representatives of the 
Caliph, make little headway in Asir. 
Nominally it was part of the Turkish 
Empire, as was. most of the remainder 
of Arabia, but the people never sur­
rendered their independence.

“Along the Red Sea in Asir is a strip 
of lowlands, twenty to thirty miles 
wide, known as the ‘tehama,’ barren, 
hot and fever ridden. In appearance 
it is not unlike the repellent Pacific 
Coast of Mexico’s Lower California. 
Even in April the thermometer regis­
tered as high as 107 degrees in the 
shade In the ‘tehama’ and in midsum­
mer it is almost as, hot as America’s 
famous Death Valley.

“The Inner edge of the ‘tehama’ is 
marked by low mountains, some 2,000 
feet high, 
country’s highest peaks, rising to 6,000 
and even 8,000 feet. Still further in- ; 
land the mountains give way to the ‘ 
high plateau that extends into ççntral 
Arabia.

“Even the Emir of Asir, nominal • 
lord of the realm, is without authority 
in much of his wild country. He ! 
holds securely only the ‘tehema.’ the 
lower mountains and a portion of the 
highest region. In much of the high­
lands the inhabitants do not acknow- 
eldge his authority. This is especially 
true of the nbmads on the edge of the 
great central desert.

BRITISH STUDENT HAILED 
AS THOROUGH GENTLEMAN

Swiss Professor Returns Report of
Observations While at Cambridge.

London; July 1.—(By Mail)—As a 
resqlt of the Angio-Swiss Universities 
Conference of August last and nego­
tiations between the Universities of 
Cambridge and Basle, Dr. F. Zsehokke, 
professor Zoology in the University of 
Basle, gave a course of lectures at 
Cambridge on the history of geogra­
phical distribution of the European 
fauna during the Lent term this year.

Professor Zsehokke hag recently pre­
sented a report on his visit to the Sen­
ate of the University of Basle. Pro­
fessor Zsehokke describes the advan­
tages connected with the corporate life 
of the colleges at Cambridge, and 

to the conclusion that the col­
lege^ are living centres of intellectual 
activity, continually receiving new im­
pulse from the intercourse of repre­
sentatives of the various sciences liv­
ing together within the same walls, ac­
cording to an article In “The London 
Morning Post.” He finds the British 
student a thorough gentleman, quiet 
and seif-possessed in his deportment, 
full of youthful freshness and nalvity, 
keenly interested in his studies, not 
only with an eye to the examinations 
that are to follow, but for science it­
self and with a due regard to the util­
ity thereof in his future profession. 
He shows practically none of those 
after-war evils, restlessness and lack 
of interest, so prevalent amongst Con­
tinental students, and he is mentally 
and physically fit.

/The vision of the British student a 
slave to sport, physically fit, mentally 
mediocre, so deeply rooted in the Con­
tinental mind, receives a rude shock in 
the professor’s report. Whilst prepar­
ed to admit that a few do succumb to 
sport, he sturdily champions study and 
sport as the only foundation for a well- 
balanced development of body and 
mind. The ancient universities, with 
their colleges and corporate life, Im­
press a certain stamp upon their stu­
dents, lay the foundations for life­
long friendships amongst men of dif­
ferent bents and temperaments, and 
for co-operation in the solution of 
actual problems in later life.

“Nothing in the history of the United 
Mine Workers of America is more 
creditable to that organisation—or easi­
ly could be to any other organization 
either of labor or capital—than is the 
letter sent by President James L. Lewis 
to the district officials up in Sydney, 
Cape Breton,” says the New York 
Times. One does not readily recall 
much that is creditable in the history 
of the United Mine Workers of Ameri­
ca, but it is not difficult to place on 
the credit side of the ledger what 
Lewis wrote to the deposed president 
of the Glace Bay miners. Here are 
some extracts :

“I am not unmindful that it is per­
haps a fruitless task to attempt to 
reason with you in the midst of your 
mad adventure, but in your sane mo­
menta you must recognize that the 
course you have been and are now pur­
suing violates every tenet of your or- 
goranization.”

“Deliberate breach of the existing 
contract between the operators and 
miners of Nova Scotia. Indefensible 
and morally reprehensible.”

“An assault upon the laws and in­
stitutions of your country.”

“I have in mind that you are a self- 
proclaimed revolutionist. I am familiar 
with the constant intrigue between 
yourself and your evil genius, McLach- 
lan, and your revolutionary masters in 
Moscow.”

Here the international president is 
not dealing with the merits of the dis­
pute between employer and employed. 
Hé Is denouncing breach of contract, 
together with the doctrines of revolu­
tion and anarchy, which will discredit 
any organisation and range popular 
opinion all the more stoutly on the side 
of law and order. Lewis will be prais­
ed for his stand-by the real friends of 
labor, who recognize how fatal the ex­
tremists are to their cause and how 
greatly that cause can be promoted not 
only by regard for contracts but by 
consideration for the public’s rights as 
well.

The very- elements and practices 
which Lewis denounces unsparingly 
have split labor in the Sydney field 
and will make a decent settlement eas­
ier In the end.

l,a Patrie, Montreal, discussing the 

fuel situation as It affects Canada, 
submits that the railway companies 
would do well to agree to transport 
coal from Alberta eastwards at cost. 
This would be an appreciable aid to 
the success of the experiment being 
made to make Canada practically in­
dependent of a supply of anthracite 
from the United States. When there 
has been created a regular movement 
of Alberta coal into Ontario during 
the dead season of traffic, it is safe to

sidence at Ardsley-on-Hudson after a 
prolonged illness.

Mr. Siddall spent his youth between 
college and newspaper offices and ap­
plied the fruits of his early labors to 
his editorial work. As a result the 
circulation of he American Magasine 
grew from year to year and Just be­
fore his death the editor saw it pass 
the 2,000,000 point. When he first 
undertook the task of directing the edi­
torial policy of the magasine, it had a 
circulation of less than 400,000 copies a 
month.

When he was still In the Academy

at Oberlin, Ohio, where he was born 
October 8, 1874, Mr. Siddall resolved 
that writing should be his life work. 
When seventeen years old he got his 
first newspaper position. His job was 
to collect “personals” for the local 
paper, for which he received #1 a col­
umn. ]

At the end of the school semester, a 
Cleveland paper offered him $10 a 
week to gather police news. He ac­
cepted, but upotr the advice of his 
mother that he continue his studies 
he left the paper in September and re­
turned to school. When he was gradu­
ated from the preparatory school The 
Cleveland Plain Dealer offered him a 
Job as reporter. He worked with that 
paper during the summer, and the in­
sistence of the city editor to remain 
permanently fell upon deaf ears. Mr. 
Siddall’s mother pointed out the ad­
vantages of a college education, and in 
the fall he entered Oberlin College.

There is Ko breaking of 
lamp chimneys now, no short wicks to 
pull out, no kerosfene, no finding the 
oil can or the oil barrel empty, and 
the absence of this kind of work and 
these annoyances are surely worth 
something.

“Like many country houses our 
water supply is somewhat uncertain, 
although we have excellent springs and 
wells, b,ut with dry weather springs 
_.j not always overflowing and we used 
to pump with the house pump to fill 
a two hundred gallon tank every day 
at the top of the house. That meant 
more work and when we were unable 
to do it ourselves, it meant very much 
expense to pay a man every day to do 
the pumping. Now we have an elec­
tric pump and with the current can 
fill our tank at a cost of three cents.

“I need not speak of the electric 
toasters and the electric iron and other 
devices that make home life easier and 
consequently more attractive, 
who have not put in electric current 
will surely do so when they know of 
all its advantages.”

“This declaration and its method of 
promulgation are extraordinary, unique ^ 
in the history of legislation,” the docu­
ment says.

“For a quarter of a century Hawaii 
has occupied the legal status of full 
and complete political union with the 
United States as an integral part there­
of, but a misunderstanding appears to 
exist in the Congress and in some of 
the executive departments of the Fed­
eral Government as to the status, 
which has at times resulted in the 
classification or treatment of Hawaii 
as if it were an ‘insular possession’ in a 
derogatory manner to the dignity of 
this territory.”

The document declares that “Hawaii 
is in no sense the ‘property’ of the 
United States, inasmuch as Hawaii, be­
came a part of the Union by voluntary 
agreement as an Independent nation, 
having sovereign powers co-equal with 
those of the United States.”

July 21.—Three mem­
bers (A' the band of bandits responsible 
for the death of Villa were captured 
late yea terday by a detachment of fed­
eral sofcliers under command of Gen­
eral Martinez, a short distance from 
Parral. a* cording to information receiv­
ed at Juai ez military headquarters last 
night.

Three times the Mayor, on an inspec­
tion tour, walked into town from his 
farm- He found his orders carried out 
to the letter, along the Jobstown road 
Not a joint was open. Only an ice 
cream parlor or two were doing busi­
ness. The booze runners and the wo­
men who have been infesting the streets 
for several days, have vanished. They 
had not waited to test the Mayor’s 
promise to paVade them out of town 
before a company of rustic minute men 
armed with shotguns, nor to become 
acquainted with the painting ability of 
tar and feather artists. The shacks in 
an old lumber yard which have been a 
notorious headquarters for the unde­
sirables, were as quiet and vacant as 
the rest of the village. ,

At the close of the morning service 
in the village church, where prayers 
were offered for the “return of the 
spirit of civic righteousness,” Mayor 
Croshaw was publicly thanked by the 
pastor and members of the congrega­
tion. Men and women pledged him 
their support in any move to drive out 
the undesirables.

But while Wrightstown was bone 
dry, ite was a different story in New 
Egypt and along some of the country 
roads, where it is alleged bootleggers 
in automobiles publicly dispensed in­
toxicants. Desperate over the losses 
they faced from, goods stored 
Wrightstown in anticipation of a mar­
ket during the training camps, the 
bootleggers are said to have taken 
every opportunity to unload.

Camp Dix, N. Y., July 20—Peaceful 
and quiet as any country village, 
Wrightstown last SuncUty welcomed the 
vanguard of students for the reserve 
officers’ training camp, which officially 
opened yesterday. By automobile and 
train load the young men reached the 
old war camp for a fortnight’s study of 
the modern war game. With ilayor 
Hillman Croshaw, the farmer executive, 
who single handed put to flight the 
small army of bootleggers and their 
female confederates who gathered here 
during the last week, still sitting on 
the official lid, the little boom town of 
cantonment days saw its first closed 
Sunday in five years.

The camp has been established in 
that section of the post Immediately ad­
jacent to the village. Quarters for the 
students are In the convalescent wards 
of the old base hospital at the inter­
section of the Lakewood and Browns 
Mills Roads.

Rum-runners figured that it would be 
“easy picking” to slip hooch across 
the line to any thirsty student officers, 
but that was before the farmer Mayor 
issued his edict.

Mayor Croshaw said that it had not 
been necessary to deputize his farmer 
neighbors and arm them with shot 
guns to clean up the town.

“The bootleggers know we mean busi­
ness,” he said: “We have played only 
one card so far.

laborer, shot and killed his wife, his 
mother-in-law, Mrs. Isaac Tubb, and 
his sister-in-law, Miss Jane Tubb, 14 
years old.

Plunkett, arrested a few minutes af­
ter the slaying, refused to tell why he 
had committed the crime, except to 
declare that the family had quarrelled.. 
Mrs. Tubb and Jane Tubb lived at 
the Plunkett home. Neighbors said the 
tragedy was the culmination of a ser­
ies of quarrels.

The marshal of Waveriy, was called 
to the Plunkett home early today, af­
ter a violent quarrel between the.slay- 
er and his wife had been reported. At 
the same time, Mrs. Tubb who had 
gone out for breakfast, was summoned 
back home. The marshal hesitated to 
arrest Plunkett on a charge of dis­
turbing the peace without a Warrant.

Mrs. Tubb then went to the Mayor’s 
house for the warrant and when she 
returned Plunkett met her at the door 
with a revolver. After shooting Mrs. 
Tubb, he then turned the weapon on 
his wife and sister-in-law.

The marshal, with two deputies, who 
had heard the shots, forced their way 
into the house and found Plunkett 
holding his baby in his arms and a 
small daughter by the hand. He re­
sisted arrest, but was overpowered. 
The three bodies were on the floor be­
side the bed in a small room.

The shooting has aroused bitter feel­
ing here, and threats of mob violence 
were heard among the crowd that ga­
thered immediately after the tragedy.

Three children, 2, 4 and 6 years old 
survive Mrs. Plunkett.

The ten-year-old son of Wesley 
Miles, of Campbellton, was drowned 
near there yesterday while in swim­
ming. He apparently took a cramp 
and, though his body was soon recover­
ed, all efforts to revive him were fu­
tile.

Won Several Battles. t

Villa’s first great victory against the 
Huerta troops was at Ojmaga. After 
the battle, 4,000 men and eight gener­
als of the Federal army took reftige in 
the United States and were Interned. 
In other fights, including San Pedro; de 
las Colonies, Paredon and Torreon, 
Villa was alto triumphant. Then came 
an estrangement between Villa and 
Carranza, and when the latter made 

. his triumphal entry into Mexico City, 
following the retirement of Huerta, the 
bandit leader declared war upon the 
new President, 
of the independent chiefs who had 
made and formulated the plan of Gua­
dalupe which made Carranza first chief 
of the Constitutionalist forces-

With Emilio Zapata, another bandit 
chieftain opposed to Huerto, Villa 
made common cause. The two occu­
pied Mexico City With their troops, 
forcing Carranza’s retirement to Vera 
Cruz- General Alvaro Obregon, later 
successor to de la Huerta in the Presi­
dency, and loyal to Carranza, led an 
arm>* out to meet them. At Celaya, 
Irapuato and Cilao lie defeated the 
Villa-Zapata forces, in tnose battles, 
Obregon lost an arm and Villa lost his 
prestige a sa commander. The Villa 
and Zapata followers were dispersed. 
One disaster followed another and Villa 
retreataed across the mountnains to 
Sonora, where he joined forces with the 
Yajui chieftain Urbalejo.

In the years that followed, and up to 
the time of the Columbus, N. M., raid, 
Villa's influence as a military leader 
steadily waned.
Villa’s ranks continued, many of his 
generals leaving him and accepting the 
amnesty of the Carranza government. 
Villa sent his wife across the border 
and with only a few hundred men re­
sumed the bandit raids for which in 
earlier years he had been notorious.

Surrendered-

Then came the overthrow of the Car­
ranza regime, the
Huerta Provisional Government and 
the election of Abregon- Obregon had 
proved Villa’s master in the field. On 
May 27, 1920, three Federal forces 
started out to capture Villa and the 
following July, as 8,000 men were clos­
ing in on him, he agreed to a narmis- 
tice and surrendered to General Eu­
genio Martinez at Sabinas, practically 
on his own terms.
