We saw only a few Indians in the dis­
tance as we descended Corkscrew Hill, 
so-called from its frequent windings in 
and out, as they were absent on their 
*ound-up. One Indian, we were told, 
owns 100 horses—some enterprise to that 
red man.

People are starving, cattle are starving. 
In the farm there are 82 persons, of these 
six are officials.*

The old programme of the Bolshevik 
government called for an increase in the 
number of these model” farms. Hie 
new programme by which the peasants 
are given years tenure of their land, 
practically does away with them.

No less frank were more recent ad­
missions in the Moscow newspapers 
about the economic state of Russian 
factories, some of which were shown to 
be producing less than five per cent of 
what they produced before the war.

Reval Esthonia, June 19—(Associated 
Press, by Mail)—Those who have the 
idea that Bolshevik newspapers printed 
in Russia say only rosy things about the 
country could quickly be dissillusioncd 
bp perusal of the papers themselves.

In one of the rooms there lives 
a calf, placed by the foreman despite 
protests of women tenants.

The Delaware and Hildson train, ar­
riving in Windsor Station 10.15 Saturday 
evening brought four hundred of these 
celebrants, while the next one which

came in soon after eleven unloaded an­
other three hundred; the two combined 
landing over a hundred United States 
soldiers. The Rutland line, and those 
from Detroit and Chicago directions 
similarly packed with visitors here over 
Independence Day.

The hotels in the vicinity had quickly 
disposed of what little accommodation 
remained to them and hours were spent 
by a large number of visitors looking for 
rooming houses or any sort of shelter.

Harold Vincent Milligan’sturn of ,
thoughtful biography of the unfortun­
ate writer, that the truth about Foster 
las been approximated. The popular 
notion that Foster’s work was neglect­
ed and unappreciated falls before the 
fact that his signature on a piece of 
sheet music was sufficient to insure 
heavy sales for the composition. “The 
Old Folks at Home," which was not 
sold outright, but placed on a royalty 
contract, is said to have netted him 
$16,000 or more, although one writer 
quotes Foster as having said that he 
made only $2,000 on the song. Foster 
was notoriously improvident, and the 
fact that he sold out most of his royal­
ties may account for the comparatively 
small sum which his most celebrated 
effort brought him. In his later years 
he made over his output to various pub­
lishers at about $25 a song under eon- 
tracts which netted him $1,00 annually. 
But at this time his best work had been 
done, and the only surviving tone of his 
last period is “Old Black Joe.”

Foster’s adventures as a songsmith— 
rhetorical as it sounds, the description 
k ‘unfortnrtately accurate—were curi-i 
ouslv parallel to those of present-day 
workers in popular music. E. P. 
Christy, the famous minstrel, who intro­
duced many of Foster’s songs, seems to 
have indulged a vanity common to pub­
lic performers : he liked to sign his 
name to works composed by more gift­
ed man. For $15 or $25 Foster would 
permit the minstrel to assume the au­
thorship of his ballads, although Fos­
ter’s name would appear on later pub­
lished editions.
