Among the problems which the board must face are:

First—The question of the future of the St. John Har-
bor. Personally, I believe this is one of our most vital ques-
tions. To keep pace with competing ports-to- the South,
not only must we provide for the upkeep and ‘replacement
of the present wharves and warehouses, but we must also
provide the most modern' fireproof facilities that are pos-
sible. Looking at the success of Harbor Commission at
other ports, I am convinced that our problem will only be
solved. by some development along that line. If we can
secure the same government support as other Canadian
ports, I cannot see why we should be afraid to go ahead on
some plan of harbor commission.

Then there is the question of railway facilities. Courte-
nay Bay work steadily goes on, but no preparation is be-
ing made to provide adequate feedér railways for it when
ready. Also, for some reason, Canadian railways still seem
to put high rates on grain traffic to Quebee in summer and
St. John in winter. If the people’s railway, the G. T. P.
east of Winnipeg, is to be used to advantage, and if Eastern/
ports are to get this Canadian traffic instead of the Ameri-
can ports, we will need to keep steadily fighting along with
Quebec and Halifax for a new deal.

We are vitally interested in getting back the rail-
way rates which were the basis that made i possible for us
to do business westward in many lines from Confederation
up to about 1917 when the rates were abolished. The facts
are there; and we must not let them be forgotten,

These two railway freight matters are some of the
constructive efforts that we can promote. It needs Mari-
time unity of effort and the cleverest of constant argument
and continued pressure from every angle rather than per-
petual protests of unfair treatment.

Sir Henry Thornton will be in the East soon. Let us
do our most to give him a welcome which he will remember
by its heartiness rather than by its complaints. The East
has ‘a great future in Canada, but it will need clear-headed
leadership and self-reliance. The St. John Board of Trade
can‘help in many ways, and the officers and council ask the
support of all citizens.
