A DEFUNCT RAILWAY LINE.

The Harvey-Salisbury line must be in
a very bad condition when even the
members of the Halifax Chamber of

few months ago St. John had two repre-
sentatives in the government, the Pro-
vincial Secretary and the Solicitor
General. The retirement of Mr. Ritchie
reduced the number of St. John repre-
sentatives to one, but as Mr. Pugsley,
who became Solicitor General, is for all
practical purposes a St. John man,
St. John influence did not seem
to be much impaired in consequence.
But now we have no representative what-
ever in the govarnment unless Mr. Pugs-
ley can be'soregarded. The extreme un-
friendliness which has been displayed
by some St. John polititions towards that
gentleman probably has cooled him some
what towards St. John people who yoted
against the government candidates in the
recent election.  Still we hope that Mr.
Pugsley can still be counted as friendly
to St. John interests.

We say nothing whatever in regard to
the manner in which the government
have succeeded in strengthening them-
selves and avoiding defeat. That is a
question that does not enter into our
present argument. All that we desire to
say is that as matters stand at present,
St. John is out in the cold, and utterly
without infl in the tive, of
this province. This is a result which
TaEe Gazerre did its best to prevent, but
which has been brought about in spme
of our efforts.

Our readers will
remember what n struggle Halifax,
Moncton and Fredericton engaged in
last year to secure the construction of
this line of railway, and how, by their
united efforts and the forceful advocacy
of the Nova Scotia members of the Ca-
binet, the government were brought to
consent to bunild this line as a government
work, and to lease it to the Canadian
Pacific Company, which did not want it,
at a nominal rental for twenty years.
The bill, authorizing the construction of
this road by the government was, how-
ever, thrown out in the Senate and the
government ordered a new survey which
went on during the whole of last sum-
mer, and is now understood to be com-
pleted. The government have, however,
given no sign this session of any inten-
tion to proceed with the Harvey-Salisbury
line, and, except in Fredericton, there
seems to be a general consensus of opin-
ion that it ought to be ebandoned. This
result is largely due to the progress of
public opinion in favor.of the railway
from Edmundstcn to Moncton which
will give Halifax almost asshort a line to
Montreal as the Harvey-Salisbury lines
and that wholly through Canadian terri-
tory. The promoters of the new line are
taking the very sensible course of placing
its claims before the public bodies of the
cities and towns embraced in its route.
Yesterday it was unanimously endorsed
by the Halifax Chamber of Commerce,
the government being requested to grant
the line a subsidy for the distance to be
built between Edmundston and Moncton.
It was then stated that the Grand Trunk
Railway is behind this new enterprise,
8o that this extension will take that great
railway company to Halifax. Mr.
Silver, the president of the Chamber of
Commerce, in introducing the matter,
said that the government would be glad
to get rid of the Harvey-Salisbury line,

ing for three months or more, to which
we have been accustomed, we have had
nothing but - a succession of changes, a
vast amount of rain, with an occasional
frost, and some severely cold weather.
These sudden changes of temperature
have been very irjurious to the health of
our people, and have produced much sick-
ness and a higher rate of mortality than
we have had for a long time. More
weakly people and more aged people
have died during the past two months
than in any similar period which we can
now recall. The winter of 1889-90 is
therefore likely to win an unenviable
notoriety and to pass down into history
as one of the most disagreeable and
fatal seasons on record.

What is the cause of this singular
change in the character of our. winters,
which has been so observable. in recent
years? That therg, is some cause and
that it is a continuing cause is very
evident, for any one. who watches the
progress of the season can see that in-
stead of the winter being characterized
by continued frost varted by an occasion-
al thaw, as was formerly the case, the
normal condition of the present winter
bas been mild or thawing weather,

This is just what we might expect if the
Gulf stream bad come a couple of hun-
dred miles closer to our coast than it
did formerly, the character of the pres-
ent winter being similar to the winters
experienced at the most southerly point
of Nova Scotia about Cape Sable, where
the snow seldom remains on the ground
for any length of time.

THE POLITICAL OUTLOOK-

We think that the friends of THE Ga-
zetTE who held different opinions from
us in regard to supporting the local gov-
ernment candidates at the last election,
will now admit that our view of the mat-
ter was the sensible and business like
one.

A meeting of those members favor-
able to the Orange incorporation bill will
be held tomorrow to discuss the measure.

It provides that no sawdust or
rubbish of any kind be allowed to be
deposited in any navigable stream. A
violation of the act is made liable toa
fine of fifty dollars and for each subse-
quent offence a fine of not less than $100

THE CONFESSION OF FAITH.
Opinions of Ministers About it and the
Question of its Revision.

The discussion about the revision of
Westminster Confession of Faith and the
views or opinions of our own Presbyter-
ian ministers in regard to the question
of revision and about the decument it
self are awakening a deep interest on
every hand.

Yesterday Tag Gazerre published in-
terviews on the subject with Rev. Dr.
Macrae, Rev. Mr. Fotheringham, Rev, Dr-
Bennet and Rev. Mr. Fullerton.  This
morning a Gazerre reporter called on
Rev. L. G. Macneill, pastor of St. An-
drews church, and was granted an inter-
view on the subject as follows:

“What do you think of the Confession
of Faith?”

“I think itis a grand old scriptured
creed; a creed which more correctly em-
bodies the system of doctrine taught in
the scriptures than any other merely
human symbol.”

Do you think it is all that is necessary
for the present age?

] regard it as a venerable product of
sanctified attainment, showing the high-
water mark of scriptural knowledge at
the time of its preparations. I reverence
it greatly for what it has accomplished,
but it is only the product of fallible
human intellect in an age when Pole-
mics were rife and the Doctrine of di-
vine love and fatherhood was not so
fully developed as it is now.”

What do you think about the proposal
to revise the confession.

“I don’t like the idea. It would seem
like revising Westminster Abbey, or
some old structure that had better be
kept as a monument of ancient architect-
ural skill.”

“Would you favor a new confession of
faith ?”

“Yes; but not now. I don’t think the
time opportune. The spirit of the age is
too restless and impatient to prepare a
satisfactory creed. The time may come
(there will be much discussion first) when
the Presbyterian charches of the world
may be able to agree on some shorter
and more satisfactory symbol of doet-
rine.”

“ Do you think the church can continue
much longer in her present relation to
the confession ?

“1 dont think so. And yet the main
system of doctrine taught in the confess-
ion isscriptural and correct. There are a
few errors of excess and of defect that
might be removed without touching the
system of truth therein set forth, and
while I hesitate to favor present revision,
I think an additional short statement
might be drawn up setting forth the re-
sults of the theological progress, and
doctrinal development in the past two or
three centuries.

Does the confession satisfy you in its
statements about reprobation, election
etc?

No, itdoesnot. Ihave always thought
that while the Sovereignty of God was
sufficiently emphasized, human freedom
was not so fully developed as it might
have been; and while the Divine Ruler
is the central personage, there is a fail-
ure to set forth that Ruler’s Fatherhood
and Infinite Love as fully as these are
taight in the Bible. I believe in the
Divine decree, in one grand comprehen-
sive plan of the universe, in which noth-
ing is left to chance or haphazard, but I
can never forget that He who decrees
and plans and governs is my Father.
God is Love first, and Sovereign second,
if it be right to speak of first and second
in relation to such a matter.”

“Would you still continue to compel
snbscription to the confession of minis-
ters and office bearers.?”

“No ; that is where, I think, a change
might be made. My allegiance was giv-
en to the System of Doclrine taught in the
Confession, and to that I still adhere;
but I never bound myself to abide by
every influence or deduction that has
been drawn from that system, gnd, I
think it wise 8o to word the terms of sub-
scription that all who can loyally accept
the Calvinistic system of theology may
subecribe, without having their con-
science hurt by assenting to the defects
and exaggerations, which are found in
the document,”

Rev. A. J. McFarland, pastor of the
Reformed Presbyterian church, in answer
to the reporter’s first question, raid :

We do not consider it anything
different from the Confession of Faith,but
look upon it a8 explanatory of it and an
adaptation of the statements of the Con-
fe to our cir but in no
sense is it a modification of the doc-
trines.”

“Does the Confession satisfy you in its
statements about reprobation, election,
etc?”

“Yes, and I think the proposal to re-
wvise the Confession is unwise, and that it
is not at all justified by the higher
standard, the Bible. I think that it
teaches nothing but what is taught in
the Bible. Before any revision should be
made, it seems to me that the statements
in question should be shown to be antag-
onistic to the Scriptures. I do not think
they have done that.” :

“You would continue, then, to compel
subscription to it by ministers and office
baarers?

“I would, most certainly.”

“What do you think of the statements
in the Confession regarding the damna-
tion of the heathen, classing the Roman
Catholics as idolotcrs and the Pope as
anti-Christ ?”

] think they are all right. I would
deprecate in that regard. ~If the heathen
are in a condition that is hopeful it does
not seem to me that there is much en-
couragement to carry on missionary work.
And I believe thas there is no idolotry
anywhere that is to be tolerated or sanct-
ioned, that is not to be regarded as it is
in heathendom or in other churches that

would regard themselves as a great ad-
vance on heathenism.

I regard
it that all this difficulty arises from the
fact of ignoring too much the soverignity
of God, and that there would be any
trouble in regard to revision if the min-
isters would place before them this basal

truth. The expression of God’s love is
in perfect accordance with his soverign-

ity.”
