NIGHT WORK FOR WOMEN.

A recommendation of the 1
mational Conference of Labor, which |
recently completed its sessions at|
Washington, called for the abolition |
of night work for women—between
10 pom, and § a.m. During the pro-
gress of the debate, as reported; one
of the Norwegian delegates, Mrs.
Klejsberg, chief inspector of fac-
tories for her Government, told of
the successful! passage of such a
law in her country, applying 10'
both men and women, and added: |
*“We got the law and it functions
splendidly.”

The Congress of International
Working Women, which has just re-
cently concluded its deliberations,
has also called for the abolition of
night work "both for men and wom-~
en, excepting in continuous indus-
tries T as a public neces-
sity.”

It is possible that.there will be
dificuity in getting the recommen-
dation of the international eonfer- |
ence accepted by the women work-
ers, at least with - unanimous en-
thusiasm, since it does not extend
{ts recommendation to.the men
workers. There are some who hold,
and one must say with a certain
amount of practical Jjustification, |
that this sort of suggestion is by
design paternalistic and tends not
to protect women, but to favor men
by driving women out of employ-
ment. They further argue that
such measures, If enacted, take
away a woman's constitutional right
to her “freedom of contract.”

Against this it is put forward
that freedom of contract is a thing
of the past. There is no such
thing in the compiicated life_of the
present. Such a law is not for the
purpose of restricting workers, but
to restrict undesirable tendenciesin
industry at large. Legislation must
not only look at Industry as a
whole, but at soclety as a whole.
The individual! viewpoint must be
submerged in the social

Every new adjustment In Industry
or in soclety causes temporary suf-
fering to somedne, but here, as al-
ways, It is the happiness of the ma-
jority which must be considered.

These sort of questions cannot be
lightly decided. They are from the
issyes of life. Whether soclal pro-
gress can ever be really gained at
the expense of individuality is a
problem which society is still strug-
gling to solve. Howeéver, it must be
recognized by both men and women,
not only that woman as an indus-
trial factor must receive full con-
sideration along with men in any
