The steamers formed a very imposing
-sight as they moved along the river past
the towns and the shipping, groups of men
and Bbys, or women aad children, or crowds
“were to beiseen on different vantage-poiots,
all greeting the boat on which they knew
the Governor and Mrs. Fraser were. They
_Jh‘t&rrghed and waved handkerchiefts, hats
ang’\_pmnl and some—for want of better
mediums for showing their enthusiasm—
_btpidished mill edgings and threw sawdust
in the ait. Where the parties were near
enough Governor Fraser acknowledged
their salutations personally, but in many
cases the steam whistla had to be the
respondiog medium, snd as the thirteen
boats, some of them with double whistles—
took unp the refrain—always following the
lead of the St. Nicholas—it may be said
that the seven mils run was a continuous
ovation. Chatham—especially, in the busi-
ness portion ‘and amongst the shipping—
gave a welcome which must have
been highly  gratifying ta Governor
and  Mrs. Fraser. Crowds were on
the Muirhead and Snowball wharves
and cheered as the boats passed. Every
staff in the town had its display of bunting.
Ships in the stream and at the wharves
were gaily decked with flags, The barque
«Truro” seemed to excel the others, for she
was in holiday attire with scores of flags on
fore, main and mizzen. Amongst other
vessels tha% were conspicuous for vhe bung-
ing displayed were the steamer ‘‘Rydal
Holme,* bargue ‘“‘Romanoff,‘‘ of Yarmouth,
and the barques ‘‘Biskip Brim** *‘Guiesp-
pino, C.,** “Italis,** “Leon Pancaldo‘
“Marie Salate,* “‘Ahto,* “Impi* and
others. At the Soowball mill wharf, where
many of these vessels were, there were
cheering crowds on board, and at the mill
—on the platform and elsewhere—were
scores of men who cheered lustily. The
Richards and Palp Mills crew and others were
ssserpbled alsy and were most enthusiastic

in their demonstrations of welcome to the
Miramichi Governor of the province.

At the Union wharf, where Senator
Snowball’s  landau and other carriages
awaited the St. Nicholas party there
was a large and enthusiastic crowd who
cheered as the Governor and Mrs. Fraser
drove off accompanied by the Senator and
High Sheriff to the Adams House, the
steamers of the squadron dispersing, each
its own way, thus ending the public
celebration of the second day of the Gover—
nor’s visit.

Last night, Hon. Sarveyor-General and
Mrs. Tweedie hell a reception in honor of
Lieutenant-Governor and Mrs. Fraser. A
very large and representative assemb lage
was present, including His Lordship Bishop
Rogers, Mer. Speaker Burchill, Mesars
Robinson,and O'Brien, M. P, P's.,Canon For-
syth, the High Sheriff, and County Warden
Rev. Jos. McCoy, Rev/ Geo. Steel, Rev.
Henry T. Joyuer, Cols Call, and McCulley,
Capts.

The grounds were illuminated
with chinese lanterns and otherwise decora-
ted, and the floral display in the differeat
rooms was both tasteful and profuse Mr.

the visit of their distipguished gnesta to the
Miramichi by so pleasant and. in every way
enjoyable a social gathering.

To day the Governor and Mrs. Fraser
will visit the schools, hold a public reception
at the Adams House in the afternoon and
visit the Maritime Sulphite Fibre Company’s
pulp factory later. They  are to
leave Chatham for Frederiction tomorrow,
Friday morning.

Inequalities of the Oriminal Law of
the Uaited States.

In Noith Carolina two men are sen-
tenced to be hanged in October for
housebreaking, that crime and arson be-
ing both capital offences in the Siate.
Commenting upon the inequalities in
criminal law throughout the Union, The
New York Tribune refers to a paper
read by Mr. Frederick H. Wines, an
eminent penclogist before the National
Prison Association. The death penalty
is in force in all the States except Rhode
Island, Michigan and Wisconsin; in
Louisiana, for assault with intent to kill,
administering poison, arson and burglary;
in Delaware and North Carolina, for
arson and burglary ; in Alabama, for
arson and robbery ; in Georgia, for may-
hem and arson ; in Missouri, for perjury ;
in Virginia, West Virginia, South
Carolina and Mississippi, for arson ; in
Montana, for arson of dwelling by night ;
in Maryland, for any variety of arson.
Assaults of an aggravatad nature are also
punishabls by desth in Lonuisiana, Dela-
ware, North Carolina, Alabama, Georgia,
Missouri, Virginia, West Virgina,
Florida, Kentucky, Tennessee, Texas ana
Aikansas, The maximum penalty for
counterfeiting in Delaware is three years ;
in Maine, Massachusstts, New York,
Florida »ud Michigan, it is imprisonment
for life ; in Missouri the minimum pen-
alty is five years, which is the maximum
in Connecticut. For perjury- the maxi-
mum penalty is tive years in New Hamp-
shire, Connecticut and Kentuacky, bat in
Maine, Mississippi and lowa it islife
wmprisonment ; in Missouri it is death if
the witness conmitting perjury thereby
designs to effect the death of an innocent
person ; while in Dclaware the crime is
80 lightly regarded as to be punishable
only by a fine of not less than $500 nor
more than $2,000. The extreme penalty
for bigamy ranges frcm one year in Dela-
ware to twenty one years in Tennessee.
The maximum penilty for mayhem in
Colorado is thiee years; in Verwmont,
imprisonment for life. * The maximum
penalty for furgery varies from three
years in Delaware to life imprisoument
in New York and Missouri. The guilt of
counterfeiting in Ohio and Minnesota is
twice that of perjury, whilein Rhode
Island and Alabama the guilt of perjury
18 twice that of counterfeiting ; the guilt
of mayhem in Qhio is twice that of burg-
lery, while in Michigan the guilt of
burgliry is twice that of mayhem ; the
guilt of arson in Peunsylvacia, Ohir,
Neb-aska and Kentucky is twice that of
burglary, but in Connecticut the guilt of
burglary is twice that of arson ; the guilt
of forgery in Kansas is four times that of
larceny, butin Connecticut the guilt of
larceny is four times that of forgery.

Death of an ex-Premier of Wova Scotis.

The Hon. P. C. Hill, an ex-premier of
Nova Scotia, died at Tunbridge Wels,
England,-on Saptember 15:h, in his 73rd
year. He has resided ia England for
about twelve years. He was a member
of a well-known family in Nova Scotia,
and he married a daughter of the late
Hon. Eqos Collins. Mr. Hil had been
mayor of Halifax for three or four terms.
He entered poli:izs in 1867, succeeding
Dr. Tupper in that year in the oftice of
provincial secretary, as a Consecvativé,
but his party was completely defeated in
the general elaction which soon fo lowed,
and he was defeated with them. In 1870
he was elected for Halifax over the Hon
William Garvie in a bye-election, but in
1871 was again defeated. In 1874, in
conseqnence of the Pacific scandal, Mr.
Hill left the Consecvative party, and suc-
cessfully ran for Halifax as a L.beral,
succeeding Hon. Mr. Vail as premier, the
latter having become a member of the
Mackenzie administration. In 1878 he
suffered defeat and practically retired
from public life. g

Death of the President of the Rapubl
of Oolumbg& —

Late despatches announce the death of
President Rafael Nunes, of the Republic
of Colombia on Tuesday, the 18th ins.
Below we give a brief biographical sketch
of his career ;—

Dr. Rafael Nunea was horn on Sep-
tember 28, 1825, and was graduated from
the university of his native city, Cartha-
gena, in 1850. He began his political
career in 1851, when he was elected ta
Congress from the State of Panama. He
soon made his influence felt' and in 185 3‘
his ability was recognized by hia, appai’ at-
ment o an office in the Cabinet, of B o4
dent and General Obando. ' Ha ° soon
found occasion to seriovaly disagrer , with
the pelicy of the adminissration,
and joined the opposition. J
He was Secretary of the Treawury from
1855 to 1857 under President "Meilarino
and afterward was elected to « ¢he Senate.,
In addition to his palitics] duties he
found time to found and edi.; E) Porvenir
of Carthagena,’ and to ts’ke part in the
management of severa) newspapers. _of
Bogota.

He was Seeretary of the Treasury
during 1861 and 1862 under President

¥ ssigned
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Mosquera, and in 1863 he was elected to
the Convention at Rio Negro, which
formed the new constitution of the coun-
try.Shortly afterwards he removed toNew
York, where he lived for-some time, act-
ing as chief editor of El Cuntinental. He
was an ardent advocate of the Union in
the civil war.

He went to Euarope in 1865 and until
1874, remained there,acting as Colombian
Consul at both Havre and Liverpool.
During his absence abroad he was elected
by his countrymen to the Senate, and he
accordingly ceturned home in 1875.

A majority of the liberal party put him
forward as their Presidential candidate
that year. He wa3 defeated through the
effects of the party in power. Toward
the cluse of 1875 he was elected Governor
of Bulivar, and was elected to the Senate
from that state in 1878, and in April of
that year was appointed Secretary of the
Treasury by President Truj:llo, but
resigned three months after,

He was again a candidate for the
Presidency in 1879, 'and this timne obtained
the office. He at once set about introdu-
cing many reforms, and between 1880
and 1882 he improved the administration
of public affairs, gave his support Lo the
construction of railroads, and allowel the
conservative party representation in the
government.

A treaty of commerce, through his
efforts, was entered into between Spain
anl Columb’a and was signed in Paris.
He was again elegted Presidert in 1883
by a lsrge majority. ln running for
office he had pledged himself to consti-
tutional reforms, and set about promptly
to carry them out.

His efforts led teo: rebellion, which
started in January, \1885. The attempt
to overthrow the gove‘rsment extended to
five States. ‘Had not the United States
naval forces interferred to maintain the
neutrality of the Isthmus the revolt might
haye succeeded, as the Columbian govern-
ment was financially crippled.

Through the action of the United
States, however, the rebel generals
bacame discouraged, and at the decisive
battle of Calamar, on July 1, 1885, the
insurgents were so weakened that in
August all the leaders surrendered.

A convention of delegates adopted a
new constitution on September l.,\fggujl
ing a centralized . government, reducing
the nine States forming the Republio to
departinents, and extending the term of
the President from two to six years.
Pcesident Nunez was the first to profit by
this extension.

The revolt of 1885 seemed to have
changed the liberal policy of President
Nuvez. He adopted stringent measures
against the press and banished oppesition
leaders, and made himself so unpopular
that the country seemed on the brink of
another revolution. His health, how-
ever,failed him in the latter part of 1887,
and on December 12 he left Bogoto for
Carthegena, and Vice President Eliseo
Poyan assumed the duties of Executive.
Ever since the Vice Presideut has been
the virtval head, although in 1891
President Nunez was re-elected a fourth
time.

In this last election the contest was
between the national party, whose
candidate Dr. Nunez was, and a combina-
tion of the old liberals and the military
wing of the conservative party, which
supported General Velez.

Dr. Nunez was regarded in his native
land as one of its most brilliant writers.
He had written many poems and other
works of merit.
