| Two Garloads of Chinese Went

Over the Embankment—

—Fortunately Few Persons

MONCTON, N. B., April 17.—Scenes
of more than usual excitement attend-
ed the wreck of the Maritime Express
at Caupsacal yesterday morning. The
train did not get .iere until half-past
nine last eveninz. Passengers who
were in the wreck had interesting stor-
ies, while.the train crew sald it was
one of the worst wrecks that ever oc-
curred on the I. C. R.

Two <Qars filled- with Chinamen in
bond went over the steep embankment,
and that only one of the foreigners
was hurt is regarded as little short of
miraculous. -The acSident occurred on
a piece of road .unning along the
Metapedia river, where there is a high
embankment. The locomotive was the
first to leave the rails, and ran along
for twenty-filve feet before going to
dne side. It turned to the left' kide
and was partly tipped over. The pos-
tal car followed, but went in the op-
posite direction, and plunging down
the embankment was followed closely
by two express ecars, two colonist cars
in which were Chinamen, and another
colonist car. The postal clerk was
found inside the car nursing) a badly
injured head, while Express Messenger
Morrison, of Sussex, was more serious-
ly hurt, he having been throwm about.
His head received some severe cuts
and his body bruises. . When found a
big box was on top of him and it was
twenty minutes before he could he got
clear. He was taken to Lewis Hos-
pital, as was also the posta] clerk.

It is a better
man than the ordinary who gets the
high figure, and it is the Inexperienced,
city-bred English immigrant who gets
the low wage. The  preference is al-
most invariably for Canadians and
Americans, though, of course, many
British immigrants are finding employ-
ment.

Tt is not certaln that the present
’keen demand for labor means a great
rush for extra help duringt harvest.
The farmers appear to de planning to
me¢t all the conditions of the season
by ‘getting sufficient help now.

Population Increasing Far More ' Rapidly

NEW YORK, April 17—A special ' to
the Tribune from Washington savs!—

uation with a prominent representative
declares that the price of wheht will
never be substantially lower and that
in the near future the United States
will be forced to import large quanti-
ties of grain to supply its own needs.

cent. From these filgures he drew
the deduction that sooner or later tha
demand for wheat would far exceed
the supply and that the ptice of ’its
products would constantly rise.

It 'was Hugh Smithson, sonw of ‘An-
thony Smithson, yeoman} one of these
lowly forefathers, who left the pater-
nal farm to serve behind the counter
of Ralph and Willlam Robinson, hab-
erdashers, in the seventeenth century;
and, by his brains and industry, ‘0
become, in process of time, a man of
wealth, and a baronet, thus breaking
his ‘birth’s ignoble bar.’ From the
haberdasher’s. apprentice descended, in
the fifth generation, that other Hazh
Smithson, who, as the story goes, W as
serving in a London druggist’s shop
when accident made him acquainted
with the Lady Elizabeth Seymour, on-
ly child of Algernomn, seventh Duke cf
Somerset, and representative cf the
long line of Percies. How the Duke's
daughter lost her heart and gave her
hand to the druggist’s assistaut, ani
how this descendant of husbaardmen
blossomed {nto Earl Percy and Duke
of Northumberland, is one of the most
romantic of all peerage stories,

BARGEMAN TO BARON.

«“There i¥ no greater name in “the
British peerage than that of Russell—

whom a descent is claimed’ from Hugh
de Russel, or Rossel, one of the Nor-
man . barons whom the <Conqueror
pbrought in: his triumphal train to Eng-
land. But to this great family ex-
perts assign a very different and less

so they say, no haughty barom -of Nor-
man blood, but one Henry Russell, of
Weyimouth, who, in 1445, was part-
owner of a ‘barge’ called the James,’
of Weymouth, and who, in his_pros-
perous days, was returned as burgess
for his native town, and figures in a
list of Dorset men, ‘able to spend £12
4 year and upwards.”

MARQUESSES OF HUMBLE ORIGIN

«mhe Marquess of Salisbury is
rightly proud of his descent from three
centuries of ennobled Ceclls, headed by
the famous Lord High Treasurer, Bur-
leigh; but he should be, ‘and probably
is, proud to count among his forebears
one Christopher Gascoigne, who was a
merry London apprentice nearly two
centuries ago, and who was the first
Lord Mayor to make his home in the
Mansion House. The Marquess of
Bath need not search. long among the
ramifications of his family tree to find
one Willam de Bothefeld, who was &
worthy under-forester in Shrorshire a
good many centuries ago, and whose
descendant, who gave hls name to this
noble family, was known as ‘John ©’
th’ Inne,’ at Church Stretton.

SPRUNG FROM LONDON CITY.

“Lord Onslow is lineally descended

And the noise
of the rattle is not a warning, but an
invitation, And a rattler whose fangs
have been drawn is not necessarily
harmless.. As for the basilisk eye,
which hypnotizes the fluttering bird,
forget it.

These facts were authoritatively set
forth yesterday by Dr. John Marshall,
professor of chemistry and toxicology
of the University of Pennsylvania, in

rattler’s bite, al- |

a talk Dbefore a group of physicians
who are in the city in connection with
the “home-coming” of the medical de-
partment,of the University.

The lecture was delivered at the Hare
medical laboratory, on Spruce street,
west of Thirty-fourth, and was the re-
sult of ohservations obtained by Dr.
Marshall during five years of re-
search. His object has been and is to
identify the active toxic prinociple in
the rattlesnake's venom, but wkile he
is on the verge of that discovery and
has gone further in that direction than
other investigators, he has not yet
succeeded. When he does, he hopes
that he may be abie to provide the
antidote,

By dilution and precipitation he has
been able to separate the venom into
' three parts. Qne of these parts con-

tains the toxin. This is the first time

the venom has been thus separated,
and Dr. Marshall hopes that very soon
the exact identity of the poison may

“Therc ia no antidote for the bite of
a rattlesnake,” declared Dr. Marshall.
“The popular methods of treatment are
all wrong and do no good.

“The imprassion has ootained trat
whisky, if a sufficiont quantity is
taken, countzracts the effests of the
poison and saves.the 'fe of the vietim.
No impression could e more erron-
eous. As a matter of facr, whisky
does no good whatever.

“A very small percsatage of adults
die from rattlesnake l.ites. That 1§ be-
cause the snake cannst inject
cient poison ¢> cause death. But Inost
persons when bitten heccme” badly
frightened, and the whisky niay act as
a stimulant and thus keep the victim
from dying of fright. But where the
polson is aufficient to cause death the
whisky cannot retard its work. So
whisky is eliminated.

“Another popular cure for a snake
bite is the applecation of permanga~
nate of potash. This does no geod.. It
is true that it will decompose the ven-
om in the immediate vicinity of the
wound, but it Goes not follow the pois-
on into the circulativn, If it did, it
would cause death itself, because it
will decompose the blood as well as
snake poison. !

“Caustic is used 'in many cases, or

CAUSTIC USFLESS FOF BITES.

the wound is seared with a red-hot
Iron. The only result oltained is the
infliction of a terrible wound, while the
progress of the poison 1s not stayed.

“There is a blood serum which is
Successful when used. It is obtained
in the usual way. A horse is inoculat-
ed with the venom and the serum ob-
tained from its blood. This serum will
check the poison if used, but what man
carries with him into the haunts of
the rattlesnake a quantity of serum
and an antlseptic hypodermic syringe
for its use?

“The treatment which s the nearest
to nature is the one that iz most ef-
ficaclous. Cut open the wound caused
by the fangs and then suck it unti]l all
of the poison is extracted. If some of
the poison géets into the stomach, it
will do no_harm, as the human diges-
tion is able to dispose of the venom.
The only danger resultiriy from this
method would arise if there should
be an abrasion or cut on the lips, or
in the mouth, for then inoculation
would occur.

“The poison acts directly upon the
blood. 1t destroys the covering of the
blood corpuscles, thus rendering them
incapable of carrying oxygen in suffi-
cient quantities to sustain life. The
victim, as a result, dies of asphyxia-
tion.”

Dr. Marshall scouted the theory that
& rattlesnake could be rendered harm-
less by pulling its fangs.

This inforn.ation ought to bhe pleas-
ant news to the hundieds of so-called
snake charmers who perform in the
museums and in the circiis. They be-
lieve that the snakes they handle are
harmless, because they are told so by
the dealers who sell them.

“When a rattlesnake loses a fang,”
said Dr. Marshall, “another one prows
in its place and is at once ready for
use. The poison glands are lecated @i-
rectly back of the eyes and cannot be
removed without killig the snake.
Cutting off the fangs would do no
good, for the poison would still b3
ready for the srake’'s use. The fangs
act as a hypodermic needle,

“The poison glands are controlled Ly
a set of muscler which the snake is
The belief has
been that the very act of sirking
caused the poison to flow and that the
act was involuntary. This’iz not so.
The snake does not always iiject pols-
on when it strikes. It seems to know
vwhen it strikes tissve. And it does
not strike in anger always. Its bite is
prompted by the~ desire for food.”

TWO YEARS WITHOUT FOOD.

In this connection Dr. Marshall
spoke of the ability ¢f a snake to live
for a length of time without taking
food. He referred to a snake which he
onceé owned that lived for two edrs
without taking a particle of food. '

It is generally supposed that each
rattle represents a year of a snake's
life. This, he said, is not true. Each
time the snake sheds its skin it forms
a new rattle, and the skin-sheddinz
process may and often does occur three
times in a single vear.’

The rattle is not sounded as a warn-
ing to a victim and neither is it an in-
dication of anger or fear. Its use is to
attract victims within striking range.
The snake can strike a distance ro-
presented by about one-fourth of iis
length., It always strikes in the pre-
cise direction in which it is lookinz,
and Dr. Marshall said that he haZl
never known of a case where a snake
struck without being coiled.

The snake will always keep a steady
eye fixed upon the .nearest object of
antipathy. If a stick is pointed at it
a_coiled snake will follow- exactly the
point of the stick as it is moved
around. So that a man pointing a gun
at a snake would only hove to shunt
his eyes and shoot. The snake would
do the aiming and, the bullet would
strike it ¢n the head.

The snake has no power to charm
a bird or any other fowl or asgimal,
This power wag credited to it because
hunters have seen birds 6 hovering
about a snake and fluttering as though
helpless to get away. i

“In this case,” said Dr.' Marshall
“the bird is simply trying to distract
the attention of the snake from the

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location of its nest, which is near.
Sometimes the bird gets too near tha
snake and falls a victim, but this does
not result from any influence the snake
has to charm.” .

Records show, said Dr. Marshall,
that about 20,000 persons die annually
in India as the result of the bite of
the cobra. This species is the oaly
snake known that will pursue man.
Why it does this no one knows. It
is not for the purpose of getting food,
as it canrot swallow a man.

Dr. Marshall said that the first man
to discover that snake venom was al-
buminous was Lucien Bonaparte in
1843. Since then investizators hrave
been striving to analyze the poison so
&8s to provide an antidote, and for the
first time the venom has been separat-
ed into three narts. When the €£anl
discovery will come Dr. Marshall does
not assume to predict.

The Men Who Gather Leeches in the

Swamps of England,
Pale and lean, he spoke in a
voice, crumbling a water cracker:
“Divin’ is hard work, and Ssulphur
minin’ is’' hard work, but how’d you
like to be bait at 4 shillin’ a day? That
ain’t a dollar.

“I was human bait for a leech dealer
in England all one spring. It was back
in the eighties, but I ain’'t never re-
covered the healthy color and weizht
what I lost. I guess I never will now.

“Down Norfolk way I baited—down
in the XNorfolk broads. Broads is
swamps. All them swamps, together
with the mild, moist climate. makes
Norfolk a great place for leeches. Me
and a dozen other chaps was leech
bait.

“We would wade in with our
breeches rolled up to our knees, and
as soon as we'd feel a leech on our legs
we'd tear him of and drog him in a
basket hung frcm the skoulder. Quick
as thunder we'd do it. but he’d be
considerable plumped out even in that
little while. And when a dozen leeches
settled on you together the last of 'em
by the time you got round to him
would be as fat and heavy as a lumbp
of lead, whilst yowd be that much
lighter natcherly.

“In the late spring the leeches took
to deep water. Then the bait had to
strip and wade in up to.their chins.
With all that surface to look after, we
played a losin’ game with the leeches.
The quickest of us couldn’t stand
more’n four hours of it without most
faintin’ from weakness. And the pain!
For some parts of the human bait is
mighty sensitive, 1 tell you.

“The trade died out now. There’s no
more call for leeches, and it's a good
thing. Bein’ bait is too hard on a man.
It's worms’  work.”—New Orleans
Times-Democrat.

" AND NATURALLY VENGEFUL

The Opinion of School Teacha\r After Closs-
Study of the Subject.

AMHERST, Mass.,, April 16—That
children under the age of 12 years are
liars and naturally vengeful as a class
was the conclusion drawn from statis-
tics by Earl Barnes, a Philadelphia
teacher, in the, course of an address
delivered before the Xigh School
Teachers 1nstitute and I ducational
Conference which began today at the
Massachusetts Agricultural College.
Professor Barnes’ topic was “*Moral
Joducation in the Public Schools.” He
traced the Thoral evolution of the race
and declared that the life of the child
reflected in a way some stages of that
evolution. Statistics gathered in Eng-
land and this country among school
children showed, he said, that seventy
per cent. of those under 12 years of
age, of whom opinions were asked re-
garding a story which was related to
them, gave replies showing that they
considered lying and vengeance justi-
fiable.

The conference which is unique in
many respects, is under the auspices
of the state board of education, in
conjunction with the agricultural col-
lege and the Head Masters Club of
Western Massachusetts.

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 AIRSHIPS COLLIDE
AND LOCK TOGETHER

VIENNA, Aopril 17.—An exttraordin-
ary collision in midair took lace
yesterday above the aviation ground
at Linz.

The Archduke Joseph Ferdinand,
1 who is an ardent aeronaut, was test-
ing a new dirigible balloon, and in or-
der to ascertain its speed and endur-
ance in comparison with other vessels,
he arranged that Count Adolphe vou
Sternberg should make a simultaneous
ascent in his dirigible.

~ OF HIGHWAY BOARDS

The mew highway act was introduced
fnto the legislature today. The p#n-
&)h of the act remains the same
M several amendments are maide.
.. The poll tax is placed at $2.60 and
the property rate 20 cents per hun-
dred. The taxation is made in favor
of the resident, who is given the op-
tion in peying in cash or lapor. The
highway board is to consist of three
members for each parish, two of whom
are to be selected by the municipal
gouncii and the third appointed by the
government, the latter to be secretary
treasurer. The three together selecta
chairman. The remumneration named
is exemption of road tax. The secre-
thry-treasurer’s remuneration is to be
pald by the province, but is not to ex-
csed the amount paid the other mem-
bers of the board.

The surveyor of highways s exempt
from tamation, providing he works
three daye. Unmarried women and
widows are exempted who are assessed
under $500. The rate for statute labor
48 left with the municipal counal@ and
where it is not fixed it shall be at the
rate of 12% ocents per hour.

Considerable discussion took place
ever the close season for muskrats,
there being a diversity of opinion as
to what season of the year was the
best for trapping these animals. A
section was adopted making the season
in which muskrats can be taken from
1st of March to the 20th of May and
from the 3 0th of October to December
ist.

. Mr. Copp referrsd to ' the section
agreed to previously, which prohibits
any person having carcasses of game
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in their possession or in storage after
the close of the season. He thought it
would work a hardship on the poor
man who went in the fall to shoot
moose to provide his family with meat
for the winter. He thought the poor
man had some rights with respect to
native game as well as wealthy sorts-
men who came into the province to
hunt. He did not move an amendment
and the section stood.

Mr. Byrne thought that the section
prohibiting carrying of firearms. into
the woods except under permit of the
surveyor general or chief game war-
den would be a hardship to lumber
oruisers and others. He thought any
game warden should be allowed to
grant such permits, in which view he
was supported by Mr. Burchill.

Mr. Byrne told of a man in Glouces-
ter who asserted his oat crop had been
destroyed by moose last year and he
wanted $30 damages from the govern-
ment. He wanted to know what the
government would do about it.”

Hon. Mr. Giimmer said some bona
fide claims had been paid. TUnfortu-
nately it was sometimes hard to de-
termine whether or not the claim was
just. He instanced a case in York
County, where a man had some statut-
ory declaration of loss of $125, while
the game warden sent to inveatigate
the claim made declaration that the
damages would not exceed $20. He felt
that the income from game licenses
should be spent for the protection of
game and for the protection of farm-
ers who might suffer damages from
game. ;

Mr. Lowell thought it was not good
legislation to prevent a man who had
business in the woods from carrying a
gun.

He himself wanted privilege of pro-
tecting himself from bears, wild cats
and bull moose.

Hon. Mr. Hazen introduced a bill to
authorize the issue of bonds by the
New Brunswick Cold 8Storage Com-
pany. . Under former ' legislation te
sald the company was authorized to
issue and did issue bonds for $60,000.
A memorial was presented to the
former government setting forth that
the company had expended on build-
ings and plant @ greater amount than
contemplated and asking the province
to guarantee further issue of bonds to
the amount of $30,000. By an order in
counci]l passed in January, 1908, the
government had undertaken to have
legislation enacted guaranteeing this
additional issue, and on the strength
'of that guarantee the Bank of Mont-
‘real had advanced the company some
i$28,000. While personally he thought
!the government had done wrong to
imake such a promise without consult-
ing the legislature, yet as a guarantee
ihad been given it would not be right
for the present government to repudi-
{ te it. He thought any government
was bound by agreements and pro-
mises made by preceding administra-
tions, otherwise there would be no con-
i fidence or stability in the business af-
{ fairs of the government,

Hon. Mr. Hazen introduced a bill to
provide for the development of the
_Gloucester iron deposits. He said that
i very valuable deposits of iron ore had
beern discovered near Great Falls, in

! Gloucester, pronounced by experts to
be one of the most valuable and larg-
est deposits of iron ore on the Amarl-
can continent. The ore was easily ac-
cessible and millions of tons could be
secured without going below the sur-
face. It was situated about 26 miles
from Bathurst and 19 miles from the
nearest point on the I, C. R. The com-
pany would construct & rallway from
their mines, probably shipping ore at
first from Newcastle and from Bath-
urst ag soon as the harbor is dredged.
The Drummond company, owners of
the propeerty, was one of the weal-
thiest and most responsible In Canada.
They operated iron works in Nava
'Sootia and large industries in other
provinces. It .was understood they
paid $80,000 for the Gloucester jroper-
ties, and they proposed to build vp a
great industry there, and it vas ex-
pected that in a short time there
would be a town of several thousand
people in the vicinity of the inines.
For the present the compaay would
ship their ores away, but ayentually
it was intended to establish smelting
works in Gloucester countv.

1t was proposed to assist the com-
pany by guaranteeing their bonds for
a railway to Bathurst or some point on
the 1. C. R., but before the government
would consent to guarantee the bonds
they had insisted that a guarantee of
the Canada Iron Company first be
given. The Canada Iron Company had
subscribed capital of $7,446,000, and an
authorized capital of $8,000,000. They
had fixed assets in Nova Scotia, On-
tario and Quebec’ of $8,019,268 and li-
quid assets of $10,979,000, and as their
guarantes was ahead of that of the
province he felt that the province
would never bs called upon to pay one
cent. After one year the province
would receive a royalty of five cents
per ton on minimum output of one
thousand toms of ore a day for one hun-
dred and fifty days in the year, and
as the company expected to take out
two thousand or three thousand tons
daily it could be seen that the prov-
ince would receive a large amount an-
nually in royaities in addition to bulld-
ing up a great findustry which would
afford employment for a large num-
ber of people. The company had valu-
able tracts of hardwood lumber and
anticipated in the near future manu-
facturing charcoal iron in this prov-
ince. A royalty of five cemnts per ton
had been fixed for term of the lease
which might be objected to by some.
He thought, however, that in view of
the fact that so little had been done
in the past to develop mineral re-
sources of the province, legislature
could well afford to be generous with
this company and thus show that the
province is willing to encourage others
to engage in prospecting and devel-
opment of the great minerel wealth
which all now realized was hidden be-
neath the surface, and which would
undoubtedly become a source of great
wealth and income to the province,

Authority was given the company by
the bill to erect a dam at Nepisiquit
Narrows, 8o long as it did mot inter-

——

fere with the rights of others on that
stream. He felt that the intercsts of
the province anC of al Inddviluals
were amply safeguarded by the biil.

Mr. Byrne introduced a bR to in-
corporate Bathurst Skating and Curl-
ing Company, and presented a petition
of 154 residents of Rogersville, North-
umberland county protesting against
the dismissal of Franais McCail as la-
bor act commissioner.

Mr. Byrne thought an offender
against the game act should be tried
in the county where the offense was
committed, and moved an amendment
to that effect.

Hon. Mr. Hazen said no doubt the
provision which had been in existence
a long time that a man might be tried
for the offense under the game law
anywhere®in the province, arose from
the fact that years ago game laws of
any kind were very unpopular and
convictions could mot be obtained in
a man’s own neighborhood. He did not
know whether or not we had yet ar-
rived at a period when this objection
was overcome.

Hon, Mr. Morrissy said that in &
Gloucester county case recently tried
in Chipman, that Chief Game Warden
John Robinson Informed him he could
not get a conviction in Gloucester
county and therefore brought the case
to Northumberland.

Hon. Mr. Grimmer Tought it would
be well to let the provision stand as at
present for a few years, but he was
not wedded to the idea. He was pre-
pared to accepi any reasonable SUgges-
tions which would help to give the
province a good game law.

Progress was reported on the bill.

Hon. Mr. Hazen introduced a dill
to amend the highway act, stating he
would offer some explanations in re-
gard to it upon its second reading.

R. J. CAMPBELL NOW
SOGIALIST GONVERT

Pastor of Gty Tomple Cenire of “Fierce
Religious Struggle.

LONDON, April 16—Perhaps no-
where in the religious world of Eng-
land has the warfure ageinst the so-
called higher criticism, universalism,
positivism, unitarianism, or any other
“jsm’ outs le of the orthodox churches
or sects been more fiercely waged than
agalnst one who at one time was sup-
posed to be a main pillar of the Con-
gregationalist Church, the Rev. Regin-
ald John Campbell, who is now openly
a convert to Socialism, and in the opin-
jon of a good many of the faithful
within the Congregationalistic fold it-
self, is dangerously drifting into out-
and-out unitarianism.

Mr. Campbell had a distinguished
career at Oxford 'University, Notting-
ham. He took his M. A. degree from
Christ Church, Oxford.

In the full youth and prime of his
fame, Mr. Campbell was called to suc-
ceed the late Dr. Joseph Parker in the
City Temple, perhaps the most unique
Congregational church in the world.
Situated in the heart of London, with-
out a residential congregation of any
kind or nature, Doctor Parker had by
the gifts of his marvelous eloquence
and persuasion managed to raise a
congregation which could fill the City
Temple to overflowing twice a Sunday,
and on every Thursday morning he
succeeded in drawing a congregation
together which simply packed the sa-
cred building, and this congregation
was composed of worshippers of all
creeds, and it was not considered or-
thodox for any American or Canad-
jan visitor to leave London until he
had visited City Temple.

Parker died, Campbell succeeded, and
soon the fat was in the fire, as Mr.
Campbell boldly blossomed out as a
leader of the new theology, as it is
termed, and of which' some consider
Hhim the prime mover. And he has also
declared himself to be an out-and-out:
‘Socialist.

This has been going on for some
time, but at last a crisis arrived, and
at a private meeting of the members
and seat-holders, a resolution of confi-
dence in the Rev. R, J. Campbell and
sympathy with his views was passed,
it is said, unanimously, thus casting
down the gauntlet to his opponents in
the church. .

A change in the management of the
City Temple was-outlined, and for the
first time a church committee was ap-
pointed to serve :‘with the deacons and
Mr. Campbell. The committee will in-
clude Sir Hartley Williams, General
Owen Jones, Colonel Leigh and Colonel
Strong, with Dr. OCameron and others.

The Rev. R. J. Campbell explained
his position with regard to the new
theology and Socialism, which had
aroused some difference of opinion in
the congregation.

“I thought it best to know exactly
the views of my congregation, having
regard to the storm that has been
aroused in the press and elsewhere.

“The City Temple has been the cen-
tre of the new movement in religion
that has been called the New Theolo-
gy, although I do not love that name.

“Jt is only fair to you that you
should be given an opportunity of say-
ing whether you approve of what I
have tried to do and teach.

“The City Temple has found itself
cut off from the organized body of
Nonconformity, and its work and aims
have been misunderstood.

“The new religious movement should,
however, be the union of the churches
—1ts belief is the only common ground
where Anglicans, Roman Catholics
and Nonconformists can meet.”

When a speaker referred to the Pro-
gressive League—the soclety of the
New Theology—Mr. Campbell leaped
to his feet. :

“1 am a Socialist,” he cried. “I do
not hide my light under a bushel. The
Progressive League, However, takes
no part in politics, and is not identified
with Socialism.”

RATS MORE DANGEROUS
THAN COBRA OR TIGER

en——r—

Many Serlous Charges Laid
Against Them.

cmmecm———

London Society for the Extermination of
Vermin Declares War on
the Pests.

LONDON, April 17. — The damage
done by rats in thie country is greater
than the damage done by the cobra
and tiger in India. This statement of
Prof. Anderson was quoted on Thurs-
day by Sir James Crichton Browne,
speaking at the first annual meetinz
of the Bociety for the Extermination of
Vermin at Hanover Scuare.

Sir James sald that by boring com-
munications from drains into dwell-
ings, by gnawing through water-pipes,
by gnawing at food, by causing loss
of sleep and nervous trepidation, rats
had been responsible for sickness, de-
bility and death to a large extent.

The rat was one of the cleverest and
slimmest of animals. Its brain was
large in proportion to the body, and
its persistence and ingenuity in over-
coming obstacles, such as engineering
eggs up and downstairs without break-
ing them and living upon billiard balls
when there was nothing else to eat
would aimost provoke admiration and
pity for its fate were it not that it
was so despicable.

That much might be dome rapidly in
the extermination of rats was shown
by Denmark. TUnder a law which
eame into.force in 1907 provision was
made for the payment of a premium
for every rat delivered to the local
authority. In the first year 1,398,090
rats were handed in and the premiums
paid for them,

It was officially estimated in France,
he added, that she damage to crops by
fleld mice was £1,000,000 per annum.
The calculation that there was ane
rat to every acre in England and
Wales, and that each rat did damase
to the extent of one farthing every
day, making a total loss per annum of
£15,000,000 was if anything, short of
them ark.

The rat had been the cause of huze
and hideous plague mortality in In-
dia. The plague was at their own
doors. It had invaded their colonies
and had éven beem brought to shores
by shipe.

What -Happens in- Austria When the Ammy is
Mobilized.

¥

A correspondent of the YLondon
$Standard, writing from Buda-Pest on
March 96, says of the then expected
proclamation announcing a mobiliza-
tion of the army.

The proclamation is notified to all
men liable to military service first
by posters, and. in villages by the pub-
lc crier. The duty of the gendarmeés
is to see that all men thus called upon
report thmeslves at the proper mili-
tary headquarters. In two days every
pbranch of the military service Is
brought up to full strength—every man
in full equipment. All the horses lent
to the country folk by the treasury
are withdrawn, saddled, and placed at
the disposal of the reserve hussars.

On the day of mobilization civil life
is practically paralyzed throughout
the contry. Coffee houses, full at
other times, are almost empty; the
shops shown signs of the effect”of the
royal proclamation, and the electrio
tramway compamies are already at
their wits’ end to discover how they
will be able to replace all the em-
ployees who will thus be called up.

Everybody still on the lists is ob-
liged to report himself, without re-

alert or hdve completed their thirty-
eighth year are not sent to the front,
but are attached to some field hospital
or catering station. As the number
of " reservists. gnd Supernumerary ‘re-
servists are called up far exceeds even
the war ' footing, new army corps are
created—new regiments, squadrons and
batterles, Wwiiich are held in reserve.
These men, particularly the younger
ones—are carefully trained at home,
S0 a8 to be able at a moment’s notice;
to veplace the killed and wounded. “
At midnight on the day of moblllza.-!
tion the whole ordinary traffic of the
rallways ceases and the railways arei
transferred to the control of the milf-
tary authorities. The mamagement of
sach station on the lines mequired is
taken oven by a military officer, who
is attended by ' the requisite number
of non-commissioned officers and pri-
vates; and the ordinary timetable is
sucteeded . . by the “military” time-
table, every detail of which was oare-
fully -elaborated long ago. These ar-:
sangemerts are extended even fo the
most insignificant local lines. :

JAPANESE DWARF TREES.

i Art of Landscape in

Miniature---Method of

Productior,

Staged near the door of
House” at Kew Gardens are
moderate sized flower pots, the com-
tents of which can hardly fall to at-
tract the notice of a curious visitor.
The pots contain three cypresses of
close upon a century’s growth, which
are yet hardly more than two feet
high. Each tree is a perfect model
of some veteran of the woods, with
gnarled and twisted roots, protruding
from the surface of the sofl, their
stems and branches bearing every
sign of age; three forest trees in min-
jature, as grown so largely by the
Japanese.

At first sight this cult of the
“dwarf tree,” which is carried to such
perfection by the natives of Japan
that it forms with their upper classes
part of a liberal education, may seem
a childish and even wanton sport—thus
to crib, cabin and confine the natural
energy of noble trees. But it must
be remembered that in Japanese hor-
ticulture the art of landscape zarden-,
ing in miniature plays an important
part; a town or village with sur-
rounding country, will be formed with-
in a plot - of ground a few yards
square. A river with its bridees, a
lake with tiny ships upon its breast
roads, gardens, fields, form part of the
design. This borne in mind it will
at once be clear that if the tiny model
is to exhibit that perfect accuracv
which its creators love, trees gréwn to
scale are necessary for its completion;
and hence the cult of the dwarf tree.

Among deciduous trees thus treated
are the oak, pomegranate, plum
cherry, and others; but conifers, such
especially the Thuya, are more eom-
monly used, and this for the obvious
reason that their leaves exhibit leas
disproportion to the general desizn
than would, for instance, those of an
oak or plum tree two feet high, Dwarf
oaks and pomegranates of 150 vears’
growth are in existence, while a maple
has attained the age of 250 years.

To many people the method of pro-
ducing these curiosities of arboricul-
ture is still a mystery; an inteltigent
gardener,
little trees by sight,
ledged entire ignorance of how tMev
were grown, and, indeed, “exnectef.i'
the Japs kept that to themselves.
But the course to be pursued is w»er-
fectly simple; the whole system of cul-
ture may be summed up as being the
exast reverse of Nature’s way — the
survival, or rather, aerha:pa, the selec-
tion, of the «unfittest.” The best,
although the slowest, method is to
raise the tree from seed: A poor and
shriveled seed is chosen and planted.
As soon as the leading shoot has at-
tained some little growth it is cut
short off. The iittle tree, recoverinz
¢rom this rude and unexpected shock,
puts out two further shoots; the
growth of these is watched until one
of the two exhibits & markedly greater
strength and vitality than its fellow,
when it is removed, and the weaker

The samme system of check and dis-
couragement is maintained all through
the future growth. Water is given
grudgingly, and only in sufficlent
quantities to keep the tree alive. It
is kept in a pot too small for the full
development of its roots, and these,
moreaver, are severely pruned, the tap-
root being wholly or in part removed.
The shoots, meanwhile, are trained and
bent to mimic jn their growth the
branches of an aged tree, sometimes
being tied in knots. The stem is occa-
'sionally twisted around a block of
coral or of madrepore; in some cases
ithe growth of the roots and ‘‘collar”
of the tree is made a spectal feature,
being abnormally encouraged till the
roots appear in disproportionate size
above the surface of the soil in which
the tree is grown. The training of the
branches over frames resembling in
their-shape the figure of a man or ani-
mal is more popular in China than
among the Japanese.

Of other methods, grafting is much
employed, particularly with the maple,
of which several varieties are some-
times grown upon a single stem, thus
producing a bizarre display of foliage.
Or the intending possessor of a forest
tree in miniature searches among™the
mountains till he finds, in some cleft
of the rocks where a stray seed has
fallen from g, passing bird or drifted
with the wind, a shoot of the tree re-
quired, struggling precariously against
adversity. This he appropriates, con-
tinues by art the hard and discourag-
ing nature of its former surroundings,
and 48 thus saved several years of
growth; but the result is seldom quite

as satisfactory as when the tree is |

grown from seed.

The cypresses above alluded to are
the only specimens of dwarf trees pos-
sessed at Kew, But His Majesty the
King owns g large and varied collec-
tion at Sandringham, and many lead-
ing nurserymen now stock these curi-
ous vegetable ‘‘pets.” Persons who, in
exchange, for a guinea or two, hbecome
the owners of an oak or pine, the age
of their own grandfather, yet grow-
ing in a pot that may be carried in
the hand, usually at once do the wrong
thing with thelr new treasure—they
put it under glass, partly from a desire
to have it where it may be examined
and exhibited at ease, partly from the
notion that it must be ‘“taken care of.”
Nevertheless, the proper place for the
dwarf tree is in the open air, where,
somewhat protected from too sharp a
frost, it should be no less carefully
screened from full and long-continued
summer sun. It should, of course, be
kept in its pot, and the Japanhese me-
thods of culture, or rather of repres-
sion, continued, The terrace is usual-
ly the best place for it in the garden
of the average English country house;
but if some corner be laid out, Japan-
ese fashion, as a landscape, in minia-
ture, dwarf trees will there assume
their just proportion and complete the
Litliputian scene.—London Gilobe.

Iourselves and not be subject_to the
.control of any outside party.”

With a forelgn organization control-

! United States and havinge pcwer to
! declare a general strike in Nova Sco-
!tia or elsewhere in Canada if it was

Mr. Hazen Surpasses Himselt in His Praise of the Bil—¥r.

/

Haihgway and the Ladies.

FREDERICTON, N. B, Apr. 17-The
House met at 10.30 a. m. A number of
bills were read a second time includ-
ing the ameéndment to the Highway
Act.

Hon, Mr. Hazen explained thte latter
at some length. He said that when the
Highway Act of 1908 was passed it
was the intention of the Government
to invite discussion of municipal eoun-
cils and others interested in such leg-
islation hefore bringing it into force.
Councils had with a very few excep-
tions considered the act in a very fair
spirit and had made valuable sugges-
tions. There was pretty nearly a unan-
imity of opinion as regards the desir-
ability of the principle of, the act but
consideruble Qifference as to details.

Most all agreed that:a poll tax of $2
was too large and they were divided
in opinion as to the amount of the
property tax, and the new bkill had en-
fdeavored to' meet these views. He
read a number of resolutions passed
by various countys councils. Carleton
-recommended, a property tax of 20
cents and poll tax of. $1.50; Westmor-
larid, a propérty tax of 15 cents and
poll tax $1.50; -St. Johh, property tax
14 cents, poll $1.50; Albert, property
tax 20 cents, poll tax $1.50; Gloucestey
approved the act of 1904 ahd recom-
mended much the same as were ificor-
porated in the act of last year; North-
umberland recommended property tax

JEWiSH QUEST OF
Hemgmn FAILS

o

The Beautiful Land of Cyrenaica Found
Utterly Unfit for Colonization.

-LONDON, "April 17—“Tragic and un-
expected” are the words in which Mr.
Zangwill describes the results of the
Jewish Territorial Organization's expe-
dition to Cyrenaica tTripuli), sent to
report on the suitability of that coun-
try as a territory for a Jewish auton-
omous settlement.

In an historical preface to the re-
port, which is published todezv- Mr
Zangwill says that the “dry lighc’ of
science has peen turned upon the rosy
Cyrenaica® of literaure—its climate,
its scil, and its scenery werc so beau-
tiful that the ancients here locotedsthe
gardens of the Hesperides-+and showed
a dry land. “In the most/-painfully lit-
eral sense of that much-abused meta-
phor, the project did not hold water.”
The councilof the organization has de-
cided to take no further action in re-
gurd to the scheme.

Dr. J. W. Gregory, F. R. 8., the lead-
er of the expedition, states that though
the country is very attractive from its
beauty, healthfulness, pleasant cli-
mate and commanding posmdn, the
scarcity of water—due to the porous
soil—will probably prevent it ever sup-

_porting a dense population. The whole

plateau of Cyrenaica consists of a vast
block of limestone, at least 3000 feet
thick, which is as porous as a sieve.

From an examination of the ruins
found, Dr. Gregory is of opinion that
the estimates of the dense population
of Cyrenaica in classical fimes are ex-
aggerated. The ruins of the amphithe-
ater of Cyrene show that it could not
have sufficed for a large city, and the
water supply works indicates that the
population was only from 16,000 to 2),-
000 instead of the 100,000 attributed to
it.

Cyrenaica has a long historical con-
nection with Judaism. In 320 B. C,
Ptolemy I established in the coun{ry
Jewish military strongholds, peopled
by captives brought from Palestine:
The Jewish garrisons enjoyed complete
autonomy, and in 74 B. C. felt them-
selves strong enough to resist, by mil-
itary force, the occupation of the coun-
try by the Romans. The Jews disan-
peared from the history of Cyrenaica
when they were conquered by the Ro-
man general Marcius Purbo, but num-
erous fugitives who ‘escaped massacre
went to seek protection among their
Berber neighbors and ‘inaugurated the
age-long struggle of the Berbers
against Rome. Traces of the Jewish
colonies — cemeteries, ruins ‘of towns
and Greek and even Hebrew inscrip-
tions—were discovered by the expedi-
tion. >

In the absence of Mr. Herbert Glad-
stone, the home secretary, owing to e
meeting of the cabinet, Mr. Herbert
Samuel, M. P., the under-secretary of
state for home affairs, received a de-
putation at the Home Office, Whitehall,
on Tuesday, from the London commit-
tee of deputies of the British Jews, the
Jewish Asscociatfion for the Protection
of Girls and Women, the National
Vigilance Association, and the London
Couficil for the Promotion of Public
Morality, upon the question of the
White Slave traffic.

Mr. D. L. Alexander~XK. C., pointed

ther and immediate legislation in or-
der to dea) effectively with the white
slave traffic, and its kindred offences.
The deputation wished to place before
the home secretary two bills which
they had drafted for the amgndment
of the Criminal Law Amendment Act
of 1885 and the Vagrancy Act of 1898.

The Bishop of London said that ‘the
present law allowed the procurer eas-
ily to escape punishment, and, there-
fore, by making the offence a felony
instcad of a misdemeanor, they would
be able to check the traffic by arrest-
ing the guilty man on the spot.
