TO WRITE A BOOK

Blames United States for All

Самі Sekelt at thxBotiom of it—U. S. 
Soldiers Fought With the 

Revolutiielsis.

MADRID, Feb. 22,—Ex-President Ze- 
loya of Nicaragua today announced 
his Intention to publish a book justi­
fying himself and proving by, docu­
ments the evil designs of the United 
States.

“The real cause of the attitude of the 
United States towards Nicaragua,” he 
said, “le the question of the inter- 
oceajilc canal which the United States 
wishes to dig across my country for 
Its own use, to the utter exclusion of 
other world powers. I always opposed 
the realization of this scheme, which 
would make Nicaragua forever a toy 
of the United States. There is no doubt 
that for this reason the government at 
Washington always opposed the con­
clusion treaties between -Nicaragua and 
the powers of Europe and Asia, and 
It was to overcome this resistance that 
the hate of the United States was di­
rected against me and that the United 
States fomented' a revolution against 
Nicaragua, Guatemala, in the person 
of Cabrera.

“Beside? the United- Sates " wished 
Nicaragua to be another CUBA for It 
from a commercial point Of view. More 
than 400 American soldiers styling 
then selves deserters or volunteers, 
fought for the revolutionists. It is dif­
ficult for me to predict the future, but 
it the revolutionists win there is an 
end to both the llbertÿ and independ­
ence of my country and to the union 
of Central American republics which 
constitutes the only barrier to foreign 
cupidities.”

Public Meeting Demands That Bar Ida

TORONTO, Feb. 22—At a lively pub­

lic meeting held last night at the call 
of Mayor Geary ,the following resolu­
tion, moved by Hon. A. B. Morine and 
seconded by Mr. Joseph P. Downey, 
M. L. A., was declared carried unani­
mously : “That in the opinion of this 
meeting it is of vital importance to

Expected Ару TimeAMHERST, N. S„ Feb. 22—A serious 

Wreck took place on the L C, R. this 
morning about 'll o’clock at AuBo 
Station, N. B., due to a rear end col­
lision between Conductor Sullivan’s 
freight special and the shunter that 
does duty between Springhill and 
Moncton in charge of Conductor J. S. 
Nickerson* pt Moncton. The shunter 
was also bound west and was in the 
yard at Aulac Station doing sortie 
work in shunting cars on different 
sidings. It had been closely followed 
by the Sullivan special. There is at 
this point a long stretch of straight 
track and hitherto it was not deemed 
necessary to have a semaphore Install­
ed at the east end of the yard. The re­
sponsibility of the accident has not 
been placed, but the engine of Sul’i- 
van’s special dashed into the van of 
the shunter, completely demolishing 
it, also demolishing several coal hop­
pers and two coal cars. The van took 
fire from the special’s engine and it 
was with difficulty that the train 
crews and sectlonmen prevented fur­
ther destruction. Thomas Kay, fireman 
on Sullivan’s special, seeing the col­
lision was inevitable, jumped from tha 
tender of his engine and was seriouslv 
Injured. Surgical aid was summoned 
from SackviUe and It is thought that 
he will recover. In the meantime traf­
fic will be delayed for several hours in 
both directions. An auxiliary train and 
crew has been ordered to the scene 
from Moncton.

Balfoor Advised 10 be Roadj for a Som­
mons —Action of Irish Parly a 

Fatal Blow.

LONDON, Feb. 22,—Commenting on. 
the unexpected collapse in the House 
of Commons yesterday of the debate 
at the conclusion of Mr. Redmond’s 
speech, the Unionist morning- papers 
predict that the new parliament will 
be so short lived as to be practically 
stillborn.

The Morning Post bids Mr. Balfour 
be prepared to take office at any mo­
ment.

The Telegraph says: “After this as­
tonishing prelude it would be folly 
even to conjecture what may happen 
next. The fiasco is more complete than 
any Unionist had dared to conceive.”

The Liberal papers maintain a brave 
show, but they have difficulty in con­
cealing their disappointmént and de­
pression.

The Radical Morning Leader says: 
“When the House of Commons ad­
journed it was clear that the life of 
the government hung on a thread and 
that the decision to prolong it or not 
would be a matter of hours.”

The Dolly iNewrf complains bitterly 
of Premier Asquith’s ambiguity in the 
matter of "guarantees,” and declares 
that the situation is perilous.

LONDON, Feb. 22.—The political at­
mosphere continued heavy when par­
liament reassembled this afternoon, but 
a ray of hope appeared with the an­
nouncement that the Nationalists at 
a meeting early in the day had decid­
ed not to move an amendment to the 
address in reply to the speech from 
the throne.

The text of the Nationalist resolu­
tion follows:

‘'Resolved, that having regard for the 
supreme importance of the constitua 
tional struggle going on between the 
two houses of parliament and being 
convinced that the primary business of 
this parliament was to act on the man­
date given in the general election and 
proceed forthwith to limit the veto 
power now exercised by the .House of 
Lords over all progressive legislation, 
the Irish party decides not to compli­
cate that great issue by moving an 
amendment to the address or by bal­
loting for bills and motions during the 
present session.”

This decision was accepted generally 
In the lobbies to mean that although 
John Redmond, the Nationalist leader, 
had rendered judgment against the 
government, lie and his followers had 
decided to defer the execution of the 
sentence and not to throw out the cab­
inet over the budget while abstaining 
from supporting the financial measure 
as they abstained In the last parlia­
ment. Home Rule for Ireland is the 
stake for which the Nationalists are 
playing, and they realize that it would 
cease to be a live issue Immediately 
upon the resignation or defeat of the 
government.

EUROPE’S BAD BOY
60ES INTO EXILE

Serna's Former Crown Prince Is Now 
“Captain George” le Garrisoe 

Regiment.

BELGRADE, Feb. 21.—A small crowd 
saw thé ex-Crown Prince George off at 
Belgrade railway station, when he left 
for his place of exile at Gornl Minano- 
vats. The prince was pale, and evi­
dently struggled to repress his emo­
tion.

Л tte contrast between his present cir­
cumstances and the enthusiastic re­
ception given to him last year, when 
lie arrived from Russia as leader of 
the war party, must have been in ills 
mind, as in that of others. To escape 
the eyes of tile spectators he remained 
in the royal waiting room until the 
last moment, and rushed to enter the 
train Just as It was about to stait. 
Then he turned with set face to salute 
the soldiers drawn up on the plat­
form. , —

The ex-crown prince Is now 1 el'mpljr 
Captain George, but as such he has 
still an Important field of action. He 
was welcomed at Gomi Mllanovats by 
a crowd of citizens and peasants from 
the surrounding districts, 
full of sympathy for him, for thèy. be­
lieve that he has been victimized by 
the government. A certain section of 
the press has begun to espouse Ills 
cause, maintaining that his faults arc 
magnified, and his high spirits unfair­
ly repressed, and hls fine natural quali­
ties Ignored by ; thte members of Ills 
father's cabinet. r '

The adherents of the old dynasty arc 
In particular inclined to condone the 
defects of a priiice who Is at variance 
with most of hisTëéBUives.

Mr. Roy Whitney will take the posi­
tion in the I.RflCv'freight department 
at Sussex whlcloelil.be vacated about 
the first of March' by Mr.

Arthur J. Balfour spoke for the op­
position. He criticized 
speech for its ambiguity, particularly 
on the naval question. He had hoped 
for a declaration that the government 

prepared to face the situation and 
provide* everything for the defence of 
the empire. The general election had 
been primarily on the budget, and lie 
was not quite sure what tile country 
had pronounced.

“When the budget,’’ he said, "has re­
ceived a cold and chilly, but numeri­
cally adequate support In this house, it 
will doubtless become a law. 
that the majority of the constituencies 
in Great Britain are prepared to sup­
port the budget, but can it be pre­
tended that Ireland favors it? If Ire­
land abstain from opposing the budget 

■ n will be because the Irish members 
think that the interests of home rule 
over-ride those of finance, and I hold 
that If .the. budget were isolated front 
all other questions, it would be re­
jected.

“If the Prime Minister’s home rule 
declaration, made just before the elec­
tion, had been taken seriously in Eng­
land, as it was In Ireland, the other 
questions all would have been dwarf­
ed.”

Mr. Balfour said that he had had 
149 speeches of cabinet members ex­
amined and only one of them con­
tained a voluntary reference to home 
rule. The government wanted the ef­
fect of the Prime Minister's .declara­
tion to he as the doctors say, local, 
not constitutional, 
parties in the House of Commons 
wanted the reform of the House, of 
Lords. The labor party wanted to 
abolish the House of Lords altogether. 
The Nationalists and the English and 
Scotch members wanted a reform of 
the constitution. The Irish wanted 
to get out of the constitution entirely. 
Looking under the surface, how could 
the government say that they knew 
what was the opinion of the country 
on any one of the great issues before 
them.

Mr. Balfour closed by questioning 
whether it was possible to entrust 
solely to a representative assembly, 
the power of manipulating from top 
to bottom, the whole constitution of 
the country, 
deed, if they drove to this illogical 
excess, the idea that for all purposes 
and for all time, the House of Com­
mons could be taken to represent the 
settled convictions of the people.

A GENERAL STRIKE 
IN PHILADELPHIA

Street Oar Men to be Joined 
by 100,000 Others

Fife Thousand Polio Trying to Ma n lain 
Order—Tw) Boys Skol While 

Stcniog a Car.

PHILADELPHIA Feb. 22.—Wash­
ington's birthday opened in Philadel­
phia xvith its citizens facing a most 
critical situation, 
mind inflamed, with people taking 
sides in the great conflict between file 
strikers and the. street car company 
and with the police grimly determined 
to put down lawlessness, It will be re­
markable if a clash more Serious than 
those of either Sunday or yesterday 
does noitypccür-.belweëit'the'unruly ele­
ment ai^d І1і'$'constituted authorities.

"The firit trouble of. the day was re­
ported at 8 o’clock from Kensington, 
in the northeastern part of the city, 
the grea,); mill district of Philadelphia, 
where tv^T'boya were shot. A crowd 
of youths lay in waft for «a car, and 
as it passed they hurled a shower of 
stones. Two policemen were in the car 
as ptotedtors of the trolley’crew, and 
opened fire on the boys with revolvers, 
and when they .fled it was. found that 
two of them had been wounded. Both 
were rushed to a hospital and examin­
ation showed that one had been shot 
in the eldest and the other only slight­
ly injured.

The incarceration of Ç, O. Pratt, Na­
tional organizer of the Amalgamated 
Association of Street and Electric Rail­
way employes and leaders of the strik­
ers had not helped the situation, but 
on the other hand has brought about 
the ugliest kind of feeling between the 
strikers and sympathizers and the po­
lice authorities, and the tension is at 
fever heat.

Pratt was taken into custody last 
night on a charge of “inciting to riot." 
Detectives have been on Pratt’s trail 
since the strike began last Saturday, 
but did not get anything on him, as 
they term it, until yesterday afternoon 
xvhtn a riot occurred In from of the 
hall in which he was addressing strik­
ers. Detectives In the crowd immedi­
ately reported to Director Clay of the 
Department of Public Safety, with the 
result that a warrant was sworn out

for his arrest.
Pratt was not given a hearing but 

was immediately placed in a cell and 
ar. all-night effort of his friends to se­
cure his release was unsuccessful.

There was nothing to do but wait 
for Pratt’s hearing today.

The Philadelphia Rapid Transit 
Company at 4 a. m. began the opera­
tion of a limited number of cars on the 
principal lines. As was the case yes­
terday most of the efforts of, the offic­
ials of the company were concentrated 
on the heavily travelled streets of the 
city leading to the business centers. 
The day opened foggy with a heavy 
rain falling and despite these disagree­
able conditions the cars carried only 
a small percentage of their usual num­
ber of passengers. Every car operated 
carried at least two policemen.

It was the Intention of the traction 
company to increase the number of 
cars and to open lines in outlying sec­
tions as the day progressed provided 
there were no unusual disturbances.

Owing to the fact that today was a 
legal holiday with many industrial 
and other establishments closed down, 
the police expected a busy day on the 
theory that "idleness breeds mischief."

The police force has been augmented 
to approximately 5,000 men. The au­
thorities have been assured by the na­
tional guard commanders that the en­
tire division of the state militia num­
bering ten thousand men, is at the 
service of the city in case the police 
force is unable to quell further . disor­
ders.
