THABA N'CHU, May 1 (afternoon).
—General Hamilton’s division was en-
gaged yesterday and today in forcing
a passage northward. At Houtney the
Boer front héld a line of hills com-
manding the sides of the nek. The
Canadians and Gordons attacked the
hill to the left, and the Shropshires
and Marshall’s Horse, supported by - a
baittery, also made an attack on the
enemy, who eventually fled, leaving
many wounded, and the passage was
cleared. The ‘Boers on the mountain
are now shelling the outlying camp,
necessitating removal to a safer ;lace.
The Boers have three guns om the
hill to the eastwand of’this place out-
side the range of the Britisih artillery.

TWO BOER- LETTERS.

LONDON, May 3.— The Morning
Post’s correspondent at Bloamfontein
in a despatch dated May 1, says that
two letterns of comsiderable interest
ihave fallen' into the hands of the Brit-
igh. The first lettar was writtea Ly ]
President Steyn to Commandant Gen.
Liouis Botha, complaining that a suffi-
cient mumber of-troops had not been
left to protect Kroonstad, the seat of
the government of the Orange Free
State, and that the commandos sup-
possd to be protecting that place were
‘ecoupied in Jooting the grain-districts,
‘thus causing intease . suffering. The
letter reports that the British have
50,000 men and are about to move for-
ward. It urges the withdrawal of a
portion of the 10,000 Boer troops in
Natal through Van Reenan’s Pass, in
order that the struggle might be con-
centrated at Krconstad and. a deecisive
blow struck against the British. Pre-
sident Steyn concludes by declining to
hold himself responsible for the loyalty
of the Free State Boers unless a guar-
antee was given of the Transvaal’s in-
tention- to protect the temporary capi-
tal of the Firee State.

The 'second fletter is a reply.of Pre-
sident Kruger ‘to the Commander at
Fourteen . Streams. The presigent
states that -it- is abgolutely impossible
to accade to the commiandant’s request
to provide more troops; since every
man at the disposal of.the republic is
required in the position he occupies.
President Kruger adds that great vic-
tories have 'recently cronvned the fed-
eral arms, and that others are in im-
mediate prespect which. will put an
end speedily to the British intention
to advance from ‘Warrenton.

When you write me
after leaving for the front you rad
better send addressed envejopes and
paper.

The new kkaki that was issued to us
for landing in is getting very dirty,
as all our other clothes are vacked
ready for landing. gl

Everyone is restless on board . ship.
It is very annoying to bhe near the
shore znd yet not land. There is a
rumor that we are tc teke the horses
used by the lioer prisoners, which are
up the country. Will Henry of Mali-
fax gave me a large folding map of
South Africa, and we have been study-
ing it. It is in sergeants’ quarters
new. We have just been told that we
are not to land today.

‘We have not had any war news to-
day at all. and it seems stranze to
think that although we are in Africa
yet you in Canada know more ahout
the war than we do. We saw the first
native today, in the shape of a “Cape
boy,” who was on a tug that took
some of the officers on shore.

From the lock of things on shore I
gukss we are better on board ship
as there looks to be a sand storm
raging among a lot of tents dirently
oppesite us. Through glasses 1 could
gee the horse lines, and they all seem-
ed to have their heads down,

SATURDAY, March 24—This motn-
ing we moved about a quarter of a
mile nearcer the dock, and there e
anchored. We had a parade this af-
ternoon for the inspecition of arms,
and with this esception we have had
nothing to do all day, except the
usual rouiine of stables and.guards.
We had our first glimpse of a lady
today since leaving Halifax. She was
loudly cheered.

SUNDAY, March 25.—We maoved
into the *Jcck ihis morning about 9
o'clock, and unloaded our saddlery,
kit bags amd valises on the wharf.
There are al! kinds of soldiers about.
I met Bob Willis of Ialifax, He is
back fram the front, recovering from
fever. Mr. Salmon also looked me up.
Bev. and I are to go *o his hcuse to-
morrew night. We are to stay on
board tonight. No man is allowed on
shore tonight. There is. a canteen on
the dock, and we’ soon bLought him
out.

Harling of Tcronto, representative in
Canada of the Manchester Ship Canal
and. M ter: Line _Steamship Co.,
who.made &, verxﬂgnereaﬂ,ng and in-
structive address.; Mr: -Harling point-
ed out that the' first steamship 1fne
ever formed in -Manchester was es-
tablished to run between that port
and Cunadian ports. Therefore St.
John people should be 'especially in-
terested in Manchester and the trade
of the great canal. Proceeding, he
dwelt upon the impcrtance of Man-
chester as ‘a greal. manufacturing cen-
tre. ' Until twenty years ago the man-
ufacturers did mnot fully realize how
much they were paying to get their
raw matzrial, etc,, from the seaboard.

OTTAWA, Arpril 27.——Before this let-
ter is. printed the 'Ottawa fire will be
something of an old story,‘as the de-
spatches contaimed pretty full details.
A long time will pass before it be-
comes an old story in Ottawa. As yet
many of the people, and most of all
the victims who have suffered most,
have hardly .come to realize what has
tefallen them. While the statement
of the press here that this is the worst
_fire ever known'in Canada js npt sus-
taired by history, there are ¢ertain
features of the case which make the
Ottawa fire a greater catastrophe than
woudd appear at first glance. The
amount of property destroyed is less
than the Icss of the great St. John fire
of 1877, and the destruction of resid-
ences is perhaps not half as great, con-
sidered by va.lue. But the Ottawa fire
has struck very hard on the poorer
class of people and on the large class
of &rtidgans and mill ‘men who, if not
poor, had very little property except
what was in their houses

The swater power d.t the Chaudiere
Falls is one of the finest in the world.
It has made many millions for the
lumbermen in this district, and if
Ottawa has more millionaires than
any other city of :its size in Canada
the credit belorgs largely to the Chau-
diere Falls. The great lumber mills,
paper mills, flour mills and other in-

To all of these towns
the canal is of the greatest benefit.
Mr. Harling gave striking illustra-
tions to prove the laiter statement.
The population ¢f  Manchester and
Salford is 750,000. ‘Within a radijus
of twenty miled are 8,000,000 people
whe can be more easily reached
through Manchester than any other
port. Perishable products, which re-
quire the minimum of haundling, are
most gatisfactorily marketed through
Msanchester. This applied to chilled
meats, eggs and produce of that sort.
The claim was proved in the case of
a large shipment of Chicage chilled
meat last vear.

As to the Canadian steamship ser-
vice, Mr. Harling pointed@ out that it
wds only two years old. There had
‘been some great disappointments. The
‘cost of steamers advanced and con-
tracts for ships could ‘not be filled as
soon as cxpected. Then the war broke
out and three of their best steamers
went to South Africa. However, they
now have eight steamers under com-
mission, and he hoped that next win-
ter thére would be a prompt and reg-
ular gervice. After the war ends six
boats will be on the Montreal and two
on the Quebec route. They are first
class boats and the service will be
first class. The port of St. John had
progressed greatly in the last three
years, and he hoped it and the port of
Manchester would go on and increase
benefit.

over capital stock amd. all liabilities.
Exclusive of uncalied capital stiock the
cash surplus to policy holders amounts
to $54%,492.27.

The fact that our
militia. cam perform the purely show
movements of manual exercises and
physical dnill with our arm, and de-
liver imaginary voll2ys et the various
parades, etec.,. does.not prove that we
are of any "2 whatever in the actual
snt of shooting and hitting the object
aimed at. Itis quite evident that there
is only ome road to efficiency, and that
is practice with ball cartridge. No
other makeshift will supply its place.

This practisz,. I fear, the militia do
not receive. Now, fer the purposes of
encouraging this branch of anilitary
work, lamge sums of momey are fur-
pished to the Dominion Rifie Associa-
tion and the lifferent provincial asso-
ciations every y2ar.  We may say
1that nzarly @il ‘he available funds go
in this d@irection, &nd are expended in
supplying extravagant ranges, giving
prizes, working expenses at matches,
and paying ' officials.” Now, in return
for this what do we receive?

We have the satisfaction of seeing

' gathered at Ottawa, year after:year,

a2 numbar of professional shots, who
annually assemble there, win the prizes
offered .and enjoy themselves. What
actual benafit does the militia gain
from this; as we know that to a great
extent the same cormpetitors annually
present themiseives? How does this
improve the general proficiency ‘of cur
force? After these enthusiasts become
proficient, to meach the goal of their
ambition—Ottawa—they are perfect.
It is obviously a ‘'waste of money #o
spend more on then.

If we secured a naw batch every year
we could ebtain some returns for our
outlay. Any military man, or other
penson, who has the good of the militia
at heart, cannot fail to notice many
evil featurss in connedtion with these
gatherings. We refer first to the un-
dignified "aspact of the affair, when we
see officars competing with the rank
and file (few as they are unfortunate-
ly) for momey prizas. This is not com-
doecive tio discipline, nor is the slovenly
and often unmilitary appearance of
*he ranks in accordance with our ideas
of military customs. We often find
officers, sorgeamts and privates occu-
pying the same tent, and associating
together in a way that would not be
tolerated in any ordinary camp of in-
struction.

Agnin, the professional has introduc-
ed many unmilitery innovaitions, which
he fancies are necessary for his opera-
tions. In fact, the box of implements
which he packs to the firing points,
and the t#me ocoupiad in manipulat-
ing these wvarious articles are quite
enough tie frighten a young man who
has been, taught, very properly, that
all he is required to possess as a soldier

is his rifie and ammunition.

We hear of matches being arranged
for beginners, to encourage the young-
er men, but a little refleation will con-
vince ug wof the usel=ssness iof this pro-
position. It is impossible for the young
men throughout the country to spare
either tha'time or the money necessary
to make a trip to the central points
and compete. If one here and there
does come, he is discouraged at the
amray of pro&assuma.ls, who carry all
before them.

Consequently, we omly meet with
thos> wihio, owing to -their skill, can
insure making emough money to pay
expenses, and thus the abuse of the
whole sysbsm comes in, i. e., pothunt-
ing. These competitors can
heforehand %or their annual
to suit the eccasion.

It will be noticed, also, ithat the
dates of the different miatches are ar-

ranged so that our crack shots may’

take in each meet in succession, and,
in: this way, make  the clincuit, put
more momey dn their poekets, and, as
they call it, encourage rifle shooting.
‘Under thts systam, the attendamce of
the rank end file cannot be wsecured.
But, if, en the other hand, the money
was distribated to ¢he local and regi-
mental organizations, where men could
altend, a great benefit would result.

There is no reason why the D. R. A.
and prowinical associations shiould mot
exist; but that the moaey should be
thus diverted into the pockets of pro-
fessionals is absurd and wriong. Let
us suppose that the large sums of
money dewoted to securing the mange
at Ottawa, including 50 targets or o,
was laid eut inst:ad at the headquart-
ers of vayfous regiments and com-
panies. If this procedure were follow-
ed, we would probably instruct more
men in ome battaliom, and after a mil-
itary fashion, than asssmble from the
whole Dominiom at Ottawa. This
svould furmish an incentive for men to
join the miMtia, and partake of the
recreation and amusament dhe rifle
provides.

At this peint we would beg to point
ocut a pepalar error, in supposing that
because we are ammed with a long
rang: rifis, that it is a necessity to
have a long range. We hear of ranges
being discaried because they do not
furigh disfances over 600 yards. This
is o mistake. If long distances are
not  available let us avail ourselves of
the short owes, which camn be found
with safie backgrounds in many io-
callities, ' where 1,000 yards would be
dangarous.

The absurd aumbsr of 40 rounds
per year is suppxsad to be fired by our
militia. . In most cases the practice is
mever carriad out. It is considered
unimportant. Our camps are devoted
to drill almost entirely.

It is folly for the critics of taday to
suddenly . discover what they speak of
as. a. modern lessom.. It fis a lesson
which we never gshould have been call-
ed upon to learn, considering  that,
away back in the days of the American
Revolution, just such another ingtanca
as the present was gfiven to us, when
the man of the soil took up his rifie;
knowing well that the drill, on which
we set such atore, could, for all intents
and purposas, be picked up sufficiently
at the last moment. Omne would have
thiought that the affair at Majuba hill
would have provided food for more
reflection at that time. Onr own
Northwest experienze, in 1885, was
similar. We all know the insignificant
numbers that fought under Riel. But,
after w2 had crushed them with force
of numbers, #s we are doing now in
South Africa, the swagger and comn-
gratulations of victory obliterated the.
lessons we ought to have learned, and
we revert to the old regime with a
smirk of satisfaction.

with commomn sense to adopt the me-

tive, and which we have discovered,
to our cost, must be sound? = Other-
wise, the best element in officess and
men of this xreat empire would not

primitive people. A professional in |
any branch of life is considered able
to vanquish the amatear. Should it
not be the case with ‘the soldier? We
may point with priie to the recent
victeries fin the Soudan and India, but
in thes2 cases we should curf our en-
ioyment when the fact presents itself
that the enemy were most imperfectly
armed, and not proficient with the
rofles which they did possess.

Suppesing we possassed a battalion
of “William Tells,”” they would be
counted out at any wof our modern
inspections, if the only qualifications
they possessed ware good shooting and
the power of raarching like ordinary
individuals. We suppose this, for we
have never yet seen a general who
asked to inspect the score sheets, or
inquired if even our small amount of
ammunition had been expended. I
might here mention that the well-
known 40 counds per year are fired
generally at the end of the 12 days’
camp, and, in most casas, blazed away
in a perfunctory mamner, thiis portion
of the exercises being considered of no
importance whatsver, but merely a lit-
tle amusement for the “boys.”

With regard to the system of con-
verting troops into a machrme, which
we implicitly follow, we might refer
to a passage in Sir Wm. Butler's
“Iistory of the Life of General Col-
ley.” He says: “Ours were the dog-
matic teachings of the barmack square, |
the acquired  lessoms ©of unreasonable
drill, the accapted formulae of oouect-
ive movement, subordinaiting action to !
one mind and one command, and liable |
to produce inertness and helplessness,
whenever circumstances became such .
as previous precept had not contem-
plated.” Thess well-wiorded expres-
sion are true to.the letter, and are
quite in keeping with the remarks of
Winston Shurchill, whio compares the
working of our men and that of the
Boers to the difference between a pack
of hounds and a flock of sheep. The
hounds, each employing his individual
talents, yet working with his fellows
for a common object; the sheep, with
individuality distortsd and destroyed,
in order to acquire what we call dis-
cipline, follow only the leader, and
when he falls huddle ‘together and are
shot down.

At present we in Canada adhere en-
tirely to the principles of the sheep.
The objects of our camps ehould be
to make battalons capable of being
hamdied, by teaching them' a few sim-
ple movements. Squad dril must be
altered so that you can do in one day |
whiat now takes a week. Everything |
should give way to field work and ac-
tual practice with the rifie. Let us
hope that these lessons will teach us
el what changes are necessary. We in
Canada have our duty to perform; let
us carry it out at once “lest we forget.”
