fieasoe, Kentucky, Ohio, Michigan, dnd the other
Waestern States and Territories conld spare, to mieet
the British {  Again lot their sea board be swept by
the British Navy, from Boston to Charleston. and
stipplies of arms farnished, not only to the South-
ern Slavas, but to the whole negro population ; and
then it tmight easily be “ guessed,” the number and
efiiciency of the sanibern force, that could safely be
iatched for the defence of her northern frontier !

In 1811, the Americans declared way ngainst
Groat Britain, nnd their Secretury at war, Doctor
Linstis, then said ¢

“ 1t is quite nbentd to stppose we shall not sue-
eeed in our entorprise against the enemy's provin-
ces. We have the Canadas as wmueh onder onr
command as Grent Britain histhe ocean: and the
way to conquer her on the ocean, is to drive her
frofthe lamdi 1 W not f6F stopping at Quebec,
ot any where elsé ; but I would take the whole conti
nent from them, ind ask thew no favours.  Her fleet
cannot rendevouz at Hulifux as now ; and having
no place of resort in the north, cannot infest our
coast 48 they have latoly done. It is ns easy to con-
quer them on land, as her whole navy would con-
qifer onre on the oceatt.  We must take the whole
eontinent from themn ; | wish never to see a peace
till we do.  God hae given us the power and the
means—wo are criminal if we do not use thew. I
wa get the continent she must allow us the freedom
of the sen.” J

SUMMARY OF NEWS BY THE

The difficulties with China appear to be the ab-
sorbing topic, with both the government and peo-
ple of Great Biit Preparations fur the expe
dition against this country were continued with
mach activity. Opposition to these yBasures are
not so strong as they were—but the Tories severely
blame the winistry for allowing them to become
necessary.

STATE OF TRADE.

The number of spinning frames now in
Yorkshire and Lanecashire is 5000, con-
suming about 300 1bs. of wool each per
weck., At present there are at least 700
frames standing entirely, the owners hav-
ing become bankrupts ; of the remaining
4300 the falling off lias been nearly 30 pr
cent, since the 1st of October last, making
altogether in that trade alone a falling off
in the consumption of DBritish wool of at
least 40 per cent.,  The quantity of long
fleece wool consumed per annum in the
worsted trade of Yorkshire and Lanca-
shire is about 78,000,000 pounds weight ;
the quantity used from the time before
named to the present hganot been more
than at the rate of 48,088,000 lbs. per an.
showing a falling off at least 30,000,000
Ibs. per year ; and during that time up-
wards of 7,000 woolcombers, woolsorters,
and mechanics, having families amounting
to at least 35,000 individuals dependent
upon them, have been thrown out of work;
also the nupmber of weavers out of work
is not less than 18,000, and a great num-
ber of children employed in factories are
in the same deplorable state ; besides, the
price of weaving lms been so much redu-

m full work, with the present price of
corn, to buy any article of clothing for his
family—they cannot earn sufficient to sup-
ply them with the quantity of the bare
necessaries of life they ought to have.— |
Surely such a state of things demands at
least inquiry, to. ascertain the cause.—
More than one half of the smaller manu-
facturers, as well as some of the larger
ones, have become insolvent, and there is\
no prospect of improvement. If this state
of business ¢ontinued much longer, the
greater part of the worsted machinery
will be entirely stopped to savg the own-
ers from certain ruin. But bad as the
worsted trade has been, the blanket trade
of Heckmondwike, Dewsbury, Earlsheat-
on, &c., has been no better ; the consump-
tion of ‘wool in that district for the ‘last
eight months has not been one-half of the
usual quantity.—Leceds Mercury.

The working classes continne very
badly off at Sheffield. Many of the large
bouses have been for some time past re-
stricting their men to half time, and lately
they have been obliged to curtail even
that.
