Senator Ferguson said that at first
glance around the room he had felt
that there was a danger in so many
young Canadians taking -graduate
work in an American institution;there
was a danger, he feared, that they
might remain in the United States.
But there should perhaps be no re-
gret that Canadlans took leading posi-
tions in other lands and did work cre-
ditable alike to themselves and their
country, Canada had given many |l
noted professors to American colleges
and all had proved their worth, Yet
there was at the present time a loud
call from Canada, and h€*hoped that,
if possible, the young men before him
would listen to the call. There was
great and hard work to be done in the
home land. Sir Wiltrid Laurier has
said that the twentieth century was
Canada’s century. The Dominion to-
day with its boundless resources and
possibilities needed trained men,

England and the Colonles.

The old idea that the colonies were
a burden was not yet entirely dead
in England. As late as 1852 one of
the most Imperialistic statesmen then
alive had spoken pathetically of the
“ungrateful colonies.” HEven today
there was much ignorance of colonial
conditions, and an English statesman
had recently said that Canada ~was
handicapped because she had no win-
ter ports. Yet, the old ideas were
dying and the “little Englanders” dis-
appearing.

Aeroplaning to be Popular Sport.

“As for the future of the aeroplane
I think that it will become popular al-
most immediately for sporting uses.
For cross-country trips, for racing and
such purposes, it will be taken up im-
mediately by the most daring sports-
men. In warfare, it is not now very
practicable, since it flies too slow and
too low, making an easy target.

“As a commercial agent I don't see
how it can be of any value from pre-
sent indications. The problem which
the aviators now face is getting up
high enough in the air. It is difficult
to raise the machine. Wilbur Wright
holds the record at about 300 to 400
feet, I believe, The aviators feel that
if they can devise some screw to raise
the machine vertically they will be
making a big step forward.

“The military students of aeronau-
tic problems show that they feel that
the aeroplane is still in too much of
an experimental stage to be used for
war purposes since they spend their
energies on the dirigible balloons,
keeping a watchful eye on the plane
development meanwhile, The French
and German military stand about even
in their balloon equipment.

“At present the German scare in
¥ngland has taken the turn of an aer-
fal invasion. The army proselyters are
drawing pictures of airships skimming
over the island dropping bombs on the
nnprotected heads of the peaceful Bri-
tsh gentlemen.

Sale of Wright Patents.

“It was through the efforts of Capt.
Ferber of the French army that a syn-
dicate was finally organized to pur-
chase the manufacturing rights of the
Wright machine for France. The
Wright brothers are now negotiating
for the sale of their patent rights in
Germany and other countries.

“They received $100,000 for the sale
of the French rights and the manufact-
ure of the machines there is going on
at a ranid rate. T visited the shop in
Paris, where they had 15 of the planes
in course of construction. As the ma-
chines sell at $6000 apiece the pro-
fit is large.

“When Wilbur and Orville Wright
return to this country they will be
given a reception and dinner by the
Aero Club of America, and will be de-
corated with medals as has already
been announced.

“If they sail for this country May
5, they will reach here sooner than
was anticipated when I left the con-
tinent.

“The aeronautic congress convenes
every three years and will next meet
in Vienna. Since our last meeting the
exploration of the higher atmospheres
has considerably progressed. By send-
ing up balloons with instruments at-
tached as we have learned much about
the air currents up as high as 20
miles.

“The great enigma at present is the
warm stratum or blanket of air which
we find after rising above the eight
mile limit. We find this current at a
height of about seven miles near the
poles and 15 miles at the equator. By
studying the phenomenon we think we
will arrive at some mgre definite con-
clusions as to the lower air curents.”

Prominence is being glven In the Liberal press to a statement that the Government is
taking no steps to recover from Mr. McAvity the $35,000 Mr. Mayes claims to have paid him
for influence at Ottawa, because it has no ground of claim against him, even if the money did
represent a payment over the reasonable cost of the work done in connection with the St.
lohn dredging. This is presumably right from a legal point of view. The Court of Queen's
Bench of Quebec, in the Baie des Cheleurs Railway grafting case, held that money paid to a |
Liberal toll-taker to get a Government to pass an account could not be recoveréd, as, once it
was paid out of the treasury, it belonged to the recipient to do with as he liked, On the other
hand, viewing the matter from a moral standpoint, the voters of Quebec, when the facts
were made known to them, cast out the Government which had profited through its election
funds by the discreditable deal. Justice may operate through other means than the courts
[in the St. John dredging case as it did in the Baie des Chaleurs case.

issue of the Canadian Forestry Jour-
nal. His article gives the result of
investigations made by him during
the season of 1903 in the Crow’s
Nest district of Southern Alberta,
more accurately defined as the valley
of the middle fork of the Old Man
river between ‘the Livingstone range
and the western boundary of Alberta.
Originally this whole region was
heavily timbered, so the reports of
explorers and other early visitors to
the district say, with the exception
of a small area (18 square miles in
extent) situated above the timber
line. - “So numerous and 8o disas-
trous have been the fires following
in the wake of travellers, settlers and
railways,” Mr. MacMillan  writes,
“that at present, of the original 312
square miles of forest, only 33 square
miles remain” Moreover, the timber
which is easiest to get at is always
the first destroyed, and what is left
is situated on high levels and in
other places where it is hard to get

at,

Not only has the timber*originally
on the land been destroyed, but in
some cases all possibility of produc-
ing, without going to an enormous ex-
penge for artificial planting, more
timber- ,or anything else) on the land
has been taken away. In this Crow's
Nest valley alone there are, out of
the 212 square miles of its total area,
85 square miles of such land. Orig-
inally covered by a heavy forest of
fir, it is now -but a “poor, gravelly
prairie, unfit for agriculture and of
very little use for grazing.” One fire
alone does not usually have this ef-
fect, but “a second or third fire rare-
ly fails to kill all the forest reproduc-
tion” (i.e., the little trees) -“to des-
troy the remaining seed trees, to
purn off the upper layer of soil, and
leave a desolate waste,” such as the
country just spoken of. T

On portions of this area nature
has already made a good start to-
wards creating a new forest. Sixty
square miles of the area are ooV
by a dense growth of young trees,

Many
times other quarter sections were held
by men in blocks of two or three cov- |
ered by one certificate, but in every |
case Mr. Johnson’'s firm had spll.l
them into each separate quarter and |
in each case the Transcontinental paid
the full §30 fee and all disbursements.

Gentlemen:—The Commissioners of
the Free Public Libary present their
report for the year ending 31lst Dec-
ember, 1908, %

The total number of books issued
during the year was 29,086,an increase
of nearly two thousand over 1907. The
total number of persons newly rigis-
tered during 1908, entitling them to
the privileges of the labrary, was 343.
The total number of books used in
the Reference Room was 4,764, This
is a department which is yearly be-
coming more important and valuable
works are being constantly added to
supply the needs of the public. There
has been considerable demand for the
public reports and other books in the
Canadian reference room, and also for
the newspaper files.

Interest in the Children’s room con-
tinnes to grow. During 1908 172 re-
igstration cards were issued, making
the total number to date 528. Four
hundred and ten books were added
and 3,298 were issued during the year.

2015 New Books.

Since the removal of the library to
its new home—a period of four years
—6,350 books have been placed on the
shelves. Last year 2,015 volumes were
obtained. As wsual the library hss
been remembered by many friends.
Gifts of 280 volumes and 93 pamphlets
were received, for which thanks were
returned to the donors. By binding
the magazines purchased for the read-
ing room 88 volumes were added to
the library. It was found necessary to
withdraw 121 volumes, as they were
worn out, and 8 volumes were destroy-
ed as they had been in homes where
contagious diseases prevailed.

The reading room is liberally sup-
plied with Canadian, British and Am-
erican magazines and newspapers, and
it is largely patronized.

Mr. R. Murray Boyd, accountant, au-
dited the books and accounts of the
treasurer, and reports that he found
them correct in every particular. Ap-
pended is a statement of the receipts
and expenditures in 1908:

National Peace Congress, a gathering
of peace advocates from all parts of
the United States and foreign coun-
tries as well, had its formal opening
in Orchestra Hall this afternoon,
with Robert Treat Paine presiding.

The gathering is the largest and
most representative of its kind that
has been held in Chicago since the
universal peace congress was held
here in tion with the Columbi-
an Exposition in 1893. Included in
the attendance are farmers and col-
lege presidents, financiers and work-
ingmen, suffragettes and anti-suffra-
gists, statesmen and business men.
Among the foreign diplomats taking
part are Count Johann Heinrich von
Bernstorff, German ambassador; F.
L. de la Barra, Mexican ambassador,
and Herman de Legercrantz, minis-
ter from Sweden.

The programme of the congress
provides for the discussion of inter-
national peace in all its phases.

HARRIMAN
 SUIT HEARING
RESUMED

Portland, Ore., May 3.—Having con-
cluded the taking of evidence in Salt
Lake City, the scene of the legal bat-
tle that is being waged by the Goyern-
ment to” dissolve the merger of ‘she
Harriman railroads was shifted to-day
to Portland, where the hearings were
resumed in the federal court before
Special Referee . Sylvester G. wil-
Hams. The witnesses subpoenaed for
examination include officials of the
Harriman railroad and steamship lines
in the west and northwest and lead-
ing manufacturers, jobbers and others
who have had dealings with the Harri-
man companies.

1t is believed that the taking of evi-
dence in the Government suit prob-
ably will conclude with the hearings
in this city. Since the beginning of
the suit, which was commenced in
Utah in January, 1968, evidence has

.|been taken in New York, Washington,

Cincinnati, Salt Lake City and several
other places, the purpose being to show
that the utimate object of the Harri-
man merger was the ‘destruction of
competition and the restriction of
trade.

The Government’s object in bring-
ing the suit is not only to compel the
Harriman interests to relinquish the
control of the Union Pacific, which
avolds competition between the Great
Northern and the Union Pacifie, but to
compel a similar giving up of control
of every Harriman line running par-
allel to any other line of the same
ownership, by which ownership trade
and commerce is restricted and com-
petition destroyed.

Rival steamship lines operated by
the Great Northern and the Union
Pacific are named as reasons  Why
these roads should no longer be al-
lowed to remain in non-competitive
proximity. The supposed fierce com-
petition between the Santa Fe and
the Union Pacific between Kansas
City and Denver is called a farce, as
these roads only seemingly are in &
bitter fight for supremacy of trade
and in reality are working quietly and
surely for extremely profitable freight
rates, while allowing cuts in compar-
atively unprofitable passenger rates.

London, May 8—“Let no one sneer
at the bruisers of England,” wrote
the author of “Lavengro” in one of
his many moods of admiration for the
prize-fighting art. I am afraid, how-
ever, there were a good many nasty
things sald at the National Sporting
Club last night when Gunner Moir, the
heavy weight champion, was beaten
in one round by Ian Hague.

The Men Contrasted.

They were laying odds of 7 to 4 on
Hague very early in the evening, so
that somebody had evidently weighed
up the Gunner's quality. Hague him-
self was more than quietly confident,
as his statement prior to the fight that
he would knock his rival out in three
rounds would seem to express.

Yet when the men entered the ring.

the superficial observer might have
picked out the Gunner as the likelier
of the two.

The Gunner Cool.

Clad Yankee style, in a long dress-
ing-gown, and chewing gum-—another
transatlantic fashion, I fancy — he
glanced coolly round the building and
ducked four off-hand nods to the sides
of the ring.

He looked fit and upstanding for
anything, but Hague seemed beefy in
the trunk, and his pale, anxious bear-
ing was not calculated to impress one
favorably, excepting that the more
careful critic would note the grim,
set teeth in a powerful, determined-
looking jaw.

A Bad Omen. .

To the superstitious, or those who
were seeking for a guidance as to the
main issue, it must have been a bad
omen that one of the electric lamps
placed round the ring for the purpose
of the cinematograph sputtered and
fizzled out into darkness.

It was just over the champion’s cor-
ner; but the Gunner, with his heavily-
lidded eyes and square face, free from
the slightest expression, did not seem
to be affected by the incident,

Boxers are made, or should be made,
of sterner stuff than to be worried by
details of this sort, and when the men
faced each other Moir stood well up
to his challenger.

Hague Leads Off,

There was a little preliminary spar-
ring. The Yorkshireman does not be-
lieve in wasting time, and with a fierce
funge he swung his right arm inside
Moir's guard.

It hit the side of the Gunner’s head
and the glove glanced just over the
top of the skull. A few inches lower
and the problem of the championship
would have been settled even quicker
than it was,

The Gunner on His Knees.
The Gunner did not like this com-

D e ——

mencment evidently, and he stepped
in, attempting to get to close quarters,
and there was an angry retort from
Hague at an accusation of clinching.
At the breakaway the Gunner led with
his right, but Hague, very smartly for
such a heavy man, ducked and re-
celved the blow on his broad back. Re-
covering, he sent his left straight to
Molr’s face, and the champion stag-
gered to his knees, loking rather more
than surprised. Again boring in on
recovering his footing, the Gumner
landed a punch with the left just un-
der the jaw, and this momentary suc-
cess appeared to encourage him, for
he began to box with more assurance

Hague, however, did not let this
mood develop. His methods were all
aggressive, and after he had missed
with a wild right over Moir’s head, he
sent the champion once more to
the ground.

Again the Gunner got up, and, evad-
ing his determined rival, got towards
the ropes, Then a nasty thump on the
side of the head took all the heart out
of him,

A Sensational Finish.

With a curious shuddering of the
eyes he actually turned tail and ran
towards his corner. Hague went after
him and landed another blow which
did not appear to be so very foreible,
but it did the trick for all that. Moir
slipped on the ropes right by his
chair, turned on his stomach, and haif
fell out of the ring.

Then he sat up with his arms on
the ropes, a bewildered expression on
his face, his mouth slightly bleeding,
and without the ability or desire to
make the slightest response to the
frantic appeal of his seconds to get up
and renew the fight.

Moir Gives Up.

There was no fight left in the Gun-
ner, who feared Hague's “Long Mel-
ford,” as George Borrow used to lov-
ingly term the right-arm blow.

The next instant the championship
had passed from his keeping, and
Hague's seconds were capering
around the new champion, wheo had
every reason for feeling exuberant.

The fight lasted 2 min. 47 sec., and
without having the records by me I
should say that it was the
heavy-weight contest for the cham-
pionship that has ever been fought in
this country.

Hague A Fighter.

That the new champion is a fighter
as apart from a boxer, must be conced-
ed. He has a rare rig
and they say he can take punishment
like a true Yorkshireman. His future
is on the knees of the gods, however,
although it is stated that he is anxious

to have a go at Johnson,

A careful estimate shows that trot-
ters and pacers which are being pre.

000 in stakes.

It will be quite safe to add another
$15,000 to the handicap column as
very llkely Hartford will soon an-
nounce one, offering the amount sta-
ted, while there are splendid chances
of other associations, adding handicap
races to their .,programmes later dur-
ing the season.

Many tracks have already expressed
a desire to glve this system a trial to
a small extent, so it will not be out of
the way to estimate the total amount
in this column as fully $200,000.

00,000 More.

In the Great Western Circuit for in-
stance, there will be ten other impor-
tafit meetings besides those already
alluded to, and these will contribute
not much less than $200,000 to the
above total.

The Western associations which are
expected to add to this amount are
with amounts estimated; Libertyville,
$30,000; Galesburg, 00; Daven-
port, $15,000; Juliet, $15,000; Kalama-
200, (second meeting,) $15,000; Ham-
line, Minn., $20,000; Peoria (second
meeting), $15,000; Springfield, Il1.,
(second meeting), Dallas and El Paso,
Tex., each $20,000, or a total of nearly
$200,000.
