The male
population of that portion of Mace-
donia allotted to Bulgaria was reduc
ed during the hostilities from 175,000
to 42,500. In Bulgarian Thrace, only
225,000 males remain out of a total
before the war of 494,000, while in
the district of Mustapha Pasha, where
fighting waged so long and fiercely,
only 4,000 males are left out of 33,000,
the total before fighting began.

The steamers sent out from St.
John to search the coast for the ship
were not equipped with wireless and
neither is the cable ship Tyrian, which
was operating in that vicinity.

The only definite information re-
celved from any source was the mes-
sage sent to the Marine and Fisheries
Department at Halifax from the sig-
nal station at Brier Island to the ef-
fect that the tug John L. Cann sent
out in the morning to search the
shore of the island had returned and
reported no trace of the Cobequid or
any wreckage.

‘The tug had gone as far out as Gull
Rock, Southwest Ledge automatic
buoy, but her search was fruitiess,
other than to raise the hope of those
who looked toward Grand Manan as
the lkely spot for the ship to have
stranded, or to further confirm the be-
lief of those who fear that the Cobe-
quid foundered in the deep water off
Brier Island ledges with the loss of
her passengers and crew.

High gales and blinding snow
storms were sweeping the south coast
and the Bay of Fundy shore, making
the work of searching very difficult
and dangerous. Pickford & Black, the
agents, were in receipt of a message
last night from Yarmouth to the ef-
fect that the tug Hugh Cann which
had gone out from that port to search
the coast, was compelled to return to
harbor for shelter, and to give up her
work temporarily owing to the blind-
ing blizzard.

Since early this morning when the
‘S. 0. 8. message (the last call of a
doomed ship) were picked up from
the Cobequid by the wireless stations
along the coast, nothing has been seen
or heard of the wrecked ship or her
crew and passengers.

Then came silence. At 8.30 a. m.
Cape Sable Island marconi station ree
ported that communication from the
ship had céased and since then si-
lence.

Suspense and fear, alternating with
the faint hope that among the reefs
and fislands of Grand Manan, the
steamer might still be above water
and her company of a hundred men
safe somewhere along the shore, have
filled the hearts of the many who
know the treacherous nature of the
Bay of Fundy.

The very
fact that the wireless, the wonderful
winged voice which has proved the
salvation of so many sea-farers, and
80 often the source of courage as long
as the last throb of life remained in
stout British hearts, ceased to bring
out of the storm swept sea nay mess-
age from the stranded ship, held the
majority of the people little hope that
the 'Cobequid was above water and
her company alive.

The last definite information receiv-
ed from the Cobequid was that her en-
gine room was full of water, and she
had a bad list. These conditions
would not acecount for her wireless be-
ing out of working order, as the ship
was equipped with emergency storage
batterles, giving a range of 150 miles,
which would be workable long after
her engines were out of order and
under ordinary conditions would only
cease when the ship sank.

In the meantime both the Canadian
and American governments had begum
active measures for rescue. The Ger-
man steamer Pronprinzessin Cecllie,
off Sable Island, on her way to New
York, was urged to change her course
and head for the Cobequid, 200 miles
to the northward.

The government steamer Lady Laur-
fer was started out from this port
for the scene of the wreck. The steam-
ers Belvidere and the United States
revenue cutter Woodbury, in command
of Lieut. Ridgely, on her way from
Portland to Rockland, was ordered to
steam full speed for tlam.

When the keoper of the Bfiaf Inland
light was notified of the accMent, in
the hope that he might give some in-
formation regarding her, he replied
tbat he saw no traces of the Cobequid.
This was subsequently confirmed by
the steamer John L. Cann, which made
a circuit of the island during the day.
On a re-reading of the first message
from the Cobequid, the opinion was
reached that the navigator was at a
loss as to the real position of the
steamer and that she was in reality
on the west of the bay.

Unfortunately, communication with
Grand Manan had been cut off some

IMMIGRATION TO NEW
BRUNSWICK,

The annual report of Immigration
Superintendent Gilchrist, which Is
published elsewhere In this issue, tells
an optimistic lttle story of the
awakening of interest in the Pro-
vince of New Brunswick as a fleld for
fmmigration from the British Isles,
and, at the same time, pays the best
gort of tribute to the work being done
by the immigration branch of the pro-
vincial Department of Agriculture.

When the Government led by Hon.
J. D. Hazen took office it was found
that little or no attention had been
pald to the possibility of interesting
intending British emigrants in the pos-
sibilities of New Brunswek. The whole

trend of emigration to Canada was
westward and New Brunswick was
practically an unknown quantity .to
the people across the seas, The Do-

minion Government was chiefly con-
cerned in settling the lands of the
prairie provinces, and the transporta-
tion companies were naturally de-
sirous of sending immigrants to the
west because of the additional revenue
to be derived. The railway companies
were not prejudiced against New
Brunswick. With them it was a sim-
ple matter of placing the immigrant
where he would bring them the most
business. Not only was the passen-
ger rate to the western provinces a
profitable one but there was the pros-
pect that the new settler would have
wheat and other grains to ship to the
eastern seaboard and this, of course,
meant additional potential profits.
With this the condition, it was ap-
parent that if New Brunswick was to
get her share of the tide of immigra-
tion something must be done to im-
press upon the intending settler the
particular advantages of this province.
And something was done. Starting on
a small scale, the immigration depart-
ment of the provincial Government
get out to accomplish what had hither-
to been neglected. The task was not
an easy one, for the sentiment in Bri-
tain was all in favor of the west whose
attractions had been skilfully adver-
tised for many years. There was, and
is, no feeling of hostility toward the
western provinces. For the newcomer
who desires to railse wheat and live
according to western standards,
the west is the place but for mixed
farming, congenial surroundings and
comfort, the Province of New Bruns-
wick has a line of goods that will bear
comparison with any.
Results did not come in a month, or

a year. The first year a small number
of immigrants came out, and this num-
ber gradually increased. Last year,
according to Mr. Gilchrist's report,
1,446 new settlers were located in this
province, Judged from the standard
'of western immigration the number is
small. Judged in comparison with
what had been done previously, and
in the light of what will come in the
future, the showing is most encourag-
ing. For New Brunswick is but com-
mencing to attract attention in Bri-
tain and the coming year is expected
to make a much better record than
any we have yet had,

CENTENARY OF SWEDISH TREATY

One hundred years ago today the
representatives of England, Sweden
and Denmark concluded at Kiel a tre-
aty by which Denmark was forced to
cede Norway to Sweden, and by which
Sweden, in return, gave up Pomeran-
ia to Denmark. England magnani-
mously restored to Denmark all the
conquests made in the East and West
Indies—all territory, in short, that
had been ocoupled by British troops,
excepting Heligoland. The treaty was
not wholly satisfactory to either the
Danes, the Norwegians nor the Swe-
des. Pomerania was too distant to
form a suitable apendage to the Da-
nish territory, and was exchanged for
a sum of money and a small district
adjoining Holstein. Pomeranja thus
came into the pessession of Prussia,
as one of the fruits of the peace pact.
The Norwegians, while glad to be
freed from the Danish yoke, were at
first inclined to resist the annexation
of their country by Sweden. On the
17th of May following they declared
their independence, but their means
of resistance were small, and the Swe-
des, while dispatching troops to Nor-
way, offered liberal terms. Charles
Frederic, Duke of Holstein, was elect-
ed king of Norway, but he abdicated
in October, 1814, and in the following
month Charless XIII. of Sweden was
proclaimed king of the national diet
assembled at Christiana.

By the terms of the union between
Norway anl Sweden, the latter accept-
ed the constitution promulgated by
the former at the time of the declar-
ation of independence. This document
made Norway “a free, independent, in-
divisible kingdom,” united with Swe-
den under the same Kking. This dy
nastic tie was cut in 1905, when Nor-
way elected a Kking of its own.

Norwegians are planning a great
celebration for May 17 next, the cen-
tenary of the declaration of independ-
ence and the promulgation of the con-
stitution at Eidsvold.

'HERRESHOFF
BOAT MAY BE
“CAT RIGGED”

Word came from Bristol, R. 1., that
the Hereshoff cup deflence racer is
Ilikely to be a sort of *“catrigged”
{boat. This bit of news is not startling
to the New gland yachtsmen who
know Charles Francis Adams 2d.

Mr. Acdams is and has been for
years a believer in the big sail idea.
His unbeaten sonder Harpoon of a
couple of seasons ago was an inno-
vation so far as rig was concerned.
It had a hizh peaked mainsail of the
catboat type, and results spoke for
themselves.

Mr. Adams has been a catboat man
for years. He was born and bred, so
far as the yachting game goes, right
in a section of New England—Quincy
Bay—where this type of boat is the
leader in the racing game today.

His sonder boat that did not get
to the German races last year was
rigged very much like the old Har-
poon, and it was out because of the
fact that it carried more sail than was
allowed, according to the rules, and
could not get down to the racing con-
ditions.

The belief right now around Mass-
achusetts’ clubs is that when “Char-
lie” Adams gets his sail ideas working
to perfection and with “Bob” Em-
mons and himself on the deck engin-
eering the cup defence boat the other
two boats will have to “go some” to
keep within striking distance.

Herreshoff, Adams and Emmons are
a very bad combination to fool with
when anything is at stake. The pro-
flessional skippers who have raced
against Adams and Emmons admit
that they are both, on the job every
minute and know the ins and outs of
the racing game.

Also comes the word that the Her-
reshoff boat may be a modified New
York fifty-footer. Anyone who was
at Marblehead last summer and wat-
ched Emmons handle and sail one of
these came immediately to the con-
clusion that they would figure in the
plans of the new cup boats.

Just what is coming from the Her-
reshoff yards in the shape of a cup
defence boat is uncertain as more
secrecy prevails around the cup boat
down in the Rhode Island yard than
in any other &pot on earth.

Ladies Natural History So-
ciety Unveil Portrait of
Miss Grace Leavett--Con-
versazione.

With about two hundred persons in
attendance, the annual conversazione
of the Natural History Soclety was
held last evening in the museum on
Union street. Governor Wood, to
whom an invitation was extended to
be present last evening, sent expres-
sions of regret at his not being able
to attend, and on account of an im-
portant meeting which required his
presence, His Worship Mayor Frink
was also unavoidably absent.

An interesting feature of the even-
ing was the unveiling of a portrait of
Miss Grace Leavitt, who for the past
twenty years has served as treasurer
of the ladies’ branch of the Natural
History Society. The portrait, which
will be hung in the museéum, was un-
veiled by Mrs. Matthews on behalf of
the ladies’ association and. will be
kept in recognition of her faithful ser-
vices.

The entertainment was opened with
an address by the president, W. F.
Burditt, who outlined the -improve
ments in the museum and made refer-
ence to the favorable comments made
of the collections at the museum by
scientists and other visitors during
the year,

The speaker also made mention of
the assistance given the school chil
dren by supplying collections of min-
erals, birds, etc., for use in school
work. This was taken advantage of
largely in the country schools and was
found of great educational value. The
teachers showed keen appreciation of
the work of the society in this direc-
toin.

Rev: Dr. Raymond was among those
present and delivered a short address,
making mention of the old members
and of the work they had done to ad-
vance the soclety, and of the valuable
work which is being done at the pres-
ent time, of which the general public

RIVER ICE
VERY SOFT

Unsafe Owing to Presence
of Large Quantities of
Salt — Low Water Last
Fall.

Although it is probable that with’
the thermometer hovering around the
zero mark the ice on the river would
be frozen solid enough to enable the
farmers on the Bayswater side to
cross with perfect safety, yet at the
present time when the weather to the
ordiniry individual seems just a shade
too wintry the river ice is not solid
enough for travelling by horse and
sled, and those living across the riv-
er are completely isolated as far as
direct connection with the city is con:
cerned.

This condition with such a low tem-
perature is rather a unique occurren-
ce in the history of travel on the riv-
er, and it is doubtful if for many years
those living on the other bank have
been unable to cross when the ther-
mometer registers near the zero mark.

The cause, which those living along
the river, attribute the apparent weak-
ness of the ice is the unusual low lev-
el of the water. It appears that pre-
vibus to the recent cold spell the wa-
ter about Kennebecasis Island was so
low that the salt water from the bay
“awead {n freely, so much so that when
the time for freezing came the river
waiois contained too much salt and
the ice formed was crumbly and soft.

‘With several inches of snow coating
the soft 'ice the residents along the

crossing and must be contented with
the meagre food supplies they had
stored for early winter.

Thinking the ice in good condition
a resident of the Bayswater side start-
ed to oross over to the city on Sunday
evening and narrowly escaped when
his horse broke through the ice and
plunged into the water near Kenne-
becasis Island. Extricating the horse
from the icy waters proved difficult
and the farmer considered himself
lucky in coming out of the accident as
fortunate as he did. . 4
